San Francisco, March 22.—Upon the 
arival of the Pacific Steamship Com­
pany's steamer Santa Rosa from San 
Diego, the news was received of another 
terrible accident indirectly attributed to 
the Alaskan gold excitement, which is 
believed to have cost the lives of forty 
passengers. Capt. Alexander, of the 
Santa Rosa, reported that early this 
morning, while nine miles off Point 
Bonita at the mouth of the Golden 
Gate, he sighted a derelict bottom up. 
The tug Seawith was immediately des­
patched to the point indicated and found 
the derelict to be the bark Helen W. 
Almy, Capt. Hogn, which started hence 
tor Copper river points with 27 passen­
gers. Her stern was low in the water, 
her deck houses badly wrecked and sev­
eral planks of her hull washed loose by 
the sea which broke over her.

While there were no signs of boats 
among the wreckage it is not believed 
her passengers and crew escaped by put­
ting off from the vessel in them as there 
was a heavy sea for several days past. 
Furthermore no word has been received 
from the survivors if any exist, although 
the derelict was sighted within ten 
miles of shore, and fully 68 hours have 
passed since the wreck was discovered.

According to the tugboat men there 
was a pretty stiff breeze when the Almy 
sailed out of the Golden Gate on Sunday 
last and by the afternoon it was blowing 
a gale. She left here under topsailseind 
when last seen was standing out for an 
offing. There was a heavy sea running 
and it is supposed that some time during 
the night she was struck by a squall and 
capsized.

The Helen W. Almy was 
South Sea trader and was quite famous 
for her many adventures among the 
reefs.

Proposed Active Building of Fighting 
Craft in United States—Japan’s 

Expenditures.
Washington, March 22.—The naval 

appropriation bill as reported to the 
house to-day carried a total of $35,- 
693,058, an increase over last year of 
$30,764,432 and over current estimates 
of $2,514,324. For increase of navy the 
bill allows to be constructed by contract 
.three sea-going coast line battleships de­
signed to carry the heaviest armor and 
most powerful ordnance, with displace­
ment of 11,000 tons and highest prac­
ticable speed for their class, to cost, ex­
clusive of their ammaraent, not exceed­
ing $3,000,000 each. •

Six torpedo boats, 150 tons displace­
ment, and six torpedo destroyers, about 
350 tons displacement, to cost not ex­
ceeding $2,234,000, and one gunboat to 
take the place of the U.S.S. Michigan, 
cost exclusive of armament hot over 
$260,000 and to be built on the great 
lakes, are also provided for.

Vienna, March 21.—The newspapers 
announce that Japan between 1895 and 
1905 will have devoted 193 million yen 
to the building of warships. Forty- 
seven have already been ordered with 
short terms of delivery in England, 
France, Germany and the United 
States .

FATALITY ON THE LINE.

Fireman Hepburn, of Vancouver, Loses 
His Life Through a C.P.R.

Mudslide.

Vancouver, March 23.—(Special)—The 
following are the particulars officially re­
ported of an accident which occurred one 
mile west of Port Haney at one o’clock 
this morning: Conductor E. Richard­
son’s west bound special, engine 651, 
driver L. King, struck a mudslide one 
mile west of Port Haney at 24:55 
o’clock, derailing the engine and eight 
cars of freight. Fireman A. Hepburn 
was killed; the engineer and other train 
hands escaped without injury. The 
damage to roiling stock is not serious 
and the line will be dear for traffic to­
morrow, Thursday, morning about two 
o’clock, and a new track laid. The 
body of Hepburn is at Port Hammond. 
It is probable an inquest will be held 
here as the deceased was a resident of 
Vancouver.

CALIFORNIA MAIL ROBBERS.

Two Men Again Hold Up a Southern 
Pacific Train and Dynamite the 

Express Car.
Fresno Cal., March 23.—The Southern 

Pacific passenger train No. 18, north 
bound, was held up at eleven o’clock last 
night at Cross station, a siding seven 
miles this side of Goschen Junction, by 
two masked robbers. The express car 
was blown to atoms by dynamite. The 
robbers secured one mail pouch which 
was rifled.

Several appointments will be made to 
mission fields in the Klondike mining re­
gions and further appointments only if 
sustained by contributions. There is 
still a deficit of $9,000 on operations, and 
the committee anticipate that next year 
the expenditure will be largely increased.

WULFF JOEL’S SLAYER.
He Had Persistently Demanded Money 

for Use in Removal of Presi­
dent Kruger.

Johannesburg March 23.—The trial of 
Ludwig von Veldtheim for the murder

Russian Soldiers Pillaging at Port 
Arthur and Foreign Consuls For­

mulating Demands Elsewhere.

Pekin, March 22.—A merchant who 
has just returned from Port Arthur as­
serts that the Chinese complain that 
while the Russian soldiers at that place 
have no money this fact has not pre­
vented them from obtaining about every­
thing they want. They go into the shops 
and take commodities at will, refusing 
to pay anything for them. In conse­
quence of this pillaging of the shopkeep­
ers the general commanding the Chinese 
troops at Port Arthur has ordered that 
the small shops be closed.

Toronto, March 22.—(Special)—The 
Globe's Ottawa corespondent discussing

The tone of the discussion 
was very firm that there must come an 
end to the present state of affairs in 
Cuba. Secretary Long authorized the

While the cabinet officers maintained 
their usual reserve as to the exact char­
acter of the deliberations, yet it was con­
ceded that the discussion proceeded on 
the theory that the coming report would 
show that the explosion was not the re­
sult of an accident, but was due to an 
external cause.

In reference to the naming of the 
world-famous Chilian battleship O’Hig­
gins, said to have been purchased on 
Saturday by the United States, Mr. M. 
P. Morris, consul-general for Chili in 
Canada, writes the Colonist that al­
though the original O’Higgins was an 
Irishman, he was none the less the 
liberator of Chili from the Spanish yoke. 
Chili became independent in 1810, and 
ever since that memorable year the name 
of Bernardo O’Higgins has been hon­
ored above all other in the South Ameri­
can republic.

Chili has erected to O’Higgins an im­
posing statue ; a Chilian province is 
called O’Higgins; and one of the best 
warships of the republic has always been 
O’Higgins. The present bearer of the 
name in the navy is the finest ship fly­
ing the Chilian colors, a vessel of 8,500 
tone displacement.

KILLED BY HIS COUSIN.“ BIG POTLATCH AT FORT RUPERT,
(Special to the Colonist.)

“ Henry J. Baler ungrounded Mr.
Alfred J. Hall’s perfidious narrative de­
forming the character of the potlatch 
which appeared on the 3rd day of Janu­
ary, 1898.

province and Northwest. Offices have 
been secured over Salmon’s tobacco 
store at the corner of Yates and Govern­
ment streets, where Mr. F. S. Timber- 
lake, who has been appointed Canadian 
agent,will hereafter hold forth. It is hie 
intention to give within a short space 
of time exhibitions of cooking with crys­
tallized eggs. Show windows of 
stores on all the principal tnoronghfares 
will be occupied for the purpose, 
and a variety of delicacies will be pre­
pared within the view of the passer-by. 
The multitudes will be invited to step 
in at the different places and sample the 
cakes, omelettes, costards, etc.

Mr. La Mont was seen by a Colonist 
reporter last evening, and asked for the 
story of how he came to discover the art 
which is proving such a boon to the gold 
hunter in the cold North.

“ Crystallizing, as yon may know,” he 
said, “ is not new. It has been in use 
in many of the principal bakery shops 
throughout the United States for years 
back. It is not always used by the 
baker, because there are times of the 
year when he can bay the eggs in the 
shell cheaper. When this is the case, 
he simply puts his cryetalized egg 
which he keeps in a barrel, to one 
side in the same manner as he would 
floor and holds it over till it is more 
profitable to use it.”

“ The Klondike rush has increased 
your business to a considerable extent, 
has ft not? ” asked the reporter.

“ It has,” was the reply, 
we are paying particular 
the Klondike trade. While the output 
of our factory before the gold rush com­
menced was equal to about 16,000 dozen 
eggs per day it now runs to nearly double 
that amount,”

“ Do you claim for your preparation 
that it is just as good as the fresh egg in 
the shell?”

“ There is no longer any doubt 
off that point. All 
triment of 
served in the process as an analysis will 
show, and more than that I will chal­
lenge anyone to detect the difference in 
taste between the crystallized egg when 
cooked and the shell egg ; but as we are 
going to give the people of your city a 
chance to sample the preparation 
when cooked alone ând with other mix­
tures they will, I am satisfied, be con­
vinced without any further argument.”

The discoveries which led to the per­
fection of Mr. La Mont’s preparation 
were not by any means accidental. They 
were the result of many experiments 
made by himself and others, and of y|ars 
of earnest application to the work.' It 
rather seems that Mr. La Mont was torn 
to solve the problem of preserving eggs. 
Before his appearance was made in the 
business, large amounts of money and 
many years of time had been unsuc­
cessfully appplied to the task. Mr. 
La Mont’s father, with others, spent 
half a million dollars in attempt­
ing to preserve eggs by evapor­
ation and failed. It waa when he was 
yet but a toy and assisting his father 
with his experiments that he conceived 
his first idea of the process which 
is now an undisputed success. 
He went to work with all the determina­
tion of youth, and after about fifteen 
years he was able to give to the world a 
preparation which some of its most 
scientific men had been unable to pro­
duce and which governments were en­
couraging as a necessity.

The work of manufacturing the im­
proved crystallized egg is of a most inter­
esting nature. A fleet of barges nine 
months out of the year is kept on the 
rivers in the south of the United States 
gathering up eggs. These arrive at the 
factory and discharge their cargo. Every 
egg is handled singly and is passed 
before a candle to ascertain its grade 
before being broken. H it is perfectly 
fresh, the shell is broken by hand, the 
contents go into the vat, ont of which 
the crystallization is commenced. If the 
egg ie not exactly fresh it goes into a vat, 
ont of which an oil which tanners use on 
leather is manufactured. If it is de­
cayed it goes into i 
which a lubricating 
LaMont says that this oil i« the same 
stuff exactly as is being sold in Russia 
for healing purposes, and which has 
been advertised as a great secret dis­
covery. The factory employs 300 hands, 
and uses up about 360,000 eggs per day.

Since he has commenced the manu­
facture of the preparation now on the 
market, Mr. La Mont asserts that there 
has not been a single case where it 
proved unsatisfactory.

NELSON MURDER TRIAL.
The Knskanook Case Before Assize Court, 

Judge Irving Presiding.

Nelson, March 21.—(Special)—The as­
sizes opened here to-day, Justice Irving 
presiding.

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goats have proved a complete failure. The 
Wildman party, one of the best equipped 
on the river, have sold and killed all the 
goats and are trying to get the Tappers 
to take on their outfit. Pour ferry boats 
are now running between the mouth 
of the river and Wrangel, making daily 
tripe. Hundreds of tons of goods are be­
ing put off at Cottonwood island, and 
provisions are scattered every 100 yards 
or so from the mouth of the river up.”

Writing on March 7, the same pro­
spective miner says: “We saw Cus­
toms Collector Turner who passed up 
yesterday with the police, who are 
encamped at 20-Mile Point. We made 
a move of seven miles to-day, whish 
will put us about 25 miles up the 
river. We may have to stop here 
for three or four days, waiting for more 
road to be broken, as it is impossi­
ble for us to do anything in that way 
ourselves. The companies have about 60 
men ahead, breaking and,brushing the 
road and are only able to do about two 
miles a day. The company (the Tapper 
company) would never try to get up on 
the ice only that they expect that the 
river will be better 25 miles further up. 
The weather is keeping very soft, no frost 
for nearly a week and to-day- two teams 
went through the ice into the river. It 
is all guess work whether the river will 
break up from now on or be good for six 
weeks. Old-timèrs say that after that it 
will open at any time. Since the soft 
weather set in dogs are in great demand 
as the horses cannot get on without a 
road and there is always a good dog trail 
open. I write this more than anything 
else to tell you that if any of your friends 
are coming up here do not advise them 
to take horses by any means, as it is not 
at all safe, for any day may find- a party 
waiting on the bank for a boat and dogs 
can go up the river at once. Each man 
coming up should have three dogs for not 
more than 700 lbs. load that, will include 
clothes, blankets and dogs’ feed.which'is 
oatmeal and tallow. He should have a 
16-inch hand-sleigh, seven or eight feet 
long. Camping places can be had every 
five or ten miles. We will keep our 
horses for a while longer, and if we see 
that we can get along without them, 
will leave them behind. As the coldest 
weather is over for this winter, do not 
have him (another member of the party) 
get any mackinaw clothes, as they are 
no good, and catch and hold all the rain 
and snow that falls within ten feet of 
you. Ordinary wool clothes and over­
alls are the best on the trail; and, as for 
doge, good, strong;, medium-sized ones 
are the best.”

Sorby’s scheme of harbor improvements, 
and providing a new rifle range in Victoria. 
He would place the resolutions before the 
respective ministers, and understood that 
in the matter of the rifle range an estimate 
had already been prepared.

In consideration of a communication 
from the school board it was decided to 
hold a joint conference next Friday even­
ing to discuss the matter of estimates.

Mr. K. Ghungranes complained that the 
windows of his house, on the corner of 
Toronto and Catherine streets, were being 
broken by the blasting which was going on 
opposite, and requested that these opera­
tions cease. The matter was referred to 
the street committee and city engineer.

James Wilson asked for $25 to pay for re­
pairs to his buggy, damaged while in city 
service. The request was granted.

The Kamloops town council asked co­
operation in having certain amendments to 
the liquor license act passed. The city so­
licitor will look into the question.

A number of local improvements recom­
mended by the streets committee were ap­
proved.

The recommendations of ths finance 
-committee were adopted. Aid. Humphrey 
and McGregor raised an objection to an 
item of $70 for a sidewalk on the south side 
of Lansdowne road, but were not suppor­
ted by the majority.

In connection with the bread by-laW 
which came up for the final adoption, a 
petition from J. G. McDonald and 219 
others was read requesting the council to 
pass the by-law as it stood, in spite of the 
protest sent in by a number of bakers last 
week.

THE STIKINE ROUTE.

Forces Assembling for Fight for 
All-Canadian Route to Kettle 

River Country.

Big Steamships On Their Way 
With More Recruits for 

Klondike. '

3,924,415 A Cold Snap Pnts the Trail in Good Con­
dition for Light Travel.

The latest definite news as to the Stikine 
nver is that given by Mr. A. 8. Reed, who 
has just arrived from Wrangel. He started 
on Sunday, March 13, from Glenora, and 
made the trip to the mouth of the river by 
the Tuesday night, reaching Wrangel next 
day.

Mr. Reed has been in the Dease Lake 
hountry shooting big game during the win­
ter, this being the fifth season he has put 
in in the northern country. He travelled 
from Glenora with a dog team, and says 
that a cold snap succeeding a thaw packed 
the snow hard with a fine crust on 
top, and made splendid travelling. On 
his way to the Coast he met 
fully 1,500 men either travelling 
towards Glenora or camped at different 
points, ahd by this time at least 400 men 
must have reached Glenora or Telegraph.

From the month of the river to the 
boundary line, a distance of thirty miles, 
there is a fine road perfectly suitable for 
horses and sleighs. As far as the 
boundary Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann’s 
men have got a large quantity of 
supplies, and were pushing them ahead as 
fast as possible, taking all the advantage 
possible of the cold weather. He did not 
think, however, the cold snap would last 
for sufficient time to allow of the road be­
ing built on the ice as far as Glenora, but 
at present there was not the least difficulty 
for men with hand sleighs or dog trains to 
make their way up the river the whole 
way. The question however was how long 
the weather would remain cold as under or­
dinary conditions a thaw must come before 
long.

PRIVILEGE.
The Premier rising to a question of 

privilege said that he seldom rose to 
complain of newspapers, but he was 
compelled to now, as a palpably false 
statement appeared in an editorial of the 
News-Advertiser of March 18, which 
stated : “ So thoroughly does the Pre­
mier realize hie inability" to reply to the 
speeches of the opposition that he actu­
ally resorted to the trick of getting the 
government’s subsidized organ to pub­
lish what purported to be a speech made 
by him on the floor of the house, which 
he has since been compelled 
to admit he never delivered.”

He never re­
sorted to any trick of the kind, and he 
had the best of reasons for believing 
that the writer of that paragraph knew 
well when he penned it that he was 
writing what be knew was ft falsehood.

A big exodus of Australian miners is 
looked for now, and it may be that the 
Cape Otway has simply been chartered 
by the Klondike Transport Company, 
known to have been organized 
in Sydney some few months ago.

Description of the Honte by a Klondiker 
TWenty-flve Miles Up the River- 

Dog. Better Than Horses.

(From the Vancouver World.)
Two letters, dated March 3rd and 7th 

respectively, have beeit received from a 
member of the Yerex-Metcalf party that 
left here some time ago for the northern 
gold-fields by way of the Stikine river. 
The information conveyed as to the state 
of affairs along this route is very inter­
esting. In the first letter the writer says 
that they were camped about 15 miles 
up the river, and do not intend moving 
until the Tapper party goes ahead and 
breaks the road, as it was too large an 
undertaking for a small party. “ 
this time and point,” the letter proceeds, 
“ there ie two feet of snow and six to 
eight inches of water on the ice. We 
have broken the road from the mouth of 
the river to here and almost used up 
our horses and so have gone into camp. 
The Tapper jjarty came up here three 
days ago with IS teams, but cannot go 
any further just now. They are bringing 
up 75 men to break roads ahead of the 
teams, and expect to have to do the same 
for 25 miles. After that it is expected 
that the ice will be much better as by 
that distance we will have passed the 
coast range of mountains. Capt. Arm­
strong is at the mouth of the river put­
ting together his two steam sleighs, so 
between them all we expect to have a 
good road. Outside of those two firms 
and Mackenzie & Mann there are about 
150 horses on the river and at Wrangel 
about 100 men per day are passing np 
with hand and dog sleighs, all of them 
making good time. Each man hauls 250 to 
300 lbs.,and the dogs about 200 lbs. each. 
Those fellows haul up 10 miles and then 
go back for another load. On the road 
between here and the mouth of the river 
single horses can haul 1,600 pounds each. 
There are hundreds of doge brought np 
here that are of no use whatever. About 
the only ones of any use are thé huskies, 
which are worth from $30 to $60 each. 
Some dogs sold for $30 down the coast 
are given away for nothing up here. AU

These together 
amounted to 66,654 tons or less than 
9 per cent, of the total.

The gross deduction of steam tonnage 
from the register amounted to 577,217 
tons, and sailing tonnage 200,127 tons 
or a total of 777,344 tons. About 40 per 
cent, of the steam tonnage and 4b per 
cent, of the sailing tonnage included in 
these figures were removed on account 
of loss, breaking up, dismantling ,etc.

The tonnage sold to foreigners during 
1S97 reached the large total of 387,194 
tons .exceeding the figures for 1895 and 
1896 by 28,657 and 48,519 tons respect- 
ively. The steam tonnage which was 
deducted on this account amounted to 
no less than 286,795 tons and the sail­
ing tonnage to 100,999 tons, or about 50 
per cent, of the total deduction in each 
case. In the main the vessels purchas- 
ed by foreigners were not of very recent 
construction. Tables included in the 
registrar-general’s, returns indicate that 
nearly 70 per cent, of the tonnage re­
moved from the register because of 
foreign sale was built before 1885* Dur- 
ing. 1897 Norway was the largest pur­
chaser, having acquired from tpe United 
Kingdom 85 vessels of 77,247 tons. 
Among other principal purchasers were 
Italy, 65,661 tons; Auetro-Hungary, 40,- 
259 tons; Sweden, 37,331 tons; Ger­
many, 26,221 tons; France, 22,508 tons; 
Spain, 22,136. tons. In addition to these 
sale to foreigners 58,743 tons were 
transferred to the British colonies. This 
does not include new vessels built in 
the United Kingdom direct for colonial 
and foreign owners. On the whole dur­
ing 1897 the steamers on the official reg­
ister of the United Kingdom increased 
68 vessels and 159,057 tons, while sail­
ing vessels decreased 358 vessels and 
150,430 tons. Therefore the total num­
ber of vessels on the register was de­
creased 290 and the total tonnage 
increased 8,627 tons during the year.

The vessels on the register of the 
United Kingdom on December $1, 1897, 
were approximately as follows: Steam, 
8,590 vessels of 10,390,760 tons gross; 
sailing, 11,916 vessels of 2,758,866 tons 
gross, or a total of 20,506 vessels of 13,- 
155,626 tons. - „

Mr. Kellie hejij that not only the vot­
ers’ lists but the population and revenue 
should be taken into account on redis­
tribution.

Mr. Kellie hoped thht the remarks 
that had been made by Mr. Hunter did 
not indicate that the redistribution 
should be made on the same plan as 
formerly carried out.

One or two other members spoke but 
as there was a great deal of noise being 
made little of the discussion reached the 
ears of the reporters.

The resoluton was carried without op­
position, Hon. Col. Baker, however, ex­
plaining that as new applications were 
coming in every day it would be im­
possible to give them all up to date. The 
last returns gave the names up to the 
end of last month.

Hon. G. B. Martin on a question of 
privilege called attention to an editorial 
in the Kamloops Sentinel of March 18 
which referred to the Royal Inland Hos­
pital as “a public institution, maintain­
ed entirely by public contributions.”

Thatprineiple had al­
ways been followed. He did not, how­
ever, wish to be thought for a moment 
as wishing to curtail any one’s liberty in 
petitioning, and would therefore move 
the adjournment of the debate till to­
morrow to give a little time to look into 
the matter.

Mr. Stoddart remarked that a petition 
he had presented to the House from 
the residents of Chilcotin as to the pre­
servation of life and property had been 
ruled out because it involved public ex­
penditure and that was. he thought, 
quite as important a petition as the one 
ruled ont at present.

THE YATES «STREET CITY PROP­
ERTY.

To the Editor:—I understand that the 
city council has decided to sell at about 
$8.250 the Yates street property now in 
use by the fire department. So far the* 
necessary by-law declaring that the 
property is not required for corporate 
purposes, and authorizing its disposal 
at the price named, has not been before 
either the council or the ratepayers. The 
Municipal Act authorizes the making of 
by-laws to sell and dispose of such real 
property as in the opinion of the coun­
cil is not required for corporate pur­
poses, but a by-law for that purpose is 
not to be finally dealt with by the coun­
cil until the assent of the electors has 
been obtained in accordance with the re­
quirements of the act in respect of by­
laws for contracting debts. This is a 
brief synopsis of the provisions of the 
statute upon the subject.

I am told that the Mayor holds that a 
by-law of 1891, relating to the sale of 
this property then contemplated, is suffi­
cient authority for the council of 1898 
to sell. A by-law was passed for the 
purpose of selling this property in 1890. 
Another intituled “the Deluge Fire En­
gine house sale by-law, No. 2,” received 
the approval of the council and the elec­
tors in August, 1891. Neither of these 
by-laws were acted upon by the council 
and are now obsolete. The council of 
1891 received an offer of $15,500 for the 
property, but did not sell; that ended the 
matter.

To assume that a by-law dealing with 
a contemplated sale of property in 1891 
(to which the assent of the electorate is 
an essential feature) is sufficient author­
ity for the council of 1898 to dispose of 
the property without consulting the rate­
payers, for a litle over one-half of the 
sum declined about seven years ago is 
too absurd to discuss. It is very ques­
tionable to my mind whether either of 
these by-laws at the time of their pasJ 
sage filled the requirements of the sta­
tute. The obvious intention of the leg­
islature is that a municipal council be­
fore selling real property shall place the 
entire transaction before the ratepayers 
ih' the form of a by-law for their ap­
proval or dissent, No one can have the 
presumption to say that the opinion qf 
the electors has been asked as to the 
sale agreed upon last month, 
venture to say that very few of the elec­
tors know of the sale or the price agreed 
upon. I am at a loss to understand why 
there should be such an evident disin­
clination to allow the ratepayers to deal 
with a subject they ought to be consult­
ed upon. If the transaction is beneficial 
for the city the electors no doubt will 
endorse it. Certainly the owners of the 
property have a right to be heard from, 
especially as the statute confers that 
right upon them. It is said that the leg­
islature is to be asked to legalize the 
sale. It is highly improbable that the 
legislative assembly will encourage a 
municipal council to ignore one of its 
salutary provisions, and a very salutary 
one besides. The Yates stareet fire 
hall property possesses a unique feature, 
I counsel care.

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: TWO WINDY DAY FIRES.
Mrs. Marsden’s Experience Duplicated 

In Spencer’s Millinery Department 
—Carey Castle Threatened.

Mrs. Marsden’s narrow escape from 
injury by fire Was in a manner dupli­
cated at 4.30 yesterday afternoon, when 
an almost parallel case was reported 
from the millinery department of Spen­
cer’s Arcade. The parallel was broken 
through the first fire having originated 
in a lanmp explosion, whereas in the 
second case it was by sitting too close 
to the stove that one of the young lady 
employees was brought into peril, her 
apron igniting.

Of course she screamed, and one of 
the other girls had sufficient presence of 
mind to smother the fire before her com­
panion had been badly burned, a second 
apron being sacrificed in the operation. 
Others, more excitable and less self-re­
liant, rushed to the telephone and sent in 
an alarm to which Chief Deasy’s bri­
gade responded in good time, with two 
hydrant and one chemical line of hose 
ready to assist the extinguishing op­
eration should the supply of aprons prove 
insufficient.

They were informed that the trouble 
in the millinery,not the hose depart­

ment, and forthwith returned to the 
station.

The Canadian ocean steamers are on 
the way out from London. They are 
two in number and are very large ves­
sels. They will take the outside route 
to the north, that is.they will keep ent­
raide of Vancouver island and the Ar­
chipelago. The Klondike Corporation 

ralready has the Louise in comniission 
at Wrangel, where she ' has been en- 

igaged in ferrying between that town 
and the ice on the Stikine. As soon as 
the river opens she will 
Glenora, and thus will probably be the 
first steamer to ascend the riper this 
year. This corporation is building two 
first class river steamers for the Stickine 
and they are to be ready for work by the 
first of May. The Canadian Pacific is 
building 16 river steamers and will need 
them all to handle the freight and pas­
sengers taken north on their great 
ocean steamers.

Maitland Kersey, formerly of the 
White Star steamship line, is mantging 
a syndicate in which a numder of well 
known capitalists are interested and are 
having built four steamers for the river.

The Hudson Bay company is building 
two or more steamers; the Cassiar Cen­
tral railway company has purchased 
the Elwood for use on the river, and 
there are several steamers under con­
struction on the Sound for the same 
service. In all there -will be about 25 
steamers plying upon the Stikine this 
coming season, and every passenger 
and every pound of freight which they 
■will handle must be landed at Wrangel. 
Some of the steamboat managers hope 
to save time by not bringing their 
steamers out of the river, in which 
event Stikine island (or Cottonwood is­
land,as it is sometimes called), in the 
river mouth, will be a point of great im­
portance. Owing to the extensive tide 
flats at the mouth of the river steamers 
must wait until the tide suits, an4 this 
will cause delay, so that it will proba­
bly be found more convenient to estab­
lish an extensive system of ferries be­
tween Wrangel and Stikine island, a 
distance of seven miles. Passengers 
and freight will be taken over on the 
ferry to the island and be there loaded 

the river steamers. It is thought 
that the time saved in this way will 
more than compensate for the expense 
of the second handling of the goods. It 
is not a matter of surprise that the 
people of Wrangel expect to see their 
town grow very rapidly and another 
town built on Stikine island.

. Of the tonnage classed during the year 
684,421 tons, or 88 per cent, were built 
in the United Kingdom.

The return includes a statement show­
ing the countries for which the vessels 
were built. 526,601 tons, or 68 per 
cent., were built for the United King­
dom, and 248,543 tons, or 32 per cent, 
for other countries.

Mr. Fraser Preferred to British Colum­
bia Lawyers Simply Because He 

is a Stalwart Liberal.I
:

(From the Vancouver World.)
What may be thought or said to the 

contrary, it is more than probable that 
Hon. D. C .Fraser, Q.C., M.P., will be 
appointed chief justice of this province. 
We have already made intimations to 
this effect, and dispatches received to­
day from Ottawa indicate that Mr. 
Fraser’s chances are very good. One 
asserts that if the constitutional diffi­
culties referred to in the telegrams sent 
east a few days ago, from this province, 
were" sound, then the appointment of 
every outside judge in Manitoba is il­
legal,and all the judgments rendered 
there are unconstitutional. The same 
may be said in regard to those rendered 
by the late Mr. Justice Gray, in this 
province, and in view of these facts 
many prmninent legal authorities de­
clare tharsuch an act tvould be ultra 
vires.

Through­
out that long career he has discharged 
his duties with acceptance to his col­
leagues, as well as to the bar, but fol­
lowing precedents already established by 
the Hon. Mr. Mills’ predecessors, the 
appointment, it will be given to a gen­
tleman from the Liberal ranks. The 
names of Messrs. E. P. Davis. D. G. 
Macdonell, of this city, E. V. Bodwell 
and Gordon Hunter, of Victoria, have 
likewise been canvassed, but the gov­
ernment, realizing that Mr. Fraser has 
been a stalwart of. the stalwarts in 
the Liberal ranks, ana having performed 
yeomen service for his party, it is fell 
that his services and the representations 
made by his many friends from the 
Pacic to the Atlantic in his behalf, 
cannot very well be ignored—hence the 
probability of his receiving the appoint­
ment.

Declared Easy Method of Finding 
Gold for Export Without Finan­

cial Convulsions.

omWashington, March 23.—The house 
committee on banking and currency to­
day brought up the proposed general 
currency legislation for the session. The 
measures is entitled “A bill to provide 
for strengthening the public credit, for 
the relief of the United States treasury 
and for the amendment of laws relating 
to national banking associations.”

The method of dealing with the green­
backs is not by direct retirement but by 
the substitution of a legal tender note, 
which the banks are requested to assume 
and for the redemption of which they 
are required to find the gold so long as 
they are conducting a solvent bnsiness.-

Tn explanation of this provision the 
committee say they have endeavored to 
formulate a system which would be sub­
ject to none of the criticisms made 
against the issue of interest bearing 
bonds or the taxation of the people with 
the payment of this demand debt. They 
declare: “The system adopted is such 
as to continue to the governments all 
benefits of such a loan without any of the 
disadvantages of its character as a de­
mand obligation.

“The p reposed bill imposes upon the 
banks the whole burden of carrying and 
sustaining this debt. The form of the 
proposition submitted by your com­
mittee makes that portion of the de­
mand debt which is not now covered by 
gold in the treasury a loan by the banks 
to the government. This loan is made 
without interest and without any com­
pensation to the banks except what is 
afforded them by the power to issue a 
banking currency which is granted to 
other sections of the bill.

“There is no profit or return to the 
banks in thus carrying the nation’s debt 
and they are required by the, bill to as­
sume the entire obligation as to com­
pensation for the franchise and provis­
ions granted the national banking asso­
ciations.

“The purpose and effect of the pro­
posed bill is to throw upon the national 
banks the entire burden of finding gold 
for the notes of the country. There is 
no doubt of their ability to do this if 

quired by law. They have power 
to regulate the rates, within the narrow 
limits marked out by economic law, in 
such a manner as to attract gold to the 
country by restricting their circulation 
when necessity arises.

“The system proposed by your com­
mittee provides an easy and adequate 
method of obtaining gold from the banks 
without exposing the United States trea­
sury to the alarm and convulsion which 
have attended gold export during the 
last five years.”

AFTER RECESS.
Mr. Cotton resumed the debate renew­

ing his objections to the resolution on 
the ground of want of information. He 
referred to a statement of the Chief 
Commissioner at Grand Forks, that if 
it had not been for the opposition there 
would have been a railway in the Boun­
dary Creek district last summer.

Hon. Mr. Martin—“That’s true.”
Mr. Cotton claimed that it was the 

government had voted down the attempt 
of the opposition to get a railway to that 
district. (Laughter.) He said the Chief 
Commissioner’s statement at Grand 
Forks was deliberately false. The gov­
ernment had had a secret understanding 
with Heinie that he should get aid for 
his road last year and if he did not no­
body should. (Grief of “No, No,” and 
laughter from the government side.)

Mr. Cotton went on to say that if an 
American road would get into the coun­
try before a Canadian one he would 
favor the American road by all means. 
Sir Win. Van Horne, he claimed, had 
stated that the C. P. R. would not build 
into the Boundary Creek country with­
out more aid and Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
had announced that there would be no 
more railway aid granted this session. 
That being the case the Penticton road 
would not be built this year.
Hon. Col. Baker agreed that Mr. Cot­

ton had made the opposition position 
plain. They had neither the courage to 
vote for the resolution nor against it. 
If the select committee had been ap­
pointed as asked for it would have been 
impossible to get the information from 
Boundary Creek for at least two weeks,

■ when it was well known the question 
when it was well known that question 
of Mr. Corbin’s charter would be before 
the Dominion parliament to-morrow 
(Thursday). By a series of atoendments 
the opposition had tried to' evade the 
resolution. Mr. Cotton had with one 
breath said that provincial rights should 
be preserved and with the next breath 
he was ready to support an American 
line. Mr. Cotton in his advocacy of the 
American road had asserted that the 
C. P. R would not build and asserted 
that Mr. Corbin would. “At. least that 
was the way I (Col. Baker) understood 
your remarks,” he added, as Mr. Cot­
ton made a denial. Continuing, Hon. 
Coi. Baker -Said'that - Mr. -Ontton .fcftd 
tried to dictate to the government and 
force them to disclose their hand on the 
railway policy. The government will 
bring down their policy all in good time, 
but certainly not at the dictation of the 
opposition. Turning to smelting it was 
a fact that the United StatdS, roads were 
already competing for British Columbia 
ores, and if this road were built very 
likely a smelter would be erected close to 
the boundary on the United States side, 
to smelt British Columbia ores. Hon. 
Col. Baker would surely vote for Mr. 
Helmcken’s resolution and he hoped the 
attempt to delay the question till after 
it came up in the Dominion parliament 
would not be continued.

Mr. Williams claimed that the resolu­
tion had ben forced upon the opposition. 
They w.ere not trying to dictate to the 
government. The opposition could not 
help being small in numbers and he did 
not expect next session to have to apol- 
igize for the smallness of their party.

Mr. Williams had asked 
him why he had changed his views since 
he voted for the Red Mountain Railway. 
That gentleman had seemed to change 
his views, too. However, circumstances 
had changed and at the time the Red 
Mountain bill came up there was no 
prospect of any other road coming in. 
Therefore Mr. Williams had really voted 
against the only chance the country then 
had of a railway. Now. however, when 
there were both a Canadian and an Am­
erican road ready to build into the 
Boundary Creek country Mr. Hunter 
would support the Canadian road.

ADVERTISING VICTORIA.

We have before us some letters re­
ceived by the Secretary of the British 
Columbia Board of Trade, showing that 
the work done by the advertising com­
mittee in making Victoria known abroad 
is having its affect in widely separated 

• parts of the globe. One of these letters{ 
is from Australia, one is from India and 
two are from England. They all came 
by yesterday’s mail. The writer of the 
letter from England is Mr. W. H. Sandon 
Perkins, formerly of Nanaimo, and now 
engaged in lecturing in Great Britain in 
the interest of Victoria. He writes from 
Ilkeston, Derbyshire, under date ef 
March 3. He acknowledges the receipt 
of 5,000 folders, and previous to getting 
them he says he sent out 1,400 which he 
got from Mr. Vernon, theBritish Colum­
bia agent-general. He finds all the 
shipping offices except those of the 
Canadian Pacific desirous of obtaining 
literature regarding Victoria for general 
circulation, and the only objection 
made by the C. P. R. was be­
cause it did not seem right for 
that company to advertise Victoria 
as against Vancouver. Mr. Perkins says : 
‘‘I find that all the big shipping agencies 
and such concerns as 1 Cook’s ’ are well 
supplied and I must bear evidence to the 
good work which has been done by Mr. 
Vernon in this respect. He and his secre­
tary have been untiring in tbeir efforts 
to spread Klondike information in all 
directions.” He distiibuted some copies 

. among passengers going to Southampton 
to take the C. P. R. steamers Tartan and 
Athenian for this province : but said that 
most of them had already seen them.

f THE JAMES BAY BRIDGE.

The attention of the Colonist has been 
drawn to the by-law which prevents the 
tramway company from using its large 
cars on apy except the Fort street line, 
the reason presumably being that the 
bridges to be crossed on the other lines 
are not strong enough for the heavier 
cars and their complement of passen­
gers. If this reason is good, we suggest 
that the margin of safety on the bridges 
is altogether too narrow. The lack of 
large cars is especially noticeable on the 
outer wharf line, owing to the great am­
ount of traffic caused by the Klondyke 
trade.

We also suggest that the time has 
come when the question of providing a 
permanent roadway across James Bay 
cannot be longer postponed without 
detriment to the interests of the city. 
Any one who has occasion to use the 
bridge must be impressed with the rap­
idity with which traffic over it is increas­
ing. It is thronged nearly always, and 
there are certain hours of the day when 
the tide of travel is such as to compel 
pedestrians to use the carriage way. 
What is needed is a substantial stone 
causeway,, with a wide carriage way and 
a broad space on each side for foot pas­
sengers. Douglas street ought to be ex­
tended across at least to Belleville and 
we think to Michigan, but if the latter 
seems beyond the ability of the city 
just now, the replacing of the present 
James Bay bridge by a stone structure 
that would keep the tide out of the up­
per part of the bay ought to be under­
taken at the earliest possible moment.

WHY IS IT HOSTILE?

The hostility of the Victoria Times to 
the Stikine route is past comprehension.
There is absolutely no justification for 
it. It is incoherent. It is based upon 
statements which are either ignorantly 
or maliciously false. It is not now 
worth while discussing the rate of pro­
gress being made by the fifteen hundred 
people or so who are now on the ice of 
the Stikine. Latest reports represent 
them as making fair speed, and it is 
stated, on what seems to be good au­
thority, that Mackenzie & Mann’s party 
have reached Glenora. Just what this 
means we do not know; but it is certain 
that the representatives of that company 
in Vancouver received word to that ef­
fect ôn Monday. Our own view is that 
it means an advance part of the expedi­
tion, but until further advices are at 
hand no one can undertake to say 
whether the teams now on the river will 
get through. Owing to the lateness of 
the season is not worth while to discuss 
this question now, for very few people, 
if any, will now be likely to start to go 
np on the Stikine ice unless word comes 
down within a few days that the road 
is in a satisfactory condition. The mat­
ter of summer travel is another question, 
and it is upon this point that the mis­
representations of the Times are likely 
to be mischievous.

There will be at least twenty and per­
haps twenty-four steamers on the Stik­
ine river this season. These can make 
seven trips each a month to Glenora and 
their average carrying capacity will be 
at least 100 tons of freight This pro­
vides for the carriage every month of 
upwards of fourteen thousand tons of 
freight and fully fourteen thousand pas­
sengers, if the steamers are crowded all 
the time to their fullest capacity. To 
pretend that there are at present at 
Wrangel sufficient passengers and 
freight to keep this fleet busy for a 
single week, is to display an absolute 
ignorance of the facts or a complete dis­
regard of them.

Although there has been something of 
a lull in war-talk in the newspapers, we 
do not think the outlook more favorable 
for peace than it has been at any time 
since the destruction of the Maine. The 
feverish haste with which both the 
United States and Spain are getting 
ready for war, shows that the govern­
ments of both countries, while professing 
themselves hopeful of peace, regard war 
as an almost necessary outcome of the 
situation.

Speaker’s ruling on Mr. Sword’s motion 
regarding the repayment of certain ad­
vances by the Dominion to the Province. 
We think that the proper test on a mat­
ter of this kind is to ask whether a bill 
to give effect to the proposition laid 
down in the resolution could be intro­
duced without a message from the 
Lieutenant-Governor. A little consid­
eration will show the Columbian that it 
could not be, and as the only object of 
Mr. Sword’s resolution could be to lay 
the foundation for such a bill, it was 
clearly out of order. We are not dispos­
ed to argue for too rigid a rule in re­
gard to the introduction of public meas­
ures by private members, but there are 
some rule, which are fundamental and 
cannot be departed from without eff cting 
the principle of responsible government. 
One of these is that all measures or 
resolutions dealing with financial af­
fairs must be introduced by the govern­
ment.

The prospects of war between the 
United States and Spain are -growing 
more serions. Every day sees new state­
ments made to the effect that the Maine 
was destroyed by external causes, and 
not a word is uttered by the administra­
tion to the contrary, although every one 
sees that the people are being carried 
along in a resistless current towards hos­
tilities. It is now announced that the 
report of the court of inquiry will be 
made public on Monday, when President 
McKinley will send .a .message to con­
gress on the «object.

So far as we are able to judge the feel­
ing in this city is that the United States 
cannot retreat from the position it has 
reached, partly through its own fault 
and partly through accident, without 
great loss or prestige, and that the only 
course left for President McKinley is to 
declare once and for all that the war in 
Cuba shall cease, quite irrespective of 
the responsibility for the-Maine disaster. 
There is not the *adow of doubt that, if 
Great Britain were in the place of the 
United States, Spain would have been 
brought to her eenées long ago. The 
weak point of the policy of the Washing­
ton government has consisted in the fact 
that it has delayed too long what every 
one has for some time seen was inevi­
table. No fault can be found with the 
manner in which President Cleveland 
and President McKinley have acted in 
the premises, except on this ground. 
They were mindful of the obligations of 
their nation towards a friendly power 
and used reasonable diligence to prevent 
filibustering. They cannot be held re­
sponsible for the inflammatory speeches 
of irresponsible congressmen any more 
than for the sensational articles in the 
newspapers. These were undoubtedly 
effective in inducing the Cubans to per­
sist in revolt; but nothing that was said 
in congress or the American press was 
more calculated to excite strife than 
were the utterances of certain prominent 
public men and newspapers in Great 
Britain on the Armenian outrages.

It is time the atrocities in Cuba were 
stopped. It is time that blot upon Chris­
tian civilization was removed. Circum­
stances seem to cast the responsibility of 
action upon the United States. We 
hope that country will discharge its duty 
to humanity. If in order to do this a 
resort to arms is necessary, the utmost 
sympathy of the English-speaking world 
will be with our American cousin».

MR. MACPHERSON’S BILL.

We direct .attention again to the am­
endment to the “Master and Servant” 
act, introduced into the legislature by 
Mr. Macpherson, which passed its sec­
ond reading a few days ago. It is said 
that there is an intention to re-commit 
the hill so as to make it only applicable 
to persons hired outside of Canada. If 
this is done the hill will be improved, 
but it will not he free from objection 
even then for reasons given below. We 
assume that the legislature has the con­
stitutional right to pass a measure of 
this kind as applied to persons coming 

•/. from foreign countries.
The hill as it stands would prevent any 

one from hiring a person in the other 
provinces or elsewhere to do anything in 
this province except to teach, act, lec­
ture, sing or work as an artist, unless 
the person hired was a skilled laborer, 
and skilled labor for the purpose for 
which he was engaged could not be 
“otherwise obtained.” We draw atten­
tion to the last exception. Who, may we 
ask, is to be thé judge whether the skill­
ed labor can be “otherwise obtained,” 
the employer or the employee? If this 
bill became law in its present state and 
a person in this province should agree 
with a person in Toronto to come here 
and perform certain shilled labor for 
him, and should advance him the money 
to come with, to be repaid out of his 
wages, and the person so hired, on com­
ing to this province, should find that an­
other man here was available when he 
was hired would he be at liberty to re-' 
pudiate his contract with his employer? 
If not, what language in the bill would 
prevent him from so doing? If on the 
other hand the employer should be 
aware that when he made the contract 
with the Toronto man he could get the 
skilled labor he needed in the province, 
could he repudiate his contract? The 
answer to the last question will be that 
the bill proposes to make the contract 
void only as against the em­
ployee. But is the legislature prepared 
to go on record as having made a law 
that will give an employee the right to 
sneak out of his bargain, If he wishes, 
fçr that is what it amounts to? If the 
idea is to exclude alien contract labor, 
let the contract be void as against both 
parties. To simply make it void against 
the employee would be to put in the 
hands of evilly disposed persons a 

.means whereby they can get their èx- 
penses paid to come to this province, 
and then be free to break their contracts 
and go into competition with men who 
had paid their own way out or who were 
boro in the province. We fear that such 
a bBl would defeat its own purpose.

So far as unskilled labor is concerned, 
the measure, if confined solely to persons 
not residents of the province, would be 
objectionable on the score that it would 
only inferentially exclude alien contract 
labor. An employer would be at liberty 
te bring in workmen under it, if he saw 
fit to take the risk of their breaking 
their contracts with him, and there is 
little doubt that ways would be discov­
ered whereby the element of risk could 
be eliminated altogether. The. only way 
to keep alien contract laborers out of 
the country is to keep them out, and 
when legislation is brought forward 
which will accomplish this, the Colonist 
will advocate it. What we object to is 
the practice of putting hastily planned 
measures upon the statute book; and 
with the utmost respect to Mr. Macpher- 
aon, whom we believe to be actuated on­
ly by praiseworthy motives, we submit 
that the measure introduced by him hgs 
not been prepared in such a manner as 
to accomplish the object which he has 
in. view.

As to the prevention of contracts for 
the hiring of men in other provinces, we 
have only to repeat that this is so hos­
tile to the very principle of confedera­
tion that the Governor-General would, 
almost undoubtédly, withhold his as­
sent. If each of the provinces should

PERCHANCE A JONAH.

The “Nellie G. Thurston" With Fair 
Mrs. Bowles on Board Is Now 

Anxiously Looked For.

The schooner “Negus,” Captain Mc- 
Iiure, has arrived at San Francisco en 
route to the Copper river from New 
Haven, Conn. The fifteen gold hunters 
on board were much disappointed when 
they learned that the schooner Nellie 
G. Thurston from New York, with an­
other party of Klondikers aboard, had 
not reached port before them. The 
schooners were for two days at anchor 
together in Playa Parda cove, Straits of 
Magellan, and both sailed at the same 
time for San Francisco. The Negus, 
however, put into Valparaiso, but the 
Thurston came straight on and should 
have been in the Bay City some time 
ago.

The Nellie G. Thurston has nineteen 
men and one woman aboard, the latter 
being a widow, Mrs. Nellie Bowles. She 
t:as with her a most elaborate outfit, in­
cluding a Winchester rifle, a revolver 
and bowie knife, and plenty of money. 
In rainy or stormy weather she dressed 
in oilskins and long rubber boots and 
helped the men about the deck. In the 
cabin she appeared dressed in the height 
of fashion and made everybody aboard 
toe the mark. At Montevideo she stay­
ed at the Pyramid Hotel, while the Ne­
gus was in port, and gave a banquet to 
her fellow passengers. The next day 
she refused to continue the journey and 
declared she was going to pay $750 to 
reach San Francisco by the overland 
route. The schooner was delayed 24 
hours and she finally made up her mind 
to come on.

They were not a very happy family 
during the first part of the voyage, and 
Harry Waters, one of the largest stock­
holders in the venture, left the schooner 
at Montevideo with the intention of go­
ing back to New York and then coming 
to San Francisco overland. When the 
Tlrurston was in the Straits of Magel­
lan life aboard was very harmonious.

'Gross, of the Thomas F. Negus. “She 
should have reacheed San Francisco be­
fore us, as we stopped several days at 
Valparaiso. I joined the Negus at 
Montevideo and was in that port when 
the Thurston arrived. She had aboard 
twenty gold hunters, among them were 
several professional men and a young 
fellow named Miles,; the son of a mil­
lionaire brewer of New,York, and Mrs. 
Bowles. The latter is a handsome wo- 

about 30 years of age, and must 
have had the gold fever real bad in or­
der to start out alone to hunt for riches. 
The Thurston’s sleeping quarters were 
in the hold, and a separate cabin was 
partitioned off for the lady. The ban­
quet given by her at the Pyramid Hotel 
Was intended for a farewell sort-of af­
fair, but she changed her mind and I 
saw hèr sail away with the rest of them 
a few days later.

“When the Negus arrived I at once 
joined her and we started after the 
Thurston. At Punta Arenas. C. Adams, 
one of our party, left the schooner and 
went by steamer to Valparaiso, where he 
rejoined ns. He wanted a break in the 
monotony and he got it, as every day he 
was in Valparaiso he was expecting the 
soldiers of Argentina to cross the moun­
tains and attack the town. As soon as 
the passes through the mountains aye 
clear of snow I think a war between 
Argentina and Chile will break out.

“We caught up with the Nellie G. 
Thurston in the Straits of Magellan and 
spent two days in company in Playa 
Parda cove. It was a beautiful spot, 
and a mountain stream gave us a 
chance to replenish our water tanks. 
Mrs. Bowles showed that shp was a 
good shot by bringing down a deer and 
supplying ns all with fresh meat. _ The 
Thomas F. Negns and the Nellie G. 
Thurston left Playa Parda cove in com­
pany and we passed out into the Pacific 
ahead of them. When eighty miles off 
shore it blew a hurricane and we had a 
terrible time of it. After passing Cape 
Pillar we did not see the Thurston 
again. I hope she gets in soon, as I 
have a number of very dear friends on 
her."

AGAIN POOR CHINA.

This Time It Is Internal War That 
Threatens Her With Farther 

Misery.

A Prospect of Rate Cutting Dis­
cussed-Movements of Local 

Shipping.

Victoria’s Chinatown is in a ferment 
of excitement in consequence of letters 
and cablegrams just received stating 
that the “hakas” are again raiding in 
the three great districts of Sun-ning, 
Ying-ping and Hoi-ping, having already 
Seized the town df Heong-mai and mas­
sacred its inhabitants. “Hakas,” it is 
explained, is a synonym for strangers 
applied by the inhabitants of the Chinese 
coast districts (the Bon-da) to the bar­
barous people of the hills,- with whose 
customs they have for centuries been in 
antagonism. '

Although
ernment there has been feudal war be­
tween the two classes since time im­
memorial, and in 1853-4 the hakas made 
repeated attempts to capture the country 
of the Bon-da and exterminate its in­
habitants.

During the past twenty years they 
have been engaged in strengthening their 
strongholds, Teo Teong, Yak Ying Fow, 
Hen Hu and Ta Kai, at the same time 
obtaining funds by subscription for the 
purchase of war material. Every haka 
man going to or coming from a foreign 
country has been compelled to contribute 
the equivalent to $20, besides which 
Europeans have been engaged to drill 
the forces in the methods of modern war­
fare.

It is stated that their plans are per­
fected, and they have marched into Sun­
ning, seized households, and massacred 
the entire population of the little town 
of Heong-Mai, in Sun-ning province. The 
invaders are armed with American mag­
azine rifles, and are reported to be 
marching on to the large city of Foo 
Sak, the peaceful Bon-das flying in ter-
