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RIOTING

4 WHOLE CONGREGATION BECOMES
CRAZY,

Three People Reported fo Have Been

Killed—The Parson Pitched out of a

Window—Several Persons Badly Beatén

Bay View, O., Feb, 17.—A religious re-
vival, which has been in progress for sev-
eral days at a place called Wells Bottom,
near this town culminated in a riot, during
which three persons are reported to have
been killed and several severely injured.
Friday the pastor wrought the congrega-
tion up to %&:h of intense excitement by
proclaiming " that a noted infidel named
Dongel had seen Jesus Christ and had been
converted. Mrs. Mills, an excitable wo-
man, leaped on a bench and uttered a loud
shriek. Great excitement followed, The
organ struck up a tune and Pastor Dodge
yelled to the people to shout as loud as they
could, so that the Lord could hear the
news of the triumph over the evil
one, The command was literally obeyed,
and  the people became  orazed by
excitement. THe interior of the church
was wrecked, the pulpit and bible torn to
pieces, and Dr. Dodge hurled through a
window. Dongel was lifted up by the
women and carried down the aisle, = The
excitement cqutinued until daylight, at
which time everything portable was
smashed to pieces, ~ On Saturday Dongel
became a raving maniac and carried all
h},s money to the preacher at the Saturda
night. meeting, Dongel addressed Dr,
Dodge as Judas Iscariot and ordered him
to-leave the pulpit, striking him a murder-
ous blow with a club, fracturing his skull,
He then attacked the people with the
same weapon, clubbing several of them
t?rrlbly. One woman was fatally injured.
The fight then became general and several
persons were frightfully beaten, The
pastor, it is said, is insane, Full particu-
lars of the occurrence have not yet been
received,

GERMANY IN CAMEROONS,

Loxpox, Feb. {17.—Advices from Cam-
eroons, Africa, state British Consul Hewitt
has convened a court of equity to compute
the damages suffered by Knglish settlers
from the bombardment of the German
fleet. When the German admiral heard of
the matter he forbade the court to sit on
German territory, Thiz was practical
prohibition against holding the court, as
the entire berritory is claimed by Germany.
The admiral subsequently moved . up his
fleet and opened a vigorous fire upon Foss-
town, keeping the bombardment up two
hours. The destruction and carnage caused
in Fosstown and neighborhood was very
great, the loes falling chiefly upon the
natives. Hewitt thereupon sent the Ger-
maa admiral a polite note accompanied by
a statement of the English losses and claims
resulting from the actions of the German
men-of-war. Hewitt received a very curt
and discourteous reply from the Germaa
admiral, who in effect said Cameroons dis-
‘trict was German territory, that this ter-
ritory was under martial law, and in fact
that the admiral intended to do pretty
much as he thought best without lgritish
advice, Hewitt finding himeelf snubbed
and defenceless referred the matter to the
British foreign office..

A few years ago the task of instracting
the public on the defects and dangers of
jur present method of conveying land
from one person to another was voluntar-

At present if a man waxis to borrow a few
hundred dollars on'a farm or city lot he
must pay for having his title searched, and

AN ASH WEDNESDAY EXCURSION.

The Legislators to Make a Trip to Guelph,
~Debate on the Budget.

After routine in the - legislature yester-
terday Hon. Treasurer Ross stated that
the government had had an application
from fifty members of the house to pay a
visit to the Agricultural college at Guelph
to-day, 'As. there would not be a
quorum lett he suggested that the house
should, on rising, stand adjourned until
Thursday. *‘ It is.a bad day to go on Ash
Wednesday,” interjected Mr. Meredith,
and Mr, Robillard said that when he
signed the application he did not think the
government would fix a fast day for the
excursion, and hoped that plenty of fish
would be provided.

Several bills, none of
important, received a second read-
ing, and the adjourned debate on
the treasurer’s financial statement was re-
sumed by Mr. McLaughlin, who began by
using the schoolboy argument of ‘‘you’re
another,” and by way of justifyiog the
over-expenditure of the government de-
nounced the iniquities of the dominion
administration, snowing that they were
also in the habit of outrunning their ap-
propriations, He defended the over-
expenditure in the item of administration
of justice on the ground that there were
more crimes committed in hard times. He
contended that the administration of the
‘affairs of Ontario was more economical
than that of.any of the other provincee,
The cost was only 7 cents per head. He
read statistics as to the cost of
public institutions in the United States,
and contended that. those of . On.
tario were on a much more economi-
cal  basis. Mr. McLaughlin gave
the total amount of municipal and provin-
cial aid extended to the Brockville and
Ottawa, Canada Central, Credit Valley
and Toronto, Grey and Bruce railfrays at
$4,038,000 and urged that the province
should insist upon being recouped by the
dominion government, which .had taken
these roads under its control.
