FOUR YOUNG ENGLISHMEN WHO
WERE CAUGHT BY SHARPS.

Lured to America by Rosy Pictures of
Prospective Wealth and Then Life
Made Intolerable on Ontario Farms—
A Glimpse of the Abominable Farm-
Pupil Fraud.

DELAMERE, PLACER COUNTY, Cal., March
17.—The murder of Frederick Cornwallis

terest among the young Englishmes who
have recently been coming to California in
large numbers, many of whom have been
plucked by sharpers of the Burchell stamp
through the “farm-pupil” swindle.

One of these is Arthur C. E. Johns, a
nephew of Lord Lurgan and now owner of
an extensive fruit orchard. at Delamere,
whose experience is almost aparallel to that

of Benwell and Pelley. In conversation with |

a correspondent to-day Mr. Johns said:

“Yes, I am one of the victims of the
sharpers who lure young Englishmen to
Canada, where they are plucked of all they
possess. A couple of years ago, being de-
sirous of learning some useful occupation
in America, I answered an advertisement in
a London paper, which set forth in glowing
terms the delights of a gentleman farmer’s
life in Ontario. I had no business experi-
ence at the time and relied upon the judg-
ment of my father, but he was largely in-
fluenced by my enthusiasm for the free, ad-
venturous life of America, as I pictured it.
Buffalo Bill was then in London and some-
how I mixed him up with my dreams of life
in Ontario, and so did a great mauy other
young Englishmen who fell into the same
trap because they only saw the sentimental
side of the life.

“My people handed over the money, think-
ing ita good investment,and that 1 was
going to spend a pleasant year in the country
learning the business which was aftérwards
to make me rich. The most plausible tales
were told, and the sum involved was not
large—I believe about $1000—and it was only
the great number of victims ensnared that
made it profitable. The money was &dd in
cash and the other parties were pay
all my expenses out to Ontario,
where I was to work with a farmer
for a year and be supplied with pocket-
money and a certain percentage of the
profits. When the time came for sailing I
found two other young men were coming out
with me and that we were to be met at New
York by an agent of the m cal land
company which was ru.nmni the business.
Neither of the other fellows knew any more
about what we were g'oing to do than I did,
and I was only 19 years of age at the time,
“We had a first-class e out, buton a
10-day boat, which did not cost over 850
Arrived at New York a man met us
and handed us our tickets to Niagara Falls
and to a small country town in Ontario, but
he said he did not know anything more
about it and refused to give us money for
our expenses in New York. We went up te
Niagara Falls and stayed there three days
at our own expense and then went on.
The wagon met us at the station
and we were taken to the farm,
where the proprietor at once began ' to

umble because we had wasted four days,

i Things were very different from
what we e: It was a most dreary re-
gion. The first night at a meal they called
“isupper” the farmer Sgt mad at me when
Iuﬁedtorsghmof and said we would
be to “give up . - aristooratic
notions. The next.mo: we had to get
up before daybreak, at about 4 o'clock, and

out to work in the fieids.

«The farmer, who was a surly, ill-tempered
brute, anxious only to get as much work as
possible out of us,had,we afterwards learned,
discharged his hired man in anticipation of
our coming. Instead of receiving pay for
our work we were actually paying high
for the privilege. We  all worked
so hard the first day that we could do
nothing for twa or three days
after that, being sore_all over with swollen
hands and feet. We had to sleep in a
wretched garret where it was frightfully
cold and tﬁey wouldn't give us a light to read
or write by at night. We used to lie in bed
and talk over our hard lot and the homes we
had left behind, wondering should we ever
see them again, and often we cried ourselves
to sleep.

“Ihe food we got was wretched, and we
began to lose flesh rapidly. The people we
met were rude aud untutored and thou€b
well-intentioned, no doubt, were mnot the
kind of people we could associate with. We
were regarded with a prejudice because we
were Englishmen and better- educated than
the rest, and the old ruffian we- worked for,
1 think, took a delight in taking it out of us,
as he said, and humiliating us in every possi-
bie way.”

It was not many weeks, said Mr. Johns,
before-they all agreed that this thing was
not at all what they expected, and the sooner
they quit the better. ‘hen they found they
were tied down by an iron-bound agreement
to the farmer, who was very cautious about
letting them go out of his sight. They
met a young Englishman working for a
neighboring farmer in the same plight
as themselves who had tried to ruu away and
been brougg; back, and he described the life
as worse t slavery. The¥ heard of simijlar
cases] all over, Ontario. In many Cages
wealthy young Englishmen had been lured |
into carrying with them an immense outfit of
clothes and luggage, which they relinqujshed
and left at the farms rather than stay out
their time. They wete nearly all penniless
and friendless in'a strange country.

«1 wrote home,” said Mr. Johns, ‘“and
meanwhile determined to run away at the
first opportunity. I had a little over $16
left, all 1 had in the world, and my com-
panions were even worse off, It was agreed
that if I were to get money from home or
should any of the others before a certain
date, we would divide equally and skip for
New York and thence to England. Our
sufferings from excessively laborious work
and insufficient food finally got unen-
durable, and onejidark night 1 crawled
along the roof and dropped to the
ground after bidding my companions a tear-
ful good-bye. They were only waiting
for money to do the same. I walked to
Niagara Falls and got from there to New
York on a freight train. Ihad just 25 cents
left after I had bought a steer ticket to
Liverpool on the Servia and got l:ﬁfmndy and
soda with that—the first 1 had had in
many a day. In the steerage a groom lay
next to me and was to me, and |
but for him I should have died. A passage
home arrived for me the day I left New
York, as Iflearced afterwards. I bad not
been home more than two or three weeks
before I heard of the escape of my two com-
panions in misery. One of them, Albert
Luttrell of Leamington, was so worn
Wwith the work that he died on the

ge home. Each of us was well sup-
lied with luggage, which we had to leave |
hind. I left at least §500 worth of clothes, |
hats, shoes, gloves, two fine fowling-pieces, a !
new saddle, several trunks and bags, all of |
which could not be replaced for $1000. My |
two friends were equally well provided for, |
and left all behind.

““Yes, 1 am sure now that is the man.”
