AN EPIDEMIC OF SUICIDE,

Eleven IJarhlalu End Their Lives in a
Single Day.

PaRis; Oct. 16.—The city is horrified at
what seems to be a suicide epidemic. For
some time past as many astwelve to eighteen
suicides have been reported daily. On Sun-
day the total was eleven. In the Rue
Berthe a woman suffering from a nervous
affection swallowed a quantity of tincture
of jodine.

Of the guests
registered on the day before the holocaust
not one i8 now unaccounted for, but
of the others who were within the
building, of the servants and non-
transient guests, of those who ‘fell
back from thé windows exhausted in the
sight of hundreds of horrified spectators, the
accounting is small. Those who witnessed
the horrifying and sickening spectacle be-
lieve that there are numbers yet beneath the
ruins of the building.

Brick by brick and stone by stone will the
remains of the structure be pulled apart
until what is left of each unfortunate is re-
covered, Of the known dead there are 7.

A 'False Rumor About the Health of Hon,
Oliver Mowat.

Canadian Exports to the United States.
it has been asserted, says a contemporary,
that Canada’s trade with the United States
has not been profitable because the value of
the goods imported from that couuntry has
generally éxceeded that of Canadian products
exported thereto. One paper tells its readers
that ‘‘last year we bought $50,000,000 worth
of goods from the United States, and we sold
to that country $48,000,000 worth of our!
products. There was a balance of séven |
millions which seeing that we did not pay it
in goods we had to pay it in cash.”
Here again is the old fallacy. Surely
it does not require much insight
into political economy to surmise that
‘the seven millions' of dollars, or any
part of it, was not paid in cash | The excess
of imports over exports, as our contemporary
points ctt, probably represents the profits
,magde Upon our exports. Take this instance:
* A merchant sells goods, valued at the place
of “exportation- at $100,000, for $150,000 in
New York and buys American goods to that
amount, importing them to Canada and en-
tering the' prices he paid for them. The
trade returns woul’; be misleading. Neither
would' he have peid the difference between
the value of his imports and exports in cash.
But he would p.et $50,000 by the transaetion.
An excess of imports over exports does not
show 8o much, cash sent out of the country,
but indicaters the profits upon exports,
