Lonpox, June 16.—Lord Brooke was in his
seat at the House of Commons to-night for
the first time in months. His presence was
commented upon in view of the prominence
of his name of late in current gossip.

THE O'GOERMAN MAHON'S DEATH,

One of the Historic Figures of the Bri-
tisb Parliament.

LONDON, June 17.—James Patrick O'Gor-
man Mabon (The O’Gorman Mahon), mem-
ber of Parliament for Carlow County,
Ireland, who died yesterday, was ideutified
with British politics for over 60 years. It
bad been known for months that he was in a
dying condition, and his friends bad been
keeping up a subscription to provide com-
forts for his sick room, in tbe humble lodg-
ings which he occupied in a back street of
Chelsea. Mr. Parnell assisted in this labor
of charity, though the sick man had of late
leaned toward the Healyite faction of
tie Irish party, He was, in fact, & Liberal,
or Gladstonian, identified with no Irish
pariy or cabal All respected and
&dmired him, and regarded him as
e worthy descendant of the old Irish
kings, whose blood flowed in his veins. Itis
proposed to give hum a public funeralat Glas-
nevin, Mr. Parnell is very likely to carry the
Carlow seat, made vacant by Mahon’s death,
and has named Dwyer Gray as a candidate.

North Loudon Afflicted With a New Form
of Labor Trouble.

Loxpow, June 17.--This city is at the
present moment watching with a great deal
of interest the progress of a most interesting
strike. At an early hour this morning there
was a of buxom laundresses in
North London, and after some deliberation,

speechmaking and its attendant wrangling
800 of these ladies announced their intention
of striking, and they did so. The laundresses
insist that they will be doing & fair day’s
work if they remain at the washboard for
eight hours per day, and claim that they
should be 42d. (84 cents) for such a day’s
labor. demands are considered ex-
cessive. by the employers of the laundresses
consequently they have refused to make
such concessions.
The strikers, enraged at the fact that all
the laundresses of North London did not join

and jeers d the “blacklegs” away
from their work, upset or emptied the wash-
tubs, overturned tne ironing tables, kicked
over the clothes-horses and played sad havoc
generally with the masses of clean licen.
The police were utterly powerless to pre-
vent this demonstraiion upon the part of the
striking laundresses, who evidently had the
entire sympathy of the crowds who watched
the wrecking of the laundries and who en-
couraged the ladies in their hostile behavior
by cheering and otherwise expressing their
approbation and who hooted and jeered as
e * " were hustled unceremonious-
ly with evelled hair and disarranged
garments into the streets of North London.
