Managers Who Qounsel OCaution —
Prominent Retail Merchdfits on the

Men of short experience in buginess tell one
another these days that sometbing is out of
gear in the methauism of trade,that the busi-
ness world never, never was in sucha state
and that there isno hope for the future except
in some radical change in the way of killing
off competition. But the older heads smoke
their cigars and thick and talk of the” times
of 173 and later, when Black Friday seemed
to have blottad out all the other days of the
_ calendar. Apdstill older men compare the
" state of affairs with what they remember of
the panic of "% and the pinching times .that
followed. Moreover, they contrast the con-
dition of Cmadt to-day with that of other
countries and taking one thing with ao-
other they think Canadians can afford

to smoke their pipes and  philosophbi-
cally await the turn

in business, there is bo mwan but wants to
kuow what is ahead of us in the all-absorb-
ing problem of trade. On such a question
every man must form his own judgment.
But there are those who hidve more facts to
judge from than others—men who employ
many men, or hsundle millions of money, or
trade with thousands of-people—and others
will be helped in forming an opinion by
kuowing what these men think, Some of
/these captaing of trade were waited on by
The World yuurdn{. and what they said is
given below, 1& will be seen that on the
whole they take s hopeful view of the
future. :
President Van Horne.

Mr, W. U Van Horne, ‘President of the
Canadian Pacifio Railway, was in *Toronto
yesterday oo the business of the company.
The World, after chasipg him about
town, found him last pight ponterously
picking his wey through the mad and
debris and darkness just outside the western
end of the Union Station, heading for his
cosy private car which bad just been bumped
into connection with the east-bound train.
Valuing highly the words of wisdom which
such a generalissimo of industry might be ex-
pected to speak, The World, after greeting
the maguate, suggested that the car would
be a good place ta write, intending to steuo-
graph every syliable. But Mr., Van Horne
opined thav the reporter 4vould be able to re-
member all he (Mr. Van Horne) could tell
him, and, as this has been tbe experience
witt the C.P.R. president many & time, and
oft when he did not feel called upon to say
anything—though talking genially and
garrulously—tbe conversation proceeded as
he suggested. When asked the gestion as to
his opinion of the outlook, Mr. Van Horne
looked out into the night speckled and
streaked with the lights of the railway
and the city, and remained silent for a
minute, Then he said: *In Canada every-
thing depends upon the grain market. This
country is better off than any other to-day.
"fho hard times, which are universal, do not

-.affect us to anything like the same extent:
they do other communities.” “No,”said Mr,
4o reply to another question, sl
tuk the evil bas mersly been post-
poned so far as Oanada is concerned, but that
we have escaped it. We have not the causes
here that have brought about hard times
elsewhere, 5o we need not look for the same
results, but of course we cannot but feel, a
stringency which affects the whole world.
The ocentre of the question is the price of
grain, 1 believe that the people of -the
world must have our grain before anotber
crop, and therefore I take a hopeful view of
the main question aud 'believe that greater
prosperity must come.’ Asked specially
about the Northwest Mr. Van Horne
gaid thut the people of that country were
much better off than those of corresponding
localities on the other side of the line and
that in any other country the peoplo would
think they were in clover if they were as
well-off as the people of the Canadian North-
west.
President Wilkle of the Board of Trade,
Daniel R. Wilkie, cashier of the Imperial
Bank of Canada and president of the Toron-
to Board of Trade: At least we may believe
that things can hardly be worse so far as the
price of grain is concerped. But I do not
forget tbat is what wassaid last year, and on
this as on other quostions it secoms to me
wiser to prepare for trouble that may come
than to depend " upon the prospects of im-
Erovamenv which may not be realized. You
now the authorities of Averdeen made very
eluborate preparations to recsive the cholera,
then threatening the people of Britain, They
cleuned up the city aud expended whitewash
lavishly. -And they were muok disappointed
to find that the cholera did not come. Had
their precautions been less elaborate they
would probably bave had a visit from the
cholera. So with trade to-day. The best way
to prevent hard times is to make thorough
preparations to meet thern whea they come,
1 believe that the feeling throughout the
country is in favor of caution. At the same
time oll classes recognize that Canada is
better off to-day than any other country in
the world, and they congratulate themsolves
accordiogly. In the Northwest cash is
scarce and th? people feel the iuconvenience
of that condition. But the Northwest is
sound, it 18 necessary to Cunada, and
its development, which I believe will
go steadily on, will holp the country’
generally. Already our imauufacturers
look to that country for a warket for a large
portion of their output, 1In spite of the com-_
paratively light orop of last year and the
low prices, tho farmers of the Northwest are
as well off as those of otifer parts of the
eountry.

Another Prominent Banker's Views,

Byron E. Walker, general manager Cana~-
dian Bank of Commerce: ‘He would be a

yash man who should prophecy definitely
regnrding trade in 1894, = There s
nothing much the matter with busi-
ness in 'Canada at present; we are
gimply suffering the inevitable effects
of too rapid expansion in the past. I believe
that the volume of trade is likely to be our-
tailed somewhat ag compared witn 1803, be-
cause everybody, both in the city and the
country, appears to have the “economical”
fooling—whether absolutely Bnecessary or
not—and that after all largely influsuces the
volume of consumption. In Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces, we are told, the farmers
are well off, baving done particularly well
last year. -In Quebec the farmers have
probably never bad better times than for the
Jast year or two. In the Northwest things
are far from bright, I do not mean tbat the
outlook is less bopeful tuan before, but the
capacity of the people of the Northwest to
. pay their debte this particular year is much
smaller than wusual. Looking ebroad,
the prosperity of Canada oepends con-
siderably upon the power of the United
States and Britain and the world genarally
to buy our products and that is problemati-
cal. _Things look auythicg but brilliang in
the United States and Eugland; I do not
think they are over thbeir troubles by any
means. My feeling is that everybody should
be patient and economize, preparing for
what may bappen. Ido not gee any signs of
{mmediate improvement, I am nota pessi-
mist, mind yoo. Thecountry is all right.
Bat tuese periods of depression are as
patural as can be. You caunot stop them
unless you alter human nature and keop
us all from beiug too enthusiastic
at timnes. Idonoteee anything to discour-
age anybody. We ought to spend less
money and make fewer publio improve-
ments. Y8, fewer, not more, publicim-
provements. 1 do mot express an opinion
now as to the idea advocated by some of
pushing shead with puplic improvements
in order to give the  people work, That is
charity and [ do not now discussit 3 I am
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restate

talking about business. You cannot make

business better merely by inspiring people

to go into new schemes, What we want is
a period of rest and economy. Tkat
is the way all countries got right
after being on a financial spree. The thing
for Canadians to be thankful for is that we
did not go so far wrong as other countries
and therefors we have not so much suffering
to endure, So far as the United States is
concerned, what I mean by uyln%thn they
have not seen the last of their troubles is that
always for a year or two after a panio a
great many concerns failed whioch were not
swept away in the panic because their
strength was not wholly exhausted. There
will be a great many disappointing inc idents
of that kind in the United Btates.
On . the other hand a great many
people will take advantage of the cheapness
of material and labor and will start in on
what will prove an advancing and prosper-
ous oareer, - As to the effeqt of the tariff
bill, so far as the revenue is concerped, no
man can say what the result will be. It may
help to square the revenus 'or it may in-
crease the deficit. But tariff reduction will
tend to cheapen the cost of livivg and the
absolute necessity for cheaper living is ounb
foree which, in my opinion, will compel the
reduction of the tariff of the Uuited States.
That, of course, wiil be a good- thing for
Canada, for it will mean that they will use
our raw materials now unused. They mmust
use our materials sooner or later; they cun-
pot get along without them.” 7

A More Hopetul Feeling,

John Catto, head of the firm of John
Catto & Son, drygoods merchants: ‘It
seoms to me that there is a. more hopeful
feoling, and I believe that we have seeti* the
worst and that thingl"wl)l improve. We need
not look for a sudden advance; that is nov
the way thiags are done—in Canada. But
there will be a steady improvement. I speak
now specially of the city, but as well as
can judge the . same is true of
the country at large. My opinion is not one
for which I can give arguments, but is based
upon what I suppose you would call the busi-
ness instinet which ‘must be developed by
pusiness experience.”

‘The Largest Business Ever Recorded.

John Drynan of W. A. Murray & Co.: it
Iam to judge of the condition of trade
affairs I must base my opiuion upon the state
of our own business, We have had the
largest three months’ trade ‘siuce wo began
business,. No doubt we have put a little
extra steam into business, but I
do mnot believe that wholly accounts
for the improvement. I think we have turn-
ed the corner and that things will begin to
improve. The condition of the people seeius
to be improved; there is more ready. h
than formerly. Toronto is becoming eﬁm
trade centre for an immensa se%, if Iam to
judge by our mail orders. Th# otkier day in
one batch we had money orders
from Newfoundland, New Brunswick
and British Columbis. In this Toron-
to is drawing from the smaller towns, 1
believe, but the trade seems to e to indicate
thas the people, on the whole, are better off
than they were, Even if the trade is only
transferred from outside places to the city,
we, in Toronto, must beneflt. While we
import a great part of our goods direct, we
deal with wholésalers to a considerable ex-
tent. From what I am told I believe that the
buyers for these houses will purchase freuly,
indicating that the men at the heads of
these large houses look for good trade. No
doubt this is partly due to the falling out of
the smaller houses, conceatrating business
in the hands of the larger concerns. But,
on the otber hand, the agents of manufac-
turers sell direct to a very large extent, 8o
that the tendency of a part of the trade is
to leave the wholesale houses. Altogether
the indications are that the wholesalers look
for an improvement in business.”

Business Haes Improved Immensely.

Robert Sunpson, merchaut ; ‘‘Busivoss
with us has improved immensely, not only
before Christmas but since the holidays,
Goode are harder tosell, there is no doubt
about that, acd . the goods must ba right or
the peopla will nos have thews at any price.
Atone time you could sell anythiong if it
was cheap enough, but now you can’v give
goods away to anybody unless they are
right. More people are coming to buy
than formerly, end all that is wanted
is confidence, in order to make business boom
ahead. In the city the tendency is for people
tocome down town to trade, anc this in~
jures the smaller storekeeper, whois unable
%o remain 1n the race.” he reporter gave
it as the result of his observation that the
corner-storekeepers in the outer parts of the
city were increasing rather than diminishing
in numbers and prosperity. ‘‘Aye,” replied
the big merchant, with a sbrewd Jook
in bis eyes, ‘'but have you mot noticed
that the man between, the man who keeps a
small store halt way down town, does not
progress as once he did, The man at the
centre and the man near the outskirts bene-
fit at the expense of the man between. The
effeot must be felt also by dealers outside
the city., Hundreds of people living in towns
and viilages near Toronto take advanta ge of
the cheap fares oo Saturday to come in and
do their shopping, and those who are too

_The Call for Less Fxpensive Goods,

William Dineen, W. & D. Dineen, hats,
caps aund furs: ‘‘The change in our business
within the past two years bas been greater
thafi for 10 or 15 years betore.. Our busivess
in 1803 was much lerger vhau in 1892, but the
relative profit was smaller, Nowadays a
merchant must keep a much larger and more
varied stock than in former times, ‘I'he re-
sults of this are on the one hand toconcen trate
business in fewaer establishmeuts and on the
other to cut down the percentage of profit,
According to my experience the people have
less money now than formerly; they call for
aless expensive class of goods end they buy
more carefully. This refers not only to those
in business whose incomes are affected by the
bard times, but also to meu on saiary. DBud
the salaried men are affected by the real
depression. Ever so many
people who had @& little money
ahead went into land speculation,
and now with interest to pay - and covenants
to make good they find themselves hard up.
W hatever the cause, the same thing seems
to be true of the people outside of the city,
vast pumbers of whom we met in our fur
trade. Tne call is for less expeusive goods. A
larger assortment of made-up goods must be
shown (because custoniers demaud to see
hew the garment will look when finished)
and the margin of profit must be reduced,
The effect of concentration of business is bad
for the small storekeepers, many of whom
suffer through existing conditions Those
with whom I bave spoken generally
believe that the troliey car doos them injary
in taking trade past their doors. But then
there were too muuy dealers in Torouto. I
believe we have more stores in proportion to
population than aiy other city in America.
But I am not afraid of the future, Businoss
will adapt itself to eonditions us they exist
and things will come out all right

The reduction in the nlarﬁl of those in
the employ of the city isa fact, Some talk
about it as i it might take place, but from
the best advico The World could get yester-
day it would seem that the resolution is to
all intepts and purposes law, and that it
covers all salaries except those of the police
and school departments from New Year’s
Day. Furthermore, not only is the resolu-
tion in force, but the heads of the different
departments have boen notifled thereof. The
January pay sheet” will carry on it the re-
duced salaries.

Treasurer Coady said yesterday that when
the time arrived towards the end of the
month to prepare the pay shoets he would
consult the Solicitor and be governed by bis
advice,

Mr. Coady also stated thaf, although
passed by the council, the resolution provid -
ing for the reductions in salaries must pass
the Executive before it becomes law in con-
formity with the bylaws of the council in
:aleronoo to all business of & financial na-

ure,

The rext important point is that the coun-
eil is not likely to stultify itself by rescinding
its vote of Mondsy last. It just may be
possible that the cass of . Enginver Koatin
will be made an exception, but if his case is
to be made the pretoxt for & general re-
consideration then the temper of the salary-
reducers, as far as Tho World can read it, is
to necept his or any other resignation that
may be sent in,

There is talk around the City Hall | thut
certain aldermen will voto for rescinding the
resolution it it is not mado to apply to the
police and - schools or reconsidering -~ certain
salaries if resignavions are sent in, buy no
alderman has given outa definite statement
in this respect, One of the leading tax~
reducers said: We are goiug to stand by Sur
agreement; if we mako a single break in our
front we are lost, and we must stick to-
gether.

Hundreds of objections are being raised
against the salary reduction by the hundreds
who are affected, each from his own stand-
point, and each makes out & fairly good case:
but the two great and cumulative answers
to these objections are (1) that the city
must economizs, and (?) that those 1n the
employ of the city took their positions with
the risks that go with every job.

Everybody opposed to salary reduction
says, “‘Qn, cut off the useless branches, the
dead limbs that are about the municipal
tree, but do ot reduce the good men!”
Others say: *Oh, we can reduce the cost of
our department if it must be done!” But
the salary reducers reply to both: *“Your ad-
mission proves too much, If there are dead
limbs that can be cut off, why dido’t you
cut them off before, not wait uutil we came
in and then, when you can’t help yoursalves,
talk about econom{ in certain dircetions?
We can't afford to listen to you just at pre-
sent. After we've got the reductions going
then we'll tend to the dead limbs, the still-
over-paid and the drones.”

A moember of the old Council, discussing
the matter with one of the new aldermen
yesterday, said : “Monday was a good be-
ginning of what I hopa will be” sucgessfully
carried out, I hope the new members will
keep together and will npot be led into com-~
promising themselves or to do auything that
will weaken their position, There will be
every endeavor made to get this matter re-
considered and have the resolutions releguted
to a separate committee, If this is done it
will be & great wmistake, I would aamit of
no compromises such as reforring to a com-
mittee for this purposs, It will do no good
and will only delay the matter for an in-
definite time. Now that the blow 1is
struck let it be followed up mnot
only in the reduction of  salaries
but in the reduction of expenditure on our
public works aud reduce the rate to 15 mills
itnot to 143-4mills, Every head of the
spending department will contend for the
highest possible amount to be put in the esti-
Ioates to cover the expeaaiture of each de-
partment, This will have to be combated
and fought against with the greatest deter-
mination, for they can lay many pitfails
which you as a new alderman are not
aware of to entrap you into the expenditure
of money. I bope you won't listen to any
compromnise in any shape whatever. I
would advise you to push on with all your
energy the estimates to be sabmitted not
later than Feb, 15.”

Engineer Keating’s resignation is said to
be written and lying on his desk, and would
havo been in the hands of Mayor Kennedy
yesterday afterncon had not His Worship
and a number of the aldermen asked higpy to
delay sending it in for a tew days. Mr, Keat-
ing feels that Le bas been badly treated, He
came to Toronto —upon certain conditions
which he fully expected would be carried out.

Late yesterduy afternoon Mr, Keating
wrote the Mayor stating bis position fully.
He refused to give the reporters a copy of
the letter, but said if the Mayor wisbed to
make it public be could do so.

Several
gentlemen from the latter city, among thom
Messrs, B, Mabler, E, W, Moore and 0. L
Pack, are now in Toronto, & confersnce hav-
fog been arrranged bere with Mesars, M.
Counolly, acting president of the Richelieu
Line, and Director Forget. The last named
geutleman, however, did not arrive, and the
meeting, iv is reported, was adjourned until
Friday nexrt,

A report is in circulation that the Cana-
dian Pacific is in the new deal, aud the
presence in the city of President Vap Horne
and Director Augus gives color to sue sur-
mise. 'C'he Richelieu line bas excepgional ter-
minal facilities at Montreal whick would be
ot immense advantage to the Canadian
Pacific Railway,

The new gyndicate are said mow to have
control of the Richelieu stock, apd the great
advance in the price of the stotk lutely is
owing to the purchases by this syudicate .
Yesterday the stock Tose to 82 5-8, as against
45 a few months ago.

Mr. W. ©. Van Horne, president, of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, was
asked by The World yosterday for any in-
formation he had to give respecting the On-
taviv and Riocbelieu Navigation Company
and the pending arrangement, whatever it
may be. **'Wa bave nothing todo with the
Outario and Ricielieu and don’s know any-~
thing about it,” was the mugnate’s answer.

Three Deaths Will Result—The Steamer
Sailed From RKio mnd the Explosion
Ocourred When Nearing Bordeaux—
supposed Thas the Dyoamite Was
Hidden In a Package of Ostrieh
Plumes, V.

BorpEAUX, Jan. 17.—The French steamer
Equateur, from Rio Janeiro for this port,
arrived av Pauillae at 11 o’clock this morn-
ing. As she steamned slowly up the river
about 2 o’clock in the afternoon the officors
entered the safe room with the object of
removing valuable postal parcels, when &
violent explosion occurred, shaking the
vessol throughout. The safe room adjacent,
cooks’ gallery and stewards’ cabins were all
shattered. ~ Tho gallery bulkheads and
thick iron plates of the lower deck were
bent and broken.

Two sailors were killed outright, one had
his face shattored so badly that he cannot
live and another was less seriously injured.
The plate glass in the port-holes for a long
distance from the safe room was atomized.
It is thought that dynamite exploded the
maoment one of the men killed lifted a pack-
age of ostrich feathers, quantities of which
were scattered in the vicinity and other
packages rent open. The wrecked gallery
was neasly hidden by ostrich plumes.

to  Railway Company submit to the
shareholders the following report of the
afairs of the company from its commence-
ment up to the 1st of January, 1804:

The delays in sauctioning the trolley sys-
tem and previding for the payment bave
caused muef Toss of monay to the company ,
and great inconvenience to the public, and
it is hoped/that no obstacle will be placed in
the way 6f completing ~reconstruction early
in the spriog.

The change from horse wer to elec-
tricity bas necessitated. the aying of 72-1b.
steel rail, and entire recoastruction of the
track and foundation. . !

T'he directors thought that it was in the
interests of the company that this work
should be executed in the most permanent
manner, and no expense has been spared to
secure this result; the tracks and roadbed
compare favorably with those of any other
line_in America,

‘An extensiye power house has beon built
and has been in operation since the 10th day
of May, 1893, and in viet of the prospect of
increase of traflic, steps.-are beihg tdken to
enlarge the power houss, doubling its pre-
sent capacity.

T he company have now in use 100 cars
with motoss, exclusive of trailers, and the

TWO BOITLRES OF PRUSSIC A0ID
FOUND IN HIS ROOM,

His Father BSmashed One Bottle, His
Lawyer Secured the Other—One Full
Vinl Produced in Court—No Evidence
Given in Rebuttal—Addresses to the
Jury Commenced.

Jorierre, Jan. 17.—The Hooper case
was continued this morning. ’

The first witness was the father of the
prisoner, Joseph Hooper of Port Hope.

I recognize the letter handed to me as
sent to me by my son from Vaudreuniel on
Sept. 19,” he said. ““It read that deceased
had died at Terrebonne on Sept. 18, and
that she had tried to commit suicide two
or three times, and that he was bringing
the body up to Port Hope to be buried.
It concluded: ‘My troubles are heavy and
more than I can bear, but I will trust in
God to help.” ”

His Father Smashed the Bottle,
“Did Mr. Ward say anything to you
aboitt something that was in the prisoner’s
room?” ; 4

“Yes, sir. He told me there was some
prussi¢ acid in my son’s room. I went to
my house, where accused had stayed and
told my daughter and.she went up into
the room my son had occupied and brought
down a small green  bottle which was full
up to the neck., 1 put the bottle to my
nose and found it had a strong_smell of
almonds.”

“Then what did you do?”

«] was so angry at such stuff being left
around that 1 did-a very wrong thing.
took the bottle out into the yard and
smashed it with-a hammer. Mr. Ward had
told me to bring the bottle to him, and
when 1 told him that I bad destroyed 1t, he
said: “My God, what have you done! You
have destroyed ‘the best evidence the de-
fence had.””

Prisouer Said the B:n‘l'o Uontained Prussic
cld,

Cross-examined by Mr. MacMaster: My
intention was to have taken the bottle to
Mr. Ward, as he instructed me. T here
were two little chidren in the house, and
when I thought of the danger they had
run I suppose I must have lost my head.”

“Mr. Ward told you that your son bhad
told*him that the bottle contained prussic
acid?”’

“He did, sir.”

“Did not Mr. Ward visit your son at the
house?”

“Yes,'sir.”

Another sensation was caused in court' by
one of the court stenographers fainting and
having to be carried out of court. This is
the fourth time that the proceedings of this
court have been stopped by people faint-
ing. £

Continuing his evidence, witness admit-
ted that people could, and perhaps did, go
to&is house while the prisoner was thete,

r. MacMaster: ‘“‘Exactly, and if any-
one had wished to bring in a ton of prussic
acid after you broke that bottle you would
not have been any the wiser, would you?”

_Witness only shook his head!

Mr, MacMaster: “Now, was there not
some mention of another bottle?”

Witness said he had heard of another
bottle.

“Did anyone slse see you break the bot-
tle?”’ ;

“Yes, my daughter, Mrs. Baulch.”

The Prisoner’s Sister,

Mrs. Baulch, sister of the . prisoner,
said: “I remember my father asking me to
go up to prisoner’s room and geiting a bot-
tle of prussic acid that Mr. Ward had told
him to get. Iwent up to the room and
found a small bottle, put the bottle to
my nose and tound a strong smell of al-
monds. 1 gave it to my father, and soon
after I saw him striking something in the
ashes. I also saw him stoop down and pick
up some pieces of the bottle I had given to
him. He was very much excited when I
gave him the bottle, and [ supposed that
he had destroyed it, After he had broken
it he mixed the ashes all up.”

_“Did you not find another bottle 1”

“Yes, about a week after. I gave it to
Mr. Ward. I did not tell my father about
this bottle.”

Mr. Greenshields :\)Do you recognize this
bottle ?

Witness: That is the second bottle I
found in prisoner’s room.

“] took it to my father, when we both
smelled 1t; I laid it on a shelf, as I expect-
ed my father was going to take it av once
to Mr. Ward. Soon after this I saw my
father breaking the bottle, as I have
stated.”

Swenrs to the Bottle,

“Did you not think it a strange thing for
your father to do?”

I certainly did.”

The Judge: *‘Are you quite sure that the
bottle you saw your father break was the
same one you gave him?”

“Iam'quite sure. I saw some of the
pieces afterwards and he told me what he
had done.”

“How did you come to find tha] second
bottle?”

I was sweeping the room, when I
it behind the commode.”

The hottle was handed to the jurors to
smell, but they were dreadfully scared of it
and sent it back with thanks.

* Professor Adams said that the fluid in
the bottle was certainly prussic acid. He
could not say how strong it was, Anyone
procuring a doctor’s order could get the
poison.

Lawyer Ward Gives Evidence,

Mr. Ward of Port Hope, one of the law-
yers for the defence, was sworn.

#Before the prisoner was taken away
from Port Hope,” he said, ‘‘he asked me
to go ‘to his room and get the poison. This
was all he had time to say. 1 told the pri-
gofier’s father next day to get the bottle
and bring it to me, but he did not do so.
The bottle produced was brought to mg a
week later by Mrs. Baulch.” i

Cross-examined: *‘The prisoner did not
say anything about two bottles of poison; |
he said: *‘You will find VUhe poison there.””

The Defence Closed,

This closed the case for the defence,

There is to be no rebuttal evidence and
the addresses to the jury will begin at 3
o'clock. The defence wlil claim that the
bottle that prisoner’s father smashéd must
have been the one prisoner got from Mr.
Webb, the druggist.
