Pte. Percy Mitchell
Dies ol Wounds

On Friday morning Mr. Angus Mit­
chell of Watford received a telegram from 
the Casualty Record Department at 
Ottawa stating that his son, Pte. Percy
A. Mitchell, had been wounded on Oct­
ober 10th, and was in No. 13 Military 
Hospital, Boulogne, France.

On Tuesday morning another wire was 
received from the Record Office stating 
that he had died of his wounds on Octo­
ber 14th.

Pte. Percy Angus Mitchell enlisted 
with the 33rd Battalion as a stretcher 
bearer and went overseas with that batt­
alion, being sent to the front with a 
draft when the 33rd was broken up. He 
was the youngest son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Angus Mitchell and was 33 years old. 
He was born in Watford, educated at the 
Watford public and high schools, and 
afterwards served his apprenticeship as a 
druggist and attended the College of 
Pharmacy. Until he enlisted he worked 
as a druggist in several places, and made 
many friends among the people he be­
came acquainted with. Besides his father 
and mother he leaves four brothers to 
mourn his loss, namely, Bert, of Oshawa; 
Joseph of Prince Albert ; Harry overseas 
with the forces, and Charley at home.

Thus another of Watford’s sons is add­
ed to the rapidly increasing honor roll of 
men who have died for the cause of 
humanity. All should deeply appreciate 
the sacrifice thus made to enable us to 
live in comfort and security, and each 
casualty should be an incentive to more 
of our young men to enlist for service.

The first soldier from Western 
Ontario to win the coveted honor of 
the Victoria Gross is Captain Mon­
tour, who enlisted as a private in 
Hamilton and was promoted to his 
captaincy for gallant conduct at the 
front. Captain Montour is a mem­
ber of the Six Nations Indians, and 
comes naturally by his fighting 
blond, being a descendant of the 
famous Mowhawk war chief Captain 
Joseph Brant.

American newspapers contain 
many letters protesting jigainst the 
action of United States warships in 
getting out of the way of the U-53 
in order that she might sink British 
and neutraPvessels. There is indeed 
some contrast between their attitude 
and that of the British admiral at 
Manilla harbor, who put his ships 
between Dewey’s and the German 
fleet that was about to attack them, 
thus preventing war between the 
United States and Germany.

Price ot Meat Foods

The U. S. department of agricul­
ture finds that producers of most an­
imals of all kinds are getting more 
money now than they received six 
years ago. On September 15th the 
index figure of prices for these an­
imals was about 23.7 per cent high­
er than a yeaç ago, 10.5 per cent 
higher than two years ago and 22.5 
per cent higher than the average 
price of the last six years. These 
figures are based on reports of sever­
al thousand correspondents of the 
department and probably are fairly 
near the fact.

If the big meat packers are mak- 
; ing more money than ever, so, too, 

are the men who raise the cattle. It 
is the householder who pays the 
bill, and, unfortunately, every indic­
ation is that he will have to continue 
paying at about the present rate for 
an indefinite time. There is no pros­
pect of an early decline in the price 
of meats. Whatever decline might 
have been caused by big grain crops 
will fail to materialize because we 
have not the big grain production 
which will permit free feeding to 
cattle. The hay crop . is big, but 
something more than hay is needed 
to fatten food animals.

There were great hopes that under 
the new tariff regulations the Argen­
tine producers would be able to send 
enough beef to this country to have 
a noticeable effect on prices, but 
nothing much has developed in that 
direction. The situation is greatly 
aggravated, of • course, by the war, 
which has enormously increased the 
export demand, but the meat prob­
lem is one that will be with us long 
after the war ends. In fact, it is not 
apparent now that we ever again 
shall be without this problem to dis­
turb us. Population is increasing 
rapidly and with it the consumption 
of meat. Production of food animals 
is not increasing at the same rate. 
As long as this condition prevails 
prices will be high. There is money 
in raising cattle.—Buffalo Express.

A Really Notable Achievement

A New Spy Stunt

Britishers everywhere would do 
well to be on their guard against 
projects for the supposed benefit of 
British soldiers. The uses to which 
the enemy can put these is illustrated 
by the unmasking of a spy agency in 
France. A Swiss firm despatched 
thousands of circulars to French ad­
dresses :

“Desirous of manifesting our warm 
affection for France,” they ran, »'we 
should feel obliged if you would send 
us the address of a soldier to whom 
we could forward gratis a few pack­
ets of cigarettes and cigars.”

The German intelligence depart­
ment in this way received the ad­
dresses of soldiers at the front, with 
the indication of the regiment, of the 
division, and of the postal sector.

Queens Sold Almanacs

The sale of almanacs was once a 
lucrative monoply. Queen Elizabeth 
granted the sole right to publish “al­
manacs” and prognostications” to the 
Stationers’ Company, and James I, 
extended the privilege to the Univer­
sities of Oxford and Cambridge, but 
for centuries only these three bodies 
were permitted to issue printed cal­
enders. The monopoly ended when 
the claim of the king to the privilege 
of granting or withholding permission 
to issue calenders—a survival, per­
haps, from days when kings asserted 
their right to regulate all things, in­
cluding even the times and seasons— 
was definately disproved and pro­
claimed non-existent. Now any­
body can say who’s

The phenomenal success of Sir 
Thomas White's second domestic 
war loan has drawn the eyes of the 
world upon Canada. Bonds aggre­
gating one hundred million dollars 
have been offered and applications 
aggregating two hundred millions 
have been received. The first domes­
tic loan issue of fifty millions was 
over subscribed by one hundred per 
cent. The second issue of one hun­
dred millions has been over-sub- 
scribed by one hundred per cent. 
That means that in one vear the 
Canadian people have offered the 
Government for war purposes three 
hundred millions of dollars—double 
the amount asked for.

This was done in a conntrv which, 
prior to the outbreak of the war," was 
a borrower. To-day the people of 
Canada are lending, not to the Can­
adian Government alone, but to the 
Imperial Government as well by 
means of the credits established here. 
Ont of these credits payments are 
made for the enormous quantities of 
munitions and other war supplies 
purchased by Great Britain -in Can­
ada. The last credit of fifty millions 
brings the total up to $150,000,000.

It is a proud chapter in the his­
tory of the war. Great things are 
being done by Canada’s sons on the 
battlefield ; great things also are be­
ing done by Canadians at home.

Barnado Boy Fires Bam
Sarnia, Oct. 19.—The mystery in many 

barn fires in Lambton County was dis­
persed to-day by the arrest and confes­
sion of George Edward Parker, ‘a Bar­
nado boy, aged 14 years.

HOMEMADE CARAMELS.

No Reason Why One Should Not Bo 
Successful With Them.

To make chocolate caramels take a 
quarter pound of grated chocolate, three 
ounces of butter, thrèe-fourths pouud 
of sugar, one gill of milk, "two good 
dessert spoonfuls of syrup, n small 
dessert spoonful of glucose, half n tca- 
spoonfiil of vanilla essence. Put every, 
thing except the vanilla Into a pan, 
and dissolve over a slow Are. Boil to 
240 or 248 degrees, take oft the Are 
and add the vanilla essence, and turn 
Into a well greased tin. Mark with a 
knife when set and cut into squares 
and wrap each In wax paper.

The tin should be greased with oil or 
clarlAed butter—L e., batter that has 
been pot Into a pan and heated and 
the scum taken off as it rises.

Molasses candy (caramel) la made of 
three-fourths of a pound of sugar, a 
quarter of a pound of butter, one and a 
half pints of milk, two tablespoonfuls of 
molasses. Melt the butter and sugar In 
à saucepan, then add the sirup and 
milk, and boll, stirring till It leaves the 
sides of the pan clear. Pour on to a 
buttered plate and when nearly cold 
cut into squares and wrap each in wax 
paper. If a thermometer is used It 
should boil to 252 degrees. Ten to Af- 
teen drops of vanilla can be added, if 
liked, before turning it on to the but­
tered plate.

weight veiling, twenty-seven Inches or 
more in width and about one and one- 
half yards in length. Both ends are 
finished with a tiny hem. Insert a nine 
Inch length of round elastic and attach 
at each end of the clastic a narrow 
ribbon string. The veil Is adjusted by 
placing the elastic edge, well dotA over 
the hat in front and holding the veil In 
place over the hat by tying the ribbon 
strings at the nape of the neck. Many 
of the bordered motor veils frequently 
sold so reasonably are long enough to 
make two of these handy requisites.

Lye and Insects.
[C. P. Gillette. Colorado station.] 

There Is an old notion, more or less 
prevalent among farmers and fruit 
growers, that lye applied to the trunks 
of trees during the dormant season 
will destroy the Insect pests that may 
be living over winter upon the bark in 
the egg, larva or pupa stages.

Investigations at many experiment 
stations throughout the country have 
all indicated that lye Is practically 
useless for the destruction of Insects 
in any stage of development It is bet­
ter to make the application of some 
particular insecticide that to known to 
be efficient for the destruction of the 
particular insect pest that to known to 
be present The application of lye sel­
dom does enough good "to pay for the 
time or expense In putting it on.‘. JCSf " T

Rye For Posture.
Have you provided plenty of paktere 

for your hogs during the fall months? 
asks the Kansas Parmer. If not rye 
may be sown any time during Septem­
ber or October on stubble land or aft­
er corn has been cut for silage or fod- 
der, Live stock farmers find that rye 
makes excellent temporary fall and 
winter pasture. One and a half bush­
els to the acre to enough for early 
sowing, but two bushels should be 
used later in the season. Cover crops 
furnish a large amount of pasture at 
little expense and leave the soil In a 
better condition. Rye protects the soil 
from washing during the winter, 
which often takes more fertility front 
the soil than a growing crop. Next 
spring the rye may be turned under as 
a green manuring crop.

Apple Gluts Unnecessary.
The chief cause of a glut of apples 

and consequently the practice of feed­
ing apples to hogs to lack of spraying, 
according to a Nebraska horticultural 
expat Sound apples, the result of 
spraying, can be placed in cold stor­
age because they will keep. But the 
apple grower who has not sprayed his 
apples finds them wormy and unfit for 
storage. So he with thousands of oth­
ers throws his perishable apples on 
the market at the mercy of dealers and 
the public.

One morning I was aroused by tele­
phone from my bed by my chief and 
directed to go to the house of a Mr.

INSECT TRAVELERS.

Mettle, Butterflies end Beetles Male» 
Long Distance Journeys.

Mr. William Evans, a Scottish natu­
ralist, who has made a lifelong etndy 
of the fauna of Scotland, obtained 
from a dozen Scottish lighthouses 2d 
species of Insects, which Include two 
butterflies, 150 moths, eighteen caddis 
files and lacewings, forty diptera, ten 
beetles and a dozen other specie». 
Most of the specimens were male» 
To reach the Isle of May, in the Flrthi 
of Forth, where Mr. Evans collected 
most of the Insects, many of the speci­
mens mast have flown across several 
miles of sea.

In his records Mr. Evans calls atten­
tion to several other extraordinary 
flights of Insects.

Thus, the "painted lady,” or thistle 
butterfly (Pyrameis cardut), has been 
known to cross the Alps; the red ad­
miral butterfly (Vanessa atalauta) baa 
landed in numbers on the deck of a 
vessel 500 miles from the coast of 
England; the comm i white butter­
flies cross the En; h channel In 
clouds; the famons l: weed butterfly 
(Danais archippns), .-.uundant every, 
where In the United States, Is said to 
make the 2,000 mile Journey from 
California to the Hawaiian Islands 
and has gradually progressed by way 
of the south sea Islands as far as Aus­
tralia.

A death’s head moth has boarded • 
steamer 200 miles off the Cape Verde 
Mends. Clouds of ladybirds miles in 
extent, so that they resembled smoke 
from s steamer, have been seen at sea. 
A swarm of locusts that passed over 
the Red sea In 1889 Is said to have ex­
tended over 2,000 square miles, and Ik

This sort of nerve carries a message 
at the rate of a yard and a half a see-!

The other sort of nerve tabes care of 
the crawling. Signals along these 
nerves travel only an Inch a second. 
If our toner telegrams were sent as 
slowly. It would be a whole minute 
from the time the pitcher threw the 
ball till the batter started to swing hie 
club at It

Yet, as the simpler creatures go, the 
earthworm is not especially sluggish. 
The fresh water clam, for Instance 
gets word from one part of Its body to 
another at only half the earth worm"» 
rate.

PUMPKINS AS HOG FEED.
Form an Appetizing Ration For Fal 

and Winter.
[R. A.# Gatewood, Kansas station.] 

Pumpkins and squashes form an ap­
petizing ration for fall and winter for 
young pigs and brood sows.

Hogs that are being fed for fatten­
ing purposes should receive all the 
concentrates they will eat before they 
are given the pumpkins. When feed­
ing pumpkins most of the seeds should 
be removed, because when they are 
fed in large quantities with the con­
centrates they have an injurious effect 
on the urinary organs.

Pumpkins will take the place of 
roots In winter and form a succulent 
food. Their feeding value is not as 
high as that of turnips or mangels. 
Pumpkins, like wheat bran, are use­
ful adjuncts to the more concentrated 
kinds of foods, bat cannot, if fed alone, 
he depended upon for fattening. Pump­
kins form an excellent food for brood 
sows. The seeds are rich in protein 
and oil and will take the place of com 
in ration.

flocks can be kept healthy there Is no 
doubt about making money from them, 
as turkeys are good foragers and pick 
up the greater part of their living in 
the fields.

Turkeys of average weight are 
worth $2.50 In retail markets. Per­
haps farmers will sell most of their 
flocks in a wholesale way and there­
fore can hardly count on more than 
$2 for each bird, but at this price 
there Is easily a profit of $1.50. It Is 
certain that turkey raising belongs In 
the line of mixed farming and should 
become a feature of many places 
where ten or twelve distinct products 
are brought forward.

There arc many mixed farming en­
thusiasts who wish to balance up their 
programs with poultry. They can ac­
complish this object In part with tur­
keys without excluding other fowls. 
Of coarse a field for range is necessary 
either with turkeys or geese, and the 
different flocks will not Interfere with 
each other, bnt if turkeys can have a 
small field ail to themselves so much 
the better, especially while the young 
birds are becoming hardy and vigor­
ous. It is a wise plan to have a patch 
of ground fenced off for newly hatched 
poults, so that the parent fowls will 
not be giving the little things too much 
travel. This danger Is over In the 
course of two or three weeks. It is a 
good custom to turn the young birds 
over to broody hens, but as the latter 
are usually troubled with vermin it Is 
necessary to apply insect powders. 
Lard and kerosene may be applied to 
the hen, but not to poults. Pyrethrum 
should be dusted on the latter when 
lice appear. When turkeys are han­
dled in a careful way the business will 
almost equal that of chicken raising. 
At any rate, It works well with a mix­
ed farming program. Owners have 
only to bear in mind that they must 
engage in the business extensively 
enough so that they can afford to han­
dle it right If it Is worth doing at 
all it Is worth doing well, and this 
principle should apply to all farming 
projects. Turkeys and chickens should 
not be treated as side lines and allow­
ed to go along In a haphazard way. 
The flocks need to be started right and 
given a good chance to develop in a 
healthy manner.

Nearly all poultry raisers say the 
Bronze variety is best possessing as it 
does hardiness with large size. All 
over the west the Bronze type is popu­
lar and gaining fast Breeders are 
selecting the finest specimens that are 
obtainable, and the new flocks now 
coming forward in such large numbers 
show good characteristics. Dealers ex­
pect to get a larger proportion of their 
fall and winter supply In localities 
which heretofore have not furnished 
many turkeys. Prices will be high 
enough to afford farmers at least $1.50 
net profit for each fowl, and In cases 
where they have private customers the 
returns will be still larger.

A high rate of profit In turkey rais­

ing to among the reasonable certainties 
for small farmers. Experts say that 
the outlook for this Industry to greatly 
Improved? Prices are high, and risk 
and labor are not unreasonable, consid­
ering profits.

One of the reasons for predicting suc­
cess in turkey raising to that the dis­
ease known as blackhead has been 
brought under control throughout a 
large part of the United States. If

same management as chickens, oniy 
they should have a wider range to 
pleasant weather than the latter. The 
poults require no food until a day old, 
but water and sand should be within 
reach. In the course of thirty-six hours 
a simple kind of feeding may begin. 
Breadcrumbs moistened and squeezed 
dry are as good as any other food. 
Curds or Dutch cheese to relished, and 
the little birds thrive on this to con­
nection with such things as onion tops 
and dandelion leaves minced fine. Corn 
bread Is about thé beat food when they 
are. two-weeks old, and a little later 
cracked com or wheat should be pro­
vided.

Photographs on Living Leaves.
A process of taking a photograph oh 

the leaf of a plant to described to an 
article by Dr. Hans Molisch to Die 
Umschau, a translation of which ap­
pears in the Scientific American. 
Briefly, the process Is as follows:

Fasten a negative with strong con­
trasts to a very smooth, thin, hairless 
growing leaf, such as the Indian cress, 
scarlet runner or nasturtium, and leave 
It exposed to strong sunlight for sev­
eral hours. Then cat the leaf from the 
plant steep It to boiling water for halt 
a minute, then Immerse It to warm 80. 
per cent alcohol After a little time 
the leaf, now white, is Immersed to • 
dilute tincture of Iodine. Tho result lei 
a positive photograph, often of surpris-, 
lug sharpness.

He advocated 
the teacher taking part in the play of the 
pupils’ game; keeping an active control 
over them.

This work developes the im­
agination and originality of the pupils, 
as an appreciation of the beautiful things 
around is aroused. Let the pupil, work 
mainly undirected by the teacher. A 
hearty vote of thanks was tendered the 
speaker for his addresses.

Miss L. Park discussed reading and 
Mr. F. Thompson Entrance Literature, 
after which Mr. N. McDougald, B. A., 
spoke on Educational Loss. The speaker 
claimed that teaching failed from lack of 
use of school equipment and lack of high 
aim. The end "of education is to teach 
pupils to have high and proper ideals to 
make them keen upright citizens.

A splendid evening program was given 
with Mayor Stirrett as Chairman. Vocal 
solos by Mr. H. McDougall, instrumental 
solos by Miss M. Fraser, a drill by girls 
of Oil Springs School under Miss Stin­
son, followed by a fine address by Rev. 
Dr. Knowles on “What to Read” all of 
which were thoroughly enjoyed.

Rev. Mr. McCrae of the Presbyterian 
Church conducted the opening services 
on Friday evening.

Mr. W. R. Stephenson ol Petrolea Bus­
iness College explained Business Letter 
writing pointing out many mistakes and 
how they could be rectified.

Mr. J. J. Matthews pointed out in cor. 
nection with Home Gardens that in many 
cases the seed sent was not used. Teach­
ers should take an interest in the garden 
work and make out an accurate list of 
the pupils for use ot the Agricultural De­
partment.
