FURNITURE In 1875, the westward tide of emigration 

carried me as far toward the setting sun as 
the foothills of the Rocky Mountains, and 
then, after a varied experience in the woods 
and mining camps of that region, I drifted 
into the great logging country of the North­
west.

VER MANTLES
Depreciated Farm Lands.

The Boston Globe quotes some remarkable 
official statements of the depreciation in 
farm lands in the New England States aud 
New York.

The Connecticut State Register, an offi­
cial publication, reviews the decline of the 
45 agricultural townships since 1865. Its 
figures are gathered from the records and 
show a steady* decline of the agricultural 
districts as compared with the cities, and 
in relation to the wealth of the state in gen­
eral. In the last twenty years, while the 
wealth of the entire state outside of these 
districts increased $78,274,016 or 31 per 
cent., the wealth of the farming districts 
has decreased $4,634,700 or 17 per cent.

From 1875 to 1885 the farming lands of 
Massachusetts depreciated to the amount of 
$5,929,143, and all the Northern states of 
New England show similiar records. But 
as these are not especially agricultural 
states, a far better test of the general ten­
dency is found in the great state of New 
York whose fertile valleys were, not many 
years ago, the envy of American farmers.

State Assessors Ellis, Wood and Wil­
liams are now visiting fourteen représenta-; 
tive counties of New York. “ We 
general depreciation in the value of farm 
lands,” says Assessor Wood as reported 
in the New York Tribune. “ In all sec­
tions we find the same conditions of affairs. 
City property is increasing in value, while 
farming property is growing less and less 
valuable. I cannot see how it can improve, 
and in a few years you will see more tenant 
farmers than anything else.”

St. John’s was built on the rugged hill 
on the north of the harbor. The houses 
were mostly low wooden buildings crowded 
out on what was intended for sidewalks. 
Water Street, the main business thorough­
fare, follows the curves of the harbor shore 
for a mile and a half. Mails and passen­
gers were landed at the Allan line wharf 
at the east end of the town The dry dock 
is at the extreme west end. Near the Al­
lan wharf (owned by Sir Ambrose Shea) 
stood the custom house, the Atlantic hotel, 
the office of the U. S. Consul Malloy, and 
the Colonist office. Half way up Water 
street was the general post office. The 
supreme court building, the banks and law 
offices were mostly on Duckworth street, 
as also was the splendid Athenaeum build­
ing. The churches and other public ediôcee 
located on the streets above Duckworth, 
running up the hill northerly.

This city has been extremely unfortun­
ate in regard to fires. In February, 1816, 
there was a loss of $500,000, again in No­
vember, 1817, a loss of $2,000,000; and a 
third tiro in June, 1846, causing a loss of 
$4,000,000.

phic communication with this side of the 
Atlantic had been cut off by the operators 
being driven from their posts of duty, no 
less than some two hundred houses, to­
gether with many of the churches and pub­
lic buildings had been destroyed. The fol­
lowing particulars will give our readers a 
somewhat vague idea of the wide-spread 
destruction, and even then the tale has not 
half been told, as it is impossible to picture 
in language such a scene. Only those w ho 
have passed through such trying experi­
ences, can realize the suffering and loss of 
such a terrible calamity:

The tire broke out in Brien’s stable, at 
the junction of Freshwater and Penny well 
roads, at 5 p.m. The houses in the vicinity 

wooden, and there being no rain for 
three weeks previously, they were very in­
flammable, and soqyrfhe flames swept down 
Long’s hill, taking down the Methodist 
college buildings and Masonic hall; spread 

Cathedral hill and soon destroyed the 
Episcopal cathedral, which cost half a mil­
lion dollars. St. Patrick’s hall was the next 
important building which caught. The 
Christian brothers, who had schools in the 
lower story, worked like heroes, but some 
succumbea. It cost $60,000 and is covered 
by insurance for $35,000. The tire quickly 
spread along Duckworth street, burning 
houses south and east, and next attacked 
the Athenæum and old court house; thence 
leaped to the telegraph office, which was 
burned. It next at tacked Campbell’s lumber 
store, spread west from Dwyer’s corner, 
east to the Costal wharf. All the business 
houses north and south between these points 
.wore totally destroyed. The Atlantic 
hotel and other hotels are gone and all the 
printing offices are burnt. The Colonist,
Telegram and others are partly covered.
The fire marched up Cochrane street sweep­
ing all except the Methodist church and 
Rendell’s house. The fire spent its fury at 
March street. New Bond street and Mili­

Lard and camphor are excellent remedies 
for a cold in the head or tightness of the 
chest, causing hard breathing. Soften a 
little fresh lard near the fire and stir into 
an equal amount of camphor.
