Prof. W. H. . Brittain; of  Truro;
Provincial entomologist, gave a very
instructive talk on his work, deal-
ing principally ‘with one cause of the
short apple crop in the
Valley. There is probably
cause .for a short fruit crop but
weather conditions during blossom
time, and again in the early stages of
fruit formation. The remedy for many
evils is, of course, an application of a
poor spray.

One factor of considerable import-
ance in the decline of the fruit crop
has been what is commonly known as
the green apple bug. Ap orchard pro-
ducing 450 barrels has gradually de-
clined to a barrel and a half owing
to this pest, but by spraying this year
105 bharrels of good apples were pro-
duced and will in time return to its
former output.
