ADHESIVES.

AwcrA. -The 75 reis stamp has been issued for use on registered letters, 75 rets camine,

Bavaria.—We learn from Ze Zim/l7e that on the first of this month the following stamps
were retired from use: 3 pf. green, 5 pf. violet, 25 pf. light brown, 50 pf. red and 50 pf
dark brown. This order has no doubt caused the report that all the Bavarians stamps were
to be withdrawn and the German stamps substituted.

BeNIN.—We were in error as to the color of the surcharge noted last month. It should
have been red and not black.

Cook Tstanns.—The Monthly Journal states that the first edition of these stamps took
so well that a second was struck off in August last consisting of 6ooo each of the three
lower values and 3000 of the 1o penny. A third edition is thought to be quite probable
before the permanent set is ready. The new printing presents no variations of type and
only slight differences in shades. _

EriTreAa,—The Italian colonies on the coast of the Red Sea have been provided with
a full stock of postal supplies. The adhesives arc those of the mother country with “*Colonia
Fritrea ” in a curved surcharge in black. 1 centesimi, green; 2 centesimi, red brown; 5
centesimi, green ; 1o centesimi, rose : 20 centesimi, yellow; 25 centesimi, blue; g0 centesimi,
brown ; 45 centesimi, gray green; Go centesimi, violet; 1 lira, brown and yellow ; 5 lira,
blue and rose.

Fij1.—The London Philatelist states that a lot of 5000 of the 2 penny stamps were
accidently printed in pale blue, but on account of their similarity to the 1 penny vere all
destroyed but one which had been sent to a stamp dealer in England. It has since been
sold to a Parisian collector for £50. We do not consider that the stamp has any value
except as a still born error and see no reason why it should be listed. )

FINLAND.—Ze Timébro is informed that the 7o kopec Russian stamps are now in use
here, the distinguishing dots being added. 70 kopecs, brown and orange.

Fravce.—Changes are promised in the postage due stamps. It is quite probable that
several more values will be retired and the authorities are considering the question of
printing the remaining denominations in the corresponding colors of the regular issue for
the use of the public. If this is not done they will be printed on colored paper it is said.
No change in the design is to be made.

FuncraL.—The 75 reis is now in use it is said. 75 reis, carmine.

Gamia.—The London Philatelist his seen the current 14 penny in rose, vxolet and
gray and the 3 penny in sap green, They are said to be from the collection_of one of the
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Gambian ofticials and are probably sample colors sent out to select from, They are
perforate 11}4x12 and bear the C.A. watermark.

HorTa.—A 75 reis stamp has been issued for this district. 75 reis, carmine.

- IND1A.—The London Philatelist has seen a specimen of the 2 annas orange yellow with
watermark elephant’s head which it considers an undoubtedly imperforate stamp, It
was used.

ItaLy.—L Echo de la Timbrologie is inforined that Segnatasse stamps of the values of
500 and 1000 lire are to be issued. \We suppose their use will be principally confined to
the post office accounts for unpaid packages needing $200 worth of labels are probably
not very plentiful in sunny Italy-

Lisera.—The old issues being no longer current the supply of remainders of the 3
and 6 cent values has been surcharged * Postage Due 3 (or 6) Cents” in a rectangular
frame measuring about 15x18mm. The surcharge was applied in London by lithography
and “errors ” may be looked for in vain it is said. Unpaid: 3 cents, black and purple ; 6
cents, black and gray.

Morocco.—The 1 franc stamp is of the same typ€ as the other values which we listed .
some months since. The London Philatelist is informed that this series was to be replaced
January 1st, by the French stamps. 1 franc, pale green.

MARTINIQUE.—In order to meet an urgent demand the authorities saw fit to surcharge
a lot of 25 cent stamps just before the new series arrived. The surcharge consisted as

PorTUGUESE CoNGo.—This new name is one of the four divisions of what has formerly
been known to coilectors as Angola. It is the northern district of the colony and is part-
ially bounded on the north by the river whose name it bears. The stamps are not of the
same design as those of Angra, etc., but have the portrait of Carlos I in a central oval with
“ Portugal ” above and ““Congo ” below in outlined letters on white ground. At the sides
outside the oval on either side is * Correio ” and at top and bottom *‘ Reis;” In each corner
is an oblong white label placed cornerwise is the numeral of value in outlined figures. 5
reis, orange yellow.

ToNGa.—We have received from E. A. Holton the new 1 and 2 penny stamps and
learn of the issue of the 8 penny from Vindin'’s Philatelic Monthly. They were described
by us in our November issue. Perforate 12, watermark N.Z. and star, 1 penny, carmine;
2 penny, bronze gray ; 8 penny, violet.

Tutor.—Three new provisional 234 reis stamps are listed by the Zondon Philatelist.
They are surcharged on the 20, 40 and 8o reis.of Macao “ Timor ” being diagonally printed .
across the head. Whether these are the same as those we listed in December we cannot
say but think it quite probable.

Tasmania.—The four stamps which we stated wouid probably soon be issued have
been placed on sale. They are of the same type as the 2% penny. 6 pence, purple and
black ; 1 shilling, rose and green ; 224 shillings, brown and blue ; xo shillings, purple and
brown.

‘Tuxis.—The rate for letters having been lowered to 1o centimes, a stamp of that
value will be needed after March 1, when the change goes into effect.

UNITED STATES.—On account of the similarity in the colors of the new 1 cent stamp
and the special delivery stamp the color of the latter has been changed to orange yellow,
Just when it was issued we cannot state but the first received in Springffeld was on a letter
mailed in Washington, Janvary 28th. ro cents, orange yellow. The registry fee having
been reduced to 8 cents, a stamp of that value will be issued it is said, both in the
Columbian and regular series. The portrait of William T. Sherman is to be placed on the
small stamp and “ Columbus received into favor again ” on the jubilee stamp. What the
colors will be has not yet been decided.

BritisH East Arrica Companv.—The Philatelic Record is informed that 1 new
envelope was issued January 1st. Crown above sun within oval band inscribed with name
ahove and value below. 2% annas, ultramarine.

GreAT BriTaln.—Size G of the registration envelopes now comes with the “Fee Paid”
inscriptions and all sizes of the current issue with a label pasted on the back showing the
new insurance rates.

Inpia.—William Brown has received the new 2} anna envelope. Itis similar in design
to the 434 anna but the paper is thinner and tougher and the size is larger. 146x333mm.

New Sout WaLrs.—Two new official envelopes have been issued. The 4 penny is
printed in the regular color and the same design has been utilized for the 5 penny the de-
sign being altered and the color changed.

POSTMASTER-GENERAL'S REPORT.

The report for the year ending 30th June, 1892, of the Postmaster-General of
Canada was laid upon the tableof the House of Commons by Sir Adolphe Caron,
It shows that at that date there were 8,288 post offices in operation in the Dominion,
being an increase over the number on 30th June, 1891, of 227. Six hundred and
fourteen miles have been added to the mail routes, and the annual mail travel has
been increased from 27,152,543 miles to 28,462,388 miles. The gross postal
revenue for the year ended 3oth June, 1892, was $3,542,61 1.0z showing an increase
of $167,723.36 over the revenue for the year ended 30th June, 18g1. During the
same period the expenditure was $4,204,985.26, an increase of $185,245.32. The
large increase in the expenditure during the year is owing to the payment of
$53,994.42 to the Canadian Pacific railway for additional mail service, and $44,-
672 to the Montreal Ocean Steamship Company for conveying the mails between
Canada and the United Kingdom. A large increase has taken place in the amount
of correspondence passing between Canada, China and Japan, the number of

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letters havidg increased from 61,375 in 1891 to 109.411 in 1892; newspapers from
20,112 to 34,900; and miscellancous matter from 14,264 to 23,441 packages. The.
total delivery in all the cities of Canada increased 2,290,000 over the previous yeay
The total number of money orders issued in Canada during the year was 225,666
for the total amount of $2,615,602, an increase in number and a slight decrease in
value as compared the previous year. The number of orders payable in Canada
was 124,472,for the amount of $2,077,886. The amount the previous year was
$1,084,860, showing a considerable increase. There are now 1,120 money order
offices in Canada,or 40 more than the year before. The revenue from money order
fees was $102,462. Money orders from the United States in 1892 amounted to
$1,515,212, and those sent to that country to $1,478,102. I‘rom the United King-
dom they amounted to $393,289, while those sent to the Old Country amounted
to $937.679. There was a slight decrease in the number of registered letters pass-
ing by mail within the Dominion during the year ended 30th June, 1892 the es-
timated number being 3,286.700. In 189 the number was 3,292,000. One hun-
dred and forty-seven cases of abstraction of contents or loss of registered letters
containing money sent through the Canadian Post-office took place during the
year ended 30th June 1892. This is eight less than last year, and “furnishes
satisfactory evidence” says thie Deputy Postmaster-General, “that the measures
taken by the department to secure the safety of registered correspondence are
efficacious.” In thirty-seven of these cases the contents, wholly or in part, were
recovered from the officers responsible or were otherwise made good, the losses
having taken place whilst the letters were in charge of the post-office. There were
56-cases of alleged loss in which no evidence was forthcoming to account for the
discrepancies. The officers responsible made good contents in 21 cases. The
contents of letters which were stolen or were supposed to have been stolen from
post-offices or from mails en route were in five cases recovered or were made
good. In 20 of such however, the department failed to recover the contents,
The value of stamps issued during the year was $3,356,740, an increase of $130 354
over the issue of the previous year. Letter cards, similar to those in Great Britain,
Adustria, and other European countries,are being prepared, and will be issued to
the public in a short time. It is also intended to introduce a postal card of a
larger size than that now in use, which will be found convenient for price lists and
notices of like character. Postage stampns of the value of 20 cents and 50 cents
afe about to be issued for parcel postage.
