The coldness nf
her letter to him indicated that without
knowing it, perhaps she had really mar-
ried her crown. e was disanminfnd
and angered, and at the earliest mement
thege farts were commnnicatod to her
Raval Highness. The old uncle, T.eonold,
heecome acquainted with the facts in the
ersn, hut felt himeelf to be equal to the
emergency. When he thought the time
had come for the parties to hecome en-
gaged, Prince Albert was «ent to London
to convey his congratulations to the
newly»crowned Queen.
