Regular
attenidance at schlooi is Colinptlsory after the child reachies six years

of age. Previonis to tlîat age, the Children of profe:ssionial classes attend pî t
schools, or dte kindergarteii, tlîotngh clîiufly the former. 'flerc -are iii Geriiaîwi
onl1Y a kew Finidergartenl SCho0ls, whiclh are chlelly iii the larger cities and
attended by children of nion -professional part nits. lie fcw thure are. hiolever,
are triu toi ilaxl, eacli beîng- ini reality a ~hIrnsgarden of roses, play
grouuids and sclhool rooins. The little Lovs ar.girls gatiier at ine o'clock lu a
big cileh iith the teachie-s iii thie open air ini the gardeii, w'liere a hiappy hiour is
spenlt sinigilug and playiuig togethier, after whicli ail retire to the roins. Mhethcr
the child attends a kiîîdergarten with iifty to seventy othier chlidren or a private
c1ais of egtor ten, his training is ziattural, initentle to (levelop the littie braîx
ini a litealthiy, strong hody. Thue eleients of ohedietîce, resp;Iect, and hionor arc
very inarked iii tue character eveil ot these littie children. These children are
iiot s1 >oiied children.

Parent-s %vîtli littie imeans senti their chiidren whien thecv bucomne six to the
vojýks ,rihu/en, volks sehools, whici aire free. Theuse scitools are nuIeIIIrous auld
Iarge!v attendedu(. Both boys andi girls attend themn froin six to fourteen vears of
ag4e. Niin<4y chldtrun is the greatest inuiber ans' teac r is allowed; more calîs
for anoter rooni ani teachier, ami eîghit teachiers, another building.

Germuat students coine froin the Reahschuilcn and the Gynînlasia, but especially
the latter. Both of thiese sclxools giv'e long thlorolugh courses lasting throlugh n
pero1 of iiine to tel years. 'Iîschools (liffer froin cadi othier chliefly in this
respect: Th7le cotirse il, the !*eals'Clixuleii is for occupations not r,,quiirinig a
iiiiiversity training, w~hile thiat in the Gymnilasia is a nxlost thorouigl rpxX
for ev«erytling,ý, wh'icli the uniiversity teacheus. The formner includes lno Greek or
FHebIreiv, a shorteuied Latin course, and miodern !aniguagý,es:- the latter eipbasizes
classies andi nxathieuîatics.

Thiese tivo cla--;sts of s-iools tura otit the younig mn wlo cateriîîg one or
otlier of ilie iniieroats universities, becouxe the stu(lts of Gernxialy.

As ptupils thieqe yotuug muen of ineteenl to tweuity - t\o yezirs of age have
l)een li twelve to fourteeit 3'ears inader the strictest discipli.-e. Tliey iiatuirally
enter inito studfent life %-.,iti a1 iixgl--1ed feeling of relief and pride, ai fihled witli
a pecuiliar spirit or enithutsiasuxi, espril de cops. Everv younlg iait of physical
ie-alth and strength mnust serve one or two years in the ariny~, whicli serviîce

develops great streiîgth and inanliniess of beariuig. Stifdeuits, liowever, ire
re-qtiredl to spend oiily oie year ini the armny, whlxi service is given after twenty -

one years of age. Thierefore, Germnait students are gentlemen, scliolars and
soldiers. Thiere are in connection with stiudenit life in everv Germanit esiy

ascations, the verein and tic chor, Nvhicli liave existed as Iong as the
uiniversities theiselves. A verexîx is soinetliinig of the nxature of a literary society
and tic studexîts of each faculty and departiicut liave thxeir vereiin; but a chor is

a ic osrasc'.iiad tiiere iixay be as inany as iiiîxe, belonig to a

sinîgle uiversity. 'Ili chior to whicli a studeiît's aixcestors belonged is inx iiaîiy
ilnstanlceq the oxie lie joil.s. Eacli vcreiu ulieets regularly, tisually once ini two
wveeks, îirofes.sedly to discuss andl dubate subjects of iîxterest to the vereili, wlîicli
of course i% donc, but ini rcality ta liave a good tinte togyetlier. Th'le literary part
of the proccedings is over uistally Ibetweýeix teix anxd eleveii, but thxe mienibers
seldoxîx disperse before onîe or twvo o'clock in thi noriiig. The iiienîibers of
ecd cior possess ini the ineantinie thetir oit hiouse, whiich is thxe property of the
clior. Ail the nxeîîîbcrs of the saine chxor are drcssed al-ke, wlio are very
initinliate associates.

Most Germait studeîîts for the first two ycars of university life, speind thxe
greater part of their tiaxe iii whiat tlicy call -Icsellscliapt, z- e., together lin the
chior or the verein. Durinz the sinînier seasoîx, w)îiclî is practically froin Ist

May tili lst Noveinher, tlie nxeîiibers of each clior wvîhl spcxxd two or thiree eveix-
iiîgs a weck ini one or another beer gardexi, wlierc, while Iisteîîiîg to îîîost
excellent mnusic, they cat, drink and converse togetiier.

Friendly dlsare
foughit Ibetwt:e:x tlic iiieinxers of a cixor. prestlnîcdly to settle dispuîtes anîd
iinstiii(lurstaniniig. but iin rualit7y for promnotioni. rive o'clock, on1 Saturday
iloriliig is the tixuie, aîxd souxle rutirtcd building speciahly conistructud for thxe

purposu, ks tic place selecte(l for a duel. 17lîey are fouglît with i îarrow hladed
sharp swor(ls ini Uie preseixce of a pîxysicau and %)lie or two hutndred spectators,
whxo are idînlitted l'y card.
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Tt is Possible to fighit s- veral duels w'itnouit recciviiîîg a womid, but enclh
dîîcellist is niost Iikc!ly to rccive wolunds 'Iboý:t thec head of oîîe or two inclie- ili
ilm-cth evuen to the boue. In these frienîidly duels, Uhc eyes ancd vital parts ire

protecte<l. It is quite coiiiiiion to iiiee a Germial studelnt, hiowevcr, whiosc
scalp, clxeeks and cars, are furrowed witl scars. But duels of another class are
occasionally fought, Iwhich lhave soînetinies cnded fatally. Tixese, hiowevcr, are
the rcsult of sonxie real offence.

Most Gerînan stiffexits then spend twvo ycars of thieir stiffeîît life in a mnost
reînarkable w'ay,. Lectures are atteîîded durixîg titis period v'cr3 irregularly, vtid
little rea-l Nvork is done. It *is, however, regarded as a perioti of vahiall
experience between liard study ini the gyniiisiuiii anîd earncst uîîiversity work.
It is largely owing to the l)road anxd thiorougli trainîing wvli:cli the youuig 1we.
have rctived before enieriîîg the iiversity tliat tlîcy cali devote titis portion w~
theLir univerbity life alinost eîîtirely to club exzercises, custoins and attractionîs.

As a body, Gerîîîali stacleîts are very nuiicli respected by thieir coxîîîtryîniei.
\Vhile thieir duelliing and beer drinkilig custoins are to us offensive objectionable
habits anîd practices. they j'osscss a inaiiliîîess of bcariiîîg, a politeîîess to every-
onîe, and an hiouor whichi iiînpress us w'ith respect for thcîîî. Every student feels
tlîat lie Iiiîxîscîf is respotîsible for bis owiî coîîduct and actions, aud iii lte inidst
of dt teînptations and enthiusiasiii surrouifîding hutui lie is always rex JindfuI of
biis hioiior, the rcputatiuil of luis nîaine, anid Uic respect andc riglits due to otlxers.

It is characteristic of planits tlîat tIiey eau absorb ozily food whichi is liquid,
and i suallv food whliclî is liel", . %Veat solution. Let uis see whiy this is.

«Wlatever they tr-tkc tup lias to pass thrculgh closed celi -walls. lit soine lov
orgaiisîqlis absorptionî aî)parciitly takzes place to an equal exteîît at ail points of
tlieir strface, but iii higlier plants w~e fiuîd certain orýgauis especih'lly differecntiated
for tîjis i)Iirl>o.qf'. Tliese are t'le roots. As ant expressien of Uhe adaptability of
plants to dieir enviroumiient, roots present four modifications, w'hiclh we nîa.y
distinguishi as land roots, watcr-roots, air-roots, and tie roots of parasites. The
latter pene,,rate thie tissues of their Ilost and fuise W*.lî thenli, thius affordinig a
commnuication throlugi wluchi the parasite ob)tnis its supplies. Air-roots hiave
Varioluslv iodifiei structuru whlich îabe theml to uitilize the i it'eof the
air alld the soluble portions of the dulst tliat colleects uipoii thui. Water-roots
absorb offly frue water. Laiid-roots are ab>le to taLc u iii theapillary water of
tlhe soit, thlat is, the water hceld by ecd soit particle as a surface fili. They
peiictrate tis anid being able to overcoîîîe the force of aclliesioiî existinig bte
the soit grain andc its watery coat adapt the latter Lo tlieir iiceds. The active
parts are the r-'ot-hiairs and yoing portions wliose wvalls hiave ixot beenminade
iinîperviotis by deposîts of cultii.

To illustrate the proccss of absorption it is cuistomary in the laboratorv to
niake siiliar experiinients to tlie oiov 'l' O test tubeis of clistilled water, add
respcctively stugar, sait, copper suipliate and red lead. WVarin geîîtly for a few
minutes, diieui fltcr anid eval)oi'lte to (lryicss. 'flic flrst tlirec dissolve andl have
no residue on tlic filter paper, but are precipîtated fromn thec filtraite- by evapor-
ating. T1he red Ica(l colos the v ..der witlîott actually going iiito soliution n is

stranîced out byv flltcring. Tlîeý7 conditions are anialagous to those of the plaint.

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Vi'e diffusion of the liquids ýlirotlil thie cel- watt inito the Plant tissue is a
îuc'lectular phIeinoutieioi closely allivcd tu solution anîd evaporation, and t2eclîi'ally
knioNvnl as osinlosis.

of the liquids arc- lev'el. Note tie risc ini the tube. Mi'en liquids of diffcreîît
(lensities -are separatedl by a mnembrane, %vhichi tliey are capable of pcrineatilig,
thiere is o' tendency for tîtein to equtalize. Tlius, ili the case in liaud, a large
ainoiot of water lias been draiii to dllute the sugar solution, while a simali
portion ~.fthe latter lias pase uot lîtto the cylider as caît be ascertaiined by
testiing. "lie ainounts conveycd iii ecdi case iay l)e the saine or tliey iiay
vary widely for it lias beeiî foiuiid tliat the affiuîity, inobility and (leiisity of thîe
liquids, and( thie nature of thxe miemîbrane influence the relative exehianges.

Th'le concentration of 0-" cell-sap is onily slighflt, and tliis explainls wlîy it is
tlîat planit- ean oily mnade lise of fooa hii %veak soltîtioiis. Iii stroiig solutions
thiere wolild be ail egress of watcr fronlth mi rots anîd the p)lants would coliapse.

The stîmnuiier hias been onie of improvemieut iii grounids and buildinxgs, white
staff andi students are prepareti to commence work with all the force of acciumu t-
lated energy resixlting fronii the wisdomn gained, the advaucemient mlatie, aîxd the
greater facilities for furtîxer developuliexît. During the suxumiier the fittings in
the Experimrental Museumu have been put in place, anti the mialy flne cases are
now ready to receive tlic samnples of grain, roots, anti tuibers to be lulaceti therein.
Tiiese representative saxupfles are inteuded to teachi by couxparison, and will
represexît the careful work of years, whichi is certainly a forceful way of giving
instruction to stutients, farniers axxd ail those interesteti.

Excursionists lu large nunîiibers visited the College axîd Farm during the
past season. They could i ot fait to miake a couxparison favorable to scientiflc
agriculture this ycar, when s0 niany cropl)s on surrouinding tarins, axid iii fact
throughiout the country, suffered so sevcrely froin the dry wcathcr. This inay
accounit lu sonue mieasure for thc large attendance of Freshuieil tîxis year, for a
great miaîy mcen require vcry strolig evideice to the value of an agrictxltural
education before their prejudices ag-aixust the College can be swept away. This
is luot due mcercly to the gooti work of the farmi, but also to the work donc by
ex-stutients, wlio have dlonc nuicîx to prove the power of science whxil applicti
in practice.

Thc Horticultural Departmiext bas heexi engageti for sorte timie iu puitting up
fruit for the Paris Exhiibitioni. Somne varieties of apples are stili conihg li, axud
a vcry finc collection of fruit lias beexu matie. Mauy of the prize-wirxiing cx-
bibits froni the Toronto lixudustrial Fair werc secuired, anxd promineut fruit-
growcrs have becu seuding in flrst-cîass samples of the varions kintis anti
varieties of fruit fromi different sections of tlue Province. As oie looks at the
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heautiful array of canned fruits, pears, quinceS, peaches and apples, his hecart is

sad hecause the preservative (lestroys tile eating qualities. There areiw

undclrstand, six stationis tUnis preparing fruit, and< xve 1)redict that Caniada xviii

win Iligli laurels as a fruit producing country, at the coming Worid's Fair.
