The
avent is a hîappy omen. We bave
dévotions ta -à: ints symbulical et evcry
virtue; that te St. Peter is eepecially
the devotion et unity anti obedience.

doemain and pusa the remaindor of his
days among bis books. But this hope
was disaipated by a serious attack of
ilinens hich prevented bis removal
fromn London. Hia disease grew al-
arming and bis death iras looked for
daily. At thia juncture a dispatch
frein Beaconsfield's town bouse rcached
Father Claro and he promptlyjourney.
ed ta London and was soan to enter
nnd loavo tho Earl's home. Threo
days aftor Beaconsfield died.

At the time of bis deth the state
churcli defenders irero shocked that
no miniater iras present ta console
his dying houre, but they liad not te
-wait long te learn that ha did nlot die
irithout the Consolation of religion.

news iras publielhed a bost of indignant
denii iere set on foot. The Porcup.
