To the Editor of the F\ ceman's Journal :

According to promise, I.resume tl.e task of ex-
poe'ng the misrepresentations and falsehoods of
‘¢ Kirwan," alias Rev. Nicholas Marray ; and
in ordér thersto, 1 beg-jeave to make a slight
digression. ** Kirwan’s"’ poor mother not hav-
ing hesrd from him for many years, zhe conclud
¢d he was dead ; this idea took such strong hold
of her mind, that she was in the habit of saying,
4 1f my dear son Nicholas was alive, he would
not have neglected me.”” When wy -brother was
departing for this country, in 1832, she imposed
it' as z0.obligation on him to find out when and
where herison'died. My brother returned to Ire-
Jand 10 1834;'and dreadfol was her disappoint-
meut when he brought no tidings of her son.—
Heve-ombarked for this-country in 1835, asd on
his departure, she begged of him again to use]
his best eflorts 10 find out what had befalien her
son. My brother did his best, bat failed in the
sttempt. ¢ Kirwan’s'’ mother died in 1835 ;
sfter having prepared for death, her greatest
aoXiety was to know were her son * Nick™ was
butied. I came to America, in 1836, on which
occasion Thomas Murray, ¢ Kirwan’s'’ brother,
Jaid the same obligation on me that his mother
had laid on my brother. 1 undertook the task,
but failed also ; until one day, on taking up the
Sun, I read that ¢ Rev N Murray was zppointed
trustes, or something, of Princeton Semnary.”
This occorred in 1841. It struck me at once
that this was the person for whom I had been s0
long seeking, arnd on communicating mv
thoughts to some relations in New York, they
said that it conld not be poesible that he was
alive—giving the sxme reason for their belief as
¢ Kirwan’s’’ mother did, six yeurs before. My
own opinion was fixed ; accordingly I ‘wrote a
letter to him, bat changed my mind, and became
the bearer of it myself-—went to Eiizabethtown,
soought an interview, and obtained it. 1 told
kim I had long been seeking for = person of his
name, &c. He asked me 10 what part of Ire-
land the person whom I was seeking belonged ?
What was ‘his mother's name? How many
sons had she! Their names? To all which
questions I answered truly, and on noticing emo-
tion on his courtesance, 1 exclaimed, ¢ You are
the person, your countunance betrzys you!™ 1
told him my name and relationship to him, and
that I was only performing his decezsed mothes's
and his brother’s injuncuons, in findiog him oot.
He then said—** { came so young to this conntry
that I bava almoet forgotten all my family.”” On
being interzupted by the entrance of a lsdy, he
wrate my address in his pocket-book, snd pro-
miced to call on me in & few days. He did not
come, and 1 wrote & line, reminding aim of his
promise, which he did not answer. 1 thenwrote
-his brother Thomas, in Ireland,. communicst-
ing the disooyery I hed made,, aud ,r'Eqnuu_ng
tim to scnd me some document 10 .establish his
Wenuty. .He did, so, I zecived a Jetter from
Iim, enclosing one wrttten by ** Kirwan' 0 Jus
mother, dated 't Willam's College, September

New Yo:k, and who acted the part of a true
friend to him (** Kirwan") in his pecessity—
that he would never do ought to disgrace lis fa-
ther’s bones in the grave, asd exhorted his bro-
ther to pursue a similar course—that God only
knew what he would v, but that he would be an
hosiour to the countiy which gave him birth~—
exborted them 10 take care of his mother, and
that he, himself, would never forget her. In the
same leiter he conveyed the idea that he was
studying for the Priesthood which gave his mo-
ther very great joy, insomuch, that she expected
thut she would hear a Mass celebrated by him
before she would die. ‘The hypocrite ! This
letter was kept by his mother about her person,
4ill her death, and it is now in possession of a
near relative, who would not let it be published
at present.

The following is an extract from his brother's
[letter, which 1 have now before me, which will
show the moives I had in seeking wvus *' Kir-
wan”: :

* January 3, 1842,

¢t Deanil——— : Together with the acis of
friendsh.p I expenierced in you all heretofore, 1
am truly obliged to you now particularly, on ac-
coant of your sincerity and faithfdiness in making
}‘t my brathor; your exertions in that affair

eserve my warmest apprebation. As 10 doubts
of his being the same person, there necd be none,
as you sy leari from his old letter, written to
my poor mother 18 years ago, which, at your
request, 1 enclo§e to you in this letter. Now,
dear L., 1 never wii' put to or from Nicholas,
till I hear from you zgain. . 1 have got
a2 Jong lease of my farm at a reasonable rent of
18 | 5 per acre, and if he comes home I will give
him vp the half of it ; or sconer than have him
live the way he is, I will give him up thelease
and place, and 1 will live with him, aad till and
manage the land for hum and his fanuly , but all
this 13 of no use, unless 1t be the will of Ged to
inspire him.”’ . . . .

What a contrast the conduct of thess twe
orothers exhibits! The one supporting and
cherishing his mc.her till her death, aud offering
to surrender his cheap farm to lis ermriog brother
should he go home, while that brother, ** Kir-
wan,”’ neglected s mother, and for thirteen
years kept her igo~rant of hia very exisience !

Shonly after revciving this letter from ** Kir-
wan's” brother, I wrote a note tosuid ¢ Kitwan™
reminding him again of his promise to see me,
and his stating that any man had a night to change
his rehigion if he chocae ; T spoke severely, but
respectfully, of his neglect to his mother, and
wound up by saying that his change of religion
made no improvement in ks fihal doty, and thay
I koew of no religion that did notinculeate honor
and Jove to parents. ln anawer to this hie wrote
the following note :

¢ Elizabethtown, May 14, 1542,

¢ My deari:;,—As soon as wmy convenience
permitted after your call here, 1 strove on an
afternoon to find your residence in New York,
but failed. I can only say there is no trace in
my memory of any family bearing your name,
aaving any connexion with mine. Both yoor
letters have come to hand, bat their impertinence
forbide a reply 10'them. You might at Jeast
cunjectnte that T have or might have something
else 15 do, of'more impottsnce, to me st least,
thao enswering them.

T hopé hereafter that you may save yourself
the trooble, and me, the expense, of any ‘farther
correspondeice. Yours, &c,

This answer would, perhaps, be justified '.‘ if 1
used the impertinence %e complains of ; but}
used none. Lot Aun publish my letter verbatim,
and the public can judge between us ; or,.if I
was ¢ poor relation,” whose presence was unwel;
come 1o a richer cae, but I wauted no pecunisry
aid, and I sought none. It is false that he could
not ﬁQg my 1gsidesce—Lle Jdid,not seek, nor did
he want to doit. If he had lost his packet-hook
containing my address¢ he could have sefioted to
my first letter, to supply the loss, for * both:’
letters were received. ¢ No trace in his memory
of any family bearing my name haviog any com-
nexion with his.” ¢ He came so young to thys
country, that he had almost forgotten all his
family 1" He speaks thus untraly, although he
left Ireland so young as 19 yosrs old ; my father
and his aunt were taarried years before, and had
several children, and still his reeollection is at
fault.

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THE HOLY MINISTRY,

‘I'he Catholic Herald direots the attention of
the Catholic public tv the imporiant subject of
providing candidates for the Presthood, ftom
amongst the rising generation. It 1s, iudeed,
desirable that this question should be mo ° sers-
o. Jly considored, not only by those who govern
the Church, but also by parents and others, who
have the directlon of youth. Al who proless
our diviny Faith should feel un abiding 1nterest
jn this question, which is so numately connected
with the perpetaity and honot of rohgwn, We
cannot always depend on emngration, nor is 1t
desirable that wo should for filling the ranks of
the clergy ; because the Church will be always
dependant, unless she can look to those who
have grown upon her bosom, and w 0 have been
educated under her own oyo, to tak 1 the part of
those who have come from other Jauds to adum-
nister to the spintual wants of tho people. The
American Church owes 2 debt of gratitude to
the foreign clergy, who have planted the Fuith,
aud preserved 1t until 1t has been propagated far
and wide ; but the glory of a national church is
a minisiry born o's the soil, and imbued witn the
spirit, disposition, and characteristics of the nu-
uon. ‘The native Cathclic population is already
very grest ; it is daily increasing, und in a few
years more it will exceed in number those who
sought shelter and happiness under our Repub.
lican and glorious Constitution. We must there-
foro consider the subject dispassignately ; all
who love the gacient Faith will acknowledge its
importunce, and every feeling must be made to
vield to the necessity of providing from the native
youth a leatned and exemplary clergy. Moro
than a hundred Amsrican priests aru aiready n
the field, doing good service to religion. Amongst
these are men eminently qualified, by education
and taleat, strict observance of ecclesiastical dis.
cipline, devoted to_their Bishops, and in every
duty of the ministry exhibuting a 2eal and perse-
verancs worthy of the highest commendation.
There are many more in the various Theological |
Seminaries preparing for tha Priesthoed, and al-|
reasdy, where the Cstholic population is dense,
many youths are known who give gratifying in-
dications of their call to the ministry. AR ‘.ese
signs should encourage the faithful to persevere
in their efforts, by council and encourugement,
to recruit the ranks of the clergy, which are so
often thinned by death, or weakened by %labom;
of a large £eld of labor.

Those to whom the education of youth is en-
trusted, ought to keep this point in perpetual
remembraoce. By studying the disposition of;
their pupils, they can discover the marks which
mdicate a vocation to the clerical state, and they
can® thus accomplish much in leading them to
embrace it. Awidst the continual agitation of
the times, and the temptations which prevail to
lead the young into worldly pursuits, whether of
fame or wealth, words of advice and caution are
aften needed todirect the heart to the Priesthood,
where a holier fame is to be won, and riches se-
cured which will abide forever. To parents, also,
this sabject should be one of frequent meditation.
‘The happiness of their children, in a great mea-
sute depends on its observance ; because, if they
miss their vocation, time is lost, muck good is
left unaccomplished, the Church is defraunded of
the hands which should gather her harvest, and
the souls of their cbildren, as well as the souls
of others, iacur greatdaager of loss. Itsheuld,
therefore, be with them a labor of love to provide
new priesls, and 1o see the sanctuaries filled, and
the service of the altar administered by natives
of the Jand. What nobler hopes can fill the
heart of an American Catholic, than the expec
tation of presenting his son 10 the Almighty, to
perpeiaata the Priesthood of Jesus Christ? What
purer patriotism thar this, to provide for the wel-
fare of the people, and the cxtension of seilgion
aad morality, by cherishing and directing 1the
young who are hereafier 10 minister 1n the
churches of their native Jand, and guide the mul-
titudes in the ways of rightcousness ?

The duty of providiog churches and organising
coongregations, heretofore necessanly engrossed
the uime and charity of all ; we have had, until
now, to contend with every difficulty peculiar to
missionary countries, In the oider dioceses
there is some mitigation of this toil, and it is then
particularly, that the provision of nauve vouths
for the ministry should be particularly considesed.
We know of no charity more needed, than the
establishment 2nd endovwment of Seminates for
this purpose. ‘These are already numorous, but
without adequate means of support ; and hence
we trust that every congregntion will deem Jt,

before lung, an indeapensible duty which they
owe to God and their fellow-creatures, to contri-
bute, at the call of the Bishops, to ths-imainte-{
nance of their Theological Seminaries. 'The ap-
plication fur Priests is made, we believe, from
every part of the Unjon, and it is afilicting 10 be
unable 10 respond to 1t, should it bo gratifying in
tho extreme to render a favorable anstver. Every
ono knows that even congrogations, composed al-
most excluaively of foreignors, are woll pleascd
to obtain a clergyman who 1s acquainted with the
country, its spirit and nsttutions ; piety, and
learning, and zeal, however great, canaot die~
pense with this requisite 1.theCatholic ministry.
tow unportant, then, must it bs to provide a
mimstry which, to all the other qualifications,
unites a knowledge wiieh, though worldly in its
charactor, can yeot ba applied with such success
to the important work of the divine ministry. It
would be uselss to suppose that sny other than
the Boglish language can become predominent
even 1n any district of the Umited States, .\ vm-
1y of language is necessary to give unity of feel-
ing and strength to & nativn, and God has raised
up in this country & people who are endowed
with an impetuosity of mind- to establish their
own language, policy, and institutions, in spite
of all opposition. Strangeas it may seem, it is
nevertheless a well known fact that this disposi-
tion manifests itself as strongly 2f not moroe 2o, in
the children ~f foreign parents, as in those who
can tr' o «ueir native‘origin through severa' ge-
ners The Frencb, Cerman, Italian, I:ish,
an’ '3pz .sh races must be finally swallowed up
in t1e Anglo-Saxon ocean. Thisresultis inevi-
able; and if the facilities of education had been
as extensive in former times as at present, thoso
districts where the German is spoken, as in Penn-
sylvania, aud the French, inother paris of the
Union, would now be sxclusively coarrolled by
the Enghsh language Theemigrans will uot be
without 3 clergyman, no matter what may be
his language, but let uslook to the native genera-
tions; present and approaching, aud provide in
time for the day when the Church will embrace
its mithons of American Catholics.— Catholic
Telegraph.

Mr. Epttor :—Your zeal in behedf of our
holy rehgion, wll, perhaps, induce you to for-
give my boldress in wrnting to you, whom I do
not personally know.

1 write, however humbly it may be.done, that
your rsaders and yvurself may know that the

!cross stznds triumphant in our ancient willage of

Kaskaskia. For alongtime we had been de-
prived of the beacties of a resident Priest, and
except the occasional kind visits of the good Mr.
Van Clostere, of Prarie du Roche, and the excel-
leat Priests of St. Gemivieve, we were without
any religious service, and bad sunk into sullen
apathy with regard (o religion.

The spirit of the Church, seemed, positively
to have deserted us, and even those, who in for-
mert times were its greatest supporters, and most
zealous followers, were go 7 without any energy
whatever. In ths state of affairs, cur communi-
ty was found by .he very zealous Fother Louws,
of the Society of Redemptorists. Father Louis,
it appears, had in passing through Chicago, been
authorized by the Vicar-General and administra-
tor of the Diocese, the Rev. W. Quarter, to hold
missions ia such of the different churches in ths
State, 23 it would ple se him to elect.

God, in his mercy, induced Father Looie to
visit this place. On his arrival, he began with
indescribable energy to prepare for the mission,
and for the twelve days, during which it lasted,
that energy was as it scemed, every day upon
the increase until the end, when arising from 3
bed of sickness with fever raging in his veins, he
solemnly ; with cross in hand, ga:e lis blessing
to the congregation. On the second day of Sep-
tember, the mission commenced—the Rev. Iha-
ther stated his intentions—the manner of his
mission, and his desire to erect a cross as its
memento in days to come. e spoke in French
enunciating emphatically and zealously all he
said. The effect was clectrical—thoss who had
come out of sheer curinsity—the luke warm
Christian and the carcless hopeless sinner alike,
were every of them almost instaneously, filled
with zcal for the chutch and its prospesity.  The
next day, and the next, and untii the close of
the mission, the temple of Gud was filled with
repentant sinners, sccking a reconciliation, of
with joyous conceris, returning thanks to God
for their recall. It was a sight for the edifica-

tion of all to seo tne honry heuded, the middle
aged, and even childhood, hanging‘in absorbed
attentlon on the words of this eluquent and zeal.
Ous wissionary.

One ciroumstance alone will speak volumesfor
their feelings. On one of the days of the mis-
sion, there arrived 1n the town, a rare ocourrencs,
a menagerie of animals, and with the show, a
splondid chariot containing a brats band, The
chariot as a ourivaity, and the music of the band
as 8 luxury, wore spoken of by the inhabitants
balore, asaomething they snxiously desired to
sce and hear. It so happened, that at the time
that this chariot and band passed bofors the door
of the Church, Father Louis was addressing tho
congregation, the music sounded loudly through
the church, but not an eyo was torned from the
preacher, nor a head moved round. Daily were
mass and evening s« . vica celebrated and.chanted,
and daily came the to: al pupulation of the place to
bo instructed and to worsnip God. In the mean
time, forly or fifty of the men who wore divided
into bands, went jnto the woods, and while
some cat tho timber, others with teame hauled
it to the Church for the bnilding of the croes.—
The sough wood on its recetion into the church
yard, was hewn and fashioned into a Croes and
eteps. Kvery day during the mission, before
and after the celebration of mass, the Rev. Fa~
thers Louis, Gaudolpho, C. M., and Van. Clos.
tere, P. P, of Prairis du Roche, were emp oyed
in the confessional. At night, a twiakling light
upon the windows of the Church proclaimed the
confessional had its occupant yet. The conse-
quence of all these zealous labors, has been that
almost every Catholic of our ancient village has
partaken of the bread of life.

Many couples seperated were brought togeth-
er, others who had been connected by magis-
trates, were united by the Church—several Pro-
testants were converted, and many baptisms per-
formed on infants and adults. The erection of
the cross at the close of the mission, will be ever
held in jthe memory of our inhabitants. The
cross of hewn and planed timber is about forty
feet high, and one foot in thickness, the arms
ahout sixteen fest from one extremity to the
other. After jts erection, large pieces of timber
prepared and fitted before hand (by the active
congregation headed by Mr. Lachapelle who
also snperintended the building and erection of
the cross,) were placed at its base decressing 2s
they arose uniil clasping the cross they form
steps, making in the whole, cross standing as
siund the crosses upon the alter. The interval
tetween the cross and these biocks or steps is
filled with stone and moriar., and the blocks
themselres solidly pinned and bound together.

something more where omething more can he
given, something that will enable me to pay the
incumbent debt. Ten thousand pretty compli-
ments won't pay for 2 wax candle, and. to tel}
the real truth, I prefer a guinea 1o an elegant
smile and flattering speech any day. There are
several boxes in the charch with nicely-palished
brasses aver the buxes and polished brass in-
seriptions on the plates denoting what thay are
there for. One says, * Offerings for the High
Alter ;™ another, * Offerings for Oil =and
Lights ;" another, * Offerings for the Chape) of
the Blessed Sacrament;” anothes, * Offerings
for the Ladye Chapel ;** another, Offerings for
the Poor;”” and a pretty lot of coppers find their
way thercis, I'll be bound. The coppers are of
the poor, and they give all they have, and the
poorest give the most, and so dath this giving
diminish as the grade of worldly respectability
doth ascend. Twopence for the very poor anda
penny for the less poos ; and a0 goeth it until we
reach the richer and the richest, which, like the
high mouatains in the Tyrol or Alpine heights,
the higher one gets tho less is 10 be got of any-
thing butstone and ice and cold. Exceptions
there are to every rule ; and magnificent, splen-
did are the exreptions 1o this rule as regards the
giving of some of our high and rich and noble

1Jatholica to St. George's ; but—bus, ehall I be
slow to speak!—** Xes, hold your tongue and
keep your tempor. Lock into your boxes noxt
weok, and perhiaps you may find a twenty-pound
note.

She expired yesterday evening,
about eight o’clock, inafit of apoplexy, with
which she was attacked about an hour and 2 half
before. From the time the fit came on she was
perfectly insensible, and did not appear to suffer;
her death resembled a profound sleep. Mr. Jones
2dministered the Extreme Unction immediately
before her death, which, though sudden, we have
every rteason te hope, from the holiness of hex
life, was truly pzecious in the sight of God. 1
thinZ you are aware that Dame Winifride had
been very ill for some time past; the fitof apo-
plex, which terminated her existence was the
third with which she had been attacked in the
space of a moath.
