two eacli. A large nutuber of the Presbyteries
are represented in the Assernbiy by ouiy one
minister and one eider. Ini order to eâect a
permanent reduction 0f the Assembly 'L is sug-
gested that whîie ail the membersof Pre.sbyterjes
shali, as at present, beeligible ascommissioners,
the basis of representation shall be oniy rega-
iariy instaied pastors and foreign missiortaries
in active service. Presbyteries having not more
tiian tweive ministers, to, be entitied to one
cominiessoner, amninister or an eider, alternately;
those having twenty-four ministers to send onme
aninister and one eider; Presbyteries having
not more than t.hirty-six ministers, Lwo ministere
and two eiders. The largest representation being
liiied to, three minieters and thmree eiders for
ay giveu Presbytery. If this plan were adopted

it wouid lirait the Assernbiy to a mernbershiç of
about 400. A good demi of interest is atmo ed
to, the"4 Statemnent o? Doctrine" prepared by a
committee of the abieet ministers in te Conge
gationai Church and which is designed to, take
the p lace or a creed for the whoie churcli. It
lias ben weli received by 4" the body" generally,
for whose use it is intended, at the same tunei
rigidiy criticized by soîne. Notably, Mr. Joeeph
Cook lias falien foui of iL. In h j celebrated
Boston lectures he criticized it unmercifuily,
alleging that iL is cbiefly remarkabie for what
it omit o say in regard <o, the doctrine of the
Atonernen tatuire P unialiment, and other
imporant particulars.

The mission has in operation
forty schools, with an aggregate attendance
of 1,791 and a daily average of 1187. There
were 109 baptisms during the year. The

iVings of the native church amounted to
$2_,145 or a littie more than one fourth of
the Sam given to Trinidad by the church at
home. MNany have been brought from tihe
gross darkness of hecathenism into the glori-
ous light of Christ. Many more are feeling
their way in thre glimmer of the dawn. The
uecessity of the work hardiy nceds stating-
t oolies compose about one half the popula-
-ion of the island. Taking into consideration
,his f ici, shall we not agree -with the good
lady who said to me the other day : IlHow
,.n any one fail to have sympathy with thre

work i Except we christianizo the heathen
thev w«il heathenize christians."

As 10 my own field-we received a very
bearty welcome on our arrivai here. The
people seemed to have becn longing to sec
,&bc, face and hear the voice of the new
missionary. Thre woik is now fairly under
way. I iind plent.y to do. Each Sabbath I
told five or six services. 1 shall describe
vestrday's work.-Early in the mûrning I
took a cup of coffe-the usual morning
I*rerage in the West Indies-aýnd set off in
company with my interpreter to Waterloo, a
distance of say live miles. Ilere çe gathered
ibout forty people and discoursed on John
j: 1-21. Ail listened very attentively: at the
:lose zomo seemed disposed to argue. XVe
?.svreti somte leading questions aud sent
iwav thre people thoughtfully impresscd.
ieturned bomne and took breakfast nt 10.30.
lJroa-e tu California andi held service at rioon;
àft'rw.îrds conducted Sabbath -school at
1:15. At 2.30 had service in the Brechmn
Castk. Ilospita1. Home again to dinner at
4.30. Service in Couva sehool-house at six
ù'ciock. Ihis sketch fairly represeuts =ny
Sabtah work, Every Sabbath we ha-ve

Srieat California and Couva. Every
Sabbatii at Milton, Calcutta, and Waterloo.

Every third Sabbath in the afternoon at.
Erechin Castie and Esperanza Ilospitals and
Providence Estate. ln addition to these
%v,- have a wayside service at C%îndeu or
l3rechin Castie'barracks or in Couva village.
I feel that 1 cannot do more and yet there
is need that service should. bc held every
Sabbath at Milton, Calcutta, and Waterloo.
IIow can this ho done vrithout more cate-
chists î I have oniy one besides my inter-
preter. I have mnade an appeal through the
Presbyterian for funds to employ Abdool
for this work. Permit me another appeal.
I found that Gilbert had not enoughi know-
ledge of Englishi to do work as a, teacher.
fie is, however, a good Hindi schoiar. Hie
roads and singa3 weil and has a good know-
lodge of the Bible. $150. per annum wil
pay a catechist. Wili someo congregation
or somte wealthy missiun-loving christian in
Canada take th is man «'Gilbert" into employ
to work here l'or the 'Master ? We are ail in
good health. Pr.ay for us and our work.

TILNIDAD SCITOOLS.

LETER FRO'M J. W. YACLEOD.

The following extrac*t from a letter to,
the Secretary-treasurer of the Juvenile
Mission Scheme, will ho interezting to the
contributors of last year to the Mission
Sehools. Those intending this year to con-
tribute to this object will please remeinher
that they should remit to the Secretary-
treasurer, Miss Machar, before April 30, in
order to ho in time for this year's accounts.

I must tell you some thingg about Our
work here during the year, and particuiarly
of the two sehools supported by tire Juvenile
Mission Schemen. Brothers' schoollhousc is
paid for by levying somewhat this vear on
tho Cedar l xnoney which was not al
needed. The room, wa fitted lp on Cc'dar

ll is rougli and temporary. The attorney
of that and two surrounding e-states3 says ho
ivilL try to get the Comnpany who own them
to build agood schoolroomý there. He was
absent in England iii nxost of the year.
Brother8' estate belongs to, the same Coin-
pany, called "lTho Colonial Company,
Lmnited." The children and the adulte on

thlese estates are very difficuit to deal with,
but there is quite a number attending on
both. They can read according te ages,
repeat the Lord's Prayer, and the ten coin-
mandinents in English and Hindi, also the
Âpostle's Cxeed in both tongues. The older
ones are taugYht arithinetic and writing,
graminar and geography, and reading ini
their own language. At the beginning of
December 1 examined and gave a foaut te
each. I have, nearly every week, te dis-
tribute clothing to thein. 0f this we are
often sca2rce, and Mms. Macleod often bas to
purchase and make up herseif when our
ýsupphies are short. One rainy day I started
for Cedar Hill, and went round the barracks
te stir out ail the eligible chiidren I saw,
when nearing, o ne barrack, some children
rai off round a corner. Lt waa tee wet for
them. te go as usual te hide among, the sugar-
canes; they could not go into the recuis
and hide under boxes or barrels because,
their parents had the keys away at work, se
they took refuge in the cowpen behind the
barrack. I visited a sick man, had a talk
with another, and thon leisurely vent round
the same coï-ner and fouand themn crouching
and trembling. I gave them candies, thon
Sorne picture-cards, and after a littie chat
they lost their feans and promised faithfully
to go te, school next day. 1 deputed a large
boy te go and bring them. I weît up te
the mill-yard where were several more at
play. Some I get on foot, and oie, a nrew
arrivai from India, I took in a buggy, as it
waa stili very wet. The latter bas been a
regular attendant since that tizue--the
others middling. I was called out of my
study by sorne littie boys from, Bon In-
teinte Estate who came reg,,ularly about one
and a hall' miles te school. here. Five of
them bad captured two wild new coolie
boys, and by dint of force aid persuasion,
had brought theni in te me. They were
treated te candiesq, pictures, and introduced
te the school, but at the first recesa fied to
the estate. However, the attendance bas
beeri good. Twenty-eight, old aid young,
have been baptized the past year. Ten
couples have been married. Many others
are candidates for baptism. Our heatth bas3
been l'air, and although Mr. Christie's leav-
ing and Mr. Morton's vacation gave us more
work, yet we have received grae te perform

HANS EGEDE.

SF'TEN as we sing Heber's missioljary
Jihynin,-" From Greenlanàd's icy moun-

tains," few of us stop te enquire when ami
how Christianity found its way to thes(ý
inhospitable regions; and perhaps there are~
somne who neither know nor care mucli tu
know about the devotedl men who are
preaching the Gospel of the Kingdoni in
Groenland at present. Yet the stery is à
very interesting one. Abouta hundred and
sixty-five years age, there ]ived in the quiet
littie village of Vaagen, on the coast of
Norway, a zealous christian pastor who au
lie looked out on the North Atlantic was
often carried in imagination te the shores et*
Groenland, a thou.sand miles across that
stormy sea. An old book that feUl into his
hands told him how Groenland had been
discovered by bis countrymen in the year
982: hew the Gospel had been preaÎhed
there so long ago, and that many dear souls
lad been cenvorted. For a time the colonist,
kept up communications with their native
land, but as years went on they were visited
by a sLccession of terrible calamities. Worst
of aIl, the Ilblack deatW" plague, which
spread over Europe in the middle of the
fourteenth century, awept off the most of
colony, while the Esquimaux from the north
attacked the struggling survivors and almost
exterminated tlem. ASter that, communi-
cation was broken off with Groenland alto-
gether for hundreda of years and there was
reason to believe that the precieus Lazrtp of
IÀfe l gone eut, and that there was no

one there no w te tell the Grpenlanders about
the way of Salvation. This thorught took
possession of the munister's mmnd in such a
way that he could think of scarcely anything
else. For yearst he prayed and pl;înned
without speaking of it te his family or
friends. lHe knew that if he wcre to sav
what wus in bis heart he would flnd noue
te 8ympathize with him. He began tu grow
melancholy. The village people took notice-
of bis sorrewful ceuntenance. lus 1ivife
grew uneasy. At length he had to confe-s
that bis mind wvas filled with concern for
the poor n'eathen in Groenland and tliat he
was resolved to go there himself as a mis-
sionary. The people said le lad lost bis
reason. nia wife joined with 411 bis fr-iends
ini remoristrating with hini and continued
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ber opposition for siix long yoars. In the
thioke8t of their troubles the minister and
bis wife betook thomselves to united prayer
and the resuit, at longth, was that Gertrude
becamo even more enthusiastie than hier
huiband in regard to, the missionary enter-
p)rizo. After many fruitless appeals, the Kin'g,
Frederick IV, was induced to sanction an
eXp)tditiofl with the twofold object of
discoverin- the lost colony and of preaching
the Gospel to the heathon ; and Hans Eg,,ede
wds appointed as leader and director of the
tiiterprize. The tirne camne for hum to,
ernb:rk, the spring of 1721. Tho ship

IHope" that wvas to carry hum to Greenland
sailed into the harbaur of Bergen and the
iainister with hie wife and four chidren
and about forty other persons wero ready
te go on hoard. Thero neyer had been
àueh a day in that parish. One after another
came te the parsonage remonetrating against
the foolhardy enterprize. Thon tho molan.
choly procession front the village te the
beach began, the peoplo giving vent te their
sorrow ini sobs and tours. The boat je
reached, and the minister's foot is on the
plank, when ono of the sailors a8ked lim if he
knew where ho was going. IlTo Greenland,"
said Hans. "lThen lot me tell you," said
iho sailor, "lyou are going te, live among
cannibals. You do wrong te expoe your
wifo and chiîdren te those wild heathen."
ilTho Lord ho gracieus te me ; repliod E1,goe,
I cannot du tha,,t." "lRigî,,t," said the people,
"s8tay with us. Despiso not the warningy of
God." Thon falling upon his neck, woeping,
they took the childreiâ by the hand te lead
thein hack. With true nobility his wife
iiow stepped boldly forward on the plank
and exclaimed 1" Hane, ho, a ruan 1 If God
is for us, who can bo againet us? Lui tle
Dame of Jesus Christ, 1 cail on you to, follow
me." So saying, sho walkod the plank and
took ber seat in the boat. 11cr husband
followed. IlOnwards in God's naine !" cried
Gertrude te the boatinen. The sail was
,pread and they wero soon on hourd the Hope.
After a dangerous voyage they reached
their destination te encounter innumerahie,
difficulties. The natives ut flrst entreattd
them not te stay. Then t.hey threatened
,hein. For two years Egede bore up man-
fully, though both the mercantile udventure
and the misaien had proved a failure. At
the end of that trne ho waa cheered by the
arrivaI of another mieaionary, Albert Top,

but afier four years the new missionary'àî
health utterly broke down and ho was.
compelled te, returui te Norway. la 172S
four vessels were dispatched frein Copen.
lagon, carrying two missionaries and a large-
party of colonists. But noither did they-
succeed, and in a short turne Egedo -,vas
again Ieft alono. Sinaîl-pox broke ouat and
spread rapidly, thousands porisled by this
tèarful plague, and it seemed as thougli thic
laet ray of hope, as te any good rosults
frein the mission, lad vanishod. But, when,
things were at the worst, two Moraviau
miesionarice, Mattlew and Christian Stacli,
carne to his heip, and hy their tender care
for the sick and their wonderful dovotiou
they at longth gained the heurts of the
people and froin that turne tlI now the mis-
sien hae been carried on with much oncour-
,agement and success. In 1735 Egede was
deprived of his heroio wifo biy death, and,
was himaecîf prostrated by severe. sickness.
After fifteen years of great hardehips and
trials ho returned te Copenhagen where ho
was appoinîed te take charge of a missionury
school in which young men were taught the.
language of the Greenlanders. lu the mea'n-
tirno lie son Paul had heen oducated as a.
muisionary and took lis fathor'e place iii
Groenland and was vory successful. The
mission was ultimately transforred to the
Moravians who are now the only mission-
aries in the cotintry, about twenty-five of
thora altogether being employed ini the-
-%ork. A harder field for missionary effort.
cannot ho imagined, yot, alI thinga con-
sidered, few missions have been more suc-
cessful. Hans Egede died on the 15th of
November, 1758, in the 73rd year of his-
age, leaving hohind lim a naine that will
nover ho forgotton. Rie lahoured witl un-
coasing faith and patience, and although ho
was net permitted te soe much fruit frein
iswork, othors entered inte his labours,

and se was fullled the saying.-"l On&-
8owetla and anothe- reapeta."

Tlie oid dlock remained in the famiy for many
years, but the tinie of which it told so faithfullv
at iast conquered it, as it conquers ail things on
earth.
