their action in regard to the late Senator
Brown's.treaty, but this was by'no neans
the object of our remarks. That body
only exercised its constittional right.
What we wished to point out was tiat the
American Constitution operates disadvan-
tageously in cases where negotiations have
to be carried on 'with foreigners. In Eng-
land, we said, if the Crown acting.with the
advice o? a responsible Minister sanc-
tions a treaty there is no danger of its not
being carried out by the nation, whereas
in the United States after a protracted
negotiation betw'een the two Executives
and an entire agreement between them,
a third party can reject all that they have
done. The comparison between Lord
John Russell and the President of the
United States strikes us as being unfor-
tunate. The one was a mere Commission-
er or Ambassador acting under the orders
of the Executive, whereas the-President
is thieChiefEFxecutive Oficer,, not acting

on behialf ofýthe Senate as the, Commis-

sioner of that body, but subject to its veto.
There is no analogy whatever in the cases
cited, and believing th-e British system
to be the best we shall continue to defend
it on all suitable occasions.

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.

The annual meeting of the Bank of
Montreal was held on 'the 4th inst. The
utterances of the general manager of that
great instiution are always looked for by
the public with much interest. It will not
be forgotten'that last yéar, the commer-
cial community were warned of the
danger of overtrading, and of locking up
capital in new enterprises. Mr. Smithers
stated in his speéech on Monday that
tlere was no longer any room for differ-
ence of opinion on the subject, it being an
established fact that there lias been over-
production in certain classes of staple

-goods.' It is to 'e hoped that he is
correct in his opinion that the parties
interested are fully alive to 'the fact, and
that the proper remedy will be applied.
On the subject of importations, Mr.
Smithers spoke encouragingly, believing
that they had been checked, and that the
stocks lield-by the trade are not heavy.
Mr. Smithers entered at some length into
a history of the management of the Bank
under his predecessors, Mr. Davidson, Mr.
King and Mr. Angus. Admitting that

tion and deposits are the principal sources
of profit, and they of course are a mucli
smaller percentage on a Bank with a large'
capital than with a small one. Th.e circu-
lati'oh of the Bank of Montreal is u'nder
50 per cent of its capital, while that of
some of the smaller banks is equal to it,
and the same remark imay be made as to
the deposits which in 'some small. banks
are equal to thiree times the capital. -Mr.
Smithers likewise pointed out the peculiar,
necessity.for the Bank of Montreal keep-
ing itselfstrongand holdinglarge reserves,
as it has not the same means as small
banks of providing funds. in cases of
emergency. While it must be admitted
that Mr. Smithers made out a very good
case for the present management, we
must own that. we thouglit it hardly
necessary for him todoso. Ashepointed
out, it is impossible for tlie wisest men to
avoid losses, and tie net result of the
year's business ouglit to be deemed highly
satisfactory.

Mr. Smithers referred to the Pacific
Railway at some length, and pointed out
the importance to the country of.its stock.
being saleable in the leading markets of
the world. In this connection lie referred
to the benefit derived by the American
funds invested in that undertaking being
transferred to Canada. The prosperity
of the country in the immediate future

-is, lie said, very much bound up with the
successful prosecution of that great work.
With reference to Manitoba, Mr.Smithers
stated that business liad been very dull
during the winter, and that there had
been a decided check ta its wonderful p'ros-
perity. There are, however, indications
that things are working into a more satis-
factory shape, and that a considerable
influx of money may be expected during
the coming season. Mr. Smithers again
inculcated the necessity of caution as
to the future. He referred to overpro-
duction, to the unpromising state of the
English market for deals, and to the
uncertainty of the'next crop. The adop-
tion of the report was seconded in a few
appropriate remarks by the Hon. D. A.
Smith,"after which Mr. Morrison imade a
few remarks, rather tending to a recom-

Thât policy bas been clearly defined
it bas not beeni a fitful or vacillating policy
but has been kept steadily in view, and we shalli
probably pursue the even tenor. of our way
under the assured conviction that it is the
true policy, a'thoroughly sound and conserva-
tive policy and that it must and will cone out
right in the long run. I do not propose to
prophesy ; our success for the next year depends
largely upou circuimstances beyond our control,
audyou can read theusigns of the limes as well'as
I can. In the annual report of the New York
CJhamnber of Oommercethe following clause

"In surveying our own horizon of com-
" mercial enterprise we fail to discover one
"-cloud of menace, and look forward with cheer-
" ful confidence to a year of great prosperity to
