The London Socicty for Promoting Christianity
amongst the Jews was formed in 180y, The
Archbishop of Canterbury is ’atron, and severai
Dishops are Vice-Patrons. [f.ord Shaftesbury is
the President.

The ficld of labor of the Society is in the large
cities and towns where the Jews congregate.

The number of Jews in the world is about ten
millions.  Of these, upwards of three millions are
in the Russian Empire. In Austiia there are
pearly a million, and about half a million in the
northern parts of Gurmany. Much of this grounc
the Society has long occupied, and it has als
stations in England, Austria, France, Germany.
Holland. 1taly Persia, Russia, Turkey, the Danubiar
P'rincipalities, Asia Minor, Syria, and North Africa.
While in Jerusalem a special effuit througn the
means of the Hospital to seek the welfare o
Isracl has been greatly vlessed

The greatest work of the Society has been the
putting into the hands of the Jews their own
Scriptures, together with a Hebrew trunslation o
the New Tesiament,  Since 1823, 153,280 entir
copies of the Old Testament, and 380,263 parts o
the same, have bLeen circulated.  Since 1817, 188,
463 copres of Hebrew New Testaments, and po
tions thercof, have been sold or distnbuted gratis
Of Jate years, the Bntish and Foreign Bible Socieny
have taken up the printing and circulation of tie
Hebrew Scriprures as a branch of their luburs
whereby the general civculauon of the Word of
Gob has been Jargely increased.

The Liturgy of the Church
translated inte Hebrew in 183 . 19.084 copier
have been circulated. The late Rev. Dr. Ewala
speaking of the Society's Cnapel in London, wrote
“Itis a great puint ganed, if we can bring the
Jews witnin the walls of a Christian Church.  The
mode of Christian worship Is more devotional and
aturactive, more edifying, and tcaches the hean
more than the Jewish worship.”

Controversial works, books, and tracts, are in-
dispensable, and have been most uscful.  The
*0ld Paths,” by the late Dr. McCnul, continues tv
be read most eagerly by the Jews, and is undoubt
¢dly the most cffective reply to the specious at
tempts to exalt the Talmud and Rabuinical teach-
g 3,075800 bouks and tracts have been cir
culated since 180¢.

There are scuools in Palestine Place, london.,
where a guodly number of Hebrew boys and girls
are maintained, clothed, and educated in the Faith
of Christ. The Socicty supports a number of
schools in its foreign stations. It has schools in
Bucharest, Constantmople, Damascus, Jerusalem,
Mogador, and Tunis, where a large number of
Tewish children are receiving daily instruction, and
in all their youthful minds the seed of the Word is
patiently being sown,

The Society employs 134 agents, about half of
whom are believing Israelites. Many of these
agents are ordained ; others are Lay Missionaries,
Medical Missionaries, School Teachers, Scripture
Readers and Colporteurs. The number of stations
15 38, Of these 4 are in England, 24 upon the
Continent of Europe, 4 in Asia, and 6 in Africa.

THE CHURCH CONGRIESS.

Omitting the four Bishops of the Seo
of Mercia, Dr. Maclagan is the eighty-sixth Jipis-
copal ruler in direct succession from Ceadda, or
* Chad, who may be regarded as the real founder, and
{ first Bishop of the existing Sce of Lichficld.  He

reigned as Bishop for three years, 669-672, and was
l buried in his Cathedral,  During the long interval

ietween Bishop Chad and the present ruler of the
* diocese, many illustrious Churchmen have held the
see. L is not necessary to mention the  hononred
men who within the memory of this present goner-
ation have occapied the seat of St. Chad-——the
amiable Ryder, the learned Butler, the prematurely
removed Bowstead, the judicions Tonsdale, the
Cmissionary Selwyn.

It may suffice to record among the predecessors
of Bishop Maclagan the name of Ralph Buayne, de-
prived by Queen Elizabeth © of John Overall, Dean
of St. Paul's, the author of that most exceilent
treatise on “Theology, the “Convacation Book,” and
the compiler of the fifth and sacramental portion of
the Church Catechism; of John Hackeut, who
abored with his own hands, on the restoration of

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTOXN.

St. Jouy.—-An examination for teachers in Sun-
day Sehools, accurding tu the schewie of the Chureh
of England Institute in Fnglapd, was held in St
John Tast May, the results of which bave lately
heen reportcd in the Institute’s Magazine.  The
examination ingluded two scerions—thiz Advaneed
and the Elementary.  Fuch section containsd three
subjects.  E ght «questions vn certain ehapters of
the Bible, (St. Matt. i. to xiil. inclusive being the
Neripture portion ; eight questions on the Prayer
Biouk, (the Catechism and the Confirmation Serviee
heing tho subjects), aud a lesson selected from the
Scripture portion, given the candilate at the time
of the examination to work out, a3 if preparing it
fir a elass. In the Elemeatwry Section a skeletou of
the lesson was furnished, to be used or not, accord-
ing to the option of the candidate. The lessons
viven were, in the elementary section, St. Matt. viii,
[ to 4—The Healing of the Leper, ov St. Matt, xiit.
2430 and 36-43—<The Parabls of the Tares ; and
in the Advanced Setion, St. Matt. vi. 24-34, or
St Matt. xii, 1-13.  Of the eight (uestions on the
Bihle, and of the eight on the Prayer Bools, only
five were to he answered, according to the choice of
the candidate, and in any order.. One hour was
allowed for caeh subject, with an intermission of
five minutes hetween each,  Printed question
papers, one set for each candidato, were sent from
Ingland in sealed envelopes carefully marked on
the outside as to section and subject, which were
opened in the prescuce of the candidates, one for
euch section immediately betors each hour of the
exumination, so that neither examiners nor candi-
dates knew the (uestions until the hour of examini-
tion arvived.  The examination was held in Trinity
School House. Tuables and all writing materials
were prepared for the candidates, who, ten in num-
lier, took their places at 7.15 p. m, The examina-
tion closed at 10.23, after which refreshments were
provided, and a short time spent in conversition.
The account is thus made circumsiantial thut others
may giin some idea of the way in which the exim-
ination is conducted. The Tev. 0. S, Newnhun,
the Iev.

DIOCESE OF RUPERTS LAND.

We draw attention to the very forcible appeal of
the Bishop of Rupert’s Land, which has just been
forwarded to Ingland for publication, and which by
the courtesy of the Bishop we have the privilego of
giving at once to our readers.

Nerson.—This Mission is about 70 miles from
Winnipeg, and 30 miles beyond the present end ol
the South Western Railway track. It isin charge
of ltev. J. N. Wilson. Nelson is o growing little
village, and when it secures milway accomodation
will no doubt become a thriving town, as South
Weslern Manitoba is the garden of the Yrovinnse.
Serviees have been held for some thme in a loz
school house. A small brick Church is now built,
which will be opened on the $th of October, Mr
Wilson visits the Boyue Scitlement and other
phices,  We took a few days holiday to visit this
celebialed part of Manitoba.  T'ndoubtedly the
laud is magnificent farming land.  The country is
being rapidly settled, hul in the very nature of things
missionary work will be for some tinie very arduous
The farms are generally 320 acees,  Iivea if the
lands wern all settled this would malie 2 seanta
populativn to minister to.  But altoether too much
land is held by speculators.  IHee and there are
small setulements of & few houses, but it is only i
certain places that agricullusal towns willspring up
In the Pewbina Mission worked by [ev. J. N,
Jones for instance, there are only two pluces as yet
where there is even a school house. The farmsan
far apart.  Here and there ure settloments dignificd
by the names of cities, such as Mountain City.
Carman City and so on, consisting of less than Zu
houses, Nelson is the only iucorporated town in «
largn distriet, and it isonly a small village. Por
lingtord has “great oxpectations,” but only 50 poo
ple at present. Still the future of this part o
Manitoba looks very bright.  Wo trwvelled for mam
miles over a fine villuze praivie, dotted hure am
there with groves of trees and small streams
Thousands of acres of excellant Ll were Iviaz
idle, and at intensls were from farms with mawni
ficent crops. T'v the eyo of a practical Fomer, t
country must bean earthly Daradise.  Grain iz D
abundanco. Ducks can he found in every pond -
prairic chickens can be found in every irection
amony the grass, and scrub of the prairie. [l
ways are projected to truvers the o .atry whos
wheat produeing qualtiesare unrivalled. Altogoth
the outlook tor Sputhern Mauitoba is very hright,
but at the present time the work of the Missiouary
is largely in travelling mau,. miles over tho prairi:
gatheving  little hundfuls of people, or visitinyg the
Ionely farm house, The establishment of railways
will be a great boom, as it will create cities of popu-
lation.

The Bishop of Rupert’s Land asks the earnest considcra-
tion of Churchimen to the following stalement :

The Diocese of Rupert’s fand includes within it the
Province of Manitoba and a large extent of the fertile land
of the North-West Territories of Canada.

Two facts respecting this country are now well known,
not only in Canada but in Great Britain—the almost bound-
less extent of fertile land ready for occupation, and the
large emigration coming to it.

In the past year there has been extracrdinary progress.
The white population is supposed to have been nearly
doubled.  Winnipeg, the capital, is now, as regards the
payment of taxes on imports, the third city in the Domin-
tun,  Its population has risen from 12,000 to 20,000, and
its assessed property from nine millions to thirty nillions of
dullars

Winnipeg has a railuay for ~sinty miles south, connecting
with the lines of the United States, and another for 450
miles west over the prairies of the North-west. It has also
several branch vailways,  Almost all the land adjacent to
these railways for a cansiderable breadth will be settled on
this seasoim and very rauch bebind. Winmpeg has alsoa
railway for 450 miles enst to Lake Superior. This is
mainly the result of the last three yoo s,

Fifiy twe muaicipalitics have been formed for local gov-

craments in the part of Manitoba now beiag settled. In 38

of these, embracing over 700 townships, there is no clergy-
man of our Church—each township has 36 sguare miles
Yet there are few of these townships without settlers, anc
they are, as a whole, being rapidly taken up and sparsels
settled on.

But the gravity of the position of the Church will be bet.
ter understood from this further consideration : The Canad:
Pacific Railway is being carried still further west at the un
precedented rate of three miles a day.  This season it wil
reach the south branch of the great Saskatchewan. Th
capital of the North west Territories has been removed from
Battleford, in the Diocese of Saskatchewan, to a new towr.
calledd Regina, in this Diocese. Regina is fixed on asth
capital permanently of the new Province of Assiniboia,
formed west of Manitoba. “This Prevince will be mainly b
this diocese. The Canada Pacific Railway will cross its
whole width this seasom, about two hundred miles. A
<tream of emigrants goes with it and betore it.  Many
colonization Socicties are settling townships further back.
There is a C. M. S. Indian Mission at Touchwood Hills
about 100 miles north-east of Regina. There isnot anoihe
clergyman of our Church in the whele of this Provinces—
not one for the new settlers ! There ought to be a Bisho;
and a stall of clergy.

Nor is this all,  The great deficiency of the supply of the
means of Grace by our Church thus described is simply the
result of the emigration and progress of settlement of the
inl two or three years. In even another year the story
will be much worse.

‘Y he population over the whole country is so sparse, owing
to the large tracts of land given by the Government or pur
chased, that it will be a considerable time bhefore districts
can be scelf-supporting, unless where a town rises up.

Then there are other temporary but most serious difficul-
ties in the way of the support of clergymen.  The very
prosperity of the country is making the expenses of living
great. It is uzually almost impossible to get a suitabie
nouse for a clergyman’s family in a new District—cven
aften to get ludgings for himself.  I'he building of a par-
sonage is accordingly A necessiiy.  We are proposing tu
raise a large fund to aid in this.  Yet, though tiis is always
50 pressing in a new district, the people will push at the
same time for a church or churches.

Churchen are scatterved everywhere over this country in
varymg proportion with other bodies—but by the census
last year the Chureh of England was nunierically slightly
the Jargest body. it is needless to add that unless a large
alditional yearly sum can be obtained (or some years from
¢ngland and the old Feclesiastical Province of ' anada, the
Church must greatly sutfer.  vanglish Churchmen and v au: -
f-an Churchmen emigrating to this country must be icfi
without the ministrauons of their own Chnreh, and will, u
a great degree, pass away from it.

The Bishops in Canada naturally desire to keep efficient
men in their own Dioceses,  Missionaries, afler accepling

.don of their arival, have withdrawn from, better appoint-
nents being given them in their old Dioceses, or from being
liscouraged wy a representation of difficulties and peeuniary
\acrifices by coming here. It is in fact quite clear that at
wesent in gelling Missionaries from England or Canads
“here is likely to be dissatisfaction in a large proportion of
ases on one side or the other, to the grievous loss of the

hurch,

We feel, therefore, that the most pressing necessily, and
ane that can be met by a comparatively simall swin of money,
s to complete the means for our cducaling men ourselves.

We hope, with the aid of £1,000 from the S P.C, K,
0 raise in this country §$100,000 (£20,000), for the erection
of a new huilding for "St, John's College and the residences
of the Professors of Theology, We still want about
515,000 (£3,000) of this, We hope to raise this here.

We bhave sufficieat endowment for the Professors of
[heology.  Bul for the occupation and working of the new
building and efficient tuiton in Arts m connection with e
University of Manitoba we require = 50,000 {£10,000), and
we cannot touch that here.  We shall afterwards require
Scholarships to aid leserving Theological Stzdents @ bat
we hope, when the building is ofl” our Liands, o accomplish
that to a large extent oursclves,

There are other most important reasons for members of
e Church making an effort to sccure us the above sum of
£10,000, besides the necessity for the education of our

heological Students.

(ieorge Jehosaphat Mountain, the second son of
the tirst Bishop of Quebec, was born at the parson-
age house of St. Andrew’s, in Norwich, England,
e Jadvo 180 In 1793 his fatber aeft
Ediacecn o1 o beesg, with lus wile and fumiby, to
i e pueaoa ol aest Bishop there.

11 1803 Gewrae J. Mountain was confiimel by
uis father at Yaebee, and when just sixteen yoars

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aold left Canada for Eugland (o comnplete bis educa-
tion,  After stu lying under the Rev. T. Monro, at
Little Lastern, in lssex, he went to Cambridge,
where be gradusted in 1810, and distinguished
himself especially in the department of classica.

In Avgust, 1812, he wnas orlained Dencon a
Quehee by his father, who, in Jaouary, 1814,
adwmitted him to the Priesthood, A few days late
he received the appointmout of evening lecturer ju
the Cathedral at Quebee, tha vatue ol which wa-
£160 a year,  Not Jong afterwards it was veportod
that a clergyman wus reyuired at Fredericton, N.I3.,
to 1ill the reclorship vacated by the rewoval of My
Pidgeon, and the Bishup of Nova Scotia, knowing
well My, Mounfain’s abilities and  attainments,
offered hi the position, which ineludod the Chap-
Ininey to the Lagislative Conneil 1nd to the troops
stationed at Frodericton,  Mr, Mountain aceepted
the ofler, and ut oneo set about making preparations
for his journey from Quebee to Fredericton.

Before starting for his new field of -lahour, he
was married by his fateer in the cathedral o
QQuebee on 2nd Anugust 1814, and  imediatels
afterwards ombarked in a transport fur Pringe
Edwwrrd Island.  Thenee they ciussed to Dieton.
awld proceeded by bad to Haiifax,  The journes
from Charlottetown to [Halifax cost £17,  Ar HHali
fax they remained a week, visiting  Aonapolis on
tueir way to St John, N. 8. )

At St John they were dutained seven days,
making wecessary arrangements for settling at Fred-
ericton.  Arter Leing tnree days on the river, and
when within ten miles of sheir futurs home they
were obliged to leave the little veasel, owing to con-
trary winds and “ went ashore oppusite @ Cuurgin.
having made a small bundle; no gig or horses at the
honse,  T'wo black girls put us over ferry, and we
walked a mile.”

T'wo saddle horses were then procurald, und thus
the new pastor witi his yeung wife entered Frederic-
tun—his first pastoral charge—at five o'c'ock in 4he
afterncon of Septembier 27th, 1814,

This diftisult journay from Quebee to Fredericton,
occupied nearly two montha. At the present time
1ean be accomplished with every comiort and
cunvenience in less than two days.

On 31st October 1514, Mr Mountain was present
ab a vestry meeting in Fredericton for the firsl time,
and was indueted on Gth June 1815.

Althongh he yemained scarcely thres vears in
Fredevicton, he had in that time so endeared liin-
selt to the people that it was with greal regret they
took leave of him in 1817, Such n step was
tendered necessary by the increasing years and  in-
firmities of his father, the Bishop.

Accordingly My, Monutain gave up his position
at Fredericton and returned to Quebee, where he
was appointed “ Dishop's Officiul,” and al-o ¢ Oltici-
ating Clergyman of Quebee,”  In 1821 he was ap
pointed Reetor of Quebes amnd Archdeacon of Lower
Canada.

Houghton, the first Bishop of Australia, was con-

So great was the esteem in which Dr. Mountain
was held that when the projeet of a Bishopric in
New Brunswick was mouoted, the CGovernor of the
Pravince wrote to him, while le administeted the
Diocese of (Quebee under the title ot lishop of
Maontreal ; expressing the great satisfaction which
his translation to New Drunswick would give the
Church there. Tt was not, however, until thirty
years after he had left them that Dr. Mouuntain met
his Fredericton flock. He was present at the con-
secration of the Cathdral, August 3lst, 18:3, and

tock part in the impressive services upon that occa-
gion,

Of him, it may be truly said, that the greatness
of his heart and character ever readered an in
tiugic weight of itsown fo the high oflice which
he nore.

He was an able and aftectionate pastor, a judicious
divine, o disereet vuler,  Awnd yet the gualities of o
ripe and well balanced mind were counceted  with
great bodily activity and energy,

Hig episcopad visitations were traly Missionan
tours, but the extent of the operations sewins ueve,

(o have exbuusted his energics or dipe  the ferva
of his love,  His spivit was something more than
the Tull glow of physieal Jite (for his constitutio
sepmod pever robust ) and rose above the pressure ¢
domestic trials the: caras of many chiurches, and tin
intirmities of duclining years.

“THIE OLD PATHS.”
Wg lave had occiwsion more than once very

recently to quote at length from our Faoglish con-
trmporary, Church Jicells, upon very important
ribjects i econnection with Church polity aud
Churebh work, and Lelow we give an article on
another practical question taken {rom the same ex-
ceHent source.

Qur peopls are so prone to accepl “a new thing”
in religion, asin other matters, and “give it a trial,”
when thero should he no doubt in the minds of
Churchmen that ewithin, and not without, the
Chureh’s fold ought all new eflorts to be put forth;
that“the old paths" which the Master Himself pre-
pared for our feet to walk in lead the sinnerto the ha-
ven of vest and pence, and that in them they should
seek to do the Master's work, We like fanit-tindes
only when they find fault with themselves and
stiive at onece to improve, but the men who simply
findl fanlt with their Church and lier ways, and
with their brother Churchmen and their ways, and
yet put forth no efferts to improve themselves ani
their fellows, we look upon us the great stumbling
hlocks to the Churel's progress, and to the advance-
ment of Christ’s roligicn in the world.

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Notes of the Week,

The news from Lgypt and the views of the lead-
ing English papers upon the subject, are of the
highest interest.  The T'hnes says it has been de-
cided to retain, for the present, 12,000 mcn in
Egypt to carry on and consolidate Lhe work for
which the suppression of Arabi did little ore
than clear the way.

The LPull 1.1 Gazetle in a leading article recom-
mends the establishment of a gendarmerie in
Jigypt officored by Joglishmen,  An article in the
Jonrnal des Dehals gives similar advice,

A pewspaper in Paris asserts that negotistidus
are progressing between the Porte and the Iritish
looking to the cession of Iigypt to Luglawd in con-
sideration of an annual payment by the latier of
£320,000 sterling.

The Swu's Loudon special says:—Discussions
which have taken place as to Fugland’s fupur
policy have been mostly fentative, and no definite
ountline of it can yet ba staled. Lt is generally con-
ceded, however, that the sitnation is one of much
gravity.  We are told that the foree ander Wolse-
ley’s command is not any too large for a proper
occupation of the Delta and restorativ' of anthority
in the Upper Nile region, and tuat ali nis 1esourees
will be taxed to the utmast for the next few months
in the re-establishing of the Khedive.  In the
weantime the actual posseszion of Favpt witt atlord
a more comfortable attitude in whicn to discuss
what shall b« done. The tone of the Fuglish press
points more and wore in the direction of a pro-
tectovate, whiie the undisguised jealonsy ot France,
amd her growing intimacy with Kussin, einses morn
or {ess uheasiness.

From anether source we lern that the Porte hos
demavded of Lond Tmilferm to know what steps
Englond intends 1o take concerning the withdrawal
of British woops from Faypt.

Sdetfer rooeived By the Lizhep of Untario states,
that as the Trince of Wakes will next vear le
elieted Prasident of the Dritish Asszociation for the
advancement of seience, it is not fmprobible that
e may ba induced to attend the meeting of tle
Assoenation in Montreal. The Londen Fives stiil
confinues to oppose the choice of Montreal s the
next plage of meeting, Tuarecent miticle upen the
subject it says: “We musl express our strong gh-
Jjection to a meeting in Canada; and it is nofeworthy
that the'leading officials of the Association, anil
those who de the work of the Associatien and of
scienee, aro strongly averse to such a meeting-place,
and there can be little doubt that next year an
attempt will bo made to overturn the deeision
brought about by the ahle tacties of Captain Ded-
ford Pim.

Some writers in Canada and Enelind have heen
eruel enough to suggest that selti=h motives are al
the bottom of this determined opposition. They
seem to think that in order to keep up its usual
very full naccounts of the doings of the annual
meeting of the British Association the 77mes would
have {0 incur an expenditure of thousunds of dol-
lars for telegrams if the next meeting were held
in Montreal. [t this should prove to he the reason
it is a narrow and mischievous policy und deserves
to bo treated with contempt.

There seems to he very zencral siisfaction not
only in the North Weet but all over Canada that
but seventeen out of nearly three hundred Coloni-
zatin Companies formed lust Fall and  this Spring
have been able by the lst September, the time
specilied, to mako the Government deposit of forty
conts an acre. and consequently will not be allowed
to retain their lands. It may have appeared wisc
at first to enecourage in this way wealthy Cor-
porations who it might be supposed for their own
mterest would make great exertions to induce im-
migration into the country, but now that no em-
barrassment need be apprehended, and when the
emigration from Euarope is certain to Le large and
steady, the Government will act wisely in refus'ng
to entertain any more schemes of the kind. The
country has had the shadow of a great evil upon
it which has now happily been in a measure re-
movod.

The formation last week of a “*Canadian Forestry

Association for the Provibee of Quebee,” is a step
in the right direction. And it is satisfactory to
know that such a large and influential meeting as
that whicli met for the purpose in Montreal, showed
such & deep interest in the matter.

The cut of lumber at sonie of the principal mills
this year is unprecedented, forming a strong recowm-
mendition of the new IForestry Assucintion ob-
jeels.  An enomnous consumption of lumber, whieh
nature is not allowad, much less *assisted, to 18-
plenish, will not tike long to despoil the conutry
of this ¢reat aud, in scores of ways, indispensable
resource.

It is hoped that without delay Associations of a
like kind may be formed in every Proviuee of the
Dominion, and that practical and determi.ed efforts
may be put forth at onee to save our valuable
forests from utter exiinetion.

favurable location for a city on the
main line of the Canada Pacific, that
it is surrounded by the best soil, has
the best drainage, and the best and
greatest volume ot water of any place
Letween the Assiniboine and Switt
Current Creek.  The soil is No. 1. It
is one of the most magnificent districts
in the Northwest—just such a conntry
as a practical farmer would delight 1o
live in.  We¢ have had reports from all
directions. For 30 miles to the south,
20 miles to the west, 100 miles to the
north and ¢ miles east it 1s magniticent
land. The station is located on a flat
piece of prairie, but the site of the
town, about a mile or mile and a half
farther back, is a high rolling piece of
ground

And by the other, no words of dis-
paragemedt can be too strong to cen-
demn the selection. It is declared to
be situated on and part of a dull,
dreary, low plain, a flat piece of prairie;
that no good water is near it; that the
soil is poor, and that itis the last placo
in the whole Northwest fur such a site.

Telegrams from Victoria, B. C., ;1
the close of last weelk say : —Tlie pre-
sent has been a week of great gatery
and much gencral enjoyment. On
Monday a drawing room was held,
when the Governor General anid
Princess Louise received twelve hun-
dred persons. Tuesday there wasa
garden party at Government house.
Wediesday an agriculteral show was
opuied by His Excellency  and tie
Princess in the presence  of not . less
than three thousand.  'T'o-d.y the pany
go 1o New Wesimini<er, where a popu-
lar reception awaits them.  The Prin-
cess returns o Victoria 1e-morrow to
await the arrival of the Marguis, who
meanwhile visits the interior of  the
Province.

How our correspondent, “C. Vaughan,” could
have mistaken the purport of the article comment-
ing on the guestion and answer from the Advance
we cannot understand, It was plain and practical
enough to escape criticism of the sort he offers.
No one would think of slighting the passages which
he quotes, but they do not refer to any neglect or
denial of the nature and neced of Baptism. Peter's
answer to the thousands who, when pricked to the
heart by his searching scrmon, asked “men and
brethren what must we do?” was something more
than “believe,” because it was more than a mere
doctrinal statement, it was of the nature of instruc
tion to be followed by the actual reception of them
into the Ark of Safely—Christ's Church, and so
1le said, Repent and BE kEAPTIZED cvery ore of
you for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive
the gift of the Holy Ghost””  And we are told
“with many other words did he testify and exhort,
saying, save yourselves from this untoward gene-
ration.  Then they that gladly received his word
were baptized, and the same day there were added
unto them about 3,000 souls”  We sce that the
Apostle taught here as well as in his 1ipistle (1 Pet.
i, 2r), that Baptism saves us (places us in
a condition to be saved), and, consequently,
it was by Baptism that additions were made to the
Apostolic Church, as it has been in all ages since,
according to the Master’s instructions.

The article in question was cnforcing the impor-
{ant truth, so frequently over-looked. and so strange-
Iy misunderstood by so many professing Christians,
viz., that Christ set up a Kingdom on varth, and ap
pointed a way of entrance inty that Kingdom, and
that the one and only way is by Baptism It was
showing that something mic than a mere belief is
necessary, and the illustration which it gave was
apt and striking. ¢\ man may Ae/icie in masonry ;
but that does mot make him a mason. He may
read all the books that were ever printed about
masonry, bulthat does not make him a mason.
He may know a hundred times more about it than
many others, and not be a mason for all that.
What does make him a mason? Initiation into
the order ; that docs, and nothing else can.” #So,”
it goes on to say, “by initiation inte Christ’s King:
dom (by Baptism into His Church) a man is made
a Christian.” Unhappily, it is too true, to use ow
correspondent’s language, that “all Christians of

every denomination (meaning therchy Protestant
without the Church) hold thar faith is a gift o
revelation fromn Gon, and that waether it comes b:
private reading or by public prraching itis an ew
dence of conversion or initiation,” and the soouc:
people calling themselves Churchiner are made u
understand that “Conversion” is one thing, anc
“Paptism,” “Initiation,” or *Regeneration” quite
another, the sooner may we hope to have an in-
fluence upon those aroundus.  With the Catechisn
well learned, so as to he understood, no Church
man can err in thie matter.  Such language as the
following cannot be mistaken :—“Baptisin, wherein
I was made a member cf Christ, a chid of Gou.
and an iheritor of the Kingdom of Heaven,” and
this was what the article wanted to point oul an
anforce.  Iaith or beliefof course must exist in th
adult {perbaps it exists in the infant® before coming
ta Baptism—the Church has ever taught that ; bus
all the “beltef” in the world does not, cannot, per
form the office of Baptism, by which alone we are
nwizled, we gain an entrance, into the Christian
Clhurch, aund which alone makes a man a Christian

CHILLREN's 3grvices s Are they wise? are they

necessary ?

Both questions have been answered in the nega
tive; and the ground of the answer has been that
it is not well to substitute anything in the Churc)
for the proper liturgical worship in which the
congregalion engages. And il the result of the
Children's Service were 10 unfit or indispose them
to join with intelligence and devotion in the ser
vices of the Church, then no doubt everyone who
had the Churclh’s welfare at heart would be op-
posed to them. But then several good reasons why
Childrens Special Services should be wisely en-
couraged :—

1. Decause in such services, short, and varied.
and bright, and attractive as they can be made, the
children can e trained to the use of the Church’s
Liturgy. Little ones who cannot join in the
prayers can be taught the hymns and choral accom-
paniments ; little voices can be joined with those of
their elders in chanting the simple respouses which
are soon learned Dby heart, and then as the children
grow, a taste is developed for Ilturgical worship,
and the ear and heart are jointly educated to it
until, when the worship of the Church is reached,
the results are seen in the ““ Amen,” thunderlike as
in the catacombs of old.

2. DBecause there is thus provided a fitting op-
portunity for the Catechetical {astruction enjoined
in the soth Canon. The minister i3 there com-
manded, under pain of excommunication. to Cate
chise the children every Sunday, with a view 1o
their being thoroughly informed in the doctrines of
the Church Catechism, so that they may have a
sufficient basis of dogmatic truth when they come
to be confirmed. But how many of the clergy
ghey this injunction? They have, as a rule, dele-
gated their duty in this respect to Sunday School
teachers, mostly incompetent for the work, The
Catechizing is old-fashioned, it is out of date, it is
better done by the parents at home. The clergy-
man has other and more important duties. Well,
the first allegation is true, Catechising /s old-
fashioned ; but the Church is old-fashioned. Is it
any the worse for that? [t may be well that the
parents should instruct their children at home.
First, do they perform that duty ; and second, are
they for the most part able to do it effectively it

hey would? The clergy cannot safely neglecta
Jdain and deliberate charge which is solemnly en-
joined by the Church. And in the Chiidren’s
Service can be combined the dogmatic teaching so
necessary for imbuing the minds of our children in
hese days of docwinal laxity, and the training
hem to take their part in singing as well as
wsponding.  The Catechising thus becomes a
leasure to the little ones instead of a trial, because
he burden is fairly distributed over the whole time
f the service, and above all, they are trained to
iove Worship instead uf hating it.

3. A third reason for Children's Services is the
spportunity thus afforded for enlisting the talents of
vious and qualified laity. One person suitably
yifted can train the voices ; another, baving the
confidence of the clergyman, can give the children
oceasionally an address; a third might play the
organ. In these and other obvious ways the
abilities of those who are the trusted assistants in
the gond works of the Parish are cugaged and
4imulated, and the Chiidren’s Services become 2a
rraining-school for choir as well as congregation.

Granted then the desirability and wisdom of such
services, of what shall they consist?

There is first the opzning invocation and confes-
sion, followed by a suitable Collect and the Tord’s
Prayer; then follows a hymn and short lesson, from
tesson of the day or other; then another hymn;
afterwards a short choral or metrical Litany, of
which there are several arrangements in the S. 5.
ymnals mentioned in the last paper.  After this
the catechizing. generally on some subject illustrat-
ing the lesson, or a regular course of the Catechism
<hould be taken, in which case the lesson should
illustrate the subject of the day. The children
should be encouraged to answer the questions
audibly, and occasionally in a body ; and where
reference is made to Scripture a stight pause shonld
be raade €1l the places arc found, and then all
should be made to read together.  After the cate-
chizing, another bright hymn and dismissal with
the benediction. Of course these services may be
varied in accordance with the capabilities of the
children and of their musical instructors, but no
one can reasonably deny the benefit of driwing the
little ones ‘ogether in this way on the Sunday after-
noon instead of forcing them to drag through the—
to them—weary length of Matins, Communion
Service, and sermon, or bringing them to the Even-
ing Service, where they are almost sure, from sheer
ratizue, to fall asleep.

SELLING PEWS.

Our correspondent writing on the above subject
tells us of a fact which was not forgotten when we
wrote our article condemning a recent transaction
of the kind, but he is speaking of something which
happened quite a long time ago,—he saysa fow
years ago, the few years, we may explain, being
fully ten or a dozen, if not more —and we are thank-
ful to say a great change has taken place in the
views of Church people within that period of time.
So great has been the change, and so general, that
we feel pretty well convinced if the thing he calls
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attention to were gone over again he would find
Limself no longer in a minority, but would have a
strong majority at his back to oppose so objection-
able n course.

As to his remarks respecting pew rents, we agree
with him and condemn them on Scriptural and
social grounds.  Pews, we know, were first intro-
duced in the days of the Puritans, and were the
offspricg of pride, laziness and self-importance, and
1 ow they do more than all else combined to keep
up distinctions, which, in connection with religious
matters—with the worship and work of Almighty
Gop—ought not to exist.

Indeed, “we are not yet in a position to
sing a Jubilate over our own way of managing
Church affairs,” but, thank Gob, within the last
few years ¢ have made gratifying advances
in the direction of unappropriated seats in churches,
the great majority of our new churches being free
and many of the old ones adopting the principle ;
and a growing public opinion among Church people,
now strong cnough to prevent sucha transaction as
occurred in S#)ohn, will soon, let us hope, prove
sufilciently powerful to overthrow the whole pew
systern and make Gon’s Houses everywhere open
churches, {rec to all.

MISTAKES OF SCIENTIFIC MEN.

(To the Editor of the Church Guardian).

Sir,~—Dr. Newman says, ‘ Theology is a Science,
and a Science of a special kind; 1ts method, its
modes of cxpression and its language are all its
own. Iivery science must be in the hands of a
comparatively few persons —that is, of those who
have made it a study. . .. Young theologians, and
still more those who are none, are sure to mistake
in matters of detail; indeed a really first-rate theo-
logian is rarely to be found.” Desides all this, few
men have the faculties to make theologians, and
none have the faculties for investigating those things
outside and beyond the domain of human reason.
There are again the Zu/se and the Zrur Scientists,
and, perhaps, herein lies our greatest difficulty.
"The class you referred to in the article which gave
rise to Mr. H. S. Poole’s letter of last week, 1 pre-
sume., are co called Scientists, because a  true
Scientist rigidly adheres to facts; and whether it
be Theology or any other Sciernce the mind that
would make progress therein must be subordinate
to the truth,

I have desired to investigate modern Science,
but from the very slow progress made I am begin-
ning to suspect that the faculties are wanting. 1
wish some able Scientist would make a diagnosis
of my mental condition and tell me what is the
matter. For instance, I cannot clearly perceive
how to reconcile the following statements :

1. Sir Charles Lyell, the eminent geologist, cal-
culated that the formation of the detta of the
Mississippt murst have occupicd not less than one
Aundred thousand years.

2. General Humphrey, of the U. S. Coast Sur-
vey, demonstrated tiat the whole of the delta of
the Mississippi cowdd not have been in process of
Jormation lowger than four thousand feur hundred
years.

Professor Tyndall in his “Lectures on Sound,”
says—

3. “When scveral sounds traverse the same air
cach particular sound passes through the air as if
it alone soere present”’ p. 281

4. “If two svunds be of the same inlensity their
coincidence produces a sound of four times the in-
tensity of either; zohile their interfercnce produces
absolute silence.

SELLING PEWS,
(Lo the Fditor of the Churcli suardian.)

Sk, —It is not saf o shout until you are well
out uf’ the woods.,  In your edito ial of the 13th,
on the sale of pews in the Centenary Church, St
John, you remarks-—*\We say it boldly and advisced-
tv, that it would be simply an utter impossibility
for a proceeding ¢f the kind to take plase in any
Church of Fngiand in the Dominion.”” 1 am afraid
that you are a little tou confident  Many  persons
thought a few vears azo. as yon do now, but found
themselves mustken; and it is just as likely that
nnder circimstances simikr to those I am going to
allude to, that you would find that you had indulged
in oo o fident o sting” N few years agn, a
new church” in one of our oldest parishes was built
and ready for cunsecration, The question as to
free, or promictary sceats. had been discussed during
the process of butlding, until at last two weil de-
fined seetions of the parishioners were found differ-
ing on the subject.  ihe wealthy members, the
venerable rector espousing their views, and throw-
ing his influence in the scale with them. A public
auciioneer was introduced  into the building, and
mounting the seats in succession knocked them
down to the highest bidder, employing all the arts
ueual on such occasions, . g, “Yine vicw of all thut
my be going o = romfortal ¢ corner seats,” &c.,
&eo Upwands of thirty heads of families and
grown up members of the parish, were by those
means sold out, ane nice old lady complacently re-
warking  that if Ve chirch had (ost some persons
by the sale, i i gaingd othors, and one sowd wds
S s vond B saie ds auoller.”  Diefore coming 10
the determination to sell the pews, tho free seat
party had obtained a concession that a certain
numbers of the pews should be set apart through-
out the chureh, as free seats for ever, and on the
plan certain seats, and at the sale those seats were
set off as free and weie not sold. For one or two
Sundays after the sale some of the parishioners who
had not purchased pews ocrupicd with their families
some of the frce seats. About the third week
notice was given in church of a parish meeting to
be held to take into consideration * fhe means for
providing further church arcommodation.”” At
that meeting those who had been in favour of the
auction sale were in the mujority as before, and
tney passed a resolution reversing the decision by
which the twelve pews previously mentioned had
been set apart as free seats, and it was ordered that
they should be sold, and certain prices were then
placed on them.

The writer of this communication lad been sit-
ting with his family in one of the fie¢ scats every
Sunday since the sale,  'The day after the last men-
tiuned parish meeting he was waited upon by one
of the Wardens and told that the pew he had been
occupying was to be no longer free; that the sum
of thirty dollars had been placed upun it as the
price ; that if he chose to pay thatamount for it he
might consider it hus, if not, another person was
ready to takeit. “The other person ook it. never
paid one cent of the stipulated price, and was never
asked for it. ‘The object of the last parish inceting
just referred to was subscquently avowed by some
of those who had it called —they wers determined
that some persons should not have free seats after
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others had paid for theirs. A good’ deal of sore
feeling was engendered in this parish, which has
oniy been toned down by the softening influence of
tune.

We are not yeb in a position to sing a Jubilate
over our own way of managing church affairs; we are
far yet from finding the Church clear of merchan-
dlzmg.' Pew rents are still the orthodox mode of
collecting a revenue ; and if we do not sell doves
and oxen in the precincts of the Church, we sell
roast ducks and ham, cakes and ice-creams, fincy
ware and trinkets of all kinds for the good of the
Church and the honor and glory of Gob. It has
come to pass t'at a persun’s Churchmanship and
the consideration m which he is held among his
fellow Churchmen is gauged in proportion as he
supports all such trading ventures. It is doubtful
if there is a Bishop or clergyman in the Dominicn
who would venture to overthrow the tables of
Cliurch bazsamis or use the ibulus on the fair
hucksters who usually get them up and preside at
them., Till we entirely chauge these things in our-
selves we may as well avoid mterfering with the
practices of others or speaking oo harshly of them.

There
was no mid-day erlebration Holy “‘omwmunion, and
no choral celeb. v ow, wn Ct me frema
fine new organ would be o *red Jewer day ;" this
did appear very strange, and I must confess, that
fuod for sorrowful reflection was furnished, as the
swecel tones sweiled out from the beautifn] org o,
filling every corner of the building, in whe thought
taat o a singic nute was used to assist the earnest
communicant in lifling the heart in devout praise
and worship to the “Giver of all goud things.”

Why is it, Mr. Lditor, that such grand oppor-
tunities of instructing our laity as to the proper
position in our public worship whichk the Holy En
charist is intended to occupy, are allowed by our
clergy to slip?

_On the occasion, I refer to both Matins and
Evensong. were bright and cheerful, and as there
were present at the former two priests and a Bishop,
there appears to be no good and sufiicient reason
for the one form of public zworskip instituted by our
Divine Master being put aside into a corner, as it
were, and made less attractive and bright than
‘* the prayers,”

That Matins and Evensong were rendered bright
and attractive, is a step in the right direction which
will doubtless bear fruit, but to assign a position of
Mnor importance to ** Zhe ofice™ savors strongly
of disrespect, and one such a mistake wlll do far
greater harn than a hundred sermons can undo.
The reputation of St. Alban's in the past led me to
expect better things.

WHO ARE CHRISTIANS?

{To the Editor of the Church Guardian.)

Sir,— I have read the article in the GUARDIAN of
Sept. 13th, and I feel bound to say that the answer
given to the question by the A/iunce is 1n strict
accordance with the teachings of Christ and His
Apostles.  There inay be those who call them-
selves Cliristians who say that any man may become
a Christian whenever he chooses, but I have never
met one ; on the contrary, all Christians of every
denomination that I am acquainted with hold that
faith is a gift or revelation from Gop, and that
whether it comes by private reading or public
preaching it is an evidence of conversion or initia-
tion, as the Living Church puts it.  Christ said to

Peter, “Flesh and blood hath not revealed it to
thee, but my Father,” etc. ; and St. Paul sa1d to the
Ephesiuns, “It is the gift of Gop.” He also said to
the Romans, “If thou shalt confess with thy mouth
the Lord Jesus, and shalt Dbelieve in thine heart
that Gob raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be
saved” ; and again, “Nu man can say that Jesus is
the Lord except by the Holy Spirit’’ ; and again to
the Ephesians, “That Chnst may dweli in your
hearts oy fait4”  Further proof on this point may
be found in John vi. 28. 29.

In conclusion, I simply ask the readers of the
GuarplaN to compare the words of the Living
Church with those of the Apostle John and judge
for themselves which is right. The former says,
“‘Believing that Christ is the Son of Gop does not
necessarily make a man a Christian,” and the latter
says, “Hereby kuow we that we dwell in Him and
Heinus” 3 “Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is
the Son of Gon, Gou dwelleth in him and he 1In
Gon.”  What has the Living hurch to suy about
the declaration found 1a our grand old 7& Dewm—
“Thou didst open tue Kingdom of Heaven to all
believers.”

Desides it is most unfair
to the Incumbent of the Parish where they may be
labouring, and produces uneasiness and discontent
pot eastly allayed. Woe hope the Provost will
check this evil habit in the bud, and teach the men
as did the Iate Provost, to be open aud pliin and to
read their sermons (which by the way should be
supplied by him, so as to vouch for their orthodoxy)
from opoen hooks. We know of at least one in-
stanca whero nuglect of this salutary rule has pro-
duced much inconvenience and pam to a faithiul,
hard working, able and experienced parish priest.

DIOCISE OF HURON.

(From our own Correspondent.)

Tho Twenty Fifth Session of the Synod of the
Diocese of Huron opened with Divipe Service ab
the Chapter H use, London, on Tuesday the 26th
of September. The sermon was preached by lev,
C. J. C. Moran, Chaplaia to the Dritish Embassy at
Paris. The Bishop was assisted in the office for the
floly Communion by Very Rev. Dean Boomer.
The Synod reassembled at 3 o’clock, and the Bishop
delivered his annuil address. (Address will appear
next week.) Tho election of officers resulted as fol.
lows : —Clerical Seeretary, Rev. J. B. Richardson
(re-elected.) ; Hon. Lay Secretary, E. B. Reed;
Auditors, A. G. Smyth and James Hauilton. A
protest was entered by Archdeacon Marsh against
the system adopted of adding to Diocesan income

all monies raised for church abjects, whether collec-
ted and controlled by the Syncd or not. Tne pro-
test was ruled out of order by the chairman. A
protest by Rev. J. T. Wright as to something in
the minutes affecting him was treated in a similar
manner.

Wednesday— Stcond Day.

After Prayers and reading of the Minutes, Rov.
J. T. Wright, on cerfain technical grounds,- made a
protest against the present Synod doing any but
rouline business, and questioning its power logally
to enact any Canons.  After discussion, it was de-
cided thut the protest be not receivel.

The Secretary-Treasurer then read the Annual
Report of the Stunding Committee.

The rosolution by the Bishop for alteration of
Section 9 of the Cobstitution was amended and
adopted in the following form : “That the Synod
sha'l meet anmually on the third Tuesday in June,
ur at such other time or times as may be deemed
expedient by the BDishop, who shall appcint the
timo and place of mecting, and who shall adjourn
or prorogue the Synod, us may appear i him for
tho welfure of the Diocese.”

RELIGION AND SCIENCLE.
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Preaching before the members of the DBritish
Association at St. Mary’s, Southampton, the Bisliop
of Truro said: Religion itself was a science. in
which effects led up without a break to the cause ;
and the same spirit of nquiry which animated
scientists had made short work, not only with the
baser religions of the world, butalso with the baser
points of the Christian religion, and was the only
key now wanted to unlock certain doors and
chambers. The New Testament taught man what
the latest scientists only now taught him—namely,
the unity of life; for St. Paul said, “Y¢ are all
one in Christ Jesus.” From liberty of inquiry
sprang liberty to express results. Science could no
more submit to be controlled than theology could
be affected by cvery little alteration in scientific
opinion. Intellectual work of cvery kind must be
free, and the New Testament was the only book of
religion which accepted that statement.  ‘The New
Testament, moreover, taught mman that his two
great losses were recoverable, that his innocence
might be recovered through faith, and his dominion
over Nature by the arts and sciences. He prayed
that this great Association, by its reverent freedom
and noble research, might become the Divine
Instrument for the recovery of both these losses.
