JUDGMENT BY THR AROHEBISHOP.

—

(¥rom the London Standard.)

The judgment in the case of * Read v, the
Bishop of Lincoln” was delivered by the
Archbishop of Canterbury in the Library at
Lambeth Palace yesterday (21st Nov.), in the
presence of & crowded auditory.

The Archbishop of Canterbury was attended
by the Bishop of London, Rochester, Here~
ford, Oxford and Salisbury, and the Viosr.
Gonoral, Sir J. Parker Deaue, Q C., aud among

those present were Lord Norton and Mr. Hen-
niker Heaton, M.P,

Tho Archbishop of Canterbuiy said that in

the conree of the trial three distinot and inde-
pendent issues had been under oonsideration.
The first had reference to the jurisdiotion and
suthority of the court itself; the second was
the difference, if any, between the obligation
of & Bishop and the obligation of & Priest to
conform to the rubrical direotions for the per-
formance of the Holy Communion ; the third
had reforenoe to certain offences alleged against
the Bishop. The consiitutional sathority of
the court wss sfirmed in May, 1489, and in
the same month the obligation of the Bishop to
conform to the rnbrical rules was also decided,
It, therefore, now remained for the nonrt to
deliyer judgment upon the complaints of rubri-
oal irregularity brought against the Bishop of
Linocoln, His Grace here set forth the differ-
ent charges made against the Bishop of Lin-
coln a8 summarized below, and added that
while the acts alleged had boen admitted, it
was ploaded that they were not illegal, The
conrt had considered most csrefully the deoi.
sions given in recent years on the several
points at iesne, but at the same time had not
felt it right to evade the labor or escape the
responsibility of examining each of the points
afresh. In delivering this judgment he was
glad to say that &l the Assessors cononrred in
all the conclusions arrived &t except one, and
that on that ome point there was only one
dissentient.

With regard to the admixture of water with
the Communion wine, there was the faot of the
removal in 1642 of the rubric which had pre~
viously permitted the adding of & little water
to the wine used i the sdministration of Holy
Communion. The question arose whether it
was lawful to use & mixed chalice if the mixing
was not done during the service. The prinoi-
pal arguments had been three, First, that the
mixed cup was symbolioal, and that the mixing
therefore in public was part of the symboliam,
As to the addition of water with the wine,
there were many different views expressed by
the anthorities cited and in the practice ob-
served at various States in the anoient history
of the Church, and into these the Archbishop
wont at gome length, and said there coald be
n0 doubt that in the Esstern and Greek Ohurch,
except in Armenia, the oustom was {0 mix
water With the wine before the service, either -
at the credence or in the vestry, To mingle -

usage in the West, and their advisers, seeking
for primitive models, had studied the books in

which reference was made to the practice,
The practice of mixing water with wine, apart
from 2nd before the service, could not be dis:
allowed on the ground that it was unknown
in either the Hastern or Western Churches,
‘because while it was shown to have been
adopted in the West, it was further proved to
have been almost universal in the East. It
bad been argued that curates and ohurch
wardens were required to provide bread and
wine, and that it any wino remained uncon-
secrated the curate was to have it to his own
ure, This being so, it was contended that this
conld not refer 10 wine mixod with wator;
but, on the other hand, it was urged that the
direction was not & liturgical direetion, but
one that simply related to the question of
expense 0 be incurred, and that in this con—
nection water could not be mentioned. It
remained to bo observed that the mixed
chalice would be an additional ceremony if
done during the service, but if it was not done
during the servioce it could not be sn addition.
No one, for example, could osll the careful
division of the bread made almost universally
before the service sn addition to the service,
although the bread conld be administered with
out this being done, If tho putting of water in
thoe wine were not unlawful, the administration
of it could not be unlawful. The Court there-
fore conoluded that the Church of England had
the same aunthority as any Charch, Western or
Eastern, to relain, change or abolish ocere
mouies or rites of the Churoh oreated hy man's
. autbority. By this authority the mixing of the
| oup wus removed from the Church. No rea
* son had been shown for tho abolition of the
almost universal use of the mixed cap, and it
wag not within tho competenay of the Court to
make & now rele—in fact, a new rubris—which
the order that 8 mixed oup shozld not be used
would bo. The Court decided that the mixing
of the wine as part of the service, however,
was against the law of the Church ; but there
was no ground for eaying that the mixing of
the cup beforchand was an ecolesiastioal of-
fenace,

The charges in the eighth and twelfth arti-
oles were that after the Communion the Bishop
of Lincoln poured what remsained of the wino
and water into ihe chalice and drank it. The
point of thut charge was that it was done
without apy break or interval, and that there-
fore it was done us part of the service, It was
algo pointed ount that the wine and water was
drupk in the face of the congregation, and that
it was a coremony of ablution. The Court held
that the term ‘‘cerernony of ablution” was
not properly applicabla to what was deseribed,
The rubric in this case tmimed generally on
what was to be dono with what remained after
the Communion Service, If a conscientious
soruple were enlertsined by the cfficiating
olergyman a8 to carryingout the slight remnarts
of the chalico even into ihe vestry, this Court
did not propose to override it, and ocould not
hold that the minister who, aftor the ger-
vice was endod and the benediction given,
oleansed the voseel of all elements in a
reverent way without ceremony or prayer, be:
fore leaving the holy table, would thereby
have subjected himself to penal constquence
by 8o doing. This charge must therefore be

- dismissed, (Slight applause in the body of
the CUourt followed tbis announcement, but it
was promptly followed by the ory of * Silence"
from the ¢ficials of the Court.)

Anothor oharge mado agsinst the Bishop of
Lincoln was that he had stood in the cathedral
during the whole of the Communion Service
dowp to the ordering of the bread and wine on
the west side of the table, and not on the north
side in front of the altar. The Court here ro-
marked that thers » as no proper aliegation of
illegality brought against the Bishop of Lic~
coln in this particolar—any oharge of offend-

N

ing against any etatate, rubrio or canon being
omitted from the articles charging shis offonce.
Nevertheless, the Court had thought it advis-

able to consider and give its opinion on the
question, . The Bishop of Lincoln olaimed to
have observed the rubrio precisely, contending
for s different interpretation of the term
» north side” to that which was attached to it
in the Articles, In order to arrive st & conclu-
sion regarding this point, it had been necessary
to make an historical retrospect of what had
been the practice in the Cburch. In doing
this His Grace entered into some detail as to
the corflicting views that had bsen taken on
the subjeot, and the frequent contentions urged
that, according to the position in which in
many oases the Communion iable was placed,
it was impossible for the clergyman to officinte
from the north side. The Court found that
Bishop Juxon's Artioles of 1642 required the
minister to stand at the north side or end of
the table, but that the next set of Articles in
1662 with ono exception, omitted this require.
ment. Contemporsneousiy with the lsst revi-
sion of the Prayer Book, the requirements as
to the north side or end in the Artiocles and
Ordinarios ceased, and never resppeared: The
result was that the north end became the
generally used position, and was beyond ques-
tion the true liturgioal use in the Charch of-
Eogland, formed as most uses were formed,
not by enactment, but, as the word itself im-
plied, by use. As this point there came in
snch illustrations as the Court were able to
commaund of actusl use. In support of the
North End Position it was not neceesary to
oite many instances, bucasse the prevalence
was boyond doubt; but from the position in
which the book was slmost invariably placed
on the table in the engravings. it showed that
the oclebrant from 1662 stood at the north
end. - It had been pointed out that the only
parts of the service to which the morth side
applied were the two opening prayers, the
coliect for the Qauven and the collect for the
dsy. It had been argued that the direction of
the rubric could not be extended beyond the
fouar prayers. The defendant Bishop had
adopled an alternative not altogether un-
known, He applied the term * north ride of
the table” to the north part of the front, An
aitempt had been made to show that the north
part of the front was the north part of the
table, as intended by the rubric, but that was
held by the Court to be inoconsistent with the
continuous use of the rubrio. It had been said
that the Eastward Position was the sacrifisial
position and the natural position for one offer-
ing o sacrifice ; but, if this were true, it wonld
apply more strongly to the consecration
prayer, where such a position was admitted to
be lawful, than to the beginning of the ser-
vice, But, by whoever put forward, the
statement was without foundation, and neither
those who approved or those who disapproved
of an aotion recognized by suthority could
invest it with any sense contrary to that
suthorilty, The place to thejwest had never
been invested with a sacrificial charsoter; and,
indeed, the quarter designated by Scripture for
laying the hand upon and shedding the blood
of the offering was a different one, as it lay on
the side towards the northward of the altar.
The Court conoluded that the term ‘‘north
side ” was introdnced into the rubric to meet
doubts that had arisen, owing to the change
that had taken place in the poaition of the
table. The term was ai that time perfeotly
definite and distinot in its meaning ; but eighty
years after the firat publication of the rabrio
& general change was made by sathority in
the position of the table, which was moved 10
the esst end, and this made the north side
direction impossible of fulfilment in the sonse
originally intendod. As fur as the information
before the Court extended, it was of opinion
that a certain liberty of interpretation had

been exercised, and although it had been exer.

oised less and less for a long time, it did not
appesr to have been lost or taken away, Such
liberty a8 stil) exzisted, it was not the fanation

of the Court, but rather that of the Legislature,
to curtail. It would be virtaslly attompting
to make a new rubric if the Court were judi~
cially to asssume & pecondary meaving to a
definite primary term, and to declare with
penal consequences that what had never boea
get forth as the only possible form of ohedience
was admiesible, In order to make the aot
described illegal, it would be necessary to prove
that no position except that at the north end
wag correot in point of language, and that no
other had boen permitted. This, however, had
not been proved It was necessary, therefore,
that tho charg e should be dismissed, although
not upon the ground slleged in the responsive
plea (Applause, which drew from the Arch-
bishop the remark that there must be abaclute
silence.)

The charge contained in the fifth and tenth
artioles was that the Bishop stood while read-
ing the prayer of consecration at the west side
of the Loly table, with his face to the esst, that
ho etood with his back to the people, 80 that
the communicsnis could not, when he broke
the bread and took the cop, see him do so,
scoordisg to the direction of the rubric. It
wags pol charged as illegal that he stood in the
HEastward position, but that he stood in such
wise thatibe manual &ois could not be seen,
The responsive plea of the Bishop was that he
had no wish or intention to prevent the com-
municants from seeing him break the bread
and tako the cup in his hand, The plea did
not deny that the manual acts were done out
of the sight of the people; but it was said that
that was unintentional. It was, therefore, for
the Court to satisfy itself, first, whether the
Order of the Holy Communion required that
the manual acts should be visible; and, second.
ly, whether the hiding of the acts, withont any
wish or iniention to do so, constituted & trans-
greesion of the Order. The Court entertsined
po doobt as to what the Order required, It
required the celebrant to take care that the
mannal acts should not by his position be rer-
dered invisible to the bulk of the communi-
cants, and the Gourt decided that the Order of
the Holy Commaunion rcquired that the manual
sots should be visible. ‘The next question was
whether the Order of the Holy Communion
requiring the manual acts to be visible, the
biding of those acte without wish or intention
constituted & travsgreseion of that Order. Tho
Court decided that in the mind of the minister
there ought to be a wiskor intention to do what
was to be done, It was not merely that there
should be no wish or intention not to do it,
and he must not therefore hide the acis by
doing that which might bhide them; that he
must not be so indifferent as to what the results
might be of what he did, - The Court, there:
fore, held that the Bishop of Linccln had mis-
takon tho true interpretation of this Order of
Holy Communion, and that the manual acis
must be performed so that they might be seen
by the communicants, )

The sixth artiole charged the Bishop of Lin-
coln with having osused or permitted to be
said or enng before the reception of the ele-
ments, and immediately after the reading of
the prayer at conseoration, the words of the
hymn or prayer commonly known as the
“Agous,” and the defendant, in his fifth
answer, admitied that the choir had, with his
sanction, sung the words of that hymn. No-
thing tarned on the statement that if was
commonly oalled the  Agnus.” The words
were sung by the choir in Knglish, and formed
vhe well known hymn or anthem nsed in the
Litany, as well as of the ** Gloria in Excelsis,
the words being taken from the Bible. The
question was whether the hymn so sung was
an addition to the service in contravention of
the ecolesiastical laws of Eogland, In that

oase it muet be either because it was §110381 fo
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introduce into the service of the Chureh any
hymn or anthem not ordered by the rubrig, or
beosuse it was illegal to introduce it in the
particnlar plase in which it was sung, or be-
cause of something in the words themselves
rendering them unsuitable, [t was mot con-
tended that it was iilegsal to use a hymn or an
anthem in all places whers it was not ordered ;
and in the next place, to pronouace that it was
an unlawful addition to the service, it mnst be
shown that it was unlawful at that partioular
place, By the injunctions «f Queen Elizabsth
it was permitted that at the beginning or end
of the Common Piayer, either merning or
evening, there might be sung & hymn, or such
likke song, in the best gort of melody or music,
It was not alleged that the hymn was so sung
as to interfere with the communicants at the
time of the reception or with the words of the
sdministration, and on the point of usage in—
gtances were before the Courts showing that
such & usage had been ample, widely diffored
sand continuons, The Court therefore fourd
{hat there was no ground to deolare sach sing-
ing to be illegal, bat tho contrary, Moreover,
there bad been no evidenoce io sbow that the
gervice was let or hindered by the singing, or
that it interpased to the delry of the reveption,
They must nexf inquire whether the anthem
was suitable. In form it was, tue iwo verses
which composed it being taken out of the
Bible. Seeing that there was no evidence to
show that Bishop Ridley or any one else
objected to the oboir singing the anthem on
sny doctrinal ground, there was no reasen for
believing that the words had any assooistion
with Romish preachers or practices which the
Churck of England repudiated. The Court
had not to consider expediency, but legality,
and the use of the words could only be con-
demned on the gronnd that at that plaoce their
use was illegal, which could not be maintained.
The Court considered the singing of the arthem
by the choir was not an illegal sddition to the
gervioe.

The next point was the use of lighted oandles
during the Commaunion Service when such can-
dles were not required for the purpose of giving
light, The responsive ples in regard to that
was that throughout the celebration there were
two lighted candles on the Holy table, aud that
such lights were lawful. What was charged
and admitted was that two candles in candle.
sticks were alight from the commencement to
the end of the service. In regard to this mat-
ter, the cenrt thought that while they ounght to
give full weight to previous decisions, the judg-
ment in this case ought to be based upon the
view whioch the court took upon the whole of
the evidence befere them. Having examined
from an historical point of view the cages that
had been brought forward, in whioh the use of
lights had been made the subject of litigation,
and quoted the decisions of certain judges who
held that the lighting of candles was not con-
irary to the Aot of Uniformity, the Archbishop
proceeded to consider the eXtent to which lights
had been msed in the English Church, arriving
at the oconclusion that between the years 1680
and 1750 the use of lights had been sahout
equally balanced. On & full review of the
whole subjeot, the Court did not find eufflcient
warranty for declaring that the law had been
broken where two lighted caudles, when not
wanted for the purpose of giving light, stood
opon the table during service.

The next charge with which the Coart had
to deal was that while pronouncing the Abso-
lution the Bishop of Lincoln conspicuonsly and
ceremonislly having both hands elevated, and
looking towards the comgregation, made with
hig hands the sign of the cross, and that again,
in like'manner, while pronouncing the Bene.
diction during the samo service the Bishop
made the sign of the cross, It was alleged that
these were unlawful additions to and variations
from the order of service as prescribed and
appointed. In the anewers made to these alle-

gations, it was stated that the Bishop did raise
his right bard snd make the sign of the cross
during the Abeolation, at the same time lock-
ing towards the congregation, and also that
while pronouncing the bleesing he made the

sign of the o108 with his hand. The poiat to’

be inquired into was whether the ceremony,
was lawful, although not prescribed in the
Prayer Book. It certainly coald pot be sup-
ported by the Canon relating to the sign of the
oross in baptism, There were two cases in
which the rign of the cross came under the
consideration of the Court—first, in giving Ab-
solution ; snd, next, in the case of Bouediction
and there was no jusifioation for the nse .f
orogsing in either case. Tha court, therefore,
found that there was no justification either in
direotion or ueage for makirg the sign of the
cross in giving the final Berediction ; that tho
action was a distinct ceremony, not ¢ retained,’
gince it had not previously ecxisted; and that
therefore it was a coremony additional to tho
ceremonies of the Church, sccording to the
nse of the Church of England, This ceremony
was 8180 an innovation which must be diszcon-
tinued,

Bis Grace concluded his jadgment, the deliv-
ery of which occupied four hours, in the fol-
lowing words: * A Court constituted ss is the
present, baving wider duties towards all parties
concerned than those of other judges, duties
inalienable from that position which makes its
members judges, corsider iteelf bound forther
to cbserve briefly in relation to this cause that
although religious people whose religions feel-
ings really suffer might rightly feel consirained
to come forward as witnesses in such a case,
yet 't is not decont for religious persons to hire
witnesses to intrnde on the worship of others
for purposes of espeal. In expreseing this
opinion the Court has no intention of oriticis-
ing the statements themselvos which were in
this case given in evidemce, The Court has
not ouly felt deeply the incongruity of minute
questionings and disputations in great and
eacred subjects, but desires to expreus its sense
that time and attention are diverted thereby
from the Churoh’s real coniest with evil and
building up of good, both by those who give
and by those who take offence unadvisedly in
such matters. The Apostolic judgment as to
other matters of ritual has a proper reference
to these—namely, that things which may ne-
cessarily be ruled to be lawful do not for that
resson become cxpedient, Pablic worship is
ono of the divine inatitutions, which are the
horitage of the Churoh for the fraternsl union
of mankind, The Church, therefore, has & right
to ask that her congregrtions may not be
divided, either by needless pursuance or by
exaggerated suspicion of practices not in them-
gelves illegal. Kither spirit is in painful con-
trast to the deep and wide desire whioh prevails
for mutnal understanding. The clergy are the
natural promoters and fosterers of the divine
instinos$ to follow after things which make for
peace, and things wherewith one may edify
another.’ We bave given judgment on each
article as the several points have been consid-
ored. We give no costs.”

THE THIRD SUNDAY IN ADVENT,

The whole Advent season is one peculiarily
suggestive of thought upon the deop things of
God, Present grace, a life of probation, Di-
vinely appointed means and agencies, 88 well
as the Judgment to come press themselves upon
the attention. The great subject of the Chris-
tian ministry this coming week opens & wide
field for consideration, and the more so from the
absolute demoralization of opinion consequent
upon the running wild of private jadgment.
To a vast number of minds where Protestant-

ism has had its fall swing, the visible Church
or kingdom of the Saviour of the world is ex-

tinot, and the authority of the Christian minis-
try is submerged under pretensions of popular
talents and the gift of utterance, which would
appesr to engross all conceptions of the com.
mission to preach the Gospel, to foed the lambs
and sheep, and to become foro runners of the
Great &nd fina} Coming of the Son of Man;

The general
devout use of the Ember Coll.cts in private as
well a8 public—if such conld bo effeoted would
be in itelf a powerlal correolive, definite
views of the anthority of the Chrisiiun ministry
44 based upon positive Scripiure statemonts
practicelly unapprebonded by a large propor-
tion of the members of the Catholic Church of
Bugland, and entirely ignored by others—a
review of the historieal and uncquivoeal les.
timonies proving divine authority and earthly
juriediction ; a rccognition that in a real sense
geoondary oply to the inspired Apostles—the
Apostolic ministry embodies the messongers of
God to His servants, and that through them
He smbraces His children in the Charch's fold

The
Gospel systom is rimplo and porfect, but its
factora are &o interwoven and interlooked that
perversion of one feature carries with it conse-
quences sffecting most distant points of faith
and practice. View the Caristian miniater as
a tool to voice tho previmiling opinions of his
people, and there is no pluce for the soul-
guarding witness of reproof; rebuke with all
long sulering and dootrine; deny him the
estoem Which is Divinely stamped upon his
gaored cffice, and thore will follow that nig.
gardly support which makes bis condition a
by-word ; dispersc the Apostolic Episcopate
and thore springs up the clash and strife of
tongues which now greet tho ears of the mal.
titude from opposing teachers—which is ap-
proaching the climax of confusion in women
preachers, In this line comes to thought a
reforcnoe made by a great Presbyterian Divine
of Ontario, who latoly spoke of an esteemed
Romish Priest, a8 a *father of the Uriversal
Church.’ Conld an expression fiom & oritioal
mind be more misleading to such as compre -
hend not the Church in its Scriptural sccept-
ance; and its Ministry in its rightful position
and administration.

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Hanreporr ~ Last week we recorded the
opening of a nex Church at Northfiald in the
parish of Maitland, This week we are able fo

. record av opening of another beautifal church

at Hantsport. The Hantsport Journal devotesa
nearly three columna of its spsce to an acsount
of the proceedings on the day of opening, Nov.
27th, which also was the day fixed for the
Quarterly meeting of the Avon Deanery, In
opening its account the Journal says :

The members of the Charch of Eagland in
Hantaport are certainly to be warmly congra~
tulated on the resnlt of their labors for the past
four years. Thongh far smaller than any other
religions body in the village, they have more
than made up for this in zoal, earnestvess and
bard work, and as a result, they have to-day a
ohurch edifice, which in beauty snd tasteful-
ness both within and without, takes the first
rank in the village in which it has been erected.
It is a church of whioh any congregation might
be prond, and certainly the little band who
have raised it to the glory and for the worship
of God have more than ordinary osuse for
thankfuloess and pride.

The firat service was & celebration of the
Holy Communion at & a.m., followed by Morn-
ing service at 11 a.m,, which opened with the
Processional hymn, ¢ Oanward Christian Sol-
diers,’ during whioh the clergy passed from the
main entrance of the building w0 the ohancel.
The following clergy wero pregent : Rav, Canons
Maynard and Brock, Rev. C. W. MoCally, of
St. Luke's, Halifax; Ven. Arohdeacou Jones,
Reotor of Windsor ; Rev. Professor Vroom, of
King's Colloge, Reva, G, H. Fallerton, of Fal-
mouth, J. M. O Wude, of Aylesford, K. C.
Hind, of Newport, and F. J. Axford, of Corn-
wallia. The Psalms selected as proper to the
occasion, wore the 84th, the 96th and 132nd.
Rev. Canon Brook read the First Liesson, taken
from ii Chron, ohap, 6th ; the Second Lesson,
from Ephesians, 2nd chapter, beirg read by
Rev. Canon Maynard.

It was expected that the Rev, Canon Part-
ridge, of Halifax, wounld have been the preacher
on the ocvasion, but owing to his inability to
be present, the R v, C. W. MoCully, of Halifax,
fitled his place und presched an eloguent and
earnest sermon from the 18'h and following
verses of 6ih chapter 2nd Chron. The Bene-
diction was pronounced by the R.v, Canon
Maynard, after which the Hymn, ¢ Crown with
many Crowns ' wag sung as & Reoessional.

The third service was held in the evening,
when every available seat was ccoupied, Asin
the morning it commenced with a Proces
sional hymn, * All People that on earth do
dwell The service was the shortened form,
in which the Rev. F. J. Axford, Rsotor of
Cornwallis, and the Rev. J. M. G, Wade, Rector
of Aylesford, took part. After singing of the
hympn, ‘The Church’s one Foundation,' the Rov,
Mr, Fallerton explained that at Deanery meet-
ings instead of & sermon it was usnal to have &
series of brief addresses, and he oalled upon the
first speaker, the Rev. 3, Weston Jones, who
delivered an able address on ¢ The Claims of the
Axglican Church to Catholicity,” In his ad-
drees he explained the meaning and applioation
of the words *Anglican’ snd *Catholio,” and
ghowed that the Church was firmly established
in Hogland lcng before the vigit of St. Augus-
tine; that the Reformation was only a casting
off of the errors and superstitions, un-oatholio
in charaoter which had orept into the Church,
that the Bishops of the Church of England ocan
validly olaim continnity of Orders from the
earliest Bisheps of the Christian Church, and
that the teaching of the Church was Apostolio,

The second address was by the Rev. Canon
Brook on ‘ Baptism ' in which he spoke of its
necessily, its eharaoter or effeot, and ably
snswered objections to infant Baptism,

The olosing address was by the Rev. H. C.
Hind, Reotor of Newport, the subject being
* Worship.,! He said that it should be remem-
bered that people go to God's house to give
rather than receive,’ that worship should be
real coming from the depths of the heart, and
it should have the effeot of training mind snd
heart for the worship of heaven,

This besutifal little edifice stands on the
Main street of Hantsport, in & central part of
the village, The lot on which it is bailt was
purchased from Mrs, Theodore Davison for
$312, and an additional five feet was afterwards
peid for by His Lordship Bishop Courtney. The
cellar and foundation cost about $250 more.
The total cost will approximate $4,000. The
Church has & seating capacity of 250, the pews
being of white wood edged with walont. The
walls of the body of the church are a light gray,
bordered by a narrow stripe of dark browan,
and within this by a finer stripe of red. A
wainscott of ash, edged with walnut. extends
on all sides aboat three feet from the flyor, the
whole giving & very neat and tasteful effect.
There are on each side five windows-of ground
glass, marked in diamond pattern, having but
one pane each in upper and lower sash. A
large window is at the rear of the church, above
this being the rose window, which is of paleat
green,

Over the entrance to the chancel appear

these beantiful and suggestive words in illami.
pated letters: * Oh magnify the Lord with me,
and let us exalt His name together.” The walls
of the chancel are a dark brown, bordered by a
tasteful design in gold, edged with black. The
chancel window is of amber glass, through
which a mellow, goldea light is poured over
the in-erior, giving a most beautiful effect. Two
handsome chandeliers and several neat bracket
Inmps give light for evering servioes,
Mies Nellie Smith was the organist at the
opening services: ihe choir being composed of
the best voices from among the future worship-
pers in the churoh, assisted by a few from other
congregations. The collections at all the ser-
vices amonnted to just §69.

Rawpon.—The Rev. W. J. Ancient closed
his ten and & half years' ministry in this par-
ish on Sunday, November 23rd, There was a

special oelebration of the Holy Communion at
the Morni ng service at which forty-five com-
municated. In the evening a farewell service
was held and sermon preached in the parish

“ Repent ye and be comverted, that your
sins may be blotted out,” was the message
with which the Apostles wont forth after the
Ascension of our Lord. St. Luke xxiv, 47 ;
Acts ii, 38, iii. 19.

St. Panl places it first among the ‘‘ prin
ciples of the doctrine of Christ.” Heb. vi. 1.

St. Peter tells us that God is * long sefforing
to usward, not willing that any shonld perigh,
but that all shonld come to repentance.” 2
Peter iii, 9.

Since *“all bave sinved and como short of
the glory of God” (Rom. iii. 23), all need
repentance before they can be saved.

What, then, is true repentance ?

Our Cburch, while leaving her peoplo en-
tirely froe whether they will avail thomselves
or not of this special oxorcise of the “ Ministry
of Reoonciliation.” counsels its use in two spe-
oial oasos, first, when any soul is proparing to
receivo the Holy Communion, and cannot by
ordinary mesans obtaln “a full trust in God’s
méroy, and & quiet conscience ;” and, secondly,
in sickness, if after a special examination the
person ‘ feel his conscionce tronbled with any
woighty mattor.” (See first Exhortation in
Office for Holy Commnnion, and Rabries after
the Creed in Service for the Visitation of the
Sick.

Oul Church evidently regards such speocial
Confession as a remedy for special evils: but
an aot that is considered to be helpful to souls
in oircumstances of great need, may also be
found helpfal at other times.

But in whatever way Confessicn is made to
God, in order that it may be real and effectual,
there must bo before a diligent scarching of
the heart, in self examination. (Helps for
Self-Ezamination will be given in the next
Paper.)

WHICH JOHN WESLEY?

From the Church Times.

In a remote village, about ten years ago, on
a cortain Sunday morning at seven o'clock, an
old man of eighty years of age, who bad just
come to that village from ome still more re-
mote in order to end his days with friends,
went to tho Wesloyan chapel expecting to find
an early servioce. It had been hia custom since
the days of his ¢ converrion’ to mest his breth-
ren at that hour for prayer, sund he thought to
find the samo cunstom in the new gquarters.
Bat po; the bells of tho old parish church were
ringing joyously, and simple folk were on
their way to the service, bat the doors of the
new Gothic Wesleyan chapel were fast closed,
aud presently the old man went home ponder-
iog. “ You be no Methodists,” quoth he next
day to some of the chapel leaders; and ere
long he, too, passed the chapsl doors on his
way to the Church of his fathers and of John
Wesley.

This inoidont, whioh we commend to our
Wesleyan friends (as an a'legory, if they will),
was recslled to our mind by the advertisement
of & centenary to be held in commemoration of
John Wesley's death, and still more foroibly
when wo came aoross two passages in & recent
number of the Methodisi Times, the organ of
the party of life, and movement, and dust, and
other signs of forwardness. On an editorial
page of the number in question we read :—

The Methodist Times, therefore, witnesses to
the faot, which has long been patent to Churoch-
men, that there sre {wo John Wesleys, the one
who taught as Liddon taught, the Wesley of
history, and the other who was the * founder
of the Church,” the Wesley of fistion. For
granting, as we suppose the editor of the
Methodist Times will in all fairness do, that s
“Church” oau hardly olaim. as its founder &
man whose doctrines it repudiates, we oan dis-
cover Do other solution of the problem raised
by the passages we have put in juxtaposition,
than that the * founder” referred to must be a
personage who, for lack of identity with any
known historical character, has been evoked
from the too sotive brain of some piousinventor
of legends, There are always some members
of the body ecclesiastic who in their eagerness
to edify less favored brethren, perhaps to
stimulate them as Antiochus did his elephants
with the blood of the grape, are ready with
pens and paint to prepare some new effigy out
of a given gquantum of fact—a very small
amount will serve—and the nineteenth century
bids fair to rival any preceding age in the
number of its legends and religioua fictions.
We submit, therefore, to the chief Methodist
body as a subjeot for discussion whether
the proposed centenary should be held at all,
or if held, whether it would not be as well to
let beople know the mythical charaoter of the
person to whom John Wesley's name has been
mysterionsly (i, e., symbollicaily) attached.
The latter course would, if adopted, be &
splendid proof of the progress of the soientifio
spirit, that spirit to whioh we owe the exposure
of more than one protense to historical verity.
Amongst the many forward movements of the
day we can think of none to be 8o likely pro-
ductive of honor to its promoters as in all
sinoerity we believe this would be, and we
offer the suggestion in the hope that it may be
taken up by some good Mathodist leader. Tha
oreatures of myths are over modest folk ; they
shrink from the rewards of publicity, and leave
their homors to be shared by the crowd ; and
perhaps there is good resson for their retiring
disposition. But the case is rightly otherwise
with the destroyers; they have no need for
retirement, for, although a discontented few
may ssy bard things, the majority will be only
too ready to yield fitting thanks to the men
who thua prove their love for trath above
party. Wo do not seek, therefore, to discover
the founder of the Wesleysn myth, rather letit
be our congenial task to invite the forthcoming
of the braver spirit who will releage his breth-
ren from the fatal spell of & pious dementia,

Weo thought a short ‘ime since that we had
fomund such sn one, 88 we read in an answer to
a cgrreapondent in the Methodist Times these
words : —

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Bat, anfortunately, the gentleman who wrote
go oandidly and correctedly is only half-
persuaied of the iruth, as he goes on to state
that Wesley, by ordaining ministers, ¢ both for
this country and America, did what was abso-
lntely inconsistent with the eccesiastical theory
of the Church of England, and in that and
other ways, made deliberate provision for the
eafablishment of a separate Church after his
death.”

Wesley himself admitted his inconsistency,
and go far, again, we are at one with the
Methodist Times, but as to what follows we can
only ask, Did he? and, for answer, refer to
documentary evidence of Wesley's own date.
It is true that he appointed Coke to a  superin-
tendency” over the American Methodists, bat
it must be remembered for what it is worth,
that the ambitious Coke seeing there were
no Bishops in America, forced Wesley's hand
in order to be firat in the field with a shadow
of authorily ; and that on the theory then held
by Wesley himself, Coke, being a priest, was
also a Bishop, and bad no need of further con-
gecration, And nothing jis more certain than
that Coke had so little faith in his being any-
thing but a simple priest, after the scene in
Wesley's bedroom, that he offered.himself iu
1791 for oomeeoration by true Bishops, if only
the consequences of his own schismatio action
could be ovorcome and his leadership in
Amaerica be retained or exchanged for some
other climate;

Farther, he admitted that sll the men,
“ ordained” by him would have to be re-
ordained. All whioch is plain history and not
legond. No one kuew better than Dr. Coke
himse!f that Wesley repented of his sham con-
secration, for in Coke's letter to Bishop White,
he said of Wesley :—

He weunt further I am sure than he wonld have gone, if
he hay foresesn some evenis which followed. And thisI
am certain of—~that he {8 now sorry tar the separation.
And, again :~—

In Europs, where some steps had been taken tendling to
s sepa.ation, all th-t 18 at an end. Mr. Wesloy is a
determiyed enemy of it.

And if further evidence be needed, we refer
the honest inquirer to Wesley's ¢ Reasons
against & separation from the Church of Eng-
land,” pnblished first in 1768, and reafirmed
by him in 1783, and to Mr, Chrichton's evi-
dence that John Wesley repented with toars
that he had ever ordained any preachers, sad
expressed his sorrow for the act in the Confer-
ence of 1789, two years before his death.
Moreover, the Korah sermon is still in ciroala-
tion., If Wesley thus repudiated and repented
his unlawful uots, with what consistency can
any * follower"” of his claim that by these sham
ordinations he made provision for sohism and
the ¢ fonnding” of a Church,

We admire the calm sssurance of the man
who can assert that Wesley “ made deliberate
provision” for & schismatical body, wher
Wesley himself said within fifteen months of
his death, * I NAVEs had any design of separat
ing from the Church; I have no such design
Now " We admire the courage of the assertion,
indeed, but, both assurance and courage, excel-
lent and necessary qualities as they are, may
be sometimes found out of place and in a sorry
vonnpeotion. If s “separate Church” was the
dire necessity of the times, how oomes it that
the Conference in 1793 passed this minute :—

Wo do assure you that we have no desigs ar desire of
msaking our Socisiies separate Churches. We have never
sanctioned Ordination in i gland, either in this Confer-
ence or in any uiher, in any des.ee, nor ever attempted to
doit. The representatlon of us concerntng thls point I8
entirely false,

Wuh these anticipatory repudiations of the
separation theory before us, we are justified in
repeating our earnest desire that men whom

and the surrender of an unwholesome tradition

we like to think of as si\noere and of whose
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devotion we have had mauy proofs, should for
the sake of trath put awsay once for all the
mythical Wesley and restore the real John
Wesley to his rightful place in their Society.

No doubt, the effort to throw away & delnsion
is & painfal one, but men who seek peace and
ensue it, who are ready to be convirced of
error snd oheerfully acoept Lthe congequences if
only trath may be served, will not shrink from
making at least a patient and faithful examina-
tion of the faots. If they will endeavor so
much, we have little doubt of the results, nor
of the magnificent gain to the Christian cause
which must result therefrom, Quar Wesleyan
friends must understand that we have no desire
whatever to take from them any privilege or
pystem of aetion or teaching which is consonant
with the Catholic faith, the Creed of Christen-
dom. We should be sorry to see their society

erish, a8 & society ; for the Church has need
of the perpetuation in spoiety or guild form of
all that is good and sound in Wesley’s syatem,
and po Catholio would for & moment dream of
asking men whove lives have been blessed by
their steady adherence to & rnle to give up that
rale entirely, No, rather we should look for
the development of the best elements in the
system, and they are many, and we bave
gufficient donfidence in the main bedy of
Wesleyaas to record onr convistiop that their
return to union would be an immense gain to
Christisan life in this country.

If the centenary of Wesley's death could be
marked by the final settlement of terms of
re-union, it would be the most glorious viotory
for truth and jastice that this century could
afford, snd there areno men who would bs more
thankfal for it than the increasing number of
those who are commonly called High Church
men.

We believe that the terms which might be
offered by The Churoh wonld only involve the
confirmation and ordination of all present min
isters, and the confirmation of all the haptised
members of the society. The existing chapels
might be licensed for the Sacraments wherever
necesssry, and looal preachers would receive
the Bishop's license for their work. Prayer
meetings, class meetings, conference, and ali
the publishing and financial apparatus of the
Society could very well be continned without
any serious disturbance of existing arrange.
ments; and although entire peace and the
absence of friotion counld .only he expected as
the fruit of some years of forbearance and the
exercise of common patience, we are confident
that no great interval would elapse before the
sooiety became what the Zrue John Wesley in-
tended it to be, and assumed its proper destiny
83 an integral part of the Church, working in
obedience to Apostolic order, and maintaining
ihat Catholic unity for which our Dying
Master prayed,

By the disunion of Christians the Devil's
kingdom of anarchy is supported, souls sre dis-
couraged, the heathen repelled, and the King-
dom of God desolated. Shall we continue
under the bondage of a bad tradition, or labour
for true and healthy reconciliation ?—The
Church Eclectic,

A PRESBYTERIAN ON DENOMI-
NATIONALISM,

Rev. Henry J. VanDyke, D.D, (Presby-
terian), Brooklyn, N,Y., in a paper contri-
buted to the Church Review, of New York, on
Rzuniow, says :—

* The day for eulogizing the divisions of the

Church of Christ into *denominations’ has|P

goue by. Thoughtful and earnest Christians
are coming more and more to recognize snd
mourn over it a8 an evil, in its origin and in its
results.  'We get the most vivid impression of
the evil when we lay sside all abstract theories
&nd look at the concrete facts as they exist be-

ore our eyes, We cannot embrace the Chris-

tian world in our view ; but we oan consider a
part ag the type of the whole. Here is & town,
not & hundred miles from any of us, consisting
of a thousand inhabitants, or sbout two hun
dred families,—just enough to make one parish
or pastoral charge, able to sustain the ordin-
anoes of the Gospel for iteelf, and to contribute
to the evangelizing the world ; but instead of
one self-supnorting church, this town has five
sickly organizations, two or three of which are
sustained by some Missionary Board. Oune of
these churshes bas & steeple surmounted with
the oross, the common symbol of Christianity ;
the others, if they have steeples at all, have
crowned them with & weather cook., All these
churches claim to be Christian ; but they all
bear denominational names, and each is & rival
of the others, Now, the evil of this state of
thinge does not oonsist only nor chiefly in its
waste of Christian resources; but its chief evil
is its demoralizing effect upon religious experi-
ence and Christian character. Itparrows men’s
souls by concentrating on a sect the sympa
thies sod sffections which ouvght to expand
npon the whole Body of Christ. It oreates
fal-e tests and standards of personal piefy. It
mars the symmetrieal growth of the soul in
the knowledge of Christ by magnifying cer-
tain dootrines to the neglect or denial of
others,

“The effect of the system upon the Sacra-
ments i8 no less to be deplored. It obscures
the trze meaning of these holy ordinances by
contracting the Table of the Lord to the cluse
communion of a party in the Church, ard by
making baptism the badge of a sect; so that
one says: ‘I was baptized an Epizcopalian,
and another, ‘I was baptized a Presbyterian,’
and another, I was baptized a Baptist.’ The
effect of denominationalism upon the ministry
is no less deplorable. It tco often degrades
the servant and ambassador of Christ into the
hired man of & voluntary ssscciation, and ex-
pends his reputation and inflaence upon mak-
ing proselytes from other ‘scoictizs.’ That
minister must be a siropg man who, in ad-
justing his work to such conditions, does not
lose somewhat of the epirit in his high commis-
sion, and shrive! his own mind to the dimen-
gions of a gossip.

“Theso conditions are greally sggravated
by their complications with social distinctions
snd family pride. Denominational lines, in
such commnanities a8 we have described, are
very apt to follow the lines of class distinctions
and to deepen them with the ‘Gospel plough.’
Religious societies becomes social olabs, and
got rid of the question abont seating the poor
man io vile raiment by making it practically
certain that he will not come into the same
assembly with the man in goodly apparel and
a gold ring. ¢ Tho Salvation Army.’ or any
other outside effort, is good enough for him.
And so we look with complacency upon the
spasmodic movements of zeal without know-
ledge, and even patronize them at a distance,
as & galve to our conscience, not perceiving
that the necessity, and indeed fac of their
existence, is a standing reproach to the Churoh,

“What wonder if in this stato of things
one-half of our settled ministers in all denomi-
nations are unsettled in their minds, waiting
for ‘a oall.’ What wonder if the doors of
vacant churches are hesieged by an army of
candidates, composed not only of yonng men
who are openly looking for their firat charge,
but Jargely of old eoldiers, some of whom by
unwortby devices conceal the fact of their can-
didaoy ? Surely, if we need a civil gervice re—
form in the State, there is no less need of a
astoral service reform in the Church. And
this reform, to be effective, muet begin at the
denominationalism which fills the land with
feeble ohmrches and half supported ministers,
and wastes in seotarian rivalries what ought to
go to the evangelixing of the world.

# Tt ig the Unily of the Visible Chnrch that

we are coptending for. _ We long for Churoh

recognition as the only legitimate and perma.
nent embodiment of Christian fellowship.
Mutual recognition, aside from the organio
life and work of the churches, performed asa
holiday parade, and upon platforms erected
for that special purposs, is little more than &
confession of the evils of denominationalism. It
does not apply any practical remedy; sweet
and pleasant in itself, it is only & sentiment,
and unless it is embodied in deeds, it will
evaporate in the words that express it. If it
goes no farther, its practical effect is to die-
parage the Church, and to slicnate thinking
men from her life and her work. What we
need is such a mutual recognition as will lead
to co operation. :

 And this co-operation must be within and
not outside of the visible Church. We do not
undertake to foreoast its methods ; but we have
a very distinot prevision of ite results. First
of all, it will prevent the needless multiplica.
tion of churches. and the waste of Christian
mesns and enorgies in particular localities.
Secondly, it will elevate the ministry, and cul-
tivate & nobler type of Christian character, by
laying aside petty rivalries and strifes about
words and forms of worship, whose only effect
ig the perversion of the hearer, and by insist.
ing upon the great central faots and doctrines
of Christianity. Thirdly, it will add immense
resources and give & new impulse to the mis-
sionary work of the Church, which is the
chisf object of her existence; and it will give
pew (ffisacy to that work, by presenting a
united front, and lifting up high above all
seotarian ¢nlors the common banner of Chris-
tianity before the heathen world,”

HINTS TO 8. 8. TEACHERS.

1. Always study the lesson carefully and
thoroughly during the previous week. Seek
to get a knowledge and control of the wholo
subject.

4, Encourage your scholars to ask ques-
tions, but mever sallow anything that leads to
frivolity. Be thoronghly in earncst your-
gelf, and seek to bave your scholurs in earnest

also,

5. Remember that you are sassisting the
Reotor or Prieat in charge in the sacred work
of “sufficiently instructing” the childron who
have been oommitted to his care. Listen to
his instruction ; ask his advice and assistance
in sll difficult matters, and your work will not
only be much easier, but more fraitful,

6. Never teach your own ideas or opinions,
but tesch the dooctrines and practioes of Chris.
tisnity, 88 the Church holds them, The Chris.
tian religion is not & set of theories, but &
system of faots, and your duty is to ascertain
what those facts are, and impress them on the
plastic minds of the young Christians in your
charge.

7. And, sbove all, continually bear in mind
that whether you do much or litile, the sucoess
of your work depends entirely upon the spirit
with whioh it is undertaken. Your only mo-
tive—the only end for which your work should
bo “begun, continned and ended”—is the
Glory of God, and the advancement of His

oause and Kingdom on earth,

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

BISHOP OF QU'APPELLES
PASTORAL ON TEM.
PERANCE.

To Editor of the Church Guardian :

Sie,—I have received through
the post & copy of your iseue of
the 29th ult, which coatains the
first part of the Bishop’s Pastoral,
1 was struck with its eloguence, and
I acknowledge the kindly epirit
which pervades it. I feel assured
that it was far from his intention
to misrepresent any olass of men,

but I must ask to be sllowed to
point out some gerious mistakes as
to matters of fact.

He says :—'‘ Men, in great and
justifiable zeal against the evil,
have ventured to speak of *the
fruit of the vine’ &s though it was
sn ovil thing in itself. and not
merely in its abuse.” I am now
in my fifty-fifth year of totsl abstin-
ence, and I have never once heard
of any one who gave expression to
euch & sentiment, Qur objection
is not to the fruit of the vino as
God has given it, but to its being
changed by fermentation into an
intoxicating drink.

The Bishop further says: “ Thoy
have cxalted total abstinence as
thomgh it were iteelf & virtue
above temperance. and not merely
4 mesns to ao end.” And again:
“ The man who is strictly tomper—
ate at all times and in sall places
sets a8 high & Christizn example as
the man who totally abstains,”
Temperance — enkrateia — means
gelf-government or self~contrel ;
but there are many, including even
eduoatod persons, who rezard the
word as signifying the drinking o:
intoxioating beverages in quanti-
ties short of producing drunken-
ness. 1do not insinuste that the
Bishop holds this error, but he heg
cortainly adopted the phraseclogy
of those who do; and the latter
quotation logically implies that the
tolal abstainer, as such, is not a
strictly temperate man. But in
reference to the question of diet,
tempersnce embraces not only
moderation as to quaniity, but
also abstinence from what is known
or helieved 1o be injurious, inexpe
dient or in any wise ansuitable,

“And (they) have not aunfre-
quently made its praotice a kind
of shibboleth whoreby a true self-
sacrifioing spirit was to be guaged.”
When we consider that our move.
ment embpraoces in itg ranks all
classes of men, including many
who had little or no opportunity of
mental traiving, but who hsve s
clear knowledge of the terrible
evils and dangera attending the
use of alooholio drinks, and of the
benefit and safely—in so far as
these particular evils are concerned
~—of entire abstinence therefrom ;
when, I say, we consider this, can
we wonder that some of them
should fail to recogpize a self-
sacrifioing spirib in those who use
such drinks? Moreover, while I
freely acknowledge that there are
conscientious non-abstainers whose
lives, taking them".all round, are
as self-sacrifioing 8 our own, there

are others who on their own admis-
gion do not austain becanse they
are wanting in the epirit of self-
sacrifice.
