Or the special services in New York during
Lent none are more impartant than the two to
be held for the boys of New York on the first
{wo Fridays in Lent. These are intended for
office boys, news boys, messenger boys, and
factory boys who work for theiv living within
the sound of the bell of old St. Paul's church,

A most successful mission lasling ten days
was held Izst month in St, James’ church, Now
London, Conn. The missionary preached four,
fivo and six times a day, attracting ever in-
creasing congregatirns, The rector of the
parizh and the missioner received subsequently
thanks, not only from parishioners, but from
Congregationalists, Baptists, Roman Cutholics
and Methodists,

Ar the Park Theatre service in Philadelphia
on a late Sunday evening an effort was made to
ascertain the proportion of the congregation
which had been drawn from other services and
of thoso who would not have gone to any sor-

vice. It was estimated by having those presont
stand up that out of 2,700 people present ubout
four-fifths would not have gone anywhere else,
and wero 50 reached onlyby the special eorvive.

At Birmingham the Bishop of London,
speaking of the unemployed, said that his
lenowledge of them—and it wus pretly exten.
sive—was that thoy were quile willing to worlk,
but on this condition, that for overy two duys'
work there should be at least two daya’ holiday,
and that they should not stay more than four
days in auy oune place. In tho winter they flock
into Iiondon and call {hemselves the * unem-
p'oyed.”

TaEe Bishop of Peterborough recently conse-
crated ot Kettering u atone church, dedicated
to St. Mary-the-Virgin. The entire cost iz
about £7,000, all of which has been defrayed by
an anonymous donor. The late Canon Lindeay,
rector of Kettering, five years ogo received an
offer from some one, whose identity has never
been revealed, to eroct a church in the town at
a cost of £35,000. The offor was accepted, and
a temporary iron church was at once put up,
and this now gives way to the presont hand-
some structure. Though the cost bas exceeded
the original offer by £2,000, the whole of the
money has been paid.

A good ten years’ work in the Episcopate is
that of Bishop Worthington, of Nebruska. Of
the 11 churches in Omaha nine have been
built and the land they stand on acquired since
his consecratien ten years ago. Twenty-four

out of the forty othor churches in ihe diocose
have also been built and the land acquired with-
i the same period. In all there havo been
built 44 churches, 14 rectorics, and a Parish
House and Parochial School, the value of which
cannot be less than 825,000, of which the
Scerotary’s imperfect record show that not less
than 853,000 was given by the Bishop and his
family. The forogoing is only a small portion
of the work accomypiished,

Toe sum total of Pelor's Pouco reccived at
the Vatican has been {or somo years stoadily
declining. ltaly gives less than any other Ro-
man Catholic nation: the tolal amount collected
there annuully amounts ouly to a few thousand
francs, and counts for little in the Papal bod-
get.  I'rance has hitherto givon most. Indeed,
until lately sho gave more than all the other
countries of Europe put together, Someo years
ago tho amount received from France was three
millions and a half franes; in 1893 it was only
one million eight bundred thousand ; and during

he year juet closed it did not amount to one
million. 1t is said that, berides political reasons,
the frauds in the exchequer of the Vatican that
are constantly coming to light, and its rash
speculations by which it lost uver 30,000,000
of francs, have rooled the ardour of many of
the wenlthiest European Romun Cutholic fami-
lies, and account for this enormous diminution.
It is suid that strong cfforts are to bo made
this year to raise Peter's Pence in England and
America,

A Siox or toE Tives —A very remarkable
deliverance is made in the first number of a local
magazine called the Coventry Nonconformist. The
writer says: “ A comparison is often mado be-
tween the revercuce manifeated in the Uhurch
of Bngland und that shown in Nonconformist
churches, The compurison is not edifying;
honestly we must admit that it is to our con-
spicuous disadvantage. Do youevorsee the col-
lection enunted on the Communion Tablo of the
Chureh of England? Nonconformity has beon
known to do it. Docs the Chareh walk up the
aisle with its hat on? Nonconformity fro-
quently does, and the bats Nonconformity wears
are not renowned for heing picturesque. Does
the Church reserve all its gossip until ten min-
utes before or two minutes after the service?
Nonconformity can scarcely wait for the
“Amen"” of the Benediction. No sooner has the
lust syllublo becn pronounced when feet nre
shuftled, hate are dived for, umbrellas are
rattled, curtains are flung back, doors are
banged .and the whole place becomes a miniature
Bediam We have often found that ‘sweelly
golemn hush’ at the cloro of the service in the
Church to be one of the most impressive mo-
ments of the whole hour of worship. Thero can
be no real worship without reverence, Noncon-
formity is too lussy. If we are not too strungly
posteszed with the devilof intolerance we might
well learn a losson from the decency and order
and sclemn appreciation of Lime and place
which characterise the worship of the Church
of England.” The passago is a veritable * sign

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FASTING AS A HEALTH FACTOR,.

No ony is likely to realize a truth who is un-
able to recognize a fundamental principle Iying
ot its baso, Bxperience as well as science
teaches us tho necessity for restraintand abstin-
once. Rest as woll uy aetivity is a fundamenial
law or principle of croated life.  Good and evil,
life and death, both are set beforo us. Success
or failure depends upon the recognition in timo
of the law of health: and rest is essential to
health. Tho prolongation of life te extreme old

ago is impossible to the man whose ¢ god is his
belly,’a who fures ‘sumptuously cvery day's:
o perpotual fenst involving a strain of censcless
activity upon the organs of digestion, On the
other hand scienco admits thut ‘thers is cor-
tainly no phyriological reason why the ages us-
signed to tho patrinrchs beforo the flood should
not have been maintained.’c  Let so mueh be
admitted ; then rurvey the situution, Where
are we? It iz ovident we are in captivity.
When wo open our eyes and move about wo can
casily dircover the chink in the wall of our
prison house. ‘The faliucies common lo fullen
humanity may be seen flonting aboui in over-
whelming numbers. The perplexities of human
life can be unravelled by those ulone who will
admit the full rays of Divine light by taking
down tho shutlers in tho cell. The history of
the past is recorded on the face of one shutter,
tho problems of philosophy uro stated on
another. The fair complexion of nature oufside
oursclves will raise our hopes and make us long
for the fresh air of liberty. Tradition and hered-
ity aro respongible for our caplivity; it is im-
portant that we should master the evil and try
to find the way of escapo.

Jt sooms impossible to learn some lessons
without the force of bilter personal experience,
When nature raps us on the knuckles the pain

-+ the cuse with respect to the natural appetites
and desire for food. The suure of Lthe table can
be reengnized best by thoso who have been
caught and suffored the most. It is so casy to
bo led into temytation when the fruil appears
to bo good for food and designed to muke one
wiso.

Unless we are to look upon the account of the
full as & myth, we must believo that abstinence
was the first test of obedience, The Law re-
vealed tho same principle. May we nol reason-
ably expecet Lo find Lhe iden further developed
and inscribed on the foundations of the present
Dispensation ? ' It is not God’s way fo destray,
Ho carries the bud into the flower, the germ
into the fruit, the ¢hild into the man,the shadow
into the substance; the one is done away be-
cansoe it is fulfilled in the other.'d. Tho New
Tostament which has been handed down to us
as being the truo record of the days of Chris-

tianity has many references to the subject of

hoalth, and its associates, food, rest, and longoey-
ity, Dives aud Lazarus are familiar types.
. . .. A man who has provided his good
things and fares ‘sumptuously cvery day’e cun
not see tho advantago for fasting even on the
day of atonement. Lle males a great mistake,
The act of disobedience stifles the conscience,
Self-discipline iy imposed upon all and eannot
be dikpensed. ¢ Neover to have known hungor,
never to havo suffored from thirst is fatal to

the full understanding’f of the Divine law. He
is apt to doubt the aunthority for the command
to abstain from that which is designed to nour-
ish the body. He is easily couvinced that
neithor Moses nor the Prophets sppointed & set
time for fasting, and feels that it ‘is not re-
quired of any man , . . . {0 weaken (himself)
by the pangs of actual hunger.'g If perchance
he believes in the inspiration of the Bible he
will interpret the command *afiict your souls’
as referring to pleasures other than those of
cating and drinking. Besides, he has always
boen considered & moderate cater, Fasting from
sin is tho great idea which all are bound to re-
cognizo, There is no virlue in depriving oneself
of the food which is necessary to suslain the
bodily functions. I must eat to live, says he,
(quite uncouscious that he has lived to eat.)
The desire for food is the demand of a natural
appetite. He knows no limit to its gratifica-
tion. Are thore no limits ? There can be no law
without a penalty for its breach, The ponally
for neclecting the duy of atonement was very
severo, ‘Whatsoever soul it be that shall not
be ailficted in that same day, he shall be cut
oft from among his people.’h Separation and
suffering are results of disobedience,

Abstinence is &3 old as the hills, It is alaw
ot nature. The whole creution needs its seasons
of rust, Reuson and nature are indeed im-
poriant witnesses ; antiquity, the records of our
forefathers, the Biblo, the lives of the sainis,
have their testimonies to offer. Seocing the
present goneral neglect o fasting, it would bea
mistake to neglect looking at the subject in the
light of past expericnce. Among early writers
who guve fusting a large share of their at'on-
tion Lo following names occur: Irenmus, Jus.
tin Martyr, Victor, Tortulliun, Polycrates,
Dyoni:ius of Alexandria, Coustantine the Great,
Busil cho Great, Gregory, Nazianzen, Epipha-
ning, Ambrose, Jorome, Chrysostom, Pruden-
tius, Augustive, Cyril, Theodoret, Leo the
Great, Chrysologus, Aurelius, Cussiodorus, Ini-
dore, Gregory the Groat, Joannes Moschus,
Venerablu Bede, Thoodolphus of Orleans, Joan-
nes Damnscenus, and Andrew of Crete.  Omit-
ting altogether the vast number of writers in
the interval and coming down to recont times,
oven so late ag the last century, the Wesleyan
movement began with scurict rules respecting
fasting, and the Salvation Army at the present
timo recoguizes the advantage of abstinence us
an acl of discipline, The strength of combina-
tion, the point of direction, the force of enthu-
giasm, and the woight of numbers, may be scen
in the large contributions which the order to
¢ fast and give’ produces in the ‘army.’ Thus
the poor can deny themselves as woll as the
rich, It may be harder for the latter to do so
owing {o the apparent absencoe of any necessity,
tho former by bittor experience know what it
is to fast and feel the effects of involpntary
hunger and thirst.

What is the definition of fasting ? aod what
degroe is boneficial rather than prejudicial to
health 7 These are the two questions which ap-
pear to me should take precedence in dealing
wilh the subject. Although fasting is generally
considered in its religious aspect, the main idea
in this paper wiil be to demonstrate, so faras a
layman can dy so, the physical bencfit and ad-
vantages of the practice,

A noted preacher has asserted that ‘an un-
regulated desire for somethiog Lo eat ruined the
race in 'aradise, aud an unregulated desire for
something to eat keeps it ruined, The world
during six thousand years has tried to digest

that firet apple. The world will never be evan-
gelized until we got rid of a dyspeptic Chrie-
tinnity.’j It will be impossible to got rid of
the disease until we have ascertained the cause.
A leading scientist points out the cause in this
fashion: ‘I have for some years past been com-
pelled by facts which are constantly coming be-
fore me, to accept the conclusion that more mis-
chief in the form of actual disease, of impaired
vigour, and shortened life, accrues to civilized
man, so far as [ have observed in our own
country and throughout western and ecentral
Burope, from erroneous habits in eating, than
from the habitual use of alcohelic drink, con-
siderable as I know the evil of that to be.'k

Another scientist has been trying to makeus
‘understand three facts: 1, The exceeding
small amount of flesh-forming matter that is
called for to make up the waste of the muscular
organs., 2. The envrmovs amount of wasted
material which is thrown off or laid by without
ever having been applied te any useful purpose
in the body, 3. The tremendous meurure of
living energy that has been exponded in throw-
ing off from the body substances which ought
never to have been put into it.'l

Thoso are the conclusions of men having
special knowledge. The subject of fasting
should be dealt with having the asceriaimed
facts of scionce as the basis of the argument,
Let us hope that onr leachers as well in theo-
logy as in science will investigate the matter
further without bias and unnatural restrictions,
Then we shall oxpect splendid results from
their joint effurts, and tho rising goneration de-
rive eternal benefit through obedience to the
laws which they enunciute, for it is plain * there
are virtues and vices which can only be ac-
quired or avoided, in parficular cases, by atten-
tion to rules of diet which are the discoveries
of medical science,'n ‘

In this pre-cminently luxurious age, when
the gifts of nature are brought within the easy
reach of the masses, the tendercy to over-indul-
gence in eating and drinking has caused the
*ills that flesh 1s heir to' to multiply abundantly,
and disenses of which our forefathers had no
conception whatever are alarmingly common,
This goneration when compared with the last,
truly 1s weaker, if happily it be wiser. How to
correct evil, how to maintain the highest
vigour among civilized nalions, more particu-
larly that those who come afier us may not be
crippled by serious natural defect and tendency,
is of supreme importance.

Careful study of the subject, therefore,brings
fasting within the domain of scientific treat-
ment, and will show, when properly ucder-
stoed, it is a fundamental law of life, Not only
does the neglect of proper and due rest of the
digestive organs impair and cause degeneration
of the human race and produco the greatest
havoc with the constitutions of those who in-
dulge their appetite to excess, but the neglect
of fusting by the least indulgent prevents them
also from renlizing the possibilities of prolong-
ing * the lifo that now ig,’o to thatextent which
philosophers, in harmony with scientists, main-
tuio i3 the ideal, the study of the human body
indicates.p

COURAGEOQUS.

Itis quite common, or: occasions of oréination,
to hear sermons in which are set forth tho ro-
quigites sad characteristias Lo bo looked for and
expected in the lives and ministries of Deacons
and Priests in the Church of God. But we do
not so frequently hear sermons setting forth
the characteristics which arc both requisite and
essential in the life and officin] ministries of
thoso who have been elevated to the high and
responsible office of Bishops in the Church. Pro-
bably the very best sermon on this subject is
tho one preached by the late Canon Liddon, in
St. Paul's, entitled, * A Father in  Christ.”
Another, very dillerent in some particulars, was
preuched by Archdeucon [Farrar, a few yoars
ago, in Westminister abbey. The newspapers
gave oxtracls of portions of it, and from them
we draw in part what wo huave tosuy on the
subject. The taithfulness of the Bishops in set-
ting forth their Pastoral Letter, a short time
ago, makes this a suitable time for us to preach
our little sermon,

Many qualifications should unite n the per-
son of the Bishop, but at present we will dwell
on only one or two. A Bishop should be a man
of undaunted courage. Scorn of mere passing
popularity should be among his first qualities,
The best Bishops in the times of persecution
wero invulnerable, because they sat loosc to
tho world and its intorests; because they cared
not for the world, or for what the woild might
say. When the percccuting Emperor Valens
sent his Prefect to threaten St, Basil, and was
met by a flat refusul of his demands, the Pro-
fect sturtea from his seat, and exclaimed, “ Do
you not fear my power?” “Why should 12"
asked Basil; “what can happen to me?”  The
Prefect answered, “Confiseation, banishment,
torture, death.” “Is thatall ?"" answered Basil ;
“he who has nothirg, bevond my few books and
theso threadbare robes, is not liable to confin-
cation; banishment ! how can 1 bo banished,
whon God is everywhere; torture ! that can
harm me only for a moment ; and death!is a
henefactor, for it will send me the sooner to
Him who I love and serve.” “l have nover
been addressed so by any one before,” said the
Prcfeet, « Porhaps,” replled Basil, “you never
met a Bishop before.”” Bishops, in these days,
aro seldom required to meet kings and rulers,but
would to God they all had the conruge to face a
false world, to tell the truth to false partisans,
to coufront the wild and cruel ignorance too
often seen in public opinion, to despise theroft
flatteries of an easy popularity, and to know,
by experience if need be, that Christ meant
something when He raid, ** Blessed are ye when
men rovile you for My Nume’s sake.”

Bishops are called upon by their duty, to ex-
coptional mo:al faithfulness, lo bo, as it were,
the embodicd conscience of the Christiun
Church before the world, That was a splendid
example set by St Ambrose. Theodosius was
a great, victorions, and, in some respects, good
Ii:nperor; but he had, in a fierco outburst nf
temper, let his soldiers loose into the amphi-
theatro at Thessalonica, and had slain some five
or s1x thousand persons, the innocent with the
guilty, in indiscriminate massacre. Courtiers
said nothing, the world said nothing, civil rulers
said nothing; but St. Ambrose stood forth like
the incarnato conscience of mankind, For eight
months he excluded the Emperor from the
‘Cathedral at Milan; and when he came, at
Christmas-tide to receive tho Holy Eucharist,
St. Ambrose met him at the door, und forbude
bim to enter till he had laid aside the insignia
of a guilty royalty, and prostrale with tears
upon the pavement, had performed a penance
48 public as his crime. Many persons have soen
Reuben's splendid painting, in which St. Am.

almost us magnificent as Theodosins himself,
The reality was no doubt quite difterent. Bat
Ambrose, in his simple dress and humble pover-
ty. was brave enough to tell the Kmporor the
truth, which may have been his salvation,
Well had it been for the clergy and the Bishops
of Kngland, if, in the days of the slavo trade,
and the days of the Gin Aets, in tho days of
the American revolt, and in thedays of factory
and other abuses, they, too, instead of torpor
and acquiescenco, had spoken in prophetic veice
1o the oppressor, and had rolled the thunders

-of tho moral law over theslumbering consciences

of men. Or take an ago of luxury, Read the
sermons of St, Chrysostorn, and soe with what
fidelity he dealy with wasteful extravagunee and
insolent display, while the poor were sufforing,
It cost him something; it cost him his home,
his Bishoprie, his peace, his health, his life, He
who, in this age, wou'd do such a work as
Chrysostom did in Ins, would have to live in a
humble, lowly fashion; he would be hotly hated
and ~uvagely maligned; but he might die as
that saint did, conscious that ho had done some-
thing worth doing in the world, leaving an
honorable name bahind Lhim, and with the words
“Glory be 1o God for everything” upon his lips,

Oneo more, lot us take the case 1n which the
Church herself has becomo corrupt, has fullen
into heresies and suporstitions; has forgatten
“ the rock whence she was Lewn or tho hole of
the pit whence she was digged ; " bas given her-
self over nnto will-worship, formalism and bon-
duge. To whom sbould wo look but tothe
Bishops to shuke otl thoinfluence ofcligues unl
factions, and, above all, 1o keep the streams of
Gospel truth pure und undefiled ? That was
what Athanasius did, In vuin he was denonne-
ed, banished, calumnisted with Joads of lies,
and hunted liko & partridge on the mountains;
in vain ho was persecuted by the Emporors
Constantins, Julien, and Valens; in vuin he was
attacked by apostatizing prelates and  their
priestly and other hireling; buat, in the fuco of
all oppasition, ho uphold the struggling banner
of the truth, on which he inscribed his now
famous flomoousion. In the Cuuncil of Rimini,
as St. Jerome says, * the world groiued and
found itseif Arian’; but Athanasius had tho
courage to stand aguinst the world. And to
him the whole Church owes a debt of gratitude
to-day, and has beon his debtor all down the
ages, for the firm; unflinching stand he took iu
defence of the unchangeable fuith,

We have had abundant evidence of late, that
thero is work of the same kind which true
Bishops, evon in our days are cuiled upun to do.
They are not to be cujrled by, not to tamper
with, not to be afruid of, those whoswerve from
the truth, or to be drawn aside by a secular
press, or to be influenced by whispering, intri-
guing fuglemon ; but to stand up, faithiulamong
the faithless, for the truth ot God, and for
the blessed Gospel of Jesus Christ. Yes, we neod
just such Bishops—and, thank God, we have
them, too —Bishops as brave as—Ambroso, us
self denying as Augustine, as fuithful as Chrys-
ostom, as courageous and true as Athanasius,
as large hearted as Leighton, as genlle and lov-
ing as 1{en, as virtuous and charitable as Berke
ley., We want to see our dioceses filled with
true men, not by party favorites vr narrow ecele-
siastics. We want sirong, manly men; men
who have in them somewhat of the prophot s
woll as that of the priest; men with the love of
God burning like tire on the altur of their hearts ;
men who are not afraid of toil, who love the
Church because it is the Bride of Christ, and
are not ashamed to speuak forit; monwho value
the Faith of Christ more than they do the
opinions of men; men whom the rich and the
insolent, when they do wrong, shull fear, and
to whom the trusung and the innocent shall
look for defense and love: men who will not
swim with the stream, but have fortitude to
breast its flercest waves when necessiry ; men

shall profer tho mountain air of truth, and the
beatitudo of malediction ; men whom God shall
konor by making bad men and horotics despise
them,

Such men will gain no honors from their copes
their nuitres, their titles, their incomes or their
palaces; but they will gain the lghest honor of
God, il they have the courage to scorn the se-
ductions of wounlth, whon truth is at stake, to.
defy tho rage of party, to rebuke the insolence
of unfuithfulness, to defend the woak against
the strong, to undo the heavy burdens and let
the opprossed go free. Such bishops are n bless-
ing in the Church of (rod, to whom vbedience
is betfer thun sucritice, and whose most accept-
ble service is love to God and love to man.—The
Church Advocate.

When the day comes that men believe honestly
and thoroughly in God the Ifather, ind Jesur

Christ, ITis Beloved Son, our Saviour, and the
oternal Life which is given to those who in
fuith scek for it, there will be two uses for
money : first in (he worship of God, second in
help to man.  When the day comes that Caris-
tians truly love God, and their neighbors as
themselves, there will be no limit ts the beauty
of worship and tae true charity of helping our
fellow men.  Tho loss of fuith and love bas been
seen in the burren accessories of the secular
worship of the lust centnry, Tho modern day
offering of roligion is hardly to bedistinguixhed
from the lecturo platform. A buro building, no
distinetive religious dress;, no altar, sccular
songs and  hymns, cheapness, meagreness,
poverty, not only in detail, but in the whole act
of worship, not worthy of the worship of the
God we serve.  Thore is a true dignity, o true
reveronce, a real grealness in true worship, 1n
every pluce where theso things are recnvered,
where, ~o far a8 we are able, wo can set forth
the glorious boauty and dignity of true wor-
ship, we are helping lorward thecause of Christ
and His glurious Gospel, wo are leading men
from the things of earth to the things of
1L avon. [t is the business of all Christians to
gee thut the worship of God shall be, so far as
possible, of that glorious order which pertaing
in the unseer vegions of the heavenly kingdom,
in which they dwell even horo. It is the busi-
nesx of all Christians, for the sake of mankind,
to see Lhat the beauty of holiness reigns in tke
worship of God.  lverything which cheapons,
lowers, or degrades religion, is against religion,
and is playing into the hands of tho forces of
unbelict and heresy.  Never bo afraid of God's
House being too beautiful or teo glorions;
rather be atraid of o poverty-siricken aspect,
which lowers men’s conception of the Kverlust-

ing Gospel.— Purish Noles.

Evory calling has its own peculiar temptations,
The clergyman is not exempt from his, In his
ordinary life ke is tompted to forgel tho value of
timo for which he is not called upou te account.
The Bishop of Algomu suys that it would be a
good thing if every prospectivo clergyman
could odtain a few yeur’s truining in businoss
habits, It would teach thom the value of a right
mothod, the way to use time to the beat advan-
tago, theneed of punciuality, and the danger
of procrastination. Good manners are a requi-
sito in Christian social life, and, aboveall, in the
clergy ; for manner, while it carries somo weight
with everybody, is the prime requisite with
many. But while manner has its proper place,
method is absolutely necessary for success,
Method or want of method in worl nearly always
marks the distinction bhetweon tho successful
and unsuccessful minister in the work of a
parish, The uso of right methods applies to
spiritual as wall as to temporal things, for order
is heaven's fivst law.—Selccted,

Jobhn met in quarlerly session in St. James'
church on Tuoesday morning, 5th March, The
clorgy present wore: Venerable Archdeucon

Brigstocke, Canon DoVeber, and Rev. Messrs,
deSoyres, Dicker, Raymond, Dowdney,Sampsor,
Barnes, Hoyt, McKiel, Armstrong and Hays,
The services wore conducted by Rev. W. H.
Sampson and Rev, Mr., Dewdusy. Rev. Mr.
Diclier preached tho sewmon, takine as his
text: ' The tribe of Levi wero scaled twelve
thoneand.” After the services the members of
tho Deanory assembled at Rev, Mr., Dewdney's
residenco for business, Owing to the absence
of the rccrotary, Rev. Mr. Eatough, throughill-
nesy, Rev, W. O. Raymend was requested to
act provisionally. Thoe latter part ot the fifth
chapter of 1st Timothy was read in the original,
followed by an exposition from Canon DeVeber.
A gonerul discussion then took place, in which
all the members juined. The discussion will be
continuad at the next meoting of the Doanery.
A commilteo was appointed to atlend to the
placing of notices of the Church of England
services in botels and public plucosand another
to arrange for the hulding of services at the
Luantic Asylum every fourth Sunday, A roso-
lution wus passed expressing the regret of the
Doanery av the illness of Rov, Mr. Katouyh,and
trusting that he would speedily be rostored to
his former bealth and usetuluess. Rev, Mr.
Dewidnoy introduced as u topic of dizcussion the
reflex benetit of missions, A very intoresting
discuseion followed in ‘which references wera
madoe Lo tho reeent visit of Lhe Bisnop of Mooso-
nee, und the work of Rev. J. Coopor Robinson
in Jupan. Tho matter of estublishing o district
nurse ot the hospital came up, and Yon, Arch-
deacon Brigstocke read a copy of a letter ho
had writlen to the commissioners on behalf of
the Deanery. Mo referred 1o the movement
sel on foot in 1542 to provido salaries for eight
or ton districtl nurses by collections in the vari-
ous churches of tho city. He had been told by
Dr. Wallcer, treasurer of the fund, that onlytwo
collections had been received, one frum Lrinity
and one {rom St, Juhn's, umounting to $129.49,
Tho clergy of the Ch.reh of England are now
undertaking to provide $150 annually for the
payment of a salury for ono district nurse. The
Archdeuwcon read & conrteons acknowledgment
of the receipt of his communication from the
commissionors, and furthor reported that the
matter hud received favourable consideration at
their hands. 1t was, on motion, resolved that
Rev, Moessrs, Brigetocke,DeVeber and do Soyres
be a committeo Lo make all necessary arrange-
ments with the hospital commissioners for the
establishment at an early date of a distriet
nurse, under rules to be mutually agreed upon,
The noxt quarlerly meeting will be held at
Fuirvillo.— G lobe.

At the quarterly meeting of the members of
the Womon's Aid Associution of the Diocese of
Fredericton, held in the Guild Room of the
Church Hall Fredericton, on Wednosday,March
6ih, 1895, vhe following resolutions wore pro-
posed by Mrs. T. B, Winslow, Vice-President,
and scconded by Misy Rebinson, Secretary, and
carried unanimously :

“ That wo, the members of the Women’s Aid
Association in quarterly meeting assembled, de-
sire to place upon the minutes the following re-
solutions:

everything we can for the Association that she
loved and so successfully worked for.

Roport of Church extension in tho District of
8t. Franeis, by the Ven, Archdeacon Roe, D.D.,
[ConTivuEp.]

9. Wo now como to the remarkable move-
ment in fuvour of 2 more vigorous policy of
Church extension which began in 1888.

The first steps wore takoen in the Demnery
Bourd of 1887, when o depulation was appoiat-
ed to bring before the Diocesan Board and the
Synod the urgont need of an immediate and
considerable addition to the number of the
Missionary Clergy in the District. A memorial
carefully drawn up (which ought 1o be recover-
ed and printed) was presented to the Diocesan
Board, and the next day u r solution was moved
in the Synod calling attention to the openings
tor aguressive Church work offering in the
Mission fields of Hutley, Magog, Eaton, Bury,
Durham, Danville, Dixville and Melbourne,
An importunt debate followed, and, as its result,
s special fnnd was raised at once to open three
now Missions, These were opened,—Itandboro’
and Island Brook in September 1887, in charge
of the Rov. A. H. Robertson ; Barpston about
the sumo time, under the Rev. Joseph Eames ;
Fitch Bay in Octobor, 1888, under the Rev. W.
A. Adcock.

Island Brook owes its origin in part to the
Iate Liev, H. C, Parkin, who served it from
Cookshire and in part to a zealous layman, Mr,
James Woston who collected money and buiit
the Church.

Randboro’ was founded by Mr. Judge, who
seanrched out the people, urganized tho station
and built the Cburch. The FPreparatio Evan.
gelica in Fitch Bay was the work of Mr. Hep-
burn, and that in Baraston, of Canon Fostor,
Mx, Bulfour and Mr. Steven.

10. But the movement did not stop there, In

June, 1889, the Parish of Hatley was divided
and the new Mission of Waterville set, off to
take charge of which the Rev. Isaac Thompson
came back to us from New York.
11, In the autumn of the same year, the
Mission of St. John's Melbourne, which had
fallen back for several years under the care of
the Roctor of Richmond, was provided with a
clergyman ; and within this year it, together
with the iwo Mission Stations of Rooklsnd and
Melbourne Ridge, has been canonically erected
into a separate pastoral charge with & clergy-
man resident on the spot, The first result of
this important advance has been that moaney
for building & Paraonage House has been pro-
vided and the contraet for it given out.

12, The two Townships of Barford and Here-
ferd, which form the South-Esstern corner of

Wa can only show our

our Diocese and District, were, after many
years of more or less Travelling Missionary
work, given a resident clergyman in 1875, with
his head-quarters at Dixville, The Rev. Albert
Stevens began his ministry thers, and by his
good sense, power of adaptation and untiring
devotion to his work, gave the Mission all the
eloments of permanency. But, the interval of
some seventeen tmiles which separates Dixville
from Hereford Chureh, made the work of serv-
ing the latter very unsatisfuctory, and at last
Heroford, ceasing to pay its assessment, When
the zealous parishioner who had kept tnings
together died, was dropped altogether. Mean-
time, .he Incumbents of Dixville. Mesars,
Washer and Murray, had beon spreading thom-
selves out in all directions, and had now, apart
from Hereford, four Churches, (three buiit Ly
them) under their charge.

13. Hereford remained closed for eome seven
years and was then reopened by Mr. Murray,
and at his request the Archdeacon for the three
years of his work as General Missionary Agent,
gave much time to its development and orga-
nization, Finally the Bishop provided for
Hereford also a resident clergyman, and on the
1st October, 1893 the Rev, E. K. Wilson was
appointed to the charge. A beauttful new
Church has been built on Hall's Stream, hard
by the spot where Vermont and New Hump-
shire corner on Canada, and three stations are
gerved every Sunday.

But, as often happens, no sooner had the
Mission beon fairly launched and all things
began to look bright aud prosperous, thun a
thunder cloud burst over our heads, and all our
buildings seemed 10 danger of being swept away.
Our great friend and supporter at Hall's Stream
was & wealthy lumber merchant, Mr. Fdwin
Bean; and he, by a stroke of parulysis, has
boen suddenly cslled away. His family in con-
sequence has left the place, and the loss to us
both in point of influence and of financial sup-
port is ovorwhelming.

Mr, Wilson howover, is not cast down, but
works on with good heart, and ulready has plann-
ed out new stations to be occupied 1n various
directions, The field is one which can now never
be given up, and the resulls already are most
encouraging.

14. In this account of Church extension, it
would be most ungrateful to pass over the
Missionary work done in and upon the City of
Sherbrooke. The munificence of Sherbrovke
Churchmen in contributing to every good work
outside their nwn parish is a noble exumple und
2 most kubstantiul source of progress. But,
besides this, the building of the Church of the
Adpent in East Sherbrooke in 1887, and provid-
ing out of their own resources a Clergymun to
work it in 1889, is in the best senze—Church
Expansion. Berides this, two outstations, each
sowo five milos out of town, have for a number
of yeers been regularly supplied with Sunday
Services by the Clergy of dherbrooke. Finully,
it may be truly said that without the cordial
encouragemet and co-operation of Cunon
Thornloe and the generous help of his large
hearted lay-men, the Church Kxtension record-
edin this paper could not possibly h.ve been
carried out. :

Such is a brief sketch of the work of Church
Extension in our District for the twenty-seven
yeurs which are now closing, During these
yeurs, work, important, arduous and successful,
has been done in these Towships to the
bonefit of muny souls and to the glory of God’s
Most Holy Nume, Much remains to be done
in many directions. But when we iook back
over the past, we may well say: '¢ Hitherto
hath the Lord helped us; and lookiog for-
ward to the future, we may surely thank God
and take coursge.”. H.

Christ Chureh Cathedral in this city has suf-
fered what is felt by many to be a cevere loss
through the deata of the Rev. W. A, Morvyn,
its assistant minister, who entered into rest on
Thursday, the Tth of March inst. Mr. Mervyn
had been ailing for a number of months, but his
decease was almost unexpected, although he
has been unable to fully discharge his duties
for some time past. He has filled the position
as assistant at the Cathedral for about two
years, having been called thereto from Montrenl
Junction, in which mission he was largely in-
strumentzl in securing the erection of the small
church and the organization of the mission into
a parish, At the Cathedrul be endeared himself
1o those with whom he camnein contact,and was
highly thought of by a large circle of friends,
being attentive and devoted to his work and
kindly and considerate towards all. Mr. Mer-
vyn received his education in Trinity Collage,
Dublin ; originally connected with the military
gervice, he determined to enter into the Minis-
try, took a course of theological study a% the
Diocesan College in Montreal, and was ordained
by the Lord Bishop of tho Diocese thereafter
both a8 Deacon and Priest. Oae of his brothers
is & minor Cavon in St Patrick’s Cathedral,
Dublin. The funeral took place on Saturday,
the 9th inst., from the residence of the Rev,
Canon Norton, D.D., Rector of Christ Church
Cathedral. The body was vested in the priestly
vestments and lay in state for some time in the
drawing-room of the rectory, where it was
viewed by a large number of persons. There
were prosent at the funeral as pull-bearers six
of the deceased's former tellow students in the
College, amongst whom were the Revs. Thom-
son, of Morth Shefford; Strong, of Waterloo,
and North. There ware also preseut at tho ser-
vice somo thirty of the clergy of the diocess,
but the Bishop was prevented from atiending
through illness, The sorvice was fully choral,
and was rendered in an efficient manaer by the
choir of the Cathedral which attended in fures;
The Ruv. Canon Anderson reud the opening
sontonces of the Buriul Service; the Rav. Dr,
Henderson, Principal of the C.llego, the Lex-
son ; the Rev. Dr. Norton read the Commiltal,
and the Very Rev, the Deun of Montreal closed
the sorvice,

Huron ConLece—The Record, of London,
England, for Feb. 1st, last, containg the follow-
ing, which we are asked to reproduce in our
columns :

Wo are indobted to Mr, C. C. Purton, a son
of the late Rov, W, O Furton, of Poynings,and
brother of the Rev. W. A. Parton, of the South
Eastern Colloge, for the following account of
Huron College:

About o hundred yoars ago Lioutonant-Gov-
ernor Simcoo visitod the Weatern Peninsula of
Upper Canuda with the ohject of finding 4 suit-
able place for the foundation of a proevineial
capital.  The srut of government at that time
was Newark, now Niagura; he felt, howevor,
that this was unsife, a8 1t wus so near the
United Stales' territory,

The Governor was charmed with the locality
at the junction of the twn branches of tho
Thames where the eity of Liondon now stands.
He encamped on the rising ground on the banks
of tho northern branch of the Thanies, where
Huron Colleze 15 now situated,

It is suid he prayed that from this pluco, as a
centre, tho Grospel of Christwhould spread toall
parts of tho country. His praver was answored
in the foundation of iluren College, A portrait
of General Simene painted during his lifetime
way be seen 1n the College hall,

ITuron Collegre wan founded n the yesr 1863,
Tt was inenrporated by an Act of I'arliament,
which received the Royal Asz=ent, May 5, 1863,
It was opened by tho Right Rov. Dr, Cronyn,
first Bishop of Huron, on December 2nd in that
year; the inaugural address on that oeccasion
being delivered by the Right Ruverend Dr,
Mellvaine, Bishop of Ohio. Tho first Principal
of the Cullero was the Right Reverond Dr.
Hellmuth, sometime Bistiop of Iuron. The
College arose out of a need felt by tho first
Bishop ot Huron, Dr, Cronyn, {or & supply of
fuithful ministers of the Church for the wants
of his vust diocese.

On hix conseeration to vhe Hpiscopato in the
yeur 1857, ho found that out ot 138 townships
in tho thirteen counties constituling the Diocese
of Huron, not more than thirty were supplied
with the ministrations of the Church ; this
boing on an average uboub two clergyman to
cach county. This will give an ideaof the many
difficulties to be met with in a eolonial dincese,
though happily they are not 80 grout as {form-
erly.

The principles of the C.llege wero fully ex-
pressed by Bishop Cronyn in his opening ad-
dress, viz.: * That the institution shull be
avowedly for the training of students in the
Protestant und Evangelical principles of the
Arlicles of the Chureh of England.”

The Colloge, which is situated in the north
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end of the-eity, was, thanks mainly to the un-
tiring encrgy of the present Principul, enlarged
recently, the east end forming tho residonca of
the Principal, the centre being occnpiod by lee-
ture und cxumination halls, the library and the
dinirg hall, while on ihe next floor there is ac-
-comumodaution for the siudents,

The well-being and usefulness of a Theological
College deponds before anything else on the
personality ot its Prinbipal, and in this way
differs from zll other collogiate institutions; in
thg latter you will find students some of whose
prospects ure entirely differont to others; but
io a theological collego evory one is working for
the samo end, and in tho present Principal,
whose energy und labours are known far ont-
side the Diocese of Huron, the College has what
it needs, .

The Rev. Herbert G. Miller in the son of the
Rov, . D. Miller, sometime Vicar of Woad-
kirk, Yorkshire, England. e graduated from
Sidney Sussex College in 1876, and for two
yoars and & half he held the position of Master
of Dovor Collegze, from thence he wont to S,
John's Hall, Highbury, where ho spent a yoar
previous to nomination under the late Dr,
Boulthee. Orduined in 1879, he worked for two
years under Canon Bell at Cheltenham ; sub-
sequcntly he laboured at Northampton, Mun-
chester, Birmingham, Clifton and Kastbourne,
at which lutter place bo succeeded Bishop Poole,
resigning in 1800, in order to take the respon-
sible position which ho now holds,

Besides the residant staff, at the head of
whom is the Rev. J, Burgess, M.A., u distin-
guished graduate of Queen’s University, Kings-
ton, the Bishap of the diocese.

May these aud all who are preparing
for the sucred ministry over bear in mind the
responsibility of the great work to which they
buve beon called.

J. P. Bargeant,
Qu’Appelle Station, who acted as chaplain and
carried the pustoral staff; T. G. Boal, Grenfell;
F. H. Statham, Brondview, F, W. Johnston,
Fort Qu'Appelie; D. Munroe, Craven ; T. W,
Cunlifte and W. Watson, Moose Jaw; F. V.
Biggar, All Saints, Winnipeg; H. Holmes, Ke-
gina, and the Reetor. The Bishop himself
presdched from Rev, xxi, 26.

In the evening a large social gathering of
church people assembled in the Town Hall to
commemorale the ovent, at which short
speeches were dclivered by the Liord Bishop,
the Rector of Regina, and Messrs, H, LeJeune,
and N. P, Davin, M.P,

In his Lenten lotter to his diocese the Bishop
of Qu'Appelle says:

Those who
are regular apd frequent Communicants will
endeavour to make their propuration moro
thorough, their repontance more deep, their
faith more rirong, and if I am spoaking (in this
letter) to any who are not Communicants, let
me urge upon you in all loving earnestness to
give this matter a careful and prayerfal consid-
eration, and [ pray God may in His mercy
malko you to know His will and give you grace
and courage to do it,

2, Lent is a8 you know a time for self-denial,
not only for our own good, but for the good of
others. Some of you will see that some of the
good things you do without yourself, find their
way to the 1ables and homes of the poor and
bungry; that is well [ have to suggest to
Clergy and Laity that tho sufferings of our Sun-
duy school children or the offerings of children
at home where there are no Sunday schools,
might be given to our Indian Missions, "There
are Sunday schools in Toronto that sends us up
the childrens offerings in Lent, and one of the
Sunday schools in our own Diocese has done so,
why not more? The collectious could be offered
at the altar on faster Day.

Question 23. Is 1he Creed of the Church of
Romo the same as ours?
Answer, Originally all the branches of the

Church Catholic had practicully the same Creed
—ithe Aposties’. Then, after heresios had crept
into the Church, the Nicene Creed was formu-
lated, not as containing or setling forth apy
now Articles of Faith, but as re-stating mora
clearly certain of the old Articles, concerning
which there had been hovetical teaching, This
Creed, too, was nccepted by the whole of the
Catholic Church. At tho close of the Council
of Trent, in 1564, Pope Pius 1V. promulgated
twelvo articles of faith, as the summary of the
decrecs of thut Council, and added them to the
Niceno Creed. These articles are now requirod,
ag are also tho lmamaculate Cunception (1854)
and the Infallibility of the Paope (1870), to be
confessed by all persons received into the Com-
munion of Rome, Here are fourteen new ar-
ticles, There are just tweclve articles io the
Apostles’ Creed, and no new ones in the Nicene,
Bul the present Crooed of the Church ot Rome
containg fuenty-six, ie, tho Apostles' and Ni-
cone, plus that of Pope Pivs 1V, plus Immacu-
late Concoption, plus Infallibility of the Pope.
If theso lute additions aro true arlicles of the
faith, then it follows that for centuries, yes,
oven down to 1854 and 1870, the * Holy Roman
Church' did not possess the ‘ail truth’ into
which our Lord promised that His Apostles
would be guided. See * Catholic: not LRoman
Catholic; in tbo first number of this paper,
pageT.
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Question 24. Please explain how, or in what
senne, the Church of England holds the ¥ Royal
supremacy ?' I have hesrd Romanists speak of
the Pope 4s tho ‘supreme head’ of the Church
of Rome, and the English Soversign as the
‘supremo head’ of the Church of England.

Anster. The ‘ Royal supremacy’ does not
mean, and never did mean, that the Sovereign
possessed any spiritual headsbip over the
Chureh, or anything else than (what had always
been asserted) that the clergy of England, an
well as the laity of England, are subject to Eng-
lish law, without any right of uppeal against it
to a foreigner like tho Pope. In other words,
that the last appeal of all alike is to the Sov-
ereign. This royal supremacy or headship of
the Sovereign was asserted for Henry VIIL.
over all subjects, clergy =8 well as laity, and
wis as vigorously maintained by Queen Mary
as by her predecessor, Edward V1., or her suc-
cessor, Elizabeth, Indced, Elizabeth, lest the
titlo should be misapprehended, caused it to be
explained, so that no misconception could onsue
as to her claiming any authority in the admin-
istration of the Church in word and sacra-
ments, and she absolutely rofused the title
‘stlzprfme head,’ aud called herself ‘supreme
ruler,

Neither Henry VIIL., Queen Elizabeth, nor
any ether Koglish Soversign, ever claimed to
give spiritual jurisdiction to any of the Bishops,
Nor did any one of them ever exercise more
power, in the Anglican Church, than Constau-
tine and his sons were permitted to exercise
over the whole Catholic Church during the 4th
century., More anon.

@uestion 25, What are tbe * Three Estates of
the Realm ?’

Answer, A common mistake 18 1o suppose
that they are the Queens, Lords and Commons,
Correctly speaking, they are:

1. The Clergy or Spirituality (as represcuted
by Convocation), or, as we say, the Lords
Spiritual, 2, The Lords Temporal. 3. The
Commons, The Sovercign being tho Head of
cach, as explained ubove,

When Christians shall bripg themselves up
to the uttermost possibilities of spiritual vigor,
then they wiil be able, by God's Spirit working
in them, to cast ont devils, which to-day, with-
out the prayer and fasting, laugh them to scorn.

SPECIATL SEASONS.

“ A man who doos not pray usually is but a
hypoerite, when he pretends to pray especially.
Who would care to live in a miser's house, who
starved you all the year round, except that now
and then, on a feast day, he fed you daintily ?
We must not be‘migerly in prayer-—neglecting
it regularly, and only abounding 1n it on par-
ticular occasions, when ostentalion rather than
sincority muy intluence us, But even he who
keeps u bounteous tuble, somelimes spreads a
more Juxurious feast Lthan at other times, even
80 must we, if we habitually live near to God—
select our extraordinary seasons, in which the
toul shall have her full of fellowship.—Spurgeon,

THE FAITH ENSHRINED 1N THE
CREEDS,

The Church’s Faith, which she received from
her divine Head and Founder, is enshrined and
contained in her Croeds. These Creeds are not
in any sense expressions of men's opinions con-
corning the Faith of Christ. They expross no
opinions whatever. They are mado up of facts,
and facts never change, but are equally true in
overy age andin every clime, The Churvch did
not make the Faith, she received if, as a sacred
deposit for mankind. Thorefore she is ths Trus-
tee, and the trust is committed to her care, and
she may not, she dare not, alter the conditions
of the trust, or put new meanings or new in-
terpretatiops upon i, The Bishops of the
Church are, in a very emphatic sense, tho joint
trustees of this most valuable doposit in co or-
dination, and it is reyuired in tho case of all
trustoes’ ‘“that a man bo found faithful.,” The
faith is to be “kept,” andin no way changed or
altered,

During the early centuries erafty, designing
men began to put new meanings into the words
of the Church's formularies, and by new intor-
pretations to teach their own deadly herosies.
Of these Arius was the chief. Tne Nicone
Couucil, made up of 318 Bishops from all parts
of the Christian world, came together to setile
these heresics, Here, it will be seon, wore the
joint trustees met togethor at Nic:ea under the
guidance of God the Holy Ghost. The question
put to each of these 318 Bishops and Trustees
was, not what is youropinion as tothe teaching
of Ariug, or as to what the faith ought to be,
ut What has been the faith of the Church in
your diocese from the beginning, The answers
given disclosed the fact thau the Faith in each
and all the dioceses or Churches, represented by
the assembled Bishops was the same. 1t had
been recoived from the same source, hud been
understood in the samo way, and had been “kept
whole and undefiled.” Here was o caso in which
may be seen the forco of the old motto *Con-
temporanca cxpusitio est oplima et forlissima in
lege,” The old Croed of the Church—the Apos-
tles—was the summary of the doctrine of Christ,
as roceived by the Church But as heretieal
teachers had put new meanings and new inter-
protations, upon some of ils articles, tho trustees
and custodians of the deposit put forth a new
formulary known as the Nicene Creed. Buit
remembered, however, this Creed does not con-
tain any new article of Faith, Indeed it does
not contnin all of the twelve articles found in
the Apostles’ Creed. But it does contain the
arlicles about which there had beeu horetical
teuching, expressed in language that wonld
maleo clear the sense in which said avticles had
always beon nnderstood in the Church, Thus
the Faith was consorved and the heretics con-
demned.

It cannot be made too plain that “the Creeds
were not adopted or approved by a mujority of
voles, as & bill is passed by our Logislature or
Congress; but they were accepted as embody-
ing the faith whickthe Church had received.
The Creeds are not the expressions of the opin-
ions of men, but they are substantially *the
form of sound words, which St. Paul bids us
hold fust,’ and from which he quoatas (1 . Cor, xv,
4): *Idelivered unto you firstof all that which I
also received, how that Christ died for our sins
according to the Seriptures, and that He wus
buried, and that Ho rose ugain the third day
according to the Scriptures.” Thoseurn * closed
questions” in the Church, as she berself teaches,
and these are found in her Creeds, as woll as in
tho sense in which thoy huve been held in all
ages.”

gOur own branch of Church’ (the Protost-
ant Episcopal in the U, S.) hns of lato been
greately troubled and perplexed by certain per-

gons(recognized 1eachors in the Church; who
bave publicly and officially, both from the pul-
pit and by tho uso of the press, proc]mmed.and
taught meanings and interpretations, of urtl_clos
of the Crecd, contrary aliko o the consentiont
voice Catholic antiquily and to ‘“‘the doetrino
of Christ as this Church hath roceived the same.”
When faithful clergy and laity (who are always
suspicious of new interprelations and new doc-
trines) could mo longer forboar, they appealed
to our Right Revd. Fathers, the Bishops of
the Church, (in the Uniled States), to inter-
pose, in behulf of the faith, which was in
part seriously imperiiled.  The appel was
pot wade in vain, The Bishops havo set
forth a © Pastoral Letier to tho Clergy nnd
Laity,” which ough to be read and pondered by
all. Tt is worthy of that Board ot Trustoes, and
covers cloarly and succinetly tho points about
which the recent controversies were waged.
Again, as st the four undisputed General
Councils, the Bishops have shown what the
doctrine of Christ us received by this Church
is. No man will hereatter be held excusable, if
he teaches and preachies interpretations and in-
dividual opinions, conlrary to what is now offi-
cially declared to be Lhe reccived interprotation
of this Church. We trust the theological atmos-
phere is now cleared, and thut all alike, clergy
and laity, will loyally aceept the declaration of
our chief Pastors, and unito in & grand, harmeo-
nious offort to mike Christ and [lis truth and
His salvation known thronghout this ontire land,

Aund, further, wo 1ind nearly two
thousand doilars contributed for Societies for
misgions to the Jows, s not this an unnoces-
surily lnrge contribution {rom onr Church lo
those particular socictios and their work, The
kizo of tho offering iv owing ne doubt purlly to
the fach that the whole of the Goud IPriday col-
lection 14 devoted 10 this object, and that two
Societies muke strong appouls every year for
contribution., Would it not be well to makeovr
Good Friday collection especially for our own
foreign mission; or, if not, then to make a
speecial collection at some other time for it ?
One of two things onght cortainly to be done,
—vither the mission should be withdrawn, or
it should be properly equipped and supported,

THE BI3'10P OF MANXCHESTER ON THE
CLAIMS OF ROME.
(From the Scoitish Guardian.)
Proaching at Manchiestor Cathedral on Sun-
day weck, the Bishop of Manchester continued
the discussion of the questions—raised by him
at his recent Diocesan Conferonce—as to what

evidence thero was either that St Peter was |

Bishop of Rome or tbat his prerogatives as
Apostle, whutever they right be, descended to
his alleged successors in thatsee. The Bishop
gaid St. Jerome, in his lives of illustrious men,
mado the stafement that * Simon Peler
bimsclf chicfof the Apostles, after having been
Bishop of the Church of Antioch push-
ed on to 1lome in the sccond year of Claudins
(i. e.a. v. 42), and held the sacerdotal chair
thero for twenty-five years.” In these words
he stated the beliot of the Church of Rome. Let
thom nsk what historical busis thero was for it
It was piainly inconsistent with the Scriptural
notices uf the period reforred to. Inthe year
A. D. 58, that wus sixteen yeurs after St. Peter
was supposed te have become Bishop of Rome,
St. Paul wrote ¢ lotter to the Rmuns, ln that
letter he suid:  “So have Isirived to preach
tho Gospel, not where Christ was named, iost I
should build upon another mun's foundation : but
a8 it is written, To Whom He wus not spoken
of they shall teo, and they that have not heard
shall understand ” (Rom. xv, 20 21.}  That was
the Apostle's practice. 1F then, 8t, Petor had
becn Bishop of L)me for sixteon yours, they
migzht be sure that he would not go o Reme to
preuch the Grapel and to impart to them Apos-
tolic gifts, Yot this was procisely what ho said
he hoped to do, * Fer Iloog to see you that
I may impart unio you somo apivitual gift, to
tho end yo wmay be ostablished™ (Bom. i, 2.)
This compelled them to strike out sixteen years of
St. Peter's supposed episcopate,

Noxt, they migit be pretty sure that St. Poter
wa» not Bishop of Rome bolore tho end of St
Paul’s impri-oximent in that ciiy, vis, bufore
A.D. 63. For during that imprisonment St,
Puul wroto many letters to Gentile Churches and
to individuul:. {n these, especially in his lotter
to the Colossians, greetings were sent to his
correspondents from suints in Romn, but no
mention of any kind was made of St. [*cter, who
whother present or absent, mast acuording to
the Romaun hypothesis, have been the believer
of most power and influence in the Church.
This was to him inconceivable, Aud thusonce

more they must striko out five additional years
from St. Peter's suppnsed episcopate, During
twenty-one, then out of the twenty-five years,
he certuinly was not Bishop of Rome, But it
they came to sueh a conclusion as this, of what
value could they hold that testimony to be
which ¢oniained as an essentin) part of it the
statement that St. Peter's episcopscy lasted for
twenty-five yoars? Roman apologists bad
urged that the most ordinary prudential con.
sideraiions must have hindered the early Chris-
tians from allowing St, Peter's movements and
ufficial acts as hend of the whole Church to be
made known to the heathen authorities. To
that he replied that St. Paul was not writing to
the heathen authorities but to Cbristian
Chuvches,

Roman apologists often ignored the alleged
period of St. Peter’s episcopate, and contented
themsclves with an endeavour to establish the
fact. Bat indeed, the bare fact was only one
degree less improbable than its alleged duration,
for 1t was utterly inconsistent with all which
they knew of the gencral churacter of St. Potor's
ministry, The Bishop pointed to many passages
of Holy Scripture 28 showing that the
hypothesis of St. Peter's bishopric of Rome was
inconsistent. Were there, he asked, any Serip-
tural quotations which looked the othor way?
There was not one. The only expressions to
which he had secn reforence made was not
alleged to prove that St. Peter was Bishop of
Rome, but only founder of the Church there.
As, however, they twere cited to oxclude St.
Puul as a founder, they perhaps deserved ex-
amination. Tho assertion that St. Pueter way
Bishop of Rome was opposed by tho earliest
and most rolinble records of ceclosiastical
history. The vory earliost reforence to St,
Peter's work at Rome was made by Dionysius,
Bishop of Corintl, about 170 A. p. He said in
a lotter written to the Roman Church, * You
bave by such an admonition bound togetber the
planting of Peter aud of Paul at Rome and
Corinih, For both of them planted and like-
wise tuught uy in our Corinth. And thoy
tanghs together in like manner in [tuly. and
suffered murtyrdom at the sume time " {Euse-
bing, Jlist, Eecles, ii. 25.) That was in many
ways @ vory remarkablo passage. It showod
tho looseness with which the earliest futhers
used such words as “founder’ and “ founding;”
and so loose a usago of words showed them how
cattions they should be in interpreting such
woerds too  strictly, Again tho planting ot
Poter and Paul was suid to be tho sameat
Rome and at Corinth. DBut who ever argued
that beeause St. Puter and St. Paul planted the
Church at Corinth either of them wus Bishop of
Corinth ?  If such phrases showed that eithor
of them was a Bishop of Rome or Corinth, they
sbowed that both were—a thing impossible in
tho early ages. Again, Terlullian, writing
about thirty years later, told us that ““as the
Church of Smyrna recounteth that Polycarp
was pluced there by John,” so * that of Rome
doth that Clement was in like manner crdained
by Peter”™ (De Prwseript. Her, xxxil) His
only remark on that point was thuat Tertullian
knew no rolation betweon Peter and Clement
which wus not equally true of that botween John
and Polycarp. But whoever thought that
beeanse Jubn ordained Polvearp, therefore John
was bishop of Smyrna? Why then shonld it
be assumed thay because Peter ordained
Cloment he was bishop of Rome?

In bis address to the Diocesan Confercnce ho
bad quoted a passage of Irensus in whieh they
found the same relation preserved between the
two great Apostlos of the Roman see. Irenmas
told them that * the blessed Apostles having
founded and buailt the Church, committed the
opiscopal ufice o0 Linus, To him succoeded
Arenclotus (olsewhere called Clotus, or Anac-
letus), and after him Clement succeeded; in the
third place from the Apostles™ { Her. iii. 3.) They
had seen what Irensus meant by ¢ founded.” Ho

moans that the two founders, Peterand Paul,
assisted in the eslablishment of the Roman
Church. What the one did tho other did. And
on the anthority of this passage they had no
more right fo say that Peter was Bishop of
Rome than that Paul was, The supposition

.that either was was absolutely excluded by the

statement that Clement was the third. Both
Apestles were thus excluded from the enumer-
ation of the Roman Bishops. That was the case
in the year 180, and he (the Bishop) thought
be shounld be ablo to show conclusively that all
later statements that Petor was Bishop of Romo
were mistakes founded on a forgery. This Jist
of the early Roman Bishops was universally
nccoplod after him; it was accepted by Epi-
phanins in the East and Rufinus in the West,
and was contained in the Roman liturgy to the
prosent day. Every carctul student of Patris.
tic literature bad perceived that at avery early
period tho mistake had in some way been in-
troduced ihat Ciement was ordained by St,
Petor as his successorin the Roman see. Ter-
tullian, at the beginning of the third century,
had heard and believed the story. Obviously
it was in direct conflict with the correct state-
ment of the fact. St. Peter died in 67 4. . and
St Clement became Bishop of Rome in 90 4. b,
How, then, couid St. Peter have orduined him
twenty ihree yoars after his owpdeath? ‘ Ac-
cordingly,” says Dr. Salmon, * another list of
Roman Bishops was published, which puts up
Clement to the second and pushes down Ana.
clotus to tho third place” (Infallibility, p. 355).
1t did more. Ittook Cletusand Anacletusto be
two persons,instead of two names for one porson,
and mado the imaginary addition a Bishop of
Rome. No one attributed deliberate fraud to

the Ryman Church. Tho false statemont was

nat invented by that Church, butcame to it
from without, and the only fault committed con-
sisted in tho too easy acceptance of what fell in
with its own desires, Its owo true tradition
made it impossible for it to claim St. Poter as its
first Bishop. He was no more its Bizhop than
St. Paul was, He was pointedly excluded from
tho su~cession. But in the new story that had
como to it both these difficuliies were removed.
St. Potor was scpurated from St. Paul, and he
was called Bishop of Rome. Such a report was
most welcome, aud it was eagorly roceived, No
doubt it created immense difficuliies, but diftl-
culiies might be met by moro or less ingevious
speculation,

How is one Lent, as it comes to the Chureh,

different from another?  Each yeur the Lonten

season has somethng differentin the expression
of 1ts face. The Kingdom of God is the samoe;
no statute in the law of God bas been amend-
od or rovised; the deep sharp line between
right and wrong hus not shifted right or left;
human nature has not been transformed; no
item is sdded to the black list of vices to be
killed or devils to be cast out ; no unheard-of
blossom in the floral of graces is to be gathered.
Yot tho Lent of 1895 will not be to any one of

us, to conscience, hoart, will, character, what
any Lent heretofore has beon, The Voice that
calls  will not be changed; but if we listen
anxiously thero wili be uccents and theve will
he specifications, in the warnings and appeals,
that we have not lieard before.

Itis the conditions that are new—conditions
of society, industry, trade, property, politics.
In these varying scones the changeless princi-
ples of the oternal Gospei must huve their ap-
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plication. Christian spoech and Christian
action will be modified in that application, as
to the method, manner, aim. degree of attention,
proportion of pains and emphasis according to
the time and place. A well-kopt Lent will not
be in & community of farmers and their families
amony the hills exuctly what it would be in
New York and Chicago; in Fifth Avenue
fughious and mnotions, or ut Tuxedo and Lake-
wood, what it would be in mining districts and
fuctory populations; in the United States what
it would be in Syria, or Egypt, or Judea. Bruth-
erhond men know this. Preuchers oaght to re-
memberit.
Our place is here, our time is now. What
ever other enemies to tho righteousness of Christ
threaten and imporil our communities, to the
prerent writer four stand in right, and at hand,
with terrible strength, with alarmicg ubiquity,
with strong self justifcations, with subtlo fasei-
nations. The names are familiar, The shapes
aro manifold, One secret source and motive,
self indulgence, is common to them all, Arrayed
against the will of God and the good of men,
women, and children are lust, intemperance,
selfish wealth, immoderate amusement, No-
body can deny that licentiousness is foul, de
basing and destructive.
itself denica that the saloon is perniciouy,
andacions and ruinons. No men but those who
have got or are getting moro than their share
deny that greedy capitalism is beartloss
meun and cruel. Only those who are swept on
under its illusions and fanaticisins forget that
the tide of pleasure-sceking bears down the
nobler traits of humanity, hides the true cnds
for which life is given, and carries with it a
wicked waste. So far have these depravilies
corrupted the fountains of social welfaro, so far
have ibe wrongs perverled the standards of
moral judgment, that mon who have stndied
much and thought more gravely question
whother the coming age in cur own country, in
spite of Christianity, will not confirm the awful
obsorvations of the past, that as civilization
ripens it rots, God’s ordinances in the Family,
the School Business, the Stato,—have they gain-
ed or lost in our generation ¥ Be Lhat as it may,
what have the twolve thousand Christian men
in the Brotherhood to doubout it? Theinquiry
is mot put to the mass, o Chapters, to conven-
tions or conferences, bnt to every moember. It
is not put by a man ; anothor Lent puts it.

It would appear then that Gnd's providence
in the Church hag appoiuted Forty Days this
year in which to apply with special rigor the
cternal principles of righteousness, such as
purity, self-control. justice, religious seriousnoss,
to these four particular dopartments or lines of
practical duty. The dovont opportunity and
tho apparatus, the multiplied services and the
pablic expectation are provided. Goneralities
of intention or geueralities of language, in the
periodical, in the pulpit or the meeting, will not
accomplish a great deal. *“Canst thou draw
out Leviuthan with a hook ?” Canst thou stay a
flood witb pen and ink ? Canst thou wash the
house und street with 2 mist ?

A recent census report states that there are
forty thoussnd prostitutes in the city of Now
York. It would be moderate to say that five
{imes A8 many womeh and {en times as many
mon violate chastity in some way secretly,
universal shame being a part of the natural
human protest against that violation. Compare
the knowledge and experionce on that subject
now with what men had in Sodom and
Gomorrah, Which generation is chargeable
with the greater sin?  Onc can only conjecture
how mauny of these modern transgressors hear
sermons and say prasyers on Sundays. Doocs
“gociety ” ask aa carefully what are the morals
of the men it invites and smiles upon as it asks
what ihey own, how they dress or who accepts
their cards ? Does it ask about their morals at
all ? If it did, and if the answer were “ No-

None but the saloon -

toriously bad,” would the invitations be with-
held? Would it outweigh the property the
Blne Book, the titlo, the family name? Is it
charity oris it profanity that sets up a chancel
ornumernt beside a tablet inscribed with the
Seventh Commandment, accepting it at the
hands of a wile whose manners are a jest with
other women's husbands? Ono of the duties
and honours of St. Andrew's men is so to treat
the young men they meot and deal with as to
draw them into tho Church. By their tuct,
conduct, acquaintance with temptation, they
can do quite as much to druw them away and
lkeep them clean from debauchery. Sexual
clounliness is perhaps the one virtue which a
brave layman can do more to promote than the
most faithtul and experienced clergyman. To
Christian knightship the honor of a shop-girl is
as sacred as that of a duchess. Tassion kills its
victims. Moral cowardice lets them die. This
is n {imo to fast and pray for courage.

An enlirely responsible and accurato
aunthority said not long ago that the city of
Boston was ruled and misruled, by sixteen
wholesale liquor dealers. Those sixteen dealers
controlled the retailera to the number of many
thousand, and the retailers practicaily controll-
ed the votors. Anequally responsible authority
has more recently said that in New York the
saloons are mortgaged to the brawers, the poli-
ticians are mortgaged to the saloon keepers,
the people are mortgaged to the politiciuns,
The New York Times was in its sensos when it
declared that the saleons had more 10 do
directly with the government of this country
than all tho teachers and preachers., How
much the teachers and praachers could do if
they set about it directly, expressly and with-
out ambiguity, we haveno way of mossuring.
QOur proposition is three fild, Intemperance
and liquor selling being an enormous Iniquity
everywlere, the Church as the Body and
Messenger of Christ has it for a prime duty to
tostify uncquivocally and consistently against
it. This testimony i3 not to be shified off by
ministers npon legislators and policemen and
« reformers,” nor yet by these upsn ministers,
Tho spiritual instrumentalities of the Church,
Lenton prayers, intercessions, watchings, labors
ineluded, ave surely to bo employed 'for awalken-
ing consciences und stirrinz efforts to this end.

No room is left for misunderstanding as io
the legitimacy of Lenten remonstrances aguinst
injustices of accumalation and abuses of
property. “Is not this the Fast that [ bave
chosen, to loose the bands of wickedness, to undo
tho heavy burdens, and to let the oppressed go
free, and that yo break every yoke 2" ¢ I wil]
come near to you in judgment, and I will be a
gwift witness against falseswearers and against
them that oppress tbe hiroling in his wages
and the widow and fatherless. and that tura
nside tho stranger from his right, and fear not
mo, said tha Lord of hosts.” * Bohbol the hire
of the laborors who have reaped down your
fields, which is of you kepi back by fraud, crieth,
and the cries of them which have reaped
have cntored into the ears of the Lord of
Sabaoth, Your gold and silver is cankered and
the rast of them shall cat your flesh as it were
fire,” Will the fire scoreh Heurew monopelists
only ? Will it skip the pews of nineteenth
conlury capitalists, owners of foul sweating
shops, unsanitary tenements, selfishly managed
mines, factories and railwuys, beeauso the warn-
ings bave rung down through eighteen cent-
uries ? There ave inequalities that the Almighty
permits ; there aro other inequalities which
man makes and God abhors and rebukaes. Ono
of these must be that where a privileged, shrewd
and fortunate employer makes miserics along
with his millions, Therc are competitions fair
and serupulons ; there are others as despicuble
a3 they are despotic. He who sitteth above
the waterfloods that are rising already ovor the
foundations of nationa! ordur and concord

knows which aroe these and which are thosa,
It is a good timo to pray Houven to open the
eyes of the blind, to give us judges and law
makers that money cannnt bay, and to bless
those sufforers who wait puliently for the com-
ing of the day of recomponse.

The social frivolities that intoxicato our cities
and towns could be dismissed with little concern
if they began only in foily and ended in nothing
but stupor, It would be enouvh to pity the
minds that can he content with them uud to
lamont the losses of nobleness, high service and
joyful simplicity which they cost. It isin that
region of oxcess and dissipation, however, that
most of the greater sins wo havo deplored are
stimulated, multiplied and displayed. They
flatter * the world,” influence ¢ the flesh ™ and
obey the dc7il.” Rutional amusoment, innncent
recreation and wholesomo mirth are discredited
and mocked by their affeetaticns, vanities, pro-
fanities and lies. They are ths very scandals
to the Church and the very dangors to tho soul
that tho coming season of penitenco, vigilance
and self-denial is set in tho Church year to avert
or subdue,

It is too much to hope for, that the men of
the Brotherhood throughout the couniry seeing
the foes to be resisted and the victories to bo
won, will be united insupplication and saerifice
as they are in the fellowship of tho fuith?

“God givous Men! A timo like this domands

Strong minds, great hearts, trae fuith, and
ready hands ;

Men whom the lust of offiec does not kill;

Men whom the spoils ot office cannot buy ;

Mon who possess opinions and a will;

Men who love honoar—mon who will not lie;

Mon who can stand beforo a domagogus,

And brave his treacherous flutleries without
winking !

V. C. bad not forgotten, he drew out
certain very vocalstops, and bending
himsell to maunual and podel, gave
forth the popular melody of the
“Tug-of-War' hymn with a precision
indicative of a resolution to have it
sunyg in strict time, or know the
reason why,

And as nine hundred and odd men
rose to their feet with some clatter
of heavy boots and accoutremnents the
Y. C. turned quietly out of the
crowded church, and stood ovtside
upon the steps, bare headod in the
sunshine of St, Muvtin's Little Sum-
mor, and with the tiniest of hymn.
books botween bis fingers and thumb.

Circumstances had made u soldier
of the V. C,, but by ualure he was a
student.

SOMETHING ABOUT JAPAN,

We take the following brief ac-
count of this little known, bot very
interesting country, and of our Mis-
sionary operations therein from ‘The
Church in Jupan’ s magazine pub-
lished in Tokyo. The section relat-
ing to the religion of Japan is from
the pen of Bishop McKim :

The population of Jupan is forty
millions,  Of this number six'een!
millions are in the Missionary Juris- |
digtion of Tokyo,

The remiining twenty-four mil-
lions are in the territory assigned to
the three knglish Bishops.

The Missionary Jurisdiction of
Tokyo is more than 760 miles in
length and three hundred in broadth.
It is divided into two Convocations,
known as the North Tokyo and the
Kyoto Convoeations,

These two Convocations, are separ-
ated by a district 300 mileain length,
which i~ under the jurisdiction of the
Right Rev. Bishop Bickersteth, of
the Church of England,

The present territorial division is
vory awkward for Episcopal super-
vision, At present, re-arrangoment
of Jurisdictionul lines seems almost
impoesible, if tho interests of the
Yissionary Societies are to be con-
gorved,

Four Mirelonnry Societies of the
Church of England, each independ-
ent of the other and of English con-
vocational authority are at work in
ihe district, lying between the two
convocations of North Tokys and
Jyoto.

These various Missions of the
Church of England unite with the
Mission of the Americun Church in
forming the Nippon Sel Koo Kwai—
*T'he Holy Catholic Churchin Jupan,’
This Jupanese Church has a Cousti-
tution and Canons and Missionary
Sneiety of its own, Its Prayer Book
is a translation of the English and
American Books, The Jupanere
Cuurih fiaa divided the Emplire for
Synudical convenionco into four dis-
triets, euch of which has un aunuul
synod with clericul and lay repre-en-
tatives, Tho whole Church meets
tri-ennially in General Synod.

The Copstitution provides that the
Bishops shall vote separutely from
the Clorgy and Lny representatives,
and no resolmion shall be deemed to
have been carried unless a muajority

TaE REL1GIONS OF JAPAN,
The roligions, if one may so call
them, of Jupan, are two—Shintoism
and Buddhism,

L. Shintoism.—This is & native cult
whose origiu is veiled in mythologi-
cul mist.

Shintoiam has a pantheon of eight
million gods : it deities the powers of
nature; there are fire gods, thunder
gods, good gods and evil gods, kitch-
en gode, el cefera ad infiattum,

Loeal divinities are wupposed to
guard the interesta of each village,

Shintoikm’s great hold upon the
muss of the people is its apotheosis
of patriotism ; it has a Walballa for
alldeparted Emperors and herocs,

Shintoism has no system of theol-
ogy. Its codo of ethics consists
chiefly in tezching loyully to the
Emporor and love of country,
