Sicting Bull,

The following is thesubstance of the inter
view with Sitting Bull.

In respounse tu inquiries regarding the cause

-of his departure into British America and his
present return to the United States, the Indian
said in substance:—«I hate the Americans
because I and my people have always been de-
ceived by them. They asked us to go to the
reservations, saying they would care for and
‘feed us. Then we were told we mnst farm.
Some couid not do this. Then we found our
rations weresbort. Not many years ago your’
people said they would give us the Black
Hlls, and that our children should own it, and
to be our hunting ground. As soon as tbe
shining dust was found there they drove us
irom it, I cannot believe the whites. Then
the Americans sent the long-bair, Custer, to
tollow ys, Do your people know of any-
thing we did to bring the long-bair upon us
at the Little Big Horn river? No, they do not.
We were there in peaceable camp, bunting
for meat to feed our families. If you were
ever told we were hostile it wag a lie” He
snid he was tired .of war and of blood. He
woentiato the white mother's country to get
rid of war. He and Lis braves had come back
{0 the United States to huat buffslo because

they were scarce in the Dominion. The

‘Wwomen and children were hungry., They had
not come to injure the white man or his pro-

THE GALLANT oMK RULERS.
Ireland’s Batile §illl Being Waged.

Loxpor, July 11.—The scene last night,
while the hous¢ of commons was in com-
mittee on the army discipline Bill, was most
exciting. Mr. Parnell (home ruler) accused
tbe speaker of a breach of privilege aud one-
sided conduct. This language caused an
altercation with Mz, Raikes, chairman of the
committee, whom Parnell attempted to silence
by shouting. A tumaltuous debate followed,
in which all the home rulers participated,
during which, according to the statexents of
the reporters, recourse to physical vivlence
appeured probable.

In connection with the scene in the house
of commons last night Parnell moved that
apy report or record of proceedings in the
house of commons, withott its sanction, is
unprecedented, and & breach of privilege, and
endangers the liberty of debate.

Loxspox, July 11.—~In the commens to-day
Sir 8. Northcote, chancellor of the «xchequer,
moved to Mr, Parnell’s motion an amend-
ment expressing confidence in the speaker.
The Marquis of Hartington and Gladstone
supported the amendment, amid loud cheer-
ing. Thbhe debate proceeding the home rulers
became much excited, and Sullivan, Lhome
ruler, accused the government of contem-
plating the imprisonment and expulsion of
the Irish members. Paruell’s motion was re-
jected by 421 to 29.

The Russinn Advance tn2 Centrat Asin.
(From our London Correspondent.)

An official despatch, relating to the Rus-
sian expedition to Central Asia, was received
at the India Office on Friday, and formed, I
understand, the chief subject of discussion at
the tast cabinet council. The ministry, it
eppears, are slightly at variance respecting
the importance of the Russian movements..
Lazareftf is known to have reached- the terri-
tory of the Tekka Turcoman with an army of
35,000 men, well equipped, and with an ad-
mirable commissariut. A memorandum ap-
pended to the official despatch dwells with
gignificant emphasia on the apparent ease with
which large Russian armies traverse vast
tracts of desert, exposed to . the attacks of
marauding nomads and to erganized hovtility
of resisting peoples. Nothing can bein more
glaring contrast than the manner in which
the Russians are fed and provided during
months' marches through frightful country,
and the miserable collapse of the attempts
British commanders have made to penetrate
Afghanistan and Zululand. The army of
Afghan was paralysed from first to last by in-
efficient tiansport, and notwithstanding the
enormous and wanton waste of money at the
Cape, the 30,000 soldiers in the field have
stood helpless and crippled for weeks, and
will probubly remain so till Sir Garnet jgoes
out to set things going.  The Russians have
sent notice to the Tekke tbat they mean to
annex the countay. The Turkomans have
vot answered, but have retired before the
enémy after the fashion of their fathers-in the
‘days when Roman armies perished in thess
wastes. They arenot likely to succumb with-
out a fight, but, whether they fight or not, you
may wager the Moore statue against the Cor-
poration revenues that Merv changes hands,
and will soon see the black eagle-over its
citadel. This isthe point on which the prime
minister and Bir Btafford Northcote are some-
what at issues with: other influential collea-
gues. These statesmen think there is nothing
in'it. Hir Michael Hicks Beach and Mr. Cross,
taking their cue from the Indian viceroy,
think it ought not to be permitted without at
least a protest., I may say the movements of
Russia in Ania are discussed-here with a good
deal of interest and suspicion, and I am bound

- A New Use for Wheaten Straw.
' [From the Oshkosh Norihwestera.}

- A gentleman of Bushnell, I1I,, recently ex-
hibited some samples of lumber that have at-
tracted much attention, among the lumber-
men, and which, if it possésses all the virtues
that are claimed for it, is certainly one of the
most important inventions of its kind ever
brought to notice. If it is a success, it will
form & new era in the art of building.

To make hard wood lumber of common
wheat straw, with all effects of polish and
finish which is obtainable on the hardest of
black walnut and mahogany, at as little cost
a8 clear pine lumber can be made up for, is
the claim of the inventor, and the samples
which he produces would go far toward veri-
fying bis claims.. e ‘
The process is as follows :—He takes ordi-
pary shaw board ; such as isusually manufac-
tured at any. paper-mill is used for th e pur-
pose. Af many sheets are taken as arere-
‘quired to make the thickness of lumber desired.
These sheets are passed’ through a chemical
solution which thoroughly softens up the fibre
and completely saturates it. The wholeis then
passed through a sucéessfon of rollers, dried
and hardened dQuring the passage as well as
polisbed,’'and theri comes‘out of the other end
of the machine hard, dry lumber ready for uge,
The .inventor "claims that the chemical pro-
perties, hardening in the fibfe, entirely pre-
vént water soaking, and render the lumber
combugtiile "only in &' “veryhiot fire.- The
hardened finish'on the outside also makes it
imparvious'to water. - ' - Coote

The Scientific american publishes a Iengthy
illustrated explanation of a&n instrument
named the autophone, for which lctters
patent have been issued in the United States
and Earope to Professor Merritt Gally, of
New York city. It is claimed by its inventor
to be entirely original, both in its conception
and fundamental in principle, and it is be-
lieved to be the first successful invasion of the
domain of music by automatic mechanism.
The autophone is operated by & thin sheet of
paper only three aud seven-eights inches in
width, punctured with small holes. The in-
strument is provided with any number of
stops, and, if & reed or pipe instrumeunt, with
uny number of sets of reeds or pipes. The iu-
vention is applicable to instruments of any
quality, from thc cheapest piano or cabinet
organ to a grand church organ. The music
gheet is prepared to repressnt not only the
notes, but also the entire expression required
to render the music in the most perfevt and
artistic manner.

To Canadians who are accustomed to a
political contest being waged over almost
every divorce case, the number of divorce
decrees granted in the United States-is alarm.

Teofur-Enan already orcu-
pied its fortress, but tho budy of bis army bi-
vouacked under the walls, waiting fur the
momeut 10 make a solemn entry.

Ortox,—I am writing this
on the buttom of &, canteen, 66 you must ex-
cuse me it you cannot make it all out. ]

Well, old boy, having'a-little spare time
this morning'to ‘myself, and ‘baving no fear
that the enemy’ will gttack’ ug,” as they are
encamped ghout. ten . miles- from here, 1
thought I would write you aline ortwo, and
-tell you all about the war, and what they are
killing vach other for. ‘Well, to commence
my narrative, [ left New York harbor on the
steamvship Pomerania, bound for Plymouth,
England, on June 20th, arriviog there July
ist, Tom giving me one hundred and fifty
dollars to pay my passage to Australia. Well,
.a8 I was going to sy, when I artived in Eng-
Tand,.of course I was invited to partake of a
glass or two with some of my Kaglish cou-
ging. That was the commencement of my
downfail. Of course you know what I am
wben I get properly steamed up. I went
whole hog or noue till I got properly on, and
then, of course, Australia was never thought
of until I woke up one morning penniluss.
I sat down by myself, and I thought over the
mutter, what I had better do.  Itdidnot take
me long to make up my mind, so I resolved
to enter the English army. I took the shil-
ling on July 29th, and eulisted in the 32ud
L I, and remained twith them until last
February, when I voluntesred for the 91ist
P. L. A. highlanders, bourd for the African
war., We went to Aldershot to join them,
and had a geuneral inrpection, being inspected
by H. R. H. the Duke of Cumbridge previous
to our embarkativn \We left dear old Eng-

land on February 19th on the mail steamship
Pretoria, apd must say had a splendid voyage,
makiog it in twenty-four days. Wa called
into Cape Town, and remained there for
twenty-four hours, when we started for Port
Natal, about 1,200 miles from Caps Town.
That was whero we disembarked. W had to
march up to a place called Durban, and oh!
what a fearfol warm duy it was to be sure,
apy amount of fellows falling out on the
roxd. Well, we remained in Durbua for three
days, when we got orders to march for the
front. We had to go to a piace called Tuguls
to camp, where we met the 98th, 88th, and
some of the 24th., We’ marched it in six
days, remaining there fur four days, until we
got eur couvay of provisions ready, and then
we started for the seat of war. This Tugula
is a river that divides Kaffirland from Zuola-
land. Well, we all started on March
28th. Troops consisting were, viz, the 57th,
60th riflvg, Cape Mounted rifles, 99th, 88th,
ahout 400 ~ailors nnd rome 2,000 black trovps,
amouuting in all to some 7,000 or 8,000 men.
We did not march more than ten wmiles per
day, as it is a very difficult thing to move an
army or column in an enemy’s conutry, We
had some 300 large wageons, with about 5,000
oxen drawing them, We made three liues,
side by side. Well, everything went well
until we arrived at a place, or camp, called
Gioginhlewn, on April 1st, where we put up
for the night-—and such a night, rainivg in
torrents all night long, and notbiug in God's
world to sbelter us but the beavens above, and
nothing to lis upon but thebard earth, except
one blanket, and that was so wet it was ure-
less. Well, we manuaged to pass the luog,
dreary night away the best way we could,when
Weduesday morning, the 2ud of April, dawn-
ed forth with its beautiful sun’s rays, when at
a distance, about 7.30 a m,, we perceived, as it
were, & black cloud coming over oue of the
hilis; but upon closer inspection it proved
to be our enemy, some 16,000 strong, march-
ing towards us. They came up like men
marchivg in column, till within about 1,200
yards, when we firee & hell at them. This
put a little disorder in their ranks. They
went out into skirmighing order, and came up
a8 close as 50 yards 1o us, firing like ;
but they do not secm to take very mnch aim,
ar their bullets all went very high. You can
imagina what our gide waw doing. Volivy after
volley we sent into them, until at last we gave
three hearty cheers and charged on them.
You ought to have seen them run. They
were thrown finto a terrihle state of excite-
menf, ruonning away in all directions, We
were told off by pacties to dig trenches and
collect our enemy’s dead. Well, we mowed
down in that short time over 2,000, besides
wounding about another thousand. Our loss
wag comparatively small, oniy loging 10 killed
and 40 wounded. I got a bullet through my
helmet, and intend to keep it for old remem-
brance sake., I get a medal and bar for the
engagement and a clasp for the relief of Col.
Pearson. We have to put up with a great
many hardsbips. Tha day we went to relieve
Col. Penrson -at the Ekowie we marched 24
miles without a mouthful of grub. This
regiment leaves here for England after this
war i over, before proceediug to foreign ser-
vice, as our accoutrements and rifles wiil all
baveto be exchanged, as thuy are nearly rot-
ten with the sun. Awfully warm weather
here. We expect to go to Halifux, N, 8§, or
India. Ithink we will go to Canada.

The {ollowing account of petroleum opera-
tions is interesting. A Wew York report, June
17th, says: @ 'Tbe old Standard Oil company
monopoly bas received a severe blow in the
extablishment of the new Cide-water P'pe Line
which to-day is in smooth operation and a
tormjdsble rival to the United States Pipe
Line. Petroleum is now flowing through the
new pipes from the Bradford oil regions to
Williamsport, P'a.,, a distance of 104 miles,
_throukh a dense wilderness, over rugged hills
and mountains. and across deep and rapid
streams. The pipe is six inches in diameter,
and weighs nineteen pounds to the foot, or
nearly fifty tons to the mile. There are two
pumping stations, one at Corryville, and the
other at & point four miles seuthwest of Cau-
dersport, Butler Couuty, Pa. They are 22}
miles apart. Thirty-one miles east of Corry--
ville the oil is raised to an elevation of 1,200
feet, but from thia point to Willlamsport the
fall {8 2,100 feet. Oil is driven thronzh the
pipe into the storage tank in Willinmaport at
the rate of 6,000 barrels a day, and the tanks
there bave a combined. capacity of nearly 60,-
000 barrels., The oil is taken thence in tank
cars to Bayonne, N. J,, the eastern terminns

| of the line, where the. company have 50 acres

fronting the bay, to be used for the reception
and exportation of .oil. . The Standard com-
pany has effectunlly controlled the old pipe
line, and.thero has been muck discrimination;
and, accordingly, much digratiefuction among

50 great a disaster last year, and New Orleans
is freer from disease than ordinarily in June,

Amerfcan Unmerchsantable Meat in
Loodon,

The recent seizures hy the commissioners
of rewers in London of 53 tons of Awerican
weat in the space of fuur days, becanse it wus
unfit for buman feod, bhas led to very erron-
vous impressions on this side of the water.
« The fact is,” eayr the Beatom Commercial
Bulletin, «the neizures in question bave becn
hitherto unprecedeuted in quantity sioce the
importation of dead meat Legan. The only
previous ones which have approached them
in magnitade were of 35 tons in s¢ven days in
Qutober, 1876, avd 24 tons in one week in the
previous September. But the total quantity
of American mest which the authorities have
found it vecessary to pronounce unfit for
food bas not averaged much abeve 200 tone
anpually, or one per cent. of the importations.
Last year it was 238 tons, against 238,000 tons
of good meat dirposed. of. Of the late seiz-
ures, one-half came over in the Bolivia, and
the remainder in the Alsatia, buth from New
York.)—u- Y. Bulletin.

‘amassing a little wealth he must gencrally
visit Europe with the avowed object of view-
ing apd admiring the grand and beantiful
works of naturo. Thus the average tourist
rushes off to complete a foreign tour,
with all the attendant  discomforts,
without being cognizunt of the mative
graudeur which exists in the vicinity of his
own home and which furms an universal
theme of admiration to forcign tourists. One
person  delights in the bold awe inspiring
Alpine clifls, whilst the "artistic tastes of
others are gratificd by a view of a bright
valley associnted witha peaceful liomestend,
If you wish to be introduced to n prospect ex-

celling in maguificence anything Euro-
penn it is but mecessary to  consult
a railroad guide for a brief moment. Acting

on the kind invitation of Mr. L. B. Futvoye,
superintendent of the Ceutral Vermont rail-
wiy, o number of press representatives em-
bariced on the 7.15 train Thursday morning
for a pleasant jaunt to the shoves - { the cele-
brated lake Memphremagog.,  Even at that

early  hour the sun  had attained
a  high altitude, its ficrco rays beat-
ing down in scorchiug fury, serving

to increass the discomfurt of a sweltering
city life. As the train rattled throngh the
fertile country south of St. Lamberts, the
welcome change of atmosphere was appre-
cinted by onc and all of the scriics who 1p-
clined in the luxurious chairs of their private
ear.  The deliciousty cool nir entering at the
windows cooled their systems and revived
their flagging cnergies as the train rushed |
throngh a most pictucesque country.
Superintendent Futveye turoughout the
trip fuvored the grests with a deseription of |
the promincnt landmarks, which he deseribued I
in glowing terms. At Waterloo the train is
chunged from the Contral Vermont to the
Waterloo and Magog railways. This line ix
vonstructed through a country of primeval
grandear. It is tlanked by impenetrable
forests, towering mountiins amil bewutifil
lakes. Owing to the character of the conutry
through which it pisses, the W. & M. railway
pursues a cirenitous  cenrse to  its ter-
mination, winuing around  wild-lookiog
lakes, ascending almost insccessible heighrs,
aud  spanuing  wild  mountain  corrents.
Severat of the grades appeared insurmount-

and afford a pleasant drive throughout thig
shady retreat. A portion ofthe grouad jscultiv
vatedasn végutable garddr; besides stipplying
ample pasturage to a herd of beautifil Ayr-
shires. A commodibus boat-house occupies
a position to-the; right-of the ground. It ig
elegantly constructed, and evidently expense
wag beyoud consideration in the erection. A
Neet of steainlaunches, skiffs and sail-boats
are quictly floating inside. ~A largo steam
yacht, tho Oxford, the richest fitted in this
locality, is awalting -psssengers outside.
On the opposite shore, Mount Elephantis is
delineated against the sky. The ‘mountain
obtained its gingular name from the resem-
blance which it bears to a sleeping elephant.
fa the immediate vicinity is a great natural
curiogity in the shape of the ©balance tock,”
a huge boulder so nicely pivoted that an
infant's touch causes it to vibrate, but
still permanently retain its position.
Rounding & point of land the eye rests on
Skinners island, a rugeed, irregular shaped
islet, thickly studded with trees.  On the
north side it arises abruptly to a height of 30
feet, Here the entrance to the famous Skin-
ner's cave exists. The following legend is
cxtant with regard to its existance and tho
uses to which it wasapplied: Atoune time a
notorious smuggler named Skinver car-
riel on  his nefarious occupation in
these waters.

After & short delay the hawsers were cast off
and the boat hended up the lake. Cuptain
Ueurge Wushington Foyy is deserving of more
thun & mere meation, as he is one of the cule-
britiea of this region, aud has heen identified
with the intereits of the lake all his life time.
1le was born in Newport and therofore is an
American citizen, From bis earliest years Lo
has bueen associated with these inland waters,
and congequeltly isan anthority on all matters
which have ever transpired in this vicinicy,
{{o started in lifc a8 communder of a borse
hoat plying as a ferry across the lake, but
being of an ambitious nature e conceived aud
Fucees~fully curiied out the idea of fntroducing
a steumer for the accemmodution of the iu-
creared number of toursts. The craft in
which he first attempted steam navigatioo
was the Mouutain Maid. It did not prove
equal to the traffic, and was replaced by the
present bandsowme boat about ten years ago.
The “ Commodore,” although nearly seventy
yenrs of age, is as hearty and obliging agin the
days of yore. Ilis guests are under o compli-
ment to him for theattentiun bestowed on themn
und the graphic portrayal of the varivus in-
teresting objects oo the lake. We have men-
tivued in a provious account that Memphrema.
gog is an Indian phrase sigoifyiog « beautiful
water.” The correctness of their first im-
pression was not falde, But is fully testificd to
to-duy by the numerons visitors who reiterate

The
view of tho shores of the lake
from the boat is exceedingly beuu.

pew BCcencs, preseuting aremaikable diversity
of appearances, are cunstantly uufvlded to
the admiriug gaze. The scene is purpetually
shifting, revealing new panoramic beau-
tivs a8 the steamer traverses the waters con.
fined in their limits by the mountainous
bunk of granite resring aloft a thoussnd fuet,
and reflucting in their heights the vast dupths
of water laving their side. Mount Orford, the
bighest mountain in Canada, proudly rears its
bhead aloft and buries it in the enveloping
clouds. Bv actual measurement Mount Or-
ford is 4.000 feet high, and four miles north-
west of Magog village. Gibraltar Point, nine
miles from Magog, presents a lamentable scene
ufderolation amid such beautiful surroundiogs.
Duriug the ¢ flush times " of 1876 a compuny
of capitalints purchased the tract of land com-
prising over 7,000 acres koown a8 Gibraltar
Point. They proceeded to improve the land
in various ways and erected & number of
ornamental cottages of tasty design. They
also put up & saw mill and furniture factory
which greatly benefited the surroundiog
neighborhood by rmploying labor and afford-
ing o home market for lumber, Og a verdure-
clad elevation they erected a hotel which
commanded a magnpificent view of the lake
and adjncent country. Alter completing their
labors, the financial crash which overwhelmed
the country enveloped them in its folds and
dragged the lately adorned estate into bank-
ruptey. The furnished hotel was never
opened, and the tepantless cottages were al-
lowed to relapse into decay At present they
are rapidly mouldering away from lack of
attention.

Hoveral wealtbhy Montrealera have estates
here which they frequent only in the summer.

Beveral hundred foct
below the peacoful waters of the Iake,
dotted with uumerous islands, sparkled and
flashed in the nmber mys of the retting sun.
In the distance Nowport presented a delight-
ful appearance. To the routh Mount Wasking-
ten could be fuintly discerned through the
gathering mist. To the right “Owl's Hoad”
and « Sugur Loal” mountains, rearing aloft,
covereod with a stunted growth of furze
bushes, are to be adwmired. Tho party, in
silence, feisted their eyes on the benutiful
seene surrounding them until arouded from
their reverie by a peal of thundur which re-
verherated azross the beautiful vieta, and
made the welkin ring. This salate of the
hieuvenly artillery apprised the party of a
chanwe which bad occurred. Huage banks of
clouds, inky in the depths of their darkness,
had rolled up from the west uenoticed, until

now they had oversprend the firmp-

Reombarking on the Laudy of the
Luke, the boat started on its return trip to
Magog. During the time occupled in ac-
complishing the return home we will furnish
a few particuiars with regard to the lukeon
which wo float. Itis a narrow sheet of water,
nveraging about two miles in width, thirty
miles long, and 1,200 feet desp at the
base of the cliffa. It abounds with
pickerel, salmon trout, lake trout and other
eppreciable specimuns of the finny tribe.
Guod sport is guersnteed to anglers in all
purts of the lake. At the present season tha
fish frequent the deep water, but in the fall
and spring angling is well repaid along shore.
Mr. 8. F. Cupp, customs officer and iuspector
of fisheries, was formerly one of the greatest
fiskermen on the lake, and at presemt ho re-
lates the Btory of a certain “big haul” with
wuch pride.  Ou this occaston he feit indis-
posed, and therefure did not relate the yarn,
but stated that be had rpeared over balf a ton
of fish in one night. With a rod ard fifty
foet of line he had capturad a splendid speci-
men of lake trout, which tipped the scale at
fifty-one pounds. Spearing is now forbidden
by the Quebuc government, - At six o'clock
the steawer touched the Magog wharf, and
landed her passengers, all thoroughly satis~
fied with the « Commodore's” courtecus
treatment. : o

Afcer a night's sound rest the entire party
was aroused at 4 a.m. in time to secure the
morning express, which arrived in town: at
nine welock, in time for breakfast and pusi-
ness. : :

# Agitate! agitate!” said O’Connell. By
agitation, lawa must ultimately be passed--
not, perhaps, forcing the landlords to sell, but
encouraging the peasantry to buy. As estates
are sold in the Landed Estates Court even
now, the tenantry often purchase'their hold-
ings. The Government advances & consider-
able portion of the motey, and by degrees
this system must extend, until the people
‘work their way into possession. Peasant pro-
prietors would enormously increase the value
of land, and tend to make the people con-
tented, happy and prosperous; but we nolice
too much nonsense in some Awmerican papers
as to the means by which present peoprietors
in Ireland can be easiest secured.

Religion in FPolities.

The papers are discussing the questi_ou of
Religion in Politica; but the subject is ap-
proached with so little frankness that no sub-
stantial good is Leing done. Th_e fact _o!‘ th_e
cnso is, that in Canada, Religion in Politics is
recognized by constitutional nsages. Is it
not a fact that one-half of the appointments
made by Government are made on the basis
of nationa! and creed distinctions? Who
will deny that the Cabinet is not formed by
gelecting men because they are of a certain
nationality and of a certain religious belief ?
Protestants, Catiolics, Methodists and others,
have each their representative; and no Gov-
ernment can well upset tne existing rule.
But not only in the Dominion Parliament, in
the Senate, but in the Local Legislatures, and
in all the avenues of politicul preferment,
men are appointed because they are of this
religious belief or of that nationality. Nay,
in our municipal affuirs is it not the case that
refigion guldes the selection of individuals
fur local honors or for preferment? Thus re-
ligion in politics has become recognized, and
we do not see how it could be otherwise.
The different elements of which the country
is composed should be fairly represented. If

men to want, it they can help it. The
generous love of the Old Land, which is
churacteristic of Irishmen, will impel the
Irish abrond to respuvnd with prodigal hand
to relieve the distrers which I3 said to exist
in the West. Nor will the response be long
delayed. He who gives quickly gives twice,
and vnce the lrish abroad are satisfied thut
distress, such ns that depicted, exists, the re-
spouse will be sudden snd complete.

If principles are to be fuught, the
pross, the pulpig, or the public platform, are
tree to wll woo use them with moderation, but
when the ribald jest, the sneering leer, the
epuu ridicule, are heaped upon the most sucred
priaciples of othiers, men revolt, and a desire
tur retaliation tnkes pussession of the sewses.
It ig a pity that in such a country as Cannda
vlements exist which are no credit to our
civilization, and which have become standing
scaudals w Christianity iwself. Thuse slements
do no goad, and they do a great deal of harou.
Che marvel is that they exist at all and that
respectable men, of all religions, do not pro-
uvunce against them in such a manner as to
conviuce che world that such things should
uut be.

The Iristh Laoa Question,

The people of Ireland are commencing to
ery out for a peasant propristary. ‘They
think the time is come when an effort should
by mnde to give the Irish peusantry a claim
upvn the sotl he cultivates. Peuple lovk
abroad and they see France smilo liky a well
cultivated flower garden, sud attribute it all
te the fact t-at the people own the land.
They look at Germany, with its arid soil, and
they see & more prosperous agricultural
povple than they have in Ireland, with its
rich pastures and its splendid loam. They
look to the United States, and to Canada, and

naturally ask themselves ¢ why should it not
be 80 in Iruland.” The question is & serious
oue, and its importance is- becoming recog-
nized day by day. The revolutionary means
by which the land of France came into the
bands of the people is not possibls in Ireland;
the United States and Canada furnish no
paraliel; and - Germouny, perhaps, comes
nearest to the mark. But rsform must
come. If the people continue to labor
a8 seriously as they are doing for land
reform, they must get it. The present rela-
tions between landlord and tenant cannot last
for ever. The Landed’Extates Court made a
great chunge, the Land Luws made the state

the Protestants or the Catholics happened to
produce ail the able and qualified men, would
either of them consent to be ruled over by the
exclugive authority of the other ?  Certainly
not! It is unfortunate, we grant, but we sce
no remedy for it. The present system ape
pears to us to be the best possible under the
circumstances. It has its evils, but if the
theory of the #best men” wus in force, it
would lead te endless turmoil and dissatis-
faction.

The Antonomy of the Province.

There appears to be a growing disposition,
in certain quarters, to cultivate a bulicf in the
incficacy of the Local Legislatures, and to
disseminate the doctrine of centralization.
People freely express opinions in favor of
abolishing all the Local Legislatures, cutting
down expenses, and, as they reason, of strength-
ening aud extending the authority of the
House of Commons., On the score of economy
there is something to recommend this view of
the solution. Our complex system of govern-
ment is expensive, and the hard times have
guickened the desire of the people to dispense
with oppressive taxation. Viewed in that
aspect, no doubt, ull the Local Legislutures
shoeuld be abplished, and the country
would be nll the gicher. But we
mus{ not forget that there are Otber f
sides to the question.  Ecouomy doed not
always decide issues such as theso.  In Que.
bec, especially, the Provincial feeling iy
strong. The I'rench Canadians are a people
within a people, with treaties, language, lnws
aod institutions peculiar to thewmselves, all of
which centralization. would perhaps  de-
stroy.  Whether that destruction would ulti-
mately lead to their own commercial benefic
or nat, is not the question to discuss, because
the chances are that they will never consent
to it. They place their © language, their
institutions and their laws” above all con-
sideration of petty gain. As a portion
of the Dominion the Frerch Canadian ele-
ment will always be & factor in the uifuirs of
state, but a8 the Province of Quebee, it is an
immense power. For good or evil the Pro-
viuce of Quebec is destined to remnin as it is,
and nothing but brute force will ever change
it. Iu fact, the question is one that, while it
may be instructive to discuss; yet it would by
a delusion for the frieuds of centralization to
entertain the shadow of a hope thut the peo-
ple of this Province will ever give their con-
gent to their own political destruction.

The Antonomy - of the Provinco
To the Editor of the TRUE WITNESS and PoST.

SiR,—Whether the lrish Catholics as an
organized body, should or should not bind
themselves iast and firm to one or other ofthe
political parties of our local parliament is &
question fairly open to debate. When, how-
ever, one or other of those parties advocates
measures preguant with danger to the inde-
pendence and autonomy of this province, then
indeed it would ill become the Irishman,
above all others, to allow the hot appeals of
party leaders to blind him to those principles
of freedom to which the Irish people have
been so nobly faithful. It wasthe overpower-
ing ond overweening influence of a more
powerful legislature that first sapped and then
overturned the Irish parliament. 5o patent,
nay, so instinctive is this historical truth to
the breast of the most unlettered, that in
every land he is the uncompromising enemy
of centralizing legislation, and the warmest
advocate of state rights and provincial inde-
pendence.

Weall know how in this province of Quebec,
not many months past, a parliamentary
majority rode roughshod over the masses of
the people. We know only too well, that
never did a cabinet rule the destinies of
Quebec with more contempt for Irish de-
mands than did that DeBoucherville govern-
ment. Ovtof 219 government situations, the
Irish Catholics held but 9, while every ap-
Pplicant for such positions was refused.
Henry Gustave Joly was called to form a
ministry. He is of French Huguenot
descent, 8 gentleman and o wman, every inch
of him. Uncharitable zealots, narrow in
mina, and miserabie in spirit, may carp at Mr.

every lip.

Yet is there no wrath in those eyes; no
malice on those lips; no wishes for evil to
imaginary evil-doers. Tle calamity isaccept-
ed as beyond human avoidance. Not only
is there no tendency to exaggerate, there is
anxiety to underrate, individual suffering.
Only in direst extremity, aud then chiefly cn
the part of parents for their famirhing and
nearly naked children, does anguish find its
natural utterance. To what is thus men-
tioned the writer pears the personal testi-
mony of varied experience. 1t i3 on occasions
of this nature that the proverbial qualities of
the Irish peasant—and here he is Irish of the
Irish—~manifest themselves strikiogly. TUn-
temptable honesty ; patience, and even cheer-
fulness under privations that would be in-
credible unless witnessed; above all ever-
ready sacrifice of self where domestic and
neighbourly affuction is concerned ;—these
characteristics were never more prominent
than in this most sore trial. With emphatic
truth may it be said of him that « The poor
a moreel of their morsel give.” His morsel
has now, nlas, reached vanishing point. It
must abidiogly disappear, and himself with
it, in casecs innumelable, for many a mile
hereabouts, if relief be not forthcoming in the
way sought. In none other can it be prompt,
and therefore effectual.

Reluctantly is it asked for. Only the
keenest exigency extorts the appeal Ours
are not an alms-secking people.  Assistance
in their extremity does not stimulate to fresh
importunity in any but truly exceptional
times. The ever-feeling heart and munificent
hand of Lady Burdett-Coutts bave frequently
befriended our small regattns, bazaars, and
other humuble charitable enterprises; and, in
particular, has she encouraged our most de-
serving but neglected fishermen, of whom no
praise can be too high. Others, in England
and abroad, huve followed her noble exnmple
from time to time. But we are now driven to
address those hitherto strangers to our posi-
tion—the general public—whom, accordingly,
we earnestly conjure to aesist us in our press-
ing straits.

pscended the pulpit ard in an eloquent and
appropriate sermon explained the ceremony
about to take place,and dwelt at considerable
Jength on the lesson we receive from the con-
gecrated bell.

«The melody of its chant is powerful and
sweet. It teaches the Christian & beautiful
lesson of harmony—harmony with God, with
bimself and with his neighbor, or the triple
lesson of fuith, hope and charity. 1Iis voice,
as it calls him to prayer, reminds him of the
obligation of his faith, and invites him in
every feast to adore his Maker in the spirit
of the feast; or, three times daily, recalling
the mystery of the Incarnation, it awukens
his hope for a better world with the morning,
noon and evening call of the Angelus belf;
or, in its fidelity to sound the praises of Him
alone to whom it i8 consecrated, and to call
indiscriminately all the children of the same
heavenly Father, it teaches him the love that
shouid ever burn within him for God and for
Lis neighbor, and which should never con-
tinue smouldering in the breeze that wafts
him the summons of the bell.”

The parish priest, Rev. Father Deleage,
0.M.1,, then proceeded to bless the Lell, which
had been previously dressed with the usual
neatness and taste of the good sisters of
charity.

THL CATHOLIC CRURCH IN AMERICA

mstructions of the Propaganda Concern
ing the Fower of the Bishops.

St. Louis, July 9.—The America, a German
daily, published in this city will ts-morrow
contain the latest document of the Propa-
ganda in Rome, concerning the organization
of the Catholic church in the United States
This document, the genuineness of which is
vouched for by prominent western bishops,
declares :—

First—That the instructions of July 20,
1878, do not apply to the trausfer of priests
from one congregation to another, the decree
of the second council of Baltimore remaining
intact in this respect. Bishops, it is true,
shall take care not to transfer priests against
their will from one mission to another with-
out grave and rational cause; but omnly in
case of final deposition of a rector from office
previous consuitation of the newly created
council is obligatory.

Second—That even if the clection of new
counsellors dr judges is done in synod, the
election of the same properly belongs to the
bishop, and the vote of the synod is merely
consultative. If the election is done in the
synod, it belongs abrolutely to the bishop,
but if the choice 18 made to fill vacancies it is
becoming that the bishop should first hear
the vote of the removing.

Third—That the vote of new councils are
always consultative, definite decirions being
reserved to the bishop; but the vote und
opinion of the counsellors must always bein-
serted in the proceedings.

Fourth—That by theinstructions of the Pro-
paganda of July 20, 1878, the extraordinary
power of the bishop to suspend a priest by
reason of very important cavse and urgent
necessity is not jnterfered with, It is lawful
for any rector to bring before the council an-
other priest, subject to the approval of the
bishop, cither a8 his assistant or his attorney.

This document is signed by Cardinal
Simeoni, prefect of the Propaganda and J. B.
Agnozzi, secretary of the same congregation.

Archhishop Parcell in Cincinnati,
(From the Cincinnati Commercial.)

Archbishop Purcell and his_private secre-
tary, Father Callsghan, returned from their
eastern trip to Cincinnati. The very marked
restoration of the health and spirits of his
grace is very apparent. Ile has not been so
well for twenty years as at present. On
Saturday last the archbichop was presentin
the cathedral from 3 until 10 o'clock in the
svening, allowing himself only a brief interval
for tea at 7. He attended personally to the
religious duties during confersional hours,
and administered spiritual consolations to
numbers who sought him during the evening.
On Sunday he officiated at early mass, and
spoke to the coneregation, alluding briefly to
the encouragement that had been received by
bimself and Dr. Callaghan in their eastern
trip. During the day the reverend archbishop
was again present in the cathedral for a brief
period during afternoon devotions, and in the
evening he seemed remarkably cheerful and
elastic, Yesterday he went to Mount St.
Mary’s, where he will remain this weck
giving spiritual instruction preparatory for
their first communion. These young people
are making the retrent this weck ; for seven
days they remain in seclusion for private
devotion, and his grace gives them spiritual
instruction two hours each day during the re-
treat.,

Archbishop Purcell does not expect during
his lifetime to liquidate the debt, but he feels
a fuir assuraoce that he shall beable to reduce
it to A manageable magnitude. The present
relief be feels from the harassing strain has
actrd as a rejuvenating influeuce.

EVIDENCE OF THE SURVIVORS OF
THE GUARD,

‘1he Prince Dies Grllantly Wielding the
sword Worn by the Great Lmperor at
Aunteriitz nng Waterloo,

The correspondent of the London Telegraph
at Utrecht sends umder date of June 5th the
story told by the survivors of the little guard
which under Lieutenant Carey accompanied
the prince imperial on the fatal reconnvitring
expeaition ou the 2nd of June. Thers wus in
the party the prince, Lieutenant Curey, six
selveted men from the Nutal horse and one
Knffir. They left camp at 10 o'clock and at
seven Lieuteoant Carey with only four men
returned. The prince, three men, five horses
aud four rifles were lefc behind. The sur-
vivors did not then know that the prince had
been killed, although they believed that he
had been. Immediately after the return of
the troopers Captain Bettington, ot the Natal
horse, examined the men, who gave the fol-
lowing evideuce: :

The first witress; Sergeant Willis, said : ¢ T

belorg to Bettington’s corps and left the

camp this morning with five others of our
corps under Licutenant Carey, and one

Kaftir guide, as an escort fur the prince

{mperial. We had with us two led horses.

We went the same way as befors when the

prince was fired upon, the prnce himaself

remarking upon this fact.  We rode till 3,

when we descended a hill to a kraal about

a hundred yards from Imbanani river.

There was clear ground in front but high

grass and standing crops all round the

other ‘sides. . We ware orderad by the
prince to oft-saddle, - and after knee.
haltering, turneéd our horses into the grass.

Weo lay down outside the huts and took

gome cooked -coffue while the Kuffir looked

after the wateriug of -the horses. At 3.50

the prince guve the time, saying, ¢ Let the

horRes have ten minutes more.’ The Eaffir
drave up our horges aud at 4 we were ordered

to saddle. The Kuffir sald he hud seen a

Zalu across the river going up the hill oppo-

-gite. - We saddled as- quickiy-as we--conld.

The prince then gave the order to mount; and
all of us ‘did so except trooper Rugers, Who
waR trying to catch bis led horse. A sudden
volléy was at that instant. fired, and we all

-mnde our. way out except Rogers, and Isaw

him lying against the hat. The Znlus con-
tivived firing afrer us ;as We galloped for 200
yardaand yelllng.! ' '

The volley was
fired from about twenty yards. The Znlus
shouted, ¢ Usuta,’ and ¢ Here ‘are the English
cowards! I turned round, saw the Zalus, und
put spurs to my horse. As I wentI saw
Rogers behind a hut, to the shelter of which
hehad run, aud 1 shouted out, ¢ Come along.’
I saw him level hisrifleat a Zulu. I rode
on with Abel full gallop.”

« Who was leading them ?” « Lieutenant
Carey and Cochrape. When we had got a tew
yards from the kraals a bullet struck Abel
full in the back, about an inch below his ban-
dolicr. He was half & length in front of me.
I suw that they were firing high, and so I lay
alopg 1oy borse. Letocq passed me, raving,
+ Put spurato your horse, boy ; the prince is
down.' I looked back, and saw the prince was
clinging to the stirrup-leatber and saddle un-
dernceath his horse for a fuw lengths, and he
then fell. His horse, as lar as I could make
out, trampled on him I unslung my carbine
to have & shot at the Zulus, but the horse just
then plunged into the donga, and I
fell forwnrd on his neck, and lost my
loaded carbine. When I recovered my geat
I found the prince's horse close beside me.
I could not catch it, 8o I got behind it and
drove it along till I canght up to Licutenant
Carey. He then said, ¢ Some one must catch
the prince’s horse) aund I replied, “ As my
horse i3 fageed I will catch it and ride it into
camp.’ I dismounted aud caught the horse
and rode it iuto camp. I saw no more of the
prince.”

« Whot was the last order given?” & The
prince said ‘mount.’ I heard no oider after
that, but at the svund of the volley I watched
Lieutenant Carcy. We all of us put spurs to
our borses and galloped.”

« How muany Zulus were there 2 « I should
say forty or fifty.”

« \What were the Zulns firdog with? ?

« From the whiz of the bullet that struck
Abel, T koew they had Martini-Henrys.”

« Before you mounted, how were you stand-
ing?"

« We were in ling, the prince being in front
of us. Our backs were to the kraal.”

Trooper Cochrane, after some rtepetition of
the preliminary cvidence, stated :—« The
prince gave the word ¢ Prepare to mouat,” and
afterwards * Mount.” I was next tohim. We
mounted, but I did not see him do so. He
was, 1 think, doing something to his bit.
All of a sudden a volley was fired at us, the
Zulug giving a tremendous shout. Tue
horses were frightened and we could hardly
hold them. Some broke away and the rest
bolted with uws. When I got across the
donga, or about fifty yards from the kranl, I
saw the prince on foot, closely pursued by
Zulus. His horse was then galloping off in
another direction. 1 saw no more of the
prince. I followed Licutenant Carey. He
gave no orders.”

«In what direction was the prince rnn-
ning 7" ¢ He was runniug after us.”

«How many Zulus were pursuing him?”
4 I think about a dozen.”

# How far off were they ?” #About three
yards fruom him. They alt had guns and as-
segaig.”

« Was any effort made to rally or halt, or
any attermnpt made to save the prince 7" « No,
we hadouly three rifles with us?”

i How far did you gallop?* # Aboeut two
miles without stopping.”

& Did any one usk about the prince?” « No,
we were separated.”

Trooper Letocq gave evidence as follows :
— Just as we were springing to our saddles
the volley was fired from the muealies
at fifteen or seventeen vards. I dropped
my carbine and bad to dismount
for it. In remounting I was unable to
get my feet into the stirrups, my horse
was galloping so hard from fright. I lay
across the saddle. 1 pussed the prince, but
wad unable to stop for him, baving no power
over the reins.  As I got clear away from the
kraal I passed the prince. He then had hold
of the stirrup-leather and the cantle of the
saddle and was trying to get his joot into the
stirrup, but bis horse was going too fast. 1
said to him: ¢ Depechez vous, s'il vous plait,
blonsjeur, et montez votre cheval! He made
no reply. He had not caught hold of the
bridle; he could not keep up with the horse
and I gaw it trend on him and the prince fell
down. The Zulus were tiring all the time,
hut I could nat see them. "I saw no more of
the prince. I foliowed Lieutenant Carey. He
was lending at first, but some of us passed
him. We galloped two or thres miles, the
Zulus trying to surround us. I sawGrubbeand
Willia could not catch up to us and asked
Captain Carey to wait for them. He said,
t We will cross the spruit and wait for them
on the rise on the other side’ Grubbe and
Willis were 300 yards behind us, for their
horres were knocked up.

u Were any orders given to stop or rally,
or try totave the prince ?” «“XNo"

« Did anv of you mention the prince, or
did Licutenant Carey say anything about
him?' @No; all that I heard Lieuteuant
Carey say all the time was, ¢Let us muke
haste and go quickly.'

The Zulus must have come up with the
prince at the gully, where he must heve
turoned upon his pursuers. He never called
for help, but faced his pursuers with the
sword in his hand carried by

THE FIRST NAPOLEON

through many a famous day. Whether he
kitled any Zulus is not known, but it is pro-
bable they did not come within reach of his
sword as from the edge of the donga they
could hurl down their assegris with impunity.
One plerced his vight eye, causing—so the
dactors believe—immediate death, or at nny
rate paralyzing all feeling. The prince pre-
bably then fell and the Zulus, leaping dowan,
stabbed him in adozon places. Meauwbile,
the Kuffir gaide, it appears, bad been fighting
for his life and, before hedropped, had broken
several of his asgegais, which were found
Llood-stained by his gide nextmoining.

BUILDING SuCIETIES ACT.

An Act to Proside for the Liguidation of
the Affatrs of Butlding Societies in the
Province of Qu_ebec.

Hundreds, yee, thousands of persons in
Montreal and throughout the provinte of
Quedbec are financially interested in all mat-
ters connected with building societies. For
the information of those persons we ipsert a
synopsis - of “the uct to provide for the
liquidation of the atfairs of building societics
in the province of Quebee,” passed at the
1ast session of the Dominion parlinment.

Article 1st.—Provides that liquidation may
be resolved upon. at any general meetingof
gharcholders, by a majority of two-thirds of
the votes of the members presunt, or by proxy.
Notice of such meeting and proposal to

_liguidate must be inserted in the French and

Epglish newspaper fiftcen days prior to such
mesting. And a special notice, containing
the same infurmation as the public unotice,
rhall be sent by post to each member at least
fifteen day s before such meetiog,

Article 2nd. That at the same meeting
three or five liquidators may be elected. The
liquidators take the place of the directors;
and -any director may be appointed liqui-
dator. . |

" Article 3rd. The liquidators shall elect ono

of their number as president. The majority
of the liquidators form a quorum; The presi-
dent to have a casting vote. '
“Article 4th. The lignidators shall be duly
empowered and be subject to the obligations
towards the sharcholders imposed by law and
the by-laws of the society upon directors.
The society. shall not transact other business
than shall further the liquidation of effects ;
and the liquidators shall proceed with dune
diligénce to realize the assets of the soclety

end they may. either dispose of the movable
and immovable properties of the soclety ;

Article Tth, The principal money due the
society by any shareholder in its faver shall
continue to become payuble according to the
terms of the obligators itself, nnd, moreover,
the liquidation may from time to time
exact an account of such obligations
aud their discharge unecessary to  place
the sharcholders on an cqual footing, such a
demand to require o month’s notize previous
to its execution.

Article Sth. In event of members having
obtained appropriations, the payments of
which extend over o term of years without
interest, und being bound Ly obligation or
otherwise to repay the same, the liquidators
shall receive, in addition to the principal
umouat, a sum of money which shall be equi-
valent to 7 per cent for the time he
or they had use .of the principal sums
or portions thereof, the amount of said
uterest to be compated each time a portion
of the principle was paid, which order would
continue until the debt be discharged. The

The Exadus from Memphis.

Mesrems, Tenn., July 10—The board of

A perfect stampede is in
progress, the trains leing unable to carry
away the hundreds who try to leave the
city.

CiNtiNNaT, 0, July 10.—A despatch from
New Orleaus saya:—The yellow fover scuru
had commenced, nnd from now on the ©x-
odus of citizens will be heavy. This despatch
Ways 8 or 10 cuses are down with fever, but
other reliable information puts the number
of cases at between 20 and 30. These des-
patches say people were in iguorance of the
presence of fever till they lenrued it from out-
side.

Wasiingroy, D.C, July 10.—No informa-
tion has been received by the National health
authorities concerning the outbreak of yel-
low fever in Memphis. Surgeon-General
Huampton, of the marine bospital service, dues
not expect a repetition of the epidemic of
{ast year, becauss of the rauitary precauntions
taken by the local authorities and the adop-
tion of hygienic measures. There would be
danger, he says, if fever shonld break out, of
its being taken into Missouri and Kansas by
thenegro exodus. He has received informa-
tion from Hayti that cleau bills of health are
now being given from that port. Fover pre-
vails in Brazil, but there is no danger of its
being brought by infection to this country, as
it is now midwinter in that latitude.

The Fez

The history of the fez makes a curious
chapter in the unwritten bistory of clothes.
It is now a gymbol or a survival of Islam and
of Oriental manners ; yet some {ifty years ago
it was an emblem of reform, and of nations
that might almost he called western. The
great refurming Sultan Mshmoud put down
the turban, as he put down the Janissarics.
He made all civil and military «flicials adopt
the fez, whilo the turban only survived as a
head-dress to be worn 1o the seclusion of the
harem, oras an ornament carved in stone
above the graves of the fuithfui. The very
Ulemas were compelled in 1857 to renounce
the turban for the fez. It was like stripping
a vishop of his apron or compelling the
higher clergy to attire themselves ip trousers
The Ulemas revolted on Mahmoud's death
and returned to the sacred turban. They
would not wear the head-dress of Giaours, for
the red fe-z is originally the coiffure of the
Greeks and Albunians.  The fez is equally
invonveuient in sunny and in rainy weather,
while no one can seriously call it pretty.
Such ns it ix, the fez is a symbol, not only of
the eastern rule, but of castern ability to ap-
propriate western ideas. It is a type of the
Turkish copstitution and of the Turkish civi-
lization.

pletely up. Then we saw a much larger box
containing’ serpents of various sizes.

They then drew back with seemivg reluctance,

« Meantime the man and boy who had been
pierced watcbed the proceedings with the
utmost unconcern.

WiLp ANIMALS AND TELEGRAPE WIRES.—AD
offical report from Sumatra states that frequent
disturbances ot telegraphic comwunication are
cansed in tbat island by elephants. During
the three years 1875-8 there have been sixty
gerious interruptions traceable to this cauxe.

If the
alternate system is followed, the spaces that
bave been used as puths this season are to be
munured, forked, and raked level to mukea
rich fine bed into which the runners from the
old plants are to be directed.  If pot layering
is practised, layer the earliest runners. This
is to l'e commended for private gardens; it is
simply to sink in the foil small pots flled
with rich soil, under the runners as they
appear ; place the runner on the soil of the
pot, snd put & clod on the stem to hold it
until it has taken rcot. When the pots are
filled with roots, turn out the balls of earth
and sct them in a new bed. Plants so treated
will go on and grow and bear a goud crop
next year,
Grare Vixes— In spring we directed that
vines plauted then should be allowed to bear
but & single shoot. It is well to wait until
the vines are older before putting up a trellis;
a stuke 5 or 6 feet out of the ground will
answer for the first two years. Keep the shoot
tied up to this; if other shoots start from the
root or the old wood, remove them. In the
axil of each lenf, or where the leaf joins the
stem, a shoot may appear, this is a laterel, do
rot remove it cptirely, but pinch all off but
one leuf ; if it makes another start, pinch that
buck to one leaf, and so oo, rhould it start
Should the vine reach the top of the
stake, let it take care of itself.  If the vine
was planted last year, and two shoots are
grown, keep these tied to the stake and treated
in the same way. On estublisked vines, keep
the laterals pinched as above, and when
the shouts are as long as desired, stop them
by pinching. Iosects that now appear are
mostly those that can be hand-picked.

Kitehen and Markcet Gardens.
CrcuMbeas.—Dust with ashes or lime to
keep off striped beetls.

CarroTs.—Thin ; hoo until the tops prevent
turther work smong them,

Oxloss —Harvest as soon as the tops dic
down. Store in a cool airy place.
Squasurs—Keep clear of buge by hand-
picking. Let the vines strike root at the
joints.

Touatoes—Keep from the ground by
frames or trellises. Brush or hay is better than
nothiuog.

MEeLoN—Tiemove late sets that would mnot
ripen. Save only pure seed. Turn tosccure even
ripening.

BeeTs.—Sow for succession of younyg roots
Sow only early
sorts now.

Corx.—Plant early sorts for Iate use and
drying. Bave sced from best specimens of the
early crop.

SweeT PoTaToEs —De not let the vines root.
Move them when hoeing by lifting with the
hoe handle.

Have no waste ground where weeds may
grow. When the early crops are off, clear and
plant again.

Beaxs.—Plant for late; the Refugee is
hest for salting and pickling. Tiuch the
Limas when they have reached the tup of the
pole.

Asraragus.—DPull such weeds a8 appear,
and if the asparsgus beetle is discovered, cut
away the branches on which their eggs are
placed.

CrLEny.—Set in rows three feet apart and
gix inches in the row on the level, in well
wauured soil. 'The trench system has nearly
goue out of practice.

CaspacEs.—Set out for late crop. They
need rich soil, and must be kept clean and
watched for worms. Catch the white butterflien
early in the morning, when they are slow in
movlng. ) .

Egg plants can be forced by the use of
liquid manure. Keep the fruit off the ground
by placing straw under it. If potato bugs
sbouud, it is difficult to save the egg planty
withcut daily vigllance.

Flower Garden and FLawn,

Everything should be kept in good order.
Mow the lawn when it needs it....Remove
large weedatbat maystartup. . . . If the weather
is dry, water should e used freely....The
edgings to beds and walks should be kept
neatly cut, . .. Bedding plants need much cary
now, as they will grow rapidly, and will often
peed the knife. ... Cut away flower clusters of
plants cultivated for their foliage, and trim
and shape fo suit thedexign. ... Tall flowering
plants, like dablias, gladioluses, Lilies, etc,
will require stukes. Do not use unsightly
devices for holding up plants ; straight stems
of shrubs are better than painted sticks. ...
Climbers should not be allowed to tall awuy
from their snpports. . . . Keep the ground clean
around perennials; and save seed of all plants
ag they ripen.

Greenhouse nud Window Plants,

This is a difficult time of yesr to keep the
gresnhoure looking attmctive. Shading must
be used. Whitewash is the cheapest—muslin
on the outside of sash is perhaps the best. ...
Frequent sprinkling of walks, etc, I8 neces-
sary to keep the rooms cool....Fumigate
at frequent intervals, and allowa good circula-
tion of pure air....If the weather isdry,it
is & good time to get and store the year's
supply of sphagnum moss from the péat
hogs. _

The ves-
scls engaged in the trade numbered 119 of
95,790 tons, compnared with 138 of 88,963 tons
in 1878.

The Globe's annual crop report appeared on
Thursday last with intelligence from over three
hundred places in Outario chiefly, but also
from some localities in Quebec and a few in
the Maritime Yrovinces. The fall wheat in
Ontario this yeur appenrs to be considerably
above the average of recent years both in
quantity and quality. Spring wheat is below
the average in both. Other spring crops are
good. Hay variable, but on the average good
and abundant. On the whole, the prospects
have seldom appeared better, and if we have
two or three weeks ot fine weather there will
be & very fine harvest.

The American and Canadian Food
Sapply.

The arrivals at Liverpool from the United
States and Canada for the week ending June
29th of live stock were again very large,
particularly as regards sheep, the num-
ber of which was greater than for
many weeks past. The steamers were
the Massachusetts, with 398 cattle and
1,669 Bbeep; the Bavarian, with 100
cattle and 1,828 sheep; the Prussian,
with 20 cattle and 600 sheep; the Linhope,
with 100 cattle and 730 sheep; the Quebec,
with 328 cattle; the Lake Chemptain, with
289 cattle; and the Queen, with 120 cettle,
being 1,630 cattle aud 4,827 sheep. With fresh
meat, the following steamers arrived :—The
Queen, with 1,388 qrs of beef and 485
