LETTER OF W. S. O'BRIEN ON THE POLISH
REVOLUTION.

Konigsberg, May 31, 1863.

My Dear Friend —You will oblige me by sending
to the Polish Committee of Paris the enclosed order
for Ten Pounds as my first subscription in aid of
Poland, ’

You are aware that I have always felt much sym-
pathby for nations that are oppressed oy the rule of
foreigners, and that [ am still digposed to labor for
the freedom of those who seek to attain self-govern-
ment by means that are justifiable in the sight of
God &nd of man. Impelled by this sentiment, I have
very recently visited Poland on my return westwards
from Canstantinople. My object in meking this de-
viation from the route which would bave conducted
me from Vienon to Ireland, has been to ascertain
wlat ie the true character of the Polish insurrection
and by what means those who symputbise with the

_ cause of Poland can most effectively assist the gal.
laut nution which is now contending for its liberty
with a beroism that excites anod deserves upiversal
admirstion. 1 confess thet I entertained some
doubis us 10 the character of this insurrection before
I weut to Polund, but these doubts have been entire-
Iy removed. 1f [ bad found that it had been merely
a movement generated by the turbulence of the re-
volutionary elewents of society, ns it has been cha-
racterised by the Russian winister, [ should have
taken no part in aid of the siruggle ; but, afier hav-
ing converzed at Cracow, at Warsaw, at Grodnao, at
Wilua, and elsewhere with a large number of persons
who belung to that purtion of society which naturally
loves ardec a3 weil us freedom, [ huve become con-
vinced thuy the present ipsurrection deserves iu a
pre-cmineat degrree tu be called nalional.  With the
exception of a tew indivicuals it embruces sl the in-
telligent classes of society, {from the wealthiest no-

leman to the bumblest nrtisen. [t obtaing the sup-
port even of ithe Jews, naod although the Russisn
Goverrmant has stimulated the uneducated peasant-
ry to plunder apd massacre thwe linded proprietors,
these dinholical machinntions bave hitherto served
ony to prove that the cause of Poland is dear to the
illiterzte peasant a3 well us to the wore iatelligent
classes with whom this revolt originated. It isa
muveneat which is in the bighest degree religious,
being sancticned Ly the clergy, whose funclion com-
mands them to teach 1o man his moral and social
duties ; and it derives # still higher saoction from
the dicintes of eonscieace, which tell to every Pale
that, wheu he olfers bis life as a sucrifice for the li-
berty of his country, be pecforms an act which is ae-
ceptable to the Greator who bestowed life upon him,
pot soleiy for his own selfish enjoyment, but also for
the welfare of Lis f2llow-men.

Acting under these holy influences, the Polish pa-
triot has devoted himseif to a strife which may ut
present be considered a3 the lu3t resource of despair.

It is not necessary that I ghould set forth tbe cir-
cumstances which have given immediate occasion to
this revolt. They are known to tbe public, and, if
there Le any who dosire to study in detail the causes
which bave produced this insurrection, such persons
will require a more lengthy expositinn than would be
suitable to the nature of this communication. Suffice
it to say, that Russian tyranoy hns heen carried to
such an extremity that no alternative hag been left,
even to the most cautious acd to the most moderate
of the Poles, except that of assisting the insurgeats
at the risk of imprisonment, exile, confiscation, and
death, or of being branded with eterosl infamy a3
traitors to the cause of their country.
~ The present situation of Poland engages the sym-
pathy of all mankind. We have seen manifestations
of such sympathy equally intense oo the part of those
who represent 1he most antagoniatic principles of
public policy. The Conservalive noblemen of Pro-
testant Bogland hold nearly the same languege in
resmect of Poland as is uttered by the Ultramontane
champions . of Catholicity. Yet, bitherto this sym-
pathy has been slmost unproductive of ugeful regults.
Every man who i3 capable of feeling a generous sen-
timent exclains, * How noble has been the gelf-devo-
tion of the young men of Poland, who, though un-
provided with arms, have daringly encountered the
legions of the Czar! How aublime is the fortitude
of the Pulizh Indies, who, relinquishing all the plea.
sures bt wealth can comreand, bave, during more
than two years, worn mourning for their country,
sud have cbstained from all social enjoyments in
testimony of their grief!” Alasl bow barren has
beeu this sympathy and thia admiration! The Polish
matron i brave, but shall she be blamed if she
tremble when she fears that the next hour may bring

forest, vr that ber husband has been seized, impri-
soned, shot, hung, or transported to Siberia? Yet

‘As for the diplomatic action of those ministers of
stato who profess to be friendly to the cause of Po-
land, T am much dispoded to think that it bas beea
serviceable to. Russia rather than to Poland, inas.
mauch a8 it has psralysed other kinds of actien that
might have beea brought to the aid of the Polish
canse., For example, the British Minister for Foreign
Affairs sent a lecture to the Russian Governoment,
but he declared, at the same time, that England will
not under any circumstances take up arms in detence
ot the rights of Poland. He demanded fulfilment of
the Treaty of Vienna as the ultimatum of the require-
meats of England in bebalf of Poland, although he
knows or ought to know that there is not a single
Pole who would be satisfied with the acceptance by
Russia of this ultimntum. He knows or oughtto
know that the Pole of Lithuania thinks kimself en-
titled to enjoy all the liberties which were guaranteed
by the Treaty of Vienna to the Poles who live in
what is called ¥ The Kingdom,” aud that neither will
now be satisfied with any alternative, except the ex-
pulsion of the Russians from all the provinces which
formerly belonged to Poland.

As for Austria, she cannot demand even the ful-
Glment of the Treaty of Vienna, becnuse ghe has
herself violated that treaty by seizing and subjecting
to her awn domination the city of Cracow, whose
freedom was guaranteed by the Great Powers in
1815.

As for France, many gemerous Frenchmen would
willicgly rush to the succour of Polaad, and if the
Bmperor Napoleon were to take such a gtep, not for
the tuke of adding & province to the Empire, but in
recognition of the just claims upon the sympathies
of France which Poland inberits from sutecedent
connections, he would thereby become arbiler of the
destinics of Burope; but it is evidept ihat he feara
to occupy this huzardous position, for he prefers to
take counsel with the lukewarm frieads or with the
insidious eneruies of Poland.

Shall nothiog, then, be done fur the Poles ? Hen-
ven forbid! The voice of nations, spart from the
acuion of governments, i3 not devoid of power. The
public opinion of Burope possesses influence even in
the Council Cbamber of St. Petersburg, Experieace
proves that the autocrat of Russia and his ministers
wonld torture, acd burn, and banish, acd confiscate,
and exzeute, without mercy in Poland, if Burape
were siient, but they fear to encounter the indigna-
tion of all mankind. Let that indignation be ex-
pressed, but let {t ulso be manifested by something
more efficacious than words!

During the few days whick I spent in Poland, I
bave henrd on the part of the timid and of the feeble,
prayers for the armed intervention of France and of
LFugland. On the part of the bold and of the reso-
Inte, I have Leard the following cry of despair:—
“ We cannot abandon the cause of Poland. We are
prepared 10 sacrifice for it our lives and cur fortunes,
but we fear that these sacrifices will be unavailing.
We do not require s French army or & British fleet
to aid vs; we are willing to fight our own battle,
but we cannot procure arms. We are surroundec by
three great powers, two of which, while professing
neutrality, in reality act as sgents for our ememy.
Every day the munitions of warthat are destined for
Poland are seized by Austrian and Prussian fune-
tionaries, and the prisons of the Austrian and Prus-
sian froouer are filled with persuns who are desirous
to take part with us in vindication of our national
rights. Give us a real neutrality—give an opportu-
nity of procuring arms, and twenty millions of Poles
will then prove that they. are able to expel the Rus-
sians for ever from all the provinces which belonged
to ancient Poland.” This i3 the demand which Po-
land rddresses to the sympathies of mankind, Shall
tbat demand be uttered in vain? For myself, 1
would answer it thus :—

There are in England, aud in Fracce, and in other
parts of Europe, many politicians who regard the
existence of the colossal power of Russia a3 a stand-
ing menace to all the nations of Europe and Asia.
To such politicians [ would say—¢* This ia an oppor-
tunity which may not occur again for clipping the
wings of the Russian eagle. Let France, and Eang-
land, and Italy again combine for a cause infinitely
more sacred thap that which gave ocecasion to the
Crimean War! Despoil the robber of his booty !
Give back their country to the gallant Peles, whose
sufferings, whose constancy, and whose heroism
beve during nearly & century appesaled to the con-
science of Europe! Aid the Circaasians at the same
time in their noble efforts to maintain the freedem of
their mountains! Give to Finland the sutonomy
which it desires, sud you will by these combiued
measures for ever liberate Europe from the dread of
Russian power which at prezent oppressess & night-
raare the politicians of the West.”

But, if yon are not prepared to encounter the
hazards which attead a policy so enlarged, at least
employ your diplomatic energies to secure for the
Polea the rights of a belligerent nation. A firm pro-
test addressed by the ministers of Franre, Eoglund,
nnd Italy to the Goveroments of Austria and of
Prussia would have the effect of placing the Poles in
reintion to the Russians in the same position a3 that
which is occupied by the Confederates in refation to
the Federals of America England snpplies arms as
merchandise to Loth the contending parties, YWhat
would be said if the ministers of Eagland were to
cause to be seized and imprison persons going as
volunteers to Charleston or to Richmond ? What
would be said if the Federals were allowed to pur-
chage arns in Eogland whilst the Confederates were
prevented from making similar purchases ? Would
it not manifest that hy thus acting England had
made lierselfl na ally ot the Federals? Yet this is
precisely the lice of conduet that has been adopted
towards the Polish iasurgents by the Gurernments
of Austrin and of Prussin. The public opinion of
Europe is siroug enough to effect the realisation of

i o perfect neutrality even without an European war,
i mure eapecially it it be intimated to Aunstrin that if

she perzevere in her present one-sided policy, the
Tfungariana and Venetians will be encoursged to
take up arms in vindication of their own natienal
righta—and if it be, nlso, intimnted to the madman
who now wears the crown of Prassia, that the day
may not be far distanl wheu he will be deemed by
foreizn nations, as well a3 by his own subjects wun~’
worly to govern a free people.

Yet, even if the governments of Europe shouid
adopt no measures in favour of the Poles, public
opinion may do much, aud the energies of brave men
may do more for the cause of Poland. When a
hondful of Greeks 1ose in resistance to the colossal
force of Turkey, they were dizcauraged by all the
Governments of Europe; yet they continued to
struggle apainat all power during seven years (that
is, from the beginning of 1821 uctil the end of 1827),
unaided, except by the exertions of English and
French Phil Hellenes. Thoe names of Byron and of
Church are now connected with some of the most
brilliant exploils of that struggle, and will be
remembered with gratitude in Greece as long ag his-
tory shall record those glorious achievements, Are
there among the English sympathisers with Poland
no poblemen and gentlemen, who, in imitation of
Byron and Church, will fling themselves into the
farests of Lithuania, and stand side by side with the

-gallant Poles who cncounter the Russian columns

which, from week to week, are poured into Poland ?
If the noblemen and gentlemen who lately convened
a meeting in the city of London had called upon
the people of England to subscribe money in aid of
Poland inatead of calling for diplomatic notes, one
hundred tbhousand pounds (£100,000) might have
been raised withio a week in aid of the Polish cause.
In & single week the Catholics of Dublin raise £10,-
000 in order to send a Brigade from Ireland to de-
fend the Pope, and impoverished Ireland contribated
npor the whole more than £160,000 (one bundred
thonsand pounds) io support of that donbtful enter-
prise, - Shall it be said that the united Protestants

bour is to be lost! When the snows of winter sheli
arrive the forests will bs no longer tenable, and the
noble defenders-of their country must be prepared to
sufer death or exile if their work benot accomplisbed
plisbed before the end of October ; and even though
the struggle be renewed from year to year, and from
generation to generation, still incalculable suffering
would be avoided if Europe and America would, by
nrmed end diplpmatic intervention, or by the mag-
nanimous efforts of heroic man, rugh to the rescus of
the gallant nation which is now ssffering the mar-
tyrdom ot despair, and reatore to i, occe and for
ever its complete indepeadence.”

Such are the impressions that have made upon my
mind of my recent visit to Poland, The emotioos
excited by the terrible drame which [ have witnessed
in that country, now imgpel me to supplicate for
Polaod active co-operation, as well as the generous
gympathy, of all who desire the emancipation of na-
tions which are oppressed by the tyranny of foreign-
ers and of barbarians.

POSTBCRIPT.
Berlin, June 3.

The foregoing letter was written at Konigsberg,
but was not vosted there. Upou arriving at Berlin,
1 find tbat the Great Powera of Europe bhave under-
taken to seltle the Polish question upon a basis that
has been proposed by Austris, That proposal is
evidently founded upoa a desire to preveat Gallicia
(formerly a part of Poland, but now a province of
Austrir) from hereafter seeking to be associnted with
Poland, rather than upon a sincero desire to liberate
the Poles from the yoke of Russia. It i3, Qoubtless,
desirable to stop the effusion of blood, but, if I were
a Pole, I would prefer a pralongation of the war to
acceptance of the terms suggested by Austria. Afler
what las passed during the last fifly years, the Poles
can place no confidence in Russian promizes. This
is & war wbich admits not compromise. Whiie o
single Ruasian soldier treads the soil of Poland the
atrife will, in one form or other, be continued or re-
newed— .

‘ For never <an true reconcilement dwell
Where wounds of deadly hate have pierced so deep.”

It remaing to be seen whether the terms proposed
by Austria will be accepted by Russia. If they be
sccepted, the whole system of the Russian Goverc-
ment must bo reorganised, for the exterior provioces
will assuredly claim to participate in the privileges
which may be conceded to Poland. Idoubt whether
the Russian Government 13 prepared to admit such a
change of system. -

I remains also to be seen whether these terms will
be accepted by the Poles. Pending this ancertainty
the war must be carried on with vigour, azd the
friends of Poland onght to supply arms, money, and
men in aid of their efforts. I therefore send the sub-
scription which I designed to ofter as an indication
of my desire to aid the cause of Polsad.

DISTRESS IN THE WEST—MEETING IN TUAM.

Tuax, Fune 11th.—A large meeting, called by
public requisition, was beld here to-day in the Town
Hall in reference to the distress existing n this pro-
vionce. The object of the meeting was stated in the
requisision to be, the taking into consideration the
fearful destitation of the laboring classes and their
fumilies, for the purpose of pressing on the Govern-
ment tke vecessity of prompt and efficient measures
to prevent deaths by starvation. The ball in which
the meeting was held was deosely crowded, and the
strongest interest was manifested in the proceedings.
Dr. Thos. Bodkin, Chairman of the Town Commis-
sioners, presided.

His Greee the Lord Archbishop of Tuam on com-
ing forward to move a resolution was loudly cheered.
When silence was obtained he gaid—Mr. Chairman
and gentlemen, ] must share both in the grief and in
the joy which bave braught us together on this oc-
casion—in the grief that it skould be our lot to ns-
semble herc 20 frequently for the purpose of relieving
the distress of the poor—distress aggravated by the
insolent maaner in which it i3 denied by those who
should be the first in relieving it (hear, hesr). I
feel, howerer, very great joy in the reflection that
the suffering of our poor has excited general sympa-
thy—not counfided to Tuam or to Ireland —but & sym-
pathy extending over the entire world, so that one
can say, in the language of a man dear to Ireland for
his writings, that the sound of the lamentations of
the Irizh people has gone over the deep, and that the
moaning of the herp is beard in distant lands; but
unfortunately I cannot adopt the entire of his poetic
figure, that tears came even from our oppre33ors
while rivetting the chains of slavery on the people
of Ireland (cheers) It is certainly true that the
sound of our misery has goae forth to the extremity
of the earth; and it is a curious circumstance that,
while the sound of that misery has passed across the
Atlantic over the prairies of America tu the Pacifie,
that it cannot reach the Eaglish Government beyond
the Irish Channel (cheers). If these were the words
of an Irigh priest or lay gentleman, he would be con-
demned, according to the fashion of the day, as a
mere agitator, They are words ot truth and great
value, written by the illustrious Archbishop of San
Trancisco at a time when be sent us a very large re-
mitiance (hear, hear); and it i3 a strange and per-
plexing problem why the sound of distress that has
reached the shores of the Pacific cannot be heard
across the Channel (bear, hear). Iregret that I did
not bring with me the letter containing these words
1f I had been lesa sparing of extracts, with which my
multifarious correspondence with the nations of the
enrth i3 replete, perhaps the gentlemen who compose
the Government would not be so flipprnt in their de-
ninls of the exiztence of distress in Ireland, or so
contemptuous in the sentiments to which they give
exjpreasions respectiag us. If the good Archbishop
of San Francisco,- ar ary other, were to come to this
neighborliood, and if I drave him a distance of eome
two miles from this town, I could show him & monu-
ment of ‘ruthless Brittsh legistation which would
shame even the Minister of Eoglund (hear, bear),
Az 1 zaid before, no tears could be drawn from him,
for yon might ns well expect to draw tears down the
cheeks of old Plutus as draw tears regerding Irish
distress down the cheeks of Lord Palmerston (hear,
bear, and cheers). But I copld show him in the
neighborbood of "Tuam a scene which might call to
bis recollection some of “his early classic reading re-
specting the ruins of Abbn Longa, where the faiber,
and the mother, and the children were seen crowd-
ing round the fireless hearth, and imprinting their
last kisses on the very threshold and door posts of
the cottnge where they often met ag a joyfal group—.
a place in which the policy of the English Viceroy is
being carried ont, for, inatead of the sounds of iono-
cont mirth which had beea heard amongst the chil-
dren of the joyous cottagers there will be heard in
future nought but thelooing of bullooks—I refer to
the village of Killelane. If I were to pnas over now;
even altbe cleventh bonr, any allusion to that de-
golate aceno—if I were talking of the exercise of
landlord ‘tyranny, or of the excessive sufferioga of

With all these questions I have nothing whatever to

do.” These are questions that beloog to another tri-

bunal, and, no doubt, shonld they be brought before

another tribunal both the plaintiff and the defendant

would bave eloquent adévocatss. ButI have to do

with this fact, tbat this scene of desolation has oc-

curred within some miles of Tuam, and without any

reference whatever to the humanity or cruelty of the

immediate agent or landlerd. I say that thia scene

of desolation is the consequence of those ruthless

laws by which Bogland has so loog misgoverned

and oppressed this country (hear, bear). I tell you

that in no other country on the face of the earth

would this oceur (hear, hear), because where there
is a reciproesl contract between landlord and tenant

the landlord gives land, the tenant gives his indus-

try ; and if thera are losses from floods, or tempeats,

or pestilence, in every country where equity, and
justice, nnd humanity take the place of mere legal

ennctment thege losses are shared in common by
both ; if, through excessive rain, the potato crop may
not have grown (though according to the law, sac-
cording to the logic and theology of Shylock), the

landlord bas a right to evict, yet, according to the
dictates of nature, of justice, and humanity, he sLould
ghare the lozs ratber than drive from their homes
any innocent family unabhle to bear the entire weight
of such a calamity (hear, hear). This has occurred
in the neighborhood of Tuam, and my knowledge of
the detnils is entirely derive@ from one of those im-
muteble productions which stawp a character on
the writer. The description of these, whether it is
true or false, i3 a matter entirely for the writer and
for the gentleman wlhom he describes, butasa de-
scription of the suffering entaited upon this very vil-
lage 1tis a most jnstruciive lesson (hear, hear). |
should refer any 1ndividual who wishes to know the
hardship of the tnudlord system as illustrated in that
case—I should refer him to n letter which appesred
some few days ago in & [ocal pnper. The letter con-
tains a curious specimen of family biograpby, where,
with a common ground, the destructive features of
every individual in the group are miuutely and ex-
quisitely drawn (cheers). After the many excellent
observations which yon have heard from the clergy-
meo who addressed, you, and I feel gratified in re-
ferring to them, I need not detain you. It was not
my intention to spenk much, and I bave no renson
to alter that intention, for the gentlemen of the press
who have favored us with their presence will be able
to place on record sentiments in the speeches which
have been delivered oot entirely unworthy ot clergy-
men and patriots (cheers), not unworthy of persons
who have devoted their time to the study of theolo-
£y, but have not thought it any breach of their duty
to bestow a little time also to the interests of their
country—persons who have illustrated on this great
festival, the teachings of our Divine Redeemer at-
tending bere now as the ndvocates of the poor after
sharing in the solemnity of this festival, which is
one of the greatest festivals of the Oburch—a testi-
val on which the King of Heaven is presented to the
adoration of His people, but, by the operation of the
penal luws so long affecting the Catholics of Ireland,
is banned from appenring in the public streets in the
golemn procession of the Church.

of both the Clurches (cheers). Aud surely we ought
to be content when we are under the dominion of
those modern Decemvirs (hear, hear, and *laughter),
The Decemvirs of old were nothing to them, who are
the ten wisest the ten truest, and most trusted of
the Protestant and Catbolic Churches (hear, hear,
snd laughter.) I tell him I will not dwell upon
scenes conoected with the school, and which might
remind the classic reader of other events connected
with the history of the Decemvirs.

diacretion —being part of a sum of £4,080 193. col-
lected in the diocese of Philudelphia for the suffering
people of Ireiand. This is another of the many
proofs your noble American peoplg have given of,
their saympathy for the people of Lkis country, when-
ever our wants or our sufferiugs appealed to your
generosity. If a priest wants fuodas to build a church
in Ireland Lo has but to cross the Atlantic to get the
necessary meang L we waut to erect a Culholi.c
Ubpiversity on o scale commensurate to the necessi-
ties of the country, we have but to sead our collec-
tors to tell tae American people that we need help
for so vast au undertaking, and they come back with
many thoussuds of pounda. If famine desolates the
lund you send us yourships freighted with provisions
and money, and now that u greal calamity has fullen
upon your own country, wasted a3 jL i3 by o war ea-
tuiling enormous enpendijture of life and money aot
possible anywhero else, you still have timo to think
of here in Irelnnd, and from out of your own meuns,
50 heavily taxed, you reserve wherewithal to give,
and to give munificently, 1owards the relief of our
suffering people. Ia truih, your charity is litue less
needed now than in the famine years in many parts
of Ireland, Things have.come to that pnss of
wretchedness that a large proportion of our swmall
farmers could bardly hold on, even if they goi their
land for nothing. The consequenmce i3, that the
finest young men and women in the country, the
best of the people, both pbysically and morally, see-
ing no hope at home, are flying rrom the land of
their birta as from a 'and stricken with plague, and
in such numbers that in the south and west of Ire-
land one haif of the population, at least of the young
and the strong, will soon have emigrated to Ameri-
¢a or Australin. But Providence kanows how to
draw good out of evil, and so, if vur people arescat-
tered fnr and wide, it is » consolation to us to see
that wherever they go they carry with them the aa-
cient faith of Ireland. Greata calamity a3 is the
dizpersion of our fine people, would it not seem as if,
in the views of Providence, they were a missionary
peaple, destined, by their very dispersion, to scatter
broanderst over the earth the seeds of the true fuith
purtured for ages in their own Island of Saipts? |t
is & cousolution that God draws good out of evil 7—
But theis is no excuse for'the beedlessness and the
benrtlessuess of the Governmwent that will not try to
correct the evil-- that will not raise its litle fiuger
to correct it—that will uot so much as listen to a
stutement of the evil with a view to the applicstion
of & remedy, There i3, there can be no excuse for
such apathetic indilference to the sufferings of the
Irish poeople and the ruin of their couniry. Your no-
ble-hearted. charity should put this Government to
shame. Itis a reproach to them for their cruel ne-
glect of our people.

Teratric Firg 1x Corz.—QOne of the most destruc-
tive fires which was ever witnessed in this city broke
out on Wednesday morning, about twa o'clock, in
the establishment of Messrs, Goulding, oil and drug
mercharts, 108, Patrick-Street. The fire wag fiest
discavered by the watchman of the district, Bat. Neill,
who, in passing the rere of the premises, whick extend
into Willism streot, noticed thin streams of smoke
issuing from several portions of the stores, which is
a gigantic buiding of stone, four stories in height, and
pited with materials of the most combustible nature.
The watchman jmmediately gave the alarm at the
police-station, and despatched a messenger on & car
to Blackpool, the residence of Mr. Goulding. In a
short time Sub-Inspector Chauner, with a strong
body of police, and the corporation hydrant arrived,
and the hose being attached to the fire plugs, began
to play upoan the building from the rere. In a few
moments the force of the water Smashed the windows,
which, admitting the air, the inflammable nature of
the burning materials asserted torrific power, and
rushed out, seething against the sides of the doomed
building, threa‘tening deatruction to the entire block
of houses, and even licking the flank walls of the
dwellings at the other side of William atreet. At
this juncture a feeling of the utmost terror seized
upon the spectators, it being stated that & gquantity
of gunpowder was stored in the back premises of
Mr. Richardson, gunmaker, to whose house the fire
now appeared to be extending. Fortunately, the
wind, whick was blowing firat in tha% direction,
veered in a coutrary one, and obviated any danger
in that quarter, By this time the flames had entire
coatrol of Mr. Goulding's kouse, any effort to save
which became momentarily impossible, dand the ef-
forts of the firemen, under the direction of Mr. Ring,
were directed to the preservation of the adjoining
premiseq, the fire having apparentiy taken hold of
Mr. Russell'a house next door. About half-past two,
tier after tier fell, followed by the roof, with a tre-
mendous crash, illuminating the surrounding ob-
jects with the brightoess of the day, wbhile the
doomed house vresented the appearance of and roar-
ed like a buge furnace. At three o'clock a detach-
ment of the 93th Regiment, and one of the 5Tth
Regiment, under the command of Captain Shamburg,
with the barrack engine, arrived, and forming in a
semi circie rendered good service by preserving or-
der ; butitis to be regretted their engine, as well as
that of the Royal Exchange, which was on the spot
from the beginniog, under the care of Jeremish Oon-
ner, were totally useless, thers being but two fire
plugs avniiable, and those engaged by the hose of
the corprration hydrant. The force of water, how-
ever, was very good, and about four o'clock it was
evident thn! the flames were being mastered, and by
gix o'clock nothing remained of thiz fice establish-
meat but a smouldering heap of ruins —not even the
front walls being left standing. Toe house of Mr,
Russell was also destroyed. 'The origin of the fire
cannot be sicertained at present ; but we believe the
premises of Mr. Goulding are insured,— Coric Herald.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Priving at PorEry. — Qo Suaday last, being
Whit-Sunday, the service at Cinydon Churcl cum-
menced at half-past eight o'clock in the mormng. -
The decorntions were the same a8 deseribed in for-
mer papers —the candles lighted at ths altar, the
floral and evergreen display, the iarge eross in the
ceatre, &c. The congregation numbeted abour forty
persong, the majority being old mien and women of
the village, and o few strapgers, After the entry of
the procession, ‘Mras,’ or the service of the Holy
Communios, began. The Rector, the Rev. George
Drury, was dressed in different robes to those pre-
viousiy deseribed—he wore a large ¢ ally extending
to his feat, and bordered with a yellow stripe. Over
this be bad the * chasuble' reaching down bhis buck
to within a few inches of the grannd —this was of the
pentecostal colour, bright red —on it was embroider-
ed & golden cross more than o yard in length,  He-
sides these he wore the girdle-maniple, wmice, nud
gtole. The Benedictine brothers or monks wero
hubited ss usual in black serge, but without caps -
their hair was cut qaite tlose round the crown and
lefu long outside. The ehoristers hud scarlet skirts
under their white surplices. The service was cur-
ried through with the evidenot intent to go ns near
the Ruman form ag possible without eatirely thruw-
ing on vne side the Prayer-book. Incense was uscd,
the mouks and choristers were continually moviug
about, the large candles were carried in and ouy of
the vestry, and during the entire service 24 candles
were burning at the altar, arranged on either side
of the cross. It was extremely difficult to follow 1:e
service from the Prayer-boek, 1 cousequence of tiw
numerous breaks that took place te allow of tice in-
troduction of musical embellistnments.  After the
consecrations, Igoating, with bi3 confrere in black,
presented themselves at the nltar, prostrated them-
selves flat on the ground, and on riging received the
Sacrament, After this. it was administered o three
lots of nino of the compregation, who followed each
other in tarn. Tben after the Gloria in Exzcelsis hnd
been sung, there wag a departure fram the form as
lajd down in the Prayer-book. The crumbs from
the paten were first put into the chalice ; then the
Rentor, standing in frout of the altar, drained the
contents; then, going to the side, wino was brought
to him, to perform the first ablntion (oblation ?);
this he did, and draok tho contents. The second
ablution wss performed with wine and water, the
third with water only ; in both be awallowed every
drop of the liquor. Then, after carefully folding up
the veils, muniples, and clearing the altar, he placed
them on what appeared to be m square cushion for
carrying out; then the procession formed, and away
he marched witk his load. Tbis terminated the ger-
vice a little after ten o'clock, The music and sing-
ing were really good, Father Ignatius being a musi-
cian of no mean abilities. Afier the close, a few
strangers lingered behind, but there wuas nothing o
see beyond the boy extinguishing the caundles snd
one of the choriaters brioging forward & lectern —
Brother No. 2 remnined at the left side, near the
altar, a8.a guard to keep the curicus away. Ignatius,
who had followed the congregation out for some pur-
pose, returned, and told those in the church that
morning service was at Alkenham, and that there
would be public service in the church again thnt
evening, at 2evea o'clock. Na sooner was tie church
cleared and the door fastened, than the organ struck
up, and singing commenced, and coatinued for n
long time. Any who were present, besides the Bene-
dictines, must have gone through the vestry.

At Akenham Church service began at eleven, Mr.
Drury officisting. The dress worn by that gentle-.
man on eotering the church was a long black robe,
having much the appearance of & dressing-gown =
foot too long for him ; to preveat ita gettiog under
bis feot, he raised it up from behind, and suggested
the idea, ng he walked slong, that a crinoliae would
be an extremely useful additien. The service com-
prised Prayers and Qommunion, and, thanks to the
steadfast Protestantism of - Mr. Woodward, the,
Ohurchwarden, was more like thatof other churches,
but Mr. Drary expressed himself, on biz return from
doing duty, that thig parish of only about a hundred .

The verdict in the case of lhe Alexandra,
detained upon suspicion of being designed for the
Confederate Navy has been given in favor of the
defendants. The Judge summed up strongly in
their favor—arguing that if Birmimgham manu.
fue wiers were to bave the liberty of sending
arms and munitions of war to belligerents, similer
likerty should be allowed to shupbuilders,  With
the exception of the aflairs of Poland—there is
ltile of immediate interest from the Continent of
Esrope.  luportant Mmisterial changes bave
taken place m France—and we read of a duel
with swords betwixt Ratazzi and Minghetti in}
the course of which the latter was wounded in
the sword arm.  The seconds interlered, but the
quarrel has unl yet been mude up.

ward of Gettysbury. OF course the Yankees
endeavour 1o make the moast of their victory ;

very serious doubts as to whether they have
realiy won auything worthy of the name of a vie-
tory at all.  Vick-burg s sard to have capitulatd,
but this rumor must be recesved with caution.

T all Ecclesinstics and Religions Communities
of both sexes, and to ali e Fanbful of the
sard Provinee, Health and Benediclivn in our
Lord.

In closing the labors of our third Provincial
Cotrcit, mosl Beloved Brethren, we deem it ne-
cessary 1o write to you ihis Pastoral Letter, to
express 1o you, with one common accord, lhe
lively solicitnde, with which, during this Synod,
we have been concerued for your eternal wel-
fare : charissimii omnem sullicitudinem facens
scribere vibts de communt vestra salule, necesse
habut scribere vobis (Jud. 3.)

Assembled 1n the Metropolitan City from tie

various parts of this vast Prevince, as were the

Cenaculum, we maturely considered what we
‘ought to do, we who are their legitimate succes-
sors, m order to preserve the sacred deposit of
the Faith, which they have left us for an ohen-
tance. Therefore, we have judged that in these
evil days, when the wicked man 1s sowing tares
profusely in the field of the Father of the family,
it is our duly to raise our voices together, 10
conjure you to keep a strict watch over this pre-
cious treasure : Deprecans supercertart semel
tradile sunctis fider (Jud.

We do it with so wmuch the more confidence
that we have assisted 1w spirit, with the Holy
Apostles, at the glorious triumph of the Asven-
sion of QOur Lord; that we bave seen, as they
did, the author and the perfecter of our Faith
ascend in Majesty to the Highest ITeavens ; that
we have received, as they did, the solemn Bless:
ing which He gave to the Earth, wten a lomin-
ous cloud concealed ITun from the wondering
looks of Idis Yeloved disciples; that we bave
withdraswn, as they did, at the word of the An-
gels, from the holy AMount of Olives, and shut
ourselves up 1o this pew Cenaculum, all illuimni-
nated Dy a celestial splendor and embsimed with
the most delicious perfume, for we have [ound
here the Queen of the Aposties, 1o whom, in tns
beautitul mouth of May, you cease nol io ex-
press, in upison with ali the Fanhful of the uni-
verse, the sentiments of your Ol love for that

tender mother,

You were in spinf, with us, Beloved Brethren,
in the sacred place where your first pastars were
assembled 3 and it is, without a doubty to the
fervor of your prayers that we are indebted tor
the light we bave received, which enables us to
discern clearly the dangers that threaten our be-
loved flock, and to provide more efficacioutly for
their wants, Now, one of the greatest dangers
which we deem 1t our duty 1o point out to yous
is the presence in our midst of inpious men who,
by a ternble Decree of the Divine Justice, are
abandenrd 1n tlus world, to lhe wanderings of
their own mndsz, and to the corruption of their
bearts, to be cast,alas! into everlasting flames
in the next, should they not become converted
since the Apostle St. Jude assures us, that they
change the Grace of our Gad nto uncleanness,
and renounce Jesvs Christ, our sole Lord and
Master. Swliniroteruni enim quidawm honi-
nes (que olim pr eescrapti sunt in hoc judicium)
impir, Dei nost:i gratiam transferentes in
luzuriam, et solum dominatorems nostrum
Jesum Christum negantes (Jud.

You have, therefore, Beloved Brethren, the

These latu) ervors, and miny otbers eqmily
prejuheial; ate propagaied aver the whale world,
0 a manter La'y  alarining, as well by means ol
bad books aud wreltgwus uewwspapers, as by im-
prous diseourses dehvered from the rostrams aud
What we
huve still mare to deplore, is that they seduce
and infect even relisious iminds, who are not on
their guard ; for the wmen who procliim them,
take great pams to hide their dark designs under
ihe outward appearance of religion which they
muke a prerence of respecting, 1w order the sore
surely to deceive the suaple minded.

These are the ensnaning errors, which the su.
preme chief of Pastors bas vol ceased to point
oul to the whole world, fur the fast ten years,in
order tiat the true children of thie Cuurch may
not be exposed 10 the dunger of fulling iuto them.

Apostles. at Jerusalem, ‘and secluded i the re-
tirement of -the Council," as they . were ia - the-

deciding that the Pontifical Aliocutions, contain-
ing so salutary warnings, shall be published in con-
nection with the Decrees of our present Council.
You will, (herefore, listen with a fihal docihiy,
Beloved Brethren, to these paternal counselss
when they .n_re explained to you by your Pastors?
with the zeal with which you know them to be
imbued, and of which they give you proof, each
time that it behoves them 1o provide for the
wanls of your souls. :

Having made known to you, Beloved DBre-
thren, those you are (o fear as the enemies of
your Faith, we must now tell you where the dan-
gers you have to avonl are fo be found, and
what are the snares Jaid for you by those wicked
mes  For in these days, more than ever, ile
powers of el make use of every means to rumg
utlerly, il that were postible, the true rehgion ;
and Lhe tempests that arisc against her, on the
stormy zea of this world, are becoming mere and
inore lurious.

These dangers are to be found, doubt it not,
Beloved Brethren, in the readiug of bad books
and bad journals, especially, which are circulated
more than ever through the world., Tor, alas !
they are hawked about everywhere, w public
places, in railroad statiens and carriages ; in the
gaols and in the hospitals; in the market places
and in private houses. Error disguses itseli
wnder every form, and, n order to dissemmate
its potson nore effectually, it 1s hidden iu an in-
finite number of talse bibles, of small tracts full
of falsehoods, of irreligious and iinmoral pamph-
lets, and of newspapers injurious hoth to faith
and morals.  In truth we have arrived at the
evil days foretold by the apostle St. Joha, when
the locusts, which devour 2l things, come forth
[rom the depths of the abyss 1 such vast pum-
bers, that they form a dark eloud, which obscures
the hight of the sun (Eneyclycal lelter of Gregory
XV1, 15 Avgust, 1832).

At the sight of so many criminal works, whicl
Hell unceasingly vomits forth on the eartl,
tremble, Beloved Brethren, as you would on
seeing a venemous serpent ghding into your
nouses ;3 Quast & facie colubri fuge percatum.
Drive them far from your dwellings, so that your
spirit and your hearts, as well as those ot your
clildren, may not be tamted by the poison they
contain, which is a thousand times more pernici-
ous to the soul than the pestiferous breath of the
serpent to the body. On the contrary, keep 1o
your homes none but approved books, calculated
to foster in your families the Jove of good prin-
ciples and sound doctrines.

Similar dangers are, also, to be found in fre-
quenting schools, academnes, faculties of law and
medicine, usiversities and other institutions of a
like kind, where Catholic principles are laul
aside, i1t they are not opecly cantroverted ; and
ahere, consequently, the faith of the students is
impersled. It 1s, then, your duty, Christian
pareuts, 1o take tuch weasures as will preveni
your children from ever becoming aftached io
shese institutions. It also concerns the honor of
our Holy Religion, which would be humbled by
the prafersnce given to them over the many es-
rablishments 1t unceasingly raises to the glory of
(God, in the interssts of your faanihes, and to the
honar cf our country.

‘The danger to your children would be parti-
clarly immmnent, were you to place them i cer-
tain wstitutions, which, it is well kaown, have
been eslabhshed solely for the perversion of Ca-
tnolics.  The pretended charity that opens to
them those asyluins, and where they are fed.
clothed, and taught gratuitously, bas no other
ohject thun thut of robbing them of the preetous
gt of Faiths  To what dreadiul puigments
woulJ ot parents expose themselves; who would
be guilty of sending their children to sueh inshi-
tutions, and of thus forgething their duty towards
‘hose whose elernal salvation ought to be so dear
to them.

Very great dangers are also to b2 met with in
mixed warriages; thatis to suy,in marriages
contracted belween persons professing the Ca-
tholic religion, and others, who belonyg 1o any of
the Pratestant sects.  As to the deplorable evils
that atise fram sich «1iances, we can anly ex-
oress 1o you, Biloved Brethren, how derply we
tament them ; it woull be useless lo enuinerale
them, since they are already but too well known
to you. Apart from the pain they give the
Church, how eruel and how deep are the anxieties
they orcasion to Citholic pareats, at the sight of
their tender offspring brougit up in error, and
exposed 1o be lost for alt etermty ! Iiow over
whelmiog the thought, fur those who bave Faith,
that at their death they will bave to bid, i may
be, an clernsl farewell 10 2 chenshed spouse, to
most beloved cbildren, entangied in the ways of
perdition.

Havmng, thus, Beloved Brethren, placed you
on your guard against lae principal dangers that
beset your Faith, in these wrelched days, we
must, wmoreover, forewarn you agamst cerlain
scandals that are caleulated Lo arrest you mn the
accomplishment of the rigorous duties which
Curistian morality imposes upon you. For we

are nol permitted to doubt of it 2 the violutson of

We are, thus, only aclieg 1 contorumty wilh the {tbe commandments of God, 1 ealculated to

'w‘is:h‘ of the :Vllcgr‘,,‘ql‘ J. becnllmg your atten-
tion, this day, to so important a subject, and by.

weaken 1n us, and even utterly to. destroy, the
priaciple of Faith, which 1s the primciple of Life.
Here, then, are the most fatal evils to which we
believe it our duty to draw your serrous altention
now that veing assembled 1n Couneil, and for that
purpose receiving more enltightenment from the
Holy Ghost, Who governs the Church, we are
better enabled to discern the misfortunes which
threnten our beloved flock.

The first of these evils, and the most to be
dreaded, because as the Apostle says, ¢ s the
roo of all crumes; is covelousness or an insata-
ble and inordinate thirst for the goods of this
world, Indeed, Beloved Brethren, af you reflect
on 1t, you cannot fail to see, that it is tus un-
happy passion which afflicts the whole worid with
a deluge of most erying acts of injustice 5 that it
has invaded all ranks of society ; that it wsinu-
ates iself 1nto a vast multitude of transacrtions,
and gives rise to numberless evils. It is covet-
cushess, above all, that engenders that hideous
sore of our age, Usury. Now, 5 1t not Uswry
that causes men to perpelrale every species of
fraud, in order to exlort an exorbitant rate of
interest 5 that invents the most iniquitous means
of making a fortune without labor, in the short-
est possible time ;5 that, without pity, ruins the
widow wn+d the orphan, whe become the helpless
victims of its rapacity; that expatrates so
many unfortunate berrowers, who are forced to
have recourse to the Usurer; aad that obliges so
many families to wander 1 a strange land? T»
it nol Usury that desolales the' most flouristing [
Empires and covers the world with ruos?
Usury, beyond a doubt, Las always Leen the
most dreadful canker that ever preved upon the
vituls of communities.

In order that you may not deceive yourselves,

Beloved Dretbren, in so delicate a matter, and
that you may have nothing to reproach your-
sefves wnth, when you shall be compelied to ap-
pear before the Just Judge, listen to the Churen,
whieh is eharged with teaching you true morality,
as well as true Ifath. Consult the directors of
your conscience and your Pastors, who have the
grace and authority to explain to you the law of
God and the rules of the Church, 'Take pity on
the poor maam, who is reduced to the hard neces-
sity of borrowing, and have a care not to ruin
him, under the pretext of rendering him a ser-
vice. Let those, on the other band, whe are
compelled to borrow, not expose themselves to
the fatal consequences which result from loans
inade at an immoderate rale of interest; and to
this end, let them incur no expenses beyond their
means, and, as far as possible, let them avoid
buying on credit.
The second evil that you have to strive against,
Beluved Brethren, is lugury or extravagance, of
which Lhe ravages are visible and the evils incal-
culable ; and, in fact, if we Lrace ifs progress, it
is easy to find that lugury is produced and fed by
pride, the first, as we!l as the greatest, of all
sins 3 that it hurries sts votaries into excessive
and, constquently, ruinnus expendilure ; that 1t
utroduces, daily, expensive fushions, often con-
trary to decency ; that it causes revolling
acts of injustice, by inducing its followers 1o
coutract debts, which therr small means can
never enable them to pay 5 that 1t seduces into
esils ways many young persons, who are ready to
despize the most sucred duties, io order to salisly
their love of dress; in lne, it withers the heary,
and causes the Joss of that spnit of faith and
plety, without which no real virtue can exist.

These consideralions, and many others, whicl
it would take too long to emumerate, catnol ful
10 inspire you with a horror of luxury. Yo
will then retrench from the furaiture of your
huuses every superfluous article and every object
of vanity ; you will rear your children in that
outward simplieity, whichis the image and natu-
ral expression of Lhe innocence of the heart;—
and if, as 1! is desirable you should, you coufide
your Jaughters to the care of our good Nuns de-
voled to the instraction of youth, yon will second,
by every means in your power, their anxions ef-
forts to inspire them with alove of Christian mo-
desty, anaversion for the vanities of the world,
and a taste for labor and the spirit of economy.

The Church, with a view of encouraging our

Religious Ladies to edacate your daughters thus
carefully, in all respects, has lately given them
for a model and Patroness St Angela of Mericis
Foaundress of the Ursulines, so honorably known
throughout the world j in which, following the
example set them by their mother, they leach
young girls, rick and poor, the first elementsof
their fuith ; how to live with regulurity and
chastaty ; and they trawn them 10 those Labours
that are befuting their sez, (Decree of the lioly
See, dated 10 July, 1861).
~ 'I'his, Beloved Brethren is the kind of educa-
tion which you must endeavour lo secure for your
children : by so doing you will rear up for your
Country virivous familes, destived to mhert
from generation to generation the blesrings
promised to the Painarchs Abrabam, lsaac
and Jacob, whos Patriarchal manoers you shall
have imiiated.

The 1hird ewa} you have to dread, 18 the love
of the pleasures of the world. By these, we
mean theatrical perfermances, shows, comedies,

and operas, where tbe Jaws of modesty are tram-

pled uq-der‘foot; and those dances, revolting to
pure minds, whicl are but too freely indulged in
at b.alls and other worldly assemblies. It 13 i
possible !jor you o share in these profane amuse.
ments, w:th.out exposing yourselves to the progi-
mate occasion of sin ; for every thing in them ig
calculated to produce an evil impression, to give
scandal, and to sully punity and innocencd,

You will, therefore, make it a rule to refrain
from them yourselves, and to forbid them to Four
children, of you are sincerely desirous that they
should preserve their viftue. Be npot surprised
when Confessors, who are responsible befo;e God
for your souls, exhibit severily, in the tribupal of
penitence, towards those who refuse to sybipt
themselves 1o their injunclions, on a pomt g
highly important as this. .

Nevertheless, Reloved Brethren, you must pot
infer, that it is aur intention to deprive you of
every kind of amusemest aed (o prohibit the
frequenting of all kinds of social meeting,—
This 15 far from bemg our wish 3 for we know
that the law of God permits you to rejoice, o
enjoy mmocent recreation, and to alford vour
children the opportunity of atlendng cvnm:; 50-
cial meetings, certam evesing parties, where
every thing is conducted fn accordance with the
rules of good brecding, and where the wise pre-
cautions prescribed by Christian prudence are
carefully observed,

In fine, there is a last evi), which we would
fuin exhibit to you in all its repulsiveness: Trag
the evit of Drunkenness, which bas reappeared ig
our Town and in our Rurad Dustriets, more tri-
amphaol than ever, and winch briges along wilh
it the mosl {rightful evils. These evils ure mani-
fest at oll times, but more especially during efec-
tioas, which by reason of their frequent cceur-
rence, constitute one of the primcipal cauvses of
the demoralization now spreading self in every
direction to an alarming extent,

~ In order to put a stop ta so grave a calamity,
we deem it our duty to trace out for you the fol-
lowing rule of conduet, which, in fact, is simply
confirming the recommendations made you in the
Pastoral Letter of the Fathers of the second
Provincial Council of Quebee, dated the 41k
July, 1654

1°. Stand courageously by the engagements
you eatered into, on becowing members of t he
Society of the Cross, or Temperance Saciety;
and renew those sacred esgagements daily, by
reciting five Our Fatbers and five Hail Marys.

22, Do not frequent taverns ; and, if, when
travelling, you are compelled to resort to houses
of the knd, be careful to select such as are con-
ducled in an orderly manner ; but never resort to
Taverns in which intoxicating liquors are sold
without a license.

3 °. Inorder to guard agawnst the jproads of
drunkenness, be careful to have, in your respec-
tive localities, no more than the number of taverns
necessary for fravellers ; and see that the tavern
keepers are duly qualified, and that tbey maintain
proper order in their houses.

You holdin your o wn Lands, Beloved Brethren;
the simplest and the easiest means of remedying
all these evils, and a host of others, by winch cur
once happy ecountry is now made desolate ; it
consists in always making proper eleclions, that
is fo say, in sending o represent you in Parlia-
mient, none but mea who are diposed o put
down vice aud encourage morality 3 in selecteg
for mayorsand lor councillors of your municipal-
wies only such of your fellow-citizens as yiu
know to be capuble of maintaining order. Hence,
you inust ever proceed in such elecnions under a
sense of the grave responsibility that lics on your
conseivnees, smee you shall have to -answer Jor alj
the evil dove by the men whom you will have
elected, while knowing them to be ineapable of
fully discharging the duties of their posiuen,

When, therefore, you are called wpon, Be-
loved Brethren, to exercise the nights of political
life, do not forget that you must answer for your
conduct before God, should you fail to aet with
a proper care i the discharge of the duties at-
taching thereunto,and lor tie seria us consequences
that ay result froin your neghigence. If, as we
are not permitted to doubt, we must all render
an account toa just Judge, evea for an idle
word, which seems to us of so lintle momeat,
what ther, will 1t be, when we shall be cited be-
fore s tribunal there to answer for acts which
will hare been the undeniable cause of a mulfi=
rade of erimes, and of the eternal loss of a large
uamber of souls.

Such, Beloved DBrethren, are the principal
etils which we conjure you, by the mercy of our
Liord Jesus Chinst, to remove from amongst you,
in order that, throughout all parts ol tlus vast
Diovince, those solid virtves muy be seen 10
flourish, which ean alone secwe our hsppiniess
both here and hereafier.  'With these evils will
a'so disappear the enormous expenditure they en-
tail.  How many boly and ncble undertakings
wight be carried out, il all that is foohshly spent
in taverns, at play, at the theatres, in dress, and
in luxury, were devoted to them ; and then, what
blessmgs would be shed upon you, as a reward
for your sacnfices 1n behalf of so worthy a cause.
We deem it our Juty to peint out to you here,
some of the good works it behoves you to prac-

use, 10 order lo arrest this torrent of imguity ,
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and to secure your eternal salvation.
Ta the first place, Beloved Brethren, take care

In fine, Buloved Brethren, there is another
work, both religious and patrictic, in which you

But es the DBishops of the Catholic
Churchi do not in any sense bold from us, the
people or lajly—as they are rusponsible not (o
us, bul fur us, and to God alene, from Whom
alone they bold—it follows that the right whith

{rom, and are therefore responsible to, us, cannot
be asserted agaiust our Prelates and the Pastors
tof the Church.

Inspired,
doubtless, by the example of M. de Persiguy,
and fired Wity emulation, his Excellency publish-
ed a few days ago in the Monutear a letler to
the seven Bishops and Arehbishops who just be.
tore the elections tssued an address to the elec-
tors, condemning abstention. M. Bouland’s
epistle I have already quoted, and it will be
sufficient to state that in tone it was arrogant,
and laid dowr. the rule that Bishops bad no con-
cern with the elections, and, morenver, that they
were hable to prosecution for pubhshing an ag-
dress on electoral subject 1 the papers. Poor
M. Rouland little dreamt whom be bad to deal
with.,  His offensive aud dictatorial communica-
ton hus drawn from the Archbishop of Parisa
letter, which the public have greatly eajoyed,
os admimstering to tlus Minister of Public Wor-
ship a lession will wot easily forget. [ have
already briefly alluded to the letter i question,
but it has crealed so much sensation bere, and is,
ou the whole, such a spicy documeat, that a
more ample reference to 1t 1s vecessary.

The Right Rev. Preiute then plainly tells M. Rou-
laud that they bave doue all that religion commsauds
to do towarda the Sovereign, and explains the *rea-
son why" they have uot felt it their duty to do more
than earry out 1o .fie letier the precept of resdering
unto Caesnr whnt 1 Casne's due i —

“You reoronch us with baving said nothing of
whut wus due lo the elected Sovereign of the realm
If we have now done 30 it is becanse the subject on
which we were coaenited bad nothing to de with it.
We koow :the the dunivs religion [ays upon us as re-
gards the Emperor. We have ever loyally fulfilled
them, snd sball custiwue loyaliy to fulfll them to
the end. Yuur Ezeceilency hus only to condescend
to read our pusturs) lerters within the last ten years
to acquire wne cunviction thet we have never failed
in the dischurge of that savred duty. If during the
Iagt few yearsihe Bishops have become less expansive
on the subject, all enlighted minds will understand
that that reserve was commanded by the misfortunes
of the Church, and by the respect we are bound to
feel for our own sacred character. Let but ro end
be to feel fur our own sacred character. Let but an
end be put to the cause of our pain; let the Holy
Father be re-instated in his right, a3 bas been pro-
mised to u3; let us be allow io regain, with the
gladness of our bearts, the liberty of praising, and
you will fiad once more in the writings of the Bi-
shops the siacere accents of graticude, and no longer
the expreszion of insurmountable grief.

The Archbishop then delicately bhiats to M. Rou-
land that mueh leas offensive liberties with tbe
Chureb, takea by preceding Ministers of Public
Worship, have been punished by revolution : —

“ Under the reiga of King Louis Phillippe a Minia-
ter of Public Worship, like you, M. le Ministre, felt
uneasy at th~ concert of several Bishps who signed
collectively memorinis demanding the freedom of
public instruction. That Minister thoughbt fit on
that occasion to send me some observations which
were nol inserted in the Monitewr, I szect him the
following "reply : —

M le Ministre,—The danger for the Goversment is
not where yon thisk yon see it it exists where you
appear unable to perceive it.  The Bishops wish for
order. They respect anthority, which i3 the firat
foundatiou of society. The hand of the Church has
never been sullied by coatact with revolution. You
will do wisely 1o direet Four attention and solicitude
ta u very different quarter.’

ITALY.

Pispyoxt.—A writer in the London Zuble! thus

Ttere ure no Bishops there, and the Church is unre-

poorer classes of nobles, and some of the minor no-
bility. The consequence is that it has no weight in

the couatry. The-Chamber of Depulties consists of a
great number of lawyers, of medical men, of profes-
sional men, of writers, editors, or proprietors of newa-
papers, of political pamphleteerers, and genersily of
men of little or no experieuce, but of strovy Revolu-
tionary opinions.  Oune cansequence is that ao minis-
1Ty cud count on s mujority., The Chamber is elect-
ed for five years. Escl member must be thirty years
of age, thers rre 443 depuries. Ope-bnlf must be
present st each sitiing 1o make it legal. They are
elected by voters paying taxes, varying ia different
localitiea from sisieea to  thirry.iwo shillings a
year. :

Roxs. — The attention of antijuariinos sod artists
bere is just now attracted to Sowe very interesting
dizcoveries recent!y wade on the site of Villa of Li-
vis, the wife of Augusius, seven miles ontside the
Ports del Popodo, on the uncient Flamininn way,
The position of tns villa was always kuown, having
been frequently alluded to by Pliny and Suctonius
4s existing in this iocality, and desigaated by him as
the % Villa ad Gallinas,” for which title various ex-
pinnations wre given, amongst otbers that of the pre-
dilection of the lmperial proprietiess for pouliry and
birds of the pheasunt 1ribe which sbounded thers.
The neighbourhood is also remarkable for its early
Chrigtinn associntions, the battle in which the tyrant
Maxentius was kilicd, and on the eve of which Con-
swntine saw the spparition of the Cross in the sky,
baviag heen fought at the * Saxa Zubra” on the
banks of the Tyber close by. The excavations were
begun, abont two months ago, by a wealthy and in<
telligeat farmer in the neighborhood, Signor Gag-
liardi, and have been since carried on with uncensing
energy and assiduity. The spirited enterprise has
been already rewarded by several valuable discov-
eries. Two of them in particular are most importan;,
and have atiracted numerous visitors, The firstis a
magnificent statue (beroic size), and in perfect pre-
servation, of the Emperor Augustus deified. The
expression and lineaments of the countenance are
wost striking, and the entire atatue, which is of the
finest marble, is of exquisite, most probably Grecian,
workmanship, The cuirass which envelapes the i
gure i3 decorated with varfous mythological groups
and devices emblamatic of the apotheoais. The feet
are detached, but, being perfectly uninjared, can be
easily reunited. Qur countryman, Gibson, wha hag
been to see the statue, finds in it a vindication of his
opinions on sculpture tinting, as the drapery bearg
distinct marks of colouring. This gem of ancient
clagsic art will no doubt figure in the Vatican (al-
lery. Indeed it was currently reported to have been
already purchased by the Roman Government ata
large price ; however, when visiting the excavations
some days ago, Sigoor Gagliardi informed me that
it was gtill not disposed of. The second discovery
is that of a painted chamber of sowme "thirty feet
sguare, the walls of which are decorated with co-
loured arabeaques representing trees with a profusion
pf fruit and toliage, and various kinds of birds on
ou the branches. These paintings are in marvellous
preservation after u lapse of 2,000 years, and are ea-
teewned by artists to be superior in execution to any-
thing found at Pompeii. The chsmber, though si~
tuated on & hill, is at present subterrancan, from the
nccumulation of rubbiab, arnd, like all ancient rooms
of the Kind with l+tteral windows, haviog been
lighted from tbe entrance. Other isteresting ob-
jects of aacient art have also beea found ; amongst
tbem several bueis in marble of yet unknown person.-
ages ; metallic tubes imscribed with the name of
Tiberiua Casar; ules and bricks with some curious
impressions, and other objects in glass and terra
cotth. — Cor. of Weelly Register.

At Rietj, in the Papal
States, the Syndie conld poly get a suspended Priest,
Don Phillippo Agamemuocce di Castiglinno, Il Pas-
saglietto (little Passaglia) to say Mass for the inten-
tions of the Municipality.

PRUSSIA.

Bsruix, June 15. ~ By recent letters and arrivals
from London, I perceive tbat many persons there
were inclined to anticipate serious events in Prussia
as & consequence of the late arbitrary weasures of
this Government. Probably the iuformation since
received hence will huvo weakened or dissipated that
impressien, whick ¢an only have proceeded from the
practice of estimating the probabiiities of continental
politics frumn an Eoglish point of view, aad with in-
sufficient regard to the idiosyneracy and general cir-
cumstances of the nation vader consideration. I can
but repeat the assurance already given in my cor-
respandence, that there is no chance of disturbances
here, nor of sy remarkable events except, perhaps,
ihe publication of {resh ordinances, the which would
be received with disgust, but also, asthey are ex-
pected nnd their eflect bas been discounted, without
agitation or excitement. Public affairs are getting
extremely tlat and quiet here, and are likely to coun-
tinue so for some \ime to come.— Times Cor.
SWEDEN.
The lot of the Protesiant revolutionists, whom the
laws of Spain have lately condemned to the punish-
ment allotted in that country to felons of that clasg,
ius touched with sympnthy the hearts of the liberty-
loving Swedes. That persons who profess o venera-
tiou 1or the Bible should be eitbor hypocrites or crim-
inalg, i3 & contradiction in terms to the chaste and
tempyrate Swedes. An address has been forwarded
from that couatry ¢ to Her Majesty the QQueen of Spain’
which runs thus:—
“ The yad news has reached even our distant land
thot some of your Majesty's subjects, whose ‘only
crime® wag that of haviog circulated the Holy Scrip-
tures and professed doctrines which, by us and a
considerable pertion of Christendom, are regarded as
the most precious truths, have been condemnned by
Spanish tribunals 1o the galleys, and to other punish-
ments, Filled with sympathy for these unfortunate
persons, and obeying the Apostolic injunction, 'Ie
mipdful of those who are in bonds, as if' you were in
bonds with them/ the uudersigned presume very
humbly to beseech your Majesty to deign to exert
your royal prerogative, and to give a free pardon to
the condemned. We are the more encouraged to
present this our bumble petition because the punish-
ment of exile, which the ancient law of our country
inflicted on the members of our contession who betock
themselves to the bosom of the Romsan Catholic
Church, is now revoked ; and becanse amongst our-
gelves also, as haslong been the case in otyer Pro-
testant countres, the sacred principle of religious li-
berty bas been recognised by the Royal ordonance of
the 23rd Qet., 1860." .
In this ordonange, thus complacently quoted in illus-
tration of the religions freedom enjoyed in Sweden,
occur the following clanses :—

1. Whosoever ghall publicly teach, or, with the
view of converting others, shall spread doctrines op-
posed to the pure Evangelical doctrine (Swedish Lu-
theranism), i3 linble to a penaity of from 50 to 600
rix dollars, or imprisonmnt for & term varying from
two months to a year.

3. Ifthe delinquent be not a Swede, the right of
remaining in the country is withdrawn from him af-
ter be shall have discharged his sentence.”

programme was to burn and destroy everything he
could not carry off with him. In a fow moments the
principal buildings were all in flames, and a strong
sonth-west wind prevailing at the time, the whole
village was goon enshrouded in flames and smoke,
and before the expedition returned, not a single ten-
antable babitalion remained. Darien destroyed, Ma-
jor Qorwin of the 20d South Cnrolina took tbe Har-
riet A, Weed nnd proceeded up the river in search of
a rebel craft he had heard of through some negroes.
When four miles up the stream he" found the reparf
