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Majesty's Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings will be

conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will

recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready access to

His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as

your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the most favourable con-

struction.

Mr. Speaker reported. That when The House did attend His Excellency the Gover-

nor General, this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to make a

Speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which Mr. Speaker said he had, to prevent mis-

takes, obtained a copy, which he read to The House, as followeth :—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I desire on this occasion to assure you how sensible I am of the great honour
conferred on me by the King, in appointing me to the distinguished position of Gov-
ernor General.

My pleasure in being called upon to represent His Majesty in the Dominion has
been heightened by the cordial welcome I have received on all sides and from all classes.

This favoured land, with its vast resources and improving facilities for trans-

portation, is attracting people on an ever ascending scale, not only from the United
Kingdom, but also from the United States and from many other countries.

As the opportunities for settlement under the advantageous conditions which
exist are better known, this Dominion will become the home of an increasing number
of happy and contented people, whose character and prosperity will add strength to

the great Empire of which you are so important a part.

It is gratifying to note that the trade of the Dominion, which in recent years has
so steadily increased, is not diminishing, the aggregate trade for the last fiscal year
being the largest on record. The revenue for the past six months is also greater than
for the corresponding period of the preceding year.

On the invitation of the President of the United States, my Government has
joined in the formation of an international commission composed of three representa-
tives from each country to investigate and report upon the conditions and uses of
the waters adjacent to the boundary line between the United States and Canada, and to
make such recommendations for improvements and regulations as shall best subserve
the interest of navigation in said waters.
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The rapid growth in the population of the North-west Territories during the past

two years justifies, the wisdom of conferring on these Territories Provincial autonomy.

A Bill for that purpose will be submitted for your consideration.

The surveys necessary for the location of the line of the National Transcon-

tinental Canadian Kailway are being vigorously prosecuted, and it is confidently

believed that tenders for the construction of several sections may be invited during

the coming season.

The display of Canadian products made last year at the St. Louis Exhibition

proved such a marked success in attracting emigrants to the western prairies, that it

is proposed to accept the invitation of the Government of Belgium to send samples

of our products and manufactures, to the exhibition to be shortly held at Liege.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The Accounts of last year will be laid before you. It will be satisfactory to

you to learn that the expenditure has been less than the revenue, leaving a surplus

over all charges.

The Estimates for the coming year will be submitted at an early date; they have

been prepared with a due regard for economy consistent with the development of the

resources of the Dominion.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I invite your best attention to the subjects I have mentioned and invoke the

Divine blessing on your deliberations.

their profits correspondingly reduced by discriminating rates charged by Canadian
railways as between competing and non-competing points within Canada ; and also, by
discrimination by these same railways running through territory in the United States,

by their giving farmers of the latter much more favourable freight rates than those given

to the farmers of Canada for similar and comparative distances, to market points.

Your Committee deemed it advisable to appoint a sub-Committee to investigate

these complaints, with authority to procure such evidence as deemed by them pertinent

to the charges preferred; your Committee having in view, if substantial evidence of

the said charges were procured, to recommend a reference of the case to the Railway
Commission of Canada.

The sub-Committee having made report to your Committee substantiated by the

evidence contained in the several Schedules hereto annexed, as an essential part of this

report, and your Committee having taken the said report and evidence therewith into

consideration, have adopted it as their own report, and as such, submit it with the

Schedules annexed, to the consideration of the House, as follows :

—

''Live Stoch.

" Live stock shipments, via Grand Trunk Railway, from United States points.

" Tariff L.C.C. No. A-708 shows rates charged on cattle, sheep and hogs from Ban-
" croft, Belsay, Duffield and other points to New York, Boston and Montreal.

" Live stock shipments', vi'a Grand Trunk Railway in Ontario.
" Tariff E-54 shows rates charged from points in Ontario, namely, Sarnia> Windsor,

" Ridgetown,^ Thamesville, Stratford, Lucknow, Bothwell, London, Listowel and other
" points to New York, Boston and Montreal.

" Tariff (Grand Trunk Railway) I.C.C. No. A--?48, shows the local rates charged
" on horses, cattle, sheep and hogs in the United States.

" The standard mileage tariff (Canada Atlantic Railway) on live stock, C.R.C. No.
" 1, shows local rates charged on similar shipments in Canada.

" Tariff (Michig.m Central Railroad) C.R.C. No. 409, shows rates on live stock
" from the United States to the sea-board.

" Tariff (Grand Trunk Railway) C.R.C. No. W-8, shows rates on live stock from
" the United States to the sea-board.

" Tariff (Grand Trunk Railway) C.R.C. No. 54, shows the same. Comparison of
" the above tariffs will show the material difference in favour of the United States
" farmer.

" The above tariffs will show the rates charged out of the United States territory

" from points under the exclusive control of the Grand Trunk Railway to be very much
" lower than from points on their line in Canadian territory. This applies to shipments
" for both local and export, for instance, the rate from Chesterfield, Mt. Clemens, Lennox,
" New Haven, &c., on cattle for export is 22 cents, whereas from Windsor, Sarnia, Lon-
" don, &c., the rate is 25 cents per 100 lbs. On shipments between local points the differ-

" ence is very much greater.
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" Grain and Grain Products.

" Tariff (Grand Trunk Railway) No. B-12, shows rates on grain and grain products
" to New York, Boston and Philadelphia and Montreal.

" Tariff supplement to C.R.C. No. 81, tariff G.B.J. No. 16, tariff G.B.J. No. 17,
" shows the rates charged on local shipments in Canada.

Tariff' C.R.C. No. W-48, rates on grain products to the sea-board points for local
" and export shipments, G.F.D. No. 859, shows local rates on grain and grain products
" in the United States.

" On grain and grain products the rates from United States points are very low
" when compared with the rates from Canadian points, more particularly when for local

"use or for shipment via United States points for export.
" The rate from Chesterfield, Lennox, Mt. Clemens, New Haven, &c., in the United

" States, for export on grain is 2 cents and on grain products 11 cents. For local ship-

"ment the rate would be 13^ cents to New York and IS-J cents to Montreal, the shorter
" distance. From Canadian territory the rates would be for export from Windsor,
" Sarnia and east 500 miles 13^ cents and over, while for local shipments to Montreal
" from Windsor and other intermediate points the rate would be 19 cents, or 5^ cents
" above the New York rate.

''Butter, Eggs and Cheese.

" Tariff (Grand Trunk Railway) G.D. No. 57, shows the rates charged on ship-
" ments in Canada for export only.

" Tariff R.R.G.B. No. 12, rates on general merchandise in Canada to the sea-board
" for export shows rates from United States points to the sea-board.

" Tariff C.R.C. No. W-17, shows: rates from the United States points to the sea-

" board as class rates.

" Tariff C.R.C. No. E-196, the same.
" Tariff G.J. No. 20, shows the prevailing

_
rates charged on butter, eggs and cheese

" from various points in Ontario to the sea-board.
" By comparing the above it will be seen that for local consumption in the United

" States cheese is carried a distance of 382 miles for 234 cents, while for 400 milies in

" Canada at the rate of 36 cents, or 121 cents per 100 lbs. in favour of the United States
" producers. It will also be seen that 7 cents per 100 lbs. more is charged from Luck-
" now, Listowel, Palmerston and other points in that vicinity than from London^

IngersoU and Woodstock to Montreal. The rates are not only very high, but no allow-
" anoe is made for car-load shipments, notwithstandihg the enormous proportions to

" which the trade is developing.

General Merchandise.

" Tariff C.R.C. No. W-17, shows rates on general merchandise in effect from
" United States territory to the sea-board, and also from points in Canada. Distances
" are not considered.

"Beans.

" We also desire to call the attention of your Committee to the fact that beans are
" shipped in class rates instead of being hauled at commo<lity rates, the same as grain

"products—their weight is the same—they are shipped in the same manner, and their

" value as a rule is about that of wheat.
" Tariff G.D. No. 57, shows rates on packing-house products to be very high, and

" distance not considered.
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" Tan-hark.

" Tariff (Ottawa, Arnprior and Parry Sound) shows rates on tan-bark. Very high
" for service rendered.

" We also desire to call the attention of your Committee to the fact that the rates
" on imports are from 50 to 60 per cent less in Canada than the rates on commodities
•^'exported, whereas, in the United States both the exports and imports as a rule are
" equal. We might enlarge indej&nitely, but the purpose in view will be served by point-
" ing out a number of instances which illustrates the difference in rates given to

" Americans as compared to those given to Canadians. It does not appear fair to

" favour those who have contributed nothing to the building of our national highways,
" but, on the contrary, they not Only have lower rates accorded to their products, but, in
" addition, tax their railways heavily as well."

Your Committee recommend that this Report, with the Schedules annexed thereto,

be referred to the Railway Commission of Canada for the Commission's consideration

and decision forthwith. (Appendix No. 2.)

•case, it having been clearly proved that the disease of pleiiro-pneumonia has never

existed in Canadian herds.

That in view of such conditions the removal of Canada from the schedule would
be.but an act of justice, and should be strenuously pressed.

That as the Dominion is a stock-raising country, and capable of producing a large

and constant supply of beef cattle, it is considered important to the Empire that no
obstructions or difficulties should be placed in the way of Canadian cattle breeders

which would tend to decrease the food supply within the Empire.
Your Committee realize that an injustice is being done to the people of Canada

through the British embargo on Canadian cattle being maintained, and believe that it

would be in the best interests of the farming industry of the Dominion to have a deputa-

tion consisting of the Minister of Agriculture of the Dominion, and the Minister of

Agriculture of each Province in the Dominion wait upon His Majesty's Government
of the United Kingdom, giving as much publicity to their proceedings as possible, to

lay before said Government the equity of the request to have the Imperial Act authoriz-

Mr. Perley, from the Joint Committee of the Senate and Hou&e of Commons,
appointed for the purpose of considering what further steps should be taken and what
suggestions can be made in the direction of the suppression of Tuberculosis in Canada,

presented to the House the First Report of the said Committee, which was read, as

followeth :

—

The Senate,

Committee Room No. 8,

Tuesday, 11th July, 1905.

To the House of Commons of Canada :

—

The Joint Committee of the Senate and House of Commons appointed for the

purpose of considering what further steps should be taken and what suggestions can

be made in the direction of the suppression of Tuberculosis in Canada, with power to

send for persons, papers and records and to report, have the honour to report, as fol-

lows :

—

1. The Canadian Association for the Prevention of Consumption an'd other forms
of Tuberculosis, and various organizations of the same character in Canada, and pro-

minent medical men were invited to make such suggestions as they might deem advis-

able on the question which was the subject of reference to this Committee, and valuable

suggestions and a large amount of information have been received, and have been made
use of by the Committee.

2. Until quite recentlj^ Tuberculosis was regarded as generally hereditary and in-

curable, but modern discoveries have established that it is a communicable disease,

and to a large extent curable as well as preventable.

3. There is in Canada a permanent corps of consumptive invalids, numbering at

least forty thousand persons, of whom ovdr eight thousand die annually. In the Pro-

vinces of Ontario and Quebec it is an ascertained fact that the deaths from tuberculosis

alone are more than twenty-five per cent greater than from diphtheria, scarlet fever,

typhoid fever, measles, and whooping cough combined. Apart from the humanitarian

considerations involved in the question, the financial loss alone entailed upon Canada
by such an annual mortality is enormous, estimated by competent authorities at over

$8,000,000 a year, which makes it imperative for the State to adopt the best possible

measures of prevention and cure.

4. The problem of Tuberculosis involves a social movement which does not affect

one province, but all provinces ; one district, but all districts ; one class, but all classes

in the community, in country as well as in town. It is a movement of so wide a char-
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acter that, for it to have adequate practical results, the co-operation of the central

Government is absolutely essential.

5. The principle, involving the interference of the Dominion Government for the

suppression of diseases of this kind, was recognized immediately after Confederation,

and is embodied in the Statutes of 1868, 31 Victoria, Chapter 63, from which the fol-

lowing is extracted:

—

" 7. Whenever Canada, or any part thereof, appears to be threatened with

any epidemic, endemic, contagious or infectious disease, the Governor may, by
proclamation, make such regulations as he thinks proper and necessary to prevent

the introduction of such disease from beyond the limits, or to prevent its spread

within the limits of Canada, and otherwise protect the public health, and he maj,
from time to time, revoke or amend the same, or make others in their stead in

like manner, and may impose penalties, forfeitures and punishments for the breach

thereof, and such regulations shall be published at least twice in the Canada
Gazette, and the production of copies of the Gazette containing such proclamation,

shall be evidence of the malting, date and contents of such regulations.
" 9. By such regulations the Governor in Council may appoint for any specified

time, one or several 'Central Boards of Health' and may name the members
thereof, and also, such medical and other officers and such servants as he may
deem necessary to assist such boards, and the powers and duties of the said boards

shall be such as are affixed to them by such regulations, and may be exercised by
any number of the members thereof mentioned in the said regulations, as con-

^stituting the quorum thereof; and the powers and duties of such boards shall

cease on the revocation or at the time of the expiration of the regulations afore-

said.

" 10. When, and so long as such regulations are in force, it shall be the duty

of every Municipal Corporation or County Session within Canada to organize

a ' Local Board of Health ' for the limits of their respective jurisdictions, and
such ' Local Boards ' or any three members thereof, shall have power to act under

the regulations aforesaid, and the direction of any ' Central Board of Health,'

designated in such regulations, and the duties of such Local Boards of Health shall

be to enforce, generally, all sanitary measures required, and to carry out the regula-

tions of the Governor in Council, and such orders as may be issued by the ' Central

Boards,' in pursuance of the provisions of such regulations.
" 11. In the case of Municipal Corporations or County Sessions neglecting

or refusing to appoint a Local Board of Health, as aforesaid, or in the absence

of any such authority in any locality, the Governor in Council may nominate

persons within the limits of such Municipal Corporation, county or locality,

to constitute such Local Boards of Health."

6. The problem of preventing and curing the disease is exceedingly complex and

necessarily entails a very large expenditure. The work may be taken hold of by the

Dominion Government or by the Provincial and Municipal authorities with the aid

of the Dominion Government.

7. In the opinion of the Committee the Federal Government should be prepared

to contribute yearly to each province a considerable- share of the annual cost of dis-

pensaries, inspection, the erection and maintenance of sanatoria and whatever other

agencies may be found necessary to secure the desired end; the Province, ;A[unicipali-

ties, individuals and benevolent associations contributing the balance; the Federal

Government to prescribe the conditions upon which the several institutions shall be

entitled to their share of tlie subsidy, and also, to have the right of inspection of each

institution and of its books at any time, and also, power to withhold its contribution

in respect of any institution not fulfilling its requirements.

8. The Committee further suggest that unless the Dt^niinion Govornniout feels

prepared to take hold of the matter itself, a conference should bo hold at as early a
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date as possible, between the Federal and Provincial Authorities, for the purpose of

determining the best action which should be taken in the premises.

9. The Committee suggest that the recommendations embodied in the present

Report be presented to the Government by a joint delegation of both Houses ; and that

their attention be again called to the Resolutions passed unanimously by the Senate

and by the House of Commons, respectively, of which copies are hereunto annexed.

" Southern Railway Company shall vest in and may be exercised by the said purchaser.

" of the International Boundary line concurrently as it provides power or electrical

" energy for use in the United States, so that from time to time, except as herein pro-
" vided, there shall not be less of the said power or electrical energy available for use on
"the Canadian side of the International Boundary line than on the American side;
" and, subject to the provisions of this Act, such ..power or electrical energy shall be
" delivered on the Canadian side as and when demanded.

" 3. The power house, generators, transmitters, machinery, appliances and connec-
" tions necessary for the delivery by the Company of such power or electrical energy for
" use on the Canadian side of the International Boundary line shall be on the Canadian
" side thereof.

" 4. In case of any dispute as to the price for power or electrical energy in use or

"to be provided for use upon the Canadian side of the said International Boundary
" line, or the methods of distribution thereof, -or the time within which or the con-
" ditions upon which the same shall be furnished for use, such dispute shall, notwith-
" standing the provisions of Section 13 of the Railway Act, 1903, be settled by the

"Board of Railway Commissioners for Canada on the application for any user or
" applicant for power, or of the Company, or of the Town of Fort Frances.

" 5. 'No part of the power or electrical energy to be provided under this Act for use
" upon the Canadian side of the said boundary line, shall be diverted to or used in the
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" United States without the order of the said Board of Kailway Commissioners made on
" an application of which two weeks notice in writing shall have been served npon the
" Mayor and Clerk of the Town of Fort Frances, or, in the absence of either one of

" them, upon a member of the Town Council in his stead.

" 6. The said Board of Bailway Commissioners shall have full jurisdiction to en-
" quire into and hear and determine any application of the Company for leave to make
" such diversion, and if, and so often as, it appears to the said Board on such an appli-

" cation that there is not a reasonable prospect of the utilization within a reasonable

"time of power or electrical energy unemployed, though actually available for use,

" on the Canadian side of the International Boundary line, the Court shall make an
" order permitting the diversion of the whole or part of such unemployed power, or
" electrical energy, and may impose such terms and conditions, including the fixing of
" the time during which such diversion may continue, as the Board may deem ex-

" pedient.
" Y. The Board may order and require the Company or any person to do forthwith,

" or within or at any specified time, and in any manner prescribed by the Board, so far

In relieving you from this laborious and long protracted Session, I desire to express

my hearty congratulations on the passage of the two important measures providing

for the entry into the Confederacy of the Provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan.

The unparalleled increase in the population during the last three years, of the

areas the new Provinces embrace, affords the strongest evidence that at no distant date

they will be the homes of many millions of prosperous and contented people.

The fair prospect of an unusually abundant harvest not alone in the three prairie

Provinces, but also in other parts of this 'wide Dominion will, I trust, under a kind

Providence, be fully realized, justifying the hope that the stream of immigration now
flowing into the Dominion will continue for many years to come, adding wealth to this

highly favoured land.

The addition to the number of the Permanent Force which you have authorized

will enable my Government to relieve the tax-payers of the United Kingdom from the

burden of keeping up the garrisons at Esquimalt and at Halifax.

It is very gratifying to note that the revenue of the Dominion continues to main-
tain the high level it had reached two years ago, thus enabling my Government to meet
the increased expenditure chargeable against Consolidated Revenue, leaving a surplus

to apply on Capital Account.

The numerous Private Bills for industrial objects to which I have assented point

to the existence of many new enterprises.
