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THE FIRST TRINITY CHURCH. 1840.
It was situated on St. Paul Street, opposite Bonsecours Market.
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Trinity Church

Among the Anglican churches of Mont­
real Trinity Church, situated at the 
north-west corner of Viger square, ranks 
in point of age next to Christ Church 
Cathedral. Its records date back to 
May, 1840, but it k evident that the first 
church building, which occupied a «ite 
on the historic Bonsecours market was 
erected before that date, though pro­
bably not long before. The iiaiwv of 
many of Montreal's most prominent ci­
tizens of two or three generations ago

herents and friends and its future never 
appeared, brighter than it docs to-day.

The name of Major W. P. Christie is 
intimately associated with the founding 
of Trinity Church. The earliest au­
thentic records to be found referring to 
the organization of tlie Church, hear the 
date of May 14. 1840. 0:i that date
rule» were formulated for the guid­
ance of the committee charged by .Major 
Christie with the management of the 
new church.

arc associated with the history and pro­
grès* of thie church. To-day, after pass­
ing through many vicissitude», days of 
adversity as well ns of prosperity, it 
stands as one of Montreal’s most beau­
tiful, Influential and prosperous churches. 
It has had a succession of distinguished 
clergymen as rectors. It counts wealthy 
and generous supporters among its ad-

treasurer, and Mr. Joseph Jones, arc 
mentioned us being the officers of the 
committee.

This church, which was built entirely 
at the expense of Major Christie, stood 
on St. Paul street, immediately opposite 
the centre <»i the present Boneecoun 
market. The building was long ag1 
torn down and the site is now occupied
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by business places of different kind*, 
the present numbers being from 125 to 
120.

The edifice is described as an elegant 
structure, built in the Gothic style ot 
architecture, 75 feet long by 44 feet 
wide, and capable of seating eight hun­
dred persons. Mr. John Hell was the 
architect. The interior was suitably lif­
ted up and was much admired. It was 
opened for public worship on May 20, 
1840.

The dedication services were conducted 
by the Right Rev. George Jehoshaphat 
Mountain, D.D., D.C.L., Bishop ot 
Montreal, assisted by Bishop Hopkins, 
of Vermont, and the sermons were 
preached on the first Sunday by the 
Very Rev. Dean Bethune and the Rev.

To prevent the adoption of a custom 
which prevailed very generally at the 
time a regulation was made prohibiting 
the placing of monuments or tablets on 
the walls of the church. Another rule 
limited the colors to be used for pew 
furniture to crimson and scarlet.

Tlit first entry in the church register 
bears the date April 26. 1840, and the 
first baptism is recorded under date ui 
May 17. 1840. The first marriage was 
solemnized on July 2, 1840, and the first 
funeral took place on July 10, 1840.

Un March 1, 1843, Major Christie gave 
the church and the land on which it

and trust was read by the Rev. Mr. Wil­
loughby and agreed to, afte»- \fhich 
Messrs. Jones and Maitland were ap- 
l»ointed warden* of the church.

The year 1847 was the year of the ter­
rible snip fever. While ministering to 
the victims of the dread disease in the 
immigrant sheds the Rev. Mr. Willough­
by contracted the fever, and on July 15, 
after a few days’ illness, lie passed away 
at the age of fifty-one years.

The Rev. Mark Willoughby was a na­
tive of Somerset, Kngland. From his 
youth he was devoted to the cause of his 
Master. Coming to Canada, lie was 
rppointed agent of the Newfoundland 
School Society, and while on a trip 
through the Montreal district with
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Bitrhop Mountain, and visiting Sher­
brooke. lie was admitted to priest's or­
ders at the same time as the Rev. W. 
Dawes. The names of both of tiie»e min­
isters are prominently connected with 
the early history of the Episcopal Church 
in this province. In their death they 
were not divided, for both died from the" 
ship fever, which they contracted while 
in attendance upon the immigrants in 
1847.

Mr. Willoughby did excellent work in 
initiating the nitrations of the school 
society while Mr. Dawes tilled the of­
fice of secretary of the Diocesan Church 
Society with earnestness and ability 
from the time of its organization until 
bis death. Captain Lloyd, of the Royal 
Navy, a close friend of the Rev. Mr. 
Willoughby, was taken ill a few days

The death of the Rev. Mr. Willoughby 
was followed by that of four other cler­
gymen of ‘the diocese, besides Mr. John 
vrirspo, clerk of the church, and William 
Ogden, who, with Captain Lloyd, were 
lay readers and were studying for the 
ministry at the time, all being members 
of the same church.

General Sir Richard D. Jackson, com­
ma ml vr of the forces, who administered 
the government in 1841-42, died sudden­
ly in Montreal in July, 1845, and liw 
funeral service was conducted at Trinity 
Church, which was suitably draped for 
the occasion. His successor, Earl Cath* 
cart, was also a pewholder of this church 
a» well as other distinguished person*

Otlier prominent citizens fourni among 
the pewholdene of the early days includ­
ed Judges Day, Dunkin and Gale, Sheriff 
Coffin, Dr. Holmes, etc.

In 1842 the Rev. D. B. Parnther and 
the Rev. Frederick Broome were nj>* 
minted as*»tant ministers to Mr. Wil* 
oughby. The former was ordained as
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deacon in 1840 and priest in 1841. He 
was assistant minister from 1842 to 
Man-h. 1847.

Upon the death of the Rev. Mr. Wil­
loughby and the retirement of the Rev. 
Mr. Parnther, the Rev. Mr. Broome 
strove nobly to keep this important con­
gregation together, but he was not very 
successful and resigned in 1848.

After the death of Major Christie, 
which occurred about 1847 the presenta­
tion to the incumbency was vested with 
Col. Wilgress, of Lacliine, Messrs. Jeffrey 
Hale, of Quebec, and McGinnis, of Chris- 
tieville, Que. They nominated the Rev. 
Alexander 1). Campbell.-who came from 
England early in the year 1848, to as­
sume the rectorship. His mm»t rat ions

was appointed to St. Paul’s Chapel, at 
Quebec ; curate at St. Anne’s, Brooklyn. 
N.Y., rector, St. Thomas, Montreal, and 
rector of St. Johns. Que., before taking 
charge of Trinity Church. He was made 
honorary canon of Christ Church Ca­
thedral also in 1854. Canon Bancroft 
ministered successively to the congrega­
tions in St. Paul street, Gosiford street 
and St. Denis street, laboring earnestly 
and faithfully for over seventeen years, 
until failing health compelled him, in 
1876, to retire.

In addition to his untir­
ing and unremitting efforts Canon Mills 
contributed $3.800 toward paying off 
the church's encumbrance.

u|>on his new duties immediately. Dur­
ing his incumbency the work of the par­
ish prospered greatly; every year aw 
very material increases both in attend­
ance and finances, the Protestant popu­
lation living in the vicinity being more 
settled and ixTinanent. lii addition to 
meeting all current expenses it was 
found to be possible to reduce the mort­
gage debt by eleven hundred dollaix. It 
wv.h with regret that the resignation of 
the Rev. Mr. Graham was received in 
December la»t uixon his accenting a call 
to St. Saviour’s Church, at Ndson, B.C.

Mr. .John lioratius Maitland, men­
tioned above, was a captain in the Brit­
ish unny and a colonel of the Mont­
real X olunteers. llis experience in the 
British service was of great value in 
organizing the local militia corps. He 
was president of the Bible Society and 
prominently connected with "the educa­
tional, philanthropic and religious move­
ments of Im day. He planted the Liv­
erpool & London & Globe Insurance 
Company in Montreal in 1851, and was 
tin- resident secretary of the company 
until his death in 1803, when he was
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succeeded by Mr. G. F. ('. Smith, the 
present chief agent and secretary.

Mr. Joseph Jones was in his day cor­
oner for the district of Montreal, and 
a leading citizen.

Mr. ( hurles Garth, for many years 
a warden of the church, has proved 
himself one of its most tuithful and 
liberal friends.

In addition to other generous acts, Mr. 
Garth, during the incumbency of Canon 
Mills, caused the church to lie re-deco­
rated at a cost of about two thousand 
dollars, the whole of which was done un-
