BALFOUR ON ARBITRATION

Wil Support Government in Arrange-
ment With United States,

LONDON, March 16.—Mr, Balfour, |

‘“I'ne secretary for foreign affairs
will find no heartier friends of such a
policy than those in the Unionist par-
ty.”

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CITY ELECTRIC 'COMMISSION,
Mayor Geary is to be commended for
his action towards the appointment of
A commission to administer the elec-
trical department of the city under the
hydro-electric sclieme. We belteve there
is no dissent among thoge who have
considered the amatter with regard to
thie principle involved in the proposal.
We understand that the mayor's
views have not taken definite form,
but will be laid before the council on
Monday. His suggestion that the hy-
dro-electric commission appoint oné
member, the council a second,  the
mayor to be a thind, ex-officio, mignt
witimately do very well. As a begin-
ning we belleve the first commiesion
should be appointed by the leutenant-
governor in council. Very much de-
pends upon the efficiency and success
of such a- commission. Not only is
Toronto interested, being the domin-

ant member of the unign of municipali-

tles, Hhut the whole province practically
depends upon the city’s success.

The city commission, if that be pos-
sible, should be of equal calibre with
the hiydro-electric commission. Toronto
is face to face with a bigger business
problem than the city has ever yet
had to face. The possibilities of leak-
age and loss are great in propertioh to
the range and importance of the elec-
tric system. Where rmillions are invest-
ed, thousands for competént meanage-

“ment should not be a matter of haggl-
ing. An incompetent management will
waste more tens of thousands than
would secure the most competent men
available.

But it appears as tho the mayor had
taken hold of the electrical gltuation
and meant to put it on a sound.basis.
There is a lot of ground to catch up,
and a first-class commission is the first
necessity.

FARMERS AND CONSUMERS.

“Whether meat will be dearer or
cheaper in Toronto under reciprocity
is something that only the severith son
of a seventh somn could at this moment
say,” is The Globe's reply to a Toronto
workingman.

Other high prices in Toronto are at-
tributed to “the absurd regulations
surrounding the marketing of farm
products in the city.” “It would he
absurd,” continues The Globe, “‘to sug-
gest that the price of foodstuffs grown
on the farms around Toronto will bé
lowered materially at present, no mat-
ter what tariff changes are made.”

“Bread,”’ The Globe declares, “'should
be a little bit cheaper if the various
agencles standing between the grower
of wheat and the consumer of bread
do not combine to prevent it.”

iIn brief, The Globe does not presume
to say that reciprocity will have any
effect upon prices for the advantage of
the consumer.

On the other hand, we are informed
that the farmer is to e benfited by
the higher prices he is to receive across
the border. If he does mot receive high-
er prices reciprocity is a snare, because
the manufacturer is told that the
agreement will not affect him. If the
farmer gets higher prices there must
be hl'ghgr prices in Canada, and per-
haps a scarcity as well. If the farmer
{s not to get higher prices there is no
object in reciprocity.

WOMAN AND CHILD LABOR IN U.S.

Some startling revelations are mmde
in the official “Report on the Condition
of Woman and Child Labor in the
United States,” prepared ih compliance
with a resolution of thé Semate umder
the direction of the comenissioner of
tabor and recently dssued. ~In the spin-
ning industry the proportion of child-
ren employed is 12.9 per cent. for the
wihole country but in the six cotton
states the proportion mises to 20 per
cent. Put in another Wway tihils means
that every fifth worker is & child under
16 and no less than 8.6 per t. of the
children employed were o 12 or 13
yvears old. It i¢ interesting to find
also that the total employes were
largely foreigmers, only 1,660 mnative
born being employed out of 21,915 in 46
mills in Maine, New Hampshire, Mas-
sachusetts and Rhode Island. By far
the. largest individual nationality en-
gaged is the French Canadian, num-
bering 9,152 or 41.8 per cent.

That the United States has allowed
conditions to arise quite as bad as dny
in older countries was revealed by an
inquiry into 844 families whose mem-
bers were brought into the Southern
cotton mills. Of theee 167 lived.in
frame houses, 172 im box houses, 467
in log houses and 38 in combinations
of these types. There were 279 of these
dwellings without windows. Of these
844 families 245 lived In single-room
houses, the number of persons in each
varying from two to twelve persons.
In 155 cases five persons slept in a
single Troom and in 129 cAses six per-
sons did. The official agents reported
too that great efforts were made to
conceal the real ages of the children
employed.
Carolina 41 per cent. of those employed
were under twelve years ¢f age. The
legal hours vary from 58 to 68 per
week, and time ‘is often 'stolen from
the employes. Very few earned more
than $10 per week. During a typical
week in New England more than half
earned less than $7 and the proportion
in this position was much larger in
the Southern States,

LONDON, Eng., Mar¢h 16.—A joint
committee of the lords and commons
of 1911 has been formed tof entertain
the Fepresentatives of the 'Dominion

Parliament at the coronation. The Rt.
Hon. Earl of Rosevery, K.G., is onair-
man and the headquarters of the coms=
xsnn%e’e are at the Imperial Institute,

A resume of the work of the cola-
mittes, done and proposed, is contain-
ed in g circular sent out by Lord Rosg-
bery. It reads as follows!:

“Towards the close of the sitting of
parliament in July, 1910, a proposal was
set on foot by a committee consisting
of members of both houses of pariia-
ment, of various political opinjons, thag
a certain numbér of members of the
overtéa ‘dominion parliaments shonid
be invited to wvisit this country as
! guests during thé period covering the
coronation of His Majesty King George.

Governors Communicated With.

“As the sitting of parliament was
drawing to a close when the above-
mentioned committee met, it was im-
possible at that time to do more than
appoint a small éxetutivé committec
to carry out the preliminary arrange-
ments. The members of this commit-
tee approached the lord chancellor,
the gpeaker, the prime minister, the
leader of thé opposition, and the secre-
tary of state for the colonies, and hav.
ing obtained their approval of the idea,
it was arranged that confidential com-
munications. should bé¢ made thru the
colonial office to the governors of the
various dominions, in order to ascer-
tain whether the proposal would be
liyely to prove acceptable oversea.
Favorable replies twere received from
all the dominions.

“Owing to the dissolution of parlia-
ment, and the sudden illness of the
then chairman of this committee (Lozd
Onsiow), the issué of the formal invi-
tations was unavoidably delayed, but
cables have now beén despatcheq in-
viting representatives from the over-
sea legislatures to be the guesis of the
members of both houses of parilament
in London, from June 17 t6 July 1, in
the following proportions, viz., 18 from
Canada, 18 from Australia, 12 frofn
South Africa, 8 from New Zealand
: and 2 from Néwfoundland, it being Jeft
' 1o the legislatures themselves to select
the members to form the delégations.
It may be added that the common-
wealth. parliament of Australia has al-
1eady voted the passage money for i3
18 representatives.

DOCTOR’S TRAGIC FATE.

Thée tragic story 6f a country doctdr
fa U
allel to Ibsen's play, “An Enemy of the
People,” which has attracted wide-
spread sympathy here, especially in

medical circles. :

Dr. Franz, the parigh doctor of his
native place, Riedau, a small market
town of 800 inhabitants, made himself
unpopular last summer by doing his
Guty in notifying to the district prefec-
ture a case of typhoid which had oc-
curred, in spite of the attemdpts of the
burgomaster and otfier influential per-
sons in the towh to induce him to hush
it up. In consequence of the notifica-
tion some of the 1 summer visitors
stayed away from Riedau last year,
and a body of military, who wouwd
otherwise havé been billeted there dur-
ing the manoeuvres, were sent else-
where. The tradesmen of the place,
with the burgomaster At their head,
thereupon o zed a boycott of the
doctor and his family in order to te-
venge themselves on him for the busi-
Théy refused to
gell him provisions, organized moks
to break his windows, wrote threa'en-
ing letters, and.;in fact, treated him
just as the land leaguers do an Irish
farmer who has incurred their displeas-
ure. Finally they dismissed him from
his position as parish doctor. Dr.
Franz appealed to the preieviof the
district, who at once took strong meas-
ures to eupport-him. The parigh coun-
¢il was dissolved, the burgomaxter de-
po<ed, the diemissal of the doctor de-
clared illegal, and gendearmes were
quartered in the place to protect him
and his family.

This, however, did not save Dr. Franz
from being «ruinéd. His old raveuws
refused to pay their bills, no new ones
came, and at length his health broke
down under the strain of his pesition.

Mayor Geary Will Move to Obtain
Necessary L:gislation at Pre-
| sent dession,

]

ayor Geary will this morning ask
thhe&' oyoard of control to put its stamp
of approval on his suggestion to gst
legisiation empowering the city to put
the electrical department under a com-
mission. Whiie the scheme for the
commission {s somewhat nebulous, the
mayor thinks it should consist of a Te-
presentative seiected by the hydro-
electric commission, another by the
mayor, and a third member selected
by vote of the people, or appointed by
the city council. This latter represen-
tative, he does not think, should be
elected for a period of less than two
years, and perhaps for a longer term.

He considers the city electrical de-
partment and its success of such mag-
nitude and importance as to require a
commission to conduct its affairs. It
the suggestion meets with the appro-
val of the board of control, immediate
steps will be taken to procure the ne-
cessary legislation, and it will be se-
cured during the present session of the
legislature. The question of creating
the commission has already been men-
tioned to the private bills committee,
and provision will likely be made for it
either in the Toronto bill or the statute
law.

The mayor and Corporation Counsel
Drayton appeared before the private
bills committee yesterday morning and
asked that permission be given the
city to purchase the Toronto Electric
Light Co., on the submission of a by-
! law to the people., This will also come

up for ratification by the board of con- |.

trol this morning-

waterworks department and clvic car
lines under this commission and make
it in reality a public utilities commis-
sion?’ asked The  World of Mayor
Geary last evening. ;

“Not so far as I am aware,” replied
the mayor, “but I suppose the pumping
stations and the car lines, if operated
by electricity, would come under their
supervision. They will have a general
supervision of the entire electrical sys-
tem. Of course, the scheme is not yet
completed, but it is my opinion that
the representative from the city coun-
cil or selected by popular vote of the
ratepayers, should be a man convers-
ant with the work in charge and
should not be required to come up for
election every year.”

‘“What about the salary of the com-

The mayor expressed himself as hig¥.
1y pleased with the treatment accorded
the city by the private bills committee
of the legislature. The city had been
granted , practically everything asked.

Profiting by past
experiences, the city legal department
had made a special effort to be 'pre-
pared this year and had succeeded ad-
mirably.

We need
the indeterminate sentesce, and until
we get it, we cannot have much prison
reform, even with jail farms.”

No writer and thinker holds a higher 1
place in British literature and journal-
ism than Sjr Willlam Robertson Ni-
coll, editor of the leading Nonconform-
ist paper, The British Weekly, and of
other _jo\umla and magazines. In a re-
cent number of his weekly he treats
editorially and in a very interesting |
and suggestive way «of what he calls |
“The High Destiny of Canada.”, The |
article is well worth attentive perusal
and is as follows:

The present writer may be allowed '
to say that from early years books
about Canada have had a strong fas- |
cination for him.

Neverthe- |
legs, it is a book of sterling merit, and |
of réal freshness. We refer to “Whit-
tlings from the West,” by Abel Losg,
published in book form in 1854, and in
“Hogg’s Instructor”’ some years eariler.
The writer, was Charles Greatrex, at
that time a very young man. He fol-
lowed it with ‘‘Memoranda of a Mar-
ine Officer,” ome of the most delightful
books ever written. Greatrex might '
have been one of the famous Victorian |
authors. He had enough humor and
high spirits and invention to put him
in the first rank, but somehow he miss-
ed the mark, and died in obscurity,
hidden away in a remote rectory. But
to some he introduced Canada, and
they . can never forget his accounts of
the werene beauty of Canadian nights,
the green sapin beds in the forests, the
prairie sports, the long, luminous pil-
lars of ice in winter, the little country
congregations, which were considered
satisfactory with an attendance of sev-
enteen dogs, eight bables and thirty
settlers. Interspersed were many slight
but gay, vivid, and masterly personal
sketches, while some of the adventures
recorded were truly thrilling.

It is the
amazing sacrifices that linger longest
in the memory. They mx_xde a lasting
impression on Henry Ward Beecher,
who, tho the least bookish of men,
Sften refers to Parkman’'s history.
Some heroic, saintly figures emerge in
the narrative, in particular Brebeuf
and Jogues. The background some-
how strangely fits itself to those who
play their part in a titanic attempt to
save.

Goldwin Smijth came next, and there
lists who have escaped
his spell. He attracted alike by the
force and beauty of his style and the
boldness and sincerity of his .convic-
tions.

Goldwin Smith belleved that
when domegtic independence took .the
place of absolute subsrviency to the
will of the mother eountry, our do-
minions would soon fall away from
us. The result has falsified his calcu-
lation. Where there was once almost
universal disaffection there Iis now
healthy loyalty. The prophet and the
philosopher are not always the best
interpreters of the future, and  the
people believe that the British Empire
{s not temporary or provisional, but
permanent, in so far as human things
may be permanent. There is no ex-
perience to guide us. There never has’
been anything like the status of a
British colony till a comparatively late
period. History tells us niuch of col-
onles coerced and plundered. We
learn, what we might expect to learn,
that colonies treated in the same man-
ner will cast off allegiance when they
are strong enough to do so. But as we
neither coerce nor plunder, our hope
is ‘that time will strengthen rather
than preak the tie that holds the em-
pire together. The power of adapta-
tion - to circumstances which has not
failed us yet, will not fajl us in the
end. Canada will remain a part, and
more and more tend to be the chief
part of the British Empire. Some amaz-
ing journalists and politicians write
and talk as if the idea of annexation
by the United States were a new thing.
It is, of course, very old. The slightest
study of Canadian history will show-
that at certain periods of estrange-
ment the idea found many influential
advocates. Goldwin Smith thought It
his chief mission in Canada to preach
it,"and at one time he had a consid-
erable body of adherents.
