London, Jan. 4~—~A topic that is
greatly interesting British officialdom
and the public at the moment is the
selection of an ambassador to the
United -States to succeed Sir Cecil
Arthur Spring-Rice. :

Three names thus far are being dis-
cussed—tho of Viscount Grey, for-
mer foreign secretary; Lord Chief Jus-
tice Reading and J. Austen Chamber-
lain, eldest son of the late Joseph
Chamberlain, and former secretary for
India.

Viscount Grey is genarally consid-
ered the strongest man of the three.

Five shipbuilding berths, ca-
pable .of {aking ships of canal size,
that is, up to 261 feet in length by 43
feet beam, are being erected: One
hundred men are at work at present,
and more: will be taken on later.

Seek Government Contracts.

The  company: is understood . to .be
seeking government contracts . for
ocean-going vessels, but while await-
ing these will proceed with the ‘huild-
ing of six steel ' freighters of  the
“Friedrichstadt” .type. They will be
someéwhat similar to the standard type
now being turned out in such large
quantities for the imperial munitions
board, and each will have. a. dead-
weight carrying capacdity of 3500 tons.
They will be stean:-driven.

The city architeet to date has-issued
permits only for the pile-driven foun-
dations, which are estimated to cost
about $100,000, but the tozal sum that
will be spent om the plant is upwards
of $2,000,000. From 1500 to 2000 men-
will be given permanent employment,
as the company intends to continue in
the shipbuilding business after the
war,

“Until a Peace That Pleases
Britain. is Obtained,”
Says Clergyman.

AT OLD ST. ANDREW'’S

“The. United States is with you, the
whole of the ‘United States is with

you, the whole of the United States
will bé with you-until a peace that
pleases Britain is obtained,” said Dr.
John F. Carson, of Brooklyn, Ilast
night at Old St. Andrew’s Presbyter-
ian Church. “There is a variety of
blood in the United States, but the
very reddest of it is British.”

Dr. .John F. Carson, of Brooklyn,
chairman of the national service com-
mission of the Presbyterian Church «6f
Ameriea; and Dr. Wilbur 3. Chapman,
of New York, president of the same,
were in Toronto yesterday on a fra-
ternal visit to the Presbyterians  or
this city. They were bringing a mes-
sage from the Presbyterian Church
across the line, bearing on the reoral
issues arising out of the war. A union
meeting ‘of the Presbyterians of the
city was held in Old. St. Andrew’s
Church last night, which was filleq,
| to hear the distingunished +visitors,

" Piety and triotism.

“Theye are times when piety can
find expression in patriotism more
than in any other form of expres-
sion,” said Dr. Carson, “and ‘this is

the time. We have felt for you: now
we aré going to fight with you 'and
suffer with you, for it ig a ecanse
worthy of the suffering.” He said the
United States had a few pessimists

and a few pro-German. pacifists yet.
but that they had a secret service de-
partment as efficient as anything that
'was ever made in Germany, and on
{account of them the pacifists were
keeping very quiet: The pessimists
occasionally ‘reminded them of Bel-
;giunt. in ashes, Serbia. conquered and
Rumania- in - chains. -~ “But,” he sald,
“Britain and America are not intimi-
dated by these things, for it is these
very. facts' that impel them  in the
name of the small states to destroy
the .power that crippled them.”

He spoke of the kaiser’s boast that
God was the ally of Germany, but he
said as God was 'love and righteous-
ness then the Teuton boast was wrong.
He said the United States entered the
war for no exténsion’of territory, but
for the right of every man to live out
his" life as God had given him the
right to do. 'He _said this was the
same old struggle as at the time of
the revolution, for then thé states “in
America - Were fighting @gainst the
Prussian, not the Anglo-Saxon, enemy.

We have had a bitle
too much “keenness”®in maniputated
stock isswes of the Cuanadian Pacific
Lailway, as many people who paid
$276 for shares 'that subsequently
dropped to $126 can testify.

But in-the best sensewof the word
“keenness” is needed in administer-
ing a national railway system. We
would like to see Baron Shaughnessy
managing such a system as the ser-
vant of the people, as the representa-
tive of the King. Leit him follow in
the footsteps of Sir Albert Stanley. Fle
has done well for his stockholders: he
has done well for the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company. Let him
now devote his keen perception and
splendid talents to the service of his
udopted country, Lord Shaughnéssy
is proud of Canada. Canada is proud
of Lord Shaughnessy. More than once
he has been mentioned as a possible
prime minister. He might render no
less conspicuons service as director-
general of a government railway sys-
tem, which will include undsr national
control all the railways of the Dg-
minion.

MIGHTY SWATTERS
Geo. Stalh;ngs Explains Those

Averages of Twenty
Years Ago.

“Here’s a little book which contains
the 1896 batting averages for the Na-
tional League,” Frank G. Menkf said to
George Stallings, boss of the Boston
Braves, who has been dabbling in base-
ball since a short time after Chris Co-
lumbus discovered us, :

“Yep—what about it?"

“Count up those .300 hitters, please,”
he requested, poking the book at him.

George did—and announced :

“Eighty-three.”

“And how many hit .300 or better in
19172

“Exactly six,” answered Stallings.

Then Mr, Menke said :

“In 1806 eighty-three men out of 256
who wore National League uniforms in
that year batted .300 or better, Twenty-
one years la.ter-f-ln 1917—just six men
out of nearly 400 who cavorted on Na-
tional League lott broke into the ,300
list. What's the answer?”’

Stallings, without hesitation, replied :

“There are a number of reasons, One
of the most important is the foul.-strike
rule, which wasn’'t in existence in 1896,
The second reason is the baffling spit-
ball. Furthermore, the horsehide 21
years ago carried a very high poligh.
That made it difficult for a pitcher to
handle a new ball. The shine was abol-
ished some years ago, and it is much
easier for a pitcher to control the ball
gow than it was in the gloss-covered

ays. .

“But the most important reason of all,
in my opinion, is that pitchers of today
are smarter than those of 21 years ago,
They use their heads as well as their
arms, In 1896 most twirlers used only
their arms, Their sole aim was to try
to throw the ball past the batter. It fall-
ed, as the batting averages of 1896 will
show, In those days only a few pitchers
made a study of the strength and the
weaknesses of the hitters, They just put
all the speed they had into the heave
and took a chance.

“But in the present era a pitcher's

Toronto University Graduate Goes to
Cornell for Responsible Posi-
tion in Women’s Work.

Dr. Edith Gordon, who took her
M.B. degree at the University of To-
ronto in,1915, has accepted the posi-
tion of assisten:’ medical advisor of
women in tne Cornell University.
The position will be a most respon-

and stimulate -their 'minds.

This important phase of the uni-
versity’s work was inaugurated four
Years ago with Dr. E. H. Hatzke, a
Swiss woman doctor, at its head, Al-
ready much has been accomplished,
but there is still scope for great de-
velopment of this form of preventive
medicine, and Dr, Gordon is most en-
thusiastic ovnér the new fleld in which
she will have an, opportunity to do
oractically pioneer work. ‘
