ground, Haig’s men again have made
. the” Germans taste bitter defeal on
numerous sectors, and the end of the
‘punishment Zor them seems not yet
sight. \
In the last fighting in “he region
extending from the old Noyon, gector
to Soissons, the French have reclaim-
ed 30 villages from the GCermans;
baye crossed the Somme Canal at
several points and are standing only
a shsort distance from the important
junction of Ham with its roads lead-
ing to St, Quentin and La Fere.
On the south they have made fur-

B
ther crossings of the Ailette River
and are fast skirting the great wood-
ed region which acts as a barrier to
direct attack on Laon, the Chemin des
Dames and the western Aisne defenses
of the enemy. Seemingly at the pre-
sent rate of progress this barrier
will shortly have been overcome and
indeed the entire salient northwest of
Soissons obliterated. Already the
French south of Fresnes, on the fringe
of the high forest of Coucy, have pene-
trated the old Hindenburg line.

All behind the lines northeast of
Noyon great conflagrations are to be
seen, particularly around Jussy and
La Fere, which apparently is an in-

dication that it is the Intention of the|

Germans to fall back as fast as they

can to the old German lines running

southeastward from St. Quentin.
Hard After Enemy.

The French and Americans are hard
after the Germans between the Vesle
River and the Aisne, and- for more
than eight miles, extenhding  from
Conde to Vieil-Arcy, they have drlvep
the enemy across the Aisne and are
stahding on the southern bank of the
river, Eastward toward Rheims, "al-
most up to the gates of the cathedral
city, the German Jne is falling back

northward. At-the apnchor point of the
line in the wicinity ‘of Rheims, how-
ever, the Germans seem to be holding,
evidently realizing that a retrograde
movement here 'would necessitate a
straightening of their line perhaps as
far eastward as Verdun.

In the initial manoeuvre to the re-
treat along the Vesle front the Am-
ericans and French 'captured hoth
Bazoches and Fismette; from DBaz-
oches they moved six miles north-
ward to Wiefl-Arcy, while from Fis~
mette they have penetrated more than
tkree miles northward to Barboaval,
which is only a little more than a
mile south of the Aisne,

Success in Flanders

In Flanders the British have taken
the Town of Ploegsteert and positions
southwest of Messines and northeast
of “Wolverghem, and repulsed strong
counter-attacks launched against
them.

DETREAT WEAKENS
ENEMY SERIOUSLY

Allies Suffer nght Losses From
Inefféctive Germin Resistance
-—Dangerous Risks.

London, Sept. 6.—The light losses of
the allied troops and the large num-

ber of German prisoners taken by
them in the present offensive are at-
tributed to the temporary lowering
of the fighting power of the German
army-as the result of being “over
fought” and certain disorganization
due to the general retreat under con-
stant heavy pressure. Military experts
expect an improvement in the enemy’s
morale when these factors are re-
moved.

Viewing the western front as a
whole military experts express the be-
lief .that the German high .command
has kept the situation in hand, but
to"do so it has made demands on the
troops which cannot continue indefin-
itely without dangerous risks., Altho
the Germans generally have maintain-
ed their front during their hasty with-
drawal, they have lost an enormous
amount of material, and doubtless
have suffered a severe weakening in
their morale and power of resistance.
Thousands of Germans are being used
in reconstruotion work when every
rifle is needed on the front lines, the
military observers say.

GERMANS STILL GOING BACK
BEFORE ADVANCING BRITISH

Fire and Explosions Mark Retirement, Especially in Hinden-
burg Line Area, Where Ground is Becoming
Too Dangerous to Hold.

With the British Army in France,
Sept. 5.—The effects of the recent
British successes are hourly becoming
more apparent. The enemy is steadily,
pbut surely, going back. Successive
minor victories in Flanders, the ap-
plication of sustained pressure in the
battle zone south of the Scarpe, the
exploitation of the advances north of
Peronne and the steady bombardment
from the British cannon are all help-
ing the general movement,

The foe's retirement is being marked
by the usual destruction, for fires and
explosions are reported from various
sections,. especially .the area in front
of the Hindenburg line from the Ba-
paume-Cambral line southward, where
the torch seems to have been used
freely.

1t looks as if the Germans here were
going behind the line, with its great
systemx of concrete dugouts and de-
fences. They are not in the habit of
destroying - where they mean to stay,

and, besides, the crushing defeat they
suffered when the Drocourt-Queant
lime was smashed makes this ground

exceedingly difficult, if not dangerous,
to hold.

On the banks of the Somme, south
of Peronne, the enemy is manning his
machine guns and trench mortars

Shortage in Men.

The German shortage in men in

One man in a typica] ‘etter com-
plains that the strength of his own,
and several other companies has
been reduced to less than-20 each,
yet they were forced “o hold on.

WHEAT PRODUCTION
COSTS HIGH IN U. S.

Washington, Sept. 5.—The average
cost of wheat production was estimated
at $2.25 a bushel by E. H, Thompson,
acting chief of the bureau of farm
management, testifying today before the

THE DAY'’S EVENTS REVIEWED

Since the British ‘operations have
lagged a little, the French have
taken up pursuit of the enemy on the

whole allied right flank from a point
near Soissons to the Canal du Nord.
Along the Canal du Nord and the
Somme Canal, which they have cross-
ed, the French have made a general
advance of three miles and a half in
some places during the day. They
now stand near the road to Ham at
Falvy and Offroy. On the Alilette
front, the French achieved another
vietory, for early yesterday morning
the German line, which had exper-
fenced a hard pounding for the past
16 days, began to give way and the
French in a rapid pursuit liberated
30 villages. Near nightfall they had
reached and captured Plerremande and
Autreville and had occupied the greater
part of the lower Coucy forest. On
the east of these points the French
also occupied the, well-known geo-
graphical points of Folembray, Coucy-
Je-Chatean, and Coucy-le-Ville and ad-
vanced more than 1000 yards south of
}'resnes. They also advanced in
conjunction with the Americans sev-
eral miles on the front south of the
Ailette and also north of the Vesle,
where they have reached the Aisne
below Conde and Vieil-Arcy ona front
of eight miles,

In their operations vesterday the
British chiefly thrust forward their
right wing in a considerable advance
north and south of Peronne. They
drove back the German rearguards
and are approaching the high ground
on the front between Athies and
Nurlu. This brings them about half
way to Ham on the road from Peronne
and also well across the Canal du
Nord on the Peronne road towards
Cambrai. In their centre and on their

POSTMASTER-GENERAL
ON AERIAL MAIL TRIP

The general commanding and offi-
cers of the Royal Alr TForce have
most kindly carried out three weekly
mail test trips from Toronto to Ot-
tawa, promoted by the Aero Club of
Canada. The first was a preliminary
trip, the next a test to show that an
answer could be received the morn-
'msj of the day after a letter was writ-
ten, and the third demonstrated that
by special delivery an answer Wwas
received the same day

The experience of the postoffice au-
thorities is summed up in a letter
from the postmaster-general in reply
to one from the president -of the Aero
Club of Canada as follows:

My Dear Sir: Permit me to ac-
knm-ﬂexl;:r- receipt of your letter of
today's date, stating that on the oc-
casion of the first round aerial mail
trip on the same day that has been

As
regards my having been of service in
making the experiment a success,
permit me to say that it was my duty
to assist as much as possible in a
matter of this kind, as it {8 impos-
sible to foresee what the future may
hold as regards postal service by air-
plane.

I am extremely pleased to know
that the experiments of the iast
three weeks have been such an un-
qualified success. It has certainly
demonstrated (whether there is need
for it or not) that aerial mail ser-
vice is practicable, and if ecircum-
stapces should warrant it, it is satis-
factory to know that it can so easily
be made a .success.

BARGE SLIGO SINKS
IN LAKE OFF SWANSEA

Early yesterday morning during the
terrific wind storm which blew over the
bay, the barge Sligo, loaded with stone
from Point Ann, in tow by the tug City
of New York, foundered in the lake two
miles off Swansea. While off Gibraitar
Foint, Capt. Quinn, who commanded the
tug, found seven feet of water in his
hold, making it impossible to tow the
craft any further, while to make matters
worse, the hawser connecting the two
bhoats, broke. This left the crew of the
barge at the mercy of the storm. They
abandoned the barge, which sank soon
after, for a small boat and landed after
a heavy pull at West Market street.

Meanwhile the life-saving crew had
been notified and the tug Geary had also
steamed out to lend a hand, They were
not needed, however, but the life-savers
were saved a hard pull back by being
towed in by the Geary.

The Sligo .was an old three-masted
schooner in the seventies, having made
severa' ocean voyages. Some three years
ago she had been converted into a barge
and had so remained till she foundered
vesterday. '

Opinion of Speakers at the
Luncheon of Directors

at Exhibition.
TRIBUTE TO CANADIANS

Major-Gen. Hedlam Appre-
ciates Fighting and Manu-
facturing Power.

It was the manufacturers’ section of
transportation and manufacturers’ day
that was particularly feotured at the
luncheon of Exhibition directors ow-
:ng to the fact that earlier in the fair
the transportation men were repre-
sented, it being more convenient for
them., T. A, Kussell, president, open-
ofl his remarks by paying a tribute to
George Booth, the only remaining ori-
Binal director of the Canadian Nation-
al Exhibition, who for the first time in
its history was not present this year,
owing to {li-health.

At a morning session the directors
passed ‘a resolution, which was subse-
quently forwarded to My, Booth, Ot-
tawa, expressing sympathy, good-will
and best wishes for a speedy recovery,
The speakers at the luncheon were
Sir Charles Gordon, formerly of the
fmperial munitions board, and now
vice-chairman of the British war mis-
#ion at 'Washington; Major-General
John Hedlam, who is in America on a
#pecial mission for the British Gov-
crnment .and J. 8. McKinnon, vice-
president of the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Association,

: Captains of Industry.

any influence on the manufacturers
hed produced as good results as the
Canadian National "Exhibition. The
war had given more impetus to manu-
facturing ,than any: other thing had
ever done. It had brought out great
captains of Industry, whcse value had
kcretofore remained under a cover.
Not in the trenches would the war be
won if the manufacturing industry
did not support the men. He congra-
tulated the manufacturere of Canada
{or providing Great Britain with ' the
goods needed to carry or the war.

Criticism had been leveled at the
men who had . been successful when
filling large contracts., If these men
liad not made some money they would
have been discredited, but when they
did, they were criticized, he saﬁd. it
would be a wise man indeed who eould
figure so closely on an immense con-
tract that he would come out exactly
even, he contended. When the goods
were requested it was a case of get-
ting them, and the man with effi-
cient organization was the man who
could successfully take or the work.

Sir Charles saild he saw at close
.range the war activities at Washing-
tor and characterized it as splendid.
There was not a dissenting voice,
“for,” he said, *the American people
will not stand for any disloyalty.” In
vegard to the imperial munitions
Leard, he said that it had educated the
manufacturers along such lines that
now they were capable of taking large
contracts from the United States.

Appreciate Efforts,

" Major-Geéneral Hedlam, who was an
artillery commander at the front, paid
a splendid tribute to the gallantry of
the Canadians and the service which
Canadian manufacturers had rendered
in supplying shells when they were
s0 sorely needed. ™I know what Can-
ada has dome in sending munitions,”
he said. ‘“The most bitter experience
I ever had was when I had to turn a
deaf ear to the infantry in its plea
for help. A commander must decide
whether he can respond, and it is
dreadful not to be able to do so for
want of munitione.

“I have the very sincerest respect
and affection for the (anadians for
what they have done for us,” he sald.
“Those bad days aré over now. ° No
one can read the news of the past few
days with more appreciation than I1.”
He described the first gas attuck; the
hole in the line three miles wide,
“Nothing could have stopped the Ger-~
muns from marching thru to any place
they liked but the bluff that your men
put up.”

J. 8. McKinnon said the Exhibi-
tion had outgrown the greatest ex-
pectations of those responsible for its
success, He congratulated the asso-
ciation on having such men as T. A,
Flussell and John G. Kent. One e¢le-
ment in the Exhibition's success was
the manufacturing. In 1913 the ex-

ued at $43,000,000; 1914, $57,000000;
1915, $85.000,000; 1916, $242,000,000;
1917, $477,000,000, and 1918, $€36,000,-
000, an ‘increase of 1350 per cent, Much
¢ the prosperity of Canada was due
to the ability of the manufacturers to
meet abnormal conditions, he said.

Mr. McKinnon said a section of the
press was hounding on “profiteering,”
ard set out to change the impression,
declaring that the government set the
prices. “I would like to see this sec-
tion of .the press refrain from this
criticism,” he declared. ‘“The govern-
ment relieves the manufacturers of a
large portion of their profits anyway.”

He characterized as most serious the
questions which, he said, would arise
after the war. If Canadian exports
decreased from $636,000,000 -to pre-
war figures something serious would
happen., Shrinkage would spell de-
pression, but the manufacturers were
endeavoring to prevent this by keeping
every wheel in Canada moving.

People who re-
port to Ottawa for trandgressions of
this kind should be very certain of
their ground before they involve
others in trouble. One or two mis-
takes /could he excused, but when Mr,
Chisholm complains it will be under-
stood that the errors were intoler-
able. He Instances the case of a
house on Jarvis street about which re-
peated complaints were made. In-
vestigation showed that this house
had a full supply of soft coal. And
! there is no restriction on the use of
‘sott coal. The warmth-seeking citi-
‘zen can use all of it that he can buy.
{1t is on hard coal the embargosyests.
There is a suggestion here which in-
' terested citizens might follow up. Soft
coal is not to be despised when nothing
else is to be had. It is dirty, it is
, true, in the chimney, and the stove-
pipes must be kept clean to get the
! best results, But it burns, and burns
casily, and it makes no clinkers.
Mixed with buckwheat or pea coal, a
very hot fire’ can be made with it, and
those having hot water furnaces will
find this combination useful.
i, It is well to consult one’s coal deal-
jer for advice about the use of soft
coal. It will considerably fortify the
«<ourage of the average citizen to
know that he' has some soft coal in
the cellar rather than nothing at all,
"and the dearth of hard coal is no
mere rumor. The announcement that
these two weeks were to be devoted
by the coal dealers to the service of
| those who had no coal at all has re-
vealed the fact that the coal dealers
are very much in the same position as
the public. “Not taking any orders
Just now,” has been the regular reply
to many citizens this week who have
bent their steps from one coal office
to another. .
In view of the difficulties of getting
hard coal we recommend those who
bre without to try a little soft,

, Nova Sco'ia and New Brunswick
have divorce courts, 'There is a
strong sentiment in favor of them in
Ontario and the. west. It looks like
a subject the Union government
ought to tackle,

Italy Standing To.

Intense artillery fighting on the
whole Italian front was announced
yesterday, and the Austrians have as-
serted their success in the Corno re-
gion and east of Monte Pertica, where
their storm troops had keen operating.
It is a weakness of the Hun despatches
to omit any reference’ to the result
of counter-attacks, and we may sus-
pend our grief till we hear-the Italian
side of the story.. It was due to their
allles that the Austrians, if they failed
to send assistance to the western front,
should be up and doing sgotdething on
their own borders. The quietude, com-
paratively, of thy Italians may appear

v

strange to some, but it must not be |\

forgotten that all the allied forces are
under the control of Marshal- Foch,
and that therefore if the Italians have
been quiet it was for studied reasons,

The Albanian activity undoubtedly
held a lot of troops which might
have been useful against us in France,
and the Italians affordsd the Aus-
trians very good reasons for not&end-
ing more than two artillery hrigades,
which were said to have been in action

in Flanders. Now that the German re-

serves are exhausted and all their di-
visions are on the front row, it may
cccur to Marshal Foch as an excellent
diversion to get
again, and the artillery intensity
aforementioned may betoken this,

Reserves are the urgent need of the
‘German command at present, Auys-
trians, Turks, Bulgarians, any kind of
uniformed men would be welcome to
them, but the allles are now in the
pusition of being able to hold all fronts
ir strength. Germany has wasted her
substance in riotous living and is
felgn to feed with the despised swine
today. And it is a long way back to
the homeland., 'There will be no help
for her from Austria, and we look for
important news from the -Italian
orena.

A Clean-Up Coming in Russia.

Britain has always exacted ven-
geance for wrong done to her subjects,
however humble, and the story of the
captain’s ear is a classic. The Bol-
shevik Government of Russia has
gone a step too far in the assault on
the British embassy at Moscow, 'and
the murder of the British attache in
charge there, Captain Cromia. The
Bolsheviks had demanded the removal
of all French and British subjects.
This, of course, was done under Ger-
man influence, if not German dicta-
tion. Safe conduct to the border was
demanded by Britain for those ordered
to leave the country, and this was re-
fused. In consequence, Britain stated
that the Bolshevik representative in
London would be held under observa-
tion until the safety of Capt. Cromie
and his associates was guaranteed.
The British Government _knew the
Bolsheviks, and, moreover, it knew
the Germans behind them.

They do not represent the Russian
nation nor the Russian people. They
are a bunch of cheap pirates, pikers
in piracy, urged on by the German
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the Italians busy |

sians have been inflamed by Cerm
stories, and the immediate cduse of
the .wrecking -of the Britigsh embassy
and the murder of Ca .

It is sald that 20,000,000 have
died of starvation in the past year. Av a
whole, the nation is totally without
food, and must rely upon the allies
during the winter for sustenance. This
is a terrible outlook for 180,000,000 of
people. The conjunction of loyal Rus-
sians and Czecho-Slovak forces pro-
mises to enable the allies to sstablish
some kind of order before long. The
Germans are relying on their policy of
deception and slander to prevent the
Russians learning the real aims of the
allies, but.the country is recovering
its senses, .and the present state of
affairs cannot last long, ’

The murder of Captain Cromie will
not be overlooked by Britain, and the
other powers will make common cause
on such an issue. The reign of terror
which Lenine has been establishing
cannot appeal to - reasonable beings,
and will\ not last' long, Germany is
too busy on the western front to he
able"to spare attention for her pirate
friends. . .

TAKE FIRST

GEO. WHITEMAN SAVED GAME

. Sensational Fielding -by Former Leaf Kept Cubs From
' Scoring--Barrow’s Men Tallied Once and Cubs
Were Whitewashed--Pick Wgs Sad Failure.

Chicago, Sept. 5.—One of the smallest
erowds which ever turned out for a
world’s series opening saw the Boston
Red Sox of the American League to-
day defeat the Cubs of the National
Lq‘gue. 1 to 0, in an errorless game.

The battle was a pitching duel be-

. tween Jim Vaughn and “Babe” Ruth,

. These two giants fought it out all the
way, and altho Ruth allowed six hits to
his opponent’s five, the “break’” went to
the invaders and they were conlequeng-
ly making confident claims to the world’s
championship tonight,

The effect of the war was everywhere

parent, especially in the temper of
ge crawd which, largely local, saw the
home téam drop the first game without
a protest, There was no cheering dur-
ing the contest, nor was there anything
like the usual umpire baiting.

Today's attendance was 19,247, Rain
caused postponement of the first game
scheduled for yesterday, Today the
downpour had ceased and the grounds
were comparatively dry. The sun show-
od fitfully, and there was a stiff, chill
breeze from the north. No seats were
occupied Min the upper tier of the second
floor of the grand stand, and the right
section of the stand was ractically
empty. In the left section there were
;many -vacant seats,

A number of boxes also were without
occupants, and in the bleachers the three
lower rows all around the fleld were
vacant,

The one-handed spear by Scott of
Vaughn's hot grounder in the seventh
inning provided the one spectacular fea-
ture of the contest, It was a beautiful
Jay, but ‘at the time the Cubs were not
hreatening. The whole game failed to
produce a hit for extra bases, nor any
real test of speed for the outfielders,

Whiteman Was Great.

George Whiteman, Boston utility out-
flelder, and a former Leaf, starred in
the outfield for Boston, and doubtless
prevented the Cubs from scoring. He
was also the only man of the invaders
to make two hits, one of which figured
in Boston's lone but victorious tally.
| Vaughn's momentary weakness in the
fourth irining cost him the game. Shean.
the first man up for Boston, walked
when - the giant Cub twirler attempted
to work the cormers on Umpire O’'Day.
Strunk, who followed, flled to Vaughn
on an attempted sacrifice, and White-
man delivered his second blow, sending
Shean to second, ~Paskert's quick re-
turn prevented the Red Sox second base-
