It produced a forty-mlie- 
per-hour wind, which at times In­
creased itself into three-minute 
cyclones of sixty miles. It was a good 
continuous wind, too, for according to 
people who Judge such things as wind 
and rain, this particular wind was 
traveling on Saturday at 8 p.m. at 41) 
miles per hour, and at 8 a m. yester­
day had increased to 45 miles. In ad­
dition to being a steady wind, it was 
a most Impartial one in all Us efforts 
to do some damage.

Southwestern Ontario cities and 
towns sustained immense damage 
thru factories, residence and churches 
being demolished by Saturday's ter­
rific windstorm, but so far no loss of 
life is reported. The cities of Brant­
ford and Sarnia both appear to have 
been storm centres, London, Ontario, 
also suffering severely. In Brantford 
losses totaling a quarter of a million 
dollars are reported, huge factories 
being almost leveled to the ground and 
scores of other buildings unroofed. In 
London, Ontario, low-hanging liv# 
wires endangered the lives of many. 
The lighting system was demoralized 
for several hours. Hamilton’s street 
car and radial services were badly in­
terrupted and several new houses were 
blown down.

1, the price of milk will be raised from 
$3.10 to $3.35 per eight-gallon can. 
delivered to the dairy. This decision 
wa* unanimously arrived at at a 
meeting of the producers, represented- 
by 300 members of the Toronto Milk 
and Cream Producers’ Association at 
1* oresters’ Hall, on Saturday after­
noon. It was also decided to set the 
Price of butter fat at 80 cents per 
pound.

E. H. Stonehouse, president of the 
association, stated to The World that 
none of the farmers were able to 
realize a fair profit at the former, 
prices. He said that the distributors 
were totally opposed to the increase. 
He added that no communication has 
been received from the board of com­
merce. .The executive conferred wit# 
the_ distributors at the close of the 
meeting, but so far have been unable 
to reach an agreement.

This increase on the part of the 
producers means that the price 
consumers may be raised from one to 
two cents per quart within a few 
days, when the- price of milk will he- 
17 cents per quart or twfelve tickets 
for a dollar. It now sells for 16 cents” 
a quart or 13 tickets for a dollar. 
The wholesale price of milk during 
the summer was $2.40 per can. This 
was raised in the fall to $3.10.

This ominous conclusion is not the 
less impressive on account of the ef­
forts of some of the German people 
to organize Russia as a tool of tier- 
man ambition, and the means to sub­
due the rest of Europe td the German 
autocratic will. General Foch is also 
assured that Germany means war in 
the future. We can only hope that 
the saner element among the German 
people may gain the upper hand, and 
so direct the energies of the con­
valescing nation that it may arise from 
«ta bed of death in a regenerate spirit, 
with a clearer sense of its common 
interest with the rest of humanity.

Ot.awa, Nov. 30.—The Dominion 
bureau of statistics publishes the re- 
sul.s of the compilation of the annual it. 
statistics under field crops and num­
bers of farm live stock as collected 
f.om farmers thruout Canada in co­
operation w.th tne provincial govern­
ments of the nine provinces.

The total areas estimated to be sown 
in Canada to the principal field crops 
this year are, in acres as follows, the 
figures for 1918 being shown within 
brackets for pu poses of comparison:

Fall wheat, 678,893 (416,615); spring 
wheat, 18,466,444 (16,937,287); all
wheat, 19,141,337 (17,353,902); oats,
14,997,135 (14,790,336); barley, 2,645,509 
(3,153,711); rye, 753,611 (555,294); peas,
224,685 (235,976); beans, 83,577 (228,- 
577); buckwheat, 444,732 (548,097); flax,
1 093,115 (1,068,120); mixed grains
900,234 (921,826); corn for husking,
264.207 (250,000); potatoes,821,601,(735,- 
192); turnips, etc., 314,620 (325,037); 
hay and clover, 10.595,383 (10,544,625); 
fodder corn, 511,769 (502,069).

New Area Records.
Of these crops the highest areas on 

record are established, for wheat, rye, 
oats, potatoes, hay and clover and 
fodder corn. Beans have receded great­
ly since last year, wlUn they were 
over-produced to a considerable etxent, 
but the acreage is still about double 
what it was before the war.

According to the returns of crop 
correspondents at the end of Septem­
ber last, the average yields per acre 
of the principal crops were, to bushels, 
as follows, the corresponding average 
for 1918 being given within brackets;

Abattoir Question Key te All.
As another matter in which there 

must be çloser contact between the 
Individual citizen’s dally wants and 
the civic administration, Mr. Ballan­
tyne discussed the abattoir, which, he 
said, furnished the key to a broad 
economic policy for the whole city. It 
was the city’s business to make the 
abattoir’ pay. The dead meat supply 
<xt the city was becoming a live ques­
tion. Recent analyses of the profits of 
oackers had shown that the high cost 
of meat to the consumer, as between 
what the farmer got for his hogs and 
what the consumer paid, was due to 
the addition of percentage profits, 
that w#-e out of proportion to in­
creases in the actual cost of manu­
facturing from uncured meat into fin­
ished bacon.

There must be a combination, Mr. 
Ballantyne said, between the city, as 
consumer, the farmer as producer and 
the provincial government, 
eral stakeholder for all public inter­
ests. The packer must be beaten at 
his own game by the retailer being 
supplied with the abattoir products at 
a slight advance over cost. This 
would keep down the cost all thru, 
and would compel reductions all 
round, as a kindred policy In electric 
lighting and power had done.

Labor Must Make Wide Appeal,
Mr- Ballantyne was emphatic on 

what he evidently thinks is a vital 
question in the election from the Labor 
point of view—and that is the appeal 
which the Labor policy must make to 
the generality of citizens. He strongly 
Insisted that Labor must not give the 
impression of being a minority with a 
grievance, clamoring for class repre­
sentation, but must put forward a pol­
icy that -will appeal to ell.

Other citizens who were sympathetic 
to Labor, tho perhaps ^ot In agree­
ment with all Its Ideas, must be con­
vinced that the civic policy of Labor 
was the best for all. If that result 
were achieved, e great advance was 
possible, and It was up to the party to 
interpret itself to the electorate from 
that point of view.

The address was well received, par­
ticularly the réferences to the abattoir 
and to the necessity for making a 
comprehensive appeal for support. All 
the Labor candidates 
council and the board of education 
are expected to speak at the Labor 
Temple next Sunday afternoon.

Beatty is Like Vanderlip.
There would be no statesmanship 

compelling the National Railways’ 
headquarters staff to move to an un­
friendly city. “He did not many 
mighty works there because of their 
unbelief," means that unbelief places 
an embargo upon great achievements. 
That is true in a public administra­
tion as well as in spiritual miracles. 
The Montreal attitude towards the 
National Railways is that even if one 
rose from the dead he couldn't make 
public ownership pay.

Eddie Beatjy of Montreal is like 
Frank Vanderlip of New York, who 
thinks that tho democracy is good 
enough to save the world by the shed­
ding of its blood, it is not good enough 
to run its own utilities, which its own 
blood * has saved. Montreal is like 
Eddie Beatty. And Montreal is very 
powerful; and 1# is time for Toronto, 
having seen the Montreal influence 
fail in legislation, to make sure that 
the Montreal influence fails in admiiv 
istratlon.

That is some job. Montreal, shrewd­
ly surveying the field, discerns sev­
eral strategic and many tactical ad­
vantages, that it will know how to 
use effectively. Montreal figures on 
being able to unite all the maritime 
provinces in favor of the removal 
from Toronto to Montreal, and they 
have great facility in pulling, down by 
the sea. The Union government has 
many virtues, no doubt, and it has 
lore touch to prevent sordid political 
influences spoiling President Hanna’s 
job. But the Union government has 
only a mortal strength. Out of sight 
is often out of mind.

Winnipeg to Help Montreal?
If it was worth whjle for the To­

ronto Board of Trade to bring Dr- 
Reid, the minister of railways, here, 
so that Toronto might usefully 
press its support of the Grand Trunk 
deal, it is doubly worth while for To­
ronto to go to Ottawa, with the back­
ing of Ontario, to assist the 
ment to continue to disregard parti­
san influences, and to make its great 
railway decisions for the general ad­
vantage of Canada.

Montreal is not takling seriously the. 
Winnipeg bid for primacy. Montreal­
ers say it is undesirable from e/ery 
important angle of view to administer 
the National Railways from a point 
that is so Car from the federal capital, 
where control must ultimately 
side. Indeed, Montreal is not averse 
to encouraging the Winnipeg agita­
tion, because it thinks that, when the

Kansas City, Mo., Nov. 30.—All pros­
pects of an immediate settlement of 
the strike of members of the Brother­
hood of Railroad Trainmen, who went 
on a strike yesterday, is entirely out 
of the question, it was learned from 
authoritative sources following a secret 
meeting today of 1000 members of the 
organization. While it was said that 
there were speeches for and against 
the walk-out, a majority of the men 
insisted that it be continued.

Dissatisfaction over the present wage 
scale and because the grand officers have 
failed to get action on their demands was 
said to be the basis of the -walk-out. 
Whgn asked whether Governed- Allen’s 
action of putting volunteers in the Kansas 
coal fields had In any way influenced the 
trainmen, one of the local leaders de­
clared that the coal situation had acted 
as an undercurrent in the local strike 
He expressed the opinion that not a 
pound of coal mined by the volunteers 
would be moved. The striking trainmen, 
it was said, expected the firemen to co­
operate with them should the railroad 
atenipt to use strikebreakers 
switching work.

Approximately 1.500 of the trainmen 
walked out late Saturday.

Call for Troops.

Bill Huntley, Sayeth, Even as late as 1909 there were very 
few grounds suitable fdr playing the 
game. Most of these were uneven, 
and made first-class football impos­
sible. Such a thing as charging ad­
mission was not seriously considered 
except on very special occasions. The 
running expenses of the various clubs 
wore met by one or two officials pass­
ing the hat around among the spec­
tators. Of course, when the hat did 
come most of the onlookers were so 
interested In the game that they could 
not see it. Most teams had to either 
dip down into their own pockets to 
pay expenses or rely upon a few 
staunch supporters to do it.

Most football enthusiasts who ar­
rived from England and Scotland, 
where soccer is so tremendously pop­
ular as to draw crowds ranging from 
thirty to sixty thousand in nearly 
every large city, regarded the Cana­
dian climate as being unsuited to the 
game. In England and Scotland the 
season opens on Sept. 1 and continues 
until April 30. The mild climate is 
such that postponed games on account 
of severe weather are very rare. To 
try such an experiment here, of 
course, was out of the question.

Play All Seasons.
Could the game be played during 

the Summer months? was the next 
question. There was a concensus of 
opinion that it could not, and so an 
attempt was made to play about half 
the schedule in the spring and tbs 
remaining games in the fall and thus 
evade the very hot weather of July 
and August, 
not a success, and eventually the at­
tempt was made to play the game 
thruout the whole summer season and 
to end up about the close of October. 
This plan T&s worked most success­
fully, albeit there are always a num­
ber of games to be played off in No­
vember.

The chief objection to local soccer 
was the rough play which made the 
game objectionable to spectators and 
very dangerous to players. “Every 
man for himself and the devil take 
the hindmost" seemed to be the motto 
of players then. Such referees as did 
officiate were not always endowed with 
much authority, and their decisions 
were by ro krâans final.

Partial Lighting System.
In regard to the house lighting by the 

Toronto Electric, they were able thru 
their storage plant to giye a partial 
lighting system 1 nthe city u pto 10 
p.m., when the reserve cells became ex­
hausted. and all light was cut off. The 
company, owing to the shortage of coal, 
did not use the steam plant to provide 
light, as they expected to to get the 
Niagara power on again before the 
storage was exhausted.

Jitney and motor van owners were 
not slow to take advantage of the 
street car break-down. They camé out 
in force and conveyed visitors to the 
city to their homes at the beach, the 
west and north ends doing a thriving 
trade. If it had not been for -this kind­
ly interference in the transportation of 
the City population—at' so much per— 
hundreds upon hundreds of young and 
old men and women would have been 
compelled to walk the long distance to 
their homes and suffer all the tortures 
of the unkindly wind.

Few people realize the real power of 
wind until actually brought face to face 
with an actuality. On Saturday night 
coping stones on high buildings were 
like footballs to the wind. Anyone of 
them having a faulty joint were just 
removed from their, elevation and de­
posited on the roadway. One huge 
block of cement was blown from the 
top of the Loraine apartments on On­
tario street ând found a resting place 
right- in the cetnre of a Ford motor 
car standing outside -the apartment 
house and laid It out as flat as a pan­
cake. The Ford looked more like a 
tortoise than a motor car when the 
coping stone had dene Its work.

Killed by Branch.
Whilst a man named J. Dawson, an 

expressman, of 709 Ontario street, was 
watching the storm and the damage to 
the motor car a big branch was broken 
from a large tree on the street and fell, 
hitting Dawson heavily on the back of 
the head and killing him almost in­
stantly. In this connection it is sur­
prising that not more accidents are re­
corded, considering the number of 
trees and branches of trees blown down 
cn Saturday night. A walk on Sher- 
boume or. Jarvis sleets or in Queen's 
Park was like a saunter thru a forest— 
the pathway and roads being simply 
strewn with wood. In Queen’s Park 
one branch of a tree which fell was 30 
feet in diameter. Fences protecting 
lots were leveled to the ground in 
lengths. On Carlton and Church streets 
a fence 60 feet in length was blown 
down in one ’piece and lav over the 
sidewalk. City wo-kmen were busy all 
day yesterday clearing up the wood 
from trees and fences, while overhead

in- Earncourt Damages.
Earlecourt and the northwest dis­

trict caught the full blast of the wind 
and rainstorm of Saturday night, a 
storm the fury of. whldh has never 
been equaled In its intensity, if we 
may take the opinion of old-time resi­
dents of this district. Preceded by a 
Perfect deluge of rain that cleared the 
streets of pedestrians, the fierce wind 
began its havoc about 7.30 p.m., and 
did not abate until nearly 9 o’clock. 
To add to the discomfort of residents 
and storekeepers, and -when the storm 
was at its height the lighting system 
broke down and plunged the district in 
complete darkness. The hitherto 
brightly-lighted shops on the main 
avenue, St. Clair, were suddenly 
changed to darkness, making a dis­
tinct contrast to this well-lighted and 
popular thorofare. The few shoppers 
who ventured out made their way with 
difficulty to the stores that quickly 
substituted candles as a temporary 
measure. One or two stores whose 
equipment included gas did the bulk 
of the business, as the candles proved 
to be a sorry substitute for the bril­
liant electric light, and the lighting 
was not restored until midnight-

The wind was freakish and seemed 
to take trie most fiendish delight in 
disrupting everything that came in its 
way. It took with it anything that 
happened to be insecure, such as auto­
mobile tops, hats and caps from men. 
women and children; umbrellas, which 
It kindly turned Inside out, and pack­
ages but too lightly held by Earls- 
court shoppers. And these, with rtiarty 
other odds and ends, found their way 
on toxthe car tracks, where they lay 
until the cars came crashing Into 
them, thus completing their destruc­
tion.

The small-sized store signs suffered 
most, and many came to grief, but all 
the electric signs seemed to weather 
the storm, altho it was ri/sky to walk 
under them, for at any moment they 
might be hurled to the sidewalk. 
Wooden hoardings and fences placed 
around buildings in process of con­
struction were torn down by the wind, 
and were soon littering the pave­
ments to the danger of paesers-by. In 
<’"e Oakwood block, east of Dufferin. 
he wind smashed two new plate glass 

windows and picked up the loose lum­
ber lying around, carrying them some 
distance away. At the corner of Hope 
and Earlecourt avenues, the entire 
shlpgle roof of a house was carried 
away several hundred yards north, 
exposing the occupants of the house, 
■Mr. and Mrs. Gay and family, to the 
full energy of the storm. With char­
acteristic promptitude, workmen se­
cured the necessary roofing materi­
als the same ntglht, and on Sunday 
morning were already putting on a 
new roof. Hundreds of shingles, 
blown from the roofs of frame houses, 
were to be seen on many of the streets 
north and south of St. Clair.

The only church that sustained 
damage was St. David's Presbyterian. 
Harvle and St. Clair, when the brick 
chimney was broken off by the fierce 
wind and the wooden b(Hiding in the 
rear used as a Sunday school slightly 
damaged. The big notice board of the 
Central Methodist Church, corner of 
Boon end Ascot, was uprooted, falling 
across the fence, partially breaking it. 
The church sign of the Boon Avenue 
Baptist Church was removed In time 
to save it from destruction. Owing to 
the unprecedented Storm and absence 
of light, many of the public meetings 
scheduled for Saturday night had to 
be abandoned.
