DENCONESS GRADINTES
GIVEN THEIR DIPLONAS

Thirteenth Annual Meeting of Aid
Society in Central Methodist
Church.

Mhe Deacomess’ ‘Aid Society of the
Methodist Church held its 13th annual
meeting’ yesterday afternoon imn’ the
Central Methodist Church, and in: the
evening held a public meeting at which
idiplomas were presented to successful |

gradusates.

Mrs, D. G. Sutherland presided at
the afternoon meeting, and the pastor,
Rev. J. V. Smith, D.D., conducted the
devotional exercises.

Miss E. J. Scott, superintendent of
the Toronto Deaconess’ (Flome, present-
ed ‘a highly interesting table of the
activitics of the society in Toronto
The deaconesses had made 27,025 caills
during the year for missionary, sick
and business punposes; 6420 tracts and
459 books distributed; 6007 mew and
second-hanid ganments given away; 435
families fed, and sick delicacies were
also distributed. A sum of $1133.7¢ was
expended in relief of emergencies, and
$1678 for taking city children on fresh-
,d,ir trips to Whitby and other places.

Employment had been found for_ 383
persons, and in addition to 800 persons
who were taken for a day’s outing to
Mimico or the island, over 300 children
had each spent two weeks in the coun-
try “under the society’'s care. Nearly
3000 hours ‘of nursing had been given
by the deaconesses durning the year,
and mearly 10,000 ‘hours were devoted
to class work and instruction in home
work.

Woman’s Rights.

At the evening meeting the plat-
form was occupied by Miss E. J. Scott
and Rev. Drs. 8. Cleaver, E. ‘Crummy
and S. D. Chown.

Deaconess Miss Bessie M. Scott read
an essay on ‘“Womamn's Rights,” which
displayed very wide reading and fine
literary perceptions. Miss Scott had
little sympathy with the methods .of
the London suffragists, and thought
langer liberties - would .come despite
their frantic efforts and mot because
of them.

She touched on the -evolution of wo-
man’s place in society from the Gre-
clan days .to the Ilarger world of
thought opened to heér in these days,
but concluded that the home was wo-
mamn’s true sphere, angd that, woman’s
best and essential right wag the right
to foltow the path of wervice to hu-
msanity.

The Mission of Women.

Rev. Dr. Crummy, speaking of “The
Mission of Women,” said he thought
Paul’'s prohibition against women ‘en-
gaging in public worship was mot un-
Jderstood properly.

It was probably a marginal emen-
datior. of a scribe who thought he was
helpifig to explain Paul's meaning,
which later was embodied in the text,

If Canada * allows ' Collier's Weekly,
The Ladies'" Homeé Journal and The
Saturday Evening Post thi privilege
of the domestic rate, what will it mean?
First, it will mean that the postoffice
_department will apparently increase its
reyenue by some $50,000 a year, which
dt had mever had b:fore. This is all
that can be rcaid for it, but if it is
gancticned Canada will be doing some-
thing  that the United States would
never-do, and something which in the
present development of newspapers and

If Canada.stands firm by .the postal

Turkeys have many peculiarities not
noticed in chickens which in the rear-
ing of them makes different manage-
ment necessary. More people fail than
succeed in raising turkeys and the trou-
ble nearly always comes from poor me-
thods of ¥eeding the poults. Very much
depends on the fee
months. Unless they are at least a
week old young turks should be kept
away from all other poultry save their
mother, since they are prone to follow
anything that is moving. The first feed
should -consist of stale bread soaked in
milk, with chopped onjons and milk

curd. to which should be added a lit-|4

tle black pepper three times a week.
Hard boiled eggs may be given, but
there is a proneness to give too much
of this food. - A poult is easily killed
and a few lice on it will mean death,

An old ond- successful . turkey raiser
in giving his experience says: Young
turkers require feed oftener than young
chicks. e breeding stock should not
be related in the least. Raw corn meal
is not beneficial to turkeys. When they
are old enough to eat corn they may eat
almost any other feed that is at hand.
A litfle fresh meat chopped and fed to
them . will be a benefit- and will -also be
very much relished. Keek roosting
coops clean and dry. Should a mother
hen refuse to go in a coop it is because
it is full of lice or is filthy, her instinet
telling her that it is not a proper place
for her brood. Keep all drinking foun-
tains clean and sweet. For the first few
weeks the poults should not be expos-
ed to rain or dew. Provide plenté of
sharp sand or gravel for them. ive
them a good dust.bath, composed of
gifted coal ashes. It will cause lice to
hunt other quarters very soon. Ome
very important point will be to- look
twoce a week for large lice on their
heads. Two or three healthy insects of
this order will soon cause the death of:
a poult, Turkeys are fond of grass seed!
and insects, and will seek such food if!
they do not hav ethem. Turkeys doj
not take kindly to’close confinement, and|
the young take great delight in warm|
weather; it can -scarcely get too warm
for them and for this reason the earliest
broods do ndtdo the best. Warm wea-
ther and long rambles thru the fields
are necessary privileges to the turkey.
They will be noticed to move slowfyj
scanning every nook and corner for!
some morsel to pick up, even in the heut;
of the day. To be profitable they should
make rapid growth, and to do this they
should have plenty of good food and
should be kept warm and. dry.
