The agitation for the refining of Cana­
dian nickel ore in Canada has resulted in 
a curious arrangement between the In­
ternational Nickel Company of 
York and the Borden government, 
company has agreed to erect a nickel-re­
fining plant sufficient to provide cue re­
fined nickel necessary for Canada and 
Great Britain, with the Intimation that 
"It will cost more to refine the nickel in 
Canada than in the United States.” Does 
this imply that there will be a higher 
charge lor nickel made In Canada?
