Has Asked Church Officials for
; Copies of Charges Against

Rev. W. 6. Gaynor is in the city today
and to a Times reporter who interviewed
him at the Clifton house he made em-
phatic statements of his innocence of all
the charges made agamst him and made

public his movements from the time he
left the parsonage in south end until he

was again heard from at Spruce Lake. An
interesting feature of Father Gaynor’s
statement I8 that although he

demanded to know the mature of the
charges made against him as a result of
which Bishop Casey exercised his pre-

gative and suspended him from his
;gstly functions, he has as yet received
no¢, information.

Asked as to his future plans Father
Gaynor said he had not yet made any de-
cision but that he would probably engage

‘e literary work.
e Times man first asked Father Gay-
nor about his connection = with the Ro-
man Catholic church in St. John. In re-
ply the reverend gentleman stated that
he had been officiating as a priest for
some years in the city of St. John, first
in Carleton, and afterwards in connection
with the church of St. John the Baptist
in ‘the southern end of the city, and his
chief work had been carried on principal-
ly among the poorer classes belonging to
the church, but' that he had also in con-
nection with the parish many others
who were intelligent and educated people,
and his association with them had been
very pleasant throughout.

“You know,” said Father Gaynor, “that
[ am not an extreme churchman. I be-
lieve there is good in all men, and I have
endeavored to carry this idea throughout
‘my _ministry, andkeep in friendly touch

~HOr OHly with the members of my own
shurch, but with many members of other
" thurche¢, and have taken part in any
general work for the benefit of the com-
munity, such as the Lord’s Day Alliance,
and other associations, that were formed
for the advancement'of the moral and
spiritual good of the citizens, -

“This course of conduct has not béen
fooked upon with great favor by some of
the members of my church, but I consid-
ered it in the best interests of those for
whom I was working.

“Up to within a few weeks past I have
been on the most friendly relations with
the ecclesiastical authorities, and have not
had any reason to complain of their con-
dnct towards me. But, of course, I real-
t@ed that my liberal views were not alto-
gether in accordance with those of some
in higher authority.

“When the rumors to which you refer
were first circulated I was taking some
dolidays. I was advised by those whom I
thought were in touch with the head of
the church in this city that I might leave
the city for a few weeks, until the mat-
ters blew over, while my friends endeav-
ored to get at the bottom of the matters
and ascertain the source of the rumors,
as no one at that time suggested to me
that there was any truth in them. In ac-
cordance with these views, I made a visit
tc my sister at Presque Isle, and was
absent not quite three weeks, and return-
ed to my house at Spruce Lake.

“Upon my return I found that instead
of the rumors having subsided, they had
been increased, and I was surprised to re-
ceive notice from the bishop of my church
that I had been esuspended. This, I
thought, should not have been done in my
absence—while it was well known where
I was, and where any communication
would reach me. :

“As 'you are aware, many stories were
circulated with reference to financial mat-
ters, as well as those touching more closely
the moral character..

“Some of these rumors were in regard
to statements which it was said were
made by certain parties with reference to
my conduct, and which rumors were inter-
woven with statements that these declara-
tions had been given under coercion from
the ecclesiastical authorities. Others, that
they had been made freely and voluntarily.
What the stories were, or whether the
rumors in regard to the way they were
imade, was true or not, it was almost im-
bpossible to ascertain.

“Under the advice of my counsel, means
were taken to get at the bottom, first, of
the statements in regard to financial mat-
wters, which has been thoroughly done, and
any rumors to my discredit on that ac-
count have been withdrawn. Also, state-
ments have been withdrawn by those who
were responsible for them, and who had
no foundation wpon which to rest them.
“Having arrived at this stage, my coun-
el felt fhat the next thing that should
be done was to apply to the bishop for a
copy of the charges made against me, up-
on which his action was taken, and re-
specting which 1 had no information, ex-
cepting the aforesaid rumors.

“Acting on this advice I applied to his
lordship for a copy of such statements,
and offered to pay for having copies made,
or to send someone to make the copies,
with his lordship’s permission, but have
not received any copy of these statements,
or any intimation that T could have copies
of them. While I do not wish to cast
any reflection on his lordship in this mat-

ter, as he doubtless supposes he is act-
ing in the best interests of the church, I

MOORS SUE

CASABLANCA, Sept.

Nineteen Kaids, representing
the Ouleseeyan, Senata, and Zyaida
tribes, presented themselves at General
Droude’s headquarters during the afternoo
and a lengthy discussion took place in
Which the French commander ptoposed sub
mission. His terms include the uncondi-
tional surrender of the Moors of all their
arms, against which the Kaids are hold-
ing out, but upon which the French au-
thorities insist.

PARIS Sept 23—An official despatoch re-
ceived here from General Drude confirme
the unofficial advices: from Cassablanca
that fresh overtures for peace had been
made by the Moors, but -the F gov-
ernment announced that it was improb-
able, after the previous experiences with
the hostile natives that hostilities would
be suspended, pending the result of nego-
tiations.

He
said Mary Ann Macaulay was continually
nagging at him and called him Maria sev-
eral times. She would not give him his
meals when he would not do his work
promptly.

No Immediate Advances in Bank
Rates Looked For---Call Money
ng Hizrden. ’ -

NEW YORK, Sept. 20~0n both sides
of the Atlantic the money markets are
coping satisfactorily with the September
needs and no immediate advances in bank
rates are looked for. Foreign  exchange
continues favorable to New York, and if
necessity should arise gold could doubt-
less be drawn from Europe. The increase
of $380,000,000.in the loans and discounts,
as disclosed in the returns issued by the
Comptroller of the Currency, from Sep-
tember a year ago is largely attributable
to the liquidation that has taken place in
our debts abroad. Moreover, Europe is
confidently expected to be an eager buy-
er of our cotton and our cereals before
many weeks pass, so that New York will
by-and-by be able to strengthen its posi-
tion materially. Investigations are still in
progress, but a saner view is now taken
of the administration’s policy; instead of
unreasoning wailing, there is a disposition
‘to regard the ultimate outcome as of last-
ing benefit to the country’s institutions

It will not be surprising if call money
rates show a tendency to harden, since
the low rates of last month were the re-
sult largely of the distrust that impelled
‘bankers to husband their resources. So
long as call money remains below the legal
rate, no hardship will be inflicted upon
anyone; it would be well were time money
to reap the benefit of returning confid-
ence for assuredly commercial interests are
compelled to pay uncomfortably high rates
at this moment.

The lieutenant governor, the mayor of
the city, several members of -the legisla-
ture and a number of other influential

THE POTATO CROP

The potato rot has developed a most un-
fortunate state of affairs among the far-
mers in the counties of Carleton, Victoria
and Madawaska. As a result of good
crops for some years, and the opening up

of a new. market in the upper provinces,:
land values in those counties “had greatly’

increased and this year the ‘darea devoted
to potao culture had been increased to an
extent which promised a crop twice as
large as that of last year. Only a few
weeks ago the problem of providing frost-
proof warehouses for this crop led {0 a
meeting in Woodstock of shippers, rail-
way men and farmers, and representatives
of the provincial government. Now word
comes that the rot has created such havoe
that some fields are not worth digging at
all, that all are more or less affected by
the rot, and that the total output of the
enlarged acreage will not exceed the yield
of last year, with the prospect that much
of this crop will not keep for any length of
time. In Maine the rotting tubers may be
rushed to the starch factories, but there
is no such market for the farmers on the
New Brunswick side of the line. Many
have suffered considerable loss and the
aggregate loss: will- be heavy.  However,
such a scason comes but seldom in this
province, and next year should show a
different result. If the culture of pota-
toes on a large scale is to be continued,
both the warehouse question and that of
starch factories should receive consider-
ation before next ‘year’s crop is put in\ the
ground.

FOR THE CARE OF
THE DEGENERATE

Alarming Increase in the Num-
ber of Defectives---Would
Segregate Them.

An article by Dr. R. W. Bruce Smith,
provincial inspector of hospitals and pub-
lic charities, printed in The Canada Lan-
cet, has been issued by the department in
pamphlet form. It deals with the ques-
tion of mental sanitation, with suggestions
for the care of the degenerate and means
for preventing the propagation of the spec-
ies.

Dr. Smith eays there iz no longer. any
doubt that the number of defectives in
Canada is increasing beyond the propor-
tionate increase in population. In Eng-
land one in every 301 is insape, while in
Ontafrio one in every 357 is mentally de-
fective, and the cost to the province of
caring for its mental degenerates last year
was over a million dollars.

How to prevent this great loss to the
nation is discussed by the inspector, who
says thousands of dollars are spent every
year in Canada to foster and develop a
knowledge regarding the best methods of
raising and propagating live stock that
will enrich the agricultural resources of
the Dominion. At the same time nothing
is done to urge the study of the begetting
of a sound offspring and the establishment
of a nation physically and mentally strong.
He suggests:

1. That the public should be enlighten-
ed with regard to the inflnence of hered-
ity as a potent factor in the cause of de-
generacy.

9. That the prevention of mental degen-
eration is not promoted by merely study-
ing the phenomena of the disease.

3. That if the conditions under which
mental degenération commences were
properly understood many threatened at-
tacks might be avoided.:

4. That segregation of all degenerates
and the education of public epinion in
favor of encouraging ‘every legitimate
means of preventing the propagation of the
species are the only effectual methods by
which we can reasonably hope to check
the increase in the number of degener-
ates who have already become such a
charge upon the public-funds of this coun-

try.

HOUSANDS HEARD GEN.
BOOTH AT THREE GREAT
MEETINGS YESTERDAY

Three Hours, Yet Showed Little Fatigue--Three

Spoke for More Than

at the Opera House

(teneral Booth was the centre of interest
yesterday, and though he is now in his
79th year, he addressed three large meet-
ings, speaking in all about three hours
and a quarter.

Saturday was a quiet day for the gen-
eral, though in the evening he led a meet-
ing for soldiers and ex-soldiers in the new
barracks, at which forty-seven repentant
sinners came forward to the mercy seat.

This evening General Booth will address
the Canadian Club in the assembly rooms
at Keith’s Theatre and will leave for Hali-
fax on the late train. During the week
special services will be continued and will
be held each evening and mnext Sunday in
Beryyman’s Hall.

The general announced yesterday that
soldiers of the army who desired to be-
come officers would be given an oppor-
tunity to interview Brigadier Turner, the

provincial commander. ;
What tended to make the meetings more
successful yesterday 'was the excellent

music given by the Toronto band. The
band is composed of officers on the head-!
quarters staff at Toronto and is under
command of Brigadier Howell, with Major
H. Morris as musical director.

At the morning service, the Opera
House was well filled and General Booth
was attentively heard. He spoke for an
hour on the satisfaction of religion and
though his voice seemed husky he show-
ed much of his old time vigor and his
words have lost none of their plainness or
directness. Taking as his text the words:
He hath seen of the travail of his soul
and been satisfied, from Isaiah 53, II., he
said this passage was one which would
be given different interpretations. There
was no question, however, but that it
would apply to the Saviour of mankind
who after all His suffering and agony
could look on the redeemed world and
feel that he was satisfied

The general spoke with great earnest-
ness of the need of the people going be-
yond forms and ceremonies and getting the
true spirit in their hearts.

Some people never get past past longing
for religion. They said “] wish and desire
and hope and long to be good” and imagine
themselves very religious, but these did
not have the true feeling of satisfaction.
Other classes were those who felt they
ought to be good, those who were con-
tinually vowing, and those who lived on
the memory of good actions on their part.
All these were not satisfied,’ but thank
God, there was a religion of satisfaction.
.“Tf you have it, hail Him with a thou-
sand hallelujahs.” To possess the satis-
fied feeling all that was necessary was to
be comscious of the favor of God, be. mas-
ter of eelf and feel benevolence and love
for the rest of mankind. The terms were:
“Give up your eins and do what God
would have you do,” and these were un-
alterable.

Fully 2,000 attended the afternoon meet-
ing. The general was closely followed . and
loudly applauded. In his dirsct virile man-

ner he laid down facts regarding the great
organization of which he is the head and
presented figures which gave some idea of
the magnitude of the work being accom-
plished. Public opinion he declared was
favorable to the army and he thought had
good reason to be from what had been ac-

are clamoring for us to come but we can-
not, for want of men and money.

“We have 7,500 societies and 15,000 offi-
cers with 5,000 employes and 50,000 local
officers. We print 25 different newspapers
in 17 different tongues. Our musicians
number 20,000, and we have some of the
best in the world.

“There are 700 great institutions and 130
rescue homes for girls to redeem them
from the most horrible of lives. As many
as 22,000 wretched ones of the earth are
housed every night and encouraged to
work for themselves. The Salvation Army
is a success because it did something for
the churchless crowds. In the city of
London it is estimated that 2,000,000
people mnever crossed the threshold of a
church.

“In Japan I found the people indif-
ferent to their pagan worship. They seem-
ed to be looking for something more sat-
isfging. Now what is to be done? Are
these people to be allowed to wander over
the mountains and fall from the precipices
in the darkness? We have done something
to help them. Not because we were or
dered to do it or because we were paid
for it but simply- for the love of God.”
General Booth then spoke of the per<
sonal rescue work and told several thrill-
ing stories of dangers faced and triumphs
won_in the way that only he himself can
tell them. More than one eye filled with
tears as he t6ld of rescued drunkards,
sacrificed lives and miraculous conversions.
The work for drunkards and the emigra-
tion work was also touched upon.
Continuing‘, the general said: “One great
factor in the success of the army is the
mighty force of brave, devoted and beau-
tiful people who have gathered around my
flag as officers. No general was ever sup:
ported by such a skilful, industrious and
loyal band as I have, been.”
‘Addressing . the audience directly the
general went on: “You have heard what
the Salvation Army is doing. What are
you doing for the thousands who are going
to hell in the shadow of your churches?
You men, what are you doing for the
drunkard? You women, what are you
doing for the harlot? I ask you all to help
the Salvation Army. Your answer will
be that you have your own church to
think of and that is right, but after all
there will be something left for General
Booth and the Salvation Army.”

In closing, the general told a touching
story of a girl who had been found dead
after an attempt to save a number of chil-
dren at the time of the Galveston flood.
A rope was about her body and on the
rope half a dozen little ones. The Salva-
tion Army was trying to save the lost
ones of the world, he said, but wanted
more rope. General Booth’s address last-
ed an hour and twenty minutes and the

JAPAN SETS

AN EXAMPLE

Miilions- Upon Millions to Be
Spent in Harbor Improve-
ments.

Considerable harbor works are being un-
dertaken, according to advices from Yoko-
hama, for the improvement of Japanese
ports. At Tokio it is proposed to reclaim
about 1,030 acres of land and form a har-
bor of 342 acres at the mouth of the Su-
mida river between the Shibauara side of
Tokio and the five old island forts which
lie in Tokio bay off Shinagawa, the total
outlay for the work being estimated -at
$18,150,000, of which, however, the greater
part will be ultimately recovered from the
valus of the land reclaimed. At Yoko-
hama nearly forty acres inside the exist-
ing breakwater was reclaimed by the end
of 1905, giving some 31,000 feet of wharf
space, and further reclamation work of
seventeen acres, estimated to cost some
$4,000,000,ha§’ been commenced which will
give about 3,709 feet more wharf space.
Yokohama is the port for Tokio, which at
present is available only for small craft.

The outlay at six places in Hokkaide,
northern Japan, for harbor works is es-
timated to require about $7,500,000, spread
over ten years. Propositions have also
been made for the development of Ofun-
atlo, a good natural harbor on the north-
east coast. A company has been formed
with a capital of $7,500,000 to develop the
harbor, build a railway and iron works,
ete. The harbor has a natural area of
over 2,000 acres, with a narrow entrance
and deep water to the inner shores. Ow-
ing to the fact that several years must
elapse before the scheme can become re-
munerative, the promoters are asking a
government guarantee of 6 per cent. per
annum.

The use of Ofunada would allow of time
being saved in the trans-Pacific voyage
as the port is much nearer this coast than
is Yekohama, at present the 'first port
of call of the regular lineys. The shortest
voyage between British Columbia and Ja-
pan will be between Prince Rupert and
Ofunado, and it is not beyond the bounds
of possibility that steamers running in
connection with the Grand Trunk Pacific
road my. sail between these two places.

Harbor works on a largs scale are al-
so being undertaken at Kobe and Riogo
nearby, the amount to be expended this
year being $1,850,000. Breakwaters, piers,
wharves, warehouses, etc., to fit it as the
terminus of the South Manchuria railway.
Fusan, in South Korea, is also being im-
proved, and Russia has an ambitious pro-
gramme for the improvement of Vladivo-
stok and Nicolaiovsk.

New Industries--- Toronto

(Mail and Empire report)

Sir Daniel Morris, British Commissioner
of Agriculture to the West Indies, deliv-
ered an interesting and instructive ad-
dress on the trade possibilities between
those islands and Cgnada before the mem-
bers of the Toronto board of trade last
week.

He said that in the early days the West
Indies were great sugar producers. When
slavery was abolished many of the great-
est planters took the compensation of the
government and left the islands.. That
has ever since disorganized the planting
business. But to the credit of Great Brit-
ain, she did what no other country had
done, in making pecuniary allowances to
the planters for the loss of their slaves.
Since those days sugar had greatly fallen
in price. That product had played an im-j
portant factor in the growth of commerce
of those islands. In the days of Napoleon
he had endeavored to strike a blow at
the trade of Great Britain, and so he had
founded the beet sugar industry in Eu-
rope. Another factor in favor of the beet
product was the bounty system. If the
European s exported sugar from the Con-
tinent they were given a large rebate.
The effect of this system on the colonies
of Great Britain was that when they went
onto the market with their sugar they had
to accépt the market price- alone. The
German and French .sugar producers re-
ceived in-addition a bounty. Since thejes-
tablishment of the Brussels Conference
three years ago the prices of sugar were
equalized, giving. the British ' Weat In-
dies fair play in this trade and enabling
them to make some profit. The people
of the West; Indies have been just saved
from losing their fair trade in sugar by
the present British ‘government, after
threatening to withdraw from the above
convention, deciding not to do so. -But
the other Continental countries.would not
return to the bounty system. The market
for West Indian sugar was provided by
Canada and Great Britain." The sugar im-
ported into this country from these is-
lands up to June. 30th last totalled 166,
000 tons, so about 78 per cent of the su-
gar consumed in Canada came from the
West Indies. There were 4,300,000 gal-
lons of molasses and syrups produced in
these islands. Sugar and molasses now
constituted 7-11 of the total trade be-
tween the Dominion and these islands.
Some of the raw sugar dlso went from the
West Indies to the refineries of Great
Britain and thence to thie country. Under
2,000 tons was imported from British Af-
rica. About 88 per cent. of the sugar
consumed in Canada came from British
sources. Canada and the West Indies
might enter into closer reciprocdl rela-
td:ms and build up a great trade between

em.

Board of 'I'raqle Hears Account

German government having laid an embar-
go on Canadian goods, a surtax of 33 per
cent. was imposed on the sugar of the
Fatherland. He was informed that
Germany was now . willing to remove the
embargo on Canadian goods, and German
sugar might come in again under the gen-
eral treaty. He did not think, therefore,
that the peopls of the West Indies could
feel quite safe in the future of their sugar
trade with this country.

Much was still to be done to bring Can-
adians in closer trade relations with the
West Indies. The total trade of the Wedt
Indies was valuad at $60,000,000 in exports
and imports. Of this, Canada has about
$11,000,000. So far as the West Indies
were . concerned, he said, the people were
desirous of doing all that was possible to
increase the tradé’ between their islands
and Canada. The preference showed that
the people of Canada were quite ready to
do what they could in this way.

One group of colonies by resolution had
expressed a strong desire to come into
closer relations’ with the country, and he
hoped to see this accomplished. On cer-
tain points conferencss could be held, and
Sir Daniel thought' it would be advisable
to appoint a general agent for Canada in
the West Indies. With his headquarters
at Barbadoes, ‘he could travel through
ths islands dx.stnbutmg circulars and read-
ing matter to familiarize the people with
the dominion.

GENERAL AGENT NEEDED.

At present local agents represented these
islands there, but a good general agent

was needed. He seldom or ever mat with
commercial travellers from Canada, while
he frequently met with those from the
United States. He thought that Capadian
houses ought to be represented
islands by commercxal men. Certain ar-
ticles ‘were produced in the West Indies
that were not known of in Canada. There

were ' Jamaica ' cigars, grown by
Cubans who had taken refuge in
that ‘island some years ago. A cat-

tle food, made from molasses and the fine
fibre of the eugar cane was also produced,
and it had reczntly been introduced into
Canada. Another food substanee was made
from the fibre of the rice plant and mo-

lasses. There was also Cassava starch,
which was superior . to the arrowroot
starch.

A large quantity of rice is now being
produced by the Hindus, who are growing
it in British Demerara on a large scale.
In Trinidad and Tobago, India rubber was
being  planted ' on a fairly large scale.
Though the area of the West Indies was
emall, totalling. 100,000 square miles, it
was about half cultlvated But the islands
were remarkably productive. Of the total
area of Barbadoes, 90 par cent. was cultir
ted. An aere of: bananas in Jammca

Threg or four years ago, cotton planting
was commenced on those islands, ard al-
ready thers wasi a considerably large ex-
port of the product. But sugar remained
the staple industry of the West Indies.

Cordage was:also being grown by the
planters at considerable profit. A Iarge
amount of candied fruit might also be im-
ported into thif jeousitry.
