“All along the Isonso, from Carpor- 
etto to the sea, after an intense artillery 
preparation, our troops, on the morning 
of the 21st, began an attack .on the 
enemy positions, which were protected 
by several lines of trenches strongly 
held.

BRITISH LABOR UNIONS
HAVE 3,265,000 MEMBERS

London, Oct. 6—(Correspondence)— 
Members of labor unions in England in­
creased by nearly 780,000 persons in the 
year 1913 according to a belated report 
just issued by the registrar general. The 
total membership at the end of the year 
was $8,265,000.

This growth, whic.i is far in excess of 
any previously recorded, is attributed to 
extended propaganda work and improv­
ed organization during a period of great 
industrial unrest. The largest increase 
occurred in the National Union of Rail­
wayman, the membership of which 
more than dbubled.

During the same period there was a 
corresponding increase in the treasuries 
of the various unions and at the end of 
the year the aggregate balances of the 
labor organizations reacned nearly $38,- 
000,000.

third place he dealt with the changes in 
the methods aqd character of war, due 

'to chemistry, electricity, wireless com­
munication, and warfare under'"sea and 
in the air. The nations had to learn to 
fight under marvellously changed con­
ditions, without precedent in former 
great wars. Then there was the cost, 
so enormously greater than in any form­
er conflict, not only because of larger 
armies, but greater in proportion to the 
sise of the armies. The cost for a year 
runs up into billions, and to figures so 
vast that we can hardly realize what it 
means!" "Lord Bryce also notes the fact 
that in this war the w-holc body of the 
people in each nation are more intensely 
interested in and united by the struggle 
than by any ever waged before, 
is not a war of monarchs or ruling 
classes, but the whole people are aroused 
and it is therefore far more sternly 
waged. “In this respect,” his lordship 
observes, “wc are reminded of the citi­
zen wars of the small city states of, an­
cient Greece and Italy, and of the Ital­
ian Middle Ages."’ But he points out 
also that this war has raised grave moral 
issues more sharply than any former 
war, such us: Is a state above morality? 
Does tjic plea of military necessity (of 
which it is itself the judge) entitle it to 
disregard the rights of other states? 
And then his lordship points out that 
“all the predictions that the vast inter­
ests involved, the increasing strength of 
defence as opposed to attack, and the 
growth of a general pacific sentiment 
would avert strife have proved fallac­
ious."

Turning to some reflections upon the 
facts noted, Viscount Bryce first notes

He spoke before the conference on 
Turkey In War Times, and had praise 
for the Turk a* well as for the Ar­
menian.

“All Ottoman subjects at the outbreak 
of the war were called upon to contrib­
ute 26 per cent of ell movable posses­
sions, with the exception of household 
furniture,” he said. “From the farmers 
25 per cent of their crops was demanded. 
Calling to the colors all 
age left thousands destitute. Today 
what Is left of this mighty kingdom is 
fighting for its life. We cannot but ad­
mire tbe bravery of the armies that are 
making a supreme effort to guard what 
remains of the national inheritance.’’

The constructive missionary work In 
Asia Minor, home of the Armenians, has 
almost been wiped out, said1 Mr. Mc­
Naughton. He said that before the war 
there were 148 stations, with 209 mis­
sionaries and 1,810 native helpers In this 
region and that 158 organized churches 
were attended by congrégations aggre­
gating 60,000 persons. There were 450 
colleges and schools, attended by nearly 
86,000 pupils.

FRANCIS O’NEILL a
The Daily Journal of Elizabeth, N. J, 

gives a brief biographical sketch of 
Father Francis O’Neill, whose golden 
jubilee of admission to the priesthood 
was celebrated last week in Elizabeth, 
with much fervor and great rejoicing by 
the congregation of the Catholic church 
of St. Mary’s in that city. The Journal 
says: :—

Dean O’Neill was bom November 27, 
1842, in St. Andrews, New Brunswick. 
As a child he entered the parochial 
school, ahd after completing the gram­
mar grades advanced to the academy to 
complete his years of high school. His 
father, Henry O’Neill, was a merchant. 
He placed him in St. Dunstan’s College, 
Charlottetown, P. E. I. Here he com­
pleted his college course, and later he 
entered the Grand Seminary of Mon­
treal to study for the priesthood.

On October 80, 1865, he was .ordained 
by his bishop, the Right Rev. John 
Sweeney, in the old Cathedral of the 
Immaculate Conception, St. John, N. B.

One of Father O’Neill’s first charges 
was Fredericton, N. B. He came to 
New Jersey as assistant at St. Peter’s 
Church, Jersey City. In 1870 the late 
Bishop Bayley placed him in çKaïjge of 
St. Ann’s Church, at Hampton Junc­
tion ; and later he was the pastor in 
charge at High Bridge, where he erect­
ed a new church. Before coming to 
Elizabeth he also- had charge of St. Jos­
eph’s Church, Guttenberg, being assign­
ed there by the late Bishop Wigger. He 
celebrated his silver jubilee in Gutten­
berg in 1890. In the same year he came 
to St. Mary’s.

Famous Scotch Comedian To

A Belleisle correspondent writes:—
“So far, since the opening of the hunt­

ing season, two horses ■ have beeu shot 
in the fields around here. The first in­
stance partook more or less of the nature 
of accident, but- the second seems to 
have been a case 'Of purely malicious 
mischief, and as- a consequence a man 
resident in St. John may be called upon 
to settle a heavy' bill for his son’s suc­
cessful markmanship.

“Septimus Ford is an Englishman who, 
with hie wife and two boys, resides on 
the old McAllister homestead, and it 
was his mare that was shot. A St. John 
boy who, it is said, is not more than 
fourteen years old, was on a visit inr 
this rieighborhood. In company with a 
lad of about the same age and carry­
ing a 22 calibre rifle, he went out 
hunting on last Wednesday. There are 
naturally different stories to account for 
the shooting of the mare. It happened, 
however, about twelve o’clock in the 
day, the sun was shining at the time and 
the animal was in the middle of an open 
field and it is difficult to understand 
any mistake. Soon after the shooting 
Mr. Ford went to see after the animal 
and found it lying on the ground with 
two bullets, one in the shoulder and the 
other about six inches from the shoulder. 
It is not likely to live. Coming just 
at this season of the year the loss is 
especially severe to Mr. Ford as he had 
no other horse. The mare was in foal.

“It is no uncommon thing here to see 
boys just entering their teens rambling 
the roads with guns and rifles and some 
of the farmers complain of the indis­
criminate manner in which they shoot 
sometimes. It ought surely to be pos­
sible for the game wardens or whoever 
has the authority to do something to 
deliver the country from this scourge.”
