LONDON, Dec. 20—Hunting with
the Cottesmere hounds in the Melton
Mowbray district, the Prince of Wales
displayed great pluck and presence of
mind in checking the wild career of a
runaway horse, which had thrown the
Belgian  multi-millionaire, Captain
Alfred Loewenstein. The Belgian
financier was hunting on his estate in
the neighborhood when his mount
stumbled and threw him. He was not
injured.

Among others who went in pursuit
of the animal along with the Prince
was Mrs. Keld G. Fenwick, formerly
Peggy Marsh, actress. Alfred Loewen-
stein is the Belgian financier who re-
cently offered the Belgian government
a loan of $50,000,000 for two years.

British Paper
Sending Naval

Alarmed QOver
Forces to China

LONDON, Dec. 20.— While pro-
posals of the British charge d’affaires
at Peking are being considered by the
diplomatic corps at that place, the
British minister, Miles Lampson, who
has been in conference at Hankow with
Eugene Chen, foreign minister of the
Cantonese government, has gone to
Peking to take up his now post.

Some of the London newspapers,
notably the Liberal Star, express ap-
prehension over the coincidence of the
departure of Mr. Lampson for Peking
with the despatch of British naval
forces to China. These warships con-
sist of eight destroyers and one cruiser
from Malta.

The Star recalls Mr. Lloyd George’s

warning that the British government
might be pushed into “something im-
pulsive and provocative in China,” and
fears that Mr. Lloyd George may have
been justified. It points out that no
sooner had parliament adjourned, and
the ministers could no longer be ques-
tioned, that Mr. Lompson quits Han-
kow to assume his duties as minister
to “a dummy government at Peking.”
Three hundred coolies, who were
impressed into the Manchurian mili-
tary forces, were frozen to death en
route to the Suiyuan area, near Mon-
golian border, and their bodies have
been returned to Kalgan, Shansi Pro-
vince, from where they started, says
a despatch ~ocelved at Paris today.

VOTING AGE AT 25

Cabinet Committee Now Has
Matter Under Consid-

eration

British United Press.
LONDON, Dec. 20.—A proposal that
the voting age for men and women

alike should be fixed at twenty-five is

being seriously discussed by a commit-
tee 8f the cabinet, which is considers
ing the problem of carrying out Pre-
mier Baldwin’s pledge for equal voting
rights to women and men.

This proposal has been suggested as
a compromise. Under present condi-

tions, men are entitled to vote as they
reach the adult age of twenty-one, but
women are not given the franchise un-
til they reach the age of thirty. The

government is pledged to introduce the |

system of electoral equality for the
sexes. In conference with representa-
tives of the other parliamentary groups,
however, the fear has been expressed
that the reduction of the voting age
for women from thirty to twenty-
one would immediately add five million
to the voting lists and give them a
dominating hold upon Britsih politics.

He ended the ceremony by preconiz-
ing  various bishops, - including Ray-
mond E. M. Rouleau, Archbishop of
Quebec, and Alfred Langlois, Bishop
of Valleyfield, Que.

'Strange Curios
Are Received

LLONDON, Dec..20—Three bones as
‘big as a man’s fist, recently unearthed
at Withchampton, Dorset, have been
loaned to the British Museum.

There are undoubted proofs, said an
official of the museum, that chess was
played here in Anglo-Saxon times, as
the chess men date from about the
tenth century. On two of the bones
horses’ heads are cut. A fragment of
a black piece bears an inscription
“(ZA) TRAST,” probably a corrup-
tion of the Sanskrit word for chess
adopted in Persia and the Byzantine
Empire.

CHINESE 'MIRROR

Another evidence that social life
does not change much in the centu-
ries is provided by a Chinese bronze
mirror acquired by the museum.

This relic of an Oriental “flapper”
who lived 200 years B. C. in the Han
dynasty, has a “handle” of silk, not
unlike the mirrors in powder puffs of
today. There is no glass in the mir-
ror, which is of highly polished metal.

DEATH GLAIMS
MRS, F SOYRES
AT AGE OF 1

Gifted Lady, Formerly of
Saint John, Dies in
Montreal

Friends in Saint John were greatly
shocked last night to learn of the death
of Mrs. John deSoyres which occurred
vesterday in Montreal, after a brief
illness. A telegram brought the sad
news and no one in the city had known
that she was ailing.

Mrs. deSoyres was the widow of
Rev. Dr. John deSoyres, for many
vears rector of St. John's (Stone)
church in Saint John, and previous
to her marriage to Mr. deSoyres was
the widow of Rev. J. Frederick Carr.
She taught school in this city for
geveral years, having been the prin
cipal of the Victoria school which
was then the girls’ high school of the
city. She was a woman of brilliant
attainments, and wide literary and
educational knowledge, with a rare
gift of {imparting knowledge to
others. She had great force of char-
acter and great ability in organiza-
tion and was of most kindly disposi-
tion and dearly loved by all who
came to know her. There will be
very widespread sorrow and regret
in her death,

BORN IN QUEBEC.

Mrs. deSoyres’ childhood home
was in L’Avenir, Quebec. She was
of Scotch extraction and a member
of a very gifted family. She studied
at McGill University and had a bril-
liant career as a student. Her edu-
cational attainments were all the
more remarkable in those days
when higher education for women
was less general.

She first married Rev. J. Frederick
Carr, who was at one time curate at
St. John’s (Stone) church, and later
was rector of Kingsclear, N. B. On
his death she entered the teaching
staff in Saint John schools and be-
came principal of the Victoria High
School. Under her most capable
guidance the school achieved a very
high standard and many of her
pupils have attained pre-eminence in
the careers which they have chosen.
Her pupils held her in great esteem
and affectionate regard.

She married Rev. Dr. John
deSoyres on Sept. 6, 1888. The wed-
ding took place in the Cathedral at
Fredericton and Archbishop Medley
officiated. Dr. deSoyres was one of
the most learned and eloquent
divines of the Anglican church that
have served in this diocese.

LITERARY TASTES.

Mrs. deSoyres was interested in
many of the literary organizations
in the city and was a charter mem-
ber of the Eclectic Club. Since her
departure from Saint John about
seven years ago, when she went to
reside in Montreal, where tworof her
daughters were then 'living, Mrs.
deSoyres h:os retained her summer
cottage zt Lyuck Cove and has return-
ed to oc y it each summer. She
wag occupying it until late this fall
and only a day or two ago one daugh-
ter, now residing in the TUnited
States, had written to Saint John
friends of her intention to spend
next summer with her mother at the
Duck Cove cottage.

" THE DEATH ROLL

HE news in this morning’s paper which most

deeply interested, while it also saddened
readers in this city, was found in the obituary
column. Three ladies who, each in her own sphere,
had made a worthful contribution to the city’s
life have passed away; while an ex-banker, who
was very well known and Pighly esteemed in
business circles throughout these provinces, has
also passed to the great beyond.

Mrs. John deSoyres had rendered the most
valuable service to Saint John, first as the principal
for some years of Victoria School, and later as
the wife of that brilllant former rector of St.
John's (Stone) Church, the Rev. John deSoyres.
Highly educated, possessed of a brilliant mind and
a sympathetic nature, Mrs. deSoyres became an
influence for great good in this city. In the full-
ness of time she has gone to her rest, and the
sympathy of friends, not only in Saint John, but
in a far wider field, goes out to the bereaved
daughters.

In the death of Miss Gertrude H. Lawson, what
was a very promising career, until serious illness
fell upon her séme years ago, has been brought to
an end. As a member of the Daughters of the
. Empire, and regent of one of its chapters, she
rendered splendid service during the years of the
war. The citizens also mourn the passing of Miss
Martha G. Richey, known to book-lovers since the
days when Mr. Thomas H. Hall conducted the
old Colonial Book Store in King street. For
cighteen years a member of the firm of Gray and
Richey, also in King street, she had become well
and favorably known to a younger generation than
that which patronized the older store.

Mr. H. C. MclLeod, former General Manager
of the Bank of Nova Scotia, was one of those bril-
lJiant young men thef province of Prince Fdward
Island has sent forth to achieve success and fame
in a wider field. He was more than a banker, for
he loved the sea, and achieved fame not only as
a yachtsman but as a designer of yachts.

AS IT WAS IN 1868

HAT there were many in New Brunswick who
feared 'and prophesied what really happened
ic this province as a member of the Canadian
Confederation is made clear by the perusal of an
editorial which appeared in the Saint John Morn-
ing News of January 6, 1868. The News was itself
a supporter of Confederation, and would therefore
not be disposed to magnify the opposition. Hon.
Albert J. Smith had delivered an address in the
old Mechanics Institute. The News does not carry
a report of his remarks, but deals with them in

an editorial in which it says:
«We observe that Mr. Smith contends that we

are shut up to a future of hopeless ruin, because, |
as he says, the interests of Ontario are hostile to i

the interests of the Maritime Provinces, and the
latter will always be sacrificed to the former,
especially as the Quebec representatives will
always be found joining hands with those from
Ontario when there is any oppression of the Lower
Colonies going on. Mr. Anglin holds the same
sagacious views. Hence they both declare a change
of government would produce no difference in the
policy to aggrandize Ontario. Quebec will stand
by Ontario; Ontario will tyrannize over New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, because it will be
for its advantage to spoll the Maritime Provinces.
To deliver himself of such sentiments substantially
as these seemed to be Mr. Smith’s high and
patriotic object in calling the good people of Saint
John to sit at his feet during the last hours of
1867. Mr. Smith declares that our mournful
destiny - is to be robbed of all that makes life
bright and pleasurable by all-powerful, all-devour-
ing Canada.”

The News argued at great length in opposition
to the views expressed by Mr. Smith. We know
today that while Mr. Smith may have painted too
gloomy a picture of the future he was much nearer
the truth than those who expected an even break
with the Central Provinces in development of re-
sources and industries, and in general progress in
the Maritimes.

We do learn from the News, however, that in
tariff matters the Central Provinces were at the
outset more regardful of Maritime interests, and
of the spirit of the Confederation agreement, than
they have been for the last fifty years. The News
says:

“In assimilating the tariff a deference has been
made by the larger and wealthier members of the
Confederation to the smaller and weaker, the
duties on the former having been reduced to meet
the views and wishes of the lower provinces.”

The News evidently
would happen to the Maritimes under Confedera-
tion and a protective tariff, for its says: “If there
any trades fostered by protection it is to our
as it makes but littler difference whether
the {rades live on one side or the other of the
province line. The more people and the mfbre
flourishing they are in Canada, the better for us.”

We have long since learned the fallacy of this
As industries and population have
grown in the Central Provinces, the fewer indus-
tries we have been able to keep alive east of the
Quebec border.

THE BRITISH NORTH AMERICA ACT ;

IN’ relation to the report on the Imperial Con- |

ference and the impending debate thereon when
Parliament reassembles, wherein without doubt
both parties will have much to say, each from
its own viewpoint, the Montreal Gazette asks:

“Will the Government argue that the Parlia-
ment of Canada is now at full liberty to drive
a coach and four through the Constitution of
Canada if and when it so desires? Mr. Woods-
worth, the active Labor member from Winnipeg,
is already asking for a special committee of the
House of Commons to consider the question of
amendments to the British North America Act.
Mr. Woodsworth offers the soothing assurance
that his amendments would preserve the principles
of Confederation, but would also ‘enable us more
adequately to cope with the complicated prob-
lems which now confront Canada’ He has in
mind, most likely, a change of legislative jurisdic-
tion in regard to labor matters, such as the eight-
hour day. He may get his committee, or he may
not, but his resolution emphasizes the risk attend-
ing any attempt to remodel the charter of Con-
federation. Obviously, that risk will be materially
enhanced if the Constitution is to be left at the
mercy of any group of agitators who may be in
a position, at one time or another, to dominate
the Canadian House of Commons. What then is
to become of the rights of the provinces, as
guaranteed by the B.N. A, and of the minorities
in those provinces?”

This is a matter in which the Maritime Prov-
inces are pnrticulurly concerned. We do not know
what Mr. Woodsworth may propose, but the
Maritime Provinces will certainly watch with deep
solicitude any attempt that may be made from
any source to make any such change in the British
North America Act as would deprive them of
their right of appeal to the Throne, which was
one of the irreducible terms of the Confederation
agreement. ‘That agreement was made by the
four original provinces. It must be binding upon
the whole Dominion. It is quite conceivable that
a group or party might arise which would have
little regard for the interests of minorities, as the
Montreal Gazette clearly points out. Let us sup-
pose, by way of example of what might happen,
that the present Parliament refused to take any
action on the Duncan report, and the Maritime
Provinces were unable to take their case before
the Imperial Parliament, which passed the British
North America Act and made them members of
a Union that brought disaster upon them and
refused relief. Obviously, there would be no
remedy except to accelerate the exodus and permit
this area to become an unproductive waste. It
will be quite time enough to amend the British
North America Act when the original provinces,
or some of them, are able to furnish good reasons
for such amendment.

The Chatham World agrees with the view that
party-politics should not enter into the discussion
of the Duncan Report. It says:—“The report
makes important recommendations which if
promptly made effective by the Government will
go far to re-establish prosperity in the Maritimes.
We trust that our representatives from these
provinces will prove big, broad and patriotic
enough, whether Liberal or Conservative, to render
all possible assistance in passing the necessary

legislation.” ;

The Toronto Star plaintively observes:—“Every
year the editors of new'qupcrs, when they go to
do thelr Christmas shopping at the last minute,
find that the people have not accepted their good
advice to do their Christmas shopping carly.

Other Views

VITAL CONSIDERATIONS.

(Halifax Herald)

OTEL men of the Maritime Provinces held

their annual meeting this week and elected
their officers for the coming year. Simultaneously,
Hon. J. A. Walker, Minister of Natural Resources,
apnounced that between June first and October
thirty-first of the current year, 144,615 tourists
came into the province. Of these, 52,392 visited
in motor cars. Cars to the number of 18,098
entered the province; the other tourists came in
by steamer and train.

Good hotels go to the root of the tourist busi-
ness. And good parking grounds are also essential.
We are glad to believe that since the Maritime
Hotel Association was organised improvement has
taken its place in the catering of Nova Scotia’s
hotels. As live business men, hotel managers
realise the important part they play in the develop-
ment of tourist enterprise; and naturally the asso-
ciation will continue to work for the greater im-
provement.

Other provinces are alive to the importance of
these matters. In Quebec the Government pro-
vides experts who give their services to hotel
managers for the purpose of instructing staffs in

cooking and other branches of catering. This is
practical action, and indicates what a high value
the Government places on the tourist business.

GOOD NEWS FOR CANADA.
(Calgary Albertan)

——
ELECTRIC energy generated in Chicago lighted

a section of Boston one evening recently, in
the course of an experiment to determine how
far it is practicable to transmit the fluid for com-
mercial purposes.

Canadians must be deeply interested in this
and any other experiments directed to the same
end. Northern Canada from the Rockies to the
Atlantic is rich beyond computation in water
power. How much of that energy can be develop-
ed and set to work depends upon how far wires
can be made to carry the current without a loss
in transit which would eat up the economic ad-
vantage. i

More water is pouring itself uselessly downhill
in our northern wilds and in the mountains than
all the peoples of the earth have yet put into
harness. Given means to transfer the energy from
the place where it is created to the place wher®
it is needed, every factory in Canada could be run
by hydro-electric power and every home in town
and country lighted by “juice” from the same
source.

Canada is the richest country in the world in
water power. Only a trifling fraction of it is yet

developed.

NO DEMAND.

(Edmonton Journal)
“TWO things stand in the way of Canadian
annexation,” says the Toledo Blade. “One
is that Canada does not want to be annexed and
the other that the United States does not want
to annex her. The same situation has often kept
a man and woman from getting married.”

It is certain that Canada has no such desire.
We cannot be so sure of the correctness of the
other part of the Blade’s statement. But among
our neighbors the dream of incorporating the
Dominion is undoubtedly much less persistent
than it was at one time. The less it is indulged
in. the better it will be for good relations on this

The Maritimes

(Vancouver Province)

HERE has been a good deal of sympathy

throughout Canada with the plight in which
the three Maritime provinces have found them-
selves of late, and it is altogether unlikely that
there will be any disposition to cavil at the recom-
mendations for relief which the royal commission
has brought forward and which were tabled in
the House of Commons on Friday. To some of
these recommendations Parliament can give effect
without much delay. Others will require detailed
study and possibly experiments, while others still
will entail international negotiations.

There is no doubt, as the commission has sug-
gested, a good deal to be said in favor of re-
adjustment of the financial arrangements between
the provinces and the Dominion.
to the provinces are proportionately much smaller
today than they were when Confederation was
while the demands on the provincial
treasuries are relatively not any less. Indeed, it
is probable they are larger. The Maritime Prov-
inces, isolated geographically, cut off by tariff
walls from the markets of the United States and
by distance from the markets of the populous
centres of Canada and restricted as to territory,
have had few means of increasing their income.
They paid their share of the purchase price of the
Northwest Territories which Canada bought from
the Hudson’s Bay Company, but in the division
they, like British Columbia, got none of the new
land.

The question of freight rates is an important
one. As was stated in this column yesterday, the
Intercolonial was built principally for political and
strategic reasons and not as a commercial railway.
It is 250 miles longer than it should have been
had it been economically constructed. It is hardly
fair, then, to penalize the consumers and producers
of the Maritimes because of this extra length of
line. |Freight rates in Canada have gone up 556
per cent. since 1918. In the Maritimes, they have
gone up 92 per cent. The commission has advised
that the difference be ironed out, and that the
cost be borne not by the railways but be paid out
of the consolidated fund of Canada. This is a
question for Parliament to decide, and though
subsidies are not popular in Canada, just now,
Parliament is scarcely likely to be unsympathetic.

Other suggestions have been advanced by the
commission with the object of aiding transporta-
tion and aiding industry. Additional car ferry
service is advised for Prince Edward Island, and
it is suggested that the Dominion might take over
the Saint John and Quebec Railway and add it
to the National system. Planstare also put for~
ward for developing the harbors of Halifax and
Saint John on systematic lines.

The largest steel industry in Canada is located
in the Maritimes, and it has been in poor circum-
stances: of late. There have been a number of
tariff changes in the past few years, and each
time the steel industry appears to have suffered.
The commission advises a bonus on steel made
with Canadian coal, and urges immediate attention
to the tariff. A coal tariff is also mentioned and
the establishment of coking plants is advised.

More difficult to implement than any of these
recommendations will be those which look to the
free entry of Canadian fish into the American
market, and the arrangement of a treaty with the
United States allowing forest products, particu-
larly pulp and all grades of paper to enter the
United States without duty. The Americans have
long been jealous of their fish market, and they
are not likely to allow entry to it without a very
substantial quid pro quo. With paper, there may
also be difficulty. The Americans take enormous
quantities of our newsprint, and admit it without
duty. Other grades of paper they prefer to make
for themselves, though they are quite willing to
use our raw materials. The attitude of the Ameri-
can publishers before the Canadian tariff com-
mission recently did not show much disposition
to yield anything. When Canadian publishers
complained of unfair competition, the Americans
suggested that the competition would bear less
heavily if Canada would only have the good sense
to remove the tariff on American bookpaper and
printing machinery.

Plans For Fine Steamship An-
nounced—Is Being Made Oil
Burner

W. G. Clarke, a director of the
Clarke Steimship Line, js in the city
in connection with the work being
done on the' Northland, a steamship
of the line now at the Saint John dry
dock being converted from a coal to
an oil burner. The Northland was
constructed last year by the Swan,
Huntley Company at England and at
that time arrangements were made to
have her converted to an oil burner.
Since her construction the ship has
been on the Montreal, Gaspe to Cor-
nerbrook, Nfld. run.

CRUISES ARRANGED

Mr. Clarke said this morning that
it was expected that the ship would
leave the dry dock on the 29th. She
will sail immediately for the south.
Arrangements have been made for
regular weekly cruises from Palm
Beach, Nassau, Miami and Havana,
On the opening of navigation the ship
Wwill'résume  her -former Tum.

The Northland is a splendidly con-
structed ship of 4000 tons.

She was built by the same company
that built the Maurentania and
splendidly finished. There is accom-
modation for 160 first class passengers
and 70 third class. The cabins are all
very large and are finished in differ-
ent kinds of wood. Many of them
have baths adjoining and all have
running hot and cold water and elec-
tric fans. At the top of the stairs
entering the salon is a large historical
map of the Gulf of Saint Lawrence.

The salon is elaborately finished and
at one end is a place for the ship’s
orchestra. Music is broadcast from

. salon to the smoking room, din-
ing room and after deck. The latter
has been arranged so that a canvas
awning completely covers it. A sum-
mer cafe and small bar are also near
the afterdeck. It is here that thq
ship’s dances are held during the
warm weather.

The smoking room is finished in
natural wood and is elaborately fur-
nished. It is equipped with an open
fireplace, electric fans, etc. . The prom-
enade deck is wide, and on occasions
may be screened in and trimmed with
bunting similar to the after-deck. Mr.
Clarke was not sure this morning
whether he would be able to leave on
the first cruise of the ship or not. He
said that among those leaving from
here would be Mrs. D. A. Clarke, the
wife of one of his brothers, and her
children.

The Northland has made 14Y; knots
on test trips, he said, but the usual
speed is about 13. The ship is under
the command of Captain Trembley. It
is expected that the trip from Saint
John to Palm Beach, where she will
sleave on the first cruise, will take about
seven days.

WEST SIDE MATTER

The delegation from the Union
Foundry and Machine Co., Ltd., was
accompanied by their solicitor, G. H.
V. Belyea. They asked that the com-
pany be given a fixed valuation of
$20,000 on their property for a term
of five years.

Mr. Belyea said in 1903 there were
employed 4. hands, and as business
grew this number was increased until
in'1919-there-were 200 employed. Sinee
[ 1919 "the business ‘had fallen off and;
| today there were employed 25.
| From 1915 to 1926, inclusive the
| company had paid out in wages $I.-
105,643.15, from 1914 to 1926, inclus-
ive the taxes paid had been $22,512.19;
from 1915 to 1926, inclusive there had
been paid to the city in ground rent
and water taxes $7,026.49; the Work-
men’s .Compensation Board, $7,370.62;
in insurance, $21,415.79 and more than
$40,000 for power and light. Since
1922 the business had been losing mon-
ey, ranging from $5,00C to $16,000 a
year. While it was felt the company
would never again employ as many
hands as it did in 1919 they felt there
was a future for them by confining
themselves to certain classes of work
if the city would aid by giving them
the fixed valuation asked for.

The main cause of loss was in the
decline of the portable saw mills and
the decline of river steamers with
competition from concerns more fav-
orably placed than themselves. He
said, the Saint John Dry Dock and
Shipbuilding Co., whose plant was lo-
cated outside the city, placed a scow
alongside stcamers in the city limits
and for this they paid no taxes or lic-
ensc.

Commissioner Wigmore asked what
the present valuation of the plant was
and Mr. Belyea said it was $88,000.

Commissioner Frink asked if the
Dry Dock scow was not competing if
the company would be asking for a
fixed valuation and Mr. Belyea said
they would whether the scow was
there or not.

CRITICIZES LEGISLATION.

Mayor White said that a few years
ago legislation was passed exempting
certain classes of residents in the,
county from taxation or license fee in
the city so they could not collect a

{ license fee from the men employed on

| the scow.

Commissioner Frink said this was
one of the most unfair pieces of legis-
lation ever passed at Fredericton and
had been strongly opposed at the time
by the City Council. It was, however,
characteristic of the attitude toward
Saint John legislation.

Mr. Belyea said the company would
be willing to pay taxes on full valua-
tion just so soon as the plant was mak-
ing money.
