GET OF INDEMNITY?

Varying Opinions of Sum to
Come From Germans

Reparations Bill Sent in is
Between Six and Eight
Hundred Million Dollars—|
Probably Will Be Cut.

(Special to The Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 2.—Canadians have!
become so accustomed to the idea of
shouldering unaided their two billions of
net debt resulting from the war that
they will read with something of sur-
prise and incredulity that the bill for
indemnity being forwarded by Canada to
the reparation commission through the
high commissioner in London will total
between six and eight hundred millfon
dollars. The exact sum has not yet been
determined, and actuaries and account-
ants are busy in London calculating
what Canada’s claims will amount to
when the French scale of pensions and
separation’ allowances, as it existed when
the armistiee day came, is substituted for
the Canadian scale as provided by the
peace treaty.

The British empire claim will besent
in as a whole, and the amounts appor-
tioned to various parts of it will be in-
cluded in the total amount, though list-
ed separately. The whole question is
still in fog, and what Canada will really
get only the future can reveal. Some
think the amount will be about one hun-
dred million dollars, while others believe
that by taking long term bonds for any
amounts which the Germans cannot pay
in any one year the full amount can be
exacted and all claims satisfied. It is
safe to say, -however, that Canada’s
claims will suffer considerable curtail-
ment.

One optimistic opinion expressed here
with regard to Germany’s ability to pay
js that the Allied terms of reparation
will cause, if accepted, the total repudi-
ation by Germany of all her debts in-
curred in domestic war loans, and the
substitution of her indemnity obligations
in their place. The twelve per cent. ex-
port tax will make matters more difficult
for Germany, as she can only pay out of
.current revenue for the products of the
industry of her people, but it gives other
nations a preference as against Germany
‘in the markets of the world.

In England it has seen worked out
that the share of the British empire of
the two hundred and twenty six bitlion
gold marksewould be twenty-two per
cent. It was also estimated here that
five cent. of the British empire total
should go to Canada, but on the other
side of the water there are advocates of
two per cent. for Canada. Five per
cent. would give Canauaa only $497.200,

000, and two per cent. less than $200,~ Jud

000,000, and that could be collected only
in a long term of years. :

The proposal has been made in Ger-
many that there should be a capital levy
if the reparation terms were not too ex-
orbitant and pay off everything as quick-
‘ly as possit!~ In order to get the army
of occupation out of the fatherland and
leave her iree for future development.
‘That is the only hope of quick settle-
! ment.

The Allies’ necessities and debts will
' probably lead to acceptance of German
bonds to pay obligations in the United
States and elsewhere for a large part of
the debt. ;

In the treaty of peace it was stated
' that the Allied powers could not hope
'to get indemnity for the cost of main-
ifaining armies in France and elsewhere
during the war. The bill covers only
compensations for damages to property,
lives and persons of civilians due to the
war, for levies on towas In occupied ter-
ritory, for Belgian loans made during the
iwar, for the eapitalization of pensions
ito. injured soldiers or dependents of
those fallen on the French scale, for
separation allowances during the war on
‘the same scale, for amounts expended on
prisoners of war held by the Allies, for
_acts of cruelty or forced work to civil-
/ians or prisoners of war held by Ger-
many, and the looting or removing of

Producers of Kings

Discussed Today at Conven-
tion of Farmers

Major G. S. Kinnear Says
Easy to Raise $100,000 for
it—MTr. Caldwell’s Electjon
as President—Discussion on
the Farmers’ Platform.

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 2—Major G.
S. Kinnear, of Sussex, appeared before
the United Farmers’ convention today
on behalf of the milk producers of Kings
county, disucssing a prospective dis-
tributing creamery planned by that body
for the city of St. John. He discussed
various phases of such a plant and dealt
with the distribution which would be ef-
fected. The cost of a storage plant
would be about $25000 and would be
capable of extension. In all the plant
would cost about $70,000 and between
$20,000 and $80,000 would be required
for a working capital. Mr. Kinnear said
he thought there would be no trouble in
raising $100,000 for a plant of this kind.

He was optimistic for the whole out-'

look. He said the co-operative company
was built on an absolutely sound basis
and was controlled in the true demo-
cratic spirit. Some people had opposed
the idea of starting out in such a’ big
way and favored a smaller start, but he
did not look at it in that way.

Alex. Brewer reported that the bal-
lotting for the nomination of president
revealed that President T. W. Caldwell
was again nominated unanimously. The
nominations for vice-president showed J.
F. Reilly, John Inch, G. C. Sharpe, A. C.
Fawcett, F. Warnock, Judson Corey and
G. S. Kninear nominated in the order
named.

‘The Platform. :

The farmers members to the provincial
legislature, inc¢luding A. C. Faweett,
Westmorland; Warnock, Victoria; Pic-
kett, Victoria; Burlock and Tracey,
Carleton county, were then called to the
front.

He thought
if adopted and put to use the telephone
rates would keep going up. He moved
that the section be referred back.

Re agriculture, President Caldwell
said dominion statistics were always er-
roneous. The proper sources were not
used to secure information. The statis-
tics were often used to the disadvantage
of the farmers.

Judson Corey said a proper system

should be conducted at dominion experi-'

mental stations to get the correct cost

of production. The clause was adopted.
Clause seven, referring to the estab-

lishment of an abattoir, was adopted.

Moose Jaw, Sask. ,Feb. 2—(Canadian
Press)—Approximately 8,000 delegates
and visitors attended last night’s session
of the annual convention of the Sas-
katchewan Grain Growers’ Association.

Norman Lambert, secretary of the

Berlin, Febh. 2—Germany does not con-
sider the terms of reparation decided
upon by the supreme Allied council in
Paris as being the final settlement of the
‘indemnity question, but the basis of
! future negotiations. This was indicated
by Dr. Walter Simons, foreign minis-
ter, in the Reichstag yesterday.

The prevalent opinion was that Dr.
Simons had not hurned his bridges be-
hind him, and that his presentation of
the German attitude might enable him
ito gain important time, both in antici-
pating the attitude of the new United
States administration and in reaching a
definite settlement of the fate of Upper

lesia.

“The reparations demands are, above
all, a blow at the German working-
man,” Dr. Eduard David, majority So-

Committee Decid;es to End Classes, Return De-
posits, Sell Equipment and Refund Proceeds—
Result of City’s Action in Refusing to Vote

Further Funds.

The vocational classes in St. John will
close on February 15. All accounts in
connection with them will be wound up,
the equipment sold, all depdsits return-
ed to the scholars and any funds which
remain will be divided between the city
council and the provincial government,
pro rata. A resolution to this effect was
moved by Thomas Nagle, seconded by
G. P. Hensessy and carried unanimously
at a special meeting of the vocational
committee held yesterday afternoon in.

. the office of the school board with Dr,:
A. F. Ewmery, the chairman, presiding.
Other members present were Alexander
Wilson, A. Gordon Leavitt, secretary,’
and Major W. C. Lawson; director of
vocational training. The resolution set
forth that such action was thiken by the |
committee because of the refusal of the
common council of the city of St- John
to' vote the necessary funds to carry®on |
vocational training. T

Mr. Nagle, as chairman of the finance
committee, recommended that*a defin-
ite date- be fixed for the closing of the
schools in order that the onus for their
discontinuance might be placed where'
it belonged—on the city council. He said
that the committee had incurred obliga- |
tions to the members of the staff ap-
pointed and would fulfill them but it
should not run the risk of going into |
debt by ecarrying on the classes without
fands. The action of the city commis-|
sioners in refusing to make the grant of
$25,000 for the carrying of vocational
training mext year as it had been recom-
mended to do by the school board, was,
he said, typical of the “parish politics”
which had hampered the progress and
growth of the city for. many ycars.

Concerning the two 'ladies who had
appeared before the common council
urging that the grant be not given, it/
was said by a member ,of the board,l
that obe of them was not a resident of |
the city and was not a tax-payer and |
had cndeavored, unsuccessfully, to be ap-
pointed a member of the vocational com- |
mittee.

Regarding the appointment of Major'
W. C. Lawson as director of vocational |
training, Mr. Nagle said ht wished to
contradict statements which appeared in

an editorial in the Standard. The vo-
cational committee had not been forced
to accept Major Lawson at the dic-
tates of the board of vocational train-
ing and the director, Fletcher Peacock:
He himself had suggested that Mr. Pea-
cock be asked to submit names of men
capable of filling the position of direct-
or of vocational training in St. John and
Mr. Peacock had suggested three men as
suitable. None of these was accepted
by the committee. Mr. Nagle had re-
ceived information that Major Lawson
was available, had presented his name
to the commiitee, which had approved
his appointment, and Mr. Peacock had
confirmed ity as it was in Mr. Peacock’s
power to accept or reject any applicant.
The committee’s dealings with Mr. Pea-
cock had always been harmonious.

Mr. Wilson spoke of the :resolution
passed by the Rotary Club calling for
a eonference on vocational training to be
attended by representatives of the-Ro-
tary Club, Board of Trade, Commercial
Club, Trades andl Labor Council, Wo-
men’s Council, vocational. schools com-
mittee and the city council. He said he
hoped all members of the vocatioral
committee and of the city council would
attend; each of the other organizations
had promised to send three representa-
tives to a meeting.

Mr. Nagle said that it was now too
late for the city to assess for vocational
training this year. Mr. Leavitt explain-
ed that the vocational act gave school
boards or city councils power to assess
for vocational training but that the
school board of St. John, not having the
power of assessment as had the rural

{school boards, reaped no advantage from
the clause in the act. The assessment

must be made by the clty council in St.
John. :

The committee was reminded that,
in the first instance, it had been appoint-
ed by the school board at the request of
the city council and that the city coun-
cil had now refused to finance the un-
dertaking which it had launched.

Mr. Nagle’s motion regarding the clos-
ing of the vocational classes having been
put and passed unanimously, the meet-
ing adjourned.

Imprisoned in Salt Mine in
Mexico, Engineer Escapes.

* New Westminster, Feb..2—A strange
tale of imprisonment and slavery in a
salt mine in Mexico was unfolded to the
immigration officers at the international
boundary a few days ago when they
picked up Edwin G. Kehoe. His state-
ments having been substantiated, Kehoe
mwen.. was admitted to Canada and given trans-

portation to New Westminster,

Kehoe is a native of Quebec, and
graduated at Edinburgh University as
a civil engineer. In 1908 he took a posi-

ition with a Mexican oil company and

four years later was forced to take sides
with one of the revolutionary parties
then warring on the western slope. Cap-
tured, he was thrown in a vermin-in-
fested prison and later in a salt mine.
During that time he did not hear of the
great war raging in Europe.

Three months ago the opportunity to
escape arrived. Hitting his guard on the
head with a rock he scaled the 800-foot
shaft and made his way across the
American boundary, from whence he
came north by foot and blind baggage.

LIGNITE GAINS
IN POPULARITY

Canadian Product is Gradual-
ly Replacing Use of Am-
erican Anthracite. -

Winnipeg, Feb. 2—The coal-buying
public of Manitoba has discovered that
high grade Alberta lignite coal is cheap-
er, as clean and as easy to handle as
American anthracite, declared a local
coal dealer interviewed recently, Cana-
dian coal has arrived and the man who
insists that he can burn nothing but Am-
erican anthracite in his furnace is be-
coming hard to find.

One-eighth of the world’s coal supply
is said to be contained in Alberta’s fields,
yet it is estimated that at the beginning
of 1917 not over seven per cent. of the
coal consumed in Winnipeg furnaces was
the Canadian product.

In 1917, when owing to labor and
railroad conditions, it was impossibie to
obtain American coal in sufficient quan-
tities the government decided to take
action and formed a fuel administration,
with the result that Alberta coal wa3
introduced to Manitoba. Consumers had
to purchase twice as much lignite as an-
thracite and had to have half their
Alberta coal supply before receiving a
quota of hard. Men grumbled on street
corners. Afternoon teas became indigna-
tion meetings about that “filthy soft
coal.” However, as the result of the fuel
controller’s order everybody had to make
a test of Canadian coal.

It is estimated now that in the year
1920-21 fifty per cent of the domestic
coal consumed in Winnipeg comes from
the western mines and old prejudices
against western coal are gradually being
overcome. An approximate increase of
800 per cent in the sale of western steam
coal with a decrease of nearly 100 per
cent, in the consumption of American
steam coal is recorded.

RECORD YEAR IN
ALBERTA MINES

6,650,000 Tons Coal Output
for 1920—Big Shipment to
Ontario.

Edmonton, Alta., Feb. 2—The total
output of Alberta coal mines for 1920 is
estimated a§ 6,650,000 tons, by John S.
Stirling, of the government mines
branch., This is the largest output in
the history of the industry, exceeding
the 1919 figures by 1,627,588 tons. An
outstanding feature during the year was
the marked increase in shipments to both
the eastern and western markets

Final returns from some mines are still
lacking, but for the eleven onths, to
the end of November, Manitoba took |
516,198 tons of domestic and steam coal, |
with an additional 1,161 tons of anthra-
cite as against a total of 814,290 tons in
1919,

The British Columbia market took
108,480 tons of domestic and steam coal,
a gain of nearly 20,000 tons over the pre-
ceeding year.

Even Ontario furnished an increased
market for Alberta fuel. Shipments of
10,688 tons were made to Toronto and
other Ontario points, compared with 208
tons the previous year.

THE DECLINE IN
LIVING COSTS IN
THE OLD LAND

New York, Feb. 2—(By Canadian
Press)—Striking instances of the rapid
fall in the cost of living in the old coun-

by the Wall Street Journal from Her-
bert N. Casson, the paper’s London cor-
respondent. For the last four months
there .has been a peculiar situation in
Great . Britain—dear money and high
prices. Since the beginning of the New
Year, however, prices have been com-
ing down with a rush and the London
stores are all displaying goods at greatly
reduced values. Mr. Casson’s article
says, in part:

“There is now a buyer’s market in
dry goods, and furniture, and clothing,
as well as in war bonds and other se-
curities. Even turkeys, which have been
as scarce as swans, are now selling for
50 cents a pound.

“A sovereign will now buy a ramcoat,
or two dozen linen handkerchicfs, or
two dinners at the Hotel Cecil, or 20
yards of Ceylon flannel, v

“A good enough pair of man’s boots
can be bought for $5.40 in American
money -(Canadian equivalent $6.50). A
man’s suit of ordinary clothes can be
bought for $8.65 (Canadian $10.48) and
a woman’s skirt for 70 cents (Canadian,
84, cents.)

“So-called ‘half-price sales’ are being
held by most of the large stores. There
is no deubt that a number of articles
are actually being offered at half price,
but the average reduction is apparently
about 20 per cent.

“There are two reasons for the sudden
fall in prices. One is the refusal of the
banks to loan money and the other is
the absurd situation in reference to the
excess profits duty.

“Several months ago, money suddenly
became tight in all parts of Great Bri-
tain. The banks acted with such un-
animity that it is generally believed they
had agreed to curb the government.

“Banks refused to lend money on the
best securities. They all made the same
explanation—‘We haven’t got any money
to lend, they said. y

“They ordered merchants to reduce
stocks ‘and manufacturers to curtail de-
velopment. They closed their vaults
against large customers well as small.
They practically put a sign on every
bank in England—“No more money to

“The second reason for the fall in re-
tail prices is the decision of storekeepers
to give their customers the benefit in-
stead of paying more money to the Gov-
ernment in excess profits duty.

“Suppose 1 have made my profit for
the year,” says Duncan Campbell, a Lon-
don merchant, ‘and suppose I have $10,-
000 of surplus goods. If°I sell them at
a profit, the Government will take 80
per cent. of it. Is it not better to clear
out my surplus stock at half price and
give the benefit to the public?”

“Whether right or wrong, this policy
is now being followed all over England.
Claims for over $200,000,000 were made
in 1920 against this tax, Several firms,
it is said, have been saved from insolv-
ency by the return of E. P. D. money.”

C. O. Foss, chief engineer of the New
Bruaswick FElectric Power Commission,
asked this morning. to say something re-
garding the general character of the work
at'dMusquash and its present condition,
said:

“There seems to be an impression on
the part of many people that the water
of the west branch is to be diverted in-
to the east branch above the power house
and then taken into the power house as
one stream, This is incorreet.

“The water brought through the weod
stave pipes from the dams on the east
and west branches, though used in the
same -power house, will operate separate
and distinct units of power and will not
mingle till it comes through the draft
tubes into the tide under the power
house, : The water. in the west branch
will be 125 feet above the tail water
while that in the east branch only 100
feet, sp if the west branch water was
discharged into the east branch above
the dam not only would the extra twen-

from both streams would have to be
carried to the power house from the
east branch dam, necessitating a much
larger pipe.

These are large steel tanks set on high

The surge tamks have two functions—
first and most important, in case of sud-
den closing of the turbine gates they
prevent the bursting of the pipe by al-
lowing the suddenly arrested moving
body of water in the pipe to be forced
up the stand pipe and spilled into the
tank. Then when the turbines are
started the water in the tank and stand
pipe quickly accelerates the speed of the
turbine while the body of water in the
long pipe from the dam is getting into
motion.

© “A gang of thirty men and five teams
are cutting and. hauling logs down the!
west branch te Log Falls, where a large
storage dam is to be built which will
impound a billion cubic feet of flood wat-|
er to supplement the flow in periods of
low water,

“Lumber is being sawed for the stor-
age dams at. the outlet of Loch Alva
and within a few days men and teams
will be hauling it from the railway to
the dam sites, .

“The - New Brunswick Contracting,
Company has 160 men working on the
various branches of the work and the
number will be greatly increased as soon
as spring opens and the frost is out of
the ground.

“On Monday a party started a survey
of the transmission line from the site of
the power house to Fairville and as soon
'as the location has been fixed a contract
will be let for clearing and building the
foundations for the steel towers to car-:
ry the wires, These steel towers will
be thirteen feet square at the base and
have a total height of about fifty feet.
They will be spaced approximately 800
feet apart. These towers will carry two
independent three wire circuits, so that
if by any chance an accident occurs to
one circuit there will be another to carry
the current. The wire will be of alum-
inum drawn round a steel wire core to
give added strength to mect the great
stress of ice loading on the long spans.”
