Absence of Wind Made Cold Seem Less
Intense — Weather Man. Says More

For versatility, you will have to take
your hat off to the St. John weather.
Although we are only about half way
through February, since the first of the
month the mercury has galloped all the
way from forty-four degrees above zero
to twenty below the cipher—a varjation
of sixty-four degrees—and between times
we have had all varieties of weather,
which recalls the little ditty,

First it rained and then it snew
And then it friz and then it blew,
And then there came a shower of rain,
And then it friz and snew again.

In the forty-seven days since the first
of the year, fifteen have seen the ther-
mometer below the zero, mark, five of
them in the present month. After drop-
ping almost to a ‘record depth last week,
the mercury climbed to twenty abom
and we had a fall of five and a h
inches of snow, to thé accompaniment
of a thirty-four mile gale. O

During Sunday night, however, 'the
thermometer took anotheér sudden:drop,
going as low as eight below at.the local
observatory. Some of the outlying dis-
tricts repdft ten and twelye below. The
wind, however, has almost entirely sub-
sided and many were s d'to note
that the thermometer registered ‘below
the zero mark. The wind this motning
was blowing but six miles. an hour, and
the temperature was gradually rising.
The probabilities are more snow—we are
going to have another change.

5l ing an eudit of his

Worry Over Expected Cross-
Examination Led To Suicide

By Graft Probe

Nothing Wrong in Acédunts of New York
State Treasurer, But He Was Upset

(Canadian Press)

New York, Feb. 16—In addition to the
proposed legislative investigation into
the officc of the state treasurer, left
vacant yesterday by the suicide of John
J. Kennedy, state treasurer, District-
Attorney Whitman was prepared to re-
sume late today the Johm Doe investi-
gation into political graft, before which
Kennedy was to have been a witness.
Friends of the late state treasurer at-
tributed his suicide, in a measure, to the
prospect of a public grilling at Mr.
Whitman’s hands.

There were two matters, generally
speaking, concerning ' which Mr. Whit-
mar was anxious to question Kennedy.
One was the: action of the state canal
board, of which Kennedy was a mem-
ber, in rejecting a bid of James G.
Stewart, after Stewart had refused to
contribute a huge sum to one Mr, Gaff-
ney. The other concerned details of 'de-
posits of state funds in banking institu-
tions bonded by a company with which
Kernedy had formerly been connected.
Kennedy had already been before the
grand jury, but Mr. Whitman was not
through with. him.

Witnesses at the John Doe inquiry, as
planned today, were to-be contractors
alleged to have been “sand bagged” into
making contributions to the Democratic
state campaign fund.

Nervy Rescue of Pneumonia
Patient on Fifth Story

THE POLICY OF SILENCE

The attitude of the St. John Standard
in relation to the York county by-dec-
tion must be a source of some surprise
to Mr. H. F. McLeod, M. P. The Stand-
ard has omitted entirely the small detail
of printing something about the cam-
paign in this morning’s issue.

THE VICTIMS OF WAR,

The taleg of suffering én the part of
those who were the hapless victims of
the Balkan war should be a very strong
argument in support of an international
peace policy, promoted by the more pow-
erful nations of Europe. We are told
by ambassadors and missionaries that
people who were driven out of Mace-
donia have been returning to their old
homes to find villages destroyed and the
region almost a desert. They suffer
from cold and hunger, and the most of
those who suffer are women and chil-
dren. Urgent appeals have been sent to
the world at large for relief. Both food
and clothing are needed, and these peo-
ple must begin over again the task of
making homes for themselves. To make
matters worse bread winners have been
slain in the war and the burden falls
upon the women. One correspondent
writes:—“At Malgara, in Thrace, 888
families have lost the bread winners. Be-
tween 400 and 500 widows and orphans
are utterly helpless. Fifty-six families
are in the streets or huddled in corners
of rained houses” This is but one il-
lustration out of very many such cases
where the women and children are bear-
, ing the burden of a wretched life, while
mourning the loss of those they loved.
“Books could be filled,” writes another
correspondent, “and the half not then be
told.” This misery appeals to the world,
and relief will be sent; but how long
must it be before the more powerful na-
tions insist that territorial greed and re-
ligious fanaticism shall no longer lay
waste these lands and plunge gheir peo-
ple into the awful horrors of war?

SOME STRIKING FACTS.

To give the present population of the
United States the same meat supply in
proportion to population as they had in
1910 would call for 18,250,000 more cat-
tle, sheep and swine than the estimates
show to be in the country at the present
time. To put the case in ancther way,
there has been a decrease in meat an-
imals of 7,805,000 since 1910, while the
population of the country has increased
nearly 7,000,000. Moreover so great has
been the increase in price of meat an-
imals that, although there are 7,805,000
Jess than in 1910, the value has increased
nearly $400,000,000.

It is claimed, however, that the in-
crease in value’ does mot mean greater
profit for the farmers, because the cost
of production has probably increased
more rapidly than the selling price of
the stock.

The falling off in production is at-
tributed to many causes, among which
are the following: FEncroachment of
§arms upon range territory; poor man-

agement of the ranges; shortage in corn
and forage crop in several states in 1913,
causing farmers to sell their stock; in-
creased value of land and cost of labor;
poor marketing facilities in the east and
south; temptation to sell live stock at
prevailing high prices; and enormous
losses from hog cholera.

The decline in the export of cattle
from the United States in the last five
vears has been 75 per cent, while the
increase in the importation of cattle in
six years has been 2,000 per cent.

In connection with this very serious
state of affairs in relation to live stock,
it is interesting to note that the con-

dition of agriculture generally ‘in the|’

United States is far from satisfactory.
Addressing the Twentieth Century Club
in Bangor this week, Dean William D.
Hurd, director of the Extension Service
of the' Massachusetts Agricultural Col-
lege in Ambherst, Mass., pointed out that
the United States now consumes 91 per
cent of its wheat and 98 per cent of its
to | COrD, while the condition with regard
to live stock is shown as above stated.
He also pointed out that the average
yield of wheat per acre in the United
States is fourteen bushels, contrasted

‘'with thirty-two bushels in western Eur-

ope. In view of these facts Dean Hurd
said that the nation was facing the
question of what the people were going
to eat when the population reaches 200,-

000,000, as it will by the year 1968. Mr.
James J. Hill had repeatedly called at-
tention to the fact that the products of
the sea, the forest and the mine are fast
being exhausted, and that the soil is the
one permanent resource. Despite all the
work of the agricultural press and the
departments of agriculture, the yield per
acre of the great staple crops of the
country has not materially increased in
forty years. Dean Hurd says that the
greatest problem in American agricul-
ture today is the instruction of the
farmer who is now living on the land,
and it must be done by a positive, di-
rect and speedy process, the informa-
tionn being carried to him by persons es-
pecially fitted for the task, and accom-
panied by the best methods of demon-
stration. The colleges of agriculture
must send out extension instructors, and
must work through granges, bodrds of

| trade, men’s and womien’s clubs, state

yards of agriculture, education and

. aealth, and other state-wide agencies, to

build up agriculture and the rural life of
the country,

The people of Canada may leam much
that will profit them from the experi-
ence of the United States. Agriculture
is the great basis of the country’s pros-
perity. To awaken a wider interest in
this subject, and to increase, not only
the number of men on the farms but
the productiveness of the farms, is the
most pressing problem of our time.

The large number of robberies which
have been reported in St. John this
winter does not indicate that moral and
social conditions in the city are im-
proving, but that something more than,
mere police supervision is needed.

Another interesting development of
the one-sided condition of trade between
Canada and the United States was the
recent purchase by a Philadelphia buyer
of between four thousand and five thous-
and boxes of cheese from ° Montreal.
There is still a duty amounting to
twenty per cent, ad valorem on Canadian
cheese, but even at that it can be ex-
ported to the American market. This
will help to keep up the price of cheese
in Canada, and the Canadian consumer
gets no compensating advantage in any
direction.

Assistant Secretary of League Ad-
dresses Guelph Meetings

Tax reform was the subjeet of ad-
dresses by Sydenham Thompson, as-
sistant secretary of the Tax Reform
League of Eastern Canada, at a meeting
in Guelph, Ont., recently.

Freedom From Government Food
Duties Would Bring Relief—
Prices Compared

(Hartland Observer.)

It not only costs the farmers of Car-
leton county more to live than it does
the farmers of Aroostook county, but
it cost those who are not farmers more
as well. Until recently the popular idea
has been that Aroostook county is the
more expensive place to live. But in
spite of what' has been the case, the
present condition is that Carleton county
farmers are getting less for their pro-
duce than their neighbors across the
border, and are paying more for their
grocerfes and provisions.

“The higher cost of living” is coming
down in the states and Aroostook people
are beginning to benefit by it, although
they are not willing to acknowledge the
truth. Almost to a man the people of
that county are high protectionists and
fancied the Underwood tariff spelled
ruin for them.

For the first time in at least modern
history sugar is cheaper in Maine than
in New Brunswick. From three Aroos-
took county papers of last week we
find the merchants are offering 28 pounds
of the best sugar for $§1. They quote
flour at $5; beans, $2.45; lard, 18¢c.; fresh
codfish, 8c.; fresh salmon, 10c.; halibut,
12c.; herring, 5¢. a pound.

California oranges are quoted at 50c.
a peck. Housewives are offered the
well known brands of soap for 28-4c. a
pound. These are not prices selected
from a special sale. advertisement but
the current quotations of the dealers.
On the other hand the papers quote for
produce prices as follows: potatoes, table
stock, $1.80 to $1.50; eggs, 40c.; butter,
85c.; hay, $14; oats, 55¢c.

Carleton county farmers are asked to
compare the foregoing prices with what
they are paying and getting, and to re-
member tgnt the United States has abol-
ished the duties on food products.

For Companies—There It Ends

He Presented Charters

(Montheal Daily Mail)

With the charters of companies em-
powered to find water supplies and pro-
vide electric light for various villages in
Quebec in their, hands, farmers and vil-
lage residents are wondering what the
intrinsic value of these documents is. In
them is written a tale of high finance
with the ramifications of which the vil-
lagers do not appear to have been fam-
iliar. Although through the persuasive
eloquence of a company promoter they
were induced to subscribe hard cash for
projects which were represented to them
to possess all the attributes of gigantic
success, they have not quite realised the
profits they expected, nor do they see
them even in sight now.

They Have the Charters

True enough, they hold charters giv-
ing them power to, say, supply water
to a certain village, but the power is
somewhat curtailed by perhaps the fact
that there is no source of supply avail-
able for miles. Or, as in another case
the handicap may be expense, sufficient
profits not being possible from a small
¢ommunity to give an adeguate return
on the outlay that would be necegsary.
So the shareholders in those companies
are oiling guns and sharpening axes
against the probable return of the Mont-
real gentleman who sold them the char-
ter rights they possess.

How It All \Happaned

Apparently the villagers fell where
those even more familiar with the ways
of such financiers have stubbed their
toes. Picture the descent of a finely-
clothed gentleman, the. symbol of pros-
perity from his expensive fur cap to the
outermost edge of embonpoint, upon a
guiet. French village. His arrival was the
stone that put to flight the monotony of
the daily routine; he was the typical
company promoter. Diamonds flashed
from his fingers and glitterel in ‘his
necktie and the glitter in his shoes re-
flected the vista of the main street as
he stood ‘at the station. To the habitant
of the secluded village he was the mes-
senger of the philosopher’s stone; -his
very presence convinced them that he
c_mlxéd transmute the baser materials into
gold. |

Village to Metropolis
What was easier then, when the resi-

These in his ket
he left for Montreal to secure a
In due time charters were returned to
the subscriber and In some cases agents
were sent down to sell more shares in
the surrounding country.

And the original sharehdlders sat
down and awaited developments. Noth-
ing happened. The villages returned to
the unfermented activity of pre-promo-
tor days and the toilers chatted only at
night of the fortune that was to be
theirs. Uneasiness commenced as no de-
velopments ensued and deputations were
sent to the gentleman promoter.

“What about the utilities and the fac-
tories?” he was asked.

“What about them?” he replied, “It is
up to you, gentlemen. I promised to get
you the right to develop them and I
bave done so.” i

He Kept His Word

The deputation left wondering. And
they found that he had .done what he
had saids he had secured a charter for
them.

Joseph McHugh Hurt at Courte-
