Ottawa, Dec. 17—There was some frank 

speaking in parliament today and it was 
by no means cpnfined to the opposition.

H. B. Ames, Conservative, of Montreal, 
had the floor and intimated in opening 
that there was nothing conflicting m the 
nature of the Borden and the Laurier 
haval proposals. The Liberale cheered this 
as an indication that the government is 
being rapidly forced to adopt the opposi­
tion policy.

Mr. Ames sent a chill down the backs 
of his Conservative friends, by declaring 
that the “day is rapidly approaching when 
tiie overseas dominions, including Canada, 
will bear the same relation to the mother 
country that the provinces today bear to 
tiie dominion government.

He spoke strongly for the three Dread­
nought contribution.

W. M. German, Liberal ■ of Welland, 
followed, declaring that every progressive 
step which Canada had taken to reach 
its present status of satisfactory autonomy 
and responsibility had been forced by the 
Liberal party against the Tory party.

Tile Tories under Sir John. Macdonald 
before Confederation had fought against TOr on 
responsible govenment and fo continuing 
administation by the executive council ap­
pointed fo life by the governor-general 
from the, permanent officials.

The Tories had fought against the fran­
chise act and against decentralization of 
authority which was by the Liberals made 
the basis of confederation. The govern­
ment’s naval bill was a measure for cen­
tralization. ,

“You scratch a Liberal-Conservative of 
today,” said Mr; German, “and you find 
a Totv of 100 years ago and disclose the 
same desire of the few to get power out 
of the hands of the people and into the 
hands of an oligarchy.”

Amid Liberal cheering and Conserva­
tive silence, Mr. German concluded with 
a challenge to the government to go to 
the country and test the feeling of the, 
electors on the two naval propositions 

I which have just been presented to the 
parliament. _ ,

Mr. Wilcox, of North Essex, spoke for 
the government’s policy apd Hon. Frank 
Oliver condemned it.

The bank act was introduced by Finance

In the Natural History Society’s rooms 
on next Tuesday evening Professor Charles 
Hill-Tout of Abbotsboro, B. C., will lec­
ture, under the auspices of the Archaeolog­
ical Institute of America on "Hieroglyphic 
Writings of the Ancients and their Rela­
tion to our Alphabet." The lecture will 
be illustrated by reflectroscope views.

In this lecture Professor Hill-Tout traces 
the history and development of epigraphy 
from the earliest times down to our mod­
ern alphabets; from the rude etchingSsgnd 
picture writings of the cave-men of an­
cient Europe to the formation of our pho­
netic symbols, incidentally dealing with the 
results of recent archaeological research 
in its bearing upon the antiquity of man 
and his primitive cultures.

His slides will give illustrations of pic­
ture-writings gathered from all parte of 
the wotid; examples of the hieroglyphic 
systems of the ancients, and of the more 
recently discovered Minoan scripts of 
Crete which epigraphical scholars now re­
gard as the true source of the Greek and 
Latin alphabets and through them of our 
own.

They also include copies of the Rosetta 
stone and the Behistun tablet, which re­
spectively furnished the keys which un­
locked for us the long-lost knowledge of 
the ancient civilizations of Egypt and Me­
sopotamia; the Moabite stone, the Siloam 
inscription; Hittite inscriptions, and other 
interesting historic documents of the an­
cient world not commonly acccessible to 
the general reader.
