London, March 2—Winston Churchill, 
presiding at a dinner of the Eighty Club, 
last night in honor of John Redmond, re­
ferred to Ireland’s long struggle for home 
rule and said that Mr. Redmond and the 
Liberal party, after this long pilgrimage 
had reached the threshold of success.

It was of the highest importance that 
1 all* Irishmen who had fought for the home 

-tile cause should stand together. It would 
be an embarrassment and a source of per­
plexity to many of those whose good will 
and support might be won throughout the 
length and breadth of England if there 
appeared to be, among ardent home rulers, 
friction, which to outsiders might appear 
to be easily removed.

"We hope that at this supreme moment 
in the fortunes of the Irish and British 
peoples,” said Mr. Churchill, “that Ireland 
will speak with a united voice and that 
we shall find that the Irish representa­
tives in the House of Commons will give 
ns united support in the exertions which 
the government will not hesitate to make 
to carry the home rule bill into law.’

Mr. Redmond, acknowledging '. 
Churchill's views, said the miserable and 
shameful character, altogether unnecessary 
and unchristian, of the misunderstanding 
and ill-will between Great Britain and Ire­
land was almost, if not entirely, at an 
end.

His 
territory extends from Fort William to 
the Atlantic and on this section they have 
to keep check on 6,500 watches and 1,200 
clocks.

All employes are required to carry 
watches of a certain standard of excellence 
and these are tested every fortnight. While 
on a run on a train the railway men are 
required to compare their watches with 
standard clocks at least once or more. The 
men are not allowed to correct their own 
time pieces but must leave this to the in­
spectors, of whom there are thirty-five. 
Every variation of even a second must be 
reported and no man is allowed to use a 
watch which shows a variation of more 
than thirty seconds.

While our agriculturalists are not bumping 
one another off the roads with fast autos, 
they have not, so far as can be recalled, 
had in any case to appeal to the dominion ’ 
government for assistance in planting 
crops. We have always had either the 
seed or the money to pay for it and our 
farmers have pretty comfortable homes 
with three square meals per diem. The 
auto story whioh has been dinned in our 
ears for so many weary months hardly 
gibes with the seed shortage end govern­
ment assistance. Somebody must have 
been mistaken.

co-operative plan is the solution of Tor­
onto’s housing problem which will be put 
in operation at once. Mayor Geary and 
a committee comprising representatives of 
the board of trade, the Manufacturers' 
Association, the Civic Guild, and other 
citizens, have been investigating the con­
ditions for some time, and model suburban 
homes operated by a company, tbte divi­
dends of which should be limited to 6 per 
cent., and the houses to be rented only 
to shareholders, is, in the opinion of the 
committee, the only method by which the 
problem can be solved.

The stock of the company will be allot­
ted in $50 shares, and a tenant will be re­
quired to take five shares of this stock, 
which he may pay for in instalments. The 
company will provide a repair fund and 
a sinking fund, and will return the balance 
of the net profits to the tenant as a divi­
dend on rents. Should any tenant wish 
to vacate the premises, the company will 
purchase his stock.

Individual subscriptions of stock are lim­
ited to $2,000, and it is purposed to apply 
for a charter when $100,000 of stock is 
subscribed. The committee are endeavor­
ing to have this accomplished this we3k, 
and a large tract of land very conveni­
ently situated is now under option.

The committee which co-operated with 
the mayor comprised Prof. E. J. Kylie of 
the University of Toronto, chairman; G. 
T. Somers, president of the board of 
trade; G. Frank Beer, chairman of the 
Toronto branch of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association; J. B. O’Brien, pres­
ident of the Civic Guild .

for 1911 Lloyd’s Register of British and 
Foreign Shipping states that the total ad­
dition of steam tonnage during the year 
was 1,334,387 tone gross; and, of sailing 
tonnage, 21,804 tons gross; or, in all, 1,- 
356,251 tone gross. Of the tonnage added 
to the register about 92 3-4 per cent, con­
sisted of new vessels, practicaly all built 
in the United Kingdom. The gross de­
duction of steam tonnage from the register 
amounted to 854,483 tons; and, of sailing 
tonnage, to 163,551 tons; or, in all, to 1,- 
018,034 tone.

Of the steam tonnage, nearly 24 per cent 
and nearly 261-2 per cent of the sailing 
tonnage, included in these figures, were re­
moved on account of loss, breaking up, 
dismantling, etc. thiring the year 670 
vessels, of 1,373,399 tons were classed by 
Lloyd’s Register.

Corresponding with the general move­
ment of the shipbuilding industry the pres­
ent figures show an increase of about 316,- 
000 tons over those for 1910. Of these 
vessels, 603, of 1,356,591 tons, were steam­
ers, and sixty-seven of 16,808 tons, were 
suiting vessels. With the exception of 
forty-seven small wood vessels, of 1,153 
tons, and five iron vessels, of 704 tons, 
(including one steamer of: 436 tons), the 
material used in the construction of 'he 
whole of the tonnage Massed was steed.

The average size of; the steamers classed 
was about 2,250 tone. Twenty-six steam­
ers of more than 7,000 tons each «rere 
classed, as compared .with 28 dn 1910. Three 
of, the ,steamers classed during 1911 were 
more than 13,000 tons each—namely, he' 
Franconia, thç Laconia, and the Shinyo 
Mara. Of the tonnage classed during the 
year, 1,132,969 tons, or about 821-2 per 
cent., were built in the United Kingdom. 
Among foreign countries, Germany con­
tributed the largest amount of tonnage 
(76,239 tons), then follow the United 
States (45,473 tons), Holland (35,399 tons), 
Japan (22,596 tons), France (21,597 tons), 
and Austria-Hungary (15,435 tons.)

He has told the various provincial gov­
ernments that the dominion is prepared 
to carry out any reasonable policy that 
they may recommend to improve the con­
ditions of the provinces and that the do­
minion will circulate literature concerning 
each province which shall be approved by 
that province.!

It is proposed to have two agents- 67; 
each province who will work in conjunct 
tion with the provincial governments. It 
is not yet decided whether these agents 
shall work at home or abroad, but it is 
likely that both will be attempted, one 
man going to the old country and the 
other working among immigrants in Can­
ada to persuade them of the attractions 
of the older provinces as homes with op 
portunitiee.

They arc very old, 
without adéquate light and air. but the 
worst feature of all was that the rents 
for these hotbeds of disease were lieing 
constantly increased.

At the present moment 15,000 persons, 
M. Dumont asserted, lived in apartments 
which were little better than dog kennels. 
If the overcrowding evil was t» be combat­
ted effectively it would be necessary, es 
a commencement, to condemn and pull 
down 6,000 bouses, which were absolutely 
unfit for humsn habitation. The owners 
of these premises obtained as much as 
ten per cent, return for their capital.

M. Dumont also quoted figures showing 
that the cost of building for the poorest 
class of dwellings had in ten years in­
creased from $140 to $200 a square metre, 
consequently the average property owner 
was loath to increase the cost, and had 
no inducement to build sound, well-venti­
lated workmen’s dwellings.

M. Leon Bourgeois, minister for labor, 
admitted that there was no question of 
greater importance in France at .the mo­
ment than' that of thé proper housing of 
the poor.

Encouraged by this success, she decided 
to try her hand at something bigger. Her 
first novel, pvith the unpropitious title of 
“A,Bad Beginning,” was published soon 
after, and ever since then she has writ­
ten books of travel and novels. Her books 
bn Normandy, Brittany and the Ardennes, 
illustrated by lier, husband, were almost 
the first to introduce this picturesque sec­
tion of Europe to the tourists.

—-There has been some question as to how 

long it willtake to settle all the district 
•round Courtenay Bay which is being laid 
out in buildiig lots. Looking at it «usu­
ally there apepara to be a large area to 
populate, but a closer examination shows 
it will not take a very large increase in 
the population to create a demand for 
more land than is now offered.

The subdivisions on the market include 
an area of only about 250 acres. This 
would give about 2,000 lots. If a house 
were built for every two lots it would be 
considered a high average for a new dis­
trict. It would mean about 1,000 houses. 
The directory people figure on a popula­
tion of three and a half persona to each 
house and at this rate the extension would 
accommodate only 3,500 people.

Quite apart from the expansion made 
necessary by present conditions in the 
city it is expected that the development 
work at Courtenay Bay and the .new in­
dustries which are being planned for that 
district will attract a much larger popu­
lation than this in a very short time.

The ready sale of lots already on the 
market shows that this is appreciated and 
that there is no lack of faith in the ex­
pansion of the city on the part of invest­
ors. Inquiries for lots in the Bay View 
sub-division have come from as far south 
as New Jersey and from the far west. Al­
though Courtenay Bay Heights have been 
on the market for only a short time the 
lots in the business section have been 
nearly all sold and the residential lots 
are selling well. Fifty-five lota were pur­
chased yesterday.

Tisdale place is offered to investors to­
day and from the inquiries which have 

• been received already 'it is expected that 
it will sell as rapidly.

A start is being made today to prepare 
the Courtenay Bay Heights property for 
building operations in the spring. Men are 
now engaged in hauling" materials for roads 
and culverts and as soon as the frost is 
out of the ground street making win com­
mence in earnest. Several purchasers have 
already announced their intention to build 
houses on their lots as soon as the 
weather will pérmit and the company in­
tends to do everything possible to facili­
tate this work.i »!

Criticisms Arc Answered By T. H. 
Estabrooks The John Hannah 

Wood-Working Factory

In consequence of the remarks made by 

T. H. Estabrooks at the meeting of the 
citizen’s committee on Thursday evening 
with reference to the submitting v>f the 
city charter to a public meeting not being 
correctly reported, editorial comment 
which appeared in the Globe last night 
entirely misrepresented {he attitude of 
Mr. Estabrooks. When asked last even­
ing to say what had already taken place 
and what he had said, Mr. Estabrooks 
gave out the following interview:

“H. B. Schofield asked the chairman if 
the charter was t# be submitted to a pub­
lic meeting. M. E. Agar spoke in favor 
Of holding a public meeting. I then point­
ed out that as the charter was of the 
greatest importance to every elector the 
meeting must of necessity- be held in a 
place where every voter would have an 
opportunity to attend. I said that any 
ball accommodating some hundreds of men 
could be packed by any element. It would 
be quite impossiSle to consider submitting 
the charter to such a meeting, and df 
course it would be .quite impossible to 
find a place where all the electors could 
be present. The only way, I pointed out, 
in which the charter could be considered 
by the whole electorate was through the 
press, and anyone who had any criticisms 
or suggestions to offer could do it through 
the press as well, while anyone had the 
right to appear before thé legislature to 
express his views.

“Immediately I had said this, Mr. Agar 
rose and acknowledged what he had said 
had not bjen considered, and he asked the 
privilege of withdrawing all he had said 
in favor of having the public meeting. 
That ended the discussion, but I could 
have gone on and said that when the 
legislative passed the bill authorizing tW 
plebiscite on the question of commission 
government, it also imposed upon the 
citizens' committee, in the event of the 
vote being favorable, the duty of preparing 
a charter in accordance with the measures 
being advocated through the press and on 
the public platform. .The voté, as is well 
known, was favorable and the citizens’ 
committee prepared the charter as direct­
ed, and their duties will be completed 
when they present it to the legislature.

“1 ' believe the desire of the editor of 
the Globe is that the passage of this 
measure should be delayed, and it seems 
to me that the only ground on which de­
lay can be based is if the legislature cam 
be shown that there has been any essen­

Strips Of Ground ever, in the end I made a formal garden
at the back of’the house, with paved walks 
betweeh1 geometrical beds, planted with 
the hardier kinds of roses and also, W 
some long beds flanking the rose beds, the 
hardier perennial plants. Then I advised 
a pergola of oak posts and cross pieces 
above to overlap the posts on either side, 
and make them a good brown color with 
a coat of eelignum. This not only looks 
nice, but also protects the wood. Ramblers 
were planted against the posts as well as 
some white jasmin, which, strange to say, 
flourishes in London.

“The front garden is planted with flow­
ering shrubs, and besides being very beau­
tiful, they make a good screen from the 
road from spring to late autumn; under­
neath these were planted bulbs in the 
grass, and the best remains to be told.

“Some people may not have the money to 

spend on pergolas and paving stone but, 
even so, something can be done with even 
a tiny strip at the back of a row of houses.
I had one myself for some years. When I 
first went to the house there was no­
thing in the garden but a narrow bed un­
der what really was a beautiful old brick 
wall, but it looked like a thick hedge 
of ivy. Ivy! where you might have a 
brick wall. When that ivy was taken 
away, there was a danger of taking the 
wall with it for it had been allowed to 
grow into the brick work, but we managed 
it somehow.

“I have always been devoted to gard­
ens,” she said’, “and planned my own anjl 
those of many of my friends for a long 
time. I have been doing it professionally 
for six years. Of course, you can under­
stand that there is a great difference be­
tween planning a garden and making one. 
When I go into a garden, I can generally 
see at once how I should like it to be. 
T then make a‘ plan and an estimate and 
submit them to my.tiient. Much depends, 
naturally, on the amount of money to be 
spent on the garden, though it .is not 
necessary to its success that it should be 
a big affair. J plan .quite tiny 
sometimes arid make them lOytdy.

“It is astonishing, too, how, many things 
you require to know in oydmi -to plan 
out a successful garden. There are, first 
of all, the flowers themselves, their col­
ors and, mote important still, the time 
they bloom, so that the color scheme may 
be successful. A certain knowledge of 
architecture also is necessary, 
important detail, and one which 
of my clients do not think of, is to make 
a garden suit the house, I remember well 
going down to Lady de Bathe’s (Lillie 
Langtry) house at Newmarket. There was 
a door leading out of the drawing-room 
to the lawn—that is to say, it did not 
lead on to the lawn at ell, as one had to 
go up three steps to get to the lawn. 
There was a dark little thatched porch 
over this door—imagine it! The first 
thing I said was, ‘Well, this porch will 
have to come away.' Finally, I altered 
the entire facade of the house, pushed 
away the lawn from the door, made a 
sunken garden in front, and farther away 
a nice hill from the stuff I had dug out of 
it, and so what before had been a dull 
surface as flat as the back of your hand, 
was a variegated beauty space.”

“Do you do any of the manual work 
yourself?”

“No. What I do as a rule is this. I 
go 'down and stay in the place for a day 
or two. The head gardener I make fore­
man of the works. I explain to him what 
I want done and leave him to do it, vis­
iting the place from time to time. I
