It is true, also, I am sure—and the 
thought is one which we may well 
consider carefully—that “the calculat­
ing spirit,” whether in regard to men 
or money, in the parish or tthe diocese, 
invariably defeats itself. It fails al­
ways at the very point where it thinks 
to score success. It may seem for a 
time to succeed, but it is only for a 
time, and then the inevitable failure 
follows- Its prosperity is not real 

j prosperity. On the surface, all may 
seem to be well. There is no felt 
pressure of- local problems. There is 
freedom from the anxiety incidental to 
local debts. But beneath the surface 
the soul of the parish, or the soul of 
the individual, is being starved. It is 
always true. In the kingdom over 
which Christ is King — the kingdom 
which is’ not of this world—nothing 
succeeds like failure, and nothing fails 
like success. “There is that scattereth, 
and yet increaseth; and there is that 
withholdeth more than is meet, but it 
tendeth to poverty.”

I know of nothing
need of Canada today is that of leaders, 
far-sighted enough, and fearless enough 
to preach everywhere the gospel of 
economy.

Ü more
% It is Bishop Gore, I think, who lias 

said somewhere that the Lord Jesus 
Christ gave four rules to all who would 
be His disciples. They were to be­
lieve on Him,—they were to keep I lis 
commandments,—they were to love one 
another,—and they were to make dis­
ciples of all men. These four com­
mandments are fundamental t<> Christ­
ian living,—-faith, obedience, love, and 
missionary endeavor. It is extraord­
inary how many professing Chr\ptians 
are satisfied to keep, or, at least, to 
try to keep, the first three of these 
rules of the religious life without mak­
ing the slighest effort to keep the 
fourth. We admit that it is our duty 
to believe, and to obey, and to love, 
but dismiss the fourth lightly by say­
ing that ‘we do not believe in mis­
sions.” Yet the- command of mission­
ary endeavor is just as clear, and just 
as compelling, as the other three com­
mands. It is a strange piece of incon­
sistency. But it is more than incon­
sistent. It is utterly illogical. Fcr 
how can we hope to keep the first three 
commands, or, indeed, any of them, if 
we deliberately deny the fourth ? How 
can we rightly believe on Jesus Christ 
for ourselves alone, when we know 
that His mission was to the world? 
How can we pretend to obey Him, if 
we disregard that copnnand which 
stands in the very forefront of all His 
teaching? And how can we pretend 
that we are trying to love our fellow- 
men, if we refuse to share with them 
that which most of all makes life 
worth living?

My brethem of the laity, I beg of you 
all to consider how false and ignoble 
is the position of the man, who calls 
himself a Christian, while, in the 
breath, he gives practical denial to 
his profession by repudiating what 
has, from the very first, been abso­
lutely essential to the Christian faith, 
from its very inception, spontaneous 
and irrepressible of the church, 
carrying the Gospel out into the world, 
the disciples not only felt that they 
were following the example of their 
Master, who spent the three years of 
His ministry in going about from place 
to place, but remembered also that they 
were obeying the injunction, which was 
probably His last recorded utterance,— 
“Go ye, therefore and make tfisciplei 
of all nations.”

TO MAKE DISCIPLES.
If the Gospel be read carefully, it 

will be seen that the command to make 
disciples, with which the Lord closed 
His ministry on earth, came as the 
climax to a gradual course of teaching. 
The revelation of His mission to the 
world was a progressive revelation. 
Christ had been sent into the world for 
the salvation of the lost. There was 
the missionary idea In its first begin­
ning. Later on there came our Lord’s 
exaltation of the faith of the Roman 
soldier as something without parallel in 
Israel, an exaltation, surely, that must 
have been very hard for the disciples 
to understand. It necessitated an en­
largement of their conception of the 
Master’s mission.

The statement of our Lord in the 
Parable of the Good Shepherd that He 
had other sheep, which were not of 
their fold, marked another step for­
ward, for that seemed to point, not 
only to the dispersed among the Gen­
tiles, but to tlie Gentiles themselves. 
And then, in the very moment of His 
withdrawal from the world, Jesus 
taught His disciples that, while the 
teaching of the Church was to be lim­
ited to the Gospel that He had given 
them, to the sphere of that teaching 
there were to be no limits other than 
those which belong to the world itself. 
The church itself was to be a brother­
hood of all men, and in that brother­
hood the world was to find the Father­
hood of God.

MISSIONARY SPIRIT. BISHOP RICHARDSON
I am making Christian missions the 

main subject of my address today, 
because I have been driven to the con­
clusion that the real reason of our diffi­
culties in this diocese in regard to the 
budget offerings is the fact that the 
missionary spirit is only half alive. It 
is not dead, for there are parishes and 
individuals whose enthusiasm on be­
half of missions is beyond all praise, 
but in .the diocese generally it is only 
half attve.

I turn to the treasurer’s report, and 
I1 see that a very large proportion of 
the parishes and missions have fallen 
far short of the objective set for them 
in the matter of missionary giving. 
What is the reason? j have been ask­
ing myself that question. When I turn 
to the parishes for an answer, I am 
met at Mice by the reminder that 
“times are hard,” a reminder that is 
not seldom accompanied by a vigorous 
protest against the size of the appor­
tionment. The weight of the budget 
is too heavy to be borne. Under the 
old system, it is said in effect, the 
parishes were chastised with whips, 
but under this new system they are 
being chastised with scorpions. It is a 
novel application of an old story. The 
bishop is the heartless Rehoboam, and 
the board of missions are the band of 
hot-headed young men, who were the 
kings advisers.

Now I am prepared to admit that 
missionary obligations in the Dio- 

of Fredericton are unusually 
heavy,—heavier, I think, in proportion 
to our ability to give than in the case 
of many other dioceses,—but that the 
burden is heavier than we can bear I 
do not believe for » single moment. As 
I listen, indeed, to some of the com­
plaints that come to me, I am remind­
ed of Tennyson’s Lotos-Eaters, who 
“. . . . find a tale of little meaning in

SPEAKS OF TIMES.

IN his annual charge to the Church of England Synod, assembled In Trinity 
Church today, His Lordship Bishop Richardson dealt with some phases of 

present day life and scored the extravagance of the cost of high living. He 
made reference to the cry of “Hard times” and did not hold the people 
themselves blameless in this regard. The main text of the charge was mission 
work. His Lordship said:—

eminent. Taking as the period of ex­
amination the lean years from 1922 to 
1924,—the years during which the cry 
of “hard times” was most clamorous,— 
the following somewhat startling facts 
appear. In the year 19122, the number of 
registered cars in New Brunswick was 
13,518. In 1923, the nümber had risen 
to 16,588. In 1924, the total was 19,758, 
—an increase in the three year period 
of 67%. It seems to me that there is 
food for thought in those figures:

But think what that must mean in 
terms of money. In license fees alone, 
our expenditure increased from $302,- 
263.00 in 1922 to $452,489.00 in 1924,— 
gain of 49%. Then there are the oper­
ating expenses. I am told that, on an 
average, it does not cost less than $300 
a year to keep a car. It seems highly 
probably that, taking everything into 
account, this estimate is not too high. 
If that be so, then the people of the 
province spent last year not far short 
of $6,000,000 for the upkeep of their 
cars.

Add to that the total registration 
fees, and you have the very substantial 
sum of $6,452,899.00 expended for the 
maintenance of motor vehicles. I have 
included trucks in my figures, but the 
number of these is comparatively small.

There still remains the matter of 
capital expenditure. It seems probable 
that the average cost of a car cannot 
be less than $1,000, and, in that case, 
New Briinswick’s present investment in 
motor cars is approximately $20,000,000. 
Last year, the number of new cars 
licensed was nearly 3,000, which repre­
sents an investment of some $3,000,000 
at the very least. It would seem, there­
fore, that ' in 1924,—at a time when 
complaints about scarcity of money, 
and general business depression, were 

everywhere,—the people of 
New Brunswick expended for some­
thing that is, after all, to a very 
siderable extent a luxury not far sfiort 
of $9,500,000. When it is remembered 
that the total pay roll of the entire 
lumber industry in New Brunswick is 
estimated to -be $5,000,000, the signifi-

DUTY OF LAITY.
Before I leave the subject of recruit­

ing for missionary work, I want to 
pass on to you some wise words spoken 
recently by the Commission on the 
Ministry of the Protestant Episcopal 
Church in the United States. “The 
church should do ail in its power,” the 
commission urges, “to provide that the 
men who have entered the ministry 
shall find there the most fruitful field 
for service.

“If French women ever were placed 
in the same situation,” she replied 
without hesitation, "and had to decide 
the future pf nations they would die 
rather than commit suth a monstrous 
act as that perpetrated by Germany’s 
women, an action which is equivalent 
to killing a child on the bosom.

SOUNDS WARNING.
“We French women regard Hinden- 

burg’s election as a warning to- the 
world not to trust Germany. We hope 
all our former allies will come closer 
to France’s side and see that Germany 
Is not allowed to carry out her abom­
inable plane which are tantamount to 
a desire to kill and exterminate every­
thing not German.

“Tonight the French mothers, kneel­
ing beside their cradles will passionate­
ly kiss their sleeping babes and pray 
through their tears that their little 
ones live, not to be thrown, as were 
their fathers, into the battles of which 
Hindenburg is dreaming.”

CAN’T REMOVE TARIFF.

Direct Taxes.
Former Minister Is 

Charged With Plot SacrificeLast year the government proposed 
to collect 470,000,000 rubles in direct 
taxes from the peasants. Because of 
the drought'and because certain classes 
of poorer peasants were freed from 
taxation, the t^il amount collected 
was only about 840,000,000. The pre­
liminary estimate for next year’s taxes 
will be 300,000,000 rubles; and dis­
tricts where the harvest is unsatisfac­
tory will pa\e the privilege of paying 
at least part of their taxes in 
when the crop is better.

In order to give the peasants a 
chance to sell their products under 
more favorable conditions, the old 
practice-pf demanding the payment of 
a considerable portion of the tax im­
mediately after the harvest is to be 
given up.

Throughout all these years, as well, 
lie has carried on the duties of a pas­
tor. For a period practically corre­
sponding to his term as synod secretary 
he has been pastor of the large parish 
of Christ Church, St. Stephen. The 
combined duties, with the secretarial 
task growing steadily more arduous as 
the work of the synod has increased, 
prompted Archdeacon Newnham to 
request a few months ago to be re­
lieved of his pastoral charge’, and so, 
at the end of March, he retired from 
the active ministry, but retains the 
post in the synod to which he has de­
voted so many years of valued effort.

BORN IN ENGLAND.
Obadiah Samuel Newnham was born 

on March 23, 1848, in Leamington, Has­
tings, Warwickshire, England, 
father’s name was Obadiah Newnham, 
and his mother before marriage was 
Margaret Phoebe Browning. He mar­
ried young, at 20 years taking as Ills 
bride Hannah M. Bishop of Birming­
ham, England- For five years he read 
for Holy Orders in Lisbon, Portual, 
under Canon Pope, consular chaplain 
there and engaged at the same time 
under the Mission for Seamen at the 
Port of Lisbon. This was an English 
organisation doing work for sailors.

COMES TO CANADA.
Deciding to come to Canada, he was 

ordained deacon in September, 1875, 
in Halifax by the late Bishop Binney, 
and was appointed to the Parish of 
New London, *P. E. Island. In the 
following year the great desire of his 
life was gratified and he was ordained 
priest by Bishop Binney at St. Peter’s, 
Charlottetown, P. E. I. After three 
years of happy work there, the young 
clergyman removed to the Parish of 
Point du Chene, and thus came within 
the bounds of the Diocese of Frederic­
ton, to which he has ever since been 
attached. That was 46 years ago, and 
he has seen great growth and changes 
In the intervening time.

GOMES TO SAINT JOHN.
His next charge after Point du Chene 

was as curate of Saint John’s (Stone) 
church, in this city, under the late 
Rev. George Armstrong, serving chiefly 
in St. Mary’s church, Waterloo street. 

■Rev. Mr. Newnham was elected to the 
pastorate of the Parish of Hampton on 
the resignation of the late Canon 
Walker, and after five years of service 
there was gliosen as rector of the 
Parish of Christ Church, St. Stephen. 
That was in the summer of 1888, and 
there he faithfully and devotedly car­
ried out the arduous duties of a large 
charge until, as before stated, lie 
found the duties of his rectorship and 
his position in the synod making too 
great demands upon his powers, with 
the result that he retired from his 
pastoral charge on March 31 last.
