Firemen Called Ont by a Wrong Ala

Until It has Gained Great Headway

Halifax, Dec. 4.—Fire broke ont early 

this morning in the government drill 
shed, Spring Garden road. The police­
man who sounded the alarm left the box, 
and the firemen with their apparatus 
proceeded to the box from whence the 
alarm was sounded, but found no sign of 
fire, and left to return to their houses. 
They were afterwards informed of the 
location of the fire but it had gained 
headway before their arrival at the 
the scene.

The flames were discovered in the 
south end of the drill shed, and are sup­
posed to have originated in the armory 
of the 66th batallion or in the celler under­
neath South of this armory and at the 
eastern end of the building 
Quartermaster Kennedy, of the 66tb, and 
Sergeant Major Lockhart, of the 63rd, 
reside in apartments.

The flames soon penetrated into Ken­
nedy’s and thence quickly into Lock­
hart’s apartments. Miss Lizzie Lock­
hart was the first to notice the smoke, 
and alarm her father who notified the 
Kennedys. All barely escaped, but lost 
everything.

Mrs. Lockhart was partially suffocated 
with smoke. She was carried on a 
blanket to the shed opposite the burn­
ing building and removed this forenoon 
to a friend’s house in a cab. She is very

oLondon, Dec. 2.—RL Hon. George J. 
Goschen, chancellor of the exchequer, 
today addressed a meeting of the lead­
ing bankers and merchants, giving a 
detailed statement of his proposed 
scheme for increasing the stock of gold 
in the Bank of England by the issue of 

notes to the amount of £38,000,000, 
on the same condition as notes are now 
issued. After that point they will be 
issued at the rate of four-fifths against 
gold and one fifth against securities.

If by these means the stock of gold is 
largely increased, Mr. Goschen said he 
would relax the bank charter act so as to 
allow the bank in time of internal crisis 
to issue notes against securities, on con­
dition of its paying a high rate of interest 
to the government on such issues.

The scheme would be an enabling and 
not a compulsory one. It would depend 
for its success upon the popularity of the 
£1 notes with bankers and the public.

The scheme for issuing 10 shilling sil­
ver notes had been dropped, but on the 
condition that if foreign governments 
opened their mints to free coinage of 
silver, the Bank of England would be in­
vited to act upon the provisions of the 
bank charter act allowing it to hold one- 
fifth of its bullion in silver.

CLAIMS THEM BODY AND SOUL.

Bmperor William’s Speech to Recruits 
of the Guard.

Berlin. Dec. 2.—The Fresinnige Zeit- 
ung asserts that Emperor William’s 
speech, made a week ago, on the occasion 
of the administration of the oath of al­
legiance to recruits of the guard, contain­
ed the following:

“Recruits, you have, before priest and 
altar, sworn fealty to me. You are too 
young to understand the true meaning 
of the words in which you have sworn; 
but be dilhgent in following the in­
structions which will be given you. You 
have, my children, sworn allegiance. 
That means that you have given your­
selves to me, body and soul. You have 
only one enemy. That is my enemy. 
In the present socialist agitation, I may • 
order you, which God forbid, to shoot 
down your relatives—your brothers— 
even your parents—and you must obey 
without a murmur.”

go-CD The Chigneeto Ship Railway.
The work of construction on the 

Chigneeto ship railway has been at a 
standstill for some time, but a move is 
now being made with a view to having 
operations resnméd in time to have the 
work complete next year. Mr. H. G. 
Ketchum C. E., the promoter of the ship 
railway has been in St John for a few 
days, and yesterday he met Hon. 
G. E. Foster, the Minister of Finance 
whom he notified that an application will 
soon be made to the government for 
some of the subsidy to be payable as in­
terest on the bonds which are to be is­
sued. This Mr. Ketchum says, would be 
practically a guarantee that the interest 
on the bonds will be paid and would not 
involve any more expenditure On be­
half of the government than if 
the work had been completed this year, 
according to contract and the subsidy 
paid as agreed upon. The subsidy to be 
given by the government is $170,000 a 
year payable after the completion of the 
work in half yearly installments of $86,- 
000 each, for twenty years. The work of 
building the ship railway was commenc­
ed in October 1888, and another season’s 
work would finish it. The most difficult 
and risky part of the work 
according to Mr. Ketchnm’s idea, has 
been accomplished. Ha says that near­
ly all the earthworks have been com­
pleted, the road bed hes been graded, 
the embankments and foundations made 
solid, the harbors and approaches con­
structed, the masonary built firm and 
solid, and twelve miles of single track 
laid. About $3,500,000 have 
already been expended and 
about $1,600,000 more is needed to 
finish the work. It is stated that this is 
the greatest work ever undertaken oh 
the understanding that the whole job 
must be completed before any of the 
subsidy was paid, and yet Mr. Ketchum 
expresses the opinion that had it not 
been for the scarcity of money in Eng­
land and other things that have turned 
up the company could have easily carri­
ed it through to completion without 
asking the government to make the sut*- 
sidy available as a guarantee as they 
now intend to do to enable them to get 
over the difficulties that have presented 
themselves. If proper arrangements can 
be made the work will be resumed early 
in the spring and probably be completed 
next fall.
