Factory Workers Assist tbe Strikers in
Blocking Street ars.

Cleveland, June 16.—At noon to-day the
rioting was renewed. At the corner of
Wood and St. Clair streets several hundred
factory laborers bombarded passing  ‘cars
with stones, bottles -~ and other missiles
from the shop windows.

A crowd of 2,000 people blocked cars on
Suvperior street and Bank street, having
full possession of the field and stoning
the cars at their will. Only two arrests
were made.

About half past twelve two large stonss
thrown, from 'a roef crashed ‘down
tirough a Wade Park car and Perkins
avenue,” narrowly missing the motorman.

 west slope of the Caledonia mine, :sit-
uated.about one mile from this place, is
a seething furnace of flame to-day, the
tomb of 20 miners who, with ten others,
lost their lives in explosions early this
morning.

The names Of dead procurable are as
Thomas Johnston, undergrournd
manager, family; Alexander McDonald,
of Cape North, married, leaves a family
of 11 children; Arthur Grant, leaves a
Simpson,
D. McDougall, married, family;
John Doyle, sr., married, family; Stephen
McCormick, married, large -family;Neil
McDonald, of Pictou, single; Malcolm
Macaulay, single; and John Doyle, jr.

One man, Daniel Martin, has nhot yet
been found, and there is no doubt but
that he is dead also.

In addition the men known to be dead,
there were 20 men in the mine when the
explosions occurred. All are belleved to
be dead.

The names given above are those of an
investigating party. =

The first explosion /took place at five
minutes to four, followed by a second
one at five o’clock. The cause of the
explosion was undoubtedly a fire near
one-of the pumps. The smell of fire was
felt by the 29 men ‘of the night shift
and they started for the surface. On
their way they met ... underground
manager, Johnston, and his companions.
He persuaded the men to go back with
him. The second explosion followed with
fatal results.

Bx;itish Scheme For the:Organ-
ization of a Permanent
Tribunal.

1t May Be Supported by the Ger-
man Delegates to the Peace
Conference. ;

Nevi York, June 16.—The correspondeﬁt

'of the: Herald 'at The Hague gives the

following outline of the British arbitra-
tion proposal.

It provides for the organization of a
permanent tribunal of international ar-

bitration, which shall be accessible at all
times, and shall be governed by a code
of arbitration to be provided for by the
reace conference a prominent central of-
ficé ‘shall be established with a permanent
secretary and a suitable staff to serve as
a medium of communication for the as-
sembling of the tribunal. Bach .signa~-
tory power is to appoint two jurists or
publicists of high learning and integrity
to act as judges on the' tribunal. Any
of the signatory powers desiring to have
recourse to the tribunal for the peace-
ful . settlement of differences shall give
notice of its desire to the secretary at
the central office and afterwards .can se-
lect from the list of members of the tri-
bunal, the number of ‘arbiters stipulated
for in .the. arbitration agreement; : with
permission to adjoin to them :.any: other
person. The litigants themselves will fix
the date for assembling of the tribunal.
This outline shows that the British pro-
posals are tame, simply’ propounding the
principle of arbitration, and not making
it compulsory in any way. Germany
would Jdrobably prefer the British
scheme, but it is believed the conference,
not wishing to be trifled with doing use-
less work, will agree upon a compound of
much more precise and serious matter,
combining the American -and Russian
schemes. :

Folr French Prisonen Escape From a Penal
Settiement and Underzo Terrible Priva-
rions at Sea.

(Associated Press.)

New. York, June 16.—A dispatch from
Kingston, Jamaica, says:

A few days ago a little boat, contain-
ing four men, came up the mouth of Es-
sequibo river in British- Guiana from the
open. sea. The men had been buffeted
about at sea for three days and nights,
without food or water, and exposed, to
the fierce rays of .a tropical sun. They
were reduced to a terrible condition by
the privations they had undergone.

The four men were French convicts
who had escaped from the penal settle-
ment at St. Jean in Maroni Cayenne,
off which is Devil’s Island, where Drey-
fus was confined. It appears they elud-
ed the guard. stole the prison dugout or
canoe, got together a little food and
water, and put to sea. The food and
water was washed overboard,. but the
men preferred to perish of hunger and
thirst rather than return to the rigors
of the penal settlement. "They got to
New Amsterdam in Dutch: Guiana, and
were assisted by the Governor. hey
then put off for Britigh Guiana. which
they reached after perilous adve.ntures
and much suffering.
