The Pennsylvania is loaded down with 
consignments of wine, hosiery and other 
articles on which the new tariff charges 
highly advanced rates. The final decision 
means much money.

The closing hour at the custom house 
yesterday was one that will be marked as 
the mopt eventful period since the new 
structure was thrown open. More than a 
hundred brokers, forced away from the 
steel doors when they were dosed prompt­
ly at 4.30, clamored for admittance, for 
they knew full well that their failure ta 
pay duties on goods now in bonded ware- 
houses means the loss of thousands of dol< 
lars to their customers. It was with dif­
ficulty they were persuaded to desist in 
their efforts.

“There are dutiable goods worth mors 
than fifty million dollars in bonded ware­
houses here,” said Collector Loeb, “and 
much of this is affected by the new ach* 
dules.”

New York, Aug. 6—The giant steamship 
Pennsylvania, of the Hamburg-American 
Line, won and lost her race across the At­
lantic yesterday for a $20,000 prize, accord­
ing to the two views of customs brokers 
and of Collector Loeb. The assertion of 
the former is that she is within the three- 
mile-limit—having arrived at Sandy Hook 
at 10 o’clock last night—and therefore her 
cargo must be appraised under the old tar­
iff schedule, while, on the other hand, Mr. 
Loeb maintains that the captain of the 
ship should have delivered hie manifesto 
at the customs house before the closing 
hour, 4.30 p. m., if he was to bring the 
cargo of his vessel into port under the old 
law.

A fight is looked for when the offices 
open and the brokers gather to pay duties 
on their merchandise, wines, cotton goods, 
etc., worth a million dollars are involved, 
and much depends on word sent from 
Washington.

That the Hamburg-American Line offic­
ials were convinced of the proper interpre­
tation of the law as seen by Collector Loeb 
was proven by the fact that they sent swift 
tugs to Sandy Hook, where they were to 
take the captain and his papers aboard and 
hurry to the city, so that he could get to 
the custom house by the closing hour.

The chamberlain’s books show that up 

to the present time there has been re­
ceived from license fees, since January 
1st, $5,288.50. The greater part of this 
amount has been gathered in since May 
1, as the books of Clarence Ward, issuer 
of licenses, ehow> that a great many licen­
ses have been issued since that date. Up 
to the present time, 1,345 dogs have been 
licensed, the last entry of this kind being 
on July 26. Of the total number, four­
teen owners had to pay double fees as 
they did not take out the necessary docu­
ment until after July 1. The receipts 
from dog taxes this year are larger than 
ever before, due principally to the increase 
in the tax rate on bitches, but also due 
to a very great extent to the energetic 
and thorough way in which thç police­
men took . the “canine census.”

There has been a decided falling off in 
jthe revenues derived from cart licenses, 
due, it is said, largely to the fact that the 
coal dealers now have their own teams 
land they contend that they have no right 
(to pav the license fee for the drivers 
Thus far there have been only 
issued for a double cart—$3—and ten for 
single carta, at $2 each, while five pony 
jc&rt licenses have been issued at $1.50 

v each.

Twenty Seven Coachmen
Twenty-seven coachmen have contrib­

uted $4 each; eleven omnibus drivers have 
paid a like amount, and eight expressmen 
have handed in $3 each. For the privilege

All the accidents happened about six 
o’clock this morning.

The Holly in command of Dykemin 
Purdy was feeling her way upriver when 
she collided with the River’s Pier just be­
low Boar’s Head. The tug commenced to 
fill rapidly and the crew were compelled 
to take to the boat. In a few minutes the 
tug sank, only her stem being out of wat­
er. Word was brought to Indian town by 
the crew, and steps were taken this morn­
ing to raise the Holly.

It was also thought that she had been dam­
aged about the rud " r or that a hole had 
been punched in her, and she was put on 
the blocks this morning. An examination 
revealed, however, that the broken wheel 
was the only trouble, and she will be 
ready for business on the next tide.

New Haven, Aug. 7.—George Drew, an 
New York, is alive afteraeronaut from 

falling five hundred feet through the air 
here Thursday. He owes his escape to' the 
fact that he struck in the waters of New 
Haven harbor instead of being dashed to 
pieces upon the dry land.

ies in the Hoodoo district in northern 
Idaho, and in the Summit district in cen­
tral Washington, have created considerable 
excitement, and there is a rush of pros­
pectors. Miners in the Hoodcro Camp en­
countered a 14-foot ledge a few days ago, 
and assays show it is rich in free-milling 
gold.

The ash 
from cigarette or pipe and the shell of a 
chestnut or two will give excellent re­
sults.

Kelly 
Evans has been appointed special com­
missioner to investigate the fish and game 
situation in Ontario is of interest to New 
Brunswick people, and especially to St. 
John citizens, who remember his stirring 
words and wise counsel to the New 
Brunswick Fish, Forest and Game Pro­
tective Asèociation Mr. Kelly Evans is 
an enthusiast. He has paid a great deal 
of attention to the subject of fish and 
game protection, and realizes the value of 
this one of the country’s great resources. 
The Canadian Courier says of him:—

“He has peculiar fitness for the job. It 
is four years now since he was made sec­
retary of the Ontario Fish and Game 
Protective Association. Since that time, 
without a cent of remuneration, Mr. 
Evans has travelled and lectured far and 
wide in four provinces on the subject 
which most of his life he has taken for a 
wholesome hobby. Mr. Evans is also vice- 
president of the North American Fish and 
Game Protective Association for the 
province of Ontario; meepber of the Am­
erican Fisheries Society, and df the In­
ternational Fisheries Society; and last 
August he attended the International 
Fisheries Congress at Washington. It was 
he who organized the Ontario F. G. P. A., 
of which he is secretary, and "which now 
numbers thirty-six branches.”

Clearly this is a man fitted to take up 
the duties of a commissionership which is 
to deal With food fish of the lakes, fish 
hatcheries, and fish and game interests in 
public parks and forest reserves. The 
province of Ontario is working up to the 
value of these resources, and owes the 
awakening in no small measure to Mr.

He 
is therefore a valuable citizen, and will do 
hid native province good service in his 
Official sphere of effort.

The cruiser Indomitable is now the 

flagship of the First Cruiser Squadron. 
Rear Admiral Colville transferring his flag 
from the cruiser Drake, which supersedes 
the Good Hope as the flagship of the Fifth 
Cruiser squadron.

An impressive ceremony took place 
aboard the Indomitable at Portsmouth ( 
when Rear-Admiral King Hall, who has 
retained command of' the cruiser since his 
promotion, took leave of the officers and 
men. The whole of the ship’s company as­
sembled on the ' upper works of the ship, 
and, on their behalf, Rear-Admiral King 
Hall was made recipient of a silk rear- 
admiral’s flag and a silk Union Jack by 
Commander Kemble Lambert.

Both were hoisted in due form, so that 
the great cruiser presented the unusual 
eight of having two rear-admiral’s flags 
Hying at the same time, as that of Rear- 
Admiral Colville had been hoisted an hour 
previously. After these proceedings, Rear- 
Admiral King Hall’s successor, Captain De 
Bartolomé, was formally received by the 
officers of the ship.

SOME POINTS IN THE
COMPENSATION ACT

The following points from the compen­
sation act are printed by request for the 
benefit of enquirers:

1st—Notice of injury must be given to 
employer within two weeks after occur­
ence of accident. Ttts notice is as per 
form at foot. It has to be addressed to 
the employer and signed by the person 
injured or by his representative.

2nd—Damages can be claimed under 
common law for any amount, but the de­
cision of the court is not final and can 
ultimately be appealed to England. Or 
damages can be claimed under Workman's 
Compensation Acts of 1903 and 1908. In 
this case the workman, can petition to any 
judge of the Supreme Court whose decision 
is final. This judge has the right to 
award costs to either side as may seem 
just. These costs cannot be more than 
$25 as against the workman, or $100 as 
against the employer.

3rd—The total amount of damages per 
1908 Act, in case of death cannot be more 
than three years’ wages, or $1,500; in case 
of injury causing worker to stay home, 
not more than half of the workman’s 
weekly wages, and for a period not longer 
than 100 weeks.

4th—Printed copies of employer’s rules 
and orders must be kept posted where 
workmen can see them.

luth—Workmen need to remember that 
where they know of a defect in machinery 
and carelessness, it is their duty to give, 
within a reasonable time, information of 
such negligence or defect to the foreman 
or sub-foreman or any person in charge of 
the work. Failing to do this (unless they 
show some reasonable excuse for not hav­
ing done so, or unless they can shew that 
the foreman or sub-orem an knew of such 
defect or such carelessness), then in case 
of injury they would have no claim 
against the employer. Apparently all that 
is needed is for the workman to mention 
to any person in charge of the work that 
such machinery is in bad condition, or that 
such other worker is careless and that lives 
are in danger. If, however, the superinten- 
tendent or foreman or sub-foreman knew 
the defect or negligence, then it is not 
necessary for the workman to mention it 
to him.

11th—-H it can be shown that the acci­
dent was caused by a defect entirely 
known by employers and ' workmen, then 
the employer is liable if workman is in­
jured.

12th—Workmen in factories, mills steam­
ers, docks, foundries, laundries, quarries, 
mines, timber ponds, warehouses, railways 
have the benefit of this 1908 act.

toxicated, an4 when the injured workman 
knew of him being intoxicated, and did 
not say anything about it.

6th—If a workman is hurt by an ac­
cident caused by an earthquake or any 
sudden freak of natural law, or by an ac­
cident neither caused by defects in ma­
chinery or by fellow-workman’s careless­
ness, than such workman cannot recover 
damages.

7th.—A workman can get damages un­
der the 1908 Compensation Act if he is 
hurt by the carelessness or negligence of 
another man working alongside of him, or 
if he is hurt by any breakage due to a 
fault or defect in the machinery or in tfi^e 
gear. For example, if the gang-ways on 
a steamer are not in proper condition, due 
to the carelessness of certain men not 
setting them properly, then if a workman 
going over such gang way gets hurt, he 
lias a case against the ship. Or if a 
workman in loading a vessel was hurt by 
a wrong act or order of the winchman— 
or by a misplaced sling on the deal*—or 
by breaking of an old worn chain, then 
such workman would have a case against 
the owner. Likewise, in any factory or 
mill ,if a workman is hurt by the care­

Pekin, Aug. 6—The negotiations between 
China and Japan for the reconstruction, by 
Japan, of the Antung-Mukden Railway, in 
accordance with the convention signed sev­
eral years ago, have failed, owing to dis­
putes between tne contracting parties aris­
ing from the interpretation of clauses in 
the convention, providing for the policing 
of the line, etc.

Japan has formally intimated to China 
her intention to proceed with *he recon­
struction of the line within a time limit 
which Japan considers reasonable, regard­
less of China’s objection.

The entire railroad question, therefore, 
will be transferred from Mukden to Pekin, 
and be made part of the whole Chino- 
Japan question concerning Manchuria, the 
negotiations for the recommencement of 
which were concluded July 27.
