The Chief Justice thought ; tiypws inex­
pedient to proceed with tkfei matter at 
present. The intention bt the Constitu­
tion was no doubt that a year’s notice 
should be given of such changes. There 
was some doubt as to whether anything 
but the canon could be legally considered 
at this meeting.

Mr. vWm. Wilkinson thought there wan 
not sufficient reason for delaying this mat­
ter.

Chief Justice Allen suggested that the 
sermons preached annually at the meeting 
of the Synod should be published.

The Rev. L. G. Stevens wished to ex­
press his joy at the fact that the proceed­
ings had been so harmonious. He was 
pleased that though in a small majority,no 
motives were attributed to any clergyman 
by his brother clergy and laymen. He 
moved the following resolution, seconded 
by the Rev. Mr. Edwards

Admirers of boat racing are again dis­
gusted by tiie developements in the 
race that was to have taken place at May- 
"ville, N. Y. on Thursday last between 
Hanlan and Courtney. On the morning 
of that day it was announced that Court­
ney’s boats had been sawn in two during 
the night Hanlan offered Courtney the 
choice of three of his boats,but Courtney’s 
representative asked for a postponement, 
which was not granted, so Hanlan rowed 
over the course in one minute and thir­
teen seconds less time than the best on 
record and the referee decided the race 
to have been won by Hanlan although the 
“ Hop Bitters ” man who offered the 
prize, declines to pay it over. Despatches 
on the subject contain the following :—

After the race, a committee of news­
paper representatives, who claim they 

shabbily treated with respect to ac­
commodation, called on Courtney, to en­
quire into his share of responsibility there 
for. He denied any responsibility whatever, 
and during a conversation in regard to 
personal matters, made some startling 
statements which resulted in a general 
press meeting being called, with represen - 
tatives of Hanlan and Courtney present.

Sub vetor-G enseal.on- Dear Sir : —I observe that my name ap­

pears, together with those of a number of 
my friends in different parts of the County, 
in a list of newly-appointed Magistrates 
for Northumberland. I have no doubt 
that in recommending me for the position 
of J. P., you intended to do me honor, 
and I, therefore, thânk you for your good 
intentions. At the same time I must re­
spectfully decline the appointment You 
may remember that when you offered it to 
me a short time since I intimated to 
you that I did not care for the honor, and 
such being the case it would be inconsis­
tent for me to accept it

Last spring I requested of Mr. Gillespie, 
M. P. P., that a magistrate be appointed 
in the lower part of the pariah in which I 
live and the gentleman 1 then named waa 
gazetted. He informs me that he intends 
to qualify and I believe he is quite suf­
ficient to do all the work required of a 
Justice of the Peace in the district. At 
the time I brought the matter to Mr. 
Gillispie’s notice, I said it seemed singu­
lar that eight magistrates had been ap­
pointed in the upper half of Blisstield and 
not one in the lower part, (a district 8 
miles long), but I have bo desire now, to 
see J. P’s., become so plentiful as they 
are in upper Bliesfield, where you have, 
in some cases, been so kind as to appoint 
two in the same house.

I may remark that I think we have too 
many magistrates, all over the County, if 
not in the Province, already. Not more 
than ten out of every fifty of all who. are 
in commission in the County at the pre­
sent time, appear to do more than receive 
the Royal Gazette and copies of the 
Statutes, and when I consider that every 
such appointment you make involves an 
expense for these luxuries of about $6 per 
year, which must be paid out of the public 
moneys, I think it would be much better to 
make only such magisterial appointments 
as are absolutely necessary and devote the 
money saved to improving our public 
roads which afein very bad condition.

And throughout 
Jeremiah there are many prophecies 
regarding both Judah and Ierael, the 
two houses being always kept distinct, 
which we must leave the reader to 
study for himself.

The consequence of 
this would natnraly be that the ma­
jority of that tribe would connect them­
selves with Jerusalem and the house of 
Jndah; so that we find the hotue of 
Jndah ever afterwards consisting of the 
tribes of Jndah, Benjamin and Levi. 
(See 3 Chron. 11, 1.3.) Then after the 
captivity of Judah, when that house 
wo restored to Jerusalem, we find 
that there “rose up the chief of the 
fathers of Judah and Benjamin, and 
the priâtes and the Levita——to 
buityrthtihotise ot the iLord, which ia 
in Jerusalem (Ezra 1. 6.) And no­
where do we read of any returning to 
Jerusalem from Babylon, who were 
not of the tribe of Jndah, Benjamin, 
or Levi ; while the house of Israel, 
which wo carried captive to rissyria 
many yean previously, did net return 
to Palestine at all. 80 much for his-

own
land ; and I will make them one nation 
in the land npon the mountains of 
Israel ; and one king shall be king to 
them all ; and they shall be no 
two nations, neither shall they be divid­
ed into two kingdoms any more at all.”

Thus the house of Israel wo to be 
driven away amongst thé heathen, to 
inhabit islands in the west and become 
a great colonizing empire, and to be 
restored to the land of promise along 
with Jndah, and there again to become 
with Jndah one nation ruled over by a 
king of the house of David. In this it 
is implied that the two houses should 
be nationally distinct during their his­
tory ; and the house of Judah ia cer­
tainly so. The house of Israel was not 
restored at the time when Cyma order­
ed the return of the Jews, and as a na­
tion, Israel has never been restored 
since. The united restoration and re­
union is something still in the future ; 
and the prophecy cannot be accomplish­
ed nntil some nation representing Israel 
takes possession of Palestine and brings 
the Jews (house of Jndah) along with 
them. We believe that the only nation 
capable of doing this is Great Britain 
and the probabilities are that this will 
be done ere many more years elapse. 
And there does appear to be a general 
correspondence between the circum­
stances and condition of Britain and 
the prophecies concerning Israel. We 
shall see in a future number how pro­
fane history supports the theory that 
Britain is the house of Israel.

Dr, J. S. Benson sworn.—About 9.30 
on Thursday evening I was summoned td 
go on board the barque Gladstone lying at 
Loggie’s wharf. The messenger said that 
young Heard, cleik at Mr. Mnirhead’s 
store, had met with an accident. I went 
on board immediately and found deeaÉ 
lying on a coach in the cabin, in 
conscious condition. He was very restless, 
throwing his limbs about and moaning. 
Oh examining his head I found k' large 
swelling on the right aide, extending from 
the ear forward to the eye, and 
to thç middle of tiie head. On 
side there was a smaller swelling on the 
temple, both of which I considered caused 
by extravasation of blood. He was sen­
sible of pain, for when I examined his 
head he put up his hand. I called him 
by name when he partially opened bis 
eyes, but did not answer. The pupils of 
the eyes were of the natural size and re­
sponded to the light. There 
paralysis of any park I waited a few 
minutes to see if he would rally. I then 
sent for some ice and for my brother, Dr. 
J. B. Benson. On his arrival we applied 
the ice to deceased’s head, and also a large 
mustard poultice covering the whole of 
the chest and bowels. No internal 
dies were administered for fear of suffoca­
tion, owing to his unconscious state. His 
pulse was intermittent irregular, and com­
pressible. Afterabout an hour, he appear­
ed-to rally and once he opened his eyes. 
He never recovered, however, sufficiently 
to recognize any one. His eyes became 
insensible to the touch about this time, 
and he gradually sank until he died at 
12.15 a. m. The cause of death was con­
cussion and probably contusion of the 
brain. There was no evidence of depress­
ed fracture. From the swelling on both 
sides of the head, he appears, to have 
struck first oc one side and then on the 
other. There was a ladder found broken 
where he fell, which he might have struck. 
The fall he sustained would be 
to cause the symptoms described.

To the Jury.—It con Id not be judged 
externally whether the bruises received 
by the deceased were sufficient to cause 
death, or whether there were other symp­
toms induced by the fall.

Dr. J. B. Benson sworn—Between 9 and 
10 o’clock on Thursday evening, I was 
called upon to see the deceased, William 
Heard, on board the barquentine Gladstone.
I found him lying in the cabin insensible, 
having sustained the injuries already des­
cribed by my brother, Dr. J. S. Benson. 
He appeared very pale, and his pulse 
ranged from v48 to 60, which was small. 
Hie byes were insensible of pressure, he 
vomited twice, the contents of the 
stomach being mixed with a little blood

Once or twice, he shewed signs of improve­
ment, but nothing to warrant much hope.
I left lmn in a dying condition. The 
cause of death was concussion of the brain.

The Jury, without retiring, brought in 
a verdict, to the effect that the deceased 
had come to his death through injuries re­
ceived in falling into the bold of the 
Barquentine Gladstone, lying at Peter 
Loggie’s wharf.

It is needless to say that everything 
that human sympathy and kindness could 
devise was done for the little sufferer 
while he still lived, and although no re­
lative was present, the grief of those who 
were witnesses of the lad's death wen none 
the less deep and sincere. He had only been 
in Chatham some six months, having, at 
his own request, been placed in Mr. 
Mnirhead’s employ, by his father, who 
wished that he should become familiar 
with the details of the lumber business of 
the Miramichi. He was a pleasant well- 
behaved little fellow, and his quiet and 
manly bearing, and attention to business, 
in business hours, together with excellent 
general deportment, were such as to at­
tract the attention of many people who 
would perhaps fail to notice Іюув of the 
ordinary class. Such friendships as he 
c ontracted amongst lads of his own age 
were v eil chosen and he was, as he de­
served to be, a general favorite with all 
who knew him. It is not, therefore sur­
prising that the news of his sudden death 
caused regret among all classes of the 
community, and expressions of sympathy 
for his family, two thousand mHes away. 
A cable message preparing them for the4 
worst was sent by Senator Mnirhead, and 
an enquiry for all the particulars 
sent back,showing bow anxious they were 
at home. These were forwarded and Mr. 
Mnirhead also telegraphed to the agent of 
the Allan Line Steamers to secure the con­
veyance of the remains to England in the 
Sarmatian, which was to leave Rimouski 
on Saturday. A reply came stating the 
body could not .be taken, as the Princess 
Louise was to be a passenger on that 
vessel—one which, wo are quite sure 
would not be approved by her Royal 
Highness, bad she been aware of it 
William Heard, Esq., of Charlottetown, 
P. E. I., oncle of Willie, was telegraphed 
for and after further communication 
with the lad’s father, it was decided 
that the burial should take place in Chat­
ham. An elegant casket was procured 
in Moncton and meantime the body was 
prepared for the grave aft Mr. Mnirhead’s 
residence, whose place of business was 
closed on both Friday and Saturday.

When deceased got 
opposite the main hatch, I saw him fall 
The boatswain called out he was down the 
hold.

Salt Hah are quickest and best fresh­
ened by soaking in sour milk.

Milk which has turned or changed 
may be sweetened or rendered fit for 
use again by stirring in a little soda.
. Salt will curdle new milk, hence in 
preparing milk porridge, gravies, etc., 
the salt should not be added till the 
dish ir prepared.

Clear boiling water will remove tea 
stains. Pour the water through the 
stain, and thus prevent its spread­
ing over the fabric.

A tablespoonful of turpentine boiled 
with your white clothes will greatly aid 
the whitening process.

Boiling starch is much improved by 
the addition of sperm, or salt, or both, 
or a little gum arabic dissolved.

Blue ointment and kerosene mixed 
in equal proportions and applied to bed­
steads is an unfailing bug remedy, and 
a coat of whitewash is ditto for the 
walls of a log house.

Kerosene will soften boots or shoes 
that have been hardened by water, and 
will render them pliable aa new.

Kerosene will make your tea kettle 
as bright as new. Saturate a woolen 
rag and rub with it It will also remove 
stains from the clear varnished fur­
niture.

Cold rain water and soap will re­
move machine grease from washable 
fabrics.

Beeswax and salt will make your 
rusty flat-irons as clean red smooth as 
glass. Tie a lump of wax in a rag and 
keep it for the purpose. When the 
irons are hot, rub them Brat with the 
wax rag, then scour with a paper or 
cloth sprinkled with salt.
