nor halted. The House of Lords pro-
nounced ugainst. the peacs and for sev-
eral days it seemed prubable thut the
Ministry would be impeached, but a
batch of Tory peers wus created which
overawed the Whigs and triumphantly
carried the measure through the House,
The peace was not perhaps the peace
which an ambitious soldier or an im=
placable partizan would have concluded,
but St. John was firmly persuaded that
it was necessary fcr the country and
one of which any statesman might be
proud. In this opinion of the measure
he has been born out byLord Macaulay,
the great Whig politician and historian,
who most emphatically declares that
the peace was a just and necessary
peace.

By the Treaty of Utrecht the succes-
sion of the Crown of Great Britain had
been guaranteed to the House of Haa-
over, but a suspicion soon began to
prevail that the Queen and a portion
of her government secretly favored the
pretencions of the son of James II.
The minority in parliament attempted
to carry several measures which would
bring these supposed partialities to a
test and the Queen was compelled to
invite the Electress of Hanover %o
England. Upon the death of that
princess in June, 1714, the Queen,
much against her will, issued a pro-
clamation offering & reward for the
apprehension of her brother should he
land either in Great Britain or Ire-
land.

At this time the Whigs were admir-
ably organized and disciplined and it
was well known that the Hanoverian

During the cam-
peigns in the Lower Countries and
Bavaria the vigour of the British troops
under the command of the Duke of
Marlborough, completely subdued the
domineering power of France and rais-
ed the military glory of England higher
than at any period since the days of
Edward ITI. The campaigns of the
British forces in Spain under the com-
mand of the Earl of Peterborough were
also brilliant and successful and result-
ed in the taking of Barcelona and the
compelling of several provincea to ac-
knowledge Charles IT1 as their king.
The most signal exploits of the navy
during the war was the taking of Port
Mahon and the capture of Gibraltar by
Admiral Rooke.

DOWN RIVER BY CANOE.

Thursday morning brought a south-
east wind accompanied by lightning,
thunder and rain, After breakfast,
the storm raged so wildly that I aban-
doned my purpose of— starting
that day on the down-river run of
about forty miles to Ways, and turned
in for a supplementary snooze, which
I had enjoyed for two hourz when, at
9.30, one of Mr. Adams’ whoops awak-
ened me to the fac: that the sun was
breaking his way through the clouds,
thouzh the wind had changed but little.
The river had risen about four inches
with the heavy rain of the last four
hours, and no time was to be lost in
taking advantage of the additional wa-
ter to help us down, for the stream had
been so Jow of-late as to promise usa
scraping time of it on the trip. We
had one of the best Micmac 'canoes
made on the North Shore—the ‘“Rob-
ert Henry”—built last winter on the
Resiigouche, made of well selected and
perfect barkfand cedar, light but strong,
with even lines and of the most approv-
ed model. Our equipment for this trip
consisted of my camp kettle and its well-
packed contents of butier, suger, tea,
etc.—that could be easily carried in
one hand, a small box in which were
two Ib-. pork, 2 quarter 1b. tins of sar-
dines aud three lbs. biscuit, beides
my sleeping tent and blankets and one
blanket each for Will and Bob. We
had to go as Iightly stocked as possible,
for there were places in the river
around which we must portage. The
jolly perty at the house gave us a good
send off as we lelt the shore of Camp
Pool at 10.55 a. m. end went careering
down through the strong-flowing wa-
ters, which here dashed in foam over
the ledzer near the surface, or, there,
swirled portentiously over sunken bow!-
ders, Will, pole in hand and poised,
ready and watchfvl in the bow to push
this way or that, avoiding dangers cal-
culated to pacalyse a non-professional,
whil¥ Bob in the stern, had to narrow-
ly watch\Will’s motions and thrust here
or there, *‘ho'd hes” or give an extra
boost as his brother indicated. Canoing
down is different from cazoing up
stream ia this—that it is the man for-
ward who is steersman, the after man's
position being & secondary, although
very important one.

FAST RUNNING.
In five minutes we had reached the
Chain of Rocks pool,but did not stop to
fish, although we put in five minutes at

the distance being run in eight minutes
from Black Silent Pool. The waters of
The Dam are not so continuously wild,
nor is the chasm so crooked as at Cun-
ard’s Ledges, but the view from the cliff,
which overhangs the right bank be-
tween the first and lower falls and is,
perhaps. seventy feet high, is one of
rough grandeur that would delight an
artist. At the last falls or Dam all the
water of the Northwest Miramichi
pours through between a fissure ten
feet wide in the solid ledge, while, when
the river is ten feet higher, the width
is only twenty feet. How deep it is at
this point no one has ascertained, for
the water runs with such great velocity
and power that no pole or plum-
met-line sounding can be made.
Immediately below this spot the foaming
waters are emptied into a great basin
where they form a black whirlpool that
eddies in a rock-enclosed circle and pass-
ing off, run away through a narrow gorge
formed by perpendicular Trappean ledges
The boys portaged the canoe around by
the right bank, some 4C) yards, while I
was enjoying the beauties of the placeand
gathering teaberries, which abound on
the summits of the cliffs. We left at half-
past three, having spent 25 minutes at
The Dam. In fifteen minutes more we
passed Mountain Brook, the reddish
waters of which came over a pretty fall
on the left bank of the Northwest, and,
five minutes later, wa wereat
THE NARROWS.

This place surpasses those above it in the
boldness of its scenery. The ledges seem
to have been thrust upwards on each side
out of the river, to a height of 100 feet or
more and to approach each other oi the
top. Looking down between them the
river appears almost narrow gh to
jump across and the canoe but a cockle-
shell. Weran a short distance through the
foaming waters and down a pitch where
we intended to land on the side of the

below, for there was a fall at the
lower end which was rather teo heavy
for our craft. We went over the plich
with enjoyable velocity, but the water
below it was too deep to admit of our

poles reaching water. Its swiftness and

News has just reached us of the death
of the Rev. Alexander Russell, Pastor of
St. John’s Church, Dalhousie. The la-
mented gentleman has been in feeble
Lealth for some time. He was much
prosirated during the spiing months of
1887; but having rallied somewhat in May
he undertook the journey to Winnipeg as
a delegate to the General Assembly which
met there in June of that year. The jour-
ney proved too much for him, and he was
seriously ill in that city at the residence
of a daughter, since deceased, He re-
covered sufficiently to enable him to re-
turn howe, bui-was unable to preach dur-
ing the greater pact of the seacon. He
managed to resume his dutics early in the
current year, and continued to labor amid
much infismity till about three weeks ago,
since which time he has been relieved by
his son-in-law, Rev. Dr. J. F. McCurdy
ol the University of Tororto. Although
the end was considered imminent by him—
self and his friends it seems to have come
sooner than was anticipated, though nome
too soon for the weary toiler whose earn-
est desire was to die iu harne:s.

+ It appears that he went to his room on
Saturday evening and had been there
two hours. when Learing a noise as of
a fall his son-in-lgw enteréd and found him
dead. His desire was, therefore, fulfilled.
Mr. Russell was a native of Elgin,
Scotland, and had received, in hiz native
land, a very liberal, though not a regular
collegiate education. He emigrated to
Nova Scoiia in early life and there great-
ly distinguished himself as a painstaking
and very successful teacher. Even at this
period he was an effective and eloqueat
public speaker and a warm hearted, chris-
tian man. Some thirty years ago he eu-
tered the service of the Dritish aad For
eign Bible Society, and as the ageat of
that Society his face and voice were fa-
miliar in almost every town and village
of the Maritime Provinces. He was firm
even to severity in ks principles, but
gentle as a child to those who honestly
differed from h:m. On Sundays, as he
went fzom place to place, he preached as
opportunity oifered. His ability as a
preacher soon attracted the notice of min-
isters and congregations conneccted with-
his own church. Some fifteen years ago
he was asked to accept the office of the
minis*ry, a posijion very rarely accorded
in the Presbyterian Church, eaxcept to
those who have taken a regular collegiate
course,
try. aod was duly Licensed to preach.
With little delay he was called to the
pastorate of St. Johu's Charch, Dalkousie,
to whose service the rest of bis life. was
devoted. He w-s greatly beloved both
by his congrezation aud the members of
his Presbytery.

San Fravcisco, Aug. 12.—The steamer
“City.of Sydney,” -arrived from Hong
Kong and Yokohama, brings particulars
of the volcanic eruption of Bandai Saa on
the 15th of July. In the morning smaller
Bandai San trembled and roared violently.
Almost immediately afterwards ashes be-
gon to fall. The sky suddenly grew dark.
The rumbling sounds continued, accom-
panied by violent earthquakes and a daz-
zling flame. The crest of smaller Bandai
San appeared to be lifted bodily upwards,
then to fall again with a tremendous noise.
Showers of red mud, miogled with large
stones, spread havoc around. In five vil-
lages, I-wass, Yozen, Wakamiya, Misato,
and Hibara the greater part of the houses
have been buried from seven to twenty
feet.

MixNEAPOLIS, Minn., Aug 13.—The de-

tails of one of the most gigantic trusts
everdevised have just come to the sur-
face in this city. Itis a combination of
all the principal lumber interests of Min-
nesota with those of Wisconsin. Fred
Meyer Houser, the richest lumber mau in
the world, who has already secured con-
trol of ail the pine lands tributary to the
Chipp sad M rivers in Wis-
consin, is.at the head of the deal. He ig
also at the head of the Mississippi Lng-
ging Co., whose headquarters are at Eau
Clair, Wis. The company is said to con

trol about sixty million dollars invested
in lamber and pine lands and backed by
heavy capitalists of Berlin. The company
owns about nine billions of stumpage in
Wisconsin, and it is understood on good
authority that wearly as mach is now be-
ing contracted for in Minnesota.

The Fishery Roport.

The fisheries’ aununal report advance
sheets show that the valuc of the fishery
atch of the Dominion during the past
year fell from $18,280,000 to $18,234,000,
as compared with the year previons. The
largest decrease was in canned lobsters,
which dropped $89,400." There was a de-
cline also on the mackerel catch and near-
ly & quarter of a million of dollars in the
value of cod taken. The total value of fish
exported to the United States was $2,717,-
000, or 40 per cent of the total export.
The imposition of a duty on all fish enter-
ing the United States. from Canada ap-
pears to have materially rednced the quan-
tity sent into the American markets,
which, as compared with the exports of
1884, the year before the duty was im-
posed, show a decline of 24} per cent.
Of the total value of the catch of the Do-
wminion only 37 per cent. was exported
last year, 63 per cent. being retained for
home consumption. As compared with
1884 there was a drop of 43 per cent. in
the value of dry-salted codfish exported to
the United States and 27 per cent. in the
shipments of mackerel. - The exporty of
pickled herring fell off Gl per cent. Of
the total export of pickled mackerel the
returns show that the United States took
87 per cent last year and only 15§ per
cent. of the total shipments of dry-salted
cod, Itis also said that the book willnot
contain an important report from Com.

Sawdust turning into Soll.

Did any of Th: Timberman readers ever
make s study of sawdust turning into soil?
Doubtless many have, in some measure,
given the idea a passing thought, but
have not watched the action of nature in
resolving back again iuto its original
elements the capital she had lent out over
a thousand years ago, to build up -the
stock in trade of a pine trce. The study
is one of engiossing interest, and its re-
sults are well worthy cof a briet notice in
these columns., Twenty-five years ago,
East Saginaw, Mich., was a scattering
hamlet, built here and there among and
along the edges of swamps and bayous,
bordering the Saginaw river.
