US* The Gloucester election petition was 
before the Supreme Court at Frederic­
ton last week, and if there is any such 
thing as clashing proceedings in a 
vexatious shit, because of bungling on 
the part of petitioner’s counsel, we have 
heard about the last of Mr. Narcisse 
Landry’s attempt to annoy Mr. Burns, 
M. P., for two or three years^ at least. 
The event will, no doubt, furnish an 
additional warning to honest and well- 
intentioned men who are known to 
have a little money, against having 
their prejudices wrought upon by 
designing persons with little ability and 
no money, but unlimited “gall” and 
ambition, who are always ready to in­
cur unlimited expense in the pursuit 
of revenge, if they can only find a 
number of their “compatriots” suf­
ficiently innocent to pay the bills. In 
this case, a number of respectable 
gentlemen will he found to have spent 
a good deal of money and got very little 
satisfaction therefor. And, after all, it 
has been a rather ridiculous business, 
all through, on tie part of the petition­

er and his attorney. They have been 
serving .good copies of their poor little 
petition on the wrong men and an im­
perfect and inadequate copy on the re­
spondent; endeavoring to get witnesses 
to court without going thp proper way

Out­
side of the continuous crib-wo k there are 
to be nineteen blocks 20x20 feet, built 
with a batter of 1 in, 12 on the sides and 
1 in.

These are to be of similar material and 
construction and ballasted the same rs the 
continuous crib-work and to be placed 
twenty feet apart.

The Influenza, or Grippe.

The presence of influenza in our ‘midst 
is a fact which concerns a number, if not 
all, of our readers. On this subject we 
have been favored with a letter from the 
Rev. Dr. Stewart, to which we desire to 
direct snecihl attention. It іi as follows:

As I see a note of instruction in your 
last issue regarding influenza, perhaps 
you will allow me to add a little on this 
subject, which at present is very impor­
tant in the country. And here let me say 
that this epidemic trouble is now, as if 
ever has been, a perfect enigma to med- 
cal men. They really know not whence 
it comes, nor how it goes, nor what it 
reilly is. Numerous theories exist re­
garding it’; but history all along the line 
shows that these theories have been 
set aside almost as soon as projected. Tht- 
practical effect of all this is that no person 
should trust to any medicines alone as 
cures or preventives. Medical men are try 
ing medicines to the best of their skill,bu 
necessarily by way of experiment chiefly. 
It is generally assumed that influenza i- 
a kind of zymotic fever ; but while it is 
clear there is fever in it, and sometime.* 
of a very pronounced type, there is •‘fi'Tjffi 
no evidence adduced to prove that it is 
zymotic. There must therefore be much 
uncertainty in the use of medicine. It 
should bj particularly noticed, too, that 
it will not be fought off as an ordinary- 
cold may. Real influenza will have the 
mastery for a time.

The best and quickest way to get over it 
is to giye in at once ; to go to bed ; to 
keep warm ; and to nourish well, and 
miin'y by liquid nutritions fool. Toe 
nervous system is so smitten down tha 
solid fool might draw too ifluch upon і» 
and produce nausea an l consequent ten­
dency to chill. The system, in short, is 
not able for hard work in digesting 
Having gone to bed, do not experiment 
by way of rising till the fever beabeen1 
for several days. The reason is that thn 
nervous system :s so reduced in strength 
that the heart will scarcely carry on th«* 

'circulation, unless the body be kept in the 
recumbent Doaition. Here is th^ critical 
point, and people will scarcely take warn­
ing ; they Jhink it is merely a doctor’s 
fad. Nevertheless, it is really at this 
point where danger comes in. If this in­
struction be disregarded bronchitis, or 
inflammation of the lungs, or some such 
trouble, will set in readily, and complete 
a work in many cases which influenza 
would never have done.

But how may one know when seized by 
influenza? The main symptom is rapid re­
daction of nerve or vital energy. The 
onset is sometimes so decided that the 
person is smitten down as in a faint.

The Smelt Fishery. 10 60
10 60(Portland, M* , Argus )

ТЙе smelt business has been rather pe­
culiar this year. The first stage, the hook 
and line fishing from wharves, river bank, 
and bridge piers, was fairly successful as to 
quantity and entirely so as to profits. 
Smelts have brought from 10 to 18 cents 
per pound clear to the fishermen.

Some of the local high-liners have made 
$3 and $4 a night for two weeks or more, 
while two brothers in Waldoboro who ran 
quite an establishment on the banks of the 
Medomak, pulled in $90 in less than a week 
Several men along the toute of the steamer 
“Phantom” made $25 a week while the pole 
fishing lasted.

The proper time, according to the calender 
for fiàfttng through holes in the ice has ar­
rived, but the ice has not quiet yet material­
ized. When this does come, strong enough 
to bear the weight of a man and a house, the 
smelt fishers will take solid comfort and will 
make money besides. The houses are well 
known by sight to nearly everybody, being 
about ten feet square, and six and a half feet 
high, furnished with a stove pipe through 
the roof. These houses are placed over 
holes in the ice, the stove, inside is started, 
and the fisherman has a good time.

The local markets have been plentifully 
supplied with unfrozen smelts brought in in 
small lota from the islands and shores of 
the bay. The large lots go to Boston and 
New York, being handled by commission 
dealers.
