The funny writer obtained a popularity
wider probably than he had expected. His
words reached Mrs. Stantiloup, as well as
the Doctor, and were read even in the
RBishop's palace. They were quoted even
in the ‘Broughton Gazette,” not with ap-
probation, but ig, a high tone of moral
soverity. ‘‘See the nature of the language
to which Dr. Wortle's conduct has stibject-
ed the whole of the diocese!'"” That was
the tone of the oriticlsm made by the
*Broughton Gazette’ on the article in
‘Everybody’s Business.’ ‘‘What else has
he a right to expect?”’ said Mrs. Stanti-
loup to Mrs. Rolland, having made quite
a journey into Broughton for the sake of
discussing it at the palace. There sho ex-
plained it all to Mrs. Rolland,having her-
self studied the passage so ag fully to ap-
preciate the virus comtained in it. ‘‘He
passes all the morning in tho school whip-
ping the boys himselt because he has sent
Mr, - Peacocke away, and then amuses
himself in the evening by making love to
Mr, Peacocke’s wife as he calls her. Of
courso they will say that,—and a great
deal worse.” Tr. Wortle, when he read
and re-read the article,and when the jokes
which wers made upon it reached his ears,
as they were sure to do, was nearly mad-
duned by what he called the heartless in-
iquity of the world; but his stute became
still worse when he regyived an affeotion-
ate bat solemn letter from the Bishop
warning bim of his danger. An affoction-
ate lettor from a bishop must surcly be
the most disagreeable missive which a
parish clergyman can receive, Affection
from one man to another is not natural in
letters. A bishop never writes affection-
ately unless he means to reprove severely.
When he calls a clorgyman ‘‘his dear
brother in Christ,”’ he is sure to go on to
show that the man so called is altogether
unwortity of the name. So it was witha
lottor now received at Bowick, in which
the Bishop expressed his opinion that Dr.
Wortle onght not to pay any further visits
to Mrs. Poacooae till she should have se-
tled her:zelf down with one legitimate hus-
band, let that legitimate hushand be who
ha might. Tho Bishop did not indeed, at
first, mnke any reference by name to
‘Everyobdy’s Business,’but he statod that
the **metropolitan press’ had taken up
the matter, and that scandal would take
place in the (ioc@®e if furthor cause wore
givon, *‘It is not smough to be innocent,*’
-ald the Bishop, **but men must know
that we are 30.”’

Uhen thers came a sharp and pressing
correspondence between the Bishop and
the Dactor, which lasted four or five days.
The Doctor,without referring to any other
portion of the Bishop'’s letter, demanded
to know to what ‘‘metropolitan news-
paper’’ the Bishop had alluled, as, if
acy such paper had spraad seandalousim-
putations a3 to him, tho Doctor,respecting
the lady in guestion, it would be his, the
Dostor’s duty to proocecd agalnst that
newspaper for libel. In anwser to this the
Bishop, in a note much shorter and much
less affectionate than his former Ilesler,
said that he did not wish to name any

_metropolitan newspuper. But the Doctex,

would not, of course, puttip with such an |

answer as this, He wroto very solgmnly
now. iiis lordship had spoken of*=¢andal
in the diocese. The words, said the dooc-
tor, contained a most grave charge. He
did not mean tosay that any such accnsa-
tion had been made by the Bishop himseif;
but such acousation must have been made
by some one at least of the London news-
papers, or the Bishop could not have been
justified in what he hal written, Under
such circumstancas he, Dr, Wortle, thought
himself entisled to demard from the
Bishap the name of the newspaper in que;-
tion,and the date on which the article had
appearcd.

In answer to this there came no writ-
ten raply, but a ocopy of the ‘ Sverybody’s
Business’ which the Doctor had already
soen. lie had, no doub$, known from the
first that it was the funny paragraph about
‘‘tupto’’ and ‘“‘amo’’ to which the Bishop
had referred. But in the serious steps
which he now intended to take, he was
determined to have positive proof from
the hands of the Bishop himself. The
Bishop had not directed tte pernicions
newsnaper with his own nands, but if eall-
ed upon, would not deny that it had
been sent from the palacs by his orders.
Having received it, the Doctor wrote back
at once as follows:e—

‘“Rizht Reverend and dear Lord,—Any
word cominz from your lordship to me is
of grave lmmportance, as should, I think, !
be all words coming from a bishop to his
clergy; and they are of special importance
wiien containing raproof, whether deserv-
ed or undeserved. The scurrilous and vul-
gar attaok made upon me in the news-
paper which your lordship has sent to me
would nut have been worthy «f my serious
notice, had it not been made worthy by
your lordship as being the ground on
which such a letter was written to e as
tha! of your lordship’sof the 12th irstant.
Now it has besn invested witih so much
solemnity by your lordship's notice of it,
that I feel myself obliged to defend myse!f
against is by pub'ic action.

*If I have given just cause of geandal
to the diosese, I will rotire both from my
living aad from my school. But before
doingz so I will endeavor to prove that I
have donos neicher, This I can only do by
publishinz in a court of law all the cir-
cumsiances in reference to my connection
with My and Mrps. Peacogke. As regards
mysels, this, though necessary, will be very
painful.  As rezards them, I am inciined
to think that the more the truth is known,
the niore general and the more generous
will b the sympathy felt for their posi-
tion.

¢ As tha newspaper sent to me,no doubt
by your lordship's orders,from the palace,
has been accompanied by no letter, it may
be necessary that your lordship should be
troubhled by a subpoena,so as to p.rove that
the new:paper ailuded to by your Jordship
i8 the ci.9 agalnst which my procesdings
will be ta'zen, 1t will be necessary, of
course, <hat J shouls show tha the libel
in queation has bheen deemed importans
enough to bring down upon me eoclesias-
tical rebuke of such a nature a3 to make
my remaining in the diocese unbearable,
unless it be shown to fave beun unde-
sorved.””

Thers was consternation in the palace
when this was received. So ssifi-necked a
man, so obstinafe, so-unclerical,—so de-
termined to make snuch of littie! The
Birhop had falc himgelf boungd to warn a
ciergyman that, for the sake of the Church
he eould not do altogether ns other men
might. No douit ecrtain ladies had got
a.ound him —especialiy Lady Margare:
Momson,—filling his ears with the horror
ot the Doctor’s proceedings. 'I'ne gentleman
who had writton the aruwle abous the
Greek aud the Latin words had seen the
truth of the thing at onse—so said Lady
Margaret. The Doctor had condoned the
offence committed by the Peacockes be-
catg? the wuman had been beautiful, and
was ropaying himself for his mern’ by
basking in her beauty. Thero was no say-
ing that thers was not some truth in tl_ﬂn.
Mrs, Wortle hers:if entertained a fealing
of the same kind. It was palpab'e, on the
tace of it, to all exoeps Ly. Wortle bimself,
—and to Mrs. Pescocks. Mrs. Stansiloup,
who had made her way inio the palace,
was quite convincing on this poins, Eyery-
body kunew sho sald, that he WONLACTOSY,
and saw the lade all alone, ever¥duy.
Everybody did not know that. 1t evary-
body had been ascnrabe, gverybody would
have asgerted that he did this thing every
other day. Byt the matter,as {t was vepre-
sented to the Bishop by the lpdies, with
the assistance of ong or two clergymen in
tha Claso, certainly scemed to justify his
lurdship’s interference.

Bat this that was threatened was very
torrible. There wasa dotermination about
the Ductor which made it clear to the
Bishop, that he would beas bad as he sald.

When, he, the Bishop, had gpoken of scan-
dal, of course he had not intended to say
that the Doctor’s condnot was senndalous;
nor had he sald anything of the kind, He
had used the word in its propor sense—
and had doclared that offence would be
oreated in the minds of people unless an
injurious report were stoppad. *‘It is not
snpugh to be innocene,’’ he had sald, * but
men must know that we are so.”’ He had
declared in that his helief in Dr. Wortle's
innoconce. But yet thero might,no doubr,
be an action for libel against tho neyys-
paper. And when damages came to be
considered, much weight would be placod
naturally on the attention which tho
Bishop had pald to the article. The result
of this was that the Bishop invitod the
Dooctor to come and spend a night with
him in the palace.

The Doctor went, reaching the palace
only just before dinnar. During dinner
and in the drawing-room Dr. Wortle made
himself very plcasant. He was a man who
could always be soft and gentle in a draw-
ing-roam. ‘I'o sce him talking with Mrs,
Rolland and the Bishop’s daughters, you
would not have thought that there was
anything wrong with him, The discussion
with the Bishop came after that, and last-
ed till midnight. ‘It will be for the dis-
advantage of the diocese that this matter
should be dragged into court,—and for the
disadvantage of the Church in general
that a clergyman shetli seom to seek
such redress against his Bishop.”’ So sald
tho Bishop.

But the Doctor was obdurate. ‘‘I seck
no radress,”’ Lie said, ‘‘aga’nst my bishop:
I seek rodress azainst s newspaper which
has caluminated me, It is your good
opinion, my lord,—your good opinion or
your ill-opinion, which is the breath of my
nostrils. I have to refer to you in order
that I may show that this paper, which [
should otherwise have despised, has been
strong enough to influence that opinion,’’

CHAPTKER XV.—*‘AMO’ IN THE

The Dootor went nup to London,and was
told by his lawyers that an aotion for
damages probably would lie. ** ‘Amo’ in
the cool of the evening,’’ certainly meant
making love.

How he can have
condesnended to send that senrrilous newa-
paper is more than I can understand.
Thut cne gentleman should have so treat-
ed another is to me incompreiensible; but
that a bishop should have dons so toa
olergyman of his own dioceso shakes sll
my old convictions. There is a vulparity
about it, a meanness of thinking,an apti-
tude to suspece all manner of evil, which
I cannot fathom. What! did he really
think that I was making love to the
woman? did he doubt that I wes treating
her and hop huysband with kindness, as
one human belng is bound to treat an-
other in affliction? did he believe, in his
heart, that I egnt the man away In order
that I mizht have an opportunity for a
wicked purpose of my own? 1t Is impos-
sible, When I think of myself and of him,
I cannot believe it. That wuman who has
suoccceded at last in stirring up all this
evil against me,—cven she could not bo
lleve it, Her malice is suffcient to make
her condyct intolligible; but thera is no
;x‘;nuca in the Bishop’s mind mzainst me.

@ would infinitely sooner live with me
on pleagant terms if he could justify his
dolng 8o to his gonscience. He has been
stirrel to do this in the execution of some
presumed duty. I do not accuse him of
malics, But I do accuse him of a mean-
ness of intolleet Jower than what I gould
haye presumed to have been possible in n
man g0 placed, J neyor thought him
olever; I naver thought him great; [ never

+ thought him even to be a gentleman, in

the fullest sense of the word; but I did
think he was a man. This is the perform-

‘“What did he believe? When he read
that arclole, did ho see in it a true rebuke
ag:inst a hypoerite, or did he see in it a
sourilous attack upon a brother elargv-

If the lat-
ter, ho certainly would not have boeen in-
stigared by it to writo to me such a lotter
us he did.  Ho certainly would not have
fent tho paper to me had he folt it to aon-
tain o foul-mouthed calumny. "

““How will you be the worse? Who will
know?”

When the Bishop
has thought it necessary to sond it to me,
what will other people do, others who are
not bound to bo just and righteous in
their dealing with me as he is* * ‘*Amo"’
in the cool of the ovening!" * Then ho
sllvlzcd his hat and rushed out into the gar-
den.

The gentlemen who had written tho
paragraph certainly had had no iden that
his words would have been thus cffectual,
Tho little joke had seemed to him to bo
gnod enough to fill a paragraph,and it had
gone from him without further thought.
Of tho Doctor or of the lady he had con-
ceived no idea whatsoever. Somebody else
had sald somewhere, that a clergyman had
sent a lady’s husband away to look for an-
other husband, while he and the lady re-
mained together. Tho joke had not been
much of a joke, but it had been enough,
It had gone forth, and had now brought
the whole palace of Broughton into grlef,
and had nearly driven our excellent I)oo-
tor mad! ‘‘ *‘Amo’ in the cool of the even-
ing!”

If it were false as
well as ribnld, slanderous as well as vul-
gar, malicious as well as mean, was the
sending of it & mode of communication
hHotween a bishop and a‘clergyman of
which he a8 bishop could approve? Ques-
tions sush as thewo must be nsked him;
vl the doctor, ns he walkod Llpne arring-
ai these queations within his own bosom,
puttinz tham into the strongest language
which ho could find, almost assured him-
sell that the Bighop would bo crushed in
answo ing thems  The Bishop had made
vgcoat mictako,  So the Doector assured
himself, Ha hald beon entrappod by bad
wlvisers, and had fatlen intoa pit. He
had gono wrong, and had lost himaelf,
When crogs-questioned, as tho Doctor sug-
gested to himsolf that he shoulil bo eross-
wssioned, the Bishop wouk! have to own
ali this;—and then he woald be erushed,
Dut did he really want to erush the Bishop?
Had this man boen so bitier an enemy to
himn  thas, having him on the hip, he
wanted to strike him down altogethor? In
descaibing tha man’s characier to his
wife, a3 he had d,ns in the fury of his in
dignation, he had azquisted tho man
of malice. He was surs now,in his caliner
momuit, that the man had not iniendal
to do himm harm.  If it wero folv in the
Bishop’s basom, his parish, his sehool,
and hischaracter wowid all bama le sal - to

T'iere wud nong of the spirit of Mrs,
Stantiloup in theteviing that had prevail-
ed a* the palaze  'The Bishop, who had
never yot heon&ble to bo masterfu! over
him, hal desivedin a mi'd way to become

fut. e had liked the oppartunicy
of wrlting that affectionato leticr.  That
reforanae to tho *metropolitan press'’ had
slipt from Lim umawa and the
badgored fur his aathovity when
give nn e from the I.:n
papers, he had sent the objeetionablo ‘per-
fodical. He had, In point of fact, maden
mistake;—a stupld, foolish mistake, into
which a really well-brod man would hard.
ly have fallen. ““‘Ought I to take advant-
age of 1t*"’ safd the Doctor ta himself
when hp had wandered for an hour or
more alone through the wood. He cer-
tainly did not wish to be crushed himself,
Ought he to be anxious to crush the
Bishop because of this error?

What About “The Honored Leadler?”

A Quebec despatch of 8th instant
says i—

*“‘An important judgment was deliver-
ed in the Superior Court this morning by
Judge Andrews in the case of Regina vs.
Pacaud.. This action has been brought
by the Taillon Guvernment against Mr.
Ernest Pacaud, a-proprietor and editor of
L’Electeur, the leading Liberal organ of
this district, to recover the handsome
gift of $100,000 made by Mr. C. N. Arm-
strong to Mr. Pacaud in connection with
the Baie des Chaleurs Railway scheme.
The proceedings in the present case did
not last more than 24 hours, much of the
testimony having been extracted from the
Royal Commission report.

*“This morning Judge Andrews con-
demned Mr. Pacaud to pay to the Pro-
vincial Government the full sum of $100,-
000, costs and interest from 1891, the
date of the Armstrong Pacaud . trans-
action.”

It is encouraging to honest people
that when the courts are called upon

| to deal with such flagrantly dishonest

transactions as that of Mr. Pacaud in
connection with the $100,000 referred
to, they do 8o in the same way as if
the thieving were done on private
account. The law has been pursuing
Mr, Pacand for a good while, and the
judgment of Judge Andrews is the
most importapt victory gained in the
matter yet, but it will, no doubt, be
sonve time before the depleted treasury
of Quebec will be recouped, as Pacaud
has powerful friends in that province,
who profited both directly and in-
divectly by the dishonest transaction,
which is ‘again- made the subject of
public attention by reason of the
judicial decision just rendered.

Readers of the Apvance will
doubtless, recall the circumstances of
the Pacaud swindle. It was inter-
woven with the Dominion election
campaign of 1891—the contest in
which the political absurdity of
“Unvestricted Reciprogity” made a
oreak between Hon, Edward Blake
and other leading Liberals, and the
main body of the party, which followed
the then new leader, My
Mr. Mitchell, who was the Laurierite
candidate in Northumberland, made
great boasting over the expected suc-
cess of the party to which he, himself,
was a companll;ively recent convert,
and one of the strongest reasons he
gave for predicting Mr. Laurier’s
success was that “Mercier had his coat
off” fighting the party’s battle
Quebec, *‘backed by ample means” etc.

It was io raising the “ample means”
for this big push to win the elections
for Mr. Laurier, that Mercier, Pacaud,
Tarte, Messrs. Langelier and others
became involved in what was really a
more direct and flagrant breach of
public trust than even the Pacific
Scandal. It took place thus.

Mr..C. N. Armstrong, contractor for
the Baie des Chalears Railway, had
long and  vainly claimed payment o
subsidies alleged to be due to him. He
had received certain amounts on sub-
sidy account from time to time, but
had always to apply and receive his
money through Pacand, who seems to
bave been a kind of political brokér
for the Mercier Government, and ever
exacted a certain per centage of what
was paid to Armstrong. On this
occasion, after vainly endeavoring to
get his money, Pacaud suggested to
him that be could get $75,000 for him
if he would acknowledge receipt o’
$175,000, the extra $100,000 to Le
banded over to him, Pacaud, for
political purposes.  Checks to the
amount of $175,000 was accordingly
drawn to Mr, Armstrong’s order by
Mr. Chas. Langelier, Provincial Secre-
tafy in the Quebec Government, and
$100,000 worth of them were immedi-
ately endorsed by Mr. Armstrong over
to Mr. Pacaud.

Pacaud and. others had, meantime,
been disconnting their notes to supply
the “ample means” by which Mr.
Laurier’s supporters were being assisted
in the elections, and the sworn testi-
mony given at the investigation show-
ed that this $100,000 steal from the
Quebec Government was divided up
amongst Mr. Lauriet’s closest political
friends, beginning with Mr. Mercier,
premier of the Government which paid
the money over for tha purpose. That
gentleman required a certzin propcrtion
of his share to be placed directly to his
credit with his banker, while other
sums went to pay some notes of his
falling due, as well as notes of Pacaud,
Char, (Provincial Secretary) and
Fraucois Langelier, J. Israel Tarte and
C. A. Pelletier, Pacaud toek quite a
big slice of it for his own election dis-
bursements in Montmorency, and he
claims that he did not benefit person-
ally by any of it, but that it all went
to pay election expenses for Liberals in
the Dominion election of 1891.

in

It is evident that Mercier’s hope was
to get Mr. Laurier in power at Ottawa,
a3 he and his friends had several
schemes ready, for raids on the Domin-
ion Treasury, which would have re-
couped the Quebec Government tifty-
fold tor this $100,000 steal, and which
Mr. Laurier would have been power-
less to reaist, surrounded as he would be
by, and having for his closest political
associates—as he has to-day—the men
who were the chief organizers and
beneficaries of the dishonesv transac-
tion.

Itis now announced by Messrs.
Laurier and Pacaud’s friends that an
appeal is to be taken against Judge
Audrews’ judgment. Thas will put
off the evil day, but, in the end, Mr.
Pacaud will have to pay up, and Mr.
Laurier, in whose political interest the
wrong was done, can hardly do less
than assist his first lieuteuant to dis-
charge che. liability. Should Mr.
Laurier’s party succeed in the coming
Dominion elections, he will be ina
position %o do for Pacaud & Co., after
1896, what he was expected to be able
todo after 1891. Meuntime, Mr.
Pacaud will continue to work through

his paper, ’Electner, in Mr. Laurier's

The Decline of Weoden and Salling
Tonnage.
When our own Government is
assailed because shipbuilding
declined with us, the force of the at-
tack is very much weakened in view
of the shipbuilding statistics of Great
Britain, which show that wooden
vessels are hardly constructed at all in
England now, while sailing tornage is
fast disappearing from the retnrns of
British industry. The proportion of
sailing tonnage built in Great Britain
has declined steadily from 24 per cent.
in 1892 to 14 per cent” in 1893, 8 per
cent in 1894, aud only 5
1895. If some of oar politicians were
in England they would attribute the
decline to the tree trade policy of that
country, just as some of the same class
attribute the fulling off of wooden
shipbuilding in maritime Canada to
protection.

From Ottawa.

The latest news trom Ottawa indi-
cates that the combined obstructionisty
—Messrs. Laurier, McCarthy, Clarke
Wallace, Sprounle,Cartwright and others
have disappointed all hope of passing
the Remedial Bill this session. It is
vamored that the bill i8 to be with-
drawn to-day, in order thut some abso-
lutely necessary legislation may be
passed. The House cannot sit after
Friday of next week.

The Wood Trade.

In Messrs, Farnworth and Jardine’s
Liverpool Timber Trade circular of 1st
inst. the most noticeable feature is the
contrast between the bulk of stacks on
hand on 3lst March 1896 compared
with the same date last year. Of the
woods, for which the guantities are
given in cubic feet, which include,
square, waney and other pine, redwood,
fir, oak, elm, birch, teak, greenhart,
etc.,, the quantity on hand Jast year
was 2,951,000, cubic feet, while,
this year it is only 2,088,000,
or nearly one third less. Of
Quebec pine deals, New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia spruce and pine deals,
Baltic red deals and boards and Nor.
way flooring boards there were 32,550
St. Petersburg standards on 3lst
March last year, while there were only
15,253 at the same date this year, St.
John and Bangor spruce deals are
quoted at £6.5 to £6.10 and those of
Nova Scotia, . etc, at £5,12.6 to £6.5.
Spruce deals arearriving much more
freely than at the correspondiug period
last year. During the past month there
were from British North America 9
vessels of 5,803 tons, against 3 of
4097 tons for same month in 1895.

Messrs. Farnworth & Jardine say:

““The aggregate tonnage to this date from
all places duriog the years 1804, 1895 nod
1896 has been 20,306, 24,915 and 37,421
tons respectively. Busiuess during the pasc
month has again been fairly satisfactory,
imports generally moderate, and prices
steady. The deliveries with thge exception
of two items have exceeded the imports, aud
the aggregate stock may now be considered
light.

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia Sprace
and Pine Deals. —Of spruce deals the import
exceeds that of last season, viz.,, 2,550
standards, against 1,200 standarde, chicfly
hy steamers from St. John, B., aud
Halifax, N. 8., but with an active demand
the deliveries have been satisfactory, and
the stock is now very light, viz.,, 2,353
standards; of some standard dimensions the
market is now practically bare, however,
bnt several cargoes aie expected during the
coming month; prices are firm. Pine Deals.
—The stock is small, and there has been
more cnquiry for next season.

“Birch.—Of logs the import has been
light ; there has been less enquiry, owing
to buyers having supp'ied their present re-
quirements from last month’s heavy im-
port ; prices are steady, but the etock is
sufficient,~ Pisoks have been imported
freely,8nd have gone largely into cousump-
tion ; the stock "is fairly moderate, but
prices, except for special sizes, are easier.”

Imitation hard rubber from sawdust is
the subject of a German patent. The
sawdust—that of resinous woods being
best—is wixed with chromatized glue,
preesed into the desired shape, and freed
from moisture in a bath of heated oil,
varnish or tar. The process is completed
by drying in an oven heated to 400° to
600° F., when the substance becomes like
hard rubber in sppeirance as well as
propetties.

Glass houses of & very subttantial kind
can now be built. Silesian glass-makers
are turning out glass bricks for all surts
of building purposes, claiming for them
such advantages as variety of shape, free
transmission of light, strength, cheapuess
and genersl adsptwbility. Where com.
plete diffusion of light 1s needed, asin

An apparent cold sensation has bean
noticed when the hind is exposed to
Roentgen rays. Terting this with the
thermopils, Dr. Turner, of E linburgh,
has found that heat is really radiated
from the phosphorescent patch in the
Crookes tube, but that the heat is much
lessened if the cucrent is reversed 8o us to
ckange the poles. The phosph t

lignid, Ocdinary tees are found to have
tongues with a length o 6.6 millimeties

prove a valuable guide to dshermen.

Oaly within the last year hase it been
known that some of the yeasts, or fungi
of fermentation, are capable of producing
disease, Dr. Lydia Rabinowitsch, a
pupil of Koch, has lately collectad fifty
different varieties of ysast, of which seven
—one from fermenting figs, another from
grapes, and a third from an American ale
—had disease-producing properties ; and
these yeasts, moreover, appear to be
distinct from seversl pathogenio varieties
isolated by other observera, | The fatal

patch in some tubes becomes quite hot.

The first boiler insurance company was
formed in Eagland in 1859, In the ten
years following, according to Mr. R. B,
Longbridge, tha annual average of ex-
plosions of land boilers was 49, and the
average number of deaths 78, whareas
for @ similar period ending June 30, 1895,
the average number of explorions, includ-
ing collapse of flues, was 26.4, and of
deaths 13.8. This comparison becomes
-miuch more striking when one considers
the enormous increase in the number of
boilers and the steady increase in steam
pressures.

The plan of lighting by hidden are
lamps, especially in fuctorier, was strong-
ly recommended some years ago. The
light fiom the lamps is thrown against
whitewashed ceilings aud walls, which
reflect it back into the room. No glare
tenches the eyes. A London bank is now
similarly lighted by incandescent lamnps,
which are suspended over reflestors open-
ing upward, and ate iavisible from the
floor, The light is diffused throughout
the rooms, and sharp shadows are
avoided,

A remarkable bird of Venezuela—
called by the Indians Yak-a mik asud by
ornithologists Psophia crepitans—is a
netive of the grest Amazon forests, where
it builds its nest in the ground near the
foot of a tree, The Indians ocatch the
young birds and time them. In du~
time they become valuable assistants,
tending flocks of sheep, fowly, or other
farm stock with great efficiency, and they
show great affection for their masters.
Several other 8outh American birds are
said to have the same instinct of caring
for other animals.

A striking difference in the mental
qualities of natives of different parts of
France has been discovered by Dr. R.
Oolignon. Eonumerating for each de
partent the men born in it for a century
who have become in any way distinguish-
ed, he finds the proportion to the million
inhabitants to range from 690 in the de-
partment of the Seine (including Paris) to
13 in Charentes, Normandy having 106
per million. Prominence in science has
been marked in Normandy, while in the
south the tendency is to poetry and
works of the imagination. The investi-
gator is led to conclude that the differ-
ence of race, which is & purely anatomical
fact shown by the shape of the head and
the color of the hair, has & corresponding
difference in the brain, which is revealed
by & special tendenoy of the thoughts and
particular aptitudes.

The value of the bee lies in its tongue,
and, as the usefulness of this member as
a honey-extractor is supposed to vary|
with its length, efforts are being made in
France to develop an improved—or long-
tongued—race of bees. The tongue is
measured by two methods: M, Charton
uses a box having a cover of wire netting
and a slightly nclined bottom, the bees
which reach through the netting and suck
sweets from the bottom farthest down the
incline being those with the longeat
tongues. The apparatus of M. Legros
isa vessel of sweetened liquid, witha
perforated tin-plate cover which can be
adjusted at any desired height above the

effeots appear to be due to the enormous

A suggestive study of the bodily and,
mental defects of children has been made
by Dr Fraocis Warner, who has presen'-
ed the facts collected tn the Royal Statis-
tical Society of London. Tt appears that
defective development is more frequontly
ia boys than in girls, and move associated
with nervous disorder in the former and
| with delicacy and dulness in girls. Mental
dullness, especially in boys, is much
associated with irregular mevement and
action, showing the need of physical
exercise. Defective development—such
as imperfect proportioning of the features
and parts of the body—is often associated
with mental dulness, but the want of
physical trajning  of the brain is & more
geueral and direct cause of the dulness,

It has been long regarded as a curious
fact that lightning has a preference for
certain trees, giving first choice to the
oak and seldom touching the Ilaurel,
During the last score of years the subject
has been made one of systematic investi-
gation in & German forest, In the dis-
triot under observation, every 100 trees
includes an average of about 70 beeches,
11 oaks, 13 pines and 6 firs; yet, in the
years 1879 to 1890, lightning struck 56
oaks, 3 or 4 pines, and 20 or 21 firs, but
not a single besch. Trees on wet ground
were very cften struck; disproving the
idea that dryness of the soil adds to the
risk. Eurly experiments showed that
tho oak is & wmuch better electric con-
ductor than the beech, but that the
moisture iu living wood hss nothing to do
with the conductivity; while the recent
results indicate that the trees containing
the largest proportion of fatty materisls
are most secure agiinst lightning, and
that those poor in oil —especialy if rich
in starch—are the ones destroyed.
Other experiinents have proved that the
living or greer. wood is a much poorer
conductur than dead wood of the same
species. One practical less>n to be
drawn from . the work of the German
foreaters is that, in seeking shelter from a
thunderstorm, it is safest to chovse a
beech tree; or at least to avoid oaks and
tirs, as woll as trees with dead limbs,

Death of Richard Eooken, Zsq.

The death of Richard Hocken, Esq. took
place at his résidence last Thursday evening
about ten o'clock. The event was not un-
expected, slthough his laet illness was of
comparatively brief duration. Its termina-
tion, however, was sufficiently foreseen to
enable his ch ldren to be ®ammoned to his
bedside, and all but one—Mrs. Joyce, who
arrived a few hours afcter his decease—had
fhe melansholy satisfaction of being with
him when he died. He was in his seventy-
seventh year and one of our most respected
citizens and best koown marchants. He
was an Eoglishman, bis native plsce being
Liskeard, in the County of Cornwall. He
came to Chatham Sept. 22ad 1841,
as accountant in the Custom House of tho
port, whea the late Mr. Wiight was
Collector, under the imperial saathorities,
and ths Custom House was at Bushville,
quite near the present residencs of Judge
Wilkinson. Oa the 11th October 1846 he wes
appointeéd-aub-collector at Bsthurst, and on
24th July 1848 he was appointed controllerof
customs and Navigation Laws at Richi-
bucto. He married = Susannah, daughter
of the late Michael Samuel, one of the
leading merchants of Chatham, whose place
of business was on Water Street, where
the Benson 3Block uvow stands, and when
the Province assumed control of its revennes
aad the Customs passed under local control,
Mr. Hocken ceased to be an imperial officer
(Oot 21t 1850) and engaged in business at the
stand he occupied at the time of his death.

He was ‘s man of strong aund distinct
individuality. His iotegrity was unques-
tioned, his irmuess of purpose uncompro-

ising. His 1 were always
reached by methods of his own, for he
thought and aoted for himself, regardless
of environwent or the views of others. In
his business and private life he was the
embodiment of conservatidm, although an
ultra-l.bersl in politics. He bent very
slowly, if at all, to the social idens of the
day, if doing ) wonll involve any de-
i»rtnre from those of the good old colonial
times, and he was intolerant of ostentation
in any form. Tu chunnels of which he had
koowledge, he dispensed & charity by no
means stinted. It was ss free and adequate
as it was quietly exercised. It was bestyw-
ed as a duty, as well as a plessure, and
seldom where it was undeserved. Those
who knew him intimately remember also
how he could uanbend, and be as genial as
he was genuine and originul in his character,
and he was hospitable in the true, old-
fashioned way.

His faneral took place last Sunday after-
noon and was very . largely attended.
Although the travelliog was very bad—the
jce on the river being too dangerously
weak to be trnated, and the streets bare in
town aod impassible for wagons in the
couotry, by reason of snow and ice—friends
came from Newoastle, Douglastown, Nelson,
Loggieville and other places, to follow the
remaios to the grave. There was a private
house service cosductel by Rev. Canon
Forsyth, Rector of 8. Paul’s, after which
the funeral proc:ssion was formed under the
direction of Mr, John McDonald, undertaker,
There were no pall-bearers. The chief
mouraers were Messrs. R. 8. and M, 8.
Hocken, sons, and Hon, Allan Ritchie of
Newcastle and Mr. John' Rogers, of Mon-
‘tresl, sobs-in-law of deceased, Harold
Shreve, of Albany, grandson, Drs. J. 8. and
J.B,snd P. H. C,, M. 8., Fred and Willie
B , D. T. Jobuost and others. The
cortege was met at the gateway of S. Paul’s
churchyard by Rev. Canon Forsyth, where
the funeral service began, The bedy,
whioh was enclosed in a. maseive oaken,
silver-mounted: casket, was borne into the
church and pliced in front of the altar rail,
where the beautiful lilies with which it was
deck~d, seemed suggestive of the KEaster
season, and of “‘The Resurrection and the
Life’ referréd to in the Cburch office for the
Barial of the Dead. The choir of S. Paul's,
led by Geo. Burchill, HBsq., ss organist,
chanted the 90th psalm in the solemn service,
and l'ang the hymns, ‘Forever with the
Lord,” and “Abide with me,” the Rector
réading the Iesson and prayers, Proceed-
ing from the churoh to the grave, the casket
was lowered by Messrs, R. S, and M. S.
Hocken, Hon, Allan Ritohie and P. H.C.
Bensob, aftér which the sepvice was con-
cluded. © ¢ s 5
