GREENVILLE, Dec. 8.—Old John 
Cusack, the hermit king of Moose Is­
land, in Moosehead lake, was drowned 
late Monday afternoon by breaking 
through the ice within 15 rods from the 
shore. Nothing was known of the ac­
cident until Tuesday morning, when 
a man living on the shore opiyDsite 
the island saw a small dog on the ice 
acting in a peculiar manner. As the 
dog remained in the same spot for 
some hours, an investigation was made 
and it was found that the animal was 
intently watching a hole in the ice, 
which he refused to leave. It was 
found that Cusack had not been in his 
hovel since Monday morning, when he 
left on a trip to Greenville, and men 
grappled through the hole in the ice 
for his body, which was recovered. 
The little dog had watched the hole 
in the ice all night.

It appears that Cusack had made a 
trip to Greenville, drawing a hand- 
sled, early on Monday, and that he 
started in the afternoon on his return. 
The ice is very thin, and when within 
a stone’s throw of his home on the is­
land he broke through and was 
drowned in 12 feet of water.

John Cusack who was about seventy 
years old, has been known for thirty 
years or longer as the king of Moose 
Island, of which he was owner and 
-ole resident. He lived by farming, 
log driving and guiding and was one 
of the most peculiar characters in 
Maine. His expertness with rifle and 
paddle, and as the performer of daring 
feats on logs in rough water were 
known everywhere up north. Disap­
pointed In love early in life he retired 
to Moose Island and there lived, with 
no companion, except a dog. In a 
hovel. Years ago he chiselled a tomb 
for himself In a great stone on the is­
land, and there his remains will be 
laid. His relatives live in St. John, 
N. B.

They also wanted the $30.40 which had 
been paid to Chris. The old man, they 
said, was dying every minute and they 
did not want a funeral in the train.

ELMSDALB, P. E. I., Dec. 7.—Early 
on Wednesday evening the magnificent 
building known as The Island Park 
Hotel, on Holman’s Island, ln Sum- 
merside harbor, was totally consumed 
by fire. This hotel, which xvas built 
about thirty-five years ago, was one of 
the best in P. В. I., containing about 
one hundred and twenty-five rooms, 
and for several years conducted by the 
late James L. Holman, but of late the 
building has been in charge of a care­
taker during the summer months. The 
fire originated from a defective flue. 
Loss partly covered by insurance.

Those applying for In­
dian corn or potatoes will please bear 
ln mind that the corn is not available 
for distribution until March or April, 
and that potatoes cannot hie mailed 
from, here .until danger from frost in 
transit la over. •

suicides that have occurred in this city 
in the past few months received an ad­
dition today, when Augustus Menzcinfl, 
superintendent of the McCerd street 
sub station of the Montreal Light, 
Heat and Power Co. shot himself.

“Since Dec. 2 we have daily bombar­
ded the enemy’s fleet lying south of 
Pal Tu Mountain. From that point 
only the masts and funnel tops of the 
battleships Pobieda, Retvizan or the 
cruiser Palkda could he seen, so that 
it is Impossible to count the number 
Of oUr shells taking effect.

"On other ships, explosions resulting 
from our shells could be seen, but ow­
ing to their positions behind hills it 
was difficult exactly to identify them.

"The total of our shells taking ef­
fect on the enemy’s ships were as fol­
lows: On a vessel of the Pobieda type, 
thirty-four; on the battleship Retvizan 
or the cruiser Pallada, thirty-four; on 
the battleship Poltava, eleven; besides 
these fifty other shells struck from 
which explosions followed.

FISH POOR.
five of the Best Teams Stopped Yes­

terday and Refused to go Back 

—Their Own Statement.

Engagement of Miss Ethel Emmerson, 

Daughter of Minister of Railways, 
is Announced.

GRAND FALLS, N. B., Dec. 6—Two 
prisoners by the name of Belanger, who 
were confined in the lock-up here, 
escaped from there some time late Sun­
day night or early yesterday morning.

The store of Delmer E. Edwards of 
Fort Fairfield, Maine, was enter be­
tween the hours of six and seven 
o'clock p. m. on Wednesday, the 30th 
ult., and about $400 in cash and up­
wards of $200 in checks stolen from the 
till. The theft was committed while 
Mr. Edwards was absent from the 
store and at home during the supper 
hour. Upon his return to the store he 
discovered that lt had been entered 
during his absence and the till emptied 
of its contents. In making search he 
found that an entrance had been ef­
fected through a cellar window and 
that the thieves made their exit by the 
front doors of the store, having forced 
them open with some Iron instrument 
which was subsequently ascertained to 
be a large chisel. Mr. Edwards Im­
mediately took a lantern and made a 
tour of the outside of his store and dis­
covered footprints on the snow which 
led to the track of the C. P. railway, 
after which they could not be further 
traced. After proceeding a short dis­
tance along the railway track Mr. Ed­
wards found a large chisel of peculiar 
shape and which was subsequently 
learned to belong to the proprietor of 
the grist mill at the Fort, and which 
was lost or missing therefrom some 
considerable time before and while the 
Belangers were working In the mill. 
Mr. Edwards upon examination found 
that the chisel fitted exactly in the im­
pression in the store doors where they 
had been pried open by the burglars. 
The next morning after the burglary 
was committed Mr. Edwards called 
upon the proprietor of the grist mill, 
who upon the production of the chisel 
found, declared the same was his pro­
perty and the one which was lost or 
missing from his mill for some time 
previous. Mr. Edwards then believing 
that the Belangers were the parties 
who burglarized his store, left the mill 
and went towards another part of the 
town with the Intention of taking steps 
to arrest them, and it was while he was 
on this mission that the Belangers left 
Fort Fairfield.

It may be here explained that the 
Belangers are brothers and have been 
living at the Fort in the vicinity of Mr. 
Edwards’ store since last spring, and 
that they are both married and have 
families.

On the morning of Thursday last, 
when Mr. Edwards went to the grist 
mill with the chisel In hfs hand, he 
passed both of the Belangers, who were 
working nearby, and they saw him en­
ter the mill with the chisel and return 
without lt and go towards the business 
part of the town. When he returned 
to makej the arrest he discovered that 
the suspected parties had left the Fort

They arrived here shortly after six 
o’clock Thursday evening and were 
brought here by a man from the Cali­
fornia Settlement. As soon as they 
reached here they were seen by Roy 
Kerton of the People’s Bank of Hali­
fax, from whom they Inquired where 
they could purchase some clothes.

Mr. Kerton, having just heard of the 
burglary at the Fort, suspected that 
the new arrivals were the guilty par­
ties, and at once Informed some of the 
townspeople of his suspections. The 
parties were shadowed and after mak­
ing purchases in J. L. White’s furn­
ishing store to the amount of about $20 
they shortly after put up at the Mlnto 
Hotel for the night. The authorities 
at Fort Fairfield were at once notified 
and instructions were received to put 
a guard around the building and that 
officers from the other side of the line 
would start at once for Grand Falls. 
A guard was placed around the hotel 
until the arrival of the officers from 
the Fort, when In company with the 
town officers, the Belangers were ar­
rested in their bedroom, searched, 
about $225 taken from them and lodged 
In the lockup for safe keeping. W. 
Fred Kertson was then retained for the 
prosecution and Mr. Edwards com­
municated with. Upon his arrival here 
later in the day with Mr. Powers, a 
lawyer from the Fort, a consultation 
was held with Mr. Kertson as to what 
course to take. The prisoners having 
refused to surrender themselves vol­
untarily to the American officers 
it was pointed out to Mr. Ed­
wards and his attorney that 
there were two courses open to 
them under the circumstances, to have 
them extradited or lay a complaint 
against them for bringing stolen money 
into Canada. It was decided to take 
the latter course at the present time 
and a charge was accordingly made 
against the parties for such offence be­
fore the police magistrate. On Friday 
night the accused were brought before 
P. M. Kelly, and not being ready for 
hearing on account of the absence of 
J. J. Gallagher, whom they had re­
tained, an adjournment was had until 
yesterday at 2 p. m. and the accused 
remanded and placed In the lockup. It 
was while confined in the lockup await­
ing examination that the Belangers 
made their escape, which they effected 
by removing a new closet which had 
been placed In the prisoners’ depart­
ment in the lockup, descending beneath 
the floor and then removing a portion 
of the stone wall of the building. A 
short crowbar which had been left in 
the premises by workmen engaged in 
putting in the closet enabled them to 
escape. Shortly after their escape it 
was learned that two men had gone 
out in the direction of Salmon River at 
an early hour in the morning and of­
ficers were a* once sent In pursuit of 
the fugitives, but within an hour after 
news arrived that a hand car at the 
station was missing and found at 
Aroostook Junction and that there was 
no doubt that the jail breakers had de­
parted from here in that direction. 
There is abundant evidence to sustain 
the charge made against them.

NEW YORK, Dec. 7. — Angry be­
cause they believed the race was be­
ing unfairly conducted and because 
methods which they allege to be .wrong 
allowed other riders to gain a lap on 
them, five teams In the six day bicycle 
race at Madison Square Garden, inclu­
ding some of the best riders competing 
in the event, quit the race early today. 
The five teams which quit were Wal- 
thour and Munroe; Bedell Brothers; 
Mayo and Newkirk; McLean and Bow­
ler and Butler and Moran. All of them 
were among the best in the contest and 
among those most heavily backed to 
win the heaviest prize. The trouble 
was precipitated by the most excited 
period of riding which the race had 
thus far given, when Root aiuj Dorlon, 
followed later by Stol and Vander- 
stuyft, succeeded in gaining a lap on 
their opponents.

The trouble began shortly after two 
o’clock. There was to be a general re­
lief of partners about that time, but 
Dorlon when the other partners were 
about to leave the track did not go. 
He had been riding slowly back of the 
bunch for hours, merely keeping on 
even terms with the rest. Just as the 
change was being made Dorlon start­
ed a sprint at a pace which eclipsed 
anything the race heretofore produced. 
The crowd, which had not had much 
excitement after midnight, immediate­
ly rose to the occasion and the garden 
rose with the shouts of the spectators 
as they realized what waa happening. 
For two miles Dorlon kept up his 
heartbreaking sprint and by that time 
had gained half a lap on the bunch. 
Them hardly losing a second, Root 
Jumped In and being fresh began a 
sprint whieh was even more heart­
breaking than Dorlon’s had been. He 
kept it for forty minutes, with the 
other riders trying desperately to ov­
ertake him, but at the end of that time 
he had gained the lap he and his part­
ner coveted. Walthour was on the 
track throughout the sprint and riding 
a little ahead of the rest. When Root 
was making his meteoric dash half a 
lap ahead of the rest little Stol, the 
Belgian rider, who had just relieved 
Vanderstuyft, stole up past Walthour 
and began a sprint to catch Root. In 
twelve laps he had done what he tried 
for and Walthour had been too much 
taken bÿ surprise to catch him.

Then the partners of the five teams 
named, who were not then on the track 
made their complaint and declared 
their intention of withdrawing. P. T. 
Powers, promoter of the race, told Wal­
thour and the others that they had no 
right to leave the track as they had 
done, either by the National Cycling 
Association rules or the special con­
tract which they made with the man­
agement. He concluded : “You can go 
back on the track or not, take your 
choice.”

Early in the afternoon the five dissa­
tisfied riders had not returned to the 
track.

The riders who quit the race remain­
ed about the garden and some of them 
appeared sorry tjiat they had decided 
so suddenly to stop riding. They asked 
a further conference with Powers. The 
request met with a refusal ,and during 
the forenoon Powers Issued a state­
ment, in which he claimed that the 
Vanderstuyft-Stohl and Root-Dorlon 
teams won their lap fairly and that 
the withdrawal of the five teams was 
not Justified.

NEW YORK, Dec. 7.—Walthour, as 
spokesman for the suspended riders, 
gave out their version of the trouble 
resulting in their withdrawal. He 
said:

“Root and Dorlon gained their lap 
honestly. I have no ground for com­
plaint against them, and none of us 
have. It is entirely against the unjust 
scoring of Stohl and Vanderstuyft that 
we are fighting. As a matter of fact, 
they should be a lap behind us instead 
of one ahead. It was this way:

“When Dorlon and Root had gained 
their lap both Stohl and Vanderstuyft 
were off the track making changea. I 
carried the bunch along In an effort to 
catch the leaders, Dorlon and Root, 
and in doing so hit up such a fast pace 
that I succeeded in lapping all of the 
teams except three. Those were the 
Bedell Brothers, Butler and Moran and 
Dorlon and Root. We rode along after 
that more slowly, knowing that we had 
lapped the others, and what was 
surprise when the score was posted to 
find Stohl and Vanderstuyft posted a 
lap ahead. Then came our protest, 
and you know the result.”

Denial was made by the management 
this afternoon that there had been any 
error in the scorers’ box, as claimed by 
the riders who left the track.

Harry Poliak appeared on the track 
late In the afternoon with “Nat” Butler 
and asked that the story be denied 
that Butler had been assaulted, 
rider bore no marks.

I had no Interview with him 
upon the subject, nor did any person 
on my behalf approach him upon the 
subject.

"In connection with, and I knew no­
thing of any negotiations respecting 
alleged change of ownership of La 
Presse, and I had nothing to do with 
such change If it took place. I never 
had any Interview or communication 
with any English or American capital­
ists, or with any other person with re­
spect to any proposed contracts for the 
building of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
railway.

There is no doubt that Mr. Blair re­
signed the chairmanship of the railway 
commission after he had been persuad­
ed to de so by Mr. David Russell. Nor 
is there any- doubt that Mr. Russell 
tried in vain to induce Mr. Blair to 
take the stump against the Grand 
Trunk Pacific contract.

Whatever secret * history there may 
be in the case the position of Mr. Rus­
sell in regard to that contract has been 
consistent. He and Mr. Blair were 
personal and political friends two 
years ago. They had been 
sociated in the reorganization of 
the Telegraph, and it was pre­
sumably at the request of Mr. Blair 
that Mr. Russell represented the stock 
of some investors whose names have 
not been given.

Mr. Blair condemned the Grand 
Trunk Pacific contract. Mr. Russell 
agreed with him. Probably Mr. Blair’s 
more authoritative opinion influenced 
Mr. Russell. The Telegraph, speaking 
for both, condemned the government 
programme. When Mr. Blair resigned 
his cabinet position, Mr. Russell and 
the Telegraph backed him up.

After Mr. Blair’s strong denunciation 
of the contract in his first speech after 
the resignation he took an extraordin­
ary course. During the discussion of 
the measure in all the stages he took 
no part. He did not try to defeat the 
bill. He did not seek to amend it He 
simply effaced himself and allowed the 
discussion to go on as If it did not con­
cern him at all, and as if he had no 
knowledge of the subject matter. That 
was a remarkable course for the repre­
sentative of the constituency deeply In­
terested, and a member who had been 
seven years head of the department of 
railways. Moreover, Mr. Blair met 
the manager of the Telegraph about 
the time the bill had passed the house, 
and when Mr. Milligan returned from 
the conference the Telegraph took the 
ground that the question was no longer 
an issue, and that the country was 
happy in having the liberal party in 
party in power to carry the scheme 
through.

MUKDEN, Dec. 8.—The Russians 
continue to bombard the Japanese po­
sitions with both heavy and light ar­
tillery. The Japanese response is 
feeble.

The Russians have experienced 
much difficulty with their shrapnel) 
which should have effectually checked 
the Japanese attacks during the battle 
of Shakhe, but failed in many cases. 
Some of the consignments of shrapnel 
sent to the front appear to have been 
almost worthless, not from any radical 
defect in the Russian time fuse, as 
that has proved throughout the war 
to be a very satisfactory device, but 
from poor construction of the shells.

The weather is turning much colder.
Japanese prisoners report that the 

prolongation of the war is exhausting 
Japan and causing much discontent, 
the censorship of the press being so 
strict that the papers do not voice the 
sentiments of the people.

LONDON, Dec. 8,—The Daily Tele­
graph’s correspondent before Port Ar­
thur telegraphs that all of the Russian 
battleships and cruisers, together with 
the gunboats Giliak and Fusadeneck, 
were sunk or destroyed and that only 
the torpedo boat destroyers remain in­
tact.

According to special despatches from 
Токіо via Shanghai, giving unofficial 
reports, the crews of all the Russian 
war vessels in the harbor of Port Ar­

thur were landed, and apparently no 
effort was made to move the vessels.

The country would 
have lost enormously if he had re­
mained an Isolated figure, a prophet 
of woe in the midst of parliament We 
know now by his subsequent career 
how much we should have lost.

He chose the one 
of work, the one of party principle as 
opposed to abstract principle, and he 
became for the rest of hie life a strong, 
effective, and successful party man. 
(Loud cheers.) That was the second 
epoch to which I said I would call 
your attention. The third will only Re­
mand a sentence.

HIS GREATEST MOMENT.
I think he reached the greatest mo­

ment of his life In 1878. It was not that 
he returned from the congress at Ber­
lin In that year with flowers, the ac­
claiming of crowds, Illuminations, and 
“peace with honor.” The great moment 
of Lord Salisbury's life, to my mind, 
the moment in which he set hls stamp 
on hls country and on his own fame 
and achieved for himself a European 
reputation, was when he went to the 
foreign office, succeeding Lord Derby, 
shut himself up In a room, and then 
and there, without, as far as I know, 
any assistance whatever from the staff 
of the foreign office or any external 
source, wrote that famous despatch on 
the provisions of the treaty of San 
Stefano which I believe will remain for 
long generations to come one of the 
historic state papers of the English 
language. (Loud cheers). At that 
time, the time he joined the govern­
ment of 1874, and from the time, still 
more, when he established himself by 
that despatch as a European states­
man, Lord Salisbury’s career ran on 
greased wheels. (Cheers). He was to 
sée a government succeed hls in 1880 
by no means happy in Its performances 
or In Its results. He was to see, the 
year after that government ended in 
1886, the party of hls opponents de­
prived of all power for, at least, 18 
years; and during all that time, from 
1885 up to the moment of hls death or 
retirement, Lord Salisbury remained 
the predominant factor in English poli­
tics. (Cheers), 
him. It is 
hand to probe any deeper than that 
into a career so lately ended. It is not 
today or tomorrow that we can ascer­
tain the place and the niche In which 
his honored memory will repose. He 
loomed large in the history of his coun­
try, he exercised a singular and pro­
longed influence over her destinies, he 
held the highest position In the state 
for a longer time, I think, than any 
statesman since Sir Richard Walpole. 
(Cheers).

Whether he was one of those whom 
history, for one reason or another, 
stamps as great, history alone can 
say. This much is certain — that he 
was an able, loyal, untiring servant of 
his sovereign and hie country. (Cheers.) 
He was a public servant, if I may so 
express myself, of the Elizabethan 
type, a fit representative of hie great 
Elizabethan ancestry — (cheers) — 
but he was a man of pure, exalted, 
and laborious life. (Cheers.) May there 
be many in this assembly, inspired by 
his example, who will endeavor to 
emulate his career. They cannot all 
be prime ministers, they cannot all be 
chancellors of this ancient university, 
but they can, at any rate, give them­
selves as loyally and entirely as he did 
to the work that lies to their hand to 
do for the service of their king and 
their country. (Loud and continued 
cheers.)

a Year.That portion of Main street, Falr- 
yille, which was wiped out in the fire 
of last May Is now almost entirely re­
built, and three modem structures take 
the place of the former buildings.

The house Is a two story 
double tenement with a store on the 
ground flat. This last will be 15 feet 
wide by 26 feet deep. Each apartment 
contains eigiit rooms In a'ddition to the 
usual number of closets and pantries. 
The masonry work was done by John 
Joyce and the carpentering is now be­
ing completed by Isaac Griffiths. So 
far one flat has been finished and Is 
now being occupied by S. A, Minnis and 
family. The other apartment will be 
ready in May, and Mr. Stephens con­
templates occupying it himself. The 
dimensions of the new house are 36 by 
40 feet.

Next to this Is a second tenement 
house being erected by James Ready. 
This also Is two stories In height and 
Is being built of wood. The masonry 
contractors were B. Mooney & Sons, 
and the carpenter William Miller. At 
the present time Mooney & Sons’ men 
are engaged in plastering. The house 
has a frontage of 32 feet on Main street 
and runs back a distance of 48 feet. 
Each fiat will be furnished with hot 
and cold water and will have parlor, 
sitting room, dining room and kitchen, 
bath and three bedrooms. It is ex­
pected to have all ready for occupancy 
about the middle of January.

In the rear Mr. Ready has built a 
large and commodious stable, which is 
being occupied by the horses and teams 
required in his brewery business. iThere 
Is room for a dozen horses and several 
teams on the ground floor, and the up­
per portion is given up entirely to the 
storage of fodder. This was also built 
by Mr. Miller and was finished a short 
time ago.

Well up at the head of Falrvllle W. 
J. Linton is engaged on the new Fair- 
ville school. This has been necessitat­
ed by the Increase in the number of 
scholars attending the public school 
and the consequent overcrowding of the 
old building. The new structure Is 
rising directly opposite the present 
building and will be an exact model of 
the old one. The plans call for a three 
story structure, with mansard roof. 
The floors will be of the best birch and 
the walls will be walnscotted with pine. 
Outside dimensions are 64x35 feet. Four 
class rooms (24x34) will be provided

WORCESTER, Mass., Dec. 6.—John 
Walnwrlght, 50 years old, shot his wife 
and daughter, Mrs. Frank S. Lindley, 
at his home' here late today. He says 
the shooting was accidental, but the 
police locked him up on the charge of 
murder.

He says the revolver went off accident­
ally and that one shot Injured both 
women. An examination of the re­
volver by Chief of Police William J. EX 
Stone showed that two chambers of 
the revolver had contained cartridges, 
but that they had be»n removed. A 
search of the premises failed to reveal 
the discharged cartridges.

Medical Examiner Frederick H. 
Baker performed an autopsy on the 
body of Mrs. Lindle- tonight at the 
morgue at city hospita1 Asked If the 
woman could have been «truck by a 
bullet which had passed through the 
neck of Mrs. Walnwrlght, Medical Ex­
aminer Baker said: “It would have 
been Impossible.”

At the city. hospital tonight, М-ч. 
Walnwrlght said: “It must have been 
an accident. My husband was a good 
man and could not have done such a 
thing."

She absolutely refused to make any 
statement that would reflect on her 
husband’s action.

Chief of Police Stone and Chief In­
spector O’Day questioned all connect- 
êd with the family tonight but could 
get no evidence that would show the 
cause of the shooting.

Mrs. Lindley left her husband a 
month ago and returned to her father’s 
home. Her husband broke down and 
cried when he reached the scene and 
was told that his wife had been shot. 
He said he knew nothing of the trouble 
at the house, as he had not been in his 
wife’s home since he was married nine 
years ago.

ent in St. John during the past few 
months than most people imagine. It 
has beaten the records for some years, 
and the epidemic, for it Is an epidemic, 
is not over yet.

During the whole of the year 1903 
there were In this city two hundred 
and nineteen cases of Infectious dis­
eases. Of these thirty-two were diph­
theria. Up till Dec. 5th of the present 
year there have been one hundred and 
ntnety-six infectious cases, and of these 
one hundred and eleven were diph­
theria, an increase in eleven months of 
seventy-nine cases.

It 
is said the friends of the deceased will 
bring an action for damages against 
the electric light company, which is be-

Dr. McLeod Says the Church Union 

Movement Looks Very Bright— 

Denomination Will Then be 

Very Large.

FREDERICTON, Dec. 7,-The Rev. 
Dr. McLeod in an interview with your 
correspondent today said that the Bap­
tist union movement was progressing 
most favorably. Speaking on behalf of 
his own denomination, the Free Bap­
tists, ninety-three churches had thus 
far reported, and all of these had 
pressed a strong opinion in favor of 
union, in fact nearly every church 
unanimous on the subject. There are 
altogether 145 churches to hear from, 
but Mr. McLeod said that he would not 
probably hear from more than thirty- 
five or forty others, as in such cases 
there are generally a few which fail to 
report. From what he could learn he 
felt quite confident in saying that those 
not yet heard from would be as strong­
ly in support of the movement as those 
which have already sent in. their 
statements. By the end of the year he 
expected to have the list completed. Dr. 
McLeod further said that the 
Baptist denomination was receiving 
Just as strong support in favor of 
union as his own, and he regarded the 
amalgamation of the two denomina­
tions as an assured fact, which would 
probably be consummated early in the 
new year.

When the bodies are united the Bap­
tists will be the largest Protestant de­
nomination in the province, the Epis­
copalians coming second, the Presby­
terians third and the Methodists fourth.

FRENCH SENATE

Discussed the Anglo-French Colonial

PARIS, Dec. 7. — The senate today 
discussed the Anglo-French colonial 
treaty and several of the orators criti­
cised the abandonment of the French 
shore of Newfoundland. Foreign Min­
ister Delcasae.in 
foundland was a mere incident of the 
treaty, which should be viewed from 
the broad,
France desired not only to enjoy the 
benefits of the Russian alliance, but 
also to strengthen her relatione with : 
the other powers of Europe with the 
end of securing the maintenance of 
the present equilibrium. The colonial 
possessions of France and Great Brit­
ain touched at many points and he de­
sired to adjust, so as to avoid the pos­
sibility of à clash, the diverse colonial 
interests. This large work required 
concessions among which France re­
linquished Newfoundland and received 
compensation In Africa and elsewhere 
where French interests were more im­
portant than in Newfoundland.

The treaty was approved by a vote 
of 252 to 37. The Franco-Siam conven­
tion was ratified without division.

who has just returned from an extend­
ed tour of the near east, where he 
came in close touch with those direct­
ly concerned with the future policies 
of the Balkan states, said to the Asso­
ciated Press today :

“British prestige has received a 
severe blow in the Balkans consequent 
upon what is there supposed to be a 
diplomatic victory for Russia in the 
Dogger Bank affair. This feeling has 
been created largely by colored dis­
patches representing that there was a 
British backdown. The direct result 
has been to largely restore waning 
confidence in Russia.”

Mr. Stead says he found Roumanians 
rejoicing over Russia’s defeats in the 
far east and Bulgarians and Servians 
beginning to believe it was time to 
look for another protector.

The Turks were delighted and even 
showing an attitude of defiance to­
wards Russia. “A month ago,” Mr. 
Stead says, “Great Britain could have 
dictated the policies of the near east 
states, but today a strong reaction has 
set in."

Travelling by night on the Canadian 
Pacific will soon be even saPjr than by 
daylight. For some time past the 
company has been experimenting with 
various kinds of lights with a view to 
adopting that found most serviceable. 
They have finally decided upon one 
known as the Pyle electric light, and 
will soon have all their 800 or 900 en­
gines fitted with this illuminator. This 
light "was tried last winter and. proved 
very successful. It is after the style 
of a searchlight and enables the engi­
neer to see any obstruction on the 
track several hundred yards ahead. A 
misplaced switch or a broken rail can 
by this means usually be seen in time 
to avert what might 
serious accident, while a very large ob­
struction would be shown up as bright­
ly as by day.

This lamp is also constructed in such 
a way that a ray of light shoots up­
wards, and by this means the approach 
of a train can be known by the appear­
ance of the light in the sky, even when 
it is several miles away.
