CATOMING FROGS FOR MARKET,

The Way the Marylanders Take the Favor.
ed Product.

Within recent years a large trade his
grown up in Kent county in providing
frogs for market. The catching of frogs
for their legs bas become a business,
ani the financial returns are rather hand-
some to the few engaged in the industry.
Along the small streams tributary to the
larger riverathe big green or mottled black
frozs may be found by thousands under
the tufts of flag or coarse grass. Oae frog
slipper bas sent to the Baltimore market
hundreds of frogs’ legs each seison, and
has so increased the demand by the super-
ior size and flavor of the Kent product
that he finds it impossible to meet the re-
quirements of the trade.

Frog legs are consumed principally by
the patrons of the principal restaurants.
Frogs, when cooked, are a Celicate white
meat, and much more tender thin fried
chicken, very nourishing and easily digest-
ed, and are recommended, when stewed, as
cne of the best diets for invalids with deli-
cate stomachs. Only the hind legs and
quarters are exten, and they are sent to
the market ready skinned and salted for
cooking.

The market frog ca'cher’s method of
captoring the game is to secure a small,
flat-bottomed boat, easy of management,
and in the late afternson, when everything
is still, he noiselessly pushes his little craft
aleng the shores of the small creeks and
coves. The tull frogs, as thay are com-
monly kaown, because of their deep reson-
ant voices, are found sitting in a shallow
pool or in the mud uad:r tufts of h-avy
grass or flig. Th3 novelty and sport of
captoring this wily gam3 ara worth a row
of ten miles on a hot aftornoon. Two and
sometimes three ordinary size1 parch hooks
sre bound together and bated with red
flannel. The hooks ara attached to a line
of about four feet, and the line is attached
to a long, tough anzle rol. Approaching
the game noiselessly an1 with extreme cau-
tion, the rad flannel is g:ritly moved with-
in a few inches of the frog's mouth. As
quick as lightning and with a sharp croak,
the trog dashzs forward and swallows. bait,
hook and all. Taen follow as gamey
strugles as any sportsman ever siw wih
hook and lize.

The amateur frog hunter usually pro-
vides himselt with a cat-and-rat rifle, the
snells loaded with mustard seed shot, and
shoots his game, but jthis is unsportman-
like, and is only popular with the uninitiat-
ed. Mill ponds, too, ara favorable hau nts
for the trog, and on s clear night the deep
roar of the bullfrog chorus may be heard
for more than s mile. .

The old time afore-de-war Kent county
cook has solved ths mysteries of the per-
fect preparations of the frog, and those
who do not know how delicious troge, legs
may be made have many & dainty dish in
store for them. Alter skinning, the legs
should be placed in cold water for several
hours, then placed on aplate and salted.
In several hours more they are ready for
cooking. Ths legs of medium-s'z:d frogs
are preterable, as the very largs legs ave
lisble to be course in texture ot flzsh. The
most popular way in Kent to cook them is
by trying, but there are otker ways of m*k-
ing dishes of them to please the palate of
the most exacting epicure.—Baltimore Sun.

Mechailsm That I:l—u—rm: ¥You to Air Year
Room.

That
this is not so, however, is evident to any
one who bers how the euffocating
odors of an overcrowded meeting room im-
press their dissgresable presence on & per-
son coming in from the pure outside air,
while, to all appesrances, the persons in
the room are quite unaware of the a’r be-
ing bad.

To remedy this state of things and1 show
just how bad or ctherwite the atmosphere
of & room] is & Swiss iaventor hasjust com-
pleted an instrament which shows ths ex-
act condition of the air. It consists of an
airtight glass recptacle, in which is placed
a red liquid, A bent glass tube is inseit-
‘ed into this fluid, and up this flyid rons,
to drop at therate of one drop in two
minutes onto a cord “that is stretched
‘byla {weight. This flaid possesses 1
property of changing color .when subx
ed to the action of carbonic acid gas. ‘tuc
‘more of this gas thare is in the air the
more pronouncad the change in the color
of the flaid.

With this fact in wind, the principle on
which the indiator works is easily under<
stood. The drops of flaid, as they fall on
the string, change it according to the con-
dition of the atmosphere.

FEAR AMONG SOLDIEBRS.

Where the Imagination is Strongest the
Fear 1s the Greatest.

Physical sensibility to danger and mental
resolution to face it constitute, in the
opinion of H. W. Wilson, who writes on
‘The Human Animsl in Battle’ (the Unit-
ed Service), the highest type of courage.
The Literary Digest from which the fol-
lowing is copied, quotes what he bas to
say:

‘Fear is greatest where. the imagination
is strongest. It is an emotion which ser-
iously affects both body and mind. On
the physical - side it checks the flow of
saliva, and brings that .peculiar thirst of
the battle field ; it causes organic derange-
ment and a certain degree of muscular re-
laxation, increases the tention of the voice,
and is panied by & desperate effort
to avoid the danger. On the mental
side it paralyzes the intelligence and
leads to the blind desire for flight, though
sometimes it goes even further, and de-
prives the victim of all power of move-
ment. It flight takes place, it the flight of

panic, a reflex and often involuntary act,

only strength of will can overcome ths
tendency to run. As a matter ot fact
flight is rarely the best road out ot danger;
in battle it is the worst. To go forward
and die iv certainly better than to go back-
ward and die; for, in the first place, the
enemy, who is experiencing precisely the
same emotions, will lose courage and shoot
less steadily, thereby diminishing the risk
of the assailant. Nothing is more contagi-
ous than panic; a single man with ashen
face rushing to the rear will draw others
after him and shake the confidence of all
who see him. Hence the problem is how
to implant courage and avoid panic.

*Courage is simply control of the nerves,
and is largely due to the habit of contront-
ing danger. General Sherman thus defines
it ; *‘All men naturally shrink from pain and
danger, and only incur their risk from some
other higher motive or from habit ; so that I
would define true courage toc be a perlect
sensibility of the measure of danger and a
mental willingness to incur it rather than
that insensibility to danger of which I have
heard far more than I have seen. The most

ag men are g U} i

of possessing the quality ; therefore, when
one professes it too openly by words
or bearing, there is reason to mistrust
it. I would further illustrate my
meaning by describing a man of true
courage to be one who possesses all his
taculties and senses perfectly when serious
danger is actually present.” Pride, habit,
duty, these are the forces which enable
men to control themselves. All can be
fostered and implanted by training. Sher-
idan reckoned that, ofall able podied men,
about one-fourth bave not the requisite ca-
pacity for courage, and are, therefore, use-
less in battle. Such weak hearts must

be weeded out. ‘No matter how brave a
vetean may be,’ says Private Wilkinson,
of Grant’s army, ‘he relies on the men on
either side of him to stand there till they
fall. . . . He must know that his com-
rades are as staunch fighters as he.’

*Even in the bravest and most fully tried
men fear is subdued and not wholly elimi-
ated. Skobeloff said of himeelf, ‘I con-
fess that I am at heart a coward.” He de-
spaired of General Gourko because the
latter would duck to avoid bullets and
shells. In the Northern army, at the close
of the civil war, General Horace Porter
tells us that there were only two men who
never bowed the head to iron and lead.

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AN OLD TIME FESTIVAL.

THE HABRVEST CUSTOMS ARE HELD
AFTER OROPS ARE IN.

.Sow These Customs are Celebrated in Dit-

ferent Oountries—Some of the Songs used

Upon These Occasions—How & Queen is

Selected—Oiher Features.

Wh_ rever, throughout the earth, there
is such a thing as & formal harvest, there
also appears an inclivation to mark it with
a festive celebration. In Englanl, ths
festival passes generslly under the endeared
name ot Harvest Home. In Scotland,
where that term is unknown, the festival is
hailed under the name of the Kirn. In the
north of Eng’a-d, ts ordiniry designation
is the Mell-Supper. And there are per-
haps otker local names. But everywkere
tkere is a thanktul joy, a feeling which per-
vades all ranks and conditions of tha rural
people, and for once in the year brings all
upon a level.

Most of our old harvest-customs were
connectcd with the ingathering of the
crops, but some or them began with the
commencement of harvest-work. Tous,
in the scuthern counties, it was customary
for the laborers to elect, from among
themselves, a leader, whom they denomina-
ted their ‘lord.’ To him all the rest required
to give precedence, anitolcaveall transac-
tions respecting their work. He made the
terms with with the farmers for mowirg,
for reaping, and for all the rest of ths har-
vest work ; he tcok the lead wi'h the ecythe,
with the sickle, and on the ‘carrying days;’
he was to be the first to eat, and tte first
to drink, at all tteir refreshments; his
mandate was to be law to all the rest, who
were bound to address bim as ‘My Lord,’
and to ehow him all due honcr and respect.
Disobedience in any of these particulars
was punished by imposiug fines according
to a scale previously agreed on by ‘the
lord’ and all his vaseals. In come instances
if any of his men swore or told a lie in his
presence, a fine wes inflicted. In Buck-
inghamshire and other ccuntics, ‘a lady’
was elected as well s ‘a lord,” which often
added much merriment to the hirvest-sea-
son. For, while the lady was to receive
all herors due to the lord from the rest of
the laborers, ke (for the lady was one of
the workmen) wes required to pass it on
to ‘the lord. For instance, &t
drinking-time, the vassals were o give the
horn first to 1he lady, who paesed it to the
lord, and when he had drunk, she dr.nk
next, and then the others indiscrimira‘ely.
Every departure from this rale incurred a
fine. The blurders which led to fines, of
course, were frequent, snd produced great
merriment.

In tke old simple days of England, be-
fore tke na ural feelings of the people h.d
been checked and chilled oft by Paritanism
in the first place, ard what may be called
gross Commercialiem in tte eccond, 1h?
the harvest-home was such a scene as
Horace’s friends might have expecied to
see at bis Sabire farm, or TLeocritus
described in his ICyl's. Perbaps it really
was the very same scene which was pre-
sented in ancient times. The grain last cut
was brought home in its waggon—called the
Hock Cart—surmcunted by a figure formed
of a sheat with gay dressings—a presumable
represcntation of the goddess Ceres—while
a pipe and tabor went merrily sounding in
tcont, and the reapers tripped around in a
hand-in-band ring, swinging appropriate
songs, or simply by shouts and cries giving
vent to the excitement of the dsy.
¢ Harvest-home, harvest home,

We have ploughed, we have sowed.

We have wesped, we have mowed,

‘We have brought home every load,
Hip, bip, hip, harvest home !"

Sothey rarg or shcuted. In Lincolr-
shire and other districts, hand bells were
carried by those riding on the last load,
and the following rthymes were sung:

The boughs do shake, ana the b.1ls do ring.
8o merrily comes cur barvest in,
Our harvest in, our harvest in.

So merrily comes our harvest in!
Hurrab!"

Troops of village children, who had ccn-
tribu‘ed in various ways to tke great labor,
joired the throng, tolaced with plum-cake
in requital of tkeir little services. Some-
timer, the ims ge on the cart, instead of be-
ing & mere dressad-up bundle ot grain,
was a pietty girl ot the reaping-bind,
crowned with flowers, and hailed as the
Maiden. Of this we kave a description in
s ballad of Bloomficld's:
‘Home came th'e(j svial Hockey load,
Last of the whole year’s crop,

Aud Grace among the green bcughs rode,
Right plump upon the top.

This way and that the waggon reeled,
And never queen rode higher;

Her cheeks were colored in the field,
And ours betore the fire.*

In some provinces—we may instance
Buckinghamshire—it was a favorite practi-
cal joke to lay an ambuscade at some place
where a high bank or a tree gave opportun-
ity, and drench the hock-cart party with
water. Great was the merriment, when
this was cleverly and eflectively done, the
riders laughing, while they shook;them-
selves, as merrily as the rest. Under all
tke rustic jocosities ot the occasion, there
seemed a batis of pagan custom, but it was
such gs not to exclude a Christian sym-
patby. Indeed, the harvest-home of Old
England was obviously and beyond ques-
tion a piece of natural religien, sn ebul-
lition of jocund gratitude to the divine
source of all earthly blessings.

In the north, there seem to have been

some differences in the observance. It
was common there for the reapers, on the
last day of their business, to have a conten-
tion for superiority in quickness of dis-
patch, groups of three or four taking each
8 ridge, and striving which should soonest
get to its inati In Scotland, this
was called s kemping, which simply means
astriving. In the north of Englaud, it
was 8 mell, which, I suspect, means the
ssme thing (from Fr. melce.) As the
reapers wect on during the last diy, they
took care to leave a good handful of the
grain uncut but laid down flat, and cov-
ered over ; and, when the field was done,
the *bonniest lsss’ was allowed to cut this
fingl bandful, which was presently dressed
up with varions sewings, tyiogs and {rim-
mings, like a Jol', and hailed as a Corn
Baby. It was brought home in triumpb,
with music of fiddles and bagpips, was sat
up conspicuously that night at supper, and
was usually preserved in ths farmer's par-
lor for the remainder of the year. The
bonny lass who cut this handful of grain,
who deemed the Harvest Queen. In Hert-
fordshire, and probably other districts of
England, there wes tke same custom of re-
scrving a final handful ; but it was tied up
and erected under the name of a Mare, and
the reapers then, one after another, tkrew
their sickles atit, to cutit down. The
successtul individual cslled out: ‘I have
ter! ‘Whit have you ? cricd ths rest.
‘A mare, 8 mare, a mare!' he replied.
‘What will youdo with her ?' was then
asked. ‘We'll scnd ber to Jobn Snocks’
or whatever other name, referrirg to tome
neighboring farmer who had not yet got all
his grain cut down.

This piece of rustic pleasantry was call-
Crying tte Mare. It i3 very curious to
learn, that there used to be a similer
practice in g0 remo'e a district as the Tsle
of Skye. A farmer baving there got his
tarvest completed, the last cut bandful was
sent, under the name of Goabbir Biacagh
(the Cripple Goat,) to the next farmer who
was still at work upon his crops, it being
of course necesssry for the bearer to take
some care that, on delivery, he should be
able instantly to take to bis beels, and
escape the punishment otherwise sure to
befall him.

The custom of Crying the Mara is more
particularly described by the Rev. C. H.
Hartshorne, in his Salopia Antiqua (p.
493). *‘When a farmer bas ended h's resp-
ing, acd the wocden bottle is pessipg mer-
1ily round, the respers form themselves in-
to two bands, atd commer.ce the following
dialogue in loud shouts or rather in a kind
of chant at the utmost pitch of their voice.
First bacd: [ bave her, I have her, I have
her! (Every sentence is repeated tbree
times.) Second: What Last thee? What
bast thee? What hast th e? Fiist: A
mare, & mara, 8 mire! Sicond: Whose is
ker ? Whose is har? Whose is her? Firat:
A. B.’s (aaming their mas'er, whose corn
is all cut.) Second :Where shall we zend
her? &:. First: To C. D. (naming some
neighbor whose corn is still standing )
And the whole concludes with a joyous
shout of toth bands uuited.

*In the south-eastern part of Shropshire,
the ceremony is performed with a slight
variation. The last few stalks of the wheat
are left standirg; all the reapers throw
their sickles, and he who cuts it cff, cries:
‘T have her, I have her, I bave her! on
which the rustic mirth begins, and it is
practised in a manncr very similarin Dev-
onstire. The latest farmer in the neigh-
borhcod, whose respers therefore cannot
send her to any other person, is ssid to
keep her all the winter. Toe rural cere-
mony, which is fast wearing away, evidently
refers to the time when, our courtry lying
all open in common fields, and the corn
consequently exposed to the depradations
of the wild mares, the season at which it
was secured from their ravsges was a time
of rcjoicirg, and of exulting over a tardier
neighbor.

Mr. Bray describes the same custom as
practicad in  Devonshire, and the chief
peculiarity in that iosiance is, that the last
hazdful of the standing grain is called the
Nack. On this being cut the reapers
assemble rcund it, calling at the top of
their voices, ‘Arnack, arnack, arrack ! we
have'n, we bave'n. we have'n.’ And the
firkin is then handed round; after which

the psrty goes home dancingand thouting.
Mr. Bray|considers it & relic of Druidism,
but, as it appears to ue, without any good.
reason. He also indulges in some need-
lessly profound speculations regarding the
meaning of the words used. ‘Arrack’ ap-
pesrs to us as simply 'Our nag,’ an Mea
very nearly corresponiing to ‘the Mara;’
and ‘we have'n’' seems to be merely ‘we
have him.’

In the evening of harvest-home, the sug-
per takes place in the bain, or some other
suitable place tte master and mistress
generally presiding. This feast is always
composed of substantial viands, with an
abundance of good ale, and human nature
insures that it should be & scene of intense
epjoyment. Some one, with better voice
than bis neighbors, leads off a song of
thanks to the host and hostess, in some-
thirg like the following ttrain:

Here's a health to our master,
The lord of the feast;

God bless his endeavo.¥,
And send him increase !

May prosper his crops, boys,
And we reap next year;

Consideriog that
the regulation curling stone weighs about
twenty-eight to thirty pounds it is hard in-
deed to imagine acy woman bandling one
with anything like ease. I can lift a respect-
able heavy weight myself, but I confess
that I fiad it about all I can do tolifta
curling stone & foot or so cff the ground,
and as for giving it the easy swing that a
man does when he is taking eim, well, I
would just as soon play maibles with can-
non balls! The genuine curling enthusiast
has the]stones as well as her Tam O° Shan-
ter mittens and the knitted woolen scart
with which she girds Lerselt, sent over from
Scotland, and it ste is more wise than
ambitious she will not order stones weigh-
ing over twenty pounde, as heav'er ones
would be utterly useless to her, eepecially
at first. In the United States genuine curl-
ing stones are seldom uted, very heavy iron
ones ara te'ng eubstituted for the Scotch
granite, and an ordinary stout parlor brcom
takes the place of the veteran curler's
‘besom.’

The outfit even of the smartest temale

is neither elaborate mor expensive, once
the stones are provided, and it consists of
very heavy rubber shoes with koobs on the
soles, like tennis shces, worn over high
laced skating boots, a short skirt of some
stout material like heavy serge or tweed; a
sweater of heavy wool, a tam o’shanter, and
a pair of thick loose woolen gloves. Not
a fetching costume by any means but per-
fectly suitable and delightfully comfortable
as well.

throat. A very elegant coat of black Per-
sian lamb of that beautifal silken wave
which is only ot d I believe by slsught

ering the mother sheep betore the birth of
her lamb and thus procuring the skin of
the unborn lamb, has an ermine vest, and
is very stylish to lock a*, but the woman
who would wear it, knowing how the fur
was obtained, deserves to have a curse go
with it.

Long capes, short capes, jacke!s, atd
long cloaks all of fur are to be seen in the
shop windows but the mcst popular of all
the models are the short fitted jackets with
batques, and the short capes. Amonget
the imported designs are some jaunty little
Eton and bolero jackets; which look very
smart indeed, but are not exactly service-
able. The farsin wlizh these little gar-
ments are developed are usually chin-
chilla, sea'skin or Persian lamb, and they
are either trimmed with con'rasting furs,
such as ermine with the black lamb, and
sable with sealskin or else with vest and
bands of embossed leather tuch as I bave
described. This leather is undressed, and
of a rich snuff brown wkich sets off the
brorze or jct beads with which it is often
nearly cover.d. Some of the fur garments
esgecially the jacketsare so loaded with
trimm i g as to be positively grote:que, as
the following description will show.

The garment was of sealskin, and cut on
an eton model, with a cloze vest and broad
belt of brown leather embossed with dress-
ed kid in a lighter shade. Tle reck was
finished with one of the new high collars
which are seen on j &r wraps, and was
ruffizd still higher with black chiffon and
finished at the back witha Etow ot black
eatin ribbon. The sleeves wera of the
seal and in loose cape shape, and cut rather
short, to chow urdersleeves of the leather
fitted to the wrist with a band, and at each
side of the vest was a blouse effect ot black
chiffon, while over the whole strange outfit
bung heavy jet chains tastened on each
side of the etonjicket with round orna-
ments of cut jet. The effect of the whole
can be more easily imagined than describ-
ed. Plain comfortable capes made of
Persian lamb and reaching to the waist are
amonget tke most popular importations,
seen everywhere. They are by far the
most useful purchate for anyone who can
afford but one fur garment, asthey are
both pretty and comfortable; the collars
are invariably very high Medici shape, and
turn well up around the ears for cold
weather.

Amongst the most fanciful fur capes “are
some very odd designs. A cape of ermine
is really only a deep yoke, like those of all
over embroidery, which we wore in our
summer dreeses. It is cut in three rather
deep puintsin front and back, has an im-
mense collar standing out in tab shape
above the ears, and is finished with a deep
tull flource of black velvet bordered on {te
edge with emrine. The muff worn with it is
of ermine, and a pretty toque in tam shape
with a deep band of ermine next the face
gives with it. -

Another new capeis in tippet sbape,
short on the shoulders reaching just be-
yond the angle of the sheulder, pointed in
front acd back, and finished all around
with a full plaited flounce of chiffon.

Muffs are very large this season, and the
furs, such as bear, black marten, and the
sables look timply enormous when shaken
out.

Collars and ties are zeen in endless vari-
ety and they seem to abound in tails even
more than they did last year. Short cra-
vates, such as were worn last winter, are
still seen, but instead of being made from
a single skin with merely bead, tail and feet
they are modelled on the ties which were
shown just at the end of last sesson, and
have any number of little tails sticking up
on each side and standing out grotesquely
in all directions when the tie 1s put on. At
the back of the neck the broad band of the
collar is curved, and made to turn up in
cold weather so as to protect the ears.

The explanation of
this is that the men of the tribes are away

The latter, from all accounte, are taking
full advantage of tte unfortunate condition
of affairs, and, owing to the atundant sup-
ply, slaves are now selling in the principal
cities of Morocco at cheaper prices than
ever before. An unattractive woman of
24 or 25 years cen now be bought for the
Moorish equivalent of $35, buta handome
little girl of 9 or 10 brings as high as $60.
These women of the Soudan mature very
early, and are old at 30. Children of 9 or
10 are as well developed as the average
girlof 15 or 16. The Soudarese woman
is quite black and ungainly in appearance,
with all the familiar characteristics of the
African negro.

Slavery is officially recognz:d in Mor-
occo, and in each cf the large cities tkere
is a special slave market, where the wares
of tke dealers are sold at auction at regular
intervals. The sales are always conducted
with great decorum, but the dealers resort
to many tricks to get biz prices for their
unfortunate victims. Bulletivs are posted
in the market giving particulars of the next
sale, and these are closely studied in ad-
vance by prospective buyers.

The slave market at Fez is one of the
most important in tte kingdcm of Morocco.
It is situated i the center of tte city, be-
ing nothing more than a large open square,
turrounced by a kind of arcade in which
the buyers and spectatora sit. On one side
of the open square is a magnificent mosque,
a fine type of Moorish architecture, and
many of the people who come to the sale
firat visit the mospue and send up a prayer
to Allah.

The slava sales invariably take place in
the evening, for the purpose of concealiog
in the dim light any imperfections which
the unfortunates may possess. During the
sale the slaves are kept together in one of
the recesees of the arcade. They are
always surrounded by a group of men—
prospective buyers—who look them ‘over
as a woman inspects household furniture at
an auction sale.

The average age of the slave girls is
about 14 years, but the raiders do rot
scruple to steal children who would almost
be considered babies in other countries.
Tke dealers, who in most cases are pros-
perous, fine-Icokir g men, watch over their
victims carefully until they are sold, feed-
ing them generously and tryingto make
them contented, so that they will present
an sgrzeable appearance when placed be-
fore the bidders.

Tke slaves are led out separately by the
dealer, who cries out their many advant-
ages in Arabic. Theusual dress of the slave
is-a- single garment of eairwo. The dealer
marches Ler around in the rings of cpen
space while the bidders raise ong another.
When there is no possibility of getting
a higher bidder the girl is handed to the
purchaser, the mcney is paid over, and the
next slave is brougtt outto go through
precisely the same performance. As tho
auctions take place every few days, there
are not many slaves put up at one sale:
12 or 15 is the average number, but in
some cases, where an exceptionally fruittul
raid hss been made, the number runs as
high as 50 or 60. Abdul Azziz. the young
Sultan, who looks ten years older than he
really is, encourages the slave traflic, but
he is very jealous of the details concerning
it reaching European ears. For this rea-
son nearly all of the sales take place in the
towns rarely visited by foreiguers, but
should any of the latter appear at a sale it
is at once postponed.

Most of the cities ot Morocco are well
protected against tourists. says the Boston

Post, for tke reason that the whole country
is overrun by companies ot brigands. To
make a rafe journey to the interior it is
y.to be panied by a tormid-
able carvan, and the average tcurist cannot
afford the expense. These brigands are re-
specters of no one. They would as soon

The inland citiessre, t:herefore. well
rotected sgainst the prying eyes cof
Em’opeml. and news of the happenings
there seldom reaches tLe cuter world.

It is known, however, that ever since h_is
accession to the throne Sultan Abdul Azz'z
bas been busily engaged cutting off the
heads of bis male relations as a means of
effectually equelching all ambitions they
might have to reign in his stead. Five
hundred years ago one of the Sultans of
Turkey discovered that the Koran per-
mitted the killing of all male relatives of
royalty, together with their harems, aud
the young Sultan of Morocco has taken full
advautage of this precedent.

The ycuog Sultan bas a greater number
of wives than any other of the potentates.
The Sultan of Turkey is credited with
1,000, but the Sultan ot Morocco is said to
have 1,200. When any of the slave deal-
ers capture an excep'ionally handsome girl
she is at once sent to the imperial palace,
and if she is deemed fitting for a place in
the harem the recompense of the slave is
large. All of the courtiers and royal par-
asities attempt to imi‘ate tte Sultan in the
sizs of their harems, and the merchagﬂs
imitate the courtiers. The ceaseless raids
in the Soudan more than meet the del_nand,
which is now larger than at any tims in the
history of the ancient country.

sunk to tke lowest. The Divine Teacher
came not to recommend the negle:t of the
bodv, but a new cure for the imperishable
part. Unforlunately, under the new order
of things, the physical part of man which
had been exalted and worshiped, was cast
down in neglect and abused. What the
Pagon had pampered, ths Christian,
by misconstruction of Christ's teach-
ings, cast down into psrset.:ution and
neglect. Under this feeling, the
public  and  private  baths  were
neglected, and to this day, no ch.mtmn
nation, has fully sppreciated the impor-
tance of former cleanly habits ot the people
for public health. The teachings of the
Great Spirit is in a fair way to ceate per-
version, and miserable derangement of the
organism by neglect of disinfection of the
corrupt, irtitable, obstructive elements
which make life too wiserabla for any chris-
tian existence. Tbe Creator has provided
this home for the spirit, with intellect suf-
ficient for its healthful care, but not for &
depository for poisorous drugs. Baths
which clean the suriace cf a pure blooded
body, is an important practice ot it(el_l, but
the hot air and vapor oaths cleanse inter-
pally as well as externally.

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rIPPING GEN. SBHERIDAN.

One of the Many Stories That Were out
of His Book.

“‘Gen. Sheridan bad a great deal more
of his memoirs written than ever got info
his book,’ said a gentleman who was for a
long time officially connected with tte late
general of the army. ‘Had he lived the
book would have teen much livelier, I as-
sure you. Asit was, the memoirs were
edited by Col. Sheridan, Gen. Sheridan's
brother, after bis death, and many of the
best thirgs, in my judgement at least, were
for various reasons left out. Gen. Sheri-
dan was very anxious to tell rome of the
funny experiences he had after he had
reached the command of the army, and he
had outlined several of tham just prior to
he illness which ended in his death.

“Oae of thes3 experiences referred to the
first tip that he received fcr being pleasant
to a visitor. In the guide book there is a
description af ths office of the general, or,
as it is known, the headquarters of the
srmy in the war department. Itis stated
in connection therewith that the office is
generally open for public inspection, and
that visitors to the city and others are wel-
come to inspect it at all times, at least dur-
ing cffice hours. Once Gen. Sheridan was
very busy prepariog or revising official re-
ports. He had kept the messengers ger-
erally stationed at the outer door of his of-
fice runcing around at arather lively rate to
his various subordinates, aud for the mo-
ment there was no one at the door, when
in marched a couple of visitors, a respect-
able-looking man and a lady armed with
their guide book. The general did not
relish the intrusion very much, but they
did not know it, for he kepf steadily at his
work.

‘They examined all the pictares on the
walls and gave considerable attention to a
marble bust of the general, which had just
been placed therein. *So that is Gen. Phil
Sheridan,’ said the man to his wife. ‘Well,
no one would ever think that man was
ever such a fighter as he was. To me he
looks a little top-heavy—has too much
bead for his body.' He made other re-
marks, all of which the general heard, and
the effect of them was to divert his at-
tention from his work, ‘How old is Sheri-
dan P’ asken the visitor, indicating for the
first time that he noticed any one in the

room. Gen. Sheridan gave him the infor-
mation, and, thinking that tha best way
to get rid of his visitors would be to ex-
plain to them hurriedly the things of' in-
terest in the room, proceeded to do so. He
warmed up somewhat on someof them,
and his descriptions and explanations of
some of the portraits, war scenes and In-

dian curios, blankets, etc.—-there were a

number of them there in the room—were
extremely interesting. :

th nkful for the information and instrue-
tion, and departed. The story was such &
good one that the general told iton him-
self, first to his messengers and afterward
to many others. He hid intenced to ron
it into his memoirs, but it never got there.
He always spoka of it as the first time he
had received and accepted a fee for per-
forming a public service.'—Vashington

Why Cresar’s Sysiem Was Corrected by
Pope Gregory. XI11IL.

The p time that is
now used by nearly all nations is the re-
modeled system adopted by Julius Cwmssr
in the year 46 B C. There were 354, 860
and 365 days in the Greek year at differ-
ent times. Uoder Nume the Roman year
had 355 dsys, ard there was so much vari-
ance between the civil snd the astronomi-
cal year that the autumn feasts were cele-
brated in the epring, and those of harvest
in midwinter. Every second year an ex-
tra montb, called Mercedonius, was added.
This month had no certain length, but was
arranged by the pontiffs as they saw fit,
which naturally gave rise to corruption and
fraud, interfering with the duraticn of
office and the collection of debts. In order
to restore the seasors to their proper
months it was necessary for Czmsar to make
the year in which he inaugurated the ctange
contain 445 days. On the bypothesis that
she astronomical year consisted of 36514
days, he had esch fourth yesr contain 366
days and the others 365. The extrs day
was added to the 24th of February, which
was called Sexto-calendas, being the sixth
before the crlendo, or 1st of March, cele-
brated in tonor of the expulsion of the
kings. The additionsl day was placed next
to this feast and known as Bis-rexto-
calendas.

But this year of Cuser was too long by
11 minutes and 13 95 seconds, or about
three days in 400 years, so that by A. D
1582 the error amounted to ten days at
Jeast. To correct.this miscalculation, Pope
Gregory XIII. ordered that Oct. 5, 15682,
should be known as Oct. 15, 1582, and to
prevent a recurrence of the error it was
arranged that three intercalary days should
be omitted in four centuries—that is, one
in each centenary year except the fourth.
Thus 1600 was a leap year; 1700 and 1800
were not. The passing year 1896 was 8
leap year, and under ordinary circum
stances 1900 would be, pbut it will not
be, in order to come under the rule of the
Gregoaian calendar. Therefore the years
which bas 366 days are, first, those that
are exactly divisible by 4 and not of 100;
second, those that are exactly divisible by
400 and notby 4,000 ; hence the year 2000
A. D. will be a lesp year, and the only one
in the series of the four centenary jyears.

All the Catholic countries adopted the
Gregorian calendsr as soon as the rapal
bull was issued, but it was not introduced
into England and her colonies till 1752,
the error then being 11 days. The dates
previcus to that change are referred to as
old style, and sometimes given both ways
—as Washington's birttday, Feb. 11 22.—
Chicago Tribune.

THE PERSIAN NEW YEAR.

No Beggar Asks For Alms in Vain on the
216t of March,

There is a day in the Persian calendar of
which men, women and children, one and
all, of this phblegmatic race bestir them-
selves and roam about in fienzied glee.
That day is the New Year's cay, according
to our corcnology the 2lst of Maich. In
round, Lollow boats which look like a tur-
ban turced upside down they tail over the
emerald waters of tke Eupbrates, and in
the center of the stream they dip the water
with which they bespatter afterward the
walls of their houses, gardens and fields to
keep at bay the evil spirit. The men fall
upon cachother’s necks, kiss and carets
each other and vow eternal brotherly love.
No begger, and their oumber is legion,
asks in vain for alus on this day.
The ordirary Persian laborer and peddler,
who dots not mind if his hands and teet
are dyed the color of the night on other
days, takes a bath and has Lis hair cut,
and if the sun’s rays are more than ordi-
parily fierce be orders his head shaved
clean of all hirsute ornament. Balancirg
himselt on the giound by holding on to
his tces, he delivers himselt over to the
bands ot the Persian figaro, a tonsorial art-
ist of no mean Cevelopment. Scveral of
these public barbers have become quite
rich notwithstanding they perform their
hardest labor on this great holiday. In the
interior of P« rsia, beyond tte bleak desert,
is found on the bavks of a deep river the
post station of Pullydaliack, the name of
which is derived from a bridge that crosces
the river at that point, the *‘barber” bridge,
for it is the gilt of his tellow mcnnt a whil-
om barber, who became a nabob in the
pursuit of bis piofesiioc—the only barter,
no doubt, who indulged in erecting bridges
for other men to cross. But the Persien
barbers are ccnsidered the best tonsori. |
ariists in the orient.

Speaking of the peculiar boats in which
the Persians navigate their 1iver, they Lave
retained that queer shape since time im-
memorial, for they were known in prebiie
toric ages. They a1e made ot light straw
wood, which bas beccme hard as a 1ock
through exposure to the briny water and
the atmosphere. All the cracks nd inter-
stices are filled np with a gutlike clsy and
dry reed giass, which makes them perfect-
ly waterproot. —Selected.

PONX FXPRESS RIDING.

A Veteran of the Ploneer Service of the
Plains Tells About it.

“There has been a great deal of glamor
and romance thrown around the pony ex-
prees business in the days before the ad-
vent of the railroads,’ said T. R. Miller,
one of the corps of riders who carried the
mail across the plains in 1858, *but the tact
is, there was little romance about it, and
very little else but bard work.
‘I commenced to ride for the express
company in 1858, when the route was laid
out and the company orgsnized, and con-
tinued to ride until Butterfield came up
aud took the contract, aud the telegraph
line was built. My route was from Egan
Canyon to Antelope Springs, Nev. The
riders bad to ride from sixty to eighty
miles. On my section I had two relays,
and used to make the trip in from
six to eight hours. There was always
more or less danger from the Indians, but
when we met them we either ran away from
them, crawled around them, or fought.
The danger has been greatly magnified.
The country was so big and the number of
Indians so comparatively small that we bad
to run into a band before there was any
serious danger, and then one white man
was a8 good as ten of them.

‘Our stations were not fortified at all.

They were log cabins or sod houses, with
three or four men in each, and though they

were rebuilt immediately, and no serious
loss or inconvenience to the service was
occasioned.

“We knew just when to expect the
rider from tte next station, and the horees
were always ready, so thatall we had to
do was to change the mail from one horse
to another, and we were off. It was the
same at the relay stations. The horses
were al way s ready, and the only delay was
in taking a drink of water or a cup of
coffee, and the mail was on its way.

It was simply bard riding, a cool head
and a keen eye that was required. Once
in & while the men were caught. 1 have
a tcar or two myself to remember the In-
dians by ; but on the whole the danger was
not excessive, and as for romance there
was notbing of it. In 1861 the Indians
were specially troublesome, and tome hard
fights reculted ; but as they never remained
lorg in the same place they could not do a
very great deal of harm.

“The first trial of the pony express was
tke delivery of Buchanan’s meesage in the
spring of 1857. Our comp:ny, which had
the route from St. Joe, vis Salt Lake City,
was the one which was atcerward operated
by Ben Holiday. Butterfield’s route was
through Arizona. We bad the commcn
mounfain ponies, and Butterfield bad high-
bred horses. We took the message right
through, and when Bulterfie!d arrived at

Mojave he found the mess:ge coming back
from San Francisco. ﬁuttel field ran
southern route until 1860, when he pulled
offand established a line of ccaches from
St. Joe to San Francisco, via Salt Lake.
In 1861 they commenced to build the tele-
graph lines.

‘I saw a .statement rccently thattkere
are only five survivors of the pony
express 1iders. That is a mistake. There
are & number of others, Besides myself
I know of Frank Low, now in Cripple
Creek ; Erastus Egan, son of Major Egan,
of Egan Caynon; James White, John
Fisher and Sam Gilson, the discoverer of
the beds of asphalt in Utah.

*There was always excitement enough in
our work, and nearly all of us bad narrow
escapes of one kind or another. We had
to make {ime, to look out for Indians, and
sometimes o race with storms which were
Lkely to bsr out progrets, but all these
things soon became matters of course. We
mounted our pcnies and pounded away un-
till we reached our statione, and then lay
down and waited until our time came next.
It was hard work sometimes, and pleasant
at others, very much the same as the other
occupations of human existence.’

country districts of Hayti and Jamasica are
smong the poorest and most ignorant in
the world outside of the barbaric tribes.

These country people, a large majority
of the population, form little settlements
of scattered towns, and the Government
provides them with little churches, but
while the people profess to be christians
and occasionally go to church, they bave
much more faith in the obeab man than in
the preacher or, if not more faithin they
have at least more fear of bim, and some-
times it is not without reason. The obesh
man is in no sense a priest or spiritual guide.
He is & compounder of poisons, and at this
beis ordinarily only too skilful. He has
no temple and pretends to no sacred rites
beyord a few simple incantations which he
adds for effect. He works as much as any
of his companions, eitber on his own little
place or on the neighboring estate and he
does not often even pretend to bave in-
herited powers from any ancestors. He
picks up the trade and in a emall way
makes it profitable.

It is’an easy matter for any ordinaryily
bright negro to establish & local reputation
as anotesh man. He provides himself
with some of the stock belonging to sn
obeah men—three white roosters’ heads
among the first and drops a sly hint here
and there. One of his neighbors has ir-
jured him, perhaps, and the neighbors’
chickens suddenly died or his donkey talls
seriously ill. A little home-made poison
does it, and if heis smart there isro
danger cf his being cavght. His compan-
ions begin to regard him with awe and to
fear him. From that moment he is a re-
cognized obeah man.

The obeah man usnally takes the pre-
caution to know his victim before he prac-
tises his diabolical arts on a white planter,
says the Ptilacelphia Press. Asa rul. tke
latter is too intelligent to have eny fear of
the supernatural powers to which he lays
claim, though one and a'l unite in: fesring
his poisons, ard poisoning is .a
much easier matter for tropical re-
groes than cne might imagine, by reason
of the many poiconous vines, . plints
and roots with which the experience ot
generations has made them familiar. Then
the manner of keeping the water of the
bousehold helps the obeah man consider-
ably. Every house has its big porous
kept and tbrough which it gradually
trickles into a smaller jar beneath. A
bandful of brinvilliers leaves dropped into
the water jar will in a few days put an end
to & whole family.

It was not bard to have these leaves put
into the water, because the obeah man
knows all the eervants in the house and
some of them are very likely to put them-
selves in his power and mutt do as he tells
them. Whether they are in his power or
not. they are all very much afraid of him.
A planter has been known, when the well
known indications appear to point direct
to the obeah mau, to pound nearly all the
daylights out of bim and have him arrested
and kept in priscn to cool his heels until
he has learred; diecretion in his dealings.
But many others, out of regard for their
own families and for fear the ocbeah man
stould go to e xtreme measures in bis hanky-
panky tricks and poison them all off, make
a point of pounding for their off
Say a plantation band has a grievance
against a particulsr plaoter for discharging
him without cause; he goes to an obeah
man snd in & day or two the owner of the
plantation walks out to his gate and finds
lying in his path three white roosters’
heads. He knows they mean mischief. He
knows too, ttat they will not be alone,
and te looks about and scon sees an empty
bottle hanging from a neighboring tree.
It is a bint that the bottle is intended to
catch his shadow, a seri ing that
must rot go unheeded. Does he send for
the police? Nothing of the kind. Re-
member that his family have lived for
genera‘ions among these obeah woikers
and have some fear of them. He has teen
warnings before and knows that unless he
acts quickly the comsequences will be
serious.

His first step is to find out whom he hes

fiended. He bers the incident of
the man who was discharged, and sends for
him. He does not know bow deadly the
grudge may be. His own lite, the lives of
all his family may be at stake. The water
jars must be emptied and cleaned, for they
may contain poison. All the food must be
carefully watched by some trusty servant,
but the servants are all negroes, and he
does not know whom he can trust. The
milk mast also be watched from the mo-
ment it leaves the cow until it reaches the
table. He knows himself to be in
