President Taft Arrives.

President Taft arrived at the capi
tol at 4.46 p. m. and entered the room
set aside for the occupation of the
President on the concluding day of a
session of Congres His appearance
there, the first since his incumbency
as President, caused members of
Congress to desert their two cham-
bers and form in line to be received
by him. There was a constant pro-
cession of hand-shaking ~statesmen
through the President’s room from the
time of his arrival until his depart
ure at 5.50 o'clock.

Just as the hands of the gold clock
in the President's room reached six
minutes past five, the Payne iff bill,
as the measure will be known, was
laid before the President. He picked
up a pen supplied by Chairman Payne
of the House Ways and Means Com-
mittee, and which had been used by
both the vice-President and the
Speaker in signing the bill, and at-
tached his signature, adding “signed
five minutes after five o’clock, August
Hth, 1909. W. H. T.”

The nature of the ussistance to be
asked for would not be defined, but
it would be left to the Government to
declde whether it should be in the
shape of a subidy or a guarantee of
80 mich freight, h
