Blunted growth of spruce in, the for 
esta of New Brunswick opens up a 
question of great Interest to lumber­
men generally.

In the course of the paper Mr 
Ilowe dealt witto the immense quan­
tities of small on suspended growth 
of spruce in the different parts of 
New Brunswick, and showed from 
many natural specimens that it will 
grow to timber sizes with great ra­
pidity if property I treated. It also 
dealt with another important phase 
In the matter of spruce growth, name­
ly, the great natural waste while the 
forests are maturing.

A common fallacy among persons In­
terested in the subject is, the paper 
continued, that the natural forest 
can l»e cut over at certain periods and 
the largest trees removed, and also 
that if tires can be prevented these 
forests will give a perpetual yield. The 
paper pointed out the consequences of 
following this fallacy.

The power empaslzed the import­
ance of the role which sunlight space 
at the top in accordance witn the dia­
meter plays In the growth. By taking 
out the larger trees and permitting 
the sunlight and air to reach the back­
ward trees or weaklings still living, 
their growth will be promoted and has­
tened.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—The Canada For­
estry Association concluded their thir­
teenth annual convention lu the rail­
way commission rooms of the House 
of Commons this afternoon. The prin­
cipal resolution asked from both, fed­
eral and provincial go' 
an increased expendit 
management in this country, deprec 
at lug the fact that less than a cent an 
gore was now expended on forest 
lands.

The association urged on the fed­
eral and provincial governments the 
necessity for providing a system of 
examinations to test the qualifications 
of appointees and of making appoint­
ments permanent during good behav­
ior and that federal government ap­
pointments for this purpose should 
be placed In the hands of the civil 
service commission.

It was resolved to impress upon the 
government the necessity of main-

tory for testing and investigating the 
physical and mechanical properties of 
Canadian woods with a view to extend­
ing the possibilities of their use and 
for other purposes.

SENATE CONSIDERS HOW

Peking, Feb. 8.—In spite of the op­
timistic reports circulated in govern­
ment circles it is known that the re­
publicans suggest modifications of 
nearly all of Yuan Shi Kai'e propo­
sals and request the Premier to go to 
Nanking in order to conclude the ar­
rangements.

The revolutionaries are beginning, 
it eeems, to suspect that Yuan Shi 
Kai's terms are so draWn up as to 
provide an easy avenue for reversion 
to a monarchy after a loan has- been, 
arranged, order restored, and the re­
publican forces disbanded.

Many Influential Chinese consider 
that China has already loot outer 
Mongolia, and fear that the Dalai 
Lama will successfully establish the 
independence of Tibet. They also 
think that Japan will annex southern 
Manchuria, while

represent Queens in the future, they 
and those who may take our places 
will come to recognize that a very 
great service, and one of the greatest 
that ever has been rendered this 
county since Its organization, has been 
accomplished during our term.

The committee 
decided to have Architect Mott go over 
the document presented by the delega 
tlon from the underwriters with the 
building inspector and Peter Clinch, 
and prepare a draft of the proposed 
by-laws which will be then handed to 
the recorder, who will provide the 
necessary legal phraseology. The 
committee hope to have a bill ready 
for the next session of the legislature 
embodying certain general provisions 
in regard to the construction of new 
buildings, but it was not considered 
likely that they would have a complete 
draft ready for this session.

A meeting of the Builders Exchange, 
of which Hon. Robert Maxwell is presi­
dent, was held last evening in their 
rooms in the Market building, at which 
the question of revising the building 
by-laws will be discussed and a delega­
tion appointed to wait on the civic 
committee and lay the views of the 
builders before It.

When the meeting opened last 
evening Chief Kerr called attention to 
the fact that he had made a number of 
recommendations to amend the fire 
department by-law some time ago and 
asked whether or not they would be In­
corporated In the building by-laws. On 
the advice of the recorder it was de­
cided that most of the chiefs recom­
mendations should be sent to the bills 
and by-laws committee with a request 
to prepare a bill for submission to the 
legislature, as it was felt an act of the 
legislature would have more force 
than a city by-law.

Architect H. H. Mott, who was ap­
pointed some time ago to draft new 
building by-laws, said he had been 
at work for a long time, and the far­
ther he went Into the question the

The underwriters contended1 
that In many sections the limit should* 
be six stories, as with the present 
water pressure they could not fight 
a fire above that height.

The recorder pointed out that It a 
limit was made it should be specified 
in feet rather than stories.

Achitect Mott said he was of optn 
ion that the underwriters had no1 
right to attempt to put a limit on the 
height of buildings. They only con­
sulted their own Interest.

Mr. Clinch observed that the in­
surance companies were quite able 
to protect themselves without, refer­
ence to the building by-laws. If they 
didn’t like a risk, they could put a 
prohibit tariff on it. The recommen 
dations of the underwriters were in1 
accord with the public interest. The 
underwriters never lost ns much by 
fines as the people did.

Recorder Baxter recalled that when 
an alderman he had tried to have 
the building by-laws revised, only to 
meet with strenuous opposition from 
the people of certain districts, mainly , 
on the ground that a poor man had 
an absolute right to put up any kind 
of a shack he pleased, no matter what 
the menace may be to his neighbors.

One of the underwriters observed 
that the people who had objected 
to revise the by-laws had paid dearly, 
not only by fire losses but in high 
insurance rates. He pointed out that 
the community had some rights as 
against the individual and remarked 
that some day the city would pay 
dearly because it permitted the growth 
of a district such as that around Brus­
sels street.

It was finally decided to leave thé 
question of fixing a limit for the height 
of buildings to Mr. Mott and the 
building inspector and insurance re­
presentatives.

The insurance delegation recom­
mended that a new by-law be drafted 
embodying regulations regarding the 
following points:

1— Thickness of walls for brick 
buildings.

2— Public buildings, theatres and 
places of amusement.

3— Mill construction.
. 4—Balloon frames.

5— Chimney, flues, fire places, trim­
mer arches, hot air registers, unused 
pipe holes.

6— Mansard roof.
7— Fire escapes, stand pipes and Are 

protection.
8— Electric works.
9— Moving picture machines.

In moving a resolution authorising the Government to 
make a loan of 26,000,000 to the Montreal Harbor Com­
missioners, Hon. Mr. Hazen stated some very Interesting 
facts concerning the development of trade through the 
port of Montreal in the past twenty years, and the bright 
prospects for the future of the most important of Canadian 
ports. A few years ago an act was passed authorizing 
the Government to advance to the Montreal Harbor Com­
missioners the total sum of $15,000,000. This money was 
to be expended for the erection of new high level quays, 
with an aggregate frontage of 16,800,000 feet, and so 
arranged as to give twenty-four new berths for ocean 
steamships from 600 to 800 feet in length. The creation 
of new low level quays with a total length of 5,000 feet 
was also proposed. These quays were for the accommo­
dation of the local river business. This would make the 
combined length of new high and low level wharf space 
equal to 74 acres and give new permanent warehouse ac­
commodation of 1,386,000 square feet, and an increase in 
the grain elevator storage capacity of four millions of 
bushels besides increasing the grain handling capacity of 
the port five fold and add twenty-two miles of track along 
the water frontage.

The first six millions of the total expenditure was 
voted in 1910 and is practically exhausted. The resolu­
tion of Mr. Hazen applies to the second loan of six mil­
lions. This money Is not given as a subsidy but loaned 
to the Harbor Commission at three and a half per cent, 
interest. All plans for new work are submitted to the 
Govemor-General-ln-Council, and the executive is also 
furnished with a full statement of expenditures in connec­
tion with the new work of the plans of which they have 
first approved.

In the course of his remarks Mr. Hazen spoke of the 
immense development of the trade of Montreal since the 
organization of the Harbor Commission. He did not go 
back to the beginnings of the Commission but dealt with 
the past twenty years only. In 1891 the revenue of the 
harbor of Montreal was $263.965, and in 1910 $836,115. 
This shows an immense expansion of trade. The interest 
charges meanwhile had risen from $164,134 in 1900 to 
$505,000 in 1910. The latter figures are estimated only, 
but they are approximately correct, and ‘include the inter­
est on the expenditure of the larger portion of the first 
six millions advanced to the Commission by the Govern­
ment. The growth of Montreal's import and export 
trade in twenty years has been really amazing and showed
