note issued Saturday, sums up the first

offensive movement of the army. T’he‘

text follows:

“In the Trentino zone our forces
went resolutely forwand, correcting, at
least in part, strategical inconveni-
ences of unfavorable frontier, such as
were imposed upon us after the cam-
paign of 1856.

“Our mounted troops have occupied
ravines and summits, the names of
which recall unforgettable exploits by
the brave combatants in Trentino balf
a century ago. A powerful artillery
crowne the summits and plateaus from
where operations more vast can be car-
ried out later. It is battering effec-
tively forts of the enemy considered up
to the present time almost impreg-

| nable and already has demolished
some of them,

“In the Upper Cadore recollections
of Fortunato Calvi are evoked by the
occupation of Cortina and other im-
portant points. Thus not only are
closed all Toutes for invasion by the
enemy, but gradually there is being
opened the way of an offensive action
as soon as this is regarded opportune.

‘“In the Carnia zone our Alpine
troops are solidly established on im-
portant defiles, holding them against
repeated counter-attacks by the ene-
my.

Es-
pecially, the note says, it must not be
forgotten that the ground of operations
is mountainous and prepared by the
enemy for defense for a long time and
defended by numerous troops harden-
ed by ten months fighting. In conclu-
sion the note declares that the army
has decided to overcome at any price
all obstacles and difficulties.

HEAVY FIGHTING NEAR
JARASLAUAND PRZEMYSL,

BERLIN REPORTS SAY

Berlin, via London, June 13.—Ger-
man artillery yesterday bombarded
the military works of Luneville, a
French town 15 mfles southeast of
Nancy, according to the officlal state-
ment given out today by the German
army headquarters. German troogs,
the statement adds, stormed the town
of Kuzle, eight miles west of Shavli,
in Kovno province; took more than
6,000 Russian prisoners at Sieniawa,
in Galicia, and also captured the town
of Mlyniska.

Heavy Fighting Continues in
Baltic Provinces and Along
Dniester.

NO IMPORTANT
CHANGE IN SITUATION.

Artillery Fighting in West from
the Sea to the Woevre—Ex-
pected German Offensive has
Not Yet Materialized.

London, June 13—Both in the Baltic
provinces and along the Dniester riv-
er heavy fighting continues between
the Russians and Austrians and Ger-
mans without, however, any very ma-
terial change in the situation. The
movement forward and backward of
the battle lines in the Baltic provin-
ces is almost continual, and each side
has at various times held the advan-
tage.

In Galicia the scene of fighting has
changed. The Germans balked in
their effort to reach Lemberg from
the south, have commenced an attack
on the Russians on the River San,
north of Przemysl, and along the
Dniester in Southeastern Galicia, and
in their report tonight claim to have
been successful im both sectors.

The movement in the southeast re-
sembles that which failed further up
the Dniester, at Zurawna, but is on a
wider scale. The right wing of the
Austro-German army {ig only twenty
miles from the Roumanian frontier,
while its left wing reaches as far as
Halicz, where many attacks have been

*ldelivered against a bridge-head. The

centre of the operations is Kolomea,
from which point the main attacks,
which have carried the Germanic al-
lies across the Dniester in several
places, are being launched.
Simultaneously, the Germang are
proceeding with their attack on the
Russian centre on the Rawka river,
west of Warsaw, where they have also
been succesful, according to their re-

Artillery Duels in West

In the western zone artillery en-
gagements are in progress from the
sea to the Woevre, and even beyond
that district, with here and there in-
fantry fighting.

Paris, June 13— The capture from
the Germans of the railway station
leading into the town of Souchez,
eight miles from Arras, is announced
in the French olfncial statement, 1§
sued here this afternoon. Cannonad-
ing was continued during the night in
the district north of Arras, the state-
ment says, and stubborn fighting, with
hand-grenades, took place in the re-
gion called the Labyrinth.

LOVE THE GERMANS.

Says Man|is Murderer who
Goes Into Trenches
With Hate.

The Rev. J. L. Dawson was the
preacher last evening in Germain St.
Baptist church. He took his text from
St, Mathhey the §th chapter: “Love
your enemies. Do good to them that
hate you, that ye may be the children
of your Father in Heaven,' He preach-
ed on the profit of loving the Germans.
“Germany,’ said the speaker, “now
was the one country on earth that
hated the British Bmpire. If there
were any special enemies of England
surely it must be the Germans.

Redeem the Germans.

“We were not required to love them
with the love of approval of what they

That was really
what we were laboring for in this war,
That is to say we were trying to re
deem the Germans. We were trying
to overcome the national self ag-
grandizement and the spirit of hate
which they had developed in connec-
tion with the building of their militar-
ism.

The word of the great Roman
who ended his speeches in the Roman
Senate with delenda est Karthago was
a man of their type.

“What is the profit of loving the Ger-
mans?

When
a man thinks of himself from the
stagndpoint of the Christian pulpit or
pew, he is more than a patriot.

He is
bound by the teaching of his Lord that
the man who hates his enemy is a mur
derer. When ono of us who is a
Christian teacher looks at himself in
a mirror and knows he seeks his ene
my he knows also that he is a murd-
erer in spirit. If one of us goes to
the front and into the trenches hav-
ing that spirit of hate with him he
makes himself a murderer.

ONE 3 YEARS OLD.

May Have Become Lost In

The Woods of Rock-
wood Park.

Up to an early hour this morning
no trace of two girls, Mary Garnett,
three-years-old, and a girl named Cos-
man, who live on Erin street, has been
found, and it is the belief of many
that they were drowned yesterday
afterRoon in the small artificial lake
off Gilbert's lane. near the entrance
to Rockwood Park, as they were ‘ast
seen in that vicinity.
© A eystematic search was made of
the park by th& police last night, and
geveral others have also been searhe
ing in the hopes of being able to dis-
cover, if possible, where the missing
children are.

At ten o’clock last night Mounted
Policeman Moore, who does mounted
duty at the park, reported to the po-
lice station and was again despatched
to the locality to continue the search
while the father of the girl accom-
panied by a number of searchers are
also scouring the woods in that
vicinity.

The young girls were on their way
to Sunday school yesterday, but in-
stead of attending the services it is
said they went to the park. For some-
time they were not missed. but when
it became dark Allan Garnett, father
of the child, became worried and re-
ported thé matter to the police. Or-
ders were immediately given for the
patrolmen to be on the lookout for the
children and to report any trace of
them. At the same time Mr. Garnett
secured the assistance of several oth-
er men and went to the location in
which the children were last seen.
He instituted a thorough search uf
the park and the lake but no trace
of them could be found. Owing to its
being dark it was not possible for any
object to be seen in the bottom of the
lake, and if the children are not found
the pond will be dragged.

The search in the woods also proved
fruitless, and the father hopes that the
girls have been taken into some housc
and will be’ retarned to their home
today. Mr. Garnett believes that both
children were frightened to return to
their home after they played truant
from Sunday school and perhaps
wandered away in the woods, where
they are hiding.

Mr. Garnett, when the children fail-
ed to come home, procured a horse
and wagon amnd drove through the
avenues of the park on a midnigat
search. which he continued during the

same idea. Just as this war is being
waged as one of sorrow and sad ne
cessity, it is being conducted in the
spirit of Jesus Christ. To disposess
with the spirit of Jesus Christ is to be
a son of his father and ours.”

The water and sewerage mains ex-
tend from the Connor's Road through {j
to Spar Cove and down to the junction
at Bridge street. The total length
of the extension is 4,000 feet and when
completed 25 houses will be served
with water and sewerage. These
houses lave been without either of
these necessities up to the present
and several fine structurs have been
erected there, It is expected that
many more dwellings will go up as a
result of the new water and sewerage
services.

While the mains have been lald the
water and sewerage department has
given these services to the dwellings
along the road and several fire hy-
drants have also been installed.

Commissioner Wigmore expects to
start work during the coming week on

between Adelaids road and Lansdowne
avenue. This is the work that was
under discussion by the city commis-
sioners early last week and to which
some opposition was given on account
of the roadway not having been taken
over by the city. Several houses have
been erected there and while these will
be served with water at present, it is
unlikely that sewerage will be instal-
led for some time to come. The new
water extension will be continued for
a distance of about 400 feet.

Good work has also been done in
the Cranston avenue water and sewer-
age extensionn In Cranston avenue
the water main was already in place
but the sewer conductor had to be
sunk to a depth of 15 feet and much
of that cut was through solid rock.

This
pipe will be used for a new main to be
laid across the Marsh bridge to give
a better service to the city. For the
first it will be used to supply the Gil-
bert's Lane main and the heights of
Mount Pleasant.
