Two main plans have been pregent-
ed, which the members of the commis-

Both plang are being considered to-
gether. In its original form the first
plan is generally considered more
| democratic, and therefore more accep-
table to the small powers, .whercas
the revised plan is not as acceptable
to the small powers, as it eliminates
them from the executive branch of
the proposed organization, and is a
long step toward the creation of an
International Supreme Court, with a
fundamental basis of codified interna-
tional law.

The first plan had three main fea-
tures, first: A legislative branch, on
which the great and small nations
were equally represented, each as a
unit.

Second, an executive branch, con-
sisting of two members from each of
the great powers, United States Great
Britain, France, Italy and Japan, and
nine members chosen from the small
powers.  This gave the executive body
a total membership of nineteen, of
which ten represented the great pow-
ers, and nine represented the small
powers

Third, arbitration was provided for
the determination of international is-
sues. In case of a dispute between
two nations, each nation named arbi-
trators, and these two selected a third
arbitrator. . The three arbitrators
thug chosen constituted a tribunal for
determining the issues.

The revised plan makes several im
portant changes. The legislative
branch remains the same, with the
great and small nations represented.
The executive branch is modified, how-
{ever, so a8 to congist, chiefly, of the
great powers, with two representatives
from each, to which others from the
small powers may be added, when in
terests especlally affecting them are
at issue.

The third branch is entirely chang-
ed, so as to elimimate the plans of
arbitrators and substitute an executive
couneil of the great powers as a trib-
unal for judging international issues,
analogous to the international supremsa
council.

It is the two latter features which
are regarded by the small powers as
tending to concentrate the executive
and judicial Sranches in thé hands of
great powers, whereas tne small pow:
ere prefer the plan glving them a
slatus on the executive branch, and
arbitration as a means of judicial
| determination, instead of a tribunal of
| the great powers.

'MONEY BULGING
FROM POCKETS

Laborers Returning from Hal-
ifax With Fat Rolls—Many
Building Permits Issued in
January.

Halifax, N.S., Feb. 4.—Some of the
men who came to Halifax to work on
reconstruction, and who are now fin-
ished with the work, are leaving Hall-
fax with small fortunes. A number
ol Montreal workers who were on the
job when the big salaries prevailed,
saved over $2,000, while others wiil
take back with them $1,500 to $1,800.
The workmen who were employed on
reconstruction of private houses, earn-
ed as high as $70 per week.

January was a very good building
month in Halifax, permits valued at
$137,295 being issued at the office of
the city engineer, as against $62,470
for the corresponding period last
year. The number ot permits issued
was not large, but some of them re-
presented quite an expenditure. The
larger contracts underway, for which
permits were issued last month, in
clude extensive alterations at the
Royal Bank of Canada, and the erec
tion of offices by the Canada Corpor-
ation, Barrington Street.

Many large contracts are being held
up until the question of ppay for skill-
ed workmen is decided. There is pro-
mise of 'an increas? in pay all around
for mechanics, and contractors are
not inclined to accept large under-
takings until the question of pay s

FOOD CONTROL
AIDED PACKERS

Former Employe of the Food
Administration of U. S.
Makes Statement.

Washington, Feb, 4—The food ad-
ministration and the department of
agriculture aided the five big packing
firms in obtaining a monopolistic con-
trol of the meat packing industry,
Edward C. Lasater, of the National
Livestock Assoclation’s executive com-
mittee, and a former employe of the
food administration, said testifying
Monday, before the house interstate
commerce committeé,

While Mr. Lasater was making this
charge and asserting that he had re-
gigned from the food administration
because he realized “its practices
were harmfuvj to the common welfare”
L. D. H, Weld, manager of Swift and
Company’s research department, told
the Senate agriculture committee that
a combination of the big packers to
control the meat industry was impos-
sible because of theslarge number of
independent concerns,

STRIKERS WILL
RETURN TO WORK

Employes of  the Artificiel
Limb Factories Have Come
to an Agreement With the
Government.

Toronto, Feb. 4—The striking em-
| ployees of the local Government Arti-
| ficial Limb Factories will go back to
work tomorrow morning. This deci-
sion was arrived at by a vote of 556
to 29 at a meseting this afternoon,
after Fred, Price, chairman of the
men's strike committee, had advised
the men to go back to work without
him. He announced himself willing
to resign in order to help a settle
ment. The department of Returned
Soldiers’ Civil Re-establishment grant-
ed all the men's reguests except two.
The department refused to pay the
men for the time they were off, or to
reinstate Mr, Price.

The vote was on the question of
whether or not the men would return
without Price, who was an active of-
ficial, but who went on strike with
the men in sympathy with their de-
mands. Price is a returned man and
an amputation case.

The strike was precipitated by the
dismissal of superintendent J. E.
Burns and other grievances developed
ufterwards. The appointment of Maj.
R. W. Coulthard as superintendent, in
place of° Mr. Burns, has met with
the approval of the strikers.

BREMEN PARTIES
STILL IN REVOLT

Can’t Harmonize Their Views
and it is Feared a Conflict
is Unavoidable.

Berlin, Feb. 4, (By The A. P.)—The
Comnmunist Peoples’ Commissioners
of Bremen have declared their readi-
ness to resign and “form a new gov-
ernment, to be composéd of men
from all the socialist parties on the
basis of the vote cast in the election.
‘fhe armed workmen have agreed to
surrender their arms to the soldiers’
counicils of Hamburg and Bremerhav-
en. Thereupon the commissioners
will ask the government to withdraw
the Gerstenberg division.

The Berlin government has demand-
ed the formation of 4 government on
the basis of the electiong to the na-
tional assembly, namely, from the ma-
jority socialist and Bourgoise parties,
excluding the Spartacans, and the sur-
render of arms to the government
troops. As neither of these demands
have been conceded it is feared that
a conflict is unavoidable. A number
of clashes already have occurred in
and around Bremen, and numbers of
volunteers from Bremen and the sur-
rounding country are said to be join-
ing the government troops.

UNEMPLOYED, MEN. HALF CLOTHED

Foremost Democracy.

The German Swagger is Gone, But Self-Conﬁdénoe is
Strongly Reasserting Itself—Kaiserism and Militarism
Were but the Prehistoric Era—Hope to be World's

(Special Cable to The N. Y. Tribune
and The St. John Standard.)

Berlin, Jan, 28 —HEntering Germany
is like stepping down into a dark base-
ment. The streets of the large and
#mall cities are filled alike with un-
employed men, dressed half civilian,
half soldier, The streets are dirty and
the houses dilapidated. There fs no
coffee, and the tea substitutes served
are merely colored and flavored water.
The bread is black and coarse, and
sticky from too great an admixture of
potatoes. Butter is extremely rare,
and. when- it is to be had at all costs 30
marks a pound.

The panic caused by the military
breakdown and the excitement inci-
dent 'to the revolution are subsiding.
Intellectual forces everywhere are
busy as bees, in anticipation of the re-
sumption of business relations with
the rest of the world.

The German swagger is gone, but
self-confidence is strongly reasserting
itself. Kurt Bisner, the Minister-
President of the Bavarian Republic,
who, with Frau Bisnor, led the Bava-
rian revolution of November, 7, said
during a two-hour conversation with
the Tribune correspondent:

“German history is. only beginning
with the revolution.. Kaiserism and
militarism were but the prehistoric
era. The status of the new Germany
is to be that of the world’s foremost
democracy. German scholars: are
searching the American Constitution
well. The referendum is to be widely
applied by the new German constitu-
tion, so that mistakes, unintentional
as well as deliberate, on the part of
the Reichstag may be rectified prompt-
1y by the people.

Opportunity is Offered.

“The collapse of the old capitalistic
regime together with its unpopularity
over the starting of the war, offers an
opportunity for the upbuilding of a
clvilization based on social peace in-
stead of social war under the inequal-
ity of the old regime.

“Emlightened Germany cannot for-
give the old order for the provocation
of the war.”

BEisner said that the maintenance of
order was the foremost problem of the
governments of all the German states,
but that the Spartacides, real or a»

the elite of the German Soclalist move-
ment and opposed to the war through-
out. They were idealists whom, while
disagreeing with them, one respects.
The alleged Spartacides consist of the
hoodlums and criminals who start riota
for the opportunity to rifie pockets
and plunder.. This element is being
used by the reactionaries to form up-
risings and foster .ridiculous strikes
in order to compromsse the Socialist
movement,

“The leaders of several so-called
Spartacide riots in Berlin were recog-
nized as former Secret Service agents
and propagandists of Ludendorff and
his clique.

“Russian money has much circula-
tion among the Spartacides of the
idealist type, but muney from counter
revolutionary sources is financing the
second variety of Bolshevism in the
hope of bringing on a reaction and a
return of the old regime.

“We are coping with the unemploy-
ment problem as best we can. -The
situation is aggravated because it ex-
tends to the intellectnal classes. Thou-
sands of artists and writers in Munich
are out of work. Many are too proud
to accept the government stipend—8
marks a day for an unemployed man,
five for an unemployed woman and
wives, with an extra allowance of 1
mark for each child.”

The Bavarian Minlster of Communi-
cations, von Fronenderfer, is note-
worthy because of the fact that he was
carried over by Eisnor from the old
regime on account of his great ability
and his honesty. He said:

“Our chief problem is getting work
for German workmen.

“We look to the league of nations
as to a congiderate mother who treats
all children alike. We trust the lea-
gue to eliminate old business jealous-
fes and to allot raw products noi ac-
cording to population but according to
industrial makeup. The old monar-
chist order is dead. Of course there
are elements wishing to restore it but
these elements are powerless. There
{s no danger of the old regime's re-
turn.”
